Greece Again.

If the message is correct
and the situation at
Athens indeed serious,
the Allies should be able
to command it. They are
by no means unanimous on the sub-
ject of Greece .and the value of en-
treating her well, and they seem now
to be content to welcome such of the
Greeks as will join Venizelos and to
render the rest incapable of mischief.
The conduct of the Royalist mob at
Atheng reminds us stroungly of the self-
importafee—oT the Lilliputians.” Yet
the weeping Constantine is an affect-
ing sight, and who can conjure up un-
moved a picture of the loyal tars com-
ing to him with bleeding hearts. and
streaming eyes? We could almost shed
our tears in sympathy, if we did not
know that when the war has followed
its course far enough to put the issue
beyond all doubt even to the pig-
headed Constantine, these same patri-
ots will be the first to turn upon him
and denounce him. By which time,
however, it is safe to assume that they
will have only his life-sized portrait
on which to wreak their vengeance.
The position of Greece grows more
peculiar every day and her ultimate
fate more difficult to conjecture. It
is a little unfortunate that the recent
set-backs of Roumania have given the
appearance of truth and. prevision to
Constantine’s warnings. But Rou-

mania is not yet finished, and there:

are signs that the tables may soon be
turned. If they are, it will be inter-
esting to wateh Athens once more.
The ‘difficulty one is under in passing
judgment on Greece is in the clear

At present it looks as if Greece
proper were ranged against the Greek
Islands, all of which have apparently
proclaimed their allegiance to the
provisional’ government , under Veni-
zelos. A rather disquieting circum-
stance that is beginning to receive
notice is the strong establishment of
the Italians in Albania. They have a
strong force there, which will prob-’
ably be there at the cessation of hos-
tilities. - Albania is not likely to re-
main the no-man’s land it has been,
and in the settlement after the war
there may be some conflict between
the contending claims of Italy, Serbia
and Greece. If so, it is not likely that
Greece will get much sympathy, what-
ever part she may play henceforth. In
fact, it is likely enough that much
diplomacy will be needed if the end of
the war is not to see the irritation and
indignation of Serbia burst out against
her. Probably there will not be much
trouble between Serbia and Italy,
whose separate. contributions to* the
cause and brotherhood in arms will
amicably -dispose them to one an4
other, Italy aims at, and is by many
considered to deserve, control ofthe
Adriatic, and this should not be in-
consistent with allowing Serbia an
outlet thereto. Probably affairs in
Greece will be allowed to run their
course. The King .and his puppet
governments are determined to place
every obstacle they can in the way of
the Allies. These powers may not
force them to become amenable, but,
having drawn their teeth, hold out
inducements to all Greeks that can to
join their colors. Many have already
done so, and with increasing success
for the Allied arms the number will be
added to.until the people of Greece
see for themselves how the fortunes
of war are going and on which side
their bread is buttered. The rest
could then be safely left to them.

Caribou Preservation

We think there will be
general agreement with
the letter from “Conser-
.vation” which we publish
to-day. There is already
too much wanton destruction of our
finest produets, animate and inani-
mate, fo justify the slightest relax-

ation of the efforts to preserve what
is perhaps the noblest and most dis-
finctive of them all, the caribou. Last
week, under the-caption “Abolish the
Reserve” the Western Star published
\an extraordinary article advocating,
tor rather demanding, the abolition of
the Caribou Reserve. The reason giv-
en for this strange request is the

five or six miles in-country to secure
a deer! It appears that “a man wants
a caribou or two. for his wife and
family for the winter”! We bég to
rémind our contemporary that = the
right, -or privilege, of killing these fine

many wWho would be content to walk

BRITAIN WAITING FOR U. S. TO
SPEAK.

LONDON, To-day. °*
The PBritish .Government will .not
make any official representation to the
States concerning the German sub-
marine U-63, pending the announce-
ment of its attitude by the American
Gevernment, said Viscount Grey in the
Housg of Lords to-day. In reply to a
questibn concerning Jfhe attitude of
the States toward British patrols, Vis-
count Grey said the States admitted
tbat British ships were not exceeding
their legal rights under international
law, but that the American Govern-
ment complained of their presence on
the ground of the irritation which the
continued presence of belligerent war-
stips off the U.S. coast naturally caus-
ed a neutral country. He declared
il:at the States requested Britain very
emphatically not to patrol off its coast
and said instructions were sent to the
British ships there to ayoid causing
any unnecessary irritation and to com-
ply as far as possible with the Ameri-
cen request.. With regard to the U-53
the Foreign Secretary continued, “We
do not know whether it is true that
American warships got out of the sub-
marine’s way. That is a matter for
the American Government-only. We
assume that that Government is mak-
ing full inquiries, and we also assume
it will announce its attitude in due
course, pending that we do not propose
to make any official representation on
the subject of the submarine,

The operations on the Macedonian
front are directly connected with those
on the eastern frontier of Roumania,
where a very interesting {evelopment
occurred this week. The Roumanians,
24,000 strong, by crossing the Danube
between Rustchuk and Tutrakan and
advancing from the southwest against
the Prussians and Bulgarians fighting
in the Dobrudja, endeavored to trap¥
the latter between two fires. Field
Marshal Mackensen, who had been sent
to command in this.région soon after
Roumania declared war, had advanced
his forces in the  Dobrudja almost to
the railway from Constanza, which
crosses the province from east to west.
Here the Russians and Roumanians,
who had been steadily retreating be-
fore them, made a stand, and within a
few days drove them back near the old

frontier. Part of the Prussian forces |

on this line were detached against the
Roumanians who had crossed the
Danube, and the latter withdrew again
to the Roumanian side—with heavy
losgses, Berlin insists.

that the preliminary retreat of the
Roumanians and Russians in the Do-
brudja was premeditated in order to
lure the enemy into a trap. A great
battle was fought by the northern
army in which, Bucharest reports, the
Prussians and Bulgars were driven
back on their center and right flank.
This Berlin denies. But the despatches
from the whole of this region. are so
conflicting that all the public here
knows is that the contending armies
are still stretched across the Dobrud-
ja from the Black Sea to the Danube,
where heavy fighting is progressing,
ard, it js believed, without any decided
advantage yet to either side. But the
Russians are being constantly rein-
forced by troops which are being
brought across the Black Sea from
Qdessa and Trebizond, and the issue
cannot long remain in doubt.

While these operations have been
going on along their eastern frontier
the Roumanians have been overrun-
‘ning Eastern Transylvania, pouring
through the passes and moving down
the valleys. They are following the
course of the Aluta toward Fogaras,
north of which town Prussian and Aus-
trian troops, Berlin said early in the
week, were obliged to retire “before
superior forces.” Yesterday Bucharest
used almost the same expression, say-
ing that the enemy had attacked “with
superior forces” in the region of Foga-
ras, and the Roumanian troops; had
been withdrawn somewhat in conse-
quence,

The Aluta, which runs 'in a south-
westerly direction from Fogaras,makes
a sudden bend to the south before Her-
mannstadt is reached and breaks thru
the mountains into Roumania by way
of the Rothenthurm Pass, This was
the scene of the Roumanian defeat/last
week which Berlin heralded as a great
victory. The Prussians got the pass
but the Roumanians escaped. The bulk
of the army is still engaged on the
right back of the Aluta, making the
counter-attack in the mountainous
region north of the pass.

While the Austro-Prussians appar-
ently have the better of it in the fight-
ing in Transylvania, they are ‘hard
pressed further mnorth, in = Galicia,
where the Russians have by no meaus
abandoned their drive toward Lem-
berg. The southern forces have halt-
ed around Halicz, which still resists,
but the advance is being pushed in the
direction of Zloczow, thirty miles east
of Lemberg, and from the region of
Brzezimy, on the southeast. The Rus-
sians’ also are-making, great progress
in Armenia west of Trebizond. ~
