SHORT HOURS AND EFFICIENCY.

The abolition of Sunday labor in
the controlled establishments, to-
gether with the interesting' report of
the Health of Munition Workers’ Com-
mittee, are signs that the authorities
are convinced of the economic
wastefulness of long hours. This
has been the argument of the organ-
ization working for the welfare of the
munitioneers throughout. The re-
port records a serious loss of efficien-
cy in the factories, due to the contin-
ued strain of the early period of the
The fantastically long hours
enforced in the period of stress have
been substantially decreased in many
factories already, and employers re-
port that, as the result, output has
been maintained and often increased,

now

girl workkers. Even now the leaders
of the women’'s trade unions complain
factories of
work, and

of the existence in some
thirty hours’ consecutive
they point out that where the
hours have been reduccd to ten, this
still means for women who live at
some distance from the factories an
absence from home of fifieen and six-
teen hours at a stretch. This was ad-
mitted to be the case by the employ-
érs in recent arbitration proceedings.
Another point is that long hours
nmeans a greater liability to accidents,
owing to loss of attention. In some
districts where unrest exists among
the women workers it is attributed by
the trade union leaders to the nervous
gtrain caused by excessive hours, and
they cordially agree with the commit-
teec that many workers have been al-
lowed to reach a state of reduced
efficiency and lowered health which
might have been avoided without
lessencd output by attention to details
of daily and rests. The
change that is now advocated is the
general adoption for women workers
of the system of three shifts of eight
hours each, which has proved suc-
cessful both for human and for in-
dustrial efliciency.

THE HOSPITAL CALL,

Women of all efficient and experi-
enced ages are now required by the
Voluntary Aid Detachment Service
for paid and voluntary work in wards,
storerooms and Kkitchens of soldiers’
hospitals, and for many other agen-
cies dealing with sick wounded
soldiers. No one can guess yet what
need for helpers the casualty lists
will reveal, but certainly many hun-
dreds will be needed. The military
hospitals are surrendering the fit men,
and women will be asked to fill near-
ly every sort of hospital post, though
they will not act as stretcher-bearers.
A special demand is for cooks for hos-
pitals and for invalid diet kitchens,
at home, in France, and in Salonika.
The 200 women motor-drivers who
during the past year have been driv-
ing ambulances for base hospitals in
France have done admirably, and—
probably because they have been se-
lected by a rigorous physical stan-
dard—they have stood the winter se-
verity even better than the men.
Other V.A.D.’s have been working on
hospital ships.

THOS. R. JOB.

. The death occured on Saturday
cvening last at Blundellsand, near
Liverpool, of Thomas Raffles Job,
Principal of the firmm of Job Brothers,
Liverpool, and President of the New-

Ltd. Born in '‘St. John's in - 1837, he
was the son of Thomas Bulley Job and
grandson of Dr. Wm. Carson, also of
St. John’s. He was educated at the
Church of England Academy and fin-
ished his studies at Edinburgh and
Liverpool. His name, as well as that
of his firm, was a household word in
Newfoundland. He had a most engag-
ing personality and was particularly
popular in his younger days amongst
the social and sporting fraternity.
As an athlete he was a noted wielder
of the willow and many an old time
cricketer will remember his smart
form on the Parade Grounds. For
business reasons he left here in 1865,
two years after marrying Agnes
jJrown, daughter of the late Robert
Brown, Manager of the Commercial
Bank, to reside in Liverpool, but paid
many visits to his native town since,
He took an active part in public life at
Liverpool and held the position of
Justice of the Peace for Lancashire
for the past 25 years, often adminis-
tering justice from the Bench.

He was predeceased by his wifel
five years ago and is now survived by
two sisters, Mrs. William Crossfield
and Mrs. C. J. Crossfield, 4 sons, Wm.
C. Job, New York; Robert B. Job, St.
John’s; Samuel E. Job and Thomas B.

Criminal Fake

Caused Much Trouble.

At four o’clock on Saturday after-
noon the Editor of the St. John’s Daily
Star received a startling message, the
news of which spread through the
city like wild fire, and in some quart-
ers came very near having serious re-
sults. The message reads:—

“Brigus Junction—

“Foran Dowden drowned in
Angle Pond; send particulars lat-
er.

Signed, PARSONS.”

The contents of the message were
immediately communicated to the Ed-
itor of the Daily News, in which em-
ploy Mr. T. J. Foran has been work-
ing for twenty years. The message
was accepted as bona fide and believed
to have been sent by Mr. Vincent Par-
sons, a representative of the Star, who
was returning from Trinity Bay. Mr.
Puddester, business manager of the
News, acquainted the Palace and the
Rev. Fr. Conway broke the news to
Mrs., Foran and family, At the same
time, Mr. Thistle, business manager
of the Star, got in touch with the Rev.
Dr. Jones, who at the time was visit-
ing the General Hospital, and being
acquainted of the supposed facts per-
formed a like sad duty to Mrs. Dow-
den.

The Postal Telegraphs Department
in the meantime kept the lines busy
and soon learned that there was rea-
son to believe the message was a fake;
and in answer to further inquiries, a
message was received from the postal
operator as follows:

“Message
no truth in it; meant for joke on
Dowden; both in best of health few
minutes ago.

A period of twenty minutes had
elapsed between the receipt of the two
messages and an attempt to reach the
homes of Messrs. Dowden and Foran
in advance of the clergymen failed,
though the messenger to Mrs. Foran
reached the house while Rev. Fr. Con-
way was present. Mrs. Dowden was
also communicated with.

Friday evening last the two men in
question left town for a day's fishing
and stayed off at Brigus Junction.

Carlstrom Killid
With a Flying Pupil

Hero of (hicago-New York Flight and
Cary B. Epes, Plunged to Death at
Newport News—Biplane Collapses
in Air—Aviator, Cool to the Last,
Strives to Right His Machine—Met
End as He Had Predicted.
Newport News, Va., May 9.—Victor

Carlstorm, instructor at the Atlantic

Coast Aeronautical School here, and

an army student, Cary B. Epes, met

instant death early this afternoon
when a biplane plunged 3,500 feet to
earth. The tragedy was witnessed by
hundreds of persons. Carlstrom, who
was piloting the machine, made a val-
jant fight for his life and the life of
his puipl. Calrstrom was a famous
aviator, his most widely known ex-
ploit perhaps being his Chicago to

New York flight for the New York

Times.

Several theories are advanced as to
the cause of the accident. All that is
known is that watchers on the ground
saw the machine suddenly crumple
and tien begin an end over end de-
scer t. Although one wing had been

rn loose and was fluttering down be-
hind the machine, Carlstrom man-
oeuvred in such a manner as to bring
the airplane to its proper . position,
while he was yet 1,500 feet from the
earth. He held it in such a position
and if. struck the ground right side
up. However, the loss of the wing
made it impossible to glide, and the
maclgine shot almost straight down-
ward, burying its nose more than
thre2 feet in the ground.

Curlstrom’s last act was to cut off
his motor 100 feet above the earth,
thus preventing the machine from
catching fire when it struck. Both
bodies were mangled almost beyond
recognition.

Carlstrom was regarded as premier
among American airmen, and had the
unique distinction of having become
an instructor one week after quitting
his job as @, cowboy on a Colorado
ranch to take up aviation. Recently
ﬁé was commissioned Lieutenant in
the Tinited States Flying Corps Re-
serve. He was holder of one world
record and several American altitude
and ‘long distance flight records. He
first came into prominence on his
flight from Toronto to New York.
Liater he flew from this city to New
York, and later made his famous at-
tempt at a non-stop flight from
Chicago to New York.

Epes, who was formerly a teller in
a local bank, resigned to offer his ser-
vices to the nation on the declaration
of war with Germany and was making

The Biggest Sailing

A few people mourned when the
railroad drove from the highways the
picturesque stage coach; some people
deplore the passing of the horse and
the supremacy of the automobile. Am-
ong the great majority, however, there

nearly everyone is sorry to see the
sailing ship supplanted by the steam-
ship. Progress demands the sacrifice,
but even shipowners who are profit-
ing by.the change wish that it were
possible to revive the old days when
the white wings of full rigged ships
were blown by every wind. For there
are a few things in this world more
beautiful than a sailing ship in mid-
ocean; it is doubtful whether there is
anything else that is more romantic.

The biggest sailing ship in the dim-
ishing fleets of ‘the ~world - is - the
“France,” a five-masted ship now be-
lieved to be tied up in the Clyde Riv-
er, Scotland, although it is possible
that the scarcity of shipping may have
forced her out to dare the submarine
perils. The “France” is fitted with
auxiliary power so that a strict inter-
pretation might force her out of the
saling ship class, but-on an ocean voy-
age she usually relied upon sail pow-
er, so it seems fair to consider her
the biggest of sailing ships; She was
launched in 1913.

The “France” is 430 feet in length,
has a deadweight capacity of 6,500
tons, and a gross toanage of 5,633."
She has a sail area of 70,000 square
feet, an enormousg spread of canvas
which gives her great speed. She isa
steel ship built  in Bordeaux for a
French company which trades with
the far-distant French island of New
Caledonia, located to the east of Aus-
tralia. With a favoring wind and her
two oil engines going it was estimated
that the “France” could make 17
kihots an hour, and that she could; if
pushed, make the voyage from New'

Caledonia to Rougn, her French port,

After the war anyone desiring an
interesting voyage
might take passage on the “France,”
for this great sailing ship has ac-
commodations for six passengers. It
would not be necessary to sacrifice
all luxury, for besides the cabins there
are a saloon, a smoking room, a read-
ing room, a photographic dark room
and bath rooms, with steam heat and
electric lights. And the voyage (o
New Caledonia is one so seldom in-
dulged in that a returning voyager
from that distant colony will be cer-
tain that he has visited a place which
hardly any Americans have seen.

Although the “France” is the big-
gest sailing ship afloat she is not the
biggest ever built. This distinction
belongs to the great American seven-
masted schooner “Thomas W. Law-
son,” a steel vessel of 10,000 tons dis-
placement. The “Lawson,” a familiar
sight in American harbors, and an
inspiring spectacle at sea, was lost a
few years ago on the dreaded Scilly
Isles.

Before the “Lawson” was built the
biggest sailing ship was the “Preus-
sen,” a German five-masted ship. But
the “Preussen,” too, went down.
Still another German ship, however,
now holds second place to the
“France,” the “R. C. Rickmers,”
which is now tied up in a German
port. Like the “France” the “Rick-
mers” is fitted with auxiliary engines
and she has an enormous cargo - ca-
pacity.

Although it seemed probable a few
years ago that the sailing ship was
certainly doomed, the development of
the gas engine has made it possible
for large sailing ships to compete fa-
vorably on long voyages with tramp
steamers. These big sailing ships
carry much of the wheat from Cali-
fornia and British Columbia, nickel
ore from New Caledonia, nitrate from
Chili and jute from Indig’to the ports

‘of Europe.

Gone now, however, are the glorious
days when the American clipper Tul-
ed the waves, marvellous greyhounds
of the seas, so speedy that they drove
English shippers off the ocean and
into bankruptcy. Some of these clip-
pers could make the Atlantic passage
regularly in a fortnight.

Almost gone, too, are the days of
the long ocean races, although occa-
sionally two ships start together
from Boston on the long voyage to
Buenos Ayres. But never again will
there be such a race as that in 1866,
when the “Ariel,” “Taiping” and
“Serica” raced from Foo-Chow to
Londen. Within a few hours after the
start they were out of sight @f each
other. For more than three months
they sailed westward, and not a single
sailor on any one of the ships sighted
his rival. Yet the “Ariel” and the
“Taiping” came into the English
Channel almost abreast and raced to
the Downs, the former winning by
10 minutes a race that had lasted 99
days. The “Serica” came in only a
few hours later.—Boston Post.

Editor: The Herald.

Dealt Sir,—Because I do not regard
your darticle in your paper of yester-
day (ﬁ‘nda}) as ‘making a fait llre~
sentation of my connection as medit;
examiner for the Newfoundland I"{egi‘J
ment, and because some of your re-
marks appear to' ‘have. created ~mis-
apprerensions in the mind of the pub-
lic, I ask the favor.of the publication
of this letter in your paper.

In the first place my contract with
the Standing Committée for the per-
formance of medical- ywork for the
Regimeént was simply that of a civil
practitioner under agreement to ex-
amine reeruits, to dttend $§ick = par-
ades -and to visit any of the men who
might be i1l in their billets in the city.

The Commission 1 held- was - given
me at the volition of the authorities
and without any .regueést .’
That Commission was- grantéd to fa-
cilitate and to give due military au-
thority to work other than that for
which the Standing Committee en-
gagod ane;  This extra work consisted
of the-filling out of papers for the
Medical Board. Such papers dealt
with t%e physieal condition st réturh-

ed right of thousands of my fellow-
countrymen.

In common with scores of fellow-
practitioners, I have, as far as in me

'.lay. endeavoured to do my duty by the

{meént, 1 was one of the first to

velunteer services in (onne(.uon with,

dur military forces. In less than a
year, the doctors of this city perform-
ed work which, the Finance Commit-
tee ' estimated, saved the country at
least seven thousand dollars; all of. it
being done without charge. You prac-
tically make the implication that I and
other: fellow-practitioners “bled” the
patriotic funds in this connection and
‘that implication is by no means just.

It certainly is not just to me fo
make statements calculated to per-
suade the public that I have been in
receipt of a salary of three thousand
dollats per vear for sérvices rendered
the Regiment.

At the end of December, 1916, I had
been ‘performing medical examina-
tions and other services in my pro-
fessional line for twénty-one months.
Up to that time I had received in pay-
ment of these services a sum total of
$1,920.

In addition to this amount I receiv-
ed from the authorities in the ‘same

ed volunteers, applWo(,pensxons
or clfowances. It entailed thorough
examfnation of the méil epncernel and
was: performed gratuitously by me.

Besides this prelimina'ry work fin
conection with the Medical Board, I
also performed vaccinations' and in-
oculations and visited the Military
Hospital, without charge, although
such services were not covered by the
terms of my agreement with the
Standing Committee.

Wheén His Excellency demanded the
resignation of my Commission, he
simply made it impossible for me to
perﬁnn further gratuitous services
for ghe Medical Board. His action in
no .\"&ay affected my connection with
the Btanding ‘Committee, who have yet
to &eeidé on their action in this con-
nectioff As far as ¥ am concerned, I
regard myself as under obligation to
that Committee for the services out-
lined; ntil I am duly and {formally
released therefrom.

You were in error, Mr. Editor, when
you stated that I had “intimated to the
Governor that 1 inténded to volun-
teery’ “I have never made any such
promise to His Excellency or anybody
else. Suach a condition was not made
part'ef my agreement with the Stand-
ing Committee. My services were, as
I have stated, purely of a civil nature.
The otheér-sgerviges referred to were a
later development of © my eonneetion
with the Regiment, were not paid for
and were undertaken by me simply to
smooth over certain friction that had
arisen between certain of the Regi-
mental officials.

On the two occasions on which His
Excellency asked me to proceed over-
seas, I gave him no promise to fall in
line. On the first ‘occasion I told the
Governor I could give him no prom-
ise; on the second occasion I told him
definitely that - circumstances pre-
vented me from doing as he asked.

I hold, Mr. Editor, that I am the
keeper of my own conscience in this
matter and” that under present cir-
cumstances it is my privilege to make
my own decisions in regard to volun-
teering, even as that is the undoubt-

period a kit allowance of $92 (in con-
néction with a trip north with a draft
of the Regiment) and about $70 for
travelling expenises in connection with
a trip to England with one of the con-
tingents.

In all, then, I réceived from the au-
thorities the sum of $2,082 in all con-
nections as regards the Regiment,
during a period of twenty-oné months,

penses incidental to my services and
not for the services themselves.

To state, then, that I have been paid
at the rate of three thousand dollars
per year, is by no means a true re-
presentation of the facts of the case.

In a year and three quarters my to-
tal réccipts were $2,082."

In a year and three quarters my re-
ceipts for - gervices -rendered were
$1.920.

That is at the rate of less than $1,-
100 -per year.

My total receipts from Regimental
sources in twenty-five months (up to
the end of Aprif, 1917) aréa little over
$3,000.

That is at the rate of $1,440 per
)0ar.

It is true that my receipts -in omne
month did total $241.  TPhat was @&
record month “in  reeruiting. My
charges were made according to the
scale of fees provided by the Finance
Committee. But, as-'will be seen by
reference to the sum- totals I have
given, my receipts from this source
each month were by ne means on this
average. As recruiting has fluctuated,
so have receipts, which have fallen as
low as $72 per month.

It strikes me, Mr. Editor, that to ob-
tain a full and fair understanding of
the whole cost of medical services -to
the Regiment, it would be well to pub-
lish all such accounts. Then the pub-
lic will learn for themselves the
amounts expended in this connection,
the persons and payments concerned,
and the proportion of work performed
by the various doctors, including my-
self.

He said
he was convinced that on his return
he would be in a position to complete-
ly dissipate the pessimistic impression
prevailing even now in military cir-
cles regarding the condition of the
Russian army. “I have no doubt
whatever,” he said, “that the army
of Free Russia will know how to ful-

fil its duty to its Fatherland, also that
the Fatherland will do everything
possible to support the army with all
its moral and material resources.”
The Provisional Government to-day
ordered the return to their homes of
all men of non-slavic origin who were
mobilized by the former administra-
tion for defence work at the front be-
hind the firing line.
