record, numbering over 131 bottoms 
of varying sizes with an aggregate 
tonnage of 30,000, being sufficiently 
large to take away the whole of our 
fishery harvest in three round trips. 
As every member of this House 
knows, sailing crafts were being gra­
dually displaced by steamers before 
the war began and the large flotillas 
of smaller wooden vessels engaged 
in our trade were being eliminated so 
that in 1913 nearly all our incoming 
and outgoing cargoes were carried in 
steamers. The shipping boom of the 
war period has resulted in reviving 
the important shipbuilding industry 
of this country and it is to be hoped 
that it will be found possible to main­
tain it hereafter on at least as sub­
stantial as scale as at present.

The interest-bearing deposits in the 
Canadian Banks established in the 
Colony amounted on the 31st Decem­
ber last to $15,289,011 and to this 
amount must be added thé deposits 
in the Government Savings Bank, 
amounting to $2,215;764, making a 
total altogether of $17,504,775. The 
Canadian Banks had the previous 
year $13,536,607 in deposits, so that 
they increased their holdings by $1,- 
732,404, but the Government Savings 
Bank had $2,494,049, so that this 
year’s figures are a reduction of $278,- 
685 as compared with 1917. On the 
other hand, however, at the time of 
the Victory Loan last summer there 
were withdwTrawals from the latter 
Bank of over $400,000 for investment 
therin, so that under ordinary cir-' 
cumstances this Bank would have had 
an addition to its deposits of over 
$100,000. How much was withdrawn 
from the Canadian Banks here for the 
same purpose is not ascertainable but 
the aggregate must have been very 
large. The above figures indicate a 
nett increase in the Savings. Bank de­
posits of our people of $1,474,119 or 
say, one and a half million dollars, 
and three and a half more were in­
vested in our Victory Loan, which may 
be described as savings of our people, 
also during 1918, so that it is hardly 
an exaggeration to claim that they 
are better off by five million dollars 
through savings deposits and the pur­
chase of Government Bonds the 
past year than they were twelve 
months previously. I am sure all will 
be glad to know that the prospects 
for a successful flotation of the loan

What with the tonnage of its own 
construction and purchases abroad, 
generally in Nova Scotia, New­
foundland has now the finest fleet 
of foreign-going vessels in her his­
tory, which at high freights have 
been proving very acceptable in­
vestments. The Pulp and Paper 
mills have had a good year. Lum­
bering has been for domestic supply 
only and therefore only compara­
tively limited in volume. Other 
manufacturies hawe been very fully 
employed. . . . Notwithstand­
ing drawbacks, the principal of 
which was shortage of tonnage, 
Newfoundland has enjoyed a period 
of marked prosperity as a result of 
war prices for its products. Soon­
er or later prices must work back 
to a normal basis but the Island is 
in a strong position to face the peri­
od of readjustment.
Out Obligations and Public Debt.

It next becomes desirable to ex­
amine as to our obligations and our 
public debt. The statement of our 
revenue’ and expenditure for the war

The Postmaster General, in his an­
nual report, bears similar testimony 
of the growth in the prosperity of tEe 
people, by showing that the turn-over 
of the Money Order business for the 
fiscal year 1917-18 was over $3,000,000 
as against little more than a million 
ten years previously; that the Regis­
tration of Letters increased in the 
same period from 17,000 to 225,000; 
that the growth in the Parcel Post 
Branch was phenomenal, totalling 
239,707 parcels, an increase of 11,282 
for the year; that despite the draw­
backs in the way of developing Parcel 
Post business between America and 
this country, the duties collected on 
American parcels had increased near­
ly 375 per cent, in ten years, and the 
growth of the domestic Parcel Post 
business was becoming so great that 
it could hardly be handled; that the 
Customs duties collected on parcels 
last year amounted to $72,793 against 
$16,796 ten years before, while the in­
crease over the previous year was 
$22,901 or more than twice that of any 
previous year in the history of the 
Department.

Testimony to the favorable condi­
tion of the Colony’s affairs is borne 
in the first place by our own Board 
of Trade, which in its tenth Annual 
Report, observes as follows:—

“The remarkable figures (of the 
growth of our imports and exports) 
clearly demonstrate that the trade 
of the Colony as for the past fiscal 
year has been phenomenally suc­
cessful. The excess of imports over 
exports is eminently satisfactory 
for the year’s trading, showing as 
it does that the balance of trade 
was largely in our favor, a factor 
generally regarded as most im­
portant to the commercial welfare 
of any community. This unpre­
cedented position in the trade of 
the Dominion is due largely, if not 
wholly, to war conditions. We are 
essentially a country producing 
food and raw material that have 
been in great demand under the 
conditions of war prevailing on the 
European continent and our pros­
perity is largely attributable to the 
intereference these conditions have 
had on the operations of our prin­
cipal competitors/

Properly speaking, however, there 
ought have been charged into that 
year the Loan raised by the Colony 
last summer, namely $7,453,401 main­
ly for war purposes, but as the trans­
action was not completed on the 30th 
June, it does not figure in the fiscal 
transactions for that 12 months. It 
is, however, an addition to the Public 
Debt for the current year ,and there 
will have to be added to it $1,000,000 
of new Loan under the Act passed a 
few days ago, the remaining $5,000,000 
being to pay off a previous Loan of a 
similar amount. Therefore, assuming 
that we complete the raising of this 
amount before the 30th June, as wo 
hope to do, the Public Debt of the 
Colony will on that date stand at 
about $43,000,000. j.

It may be asked .then, can the coun­
try meet these obligations and con­
tinue to bear the burden of this Pub­
lic Debt? I think I have shown con- 
clusively from the facts and figures 
I have adduced that this is possible, 
and that there is no reason for seri­
ous concern as to the maintenance of 
the stability of this country in the 
coming years. True, we must be pre­
pared for lean years as well as fat 
ones, and for periods of financial and 
commercial depression, as well as for 
a continuance of the prosperity we 
have enjoyed of late years, but, mak-, 
ing all due allowance for conditions i 
as they arise, and for the difficulties I 
which beset countries as well as in-1 
dividuals, I see no reason why, if all | 
will unite for the common weal, that 
this Newfoundland of ours should not 
continue along the paths of prosper­
ity, now that peace is returning to 
the world, with the same hope and 
confidence as she advanced during 
the trying days of the war and with 
the same success as she achieved in 
spite of all the disadvantages that 
attend such a period.

I have other material in relation to 
this statement which I shall not 
trouble the Committee to read now.
I propose, therefore, that the Commit­
tee rise, report progress , and ask 
leave to sit again on Friday.

(From the Toronto Globe.)
Under this heading The Chicago 

Tribune girds at the United States 
army commanders who have been de­
corated by the British Government 
for services on the field. The other 
day General Plumer, acting on behalf 
of King George, conferred on an Am­
erican major-general a K. C. B., and 
on three of his officers a K. C. M. G. 
apiece. The Tribune quotes against 
them the paragraph in the first ar­
ticle of the United States Constitu­
tion decreeing that no title of nobil­
ity shall be granted by the United 
States, and no person holding any 
office of profit or trust shall, with­
out the consent of Congress, “accept 
of any present, office, or title of any 
kind whatever from any king, prince 
or foreign state. The British Gov­
ernment or the British King must 
be innocent of any intention to flout 
Republican simplicity. In these cases 
a K.C.B. or a K.C.M.G. is merely hon­
orary and complimentary. One of 
them was given to General Pershing 
and another to former Ambassador 
Gerard, but nobody at the time im­
agined that these distinguished Am­
ericans would be called “Sirs” either 
at home or in Europe. Purely mili­
tary decorations would have been pe •- 
haps more appropriate, but the K.C.B. 
and the K.C.M.G. were chosen as 
marks of special favor. The recipients 
can plead that the tokens are neitner 
presents nor offices nor titles, and 
therefore do not call for Congression­
al consent, or for the Congressional 
inquiry demanded by some of their 
countrymen, who profess to scent a 
royalist plot to undermine the United 
States Constitution and seduce high- 
yl-placed Americans from democratic 
principles. It will be a piquant coin­
cidence if Congress investigates the 
titles business while a Parliamentary 
committee at Ottawa is debating the 
same subject. Probably anti-title 
Canadians would have no objection to 
K.C.B.’s and K.C.M.G.’s if the owners 
of these carried no handles to their 
names, but of what use is a title if it 
cannot be worn? Eliminate the “Sir” 
and the value of Knighthood would 
take a long and sudden drop. Our 
American friends are making much 
ado about nothing. Where Honour- 
ables and Colonels sprout in such pro­
fusion, to say nothing of Exalted 
Rulers, Puissant Knights, and other 
lodge appellations, why this fuss over 
honors that carry neither prefixes nor 
suffixes in a land spangled with both?

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Disaster Overtakes Dirigible.
C-5 Breaks From Moorings Drifting Sea- 

ward Last Evening—Destroyer “Ed­
wards” Search Unsuccessful.

.At about 6 o’clock yestdrday after­
noon the American balloon C-5 broke 
her moorings at Pleasantville and was 
quickly borne away by the strong 
wind that blew. The valley down at 
Pleasantville is like a funnel, through 
which the wind blows with terrific 
force. For about a couple of minutes 
there was a lull in the wind, when 
suddenly a gale, going at 50 miles an 
hour, struck the dirigible, snapping 
one of the end ropes that moored her 
to the field. The bag then swung 
broadside by the other end rope, 
causing it to receive the full force of 
the gale. Although a hundred or so 
of the U. S. S. Chicago's crew who 
were on hand, effecting necessary re­
pairs and refilling the bag with 
hydrogen gas, and a large number of 
visitors who were there, jumped to 
catch the ropes and cables that stil! 
hèld her, the straL. was too great, and 
every one broke, liberating the ship 
and leaving her at the mercy of the 
winds. As she broke away, the crowd 
dashed back to safety, and Lieut C. 
G. Little, who was in the car, jump­
ed from a height of thirty feet, sus­
taining a sprained ankle that to-day 
obliges him to use crutches. A fifteen 
year old lad. Kavanagh, of Military 
Road, who had been hauling or. one 
of the ropes, received a blow on the 
head that almost killed him instant­
ly. Another boy, Cleary, of the Bat­
tery, was also hit, a steel cable strik­
ing and breaking his collar bone. 
Both were rushed to the hospital, 
where they received the necessary

treatment. The ship rose rapidly to a 
height of two hundred feet, dropped 
suddenly to the ground with a crash, 
and again rising went swinging off 
down over the White Hills. Thence 
she blew along over the Lake, pass­
ing over Signal Hill, and out to sea, 
going at the rate of 20 miles an hour.

To give an idea of the strain that 
was on the cables, it might be stated 
that two 3-inch hemps, two steel and 
eight % inch lines were snapped like 
cotton threads. At 6.30 the dirigible 
was sighted and reported by the Cape 
Spear Lighthouse keeper, when 15 
miles off and drifting E. S. E. The U. 
S.S. destroyer Edwards, which had ar­
rived in port in the morning, was im­
mediately despatched after the dirig­
ible, and the various steamers along 
the route were notified to keep a look­
out for her. Last night the Edwards 
received a radiograph from a steamer 
(name unknown), which stated that 
she had located the balloon, but upon 
arriving at the point mentioned by the 
steamer, the Edwards failed to locate 
the balloon, the steamer having in the 
meantime wirelessed that she could 
not stand by any longer. The Ed­
wards then returned, after searching

When once these are released the 
problem of unemployment will be 
solved to a- great extent.* * • • •

Charleston, South Carolina, May 7. 
■—The discovery of bombs in the mail 
of several prominent statesmen and 
business men is a sinister indication 
of the lengths to which the followers 
of Bolshevism will go in their cam­
paign of terrorism. The plot was 
quickly nippèd in the bud, however, 
by the watchful secret service men 
and nothing very serious has resulted 
from it, with the exception of the in­
juries sustained by the servant cf 
Senator Hardwick. The red outlaws, 
whose hands are directed against all 
constituted authority, have played 
their first card and it has been 
trumped. What their next play will 
be remains to be seen. It is hardly 
conceivable that their damnable doc­
trines will find any lodgment in 
American minds, which in spite of 
sporadic outbreaks, are ranged on 
the side of law and order.

The news from the Peace Confer­
ence is still very indefinite. We are 
given to understand that Italy is 
coming back and will make another 
fight for Fiume. It cannot be denied 
that there is the greatest kind of sym­
pathy for Italy in this country, and 
most people cannot quite understand 
the reasons for denying to that gal­
lant nation the seaport she craves. 
The Jugo-SIavs who were pro-German 
.during the war and who never had a 
country before, are being treated like 
the petted darlings of the Big Three. 
And there is the question of Japan 
and Shantung. Poor China seems as 
helpless at the Peace Conference as 
she has been in the clutches of the 
sinister yellow nation which directs 
all her affairs. Japan is another Ger­
many, and has all the Prussian’s love 
for militarism and autocracy, and 
once she gets a strangle hold on China 
the flowery kingdom will become n 
vassal for her to exploit as she 
chooses. There is great danger in the 
rise of Japan as a world power. It is 
the most menacing thing that con­
fronts the world to-day. China with 
her untold millions, may yet become 
the war ally of Japan. The sleeping 
Empire needs only to be awakened by 
some progressive nation to become 
the strongest in Asia. It is some­
thing to give pause to the thoughtful. 
Is the world some day to witness the 
advent of another Ghengis Khan 
whose sword will ravage three con­
tinents? Confidence in the good in­
tentions of Japan is something the 
rest of the nations' do not seem to 
possess. She is looked upon as en­
tirely unscrupulous and utterly in­
different to the morality of her poli­
tical undertakings. Her activities in 
the East have always been regarded 
with more or leap suspicion, and one 
cannot understand why she is now 
given such a free hand there. Her 
part in the war was negligible. In 
nearly four years she only lost 19,- 
000 men, and her expenditures were 
less than those of Portugal. On the 
other hand the war has proved a bon­
anza as far as her commerce is con­
cerned. She made a" vast amount of 
money out of the conflict and was 
able to build up a large military ma­
chine, while the other nations were

Special to Evening Telegram.
TREPASSEY, To-day.

V. S. Seaplane N.C. 4 which arrived 
at Halifax from Rockaway, New York, 
as already reported, left the former 
port yesterday morning, but had only 
proceeded a distance of twenty-six 
miles on her easterly course to Tre- 
passey when trouble in her oil con­
duits developed and the 'plane was 
obliged to descend to the surface for 
temporary repairs, which being ef­
fected, it took the air again and put 
about on return to supply ship Balti­
more, where the trouble was over­
hauled and the oil line's made good 
for voyage, which was resumed with­
out any extra delay.

The "bird,” flying gracefully reach­
ed here at 7.10 last evening. Com­
mander Reid tells reporter that he 
left Halifax at 10.25 local time and 
arrived in Trepassey harbor at the 
time stated above, the air route fol­
lowed from the Nova Scotia capital 
being 470 miles. Some .heavy wind 
squalls were experienced on the way, 
particularly when nearing our coast. 
These squalls were from all points of 
the compass and sometimes attained a 
velocity of 50 miles per hour. Not­
withstanding the many contrary gusts 
the ’plane was not at any time off her 
course, and made Freshwater Point, 
from which new bearings were tak­
en and a W.N.W. course to Mutton 
Point, steered, which, after making, 
a new direction was followed to Pow­
ell’s Head and from thence to the 
calm waters of Trepassey Harbor. 
N.C. 4 was taken charge of by me­
chanics from the Aroostook instantly 
it alighted, and was gone over care­
fully and whatever adjustments and 
repairs were needed, made. The three 
’planes are now in complete readiness 
for the company flight Yesterday’s 
unsuccessful attempt by N.C. One and 
Three was very disappointing, but the 
observations made as to weights and 
other conditions of the fliers were 
considered to be valuable in making 
calculations for to-morrow’s attempt. 
It is quite probable! that the crews of 
each will be lessened by one man, 
and that the fuel supply will be re­
duced to the minimum quantity re­
quired for the trip.

The taking away of one man and ex­
tra fuel from each ’plane will make 
a considerable difference in the flying 
qualities of the machines, though it 
will render them more subject to the 
force of air currents and unfavorable 
winds. With the ocean patrol always 
available, however, in case of descent, 
the fliers have high hopes of making 
the Azores in the time set, without 
serious delay or damage.

Papal Honor Conferred.
On Magistrate MacDonnelL 

(Western Star.)
The Bishop of St George’s on his 

return from his trip abroad a few 
days ago, announced that a high dis­
tinction had been given to one of the 
best known men of the Coast, the ven­
erable Magistrate of St. George’s. The 
Cardinal Secretary of State cabled the 
Bishop that the Grand Cross of the 
Order Pro Ecclesia was designated 
for Richard’ MacDonnel, Magistrate of 
St George’s. This is a unique hon­
or and one which was well deserved.

The Magistrate was born in Cool- 
more, Co. Cork, Ireland, in 1841, of 
most worthy Irish parents. He came 
to Newfoundland in 1861 and resided 
in St. John’s with his uncle—the 
architect and builder of the Catholic 
Cathedral. In the Autmun of 1861 
he went to Brigus where he put up 
several church buildings for the late 
Father O’Keefe. In 1875 he went to 
Harbor Main and entered the political 
arena in 1882, and was a colleague 
for the district -In which he resided 
of the late Chief Justice Little. For 
several sessions he took a prominent 
part in the debates, and was gener­
ally recognized as an able advocate 
of progressive legislation. He en 
tered the Reid employ in 1897, and 
in 1898 he went to British Columbia 
with the C. P. R. He returned in 1901 
as Magistrate of St. George’s.

NOT POSSIBLE TO FULFIL TERMS.
BERLIN, May 14.

Count von Brockdorft Ra'ntzau, the 
head of the German Peace delegation, 
in communicating to the other mem­
bers of the delegation the text of the, 
three notes he sent to Premier Clem­
enceau, pointed out that the Peace 
Treaty, in its present form, could not 
he accepted and could not he signed 
because it was impossible to fulfil its 
terms, say despatches from Versailles 
reporting the Count’s action, adding, 
he told the German delegation that it 
would sign nothing it was not intend­
ed to fulfil. The delegation, he con­
tinued, would endeavor to improve 
the treaty and make its signing pos­
sible. A note of considerable length 
deals with all the proposed territorial 
changes. The note does not deny 
that the principle of seelf-determina- 
tion can be asserted for several of 
the changes such as concerns Poland 
and Schleswig, but does not concede 
that the territories populated by Ger­
mans "can be bartered like pawns as 
security for the financial or economic 
demands of Germany’s enemies." In 
this connection the note protests 
strongly regarding the Saàre Valley 
and declares it is vain to contend that 
the proposed occupation will be tem­
porary, because, it is declared, if Ger­
many is not in a position to re­
purchase the mines with gold at the 
end of fifteen years, the region is des­
tined finally to go to the French, even 
if the population “pronounces unani­
mously in favor of Germany."

I would again point out to our 
Legislators that if the Government 
cannot finance the Municipal Coun­
cil more fully, it might seriously con­
sider, before closing, the helping of 
citizens who might build to-day (and 
who in building are really taking the 
burden of financing off the shoulders 
of the Government, which burden 
might be argued as belonging to the 
Government) by removing the duties 
on building materials. The motto in 
this house building scheme is “Every 
house built helps.” In discussing the 
House Building Problem our friend, 
the Hon. John Anderson, has always 
done so in whaf might almost be de­
scribed as terms of Arithmetical Pro­
gression, I shall discuss it more upon 
the lines of Geometrical Progression 
and show that even a $20,000.00 house 
built may help the working man.

We presuppose that everybody has 
to-day an idea or ambition for “The 
House Beautiful.” Some chap who 
has some money decides he will build 
his idea of “The House Beautiful” 
with said money, or he may build it 
with his nerve and the help of a 
mortgage. So he moves from his 
$10,000.00 house, more or less, into 
the new one. Now his $10,000.00 
house may seem a beautiful house to 
the man in the $7,000.00 one and he 
is delighted to move up. Then the 
man in the $5,000.00 house says 
“that’s a swell house that chap is 
leaving” and he moves up. This gives 
the chap in the $3,000.00 house a 
chance to move .up, followed by the 
chap in the $2,000.00 house, and a 
progression may be made by men each 
in a $1,500, $1,000 and $800 houses, 
and finally the chap in a shack may 
get a house, and, to say the least of 
it, he is pleased.

There you behold a whole lot of 
citizens and voters made happier by 
the building of one house. Mr. Edi­
tor, I believe we shall get our mem­
bers, the Hon. John Bennett and the 
Hon. Wm. Higgins, to study this as­
pect of making happy voters, both in 
the East and West Ends, as well as 
our other legislators, and who knows 
but that they might decide to wait 
for the Citizens’ Meeting, you suggest, 
and pass a whole Charter for us that 
will be a lasting credit to the 1919 
Parliament.

The outport members, even if not 
resident in St. John's, must see the 
necessity of their being proper ac­
commodation for their constituents 
who come to our city to do business 
and who at the moment find them­
selves considerably hampered and in­
convenienced by the lack of accom­
modation either in hotels or board­
ing houses. And, as Mr. Grimes has 
said, what about epidemics and over­
crowding?

The G. W. V. A. have passed a re­
solution, which they have by a Com­
mittee put before the Premier, that 
these sections be passed, and if pos­
sible, a complete Charter, as drawn up 
by Mayor Gosling and the Municipal 
Councillors on the lines of the old City 
Charter, with amendments as made by 
the Citizens Committee, where judged 
necessary. They have also asked for 
Duties off Building materials.

The Clerical Round Table (compos­
ed of Anglican, Methodist, Congrego» 
tional and Presbyterian Clergymen) 
who are too unhappily cognizant of the 
terrible housing conditions now pre­
vailing in town, and seeing the neces­
sity for the immediate building of 
houses, have asked the Government to 
at least put through the Sections now 
before it, so that the necessary build­
ings might be immediately proceeded 
with.

I note that the Epworth League has 
passed a resolution supporting the 
Councillors Charter, with amendments 
as suggested by the Citizens Com­
mittee. I believe that within the next 

week, other prominent bodies will be 
heard from, as giving their support to a 
_ narter which insures the building ot 
Houses, that has been for some time 
a crying necessity.

The N. I. W. A. Executive whom I 
had the pleasure of meeting various 
times, in connection with G. W. V. A. 
work, will I believe, if they will meet 
a G. W. V. A. Committee, support a 
Charter which will provide land for 
Soldiers and Workmen to build upon, 
and something definite for the future 
of the City. The N. X. W. A. have been 
agitating for the building of Workmen’s 
Houses, which are badly needed.

The G. W. V. A. knows the im­
perative need for Houses for the 
Soldiers and Sailors’ just returned, 
newly married. Much is said about 
the difficulty of getting the Returned 
Soldier and Sailor to settle down, but 
we believe that one of the best ways of 
getting them settled down is through 
marriage, but still it is difficult to ex­
pect some of them to be happily 
settled when they have only the choice 
of houses as wet or wetter than dug- 
outs and just as crowded.

The Soldiers and Sailors might 
suggest a Building Scheme of their 
own, but they see that houses are want­
ed for the labourer, for the clerk, for 
the middle classes in fact for all 
classes and every house built helps. 
Mr . Gosling and the Municipal 
Council have an admirable Building 
Scheme, but it does not go far enough. 
That is not Mr. Gosling’s fault, but due 
to the smallness of the funds which 
are at the moment at his disposal. It 
is hoped that the Government may see 
their way clear to increase this amount.

I have been in communication with 
Mr. Warwick Smith as a member of 
the N.I.W-A-- and I think I shall have 
his permission to say, that we both 
agree that one of the greatest dif­
ficulties to-day is to get land to build 
on, near the Citjl and neither the 
workingman or the Soldier wishes to 
build out upon the Barrens.

We believe that under the new 
Charter, the Municipal Council can 
get land and lay it out in suitable lots. 
On these lots the Council can build 
Houses themselves, and sell them at 
cost, or they can permit Citzens to 
build, who can do so. It will take 
a lot of Money to build a lot of houses. 
At .the moment, with the small amount 
ot money at their disposal, the Council 
can only build a few houses, and sell 
them outright, "a* the Council must as 
a business proposition keep on turn­
ing over its very limited Capital.. 
These houses can only be bought by 
those who can pay for them. Still 
there are many Mechanics etc. who can 
to-day buy houses.

It has been suggested that a 
Municipal Council, building Houses and 
selling them, might tend to favouritism, 
but we believe that it would likely be 
worse under a scheme of distribution 
ty any Government. It might appear 
on the face, as it the best way to do 
with the new houses would be to draw 
for them, having Citizens wishing 
houses divided into classes, say Class I, 
those married and without houses; 
Class II those premeditating matri­
mony, or those In the very worst 
houses at present Even this would be 
difficult to arrange to please every­
body, but why strive for the im­
possible? Even if an expert from 
Heaven came down to frame up a 
Charter for us, it would not please 
everybody, , and an expert from 
Heaven or elsewhere would take some 
time to understand local conditions, 
and he might never be able to get to 
the bottom of them.
