Mr. Chadwick presented a petition 
from Messrs. Mills & Melvin,asking to be 
refunded taxes on two lots which had 
been sold at the recent Bale. Mr. Wood 
presented the petition of Jos

to maintain in an efficient manner the 
Fire and Water, and Lighting Depart­
ment of the town, making up the above 
sum as follows ;—Firemen, not including 
caretaker, $440 ; coal oil, $400; teaming 
engine, $50 ; lamp glases and repairing 
lamps, $70; firewood and coal, $140; 
contingent expenses, $ 100, making a total 
of $1200. It will also require to meet 
expenditure of last year over the appro­
priation the sum of $1200, making a total 
to be provided of ($2400. Your Commit­
tee have not made any provision for new

One of the Fenian leaders in New 
York has turned hie attention to the 
business of encouraging Irish emigration 
to the South and West, and securing 
lands and employment for them. There 
are in that city alone, for example, » 
hundred thousand very poor and very 
hard-working Irish men and women, 
who, if they could be properly settled on 
the unoccupied but fertile lands of the 
Southern and Western States and Terri-1 
tories, would be able in a few years to 
secure for themselves independence.
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.a CONDITION OF AUSTRIA.
X In the pages of history yet to be 

y üritten there will be few brighter or 
more pleasing spots that that whereon 
is recorded the progress of liberal 
opinions and institutions in Austria 
from the close of the Seven Days’ 
War to the termination of the last 
sessions of the Reichsrath which took 
place last Friday. The hackneyed 
mataphor of an oasis in the desert is 
not sufficiently strong to express the 
difference between what Austria has 
been and what she has become during 

, the past two years. She has emerged 
from her awe-inspiring state of the 
most conventional conservatism at a 
bound,and acknowledged without be­
ing forced to do so that the people 
had rights which had hitherto been 
denied them;and with mighty strength 
she burst the bonds with which an an-

try hierarchy still endeavored to con 
ne her, and cast them from her.
Who would have imagined that 

■ when Austria lay prostrate and bleed­
ing at the feet of the conquering 
Prussian on the terrible field of Sado- 
wa that she should so soon arise and 
achieve such magnificent results? But 
her annals prove that she is a nation 
always open to improvement, but that 
it is only after a season of adversity 
that she improves. Twice did the 
firstNapoleon tread her under his foot, 
and twice did she rise grander and 
more powerful than when she had 
been put down j and it is well known 
that after all his triumphs over her 
there was no continental nation he 
feared more. It is not probable that 
the Reichsrath would, like the lloiii- 
ans, vote thanks to a general who had 
lost a battle by his rashness, because 
he “did not despair of the safety of the 
empire;” but it is true that the Austri­
ans, likethe Romans,are never dishear­
tened by defeat. It is said that 
in one of the battles with the Prus­
sians an Austrian General in 
stead of issuing those orders agree­
able to the varying conditions of the 
fight delivered them from a field-book 
Which he held in his hand. Too late 
the Austrians discovered that in times 
of peace they had been too indolent 
in making preparations for war, but 
they set to work with a will to repair 
the error, and when the war was over 
day after day saw the soldiers engag­
ed with unremitting labor in sham 
battles. There is reason to believe 
that the army is now in an effective 
state, although Francis Joseph in his 
closing address to his Parliament de­
precates war by saying that “ peace is 
indispensable to the national- prosper­
ity.”

Austria has not fulfilled the predic­
tion of one of her rulers,that she would 
govern the whole world. She found 
it very difficult evento govern Hun­
gary until she granted her a con- 
tutition. and something like fair 
play; and now' the Emperor con 
ratulates the Reichsrath on the 
friendly arrangements which have 
been made. The Concordat has 
been abolished, the hierarchy has 
been defied, and the people will now 
be educated after a more liberal and 
less bigoted fashion. Well indeed 
might Francis Joseph congratulate 
his Parliament ; and well might tne 
members thereof, as he ran over the 
events of the last two years and reit­
erated that the right of self-govern­
ment was guaranteed, interrupt him, 
as we are told they did, by loud and 
long-continued cheering ; lor a bright 
morning appearsto be rapidly dawn­
ing on a long night of' darkness in 
Austria!

Bavaria and the Catholic 
Church-—The Catholic Government 
of Bavaria is reported by a Cable des 
patch, to have invited the Govern­
ments of France, Austria, Prussia, 
Baden, and Wurtemberg to a confer­
ence for the purpose of guarding the 
rights of the State against the Church. 
A conference of this kind would be 
quite a novelty, for heretofore all 
these States have regulated their re­
lations to the Roman Catholic Church 
independently of each other. If there 
is any foundation in the report, the 
object of the Bavarian Government 
is to secure a conceit of action on the 
part of the States, in case the coming 
Council in Rome should issue decrees 
encroaching upon rights now common 
ly claimed and exercised by the 
European States with regard to the 
Roman Catholic Church.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, May 17.
Mr. Mackenzie moved, that the Speak­

er do now leave the chair, for the House 
to go into Committee, to consider the fol­
lowing resolutions :—“ 1. That in the 
construction of the Intercolonial Railway 
it is of the highest importance for com­
mercial and economical reasons to have 
the shortest and cheapest line selected, 
which, in addition to the main object,will 
afford access to the best and nearest port 
cn the Bay of.Fundy. 2.. That, tlie Bay 
of Chaleurs route selected by the Govern­
ment, is not one which will best promote 
the commercial interests of the Dominion 
or best secure the settlement of tire remote 
portions of the Province through which 
the read will pass,and that, while it gives 
the smallest commercial ad vantage,it will 
entail the largest expenditure in its con 
struct ion and afterwards in its mainten­
ance and working expenses. 3. That in 
view Of the serious effect on the finances 
of the Dominion and the permanent, and 
continuous loss to the com mere'? of the 
country, consequent on the ad >. »f a 
long and expensive route to f L is
desirable not to proceed wit vork
on those portions of the line jam on
to the central or southern routes, with a 
view to the adoption, of a route which will 
give access to tlie shortest and cheapest 
line, without in erfcringwilk the distance 
to Halifax as the ultimate terminus.” Mr. 
Mackenzie made a long and telling speech 
and was followed by Mr. Bolton, who 
seconded the motion, which was opposed 
by Mr. Cartwright.
