has won a definite victory in the 
general elections held today for a 
new Reichstag. The Liberal, Radical 
and Conservative parties supporting 
Prince Von Buelow’s colonial pol­
icy, have won at least twenty seats 

But more important for the gov­
ernment than the success of its col­
onial plans is the crushing defeat 
of the Socialists who will lose a 
total of seventeen or eighteen seats. 
This is the first election since 1887 
that the Socialists- have not in­
creased their representation in the 
Reichstag by from five to twenty 
seats. They have lost especially in 
several large cities, among them
Breslau, Halle, Madgeburg, Leip­
zig and Koenigsborg. The clerical 
centre holds nearly every one of its 
former one hundred seats.

There is a possibility, however, 
that re-balloting in the undecided 
districts may lose that party one or 
two more .seats.

The Conservatives have won six 
seats, two of them from the Soc­
ialists.

The question of price is not much 
of an argument. Mr. Jones may say 
that 1.75 is less than 1.008. But 
the fact that he says so does not 
make it so. Ordinary people who 
have not had the advantage of asso­
ciation with corporations will still 
have the vulgar idea that 1.75 is 
more than 1.008.

Now 1.75 is the price that the 
company offers to sell power lor and 
1.008 is what the city is paying for 
the manufacture of power.

Mr. Jones says that no one has 
heard that Vancouver and Victoria 
have any trouble with their street 
railways. Perhaps not. No person 
has ever had definite information 
from this point that there is or ever 
has been disturbance in the everlast­
ing regions of hell, but that is not 
any reason why any person should 
endeavor to risk a journey there. 
We do know that the street rail­
ways in Toronto , are stopping on the 
streets, that there is trouble in Ham­
ilton, Winnipeg and London, that 
private owned companies in the 
United States!are the chief source of 
annoyance in the larger cities.

Now that Mr. Jones has written as 
the advocate of corporation rule, in 
which capacity he seems to claim ex­
emption from criticism as a citizen,

At this time when 
natural gas is almost within sight, 
which will in itself cheapen the cost 
of power; when gas producers are 
perfected and threaten to revolution­
ize the price of power, the council 
would be foolish to tie this city up 
in the hands of corporations for the 
next 25 years.

Asked if the elevator men were 
observing the law in respect to 
quying grain, Mr Snow said that 
1 found generally speaking the 
provisions of the gram .act were 
Ling carried out. There were some 

■nts however, where the elevator 
Aerators did not show the proper 
'turns to the farmer. The ticket 

was not properly filled showing 
gross weight, dockage arid net 
weight. Farmers have a right to 
sec that the ele!va,tor has a license 
posted in a conspicuous place, to 
see ins grain weighed, and to have 
tne returns made upon regular form 
of ticket. Mr. Snow says that mat­
ters are improving year by year- and 
gradually each abuse is being eli­
minated." The commissioners have 
not ceased to urge and instruct ele­
vator owners and operators to ob­
serve the regulations.

jlr. Snow says that many of the 
grievances arise from the fact that 
the farmer does not watch his own 
interests and leaves everything to 
the operator. A farmer has the right 
to have the scales balanced, and if 
he is not satisfied with the price 
he can have his grain stored in the 
elevator by paying the charges. He 
can demand a special bin to pre­
serve the identity of his grain. The 
farmer may demand a sample from 
every load he stores in the bin and 
a ticket properly filled for each 
load. The warehouseman at the 
same time must send a duplicate 
statement to tne warehouse com­
missioner at Winnipeg. When the 
farmer ships the grain the ware­
house must weight out to him the 
same quantity that was weighed in, 
and if the grain grades lower at 
the terminal elevator that than re­
corded in the farmers’ storage re­
ceipt, the elevator must make good 
the deficiency. In this respect many 
farmers are careless. They often do 
not ask for receipts for each load 
but wait until they deliver all the 
grain and get one storage receipt.

Complaints have’1 reached the. ware­
house commissioners from the AH 
uerta farmers that the elevator men 
have been weighing in 25 pounds 
per bushel for oats. Mr. Snow con­
firmed the story and discussed the 
matter with the elevator men. The 
reason given for this procedure was 
that as the dockage was one pound 
a bushel it made a mvee conven­
ient metrnod of reckoning the num­
ber of bushels. Mr. Snow said that 
this method' would be stopped. He 
further stated in this respect that 
there was an opinion among eleva­
tor men that the law permitted a 
dockage of one per cent.. The grain 
act fixes no specific amount of dock­
age.

Homestead Regulations.
Any even number section of Domin­

ion Lands in Manitoba or the North­
west Provinces, exception 8 and 2C, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded bs 
any person the sole head of a family, 
or male over 18 years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of 160 
acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or 
Inspection must be made In person by 
the applicant at the office of the locai 
Agent or Sub-agenL

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent's office may be wired to the 
local Agent, by the Sub-agent, the ex­
pense of the applicant, and it the land 
appl'ed for is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application Is to have 
priority and the land will be held un­
til the necessary papers to complete 
the transaction are received by mail

Jn case of “persaaatlon” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant wltl 'forfeit all priority af 
claim. •

An applicant for Inspection must be 
eligible for homestead entry, and only 
one applicant for Inspection will be re­
ceived from an Individual until that 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing and not liable to can­
cellation, may subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish It in favor of 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister, if eligible, but to no one else, 
in filing declaration of abandonment.

Where an entry Is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for Inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applications for Inspection must In 
what particulars the homesteader is 
in default, and if subsequently the 
statement is found to be incorrect In 
material partciulars, the applicant will 
lose any prior right of re-entry, should 
the land become vacant, or if entry 
has been granted It may be summarily 
cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to per­
form the conditions under one of the 
following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father Is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upen a farm In the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi­
dence may be satisfied by such person 
residing with the father or mother.

)3) If the settler has his residence 
upon farming, and owned by him in 
the vicinity of his homestead, the 
requirement may be satisfied by re­
sidence upon such land.
