RAILROAD ACCIDENTS.

Monday’s terrible accident on the Ded-
ham branch of the Boston and Providence
railway by which three persons were kill-
ed outright and 114 injured, following so
closely upon the disaster on the Central
‘Vermont compels us to ask how are such
calamities caused 'and how can they be
avoided ? The wreck at Bussy Park bridie
is said to be even a_more appalling #%,,t
than that at White River junction. t
was the cause of the accident? The wires
tell us ‘‘a break in the bridge.” Itis also
stated that the bridge where the accident
occurred is a comparatively new one.
Prof. Swaine, of the institute of technol-
ogy, who made an examination of the
wrecked bridge, discovered what he con-
sidered to be the cause of the accident.
He thinks there were “serious defects in
some portions of the bridge, not only in
the material used but in the manner of
construction. We cannot but believe that
the t negligence will have been
found at- the root of the matter an?u it bi:
