Awards at World’s Fair.
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THE CELBBRATION.

The Queen’s Birthday Celebration was
this year, a8 usual, very enjoyable. There
was nothing, except perhaps the weather,
to mar the pleasure of holiday makers.
Good order prevailed everywhere, and the
good humor of the crowd was remarkable,
The managing committee deserve every
oredit for the arrangements they made,
They could hardly, under the circumstances,
have done better. The sham fight and re-
view were, as we anticipated, most enjoy-
able features of the celebration. The oiti-
zens of Victoria owe a debt of gratitude to
Admiral Stephenson and the officers and
men of the warships for the treat. It was
pleasant to observe the spirit with which the
men went into the fight,which could not have
been to them sll fun. We trust that the
vieitors from the other side of the
natioaal boundary line enjoyed their short
visit to the Queen’s dominions. The clerk
of the weather was not as kind and as
accommodating as he might be, bub it is
well known that he is very oapricious and
mob to be implioitly relied upon. It is to be
hoped that he will treat them better when
they pay Victoria another visit. On the
whole Victoria’s annual haliday in 1895
went off very well.

4 SHALLOW DBVIOA.

It is amusing to witness the devices to
which the Grit journals feel compelled to
resort in order to oreate the impression that
the trade of Canada was more flourishing
ander a revenue tariff, or rather under Grit
rule, than under the National Policy. The
Times quotes with approval the figures of
the St. John Telegraph, which compares
two years of Grit rule with eight years of
Conservative rule. The two years are 1873
and 1874, the first two in which the Liberals
were in power. Their polioy, of course, had
nothing whatever to do with the trade of
the Dominion during those two years,
Every one knows that trade does not bounce
up and down with every change of Govern-
ment. Ib takes time for the trade of a coun-
try to feel the effects of a change of polioy.
It is evident that in the year in which a Gov.
ernment assumes the reins of power it has no
effect whatever on the course of trade, and
the year after, let its measures be ever 80
wise, the effects will not be appreociably felt.
So that the Grits had very little more
o do with the caurse of trade during 1873
and 1874 than they had with the changes of
the moon during the same period. But the
time came when the effacts of the adminis-
tration were seen in the trade returns. In
1873, when the Grits took control of the af-
fairs of the comntry, the foreign trade of the
Dominion was $217,801,510. Iu 1879, the
year after they were rejected by the people,
it had diminished to $153,455,682, This’
diminution tells the tale, either of the 'jn*
adequacy of a tariff for revenue or the in-
-oapacity of ‘the Grits. Oar contemporaries
may attribute the falling away of
the trade of the Dominion from 1874 to
1879, to either. of these causes as it suite
their convenience. The fact that the trade
of the country fell away is certain, and it is
also certain that the Grite were in power
during the inverval, and that they had a
tariff for revenue. '

Let us apply the same test to the trade of
the country after the National Policy was
established, or while the Conservatives were
in power. As we have seen, in 1879 the trade
of the Dominion amounted to $153,455,682 ;
in 1883, four yearsafter, it was $230,339,828,
and in 1893 it had advanced to $247,638,620.
Here are the incontestable facta, When
the Liberals came into power the trade of
the Dominion was flourishing. It kept
on diminishing uatil they were driven
from power. It never again  during
bheir administration rose to $217,000,000.
After the Conservatives took office the trade
inoreased, and went on increasing with some
fluctuations until now. We may say, how-
-ever, that in all the vicissitudes of trade
which the Conservative governments have
experienced the trade of the country never
fell 50 low as in the year after the Grits were
defeated.

When the details are examined the same
Tesults are seen. When the Grits came into
power in 1873 the imports were $128,213,582
and the exports $89,351,928. In 1879, the
year after they were turned oub, the imports
had fallen to $81,961,427 and the exports to
$71,491,255.

When the Conservatives were placed in
control they found the trade of the country
languishing. The imports, as we have seen,
amounted to $81,961,427 and the exportes to
* $71,491,255. 1In 1884, five years afterwards,

the imports were $1 16,397,043 and the

exports $91,406,496. In 1893 the im.

ports had advanced still further, They

were $129,074,268, and the exports $118,.
" 584,352,

The Times might have seen that the Tele-
graph’s trick of giving the figures of two
years and suppressing those of all the other
years of the Grit administration was
too dishonest and too shallow to be counten-
anced in any way. Itis a reproach to its
intelligence to make such a stupid and shab-
by device its own. It surely has ingenuity
enough to devise a sharper trick than the
one which the Telegraph tried to palm off
on the New Brunswickers, The Telegraph’s
attempt ab cheating is an awful bungle. In
fact our contemporary is very foolish when
it tries to show the advantages of a revenue
tariff from the trade returns of the Liberal
administration. It ought to know, and i
no doubt does know, that the country under
Liberal rule did not flourish, and no matter
how the figures of those returns are ‘*‘ manip-
ulated ” they tell the story of either a bad
trade policy or an incapable administration,

THE AMBRIOAN. WAY. .

The income tax is declared to be
tutiondl by the SBupreme Court of the U bed
States, and the law therefore that imp
it, although passed by Congress and
by the President, is null and void. This
sounds strange to British ears. Th
supremacy of Parliament is the first )
most important article in the politigal dreed
of a trae Briton. Parliament his esti.
mation omnipotent—shat is as omnipotent
as anything human can be. There is oth.
ing in the British Empire above it, nothing
that can undo what iv has done. The Brit:
ish have a very high respect for their courte
of law, bat mone of them—not the very
highest—is above Parliament. An aot
which has passed through Parliament as the
income tax olause of the United States
tariff law has passed through Congress, is
the law of the land, and all that the judges
have to do is to administer it and to interpret
it. No matbter what it is they cannot pro-
nounce it to be of no effect. The Estates
of the Realm alone, which made it law, can
repédal it or alter it in any way.

In this the people of monarchical Britain
have more power than the oitizens of the
Republic of the United States of America.
According to the British Constitution the
Sovereign can veto any measure that passes
through Parliament, but in modern times
this is & prerogative that is not exeroised.
The Sovereign goes through the form of
sanctioning the acts of Parliament; but an
act, no matter what ite nature, is never re-
jecbed. So jealous are the people of Great
Britain of the power they exercise through
their representatives that they are seriously
talking of taking the power of the veto from
the House of Lords. Whether this is one
of the changes of the near future
or mnod, it is ocertain that the people
of Great Britain in these daye regard with
jealousy any unusual exercise of power by
the House of Lords, and the Lords them.-
selves only consider it safe to exercise their
full powers when they are certain that they
have the people on their side. When the
will of the natiop is clearly ascertained the
House of Lords does not venture to continue
to oppose iv. This is very different from
the Senate of the United States ; it has no
hesitation in acting in contravention of the
well ascertained will of the House of Rep-
resentatives and of the people themselves
whenever in the opinion of a majority of
that body it is right or expedient o to do,
But the Constitution sets the Supreme Court
above them all, House of Representatives,
Senate and President.

PAVING MATBRIAL,

What is the best material for paving ? has
been and is the subjest of an interesting dis-
oussion in Toronto. Cheapnees and dura-
bility appear to have been the qualitiea
most in request. The trouble was that it

'was found imposstble to geb these two desir-

able qualities united in any one maberial.
/The material that is cheap i nob durable
and the material that is durable is not, on
the first consideration at any rate, cheap,

Cedar blocks on sand make a cheap pave-
ment ; bub the pavement made of these ma-
terials quickly gets out of repair and in a
comparatively short time becomesuseless, [t
is safe to say that wooden pavement of this
kind has, in Toronto, been tried and found
wanting. In spite of this it is
for its ocheapness still advooated by
many property owners. An ordinary cedar
‘block 24-foot pavement coste the property
owners $4 90 per year for a 20 -foot lot, and
the cost is spread over five years. We do
nob know how long the life of such a pave-
ment is, but as it has been condemned by
the Toronto City Council it is but reason-
able to conclude that on economic grounds
alone it is not a good Ppavement. How long
ocedar blocks on a solid foundation would
last our authority does not say, Bat as the
solid foundation would oost a good deal of
money the cedar block pavement, properly
made, would lose the advantage of being the
cheapest.

There is a good deal of talk both in
Toronto and Winnipeg about vitrified briok
as & material for pavement. Such bricks
are made in Ohio for six dollars a
thousand, and at that price  they
are said to be very much cheaper
as well as more lasting than oedar blocks,
But it seems that the proper kind of ' briok,
equal to that made in Ohio, cannot be pro-
duced in Ontario at a lower price than from
$9 to $11 a thousand. The reason of this is
not given. How about British Columbia ?
There is plenty of brick clay in this Pro-
vince and fuel is not scarce.  Is it not pos.
sible to manufacture vitrified brick here as
good as that madein Ohio at a price that
will bring it within the reach of the Cor-
poration of Victoria? It seems from all
that we can learn that in vitrified brick are
combined the qualities of cheapness and

durability—that is if the brick can be made | b0 h

cheap enough. Labor is dear in $his Pro-
vinoe, it is true, bat the dearness of labor
would affect the cedar block pavement as
much as it would the pavement of vitrified
brick. This pavement has an excellent
oharacter. It can belaid in Toronto at a
cout of $10 per 20 foot lot, the payment to
extend over six years, It is contended that
if the payment were extended over ten
years it would be a greater favorite than iv
is with the owners of property.

The asphalt pavement is the favorite in
Toronto. Ifisa durable pavement, and it
is good in other respeots, but it is dear—ag

any rate its firsb oost ts high. [The Toronto | is

Globe says : “ On streets unbroken by car
tracks, even where the traffio s heavy,
asphalt Is undoubtedly the best material if
laid carefully. The Ppavement on Bay street,
the firsb laid in the ity by Warren Schaif
Co., has been in use six years under strain
of heavy traffio, and ‘is in exoellent condi.
tion. It will probably last fifteen years be.
fore the wearing surface reyuires renewal,
Jarvis street, on which asphalt has been laid
five years, is another example of the wear.

How to Test Black Silks,

The drawbacks to black silk goods
have always been a matter of notoriety.
To name only the most important of
these, black silks are liable (1) to be-
oome greasy after a very short period of

oreage in a manner impossible to get rid
of by.any pbsequent treatment. These
remarks apply even to the highest qual-
ities of black silk goods. In the case of
the lower goods it is not an infrequent
thing to find them 80 absolutely rotten
after a comparatively short period of
wear.

It is & mistake to estimate the value
of a piece of silk by its weight, and yet
what method of Jjudging is more com-
monly employed by the _public, and
even, though to a more limited extent,
by the trade? For the general public
there is only one certain and complete
test to find out if a piece of black silk
is overweighted by foreign substanoces
or not, and it is one which is much less
widely known than it should be, says an
English draper who suggests this meth-
od: Take a sample of the silk and burn
it. If it burns readily, to a crisp, brittle
ash, gray black in color, then the pub-
lic may be assured thag the artiole is
pure and dyed with a vegetable dye. If
on the other hand, the sample burns
with difficulty or smolders slowly,
leaving a soft and dusty ash, red or
reddish brown in color, the public may
be certaingthat the goods are over-
weighted with chemicals and foreign
substances and accordingly will not
stand fair wear and will lose their ap-
bearance at a very early period.

BRITISH POLITICS.

The Elections Will Be Deferred Un-
til the Londoun Season
Is Over.

Weakness of the Government Whieh
Has Neither Poucy Nor Plan
of Operation.

NEw Yok, May 28,—The Tribune’s
London special cable, which is this week
signed “L N. F.,” Mr; Smalley having
sailed last Wednesday for New York to as-
sume his new position as American ocorre-
spondent to the London Times, says, under
date London, May 25: Public interest in
party politics is languid and apathetic,
There is an unwritten law that, whatever

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QUEEN VIOTORIA.

Our beloved Queén is to day seventy-six
years old. It is fifty-eight years since she
ascended the throne. Both as a sovereign
and as a woman the Queen now _stands
higher in the esteem and affection of her
subjeots than ever she did. She has come
to be looked upon by her people with the
most tender regard and the most loving
solicitude. ¢* The Queen, God bless her,” is
the devout aspiration of millions of British
subjects in every quarter of the world. We
do not believe that there was ever a sove-
reign so highly appreciated or so warmly
approved by those under his or her sway as
Queen Victoria is by the British people.

FICKLE AND INCONSTANT.

Mr. Wallaoce, Controller of Castoms, in
an effective speech which he made in the
House of Commons, disinterred some
passages of speeches delivered by the
Leader of the Opposition which he mno
doubt hoped would be kept out of sight for-
ever. In 1888 and 1889 Mr. Laurier was an
ardent and an apparently earnest advooate
of unrestricted reciprocity. Then he had
no great love for free trade as it is in Eng-
land. What he wanted in 1889 was so
close a commeroial alliance with the United
States as would make it necessary to have
one tariff for the two countries, and it is un-
necessary to add that this tariff would be
the most highly protectionist of any in the
world. In Toronto in September of the
year above-mentioned Mr. Laurier said:
‘“The oconditions are nobt equal upon
which you can form a closer commeroial
alliance between Canada and Great
Britain; but there is alongside ot
usa kindred, a nation economically situated
a8 we are—the United States—and we claim
that the commercial alliance which at this
moment is not possible with England is pos-
sible with the United States, and the policy
which we have advocated and which we still
continue to advocate, is the removal of all
commercial barriers between this country
and the great favored nation at the south of
us.”

This is plain enough and vigorous enough.
There is no haziness in what Mr. Laurier
#aid in 1889 about a commerocial alliance be-
tween Canada and the United States. Am-
erioan protectionism was six years ago the
Liberal leader’s ideal, not English free trade.
This love of the Amierican trade system was
no passing fancy, nor was his desire to ex-
tend it to Canada an election profession
made merely to tickle the ears of the electors
and to charm them into voting for the Liberal .
party. It was his deep conviotion, formed
after the most earnest study of the trade
relations of the two countries, a conviction
that would remain with him as long as he
drew breath. Hereis what he said to the
electors of Toronto, in his deepest tones and
with his most earnest manner: *Thoagh
Democrats may be defeated in the United
States and though Canadians may grow
faint-hearted in Canada, the Liberal party,
as long as I have anything to do with it,
will remain true to the cause of unrestrict-
ed reciprocity until that cause is sucoess-
ful.”

Six years have not passed away since
these words were uttered. Has Mr. Laurier
remained'true to - commercial alliance with
the United States and to the American Pro-
bectionist system? Mr. Laurier is- incon-
stant and unfaithful. He has forgotten or
disregarded his vows. He has found a new
political love. Free trade is now the ob-

jecb of his platform adoration. He would
have the people of Canada believe that he
®ees & thousand charms in the pre-
‘sem® object of his affections. His admira-
tion is sincere and his affection is unbound-
-ed. He will never, never prove false to his

test love. Protection is hideous and
to be shunned by every wise Canadian.
-Alliance with it would be misery and ruin.
Free trade is lovely and will be certain to
bring happiiess and prosperity. Mr.
Laaurier is as ardent a lover of free trade in
1895 as he was of protection in 1889. ¢ We
shall give you,” he said to his Winnipeg
hearers a few months ago, *‘ free trade, and
although it will be a hard fight we shall not

give in one inch or retrace our steps until |

we have reached the goal, and that goal is
the same policy of free trade as exists in
England to-day.” So we see that Mr.
Laarier has room in his political heart for
the uncompromising protection of the
United States and the unyielding free trade
of Great Britain. It is no wonder that Mr,
Wallace amused the House of Commons
when be ocompared the ® objeot of Mr.
Laurier’s affection six years ago with his
political Dulcinea of to-day.

AN UNHAPPY ORGAN.,

The organ of the Opposition in this oity
finds it impossible to forgive the Govern-
ment for redressing the grievances of the
canmers and the fishermen of the Fraser
River. It .is evidently unhappy to know
that the men engaged in the canning and
the fishing industry can now carry on their
business unhampered by unnecessary. and
vexatious regulations. It evidently does
Dot care how many obstacles wers placed in
the way of the successful prosecution of the
salmon fishery, or how much the canners
would lose on acoount of those obstacles, as
long as it had a grievance to pet and hug.
The prospect of advantage to the toiling
fishermen and to the men who have invested
their money in canneries on the river does
not illuminate its = countenance with »
gleam- even of cheerfulness, - It is glum
and sour, and has none bub bitter
words to utter. It is so greatly an.
noyed at the lose of its grievanoce
that it really seems to believe that the Gov-
ernment needs: defence at our hands for
having done what we have wanted it to do

for many yesars, - The Goverament nesds no
defence for redressing the grievances of the
canness. On the contrary, it deserves com-
mendation and encouragement. Whaat gov-
ernment would go to the trouble of effecting
reforms or granting the petitions of men
whom their policy had injured if the news
of their compliance with the requests of the
aggrieved was charlishly and growlingly re-
ceived? The Fisheries Department no
doubt believed that in adhering rigorously
bo the old regulations they were taking the
beet means of preserving the salmon and, con-
sequently, of serving the true interests of the
canners. Men in the department in whose
knowledge and skill the Minister had faish
strongly and repeatedly advised the course
thatwastaken. The cannerswererepresented
as greedy, improvident and reckless—men
who would without a scruple, if they were
permitted, destroy the fishery in a very
short time. And the advice to those unac-
quainted with the fisheries appeared most
reasonable. It was believed by many that
the regulations which the canners ocon-
demned as arbitrary and vexatious were
abeolutely necessary for the preservation of
the fish. Indeed ab times it appeared as if
the Opposition newspapers of the Province
were of this opinion, for in advooating
amendments we received very little assist-

appeared to us unaccountably apathetic on
the subject. Aad now when the changes
asked for have been made they are as cross
a8 bears with sore heads.

AN UNCLOSED BARGAIN.

The terms on which the Dominion agreed,
to allow Newfoundland to enter the Confed-
eration were, from a Canadian point of
view, very liberal indeed. Canada offered
bo assume the debt of the colony, which was
$10,350,000. The Newfoundlanders wanted
the Dominion to shoulder a debt of $15,829,-
000; the extra five millions and & half
would be what is required to complete their
railway. [The debt which Canada was will-
ing to assume would burden the Dominion
with a yearly charge of $350,000, and the
Government agreed to make other
yearly payments, including subsidy; amount-
ing to $465,000. In this the ordinary Do-
minion services, such as administration of
justice, post office, etc., were not inoluded.
Canada would have burdened herself to pay
to Newfoundland, without including the
ordinary Federal services, somewhere about
o million a year, and it would in all proba.
bility be a long time before the contributions
of Newfoundland all told would amount to
more than a million.

From the above it will be seen that if the
Newfouundlanders had been wise enough to
accept the terms offered by Canada they
would be greatly the gainer by the bargain.
The Government was no doubt willing, in
order to round off the Dominion, to make
some sacrifices, but the Islanders were a
little . too exacting. They wanted their
railroad finished, a bounty on the codfish
they caught, and an allowance for a con-
stabulary force. The Dominion; whether
théy liked it or not, would have to take
along with Newfoundland ite West Shore
grievance, which mjight any day become
source not only of annoyance bat of danger.
We are strongly of opinion that when the
subjeot is fully considered the taxpayers of
this Dominion will conclude that it is
fortunate for them that the people
of Newfoundland did not  take their
Government at their word, Newfoundland
would, we fear, have proved not only an ex-
pensive partner but a troublesome one, The
anti-confederate element in the Province
would always have a budget of grievances
and would be continually making demands
that no government could grant. It-is evi-
dent that a very considerable proportion of
the population of Newfoundland are bitterly
hostile to Canada, and it would take a long
time and a great deal of patience and for-
bearance to transform that hostility into
loyalty and affection. We are fully per-
suaded that the time will come when the
people of Newfoundland will see that it is
to their interest to be united with Canada,
and then they will join the confederation
willingly and on reasonable termes, and when
they are in be as loyal to ‘the Dominion and
a8 eager to advance ite inbterssts as are the
people of the most patriotic of the provinoes,

THE TERMS OF PRACE.

So many accounts have been given of the
terms of peace between Japan and China
that few seem to know exactly what they
are. As the negotiations have been con-
cluded and friendly relations.have been
established between the two countries the
probability is that the latest account is the
correch one. The conditions, as far as are
generally known, are of three kinds—oession
of territory, a money payment and the open-
ing up of the country to trade. The Island
of Formosa has been ceded to Japan. China
opens to Japanese ships the ports of Shir-
shib, Ching King, Hang Chow and Foo
Chow. These ports are also opened
o countries which have commercial treaties
with China, China oconcedes to Japan
the right of manufacturing in China and of
allowing Japanese goods to be imported
without special tax. The indemnity is now
mid to be 200,000,000 taels. The taelis a
weight, not a coin. Ite value .in money is
different in different places. 'In some parts
of China its value is six shillings and in
other places it is one dollar and -forty ocents,
The low price of silyer will reduce the tael

A FOOLISH DENIAL,

Oar friends the Liberals deny with a
good deal of vigor that they ever favored
protection. They have, they say, alwsye’
been free traders jn prinaiple .and pever
went nearer protec:ion than to advoocate a
tariff for revende. Some of them when
they take this ground may perhaps think
that they are saying what is true, but if
they take a glance back at the recent history
of their party they, if they are at all dis-
cerning, will see that they are mistaken,
and if vhey are honest they will frankly ac-
knowledge their error,

8even years ago the policy of the Liberals
was unrestricted reciprocity with the Uanited
States. What that kind of reciprocity
meapt was made abundantly clear by Sir
Richard Cartwright in the resolution which
he submitted to Parliament in that year.
Here it is s

That it is highly desirable that the largest
possible freedom of commercial intercouree
should obtain between the Dominion of Can-
ada and the United States, and that it is ex-
pedient that all articles manufactured in, or
the natural products of either of the said
countries should be admitved free ¢f dut
into the ports of the other (articles subject
to duties of excise or of internal’ revenue
alone excepted).

That it is furcher expedient-that the Gov-
ernment of the Dominion should take steps
at an early date to ascertain on what terms
and conditions arrangements can be effected
with the United States for the purpose of
securing fall and unrestrioted reciprocity of
trade therewith.

This is plain enough. Under the system
indicated by this carefully worded resolu-
tion shere would be the fullest and frees in-
terchange of commodities of all kinds be-
tween the two ocountries. This, of course,
implied that they should have the same
tariff, for if any foreign commodity were ad-
mitted into one country at a tower rate than
obtained in the other there was nothing to
hinder that commodity being smuggled
wholesale into the country which imposed the
higher duty. A little reflection must con-
vinoe any one capable of thinking at all that
two countries which agree upon an un-
restricted interchange of commodities must
have, as against all other countries, a tariff
identical in every respeot.

Sir Richard Cartwright’s unrestricted reci-
procity resolution therefore meant among
other things that Canada and the United
States were to have the same trade polioy
and twin tariffs. It is not likely that Can-
ada ocoald induce the United States to
change ite trade policy. If the tariffs of
the two countriés were to be alike, Canada
would have to adopt the American tariff,
andBthat tariff, as everyone kmew at the
time, was a highly protective tariff, Every
intelligent Canadian Liberal, then, who ap-
proved of Sir Richard Cartwright’s resolu-
jtlon virtually accepted the policy of United
‘States protection, He not only bscame &
Pprobectionist ; but that moat rigid and most
exclusive of all protectionists, an American
protectionist. Sir Richard Gartwright's
resolution therefore. meant the surrender by
Canpda of her fiscal independence.
As long as the unrestrioted recipro-
city should last Canada could not im-
pose a single. duty without asking leave
of the United States, and the United States
being the richer and the stronger country of
the two, could impose what duties she
pleased without saying * by your leave ” to
Canads, and Canada would have to adopt
those duties whether she liked them or not.
It is, therefore, no wonder that shrewd
Americans and oclever Canadian Liberals
knew ' that 'unrestricted reciprocity was
merely a preliminary to the absorption of
our country-by the United States,

The uvrestricted reciprocity resolution
meant not only the adoption of the poMoy of
protection by those who favored it but dis-
crimination against the Mother Country in
matbers of trade in order to favor the United
States. [This Sir Richard admitted in- the
speech which he delivered when he made
his motion. He said ;—

It has ‘been made s e
it has been sﬁbemptegn v;:s gﬁ';“i.u
Up as an iosuperable ground of ob.
jection - that when ‘yon P to enter
into a treaty for unrestricted trade with the
United States, you must thereby of neces-
sity diseriminate against British manufac-

+tures and the manufactures of all other
countries except the Uaited States. Now
that is true. I admib that,

Whea this extraordinary resolution and
all that it was shown to involve are brought
%o the recollection of imtelligent Liberals,
those of them that have any sense or hon-
esty will not attempt - to deny that'the Lib-
eral party of this Dominion ‘ab one’ time—
and that not long ago ~—adopted the polioy
of protectien ; for unrestricted reciprooity of
necessity implies an assimilation of thed
tariffa of the two countries.

A RASH REJECTION.

The refusal of $he Government of the Do-
minion to complete the Newfoundland rail..
way was the hitch whioh prevented the con-
summation of the bargain between that
country and Canada. Mr. Bond, a member
of the Government of Newfoundland, said to
& Canadian interviewer :

The point upon which we have split with
the Dominion government, or at least the
mein point, is that of the complevion of the
rallway to Port aux Basque. Up to date
that railway has cost the colony $4,4486,000.
Every mile of railway has been paid - for,
and the amount is  included ‘in: the funded

Ib seems that the Newfoundland delegates
had the offer which Sir Charles Tupper
made soven yearsago continually-before their
eyes during the late negotiations. They
were évidently under the impression that
the present Government should be as liberal
uow as when Sir Charles was then and thab
they were not so was owing to the present
necessitons condition. of the colony. The
Newfoundlanders seem to think that the Do-
minion took advantage of their present im-
poverished condition to drive a hard bargain
with them. Ia this, we bslieve, they do the
Dominion Government an injustice. They
evidently considered that they had made as
many and as greab concessions to
Newfoundland as they could in justice to
the other provinces of the Dominipn. It
may be,too, that they believed that the
offer made by Sir Charles Tupper was too
liberal and that if the Newfoundlanders
had been wise enough to acoept it, the Gov-
ernment would fiad that, in order to meet

Y its obligations to Newfoundland, it wouid

have to do an ipjastice to the older pro-
vinoes which have greater claims upon it.
It seems to us that in rejeciing the later
offer the representatives of the colony made
another blunder, for when the terms of that
offer are examined it will be found that they
are better than those of any of the
provinces, and if Newfoundland had ac-
cepted them she would have found that
a8 a member of the Confederation she was
exceptionally well treated. What more
could she expect ?

“THE CONQUEST OF ARID AMER-
104.”

William E. Smythe writes an article in
the May Century entitled as above which is
full of interest and instruction, more espeoi-
ally to British Columbians, for whom the
problem as it is treated is a live one. The
writer tells what has been accomplished, or
rather gives a few instances of successful
efforts in colonizing and onltivation in the
arid regions west of the one hundredth mer-
idian, He desoribes the conditions which
existed prior to the advent of the husband-
man, conditions compared with whioh the
arid areas of British Columbia might be
‘termed *¢ fertile belts.” When we consider
that deserts of sand have been transformed
into beautiful, well-cultivated fields, highly
productive and sustaining a large and pros-
perous population, the outlook for a large
portion of the interior of this Provinoe
should not by any means appear hopeless
from an agricultural point of view. On the
other hand, there is much to encourage us
in the hope that it may yet be the home of
mapy thousands of - thrifty, well-to-do
farmers,

Mr. Smythe points out that the one hun-
dredth meridisn divides the United States
almost exactly into halves. East of that
line are sixty-four millions of people, and
wesb of it four or five millions. The latter,
comprising seventeen States and Territories,
is a region of imperial dimensions, capable
of immeunse development. From north to
south it measures as far as from Montreal
o Mobile, and from east to west the dis-
tanoe is greater than from Boston to Omaha.
The meridian in question not only geo-
graphically divides the United States, but
it indicates the beginning of the * arid™
region as distinot from the region east, in
which irrigation, except by rainfall, is un-
neceseary and unknown. The writer re-
marke: *¢ To the popular mind * arid ’ means
only ¢ rainless,’ and ‘ rainless’ is synonymous
with ¢ worthless.” Bat ¢ aridity,” when pro-
perly defined and fully comprehended, is
seen to be the germ of new industrial and
social systems, with far-reaching possibili-
ties in the fields of ethics and polities. It
would be idle'to attempt to predict how the
American character will be modified and
transformed when millions of people shall
have finally made their homes in the arid
regions, under conditions as yet untried by
Anglo-Saxon mee. But that millions will
live under these oconditions ‘is inevitable,
and that the new environments will produce
momentous changes in methods of life and
habits of thought is cqually certain,”

The writer then goos on to give some of
the undertakings of the past fifty years, in-
volved in what he calls ¢ The Conquest of
Arid America.” . He recites the experiences
.of the Mormon colony.in Utah, bheﬂreelgy
oolony in ‘Colorado, the orange groves of
California and the irrigated lands of Arizona,
and after chronicling the muccesses that
have been achieved, in attempting an
‘ outlook,” says : ‘ The work of reclam:

bnt gradually‘and surely, for the better part
of a generation.” Between ten and twenty
mitlions of acres are now under ditch, and
some slight riyulets of population have
begun to trickle in upon the lands. But the
threshold is scarcely passed. - The arid re-
gion as & whole comprises more than 800,-
000,000 ecres. Of this empire more than
half a billion acres is still the property of
the Government. [tis ths priceless heri-
bage of the children of America. The work
of scientific discovery of water supply has
not yet gone far enongh to furnish a reason-
able basis for an estimate of the amount of
land open to ultimate reclamation. Buap no
one disputes that the entire present popula-
tion of the United States could be accommo.
dated in the arid region.”

The opinion of ' a writer like Mr. Smythe,
who has studied the problem carefully and
fSravelled over “the whole of 'the countyy
which he describes, is not to -be lightly set
aside. Bésides, the results which are shown,
for instance, in Utah, the very centre of the
arid region of the West, are sufficient to
justity the optimism of -the writer ; - and

him in his conclusion :

¢ But nothing can' be hoped for until the
American people have had theireyes opened
to the importance of the stupendons national
asset comprehended in arid America. It
is civilization that pleads for progress. ' It
is bumanity that cries alond for more room
in which to build its habitations. To way
that the national valuation will be enhanced
by untold millions is merely to mention a
sordid fact, But to say that the voiceless de-
sert will blossom with the homes of men,
and that these homes will rest upon mocial
and industrial systems better and purer
than any the past has'known, and  that the
futare population will be ruled under a no-
bler code of ethics—these are conmsidera-
tions that cannot appeal in vain to the
American spirit. The new century will
invite us to a new task of transcendent pos-
sibilities to the human race.”

This may be even more beautiful in per-
oration than in fact, but it strikes the right
key and sounds a note which should in-
spire, not only the people of the United
States, but the people ot. British Columbia.
What is poasible of that side of the line is,
and may be still more, possible on this ‘side.
By far the most-interesting part of the arti-
ole in-question is - the . description of the
Mormon ocolony in Utah and the: devalop-
ment which. ocourred under the wise and
firm bueiness, but not religious, administra-
tion of Brigham Young, and which is still
being carried on ; but it will be best treated
in & subscquent and distinct article. It is
full of practical lessons and suggestions.

THE *“SHELBY ” SEIZED.

Taken in Charge by the U. S. Cutter
“Corwin” and Delivered to
H. M. 8. “ Pheasant.”

The Prisoner Now Due in Port-—
The Gossip of the Water-
front.

Official notification of the first seizure this
year of a Victoria sealing schooner was-yes-
terday given Collector {A. R. Milne. Un-
authenticated reports of a smeizure
oame from Alasks, via Port Townsend, in's
speoial dispatch to the CoLonIsT on Thes-
day, but. the first definite information
reached here yesterday, The . ciroum:
stances of the seizure are atill nnknown'and
sre apt to remain a mystery “antil
the seized oraft herself arrives—which, ac-
ocording to expectations, will be in‘ the
course of & very few days. The vessel cap-
tured is the little - schooner Shelby, ene of
the few Victoria members of the coast seal-
sealing fleet still absent from port, and one
which has been seldom heard from during
the seaton. 8he Is believed to have .been
seized for illegal hunting by the United
States cutter Corwin, which handed her
over to H.M.8. Pheasant; the latter in turn
baving sent her on to Victoria.. When and
where the seizure took place are alike un-
kpnown. *‘ But,” says Collector Milne, ¢ if
the vessel has been acting unlawfully very
little mercy will be shown her by the auth-
orities, as the sealing regulations are to be
strenuously enforced this year. 1f the charge
is subgtantiated the vessel is subject to for-

The Mania' for Talking.

Subsidy For the Railway to Comox—
Westminster Penitentiary—Review
of the Correspondence,

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

OrTawa, May 18.—The most important
event in Parliamentary circles has been the
publication of the correspondence and the
protocols of the negotiations for the union
of Newfoundland with Canads. As the tele-
graph has already apprised you, the nego-
tlations are entirely off. The general im.
pression among politicians is that Canada
offered most liberal terms and that the de-
mands of the Island colony were exorbitant.
After all, there is some justification for the
position taken by the Newfoundland gov-
ernment,  No provinoeof the Dominion, it
is satisfactory to know, ever reached the de-
plorable condition in which Newfoundland
appears to-day. St. John’s is the only city
on the island ; the rest of the population is
scattered in mere hamleta along the shores,
And yet, ‘although the population of the
island is but 200,700, the island goverament,
for the purpose of creating work, embarked
upon the construction of a railway, which
has cost the colony in round figures $5,000,-
000. Until this railway is compleved to
some point on the western shore ¢f the

island and brought into direct and daily
touch with

it will be practically nseless and valueless.
The difficulty which has stood in the way of
the consummation of union arises out of the
enormous debt which has been piled up. In
Newfoundland there is no municipal system,
a paternal government administers to the
wante of the people, so that whereas in the
other provinces the people have been taught
how to govern themselves, in Newfoundland
that lesson has still to be learned. Included,
therefore, in the obligations of the colony
are debte incurred in furtherance of muni-
cipal works, roads end 'bridges, lighving,
water, police protection, and other services

which are usually performed by the muni- | P!

cipalities themselves. Another feature of
the island’s condition is, perhaps, the most
deplorable one. For years past ten per cent.
of the island’s revenue has been paid in pau-
per relief. In other words, the adoption of
the bribery fund of a few years ago has
been continued with the result that a
shiftless class of people have been encour-
aged in the colony to the detriment of the
honest worker. These things show the dif-
ficulties surrounding the union negotiations.
It is & matter of regret here that the pro-
poeition to ‘“round off ” confederation has
been dropped, but it would not have been
fair for our government to have gone to the
length that the Island people have request-
ed simply from sentimental reasons. In
justice to the other provinces, whatever ar-
rangement is made must be an equitable
one. '
