To The Would : I have read very c ure- 
fnlly all that you have said in reply to my 
question, but I fail to see that you liave- 
anawered it. I fail to see that you have 
given any substantiel reason for assorting 
that Sir Richard Cartwright is a free 
trader, or that he must he thrown over­
board by his party for having 

• the fatal blunder of accepting free trade as 
part and parcel of political liberalism.

What is free trade? You have yourself 
given two definitions of it—the one old 
and scientific; the other new but unscien­
tific and fallacious.

In your article of 'the 15th Inst, you say, 
referring to free trade as in actual practice 
in Great Britain, that it consists in imposing 
as much excise duty on the home-manufac­
tured article as will offset the customs duty 
on the imported ; and you add that this 
system "would bring revenue without an\ 
protection, which is the only logical carry­
ing out of the piinciple of free trade. ” I 
agree with you, but when did Sir Richard 
Cartwright advocate free trade as here de- 
tined ? You have his speeches and his 
tariff ; prove your charge if you

In your article of the 20th inst. you de­
fine free trade to be a system under which 
manufactures decline and "go to the bad, 
and that whoever takes his stand on a tiriff 
figare that is insufficient to keep them grow­
ing is a free trader. “ If our manufactures 
do actually grow and advance, wc have 
protection ; if they grow backwards and de­
cline, we have it not.” Well, I admire 
your assurance. You settle the whole con­
troversy with a dictum.

I will ask yon why the silk in­
dustry of the United States is not able to 
stand alone after the protection of n 
hundred years ? why the city which 
is the chief seat of the indus'ry 
is a bankrupt corporation, without muni­
cipal officers because it cannot pay. their 
salaries, and seeking to make a settlement 
with ill creditors at the rate of a few beg­
garly ceuts on the dollar ? I will ask you 
why the sails of British 
whitening every sea, doing three-fourth of 
the carrying trade of the world, while the 
American tiag h is almost disappeared from 
the ocean Î

But to return to the question, is Sir 
Richard Cartwright a free trader Î

There are three forms of import duties, 
as usually understood by political econo­
mists—(1. ) purely revenue duties, (2 ) pro­
tective duties, and (3) prohibitory duties.

Under the first no artificial protection is 
given to home industry; they are subject to 
excise taxation of the the same percentage 
as the customs duties on similar articles of 
foreign merchandise, and the entire amount 
levied goes to the revenue. This ag.ees 
with your own definition of free trade as 
acruully in Great Britain.

Under the second the import duties, be 
they light or heavy, are protective; part of 
the duties go to the native producer, and 
only part to the revenue. The products of 
the home manufacturer are un taxed, and 
he enjoys an ad vantage-over foreign rivals 
to the extent of the import duties:

Under the third there are no importations 
from abroad, consumers are at the mercy- of 
native producers, and the revenue gets noth-

§ir Richard Cartwright’s tariff was not 
modelled on the first of these forms, nor 
yet on the last. But it was modelled 
the second, and I have shown in a previous 
letter that in the five years following his 
increase of the customs duties from 15 per 
cent, to 174 Per cent, there was a decrease 
in the value of goods supplied ns by foreign 
countries amounting to $155,1)00,000.

Under Sir Leoiurd Tilley’s taiiff, and in 
spite of its high duties, the value of fore­
ign manufactures imported into the coun­
try has very largely increased. To give 
only one illustration, I find that the value 
of iron goods imported in 1881 was $3,000,- 
000 in excess of the imports of 1878, and 
that of this excess $600,000 is credited to 
the United States. Yet you say, and I 
agree with you, that our manufactures are 
advancing and spreading.

Looking at all the facts, does it not oc- 
to you that the revival must be due to 

more potent agency than high tariff 
figures ? What this agency has been, and 
how Canadian industries stand in relation 
to foreign industries, I may make the sub­
ject of another letter.

I will only plead meantime that Sir 
Richard Cartwright may not share tile fate 
of one who called himself greater than 
Jonah—and upon false testimony, too.

To The World : We have for sev­
eral days been endeavoring to 
obtain some information respecting a 
projected company to be known as the 
Temperance colonization company, and 
have just ascertained the following facts : 
No charter has yet been issued, but it is 
allowed and will probably be issued shortly; 
the government has not yet granted i 
square acre of land to the projected com­
pany. Its directors have, however, been so 
sanguine of success that they have been 
taking subscriptions for stock, and first, 
second and other choices of land on the 
understanding that the government will 
grant it a large area of probably some thirty 
townships. The confiding purchasers who 
are now buying at a premium those shares 
and priviliges to choose laud should first 
ascertain the amount for which subscription 
has already been taken. Should the gov 
eminent decide upon only granting six 
townships instead of thirty, purchasers 
may find that they "nave been buying 
tickets in a lottery iu which there are some 
prizes, hut a great many blanks, 
lieve there is at present a law on our 
statute book against obtaining money by 
false pretences, but probably the enter­
prising of secretary of this company has 
guarded against its application by refraining 
from taking deposits from subscribers. 
Intending purchasers of such claims who 
do not desire merely to gamble but to ob­
tain a quid pro quo will do well to bear in. 
mind the old legal maxim “caveat emptor.”

When we have developed 
this new country we will have to contend 
for its commerce against all rivals just as 
much as for t-he commerce of Chicago or 
St. Paul.”

We quite agree with the Witness aa to 
the dangers of speculation gone mad on 
land and town lots, and we may claim that, 
compared with its Toronto contemporaries, 
and many others besides, The World has 
done more than its share toward warning 
the public as to where danger was. 
the evil is one that cannot be wholly 
avoided where a new country is to be de 
veloped by an industrious and enterprising 
people. Suppose the Northwest to be 
worthless for agriculture, or to con­
tinue inhabited only by Indiana and 
trappers, there would be no speculation 
there, no land com v nies except the Hud­
son Bay concern, : :.u . o auction sales of 
village, town and city lots. The present 
speculation has for its basis two things— 
the actual value of the territory for 
farming land, and the enterprise of the 
people who are rushing into it. In other 
words, it ia an incident of the country’s 
progress, and only by setting our faces as a 
whole people against progress could we 
prevent it In the same way we ' might 
secure ourselves against danger from fire 
by doing without fire "altogether ; and 
against the danger of being drowned by 
never going near the water. But where, 
then, would be civilization and progress !

To carry out to its logical conclusion the 
view presented by the Witness, it would 
have to be argued that a country loses by 
progressing from small to great estate and 
population ; that in fact the growth of onr 
country is an evil to be avoided. What, 
we may ask, has been the result to the 
American republic, of the long and steadily- 
contiuued migration of untold thousands

With the sugar duties 
as they were under the old tariff, it was 
represented to the late government that the 
manufacture could not be carried on in 
Canada. As a matter of fact it was not 
carried on; the refining of sugar had ceased 
altogether in the country. Sir Richard’s 
reply was that there was then protection 
enough already, and, not the smallest 
fraction more of it would he concede. And 
right here we come to the proof of the 
pudding. The insufficient protection of the 
old tariff wholly extinguished the sugar re­
fining business in Canada ; free trade com­
plete and perfect could have done no more.

Onr “dictum," if “Reader” will per" 
mit us to indulge in such a thing, is this 
very simple one—that insufficient protec­
tion is practical free trade. Emigrants 
would not knowingly come to Canada to 
work for nothing ; neither would they come 
here to work for twenty cents per day. 
The insufficient inducement would keep.them 
away from our shores aa effectually as no 
inducement at all. With seventeen and a 
half per cent protection the cotton manu­
facture barely continued in Canada. Those 
who had sank their money in it were holding 
on in hopes of a change ; but nobody 
would throw any more money into it at 
the old figure. With something like twenty- 
five per cent protection it lias more than 
trebled itself in three years ; and it is this 
result, more than the mere increase of the 
duty by so much per cent, that has to be 
looked at. Raising the duty by seven and 
s half per cent has increased" the home 
manufacture by more than two hundred per 
cent. Judged by results, the old tariff was 
practical free trade compared with the uew 
one ; and whoever advocates the old and 
opposes the new is practically a free trader. 
We must take a future opportunity of re­
ferring to other points touched upon by our 
correspondent.

Khiva Burnaby, whose aerial tour from 
Dover to a castle in Normandy is now much 
talked about, was by no means the first per­
son to cross the British channel in a balloon. 
The same feat had been twice before per­
formed ; and the first time it was achieved 
not by an Englishman, but by a French­
man and an American, almost a century 
ago. In January, 1785, only two years 
and a half after the Montgolfiers had found­
ed the art of ballooning, Blanchard, a 
professional aeronaut, with Dr. John Jeffries 
of Boston, accomplished what was then 
the thrilling feat of crossing the channel 
from Dover to Paris, narrowly escaping be­
ing wrecked on the way. Half a century 
later, in 1886, Green, the English aeronaut, 
with two companions, repeated this achieve­
ment, and the same year journeyed from 
London across the North Sea to Weilbnrg, 
in the duchy of Nassau, a distance of 500

After a little time she married him, 
settled in the country in poetic simplicity, 
and speaks of herself as the happiest 
woman possible. ”

The wedded life ot Longfellow and Fanny 
Appleton was beautiful as an idyl, but it 
had au end. Her clothes caught fire one 
day and she was burnt to death. In trying 
to save her the poet barely got off with his 
own life. She was the mother of T three 
lovely girls.

v to take him on a ti ip into that Onions slum 
Chinatown in San Francisco, which shall 
be directed by neither the interested 

ciceronage of a Colonel Bee. nor the un­
principled sensationalism of a flash writer.

The window» of St James palace look out 
upon one of the fonleat purlieus of London. 
In the same way, the dealiest slum on the 
American continent exists almost within a 
stone’s throw o'! the pretentious 
which some of the lordliest millionaires of 
the continent are housed.

Chinatown consists of two main streets, 
Washington and Jackson by name, half a 
dozen smaller streets, and a network of 
alleys, passages, and no-thoroughfares, be. 
sides which the old Paris which Baron 
Hnussman haa rendered only a legend, was a 
legion of palaces and stately avenues. In 
its entirety, Chinatown forms a solid sec­
tion of San Francisco some half a dozen 
blocks long by two broad.

.RDWARE. The ramifications of Chinatown’s byways 

are indescribable. Winding ways have been 
burrowed through the heart» of blocks aa 
rats bore their way through solid walls. 
From serpentine alleys others branch out to 
end nowhere. So tangled and cut up is the 
district by these passages that it requires 
an expert to find his way about in broad 
daylight. At night navigation ia a matter 
of skill many of the denizens themselves 
do not possess.

Overhead the houses are built out, atory 
beyond story, as in a medieval city, until 
the roofs almost meet. Upon the architec­
ture of the American builder, the invader o 
who has populated the district haa grafted 
his own carpenter work until the common­
place forms of the old houses which he took 
possession of when the Caucasian aban­
doned them have entirely disappeared. The 
lanes and alleys of Chinatown are simply 
so many lanes and alleys in Pekin for any 
trace they reveal of their original condition 
in the hands of the white man.

Within, as without, all the original archi- 
tectural characteristics .of the house have 
vanished. Ordinary room* have been par­
titioned off into sombre kennels, affording 
just enough space for movement between 
the bunks which line the walla. Cellars 
have been excavated under the old cellars, 
and houses built upon the roofs. Many of 
the buildings were, in the old days, hand­
some residences, with quite lofty parlors 
and dining rooms. In these flying-floors 
have been erected. That ia, half way to 
the ceiling a plank floor, supported by 
wooden pillars, has been laid, so that two 
floors have been created ont of one, and 
these are both divided and anb-divided by 
partitions, till the whole house resembles 
nothing so much as a great anthilh—There, 
are houses, originally of ten rooms, which 
now contain half a dozen times as many.
I know one, whose builder divided it into 
three stories of four rooms each, which has 
now under the same roof seven stories, 
cut up into ninety rooms. On the parlor 
floor three stones have been made of one. X 

Life swarms in very hole and 
these vast barracks. Wherever 
being can be squeezed, one in found. Dis­
ease and such health as can exiatin sash a 
place Me cheek by jowl. The scales of the 
leper fall upon the sound man in the bank 
below him. Families find room in dens 
which could be set down inside an ordinary 
New York hall bedroom. Only the very 
aristocrats of Chinatown enjoy the luxury 
of single apartments. The colonists of 
Chinatown resemble, in their dense gregar- 
iousneas, nothing so much as the vermin 
which prey upon them.

Of cours», under such conditions, clean­
liness is an impossibility, even were it a 
desideratum with the teeming thousands 
who gorge Chinatown with unhealthy life. 
The alleys are deep with offal; the house 
wMls exhade » horrible moisture, a species 
of diatb damp which breed* a slimy, green­
ish-black fungus everywhere it touches. 
Through the narrow gap the houee tops 
leave between them the sun never reaches 
the sidewalks, which are slippery with 
dump. Indoors a crust of grime scales 
fiom walls and ceilings, and floors aqe liter­
ally carpeted with foot-beaten filth. 1 his
filth bas penetrated every pore of China­
town, and though in certain spots it may be 
gilded, it is still underneath and needs but 
a scratch to be revealed.

The industries of Chinatown are adjusted 
upon the same sordid and economical basis 
a, its methods of existence. Everything, 
from the house he l;vee in and the food he 
eats, to the work he does, is testa! by Ah 
Sin to its uttermost capacity. The shoe­
makers and tailors, who people many of 
the cellars, toil sixteen hours out of the 
twenty-four, and sink upon their benches 
to slumber as soon as they drop their 
work They devour their nee and their 
morsel of fish between the strokes of the 
hammer and the stitches of the needle 
The cigirmakeis only rest with midnight, 
the carpenters lays his tools by long after 
white craftsmen are asleep. In short, the 
only division they make between working 
andyresting time is that created by the 
fact that they can work no more.
