_$l80. After the war, in 1816, it was cut 
down one-half—to <L40; in 1824 it was rawed 
again, <1.08, but nine years afterward was 
brought down to <1.40 sgain. and then m 
1842 moved upward again to <1.70. In the 
tariff of 1846 the tariff was made 80 per cent., 
or about <1.80 per ton, and in 1837 was low­
ered to 24 I«r cent. In 1882 <1 a ton was
fixed as the rate, and with twooncreas*. dur­
ing the war remained at <1.26 until 1878.
Then it was fixed at 76 cents, where It tow re­
mained ever since, the effort made in 1883 to 
reduce it '(tlie duty on soft ooal, there being 
none on hard) having been defeated, as al­
ready stated through the efforts of Democrat 
fc senators.

It appears that it was in 1870 that the duty 
on bard coal was wholly abolished, since which 
time the article has been free. In 1888 an at­
tempt was made in Oongrees to reduce the 
duty on soft coal from 75 cents to 60 cents,but 
it failed; through the opiwsition of Demo­
cratic senators, so says The Tribune. It may 
be handy in time to Comp to refer to this 
brief record of what the coal duties have been 
with our neighbors.

Traders were mixed last nightbut the general 

dispoeitiou was to sell anything, It being agreed 
that all the hammering failed to bring out any 
long stock. There was some disappointjnunt 

_ felt that London did uot take more kindly to 
^-ethe improrement here, but those who are best 

lttfohued say Europe is all right, and the daily 
«notations from 1 ondon mean nolhing. The 
ffici is. Europe has recently been buying our 
bonds heavily; these transactions do not appear 
on the tape because the securities have not yet 
been felt, but the people who have sold securi­
ties are in a stronger posit ion than ever before. 
They have the means to buy other mortgages 
and properties. These are conditions which 
must toll. Tiie market may halt uutil people 
find out what Congress will do, but lust 
ns booh as the first gun is fired at 
Washington look for a big speculation. Let 
the people know that Congress is inclined to be 
friendly, and they will await no second invita­
tion to go ahead. A glance at the official list of 
the stock exchange for three months past will 
•how theft the bears haw not made any money. 
For instance, on OcL 19—or less than fourteen 
weeks—D.L. D.H., C.K.. W.U., L.R, N.W.. 
O.R. and Minneapolis sold for from 3 lo 8 lower 
than present prices. U.P. sold 45). C.S. 52*. 
K 26. M.P. 88. T. 221 and L.N. 56*. These 
were t he closing prices on that. day. Eleven 
•eft of fifteen stocks have paid dividends in the 
meantime, and nevertheless have advanced 
from 3 to 12 points. The market, regarded from 
• conservative standpoint, is gradually broad­
ening. There is less fear because there are few 
traders. People who hold stocks are willing Lo 
take chances ib a bull market, and commission 
people will not advise customers to go short be­
muse they recognized the fact that the pro 
feesioual traders can make no money on that 
side.
