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THE GOVERNMENT LEADER ON
NEWFOUNDLAND MATTERS.
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Britain Has No Desire to Coerce the Col-
ony—Hopes That Difficulties of a Cen-
tary’s Duration Will be Settled by the
Present Steps—Summary Vengeance On
a Tyrant,

LoxpoN, March 24.—A deputation of mer-
chants engaged.in trade with Newfoundland
wisited William Henry Smith, the Govern-
ment leader in the House of Commons, to-
day, . Mr. Smith in addressing them repudi-
ated any desire on the part of the Govern-
ment to coerce the people of Newfoundland.
The British Government, he said, was bound
by treaties, and when the cther party
held views so strongly as France
did there was no alternative for ar-
bitration but war. If the Newfound-
landers thought the terms of arbitration
were injurious to their interests the Govern-
ment was prepared to bear their viewsin
the matter. . But it must be remembered the
conditions of the arbitration were imparted
to the colqn{ before they were agreed to by
the Imperial Government, which, being re-
sponsible for the ce of the empire,
must be responsible for the conditions under
which it endeavored to procure the settle-
ment of an extremely. difficult subject. - In
regard toobaect.ions. omissions - and admis-
sions of the treaty a b’zsia of arbi-
tration must be .agreed upon between
tho parties. The French contention could
not be ignored. ‘We must ascertain whether
their view is right or wrong. One gentle-
man had objected to limitation of the arbi-
tration. He himself desired it should be ex-
tended to include all ints of difference,
but the Government had every hope
that as the arbitration proceeded a
decision might be arrived at :?rdmg
the most important points of - difference.
When onee the rights of the respective par-
ties were ascertained it might be possible
to enter  into’ negotiations to set-
tle difficulties which had existed
more than a cemtury: The Government
contemplated the probability of arriving at
& decision as to other rights which he ad-
mitted had been Jmintul subjects to New-
foundlanders and had undoubtedly much
impeded the developing of the resources of
the colony.

® obviate the necessity of action on the

Crofters on Lewis Island Take Possession
of Their Old Holdings.

EDINBURGH, ‘Mareh 24 —Despatches from
Btornoway state that last nighta band of
300 crofters of Lewis Island marched from

one pointof the island to the other, crossing
o1 their march 8 lochs, arriving this moro-
ing at Orissay Park Forest, from which they
had been evicted in order to make room for
a deer preserve. The crofters upon their ar-
rival at the forest entrenched t emselves in
the riins which represented their former
homes, the buildings baving been torn down
by the proprietor of the land. They have
formed a camp and announce they intend to
cultivate the land formerly beld by them,
and that they are prepared to resist by force
any attempt to oust them.

PARIS. March 24.—Prompt vengeance has
fallen upon Ramiasatra, Governor of 7 Belan-
ora, Madagascar, who recently Lnassacred
278 persons, including men, women and child-
ren ‘belonging to the leading families.

The Provincial Treasurer made his annual
statement yesterday afternoon. In other and
larger Parliaments, the statement is dignified
with the name of budget. It usually contains
some declarations of great moment regarding the
future policy of the Government and the finan-
cier uses the fizures as a basis for predictions of
coming national gregtness. -

Mr. Harcourt from thé necsssities of the ' case
had to be more modest. It was not possible to
grow very eloquent” over i d increase of
revenue from, say, liquor licenses, or the further
destruction of the forests, two of the biggest nest
egge at present. AS he said in: opening his re-
marks, no long statement was necessary, because
the details of last year's receipts and expenditures
and of this year's estimated expenditure were al-
ready in the hands of the members.

These statements have aiready appeared in
detail in The World. It will be necessary to give

only Mr. Harcourt's explanations regarding
them. The other statements, the estimated re
ceipts for this year and the statement of assets
AII(Y liabilities are given in full.

"Phe total receipts for 1890 amounted to $3,423,-
154, or $44,747 more, than was estimated. The
Jargest items of the receipts remained un-
changed. In four years 1,848,000 had been
drawn from interest on capital and investments,
and it was satisfactory to know that there was
80 stable anyasset. ore was & large deficit in
the estimated receipts from the Central Prison,
but there was $20,000 worth of unsold brick and
other articles to make it up.

The Aid to Railways.

Statements were submitted showing the
amounts payable annually for certificates for
“Aid to railways” and “Annuities.” In 1891
252,174 is payable for railway aid certificates
and $52,200 for annuities. These amounts rapidly
decrease until in 1903 the only certificate remain-
ing unpaid is that of the Port Arthur, Duluth &
Western Railway. The amounts payable that
year are $4012 for railway aid certificates and
$52,200 for annuities. The total amount payable
for railway .aid certificates is $1,404,620 and
$1,824,800 for annuities. The last certificate falls
due July 1, 1930. Mr. Harcourt added paren-
thetically that the railway certificates would
probably be replaced by a new iséue. “What
does that mean?” said Mr. Meredith, There was
no answer.

With regard to the disputed Provincial accounts
with the Dominion the Treasurer said that at an
early day they would:be settled by arbitration.

The liabilities of the provinceat present payable
Mr. Harcourt placed at only $8220, including $32556
for balance due municipalities re land itaprove-
ment fund interest and $3672 being Quebec’s
share of collections for common schoot fund in
1890. The surf)lus of assets after deducting lia-
bilities presently payable is placed at $5.,809,905.

He said that in the liabilities the railway aid
certificates were not included, because they were
not a %resem liability. They yvere not concerned
with them now because it was not intended to
meet them out of the present assets. The
certificates were.to be paid out of future receipts.
They were inconsiderable and insignificant.

Mr. Harcourt placed the surplus at $5,500,000,
but, like Warren Hastings, seemed surprised at
his own moderation. There was another asset,
be said, which was not included, the unpaid bal-
ance due the province for crown lands amounting
to 234 millions. If his opponents capitalized the
railway certificates as a liability, why he would
have to capitalize the subsidies and the receipts
from crown lands as assets, He would also in-
clude the money spent on public buildings, and all
this would increase the assets by millions.

The Treasurer in cooclusion submitred a state-
ment of the estimated receipts for 1801, following
closely the actual-teceipts for 18%0. The total re-
ceipts expecied amount o $3,208,822 and the
total estimated expenditure, including a supple-
mentary estimate of $4000, is $3,581, 027, leaving
a balance of: $232,204 unprovided for. Mr, Har-
court got over this difficuity by remarking that
the es'imated receipts were red down 80O
ciosely that they were sure to largely above
the amount anticipated.

The Surplus is a Myth.

Mr. H. E. Clarke said that it might have been
expected that & new treasurer would have adopt
ed a new system of bookkeeping. Mr. Harcourt
had never before taken any prominent part in the
discussion of finance, but had aiways posed as a
superior person or a candid friend of the Govern-
ment. The sarplus was a myth.

ASSEMBLY NOTES,

Sol. White’s Eye on Ringers at Horse
Races and He Resorts to Legislation,

Mr, Sol. White introduced a bill yesterday, or
rather attempted to introduce a bill, with the
comprebeusive title, “A bill to encourage the
breeding and improvement of trotting and -pac-
ing horses and for the prevention of fraudulent
entries and practices in contests of speed.”” Mr.
Meredith raised a laugh by suggesting that the
‘Attorney-General would second it. Mr. Mowat,
however, merely smiled. The speaker hesitated
in reading the bill and then it tranepired that it
was irregular because no notice of it had been
given. Mr. White will introduce it again to-day,
having given the requisite notice.

Mr. White says the ibll is aimed principnlly at
“ringers” in horse races. It prohibits the entry
of a horse, colt or filly under an assumed name
or pedigree in any contest for a purse of prize
that is to be decided by speed. The namme shall
not be changed after it has once been entered
for a contest unless as provided by the rules of
the association under which the contest is beld.
The public performance of a horse in a previous
contest shall determine the cless to which it
belongs. The penalty for offences under the act
is a fine of not less than §:0 or more than $100 or
in default six months® imprisonment.

Down on Bicycle Riders.

Mr. Davis presented a petition from the county
council of York praying for legislation to define
the rights and liabilities of persons using bicycles
upon public roads and streots.

The Over-Worked Municipal Clerk.

Mr. G. B. Smith presented a petition from the
council of York praying for an amendment to the
municipal act, sect. 182, chap. 184, R.8.0. 1887, so
as to dispense with the unnecessary labor im-
posed on municipal clerks of making a_complete
copy of the list of voters for each polling sub-
division. In the majority of municipalities not

BELLEVILLE, March 24—The murder of
Mrs, James Kane by her husband last night
proves by the evidence taken at the inquest
to have been & deliberately planned crime.
The knife used by the murderer was obtained
in the kitchen of the Queen's Hotel, where it
bad been used as a carving knife and had been
carefully concealed by Kane until he made
the attack upon his wife, Mrs, Kane has at
intervais besn compelled to live with her
children in consequence of the treatment
shereceived at the hands of him whoin
years gone by vowed that he would be her
protector. It was at the house whencesher
son Alfred was removing that the awful
tragedy occurred. At afew minutes before
So'clock, Kane/left the Queen’s Hotel and
pr ded, in pany with ther man,
to the barber shop of James Skinuer (bis
sheg;on) in Front-street. Here he inquired
of Mr, Skinner if his mother was in, and
pelng told that she was assisting
in helping Alfred Skinner to remove,
Kane at once started for Albert Skinner's
house, situated at the southern end of
Church-street, near the bay. At this time
Mrs. Skinner and Mrs. Kane were in the
house-alone. As Kane entered the house
Mrs. Skinner was oing out. She heard Kane
say to Mrs. Kane that “‘be had somethin for
her.,” Mrs. Skinner heard a stru gle and ran
out upon the sidewalk and meeting her hus-
band told him she was afraid that Kane was
committing a murder. Skinner rushed into
the house, and seeing his mother struggling
and also seei:g a knife in his step-father’s
hand Jknocked him down with a blow of the
fist. rs. Skinner also rushed into the house
by the kitchen door and Mrs. Kane seized
her by the arm, but in a few seconds she fell
to the floor dead. .

Whilst being held down to the floor Kane
was told by Skinnert that be had killed his
wife. The marderér answered that if she
was not dead it was not his fault, as he in-
tended to finish her! Kane also told Skinner
that he would murder him if he could get the
chance. Skinner asked Kane if he wasdrunk,
or if liguor had made him do the deed. He
answered that he was not; that he knew
what he was doing. His appearance justified

answered that he was proud of the job
which he had committed. He also stated
that he would have killed his step-son
Alfred had he nad an opportunity. hilst
being conveyad to the police station the
murderer told the sergeant that he was
proud of the act which he had performed,
and that he had done it through her boys.
