"The Elbe Struck Amidships By
An Unknown Steamer:

THO BOATS ‘LAUNGHED, ONE IS SAFE

Story of the Wreck Told By the
S ivors.

Struck Am fore Daylight. the
Elbe Filled and Sank in a Few Minutes
—A Panic Among the Passengers and
Fight for Life—The Captain’s Order to
Save the Women and Children First
Unheeded—Three Boats Lowered With
' Bificulty—One Swamped, One Is Pick-
ed Up With Nts 22 Souls, the Third
Thought te Be Lost—No Canadians en
Board.

London, Jan. 80.—The North German
Lloyd steamship Elbe, bound from Bre-
men for New York, &ank at 6 o'clock
this morning, after wolliding with a
small steamer in the North Sea, [ifty
miles off Lowestoft. She carried 240
passengers and 160 officers and kear
men, 22 survivors of the wreck have
been landed and a few: others may still
be afloat in a lifa boat. All the others’
were lost. Captain Von Goessel went
down with his ship.

The survivors of the wreck were landed
at Lowestoft by the fishing emack Wild
Flower at 5.40 this evening. They are:
Stollberg, third officer ; Neussel, first en-
gineer ; 'Wezer, paymaster; Schultheiss,
Linkmber and Sittiug, assistant pay-
masters ; Eurest, chief; etoker; Viceba,
steward ; Wenning, Singer and Seibert,
sailors ;- Dreson and Batko, ordinary sea-
men ; Deharde, ‘German ‘pilot ; Greenham,
Luglish pilot ; Hoffman of Nebraska, Lu-
gen, Schlegal of Cleveland, Ohio ; Vevera,
Bolthen, and Miss Anna Buecker, passen-~
gers. Hoffman’s wife and boy went down

i & pitiable condftion.

The- pasengers were but half clothed.

',Ibeir few garments were frozen stiff,

their hair was coated with icey and
anxiety and effort had exhausted them
80 completely that they had to be helped
waghore. The officers and sailorss were
fully dressed, but their cloathes had been
drenched and frozen, and they had been
almost paralyzed with cold and fatigue.
They had' been-ashore three hours before
they hAd recovered sufficiently to tell
the story of the wreck. Their hccounta
agreed upon the following points:
Precanutions Against Disaster.

The Elbe left Bremen on Tuesday after-
moon. The few hours of the voyage be-
fore the disaster were uneventful,; At 4
“o’clock this morning the wind wae blow-
ing very hard and a treihendous sea was
rugning. The morning- was unusually
Uark. Numerous lights were “seen in all
directions, showing that many vessels
were Tear by. The captain ordered,
“therefore, that rockets should be sent up
at regular intervals to warn the craft
to keep ‘dut of the Elbe’s course,

It was mear @ o’clock, and the Elbe
was some 50 miles off Lowestoft, coast'
of Suffolk, when the lookout man sighted
& steamer of about 1500 tons approach-
ing. He gave the word,-and as a pre-
caution the number of rockets was doubl-
ed and they were sent up at short in-
tervals, The warning was without
eifect. The steamer came on with un-
checked speed, and before the Elbe could
change her course or reduce her speed
notably there was the terrific crash of
the collision. The Elbe was hit abaft her
engine room. When the smaller steamer
wrenched away an enormous hole was
left the Elbe’s side. The water poured
through and down into the engine room
in a cataraet. The room filled almost
instantly. The engines were still and the
big hulk began to settle. -

Passengers in a Panie.

The passengers were in bed. The bitter
sold and rough sea had prevented any
early ‘rising, and ofily the officers and
erew ou duty were on deck when the
ship struck. Th eshock and erash rous-
ed everybody. The steerage was in a
panic in & moment, and men and women
and children, half-dressed or in their
night clothes, came crowding up the
companion-ways. They had heard the
sound of rushing water as " the other
steamer backed off and had felt the Elbe
lurch and settle.

They had grasped the faet that it was
then life or death with them, and almost
to a man had succumbed to their terror.
They clung together in groups facing the
eold and etorm, and cried aloud for help
or prayed on their knees for deliverance.

The officers and crew were caim. TFor
e foew mioments thay went among the ter-
ror-stricken groups trying to quiet them
and eucouraging them to hope that the
vessel might be saved.

Only Two Boats Launched.

It was soon apparent, however, that
the Elbe was settling steadily. The of-
ficers were convineed that she was about
to founder, and. gave orders to lower
the buats, In a short time three boats
were got alongside, but the seas were
breaking over the steamer with great
force aud the first boat was swamped
before auybody could get into it. .The
otker two boats, lowered at about the
sime  time, were filled quickly with
wembers of the erew and some passen-
®e1%. but the number was gmall, as the
L‘jéﬂs beld only twenty persons each.

The captain was on the bridge when the
collision occurred, and Officer Stollberg
heard him shout in loud, firm voice
that the women and children were to
saved first. The captain’s voice reached
a considerable distance. His order was
repeated by the chief officer, and must
have been heatrd by éverybody aboard.

Officer Stollbtrg exprressed the Warhest
gratitude to Skippex Wright aud the
erew; of the Wild Flower. The roughness

f the sea, he =aid, made the work of
rescue extremely perilous. The fishermen
gave the survivors the use of everything
aboard the smack and fed and clothed
them. There is some hope that the miss-
ing' boat has been rescued, inasmuch &as
there were several smacks in the vicinity
of the collision. :

Probably some women and children got
into the missing boat. A number of per-
sons were waiting in Southampton to
take passage on the Eibe for New York.
The steamship company has deferred,
until morning, its decision as to sending
the survivors to New York. The passen-
gers on the stemship Fulda were in-
tensely excited when informed at South-
ampton of the loss of the Elbe.

OZFICIAL REPORT OF THE WR!CK,

Struck on the Port Bide, Sunk in Twenty
Minutes.

In ‘answer to a despatch -from the
United Press the North 'German Lloyd
sent this official statement from Brey
men to-night :

* The third officer of the Elbe reports
from Lowestoft that the vessel was
struck on the port side in the way mail
room by an unknown steamer, sinking in

The first officinl report received by the
ewners was dated at. Lowestoit, and
said: “The mail gteamer Elba, which
left “Bremerhaven yesterday for @ New
York, sdnk after being in collision at 6
this morning. A boat has landed; no
news of the remainder.”

Five Hours at the Waves’ Merey.

These reports, seem' fo prove that only
two- boats were lowered, © despite the
varying statements of passengers, some
of whom said that as many as
eight were cut loose. The boat
carrying the survivors was tossed at the
mercy of the waves .in a bitter south-
east wind, until 11 o’clock. Meantime
they sighted several vessels, while them-
selves unseen. The scantiness of their
clothing made their sufferings more in-
tense. When they sighted the Wild Flow-
er frantic efforts were made to attract
her attention. Sails, shirts and under-
clothes ‘were waved Bome time before the
fishing smack answered their hail.

Exact Place of.the Collision.

The exact place of the collision is 47
miles southwest of the Hook Lightship.
Mr. Neussell, the first engineer, told a
Daily News reporter that'it was only
the. position the vessel assumed when the
water made its volume felt, that prevent-
ed the launching of boats.

Despatches from Germany say Bre-
men is in a state of consternation, and
the whole country is excited by the news
of the wreck. The passengers came from
all parts of the empire. A steamer has
been ordered sent from Lowestoft by the
North German Lloyd to eearch for the
other lifeboat.

MIS8 BUECKER'S GOOD FORTUNI,

Thrown From ©One Lifcboat She Reached
Another and Was Saved

The United Press representative called
at the Sailors’ Home at 10.30 p.m. to
sec Miss Buecker. Her doctor said she
was insuch & state of physical and ner-
vous exhaustion when she arrived that
he had put ber to bed. She had rested
and felt mueh better, and would not suf-
fer any permapent injury from her ex-
perience. :

Miss Buecker said in the subsequent in-

terview: I wae in bed when the steamer
struck. I was aroused by a great crash,
followed by shouts and the tramping of
feet on deck. I found that two of the life-
boats were lowered and ran to one of
them. The steamer was gradually sink-
ngi. One side was already low in the
water.. Some men shoved me into the
boat, which was then lowered. We had
hardly reached the water before the boat
upset’ and all were thrown out. As that
part of the Elbe was partly submerged,
most. of the others managed to get back
on the steamer. I went under, and when
Icame up I clutched the bow of the
capsized boat. I clung to it desperately
until another lifeboat that had been
launched picked me up. We suffered tér-
ribly until the Wild Flower rescued us.
Ilost all my clothes, but I saved my
money and watch, which was in & belt
that I bhad around my waist,
Bays the Ropes Were Not Frozen.

The steerage passenger Borthen gave
this description of his experience: “I was
going tb France by way of Southamp-
ton. At the moment of the collision I
was in the forecastle. When the steam-
ers came together the noise was deaf-
ening, like the crashing of icebergs. Then
came & series of tearing and grinding
sounds. I hurried back and found thel
officers and crew at quarters. Two boats
were being lowered, but I saw no others.
I am sure that the ropes were not froz-
en. They were somewhat stiif, but not
80 as to hinder the lowering of the
boats. After I enteréd the boat, which
the Wild Flower afterwards picked up,
I did not see any other small boats
The Elbe went down in about 20 minu-
tes after the collision.”

The Mall Messenger's (oolmess at a Criti-
) Time.

Jan Vever, a cabin passenger had been
visiting his eick brother in Germany and
was returning with his niece to Ameri-
ca, His niece was lost. He told the
following story: “I fell asleep in ~the
coffee room at about 2.30 o’clock. When
I awoke and looked at my watch it was
6.80. All was quiet except the whirl of
the screws and the beating of the water.
I dozed off again, perbaps for ten sninu-
tes. A terrific crash got me up with a
jump. I 1P out and saw that everything
was upside down. People were rushing
around belowi in a frenzy, some of them
half naked and others partly dressed:

I made my way upon deck and, seeing
the mail man, asked him what was the
matter., He was calm and collected and
replied carelessly: “‘Oh, nothing is the
matter,” I pould see without being told,
however, that something terrible had
happened. I ran below to get my niece:
L {ried to reach her cabin, but was not
able to get far, as the woodwork had
been shattered and broken timbers ' and
boards were wedged across the corridor.

Struggled for Live Preservers.

When I could, get no farther I went to
my cabin, got my waterproof coat and
put on two life preservers; I ran back
to the upper deck, whers it was evident
to everybody that the ship had a heavy
list and was sinkjng fasty I asked if
I should get Into a lifeboat, and was
told §o ke2ep out, as the womunf aiy
children must go first. I saw
struggle for the lifehoats was too des-
perate to leave a man much'chance, so I
waited and looked .on. The men round
me had grown desperate. They tried to
tear off my life preservers, but I shoulx
dered them off. Meantime other men
had begun to climb into the poats, and
realized that I must take my chance
thea or mever, :

Fought for Lifé in the Boat.

I jumped upon the rails .as a boat
sheered oif, and when the boat-rose on
af wave, I jumped in. !Oune of the occu-
pants tried to fhove me out, but' I hung
to him like death, thinking, “If I go,
you go too, old man.,” He seemed to
understand this after-he felt my grip a
few times, and let me stay. We saw
the Elbe sink and ernised about half full

scued us.”
The Elbe's Fires Put Ont at Once.

Fuerst, a stoker, said in an interviews
“I was in the boiler rooin at the time
of the collision. The water rushed in
immediately through & big gap in the
Bide. It poured in @t a ‘tremendouq
rate, and soon extinguished the fires.
Evergbody in the boiler room knew
the vessel must [ounder. When I reach+
ed the deck I saw the captain on the
bridge, but did not see the pilots. I
do not know were the pilots were.” Sea-
man Singer says that the Elbe was
struck just abait the engine room, the
stern of.the other steamer erushing in-
to the second cabin.

Awoke As if By a Gunsheat,

Carl Hol!iman, who came j@shore in
Wild Flower, said in nn interview:
“My home is in Grhnd Island, Neb. I
had my wiie and boy of seven with gne
on the Elbe. I an -itterly wretched,
for 1 became separated from them, and
hardly dare hope that they have been
saved.

I came abroad to visit relatives in
Gergnany, and during he last four
months was accompanied by my ‘wife
and boy. We leit Bremen for home
on {Tuesday. I was asleep in our state-
rbom when & noise like a gunshot woke
me. 1 jumped out of bed and spoke
to my wiie, who had bee¢n aroused as
suddenly. I asked her  what  kBhe
thought the trouble was, but she seemed
to pay little attention to it.- I was
not greatly alarmed, although I heard
scufiling of feet an dhoarse shouts on
deck. I hurried into my clothes,
ev and went to the upper deck. Isaw

1) v what had happened; I
risedd bplow and belped my wife and

y throw on a few clothes, and we
went on deck together. ‘The excitement
and confusion canuot be described.

I pever saw anything like jt. Every-
bedy seemed to have lost lfs head. Men,
women and children were running about
masly, the women sereaming with terror
and every man getting in the way of the
others. The darkness increased the con-
fusion and fright.

“Theve Are No More Boais i

#Suddenly I heard ashrill despairing
ery from the women, ‘There are no more
boats.” 1then saw the men at the davits.

The Captain a Trustworthy Man.

Gustav Schwab of Oelrichs & Co., the
New York agents of the North German
Lloyd Company, in speaking of the dis-
aster, said: ‘3T'his is very sad news, but
it is ome of those things that unfortu-
nately’ will happen at times. I do, not
know anything of the particulars of the
accident. All I can say is ‘that the
captain is one of the most trustworthy
oft men, and one of the longest in the
Bervice of the line. I am sure that he
did all he could to avoid the accident,
&nd» I cannot believe that it was through
any negligence on his part that it oc-
curred. He is doubtless lost. In an
emergency of this kind from what I know
of him he did not look out for himself.
His boat did not go down without him.
[He was one of the finest men I ever
knew. He was first in the company’s
service as fourth efficer, and worked his
way up to captain. He -was abont 50
vears old.and had been in the employ of
the company fér about 20 years.”

Lots of Iloats and Rafts.

Mr. Schwabsaid that the Elbe carried
10 lifeboats and 12 collapsable boats,
besides four life rafts, The accident, he
thought, must have occurred in a fog,
and that immediately after the collision
the colliding steamers must have . lost
sight of each other. The first duty at
surh a time is to look out for one’s seli,
and doubtless the other steamer being in
a leaking conditior made for the
nearest port. .

HIS WHISKERS FOR A THIEF.

HOW INIERMAN BRENZEL TRAOBD
DOWN AN ALLRGED FORGER.

The Man, Whe Was His Partner, Cheated
Cheated Him Out of Several Thousand
Dollars and Fled to Toronto—Brensel
Sacrificed His Beard, Turned Detective
and Finally Ran Down His Quarry.

Adolph Schulte, alias Fred Tiedman,
& German, who since June last has been
traveling the streets of the city and the
outlying districts peddling pictures! and
picture frames, was arrested yesterday
on charges of forgery and larceny.

The information which brought about
the arrest was lodged by Herman Bren-
zel, a German dew who arrived in the
city on Monday last from New York,
and who claims that Tiedman swindled
him out of $2000, while other New York
brokers aud merchants are victims to
the extent of $80,000. The prisoner’s
proper name is Tisman, but he is said
to] bave many aliases.

Alleged History of Crime.

Tiedn}un has an interesting history.
According to Drenzel's story he enlisted
in the German army, when the Franco-
Prassian war broke out, Subsequently
he commenced the study of ‘' law, but
was convicted of perjury and sent to
Pprison. After his release he came to New
York, where he established: himself in the
brokerage business.

Bremzel eays that in 1898 prisoner
was arrested, charged with swindling
& New York woman out of $1600, but
got off |becanse the criminal charge
could not ¥ substantiated; then later
on, he says a valuable deed entrusted
to Tiedemage's care by another New York
Woman mysteriously disappearpd. For &
time, it is eclaimed, he ran a buttom
factory in the American Metropolisy
and an employe pamed Marx alleges
that he borrowed from him! $700, giving
as security a chattel mortgage on pro-
perty that did not exist. The landlord
of the building he rented also claims
that Tiedman owed him $50.

A German saloon-kepper in New York,
it is alleged, likewise wamts to see pri-
soner, owing to the fact that Tiedman
palmed oif on to himy forged cheques
to the value of $150; and a 79th-street
doctor, it is eaid, was swindled to the
eitent of $25 by the same means.

Brenzel’s Charges Against Prisoner.

During the later days of his residence
in New York, Tiedman was a partnen
of Herman Brenzel, a broker. In March
last Brenzel says Tiedman gave him an
indemnity bond for $10,000, purporting
to be signed by Mrs. Nussbaum, a weal-
thy New York woman. On the strengthl
of this bond, . Brenzel gave Miedman
power of attorney to c¢ollect money fon
hiniself and wife on outstanding mort-
goages. Tiedman collected $8000, and
forging & new mortgage for $7000
pocketed the procepds and skipped. Mrs,
Nussbaum’s indempity bond then proved
to be bogus, a8 was a cheque drawn
on & bank for $31,500, whichk Tiedman
had, the day prior to his departure, as-
signed to Bremzpl. It then game to
light that the fugitive’s forgeries would
total nearly $100,000, with the past
year’s frauds aggregating $30,000.

508 Followed to His Lair.

The date of the flight was May 14,
1894, Brenzel has been working quietly,
on the case ever since and, satisfying
himself that the forger had come fo
Toronto, he had his long, flowing beard
shorn off, and his hair closely cropped
and, then started for this city to locate.
him. Assisted by Detective Slemin, Bren-
zel traced his man to 8 Lappin-avenue,
where he was living under the name of
Adolph Schulte. Detectives Slemin. and
Verney visited the house yesterday after-
noon to execute the warrant, which
had been sworn out, and found Tiedman
crouched beneath the children's bed.
Each detéctive got hold of a leg, and
with strong” pulls the fugitive was fin-
allyr brought from his hiding place.

Prisoner Embraced By His Accuser.

He “was taken to Police Headquarters,
where he was confronted by Brenzel,whose
appearance was 8o completely changed
by the loss of his beard and hair that
Tiedman at first did not recognize him.
A humorous scene féllowed, in which
Brenvel embraced the man for whom he
had searched for eight months, and as-
sured him he was highly pleased to see
him once more.

Judge McDougall remanded the pri-
soner for a week, that witnesses might
be brought from New York. Tiedman has
employed counsel and will fight against
extradition. No money was found on his
person or in his house, though some
papers were discovered which the detec-
tives hope will Jead to a discovery, of a
great deal of the stolen money.

He always dressed well, but as he .re-
marked to an acquaintance a short time
ago was a sufferer irom chronic laziness.
His mother keeps a small store at 101
Jarvis-street, where the prisoner has been
living for a npumber of years. Some
time ago he went to Cleveland where
he worked at his trade as a boxmaker,
but returned to Toronto and secured a
position in Firstbrook Bros.’ factory in
King-street east, where he had worked
previously.

The trade question is likely to be the
paramount’ one in the approaching elec-
tions. A change of Government would
accentuate the depression that now ex-
ists in commercial and industrial circles;
unsettle the importing trade, and usher
in an era of business stagnation. A
change in our present fiscal poliey |
would completely revolutionize the |
wholesale trade of Canada, throw hun-
dreds out of employment and make To-
ronto, Montreal, Winnipeg, Halifax and
St. Jobn merely distributing centres for
the big American importing houses. Po-
liticians may ecloud this issue with sec-
tarian and sectional cries, but the fact
remains that the business men and mauu-
facturers of Canada caunot afford to vote
for any party or policy that will result
in wiping out their capital and trans-
fer their business to [oreigners. The
working classes understand this phase of
the question thoroughly, and will, as of
yore, support the National Policy, and
the farmers must vote to retain the
heme market and cohtinue a fairly re-
munerativé export trade. Theréfore the
trade guestion is the question before the
people of Canada to-day, and all others
now raised, or that may be raised, are
but side issues, and are not equall in
importance to the vital one tinu-
ing our present fiscal policy.

Mr. Tucker says that
the important lectures of the term are
over, so far as he is concerned, and that
he has attended the percentage of them
required of candidates.

Preface to President Blain’s Address.
Retiring President Blain gave his-views
on the state of trade, dealing with the
leading events transpiring in 1894, which
were listened to atteutively. He began
by saying that the year has been omne
of unusual anxiety, not only to men of
business, but to all classcs of the com-
munity. The depression has been severe
and continuous, and 1 fear the general
results have been a serious shrinkage in
values in ncariy all brauches of trade,
Statistics show that the prices of staple
commodities have fallen 37 per cent. in
Great Britain during 20 years. I am in-
clined to think that the reduction during
the same period in this country has
been at least one-third (88 1-8 per cent.).
Whether this is due to the scarcity of
current money, and consequent apprecia-
tion of gold as the oniy standard, or
tu the economy iu production amd trans-
portation, ‘through improved methods
and facilitiés, is a matter of much con-
tention. Ifavor the latter view, to
which should be added the bearing down
of prices through Lurd times and keen
competition.: The result is, however, cer-
tain, and while the money-lender and
the consumer are benefited, the mer-
chant! (as holder of goods), and the bor-
rower -(as owing money) are injured. The
producer’s position should mnot, in my
opinion, be materially changed, except so
far as he may be affected as a member of
the other classes named.

Sheppard, Burns, Scoit, Oliver, Dunn
and the mover were appointed a sub-
committee 40 whom shall be referred all
renewals of leases and other matters in
connection with the Island, within the
province of the committee. ;.
A petition from D. L. Bowman and
others, asking that the hour for closing
billiard halls on Saturday nights be ex-
tended from 10 o'¢lock until 11.30, was

The committeé decided to meet in
future at 2.30 on the Tuesday in each
fortnight preceding the council meeting.
In thanking the Parks and Gardena
Committee yesterday for his election to
the chair, Ald. Hallam expressed the hope
that the ways of the committee would
always be pleasant and flowery. The
committee, he eaid, always labored un-
der a disadvantage through lack of
funds. Referring to the Queen’s Park
improvements, which, he said, would
cost about $256,000 if carried out ac-
cording to the proposed designs, Chair-
man Hallam thought the Ontario Gov-
ernment ought to take that work in
hand, if not the whole of it. at least
contribute bhalf the cost. The Government
were more interested iz beautifying the
grounds than the city, and they ought
to make-a large contribution towards
the cost of these desirable improvements.

Wood replied that
he kumew a man who! would sell. green
goods, Then Wood and the unknown
man, called *“Long Claw,” went into
the back room. Orser said he had $190,
and paid it over to ‘ Long Claw.”
Orser swore he fvould not open the
‘package of green goods Runtil he got
60 miles from “l'oronto, but' at once tore
it open when he¢ got to his hotel. Barry
saw Woods later, and the latter gave
him $98. Wood niade up the package
of blank paper.
