He enlisted under an assumed name,
of course, and will either retain this
name or another when he makes his
great effort to ‘‘come back” and work
for a living as hé announced his in-|
tention of doing. How many prison
tonvictions Monk had against him !
it would be difficult to say, but much '
easier than to compute the number
of assaults and killings that consti-
tute his record. He was the leader of |
the most dangerous gang of gunmen !
that New York has known for years,
men like the band that worked for|
Police Lieut. Becker and made away |
with Herman Rosenthal for a reward
or to ingratiate themselves with'
some higher up, would kill for fun,'
for revenge, or for a set price. They
would shoot their own enemies for
nothing; they would shoot anybody
else’s enemies for a reasonable sum. |
For twenty years Monk made his liv-
ing this way. |

Returning home he says: “There
is nothing in crime. There is nothing
in being a thug. A gang leader:
never gets anywhere. The pity of it
is that there are a lot of young fools |
growing up who try to make a repu-
tation by being slick. If they could
only know in advance, as I know,
how little there is in it beyond dis“
grace and privation, they’d quit!
now. They'd get jobs and stick to
them. They’'d let booze alone and!
stay away from gangs. I am now 44
years old and the rest of my life is:
going to be spent honestly, at hard
work, and not in being a rotten out-,
cast.” Monk’s estimate of the divi-
dends crime will pay is confirmed by
a glance at the careers of several
notorious criminals reviewed in the
New York Sun. Some of them made
tremendous hauls. Without excep-
tion they are down and out. At the
end of their careers they have less
to show for their dangerous labors;

than a man who has been a laborer,
or a woman who has taken in wash-
| ing, to say nothing of the humilia-
| tions they have brought upon them-
selves and others, and the stern
Punishments they have had to un-
dergo.

A striking example of a criminal
who ought to have prospered if such
a thing was possible is Alonzo J.
Whitman. He was well educated, had!
a fine, even a striking, appearance’
and a magnetic manner. He worked,
at forgery for'twenty years. Now at!
the age of sixty, without a dollar to!
his name, he is serving a sentence
in an Ohio prison. He was born of
respectable parents, his father being
rated a millionaire shortly before
Alonzo began his career of crime.
That the young man was well quali-
fied mentally is indicated by the fact
that at one time he was a state sena-
| tor in Minnesota. He ran for Con-
| 8ress and was defeated. He moved
to Chicago and speculated in wheat
until he was wiped out. Then he
became a bookmaker, and for a short
time cut a considerable swath on both
western and eastern tracks. With-
in a year he was cleaned again, and
without money or credit, he conclud-
ed.that forgery was a likelv husiness.

He had better luck afterwards,
and though hounded by the police,
he often had enough money to fight
them off. In the end he found him-
self friendless, penniless, a man to
whom any policeman was entitled to
apply his boot on sight. Thomas
Courtney began cracking safes in the
early nineties, often making $20,000
at a haul, and was regarded as one
of the aristocrats of the underworld.
Not long ago he finished a prison
term, his health shattered, not a dol-
lar hidden away. He had to apply
for a hack license. He is now as lit-
tle to be feared as a snake whose
fangs have been drawn. In thirty
years of criminal practice Jimmy
Farrell is estimated to have made
$200,000. A few days ago he was
seen begging in a New York street,
shortly after being discharged from
penitentiary. His few remaining
years will probably be spent in cadg-
ing, for he is a member of the down-
and-out club.

The most notorious of American
women crooks is probably Ellen
Peck, who at the age of 90 is with-
out a dollar or a home. For fifty
years she conducted swindling oper=
ations, and was a member of some
of the most desperate bands of crooks
in the world. It is said that she
must have stolen a million dollars in
her time, Her career is remarkable
in that as a girl she was admired
and respected. She was comfortably
married and had a pretty daughter
when she committed her first re-
corded crime. This was a swindle of
the sort she continued to specialize
in. She persuaded a soap manufac-
turer that she could recover for him
$200,000 which had been stolen by
one of his employes. She worked
$19,000 out of the manufacturer be-
fore she was exposed, but escaped
imprisonment by a plea of insanity.
Her next victim was a jeweler, who
was the poorer by $20,000 through
her acquaintance. Franz Meyer, who
organized a volunteer regiment at
the time of the Spanish-American
War, was swindled out of $100,000,
and so clean did she pick his bones
that at one time he was driven to the
necessity of shooting sparrows in his
back yard to provide his family with
food. . From various other persons
she wheedled tens of thousands of
dollars by pretending that she was
an intimate friend of Jay Gould and

could give them stock market in-
formation.

CCOMPANYING the heated
summer days are the num-
erous thunderstorms which
infest the temperate regions

of our continent, and it is then we

need the proper answer to the ques-
tion of practicability cof lightning
rods. Contemporaneous this

with
usually come the lightning 101 agents
and again a knowledge of the sub-
lect is necessary. To answer the
question we can do no better than
1ely on the statistics of insurance
companies. Reports from these in
1913 show that 26 per cent. of their
risks were on rodded buildings. The
total number of claims paid were
193, which amounted to $40,904.53;
| of these eight were rodded and dam-
| age done only $57.64. - If the rods
| were no good then 26 per cent. of
; strokes should have been on rodded
\ buildings,

In that year the
panies figured an efficiency of 99.5
per cent. In Iowa the efficiency runs
98.7 per cent. and in Michigan, where
the rodding is inspected the efficiency
is 9.9 per cent. From these we are
forced to agree that lightning rods
« are a protection, and we must now
consider where and how to rod.

During the year 1900 in U. S. A.
the number of persons killed by
lightning was 713, of which 291 were
killed in the open, 158 in houses, 57
under trees, and 56 in barns, of the
remainder the circumstances were
unknown. I'rom this it appears that
it is more dangerous ifi the open than
anywhere else, The reason of this
probably is that the house, tree, etc.,
act as conductors and carry the
charge directly to the ground with-
out harming the occupants. Of those
killed in the open the most were
raised above their surroundings, on
liorse-back, a load of hay or an agri-
cultural implement. In Schleswig-
Holstein, for the years 1874 to 1883
summary reports show that yearly
out of every million buildings, 549
ordinary buildings (houses, barns),
6,277 churches, 8,524 windmills, and
306 factories were struck. Naturally
the total number of churches in that
country are less than any-other type
of building and yet they were more
often struck, which is due to their
height and especially of their spire.
Thus all high or projecting objects
are more liable to be struck and
hence should be rodded.

A lightning rod is merely a me-
tallic rod sunk in damp earth and
términating in a point or points
a projecting struecture. Now
ve charges of electricity attract,
the charge of the cloud attracts
the oppositely induced charge on the
earth up through the rod to the point
where it slowly leaks off into the air

The occasion was the annugl
meeting of the local Arkona branch aud
was worthy of a larger attendance which
the sulfry weather unfortunately inter-
fered with, Secretary Bowen spoke of
the 110 languages in which Canadians
read their Bibles, supplied by his Soci-
ety ; of the total of 517 different tongues

in which the sacred scriptures were
printed and distributed the tohungry
nations, of the fact that for every minute,
day and night, of the Great War, the
parent Society had delivered four copies
of the Scriptures to the soldiers and
others in the conflict, and no one was
denied, and that all the great Christian
bodtes, while printing Bibles from their
own publishing concerns, drew chiefly
upon the Bible Society for their supplies.
He reported that of the $100,000 extra
called for to meet the crying need of the
contending peoples last vyear, every
dollar had been subscribed and. that the
3ible Society had issued another $38,000
worth of Scriptures to cope with the call
for the Word of Life. Mr. Bowen thought
that our Canadiar: Christian people were
well able to respond tothe eight millions
of dollars which the churches were
appealing for in the coming Forward
This, he
said, was evident from the fact that the
banks of the country had reported an
increase of $37,000,000 in the people’s
account for the past year, and
i this big sum there had also been
the £1,115,000,000 from the people of Can-
ada for the Victory Loan within fourteen
months, From this substantial amount
the people were deriving an interest
income ot $35,000,000 per annum, and
the proposed Forward Movement for the
Gospel of the Grace of God ought there-
fore, he thought, to be an easy matter,
The response in offerings to Mr.
Bowen's appzal was $86.25, a little below
last year’s mark which was 5104, But
other subscriptions are expectqd to lh{s
worthy cause. A resolution of appreci
ation of the work of the officers was
passed by the meeting, and the following
were re-elected for the new year :—J. L.
