Here is, perhaps, the secret of 
■our exclusively naval demonstration at 
Alexandria. Had we, when the fleet 
was originally despatched, sent an army

But 
though the Sultan was six months ago 
the sovereign who ought to have been 
pressed to put down Arabi by calling 
him to Constantinople, it is obvious 
that now he is by no means the best 
41 policeman of Europe.” There was a 
time when Arabi was merely an inso­
lent colonel of local mutineers unknown 
•throughout the East j and the word of 
the Sultan or a very slight exercise to 
Turkish force would have suppressed 
him, amid the applause of all musaul- 
mans, who would have regarded with 
horror the idea of resistance to the 
Caliph. Now, through delay and in 
t l igue, however, Arabi has been enabl­
ed to pose as the defender of Islam. Is 
it likely, even if his Majesty sends an 
array ostensibly to control this master 
of mutineers, that we can entirely trust 
the policy of the Porte? For the record 
of events show that the Sultan, even if 
honest, has been weak enough to con*, 
done treason and reward rebellion ; 
while it is only too probable that, when 
it affected to rebuke Arabi, the Porte 
or the palace secretly instigated him 
to dispute the authority of the Khe­
dive. The whole history of the East is 
a story of successful treacheries, un­
expected mutinies and arranged sur­
renders. In these very waters Me 
lierait Ali negotiated a naval treason, 
one of the most remarkable in history, 
when he bought the Ottoman fleet, 
Captain, Pasha and all. It is certainly 
not beyond probability tint the Turk 
isb General and all his men might pass 
over in a body to the enemy, or refuse 
to fire on Arabi, as distinctly as the 
French soldiers in the case of Napoleon, 
when he landed from Elba.
Europe would be confronted with an 
aggravated situation, and we should at 
heavy cost and with great difficulty, 
have to rescue the land from the sec­
ond plague of a renewed mutiny. Mean 
while the patient is dying, and the 
doctors delay to decide who shall per­
form the surgical operation absolutely 
required. Each day the difficulty and 
the danger of the task increase. We 
might have protected Alexandria ; now 
we guard its ruins, and soon Cairo may 
share its fate at the hands of an infuri­
ated mob. Much of the evil has beeyr 
due to the miserable policy of Franco, 
too nervous under M. de Freycinet to 
net with courage herself, too exclusive 
to allow an early appeal to Europe, too 
jealous to permit England to act with 
the necessary promptitude. It was she 
also that precluded Turkish interven 
tion until it was too late to be of use. 
The best thing to be hoped for now is 
that Turkey will decline the mission 
about to be formally oflered to her by 
Europe—still bent on observing diplo-% 
r.V.tic proprieties— and that the great 
Powers will entrust England with the 
task.”

— The Sunday School convention 
held an interesting session in Dart­
mouth last week. The President in 
the course of his address said : —

The report of the last International 
Convention puts the Sunday school 
army of the Maritime Provinces at 1,- 
U20 schools, 9,230 teachers and 77,500 
scholars, making the total strength of 
our Sunday schools to be only 80,730. 
This they were persuaded was far be-* 
low the number actually so engaged. 
There are upwards of 5,000 at work in 
the Sunday schools of Halifax and 
Dartmouth alone, and with a popula­
tion of 871,000 in Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick and P. E. Island, chiefly 
Protestants, as shown by the last 
sus, there are without doubt 150,000 in 
Sunday schools at the present time,and 
should be at least 250,000. The method 
of collecting statistics is of the most 
crude and imperfect character, and ut­
terly fails to do anything like justice to 
the great work that is being done in 
this important field of Christian work.

The report of the Statistical Com- 
iniitee was handed in, which showed 
that out of 112 Sunday schools report­
ed there were 2,861 scholars in primary 
classes, and that out of the 112 schools 
there were 4,393 intermediate scholars. 
Out of 84 schools reported there were 
2 334 scholars in adult classes. Out of 
108 scholars reported the total mem­
bership

dance was 7,620.

Treatment op Timothy.— An Iowa 
farmer bas come to the conclusion that 
tbe treatment generally recommended 
for timothy is wrong and contrary to 
that practice on other kinds of vege­
tation. He states that tbe so-called 
authorities recommend cutting the 
stalks quite high, and condemn the 
practice of pasturing tho fields after 
the crop has been secured for hay or 
feed. In his opinion the old stalk 
should be removed after tbe scythe or 
mower has cut it off, as it damages the 
root and prevents it from throwing up 
sprouts if it remains on the plant. He 
notices that borticulturalists cut away 
the stalks of bushes that have produc 
ed fruit and that they are careful to 
cut off the limbs of trees that have 
been broken to shows signs of disease. 
If they remain they are certain to take 
up considerable sap that would other 
wise go into wood in process of forma­
tion. The portion of the stalk of 
timothy between the part cut off by 
the scythe is bound to go to decay, and 
the sooner it is disposed of tbe better 
for tbe living parts of tbe plant. In 
harvesting timothy for seed he would 
cut it a little green and then mow 
close to the ground, curing the last 
cutting for hay. lle thinks it advan­
tageous to pasture a timothy meadow 
after the crop of hay is secured so as 
to secure the breaking off the stock 
that remain below the scythe. If this 
theory is the correct one it would be 
well to use a heavy roller on a timothy 
field after tbe hay crop has been secur­
ed. This would break off the stalks, 
and if the ground was tolerably wet 
would press tbe roots into the soil so 
that they would be less likely to be 
injured by the hot sun. It has been 
generally held that the presence of the 
stalks that remained after they had 
been cut by the scythe was beneficial 
in shading the roots.

iy-27 Sunflower-Seed for Poultry.— 
The aesthetic craze may not be so pros 
ductive of practical results as some 
other ideas that suddenly take bold of 
the public mind, but the sunflower 
being the standard as it were of this 
new idea, may receive the attention it 
deserves, and becomes not only a 
fashionable foible, but also a profitable 
plant. Tbe Mammoth Russian is one 
of the most profitable varieties, and 
should be cultivated in rows six feet 
apart, with the plants four feet in the 
rows. The results will be a yield of 
seed at the rate of from 50 to 100 bus. 
per acre, and for poultry makes the 
best feed of anything we have ever 
tried. They should be fed about 
three times a week during the laying 
season, and will give the very best 
results in eggs. During cold 
weather, the oil in the seeds serves the 
same purpose as in the lamp, and fur­
nishes fuel to keep up the animal heat. 
For show birds and exhibition, a short 
diet of sunflower seeds gives tbe fea­
thers an extra gloeay coat, and clean 
bright look to the comb and gills. Tbe 
advantages of a small plot of sunflowers 
near the house in warding off malaria 
is worth all tbe trouble of cultivating 
them, as well as the ornament and 
development of the aesthetic among 
the young.—Farmer's Advocate.

mer drink. Here are two recipes:— 
The first is for ginger pop. Take three- 
quarters of a pound of white sugar, 
one ounce of cream of tartar, one ounce 
of ginger, and the juice and grated 
rind of one lemon. Put these alt 
together in a jar, and pour over it all 
four quarts of boiling water ; let it 
stand until it is lukewarm ; then add 
one tablespoonful of fresh yeast, and 
nearly one tablespoonful of winter- 
green, or of sassafras ; let this stand for 
twenty-four hours, then put in bottles 
and cork tightly, and seal ; it will be 
ready for use in a few days. Ginger 
beer is made of two pounds of white 
sugar, two ounces of tartaric acid, 
three quarts of water, and the juice of 
one lemon. Boil together for five 
minutes ; when nearly cold add the 
well-beaten whites of three eggs ; into 
the whites of the eggs bet* a half a cup 
of flour; flavor with half an ounce of 
the essence of wintergreen, or of 
lemon ; put in bottles, and keep in a 
cool place. When you wish to have a 
refreshing drink, take two tablespoon­
fuls of this syrup and a quarter of a 
tablespoonful of soda, and add to one 
tumbler of cold water ; stir it vigorous­
ly, and then drink.
