A Trip to the Isle of Haute.

A visit to the Isle of Haute may not.
always be as pleasant as might be antici-
pated. This romantic Isle, sitnated in the
Bay of Fundy, about midway between New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, presents to
the eye the appearance of a huge boat with
bottom upward. Its high rugged bloff,
which appears in some places to be com-

A summary of crop reports received from
all parts of the world is published in
Massey’s Illustrated Magazine for July.
From these reports it is gathered that,
while the harvest in the maritime provinces
will be from two to three weeks late, it pro-
mises weill. “Hay will probably be an
average crop. Potatoes have been some-
what injured in low ground by the contin-
uous rains and in sowme instances re-seeding
has been necessary. These are exceptional
cases, however, and the crop is as yet al-
most wholly dependent upon the weather
of the next two months. As the season is
nearly a month later than usual it is too
early yet to form an estimate in regard to
the oat and other grain crops; but the
general outlook is not unfavorable. Buck-
wheat has only been sown within the past
week or two, but is a rapid growing crop.
In Ontario and Quebec a good deal of dam-
age was done to crops by rain an low lands
but a good harvest is expected, The
meadows are mostly winter killed. In
Manitoba, the North West territories and
British Columbia a hountiful harvest is now
assured by the recent rains. The hay crop
is not so good. By cablegrams of the 2nd
instant, the crops in Great Britain and
Ireland are reported as having been mate
rially injured by the late rains, but the
general yield is expected to be very heavy,
and on the continent of Europe wheat is
ripening fast and there is every prospect of
a good crop all over. South Africa pros-
pects are good, while in Australia, grass-
hoppers from the interior have eaten up
the young blades of early sown wheat and
rass. In the United States, the crops in
akota are reported fifty per cent. better
than last year, when they were a total
failure in many parts, in Michigan better,
but in the other States not so much differ-
ence, even worse in New York state.

A Cat Out of the Bag.

The fishermen of Gloucester = stoutly
affirmed that our fisheries were worth
nothing to them; that they did not require
our bait, having an abundance ou their own
coast; that the fish they wanted were more
plentiful cutside than inside the three mile
limit, and generally that we had no advan-
tages to offer worth being paid for. And
this story was repeated with a great var-
fety of variations durigg M
of ghe late P*which they justified
their government in abrogating. But to
day all these falsehoods are acknowledged
as such by these same fishermen, who now
declare that without the use of our grounds,
bait, ice, &c., they can no longer prosecute
their business with profit or success. Some
of them even affirm that it pays them well
to take out a license to fish in our waters,
if only to secure the. privileges secured to
them by doing so.

One of them writes to the press to say
that his saving in the purchase of ice alone
exceeded the cost of his license by fifty per
cent., and as a commercial transaction was
an entire success.

As a matter of fact, a proof of the truth
of his statements may be found in the re-
cords of the Department of Marine and
Fisheries which show a large increase in
the number of licenses applied for during
the present seasou over the number taken
out last year. Lying, bluff, and brag have
failed in their object, and those who have
so freely indulged in them have learned
that these weapons have failed to frighten
their Canadien neighbors, or the rulers of
the great empire of which it is a part.
The confession has been wrung from them
that we hold the key to the ultimate settle-
ment of the Fishery Question, and they now
know that if the treaty of 1818 is to be

modified in their favor a fair quid pro quo
must be given, and when they have suc-
ceeded in securing the boon they so much
desire, they will learn that their former
unreasonable and unjust conduct anent
this question has brought into existence
during a few years past, a competition such
as tax all their energies to compete with.
Canada now has a fishing fleet in its own
waters unequalled by any in class of vessels,
equipments, and men, who have the advan-
tage of having a-base of supplies al home,
providing everything necessary to their
operations without resort to any foreign
source, and 'we shall be much surprised if
they be not able to secure the lion’s share
of the profits of their own fisheries. Let
these facts be an encouragement to ounr
negociators in Washington now endeavor-
ing to settle what has been so long called a
vexed question. Canadians will not be
satisfied unless they receive un ample return
from their American cousins for any advan-
tages conceded them in a new treaty.

The Digby Courier after publishing the
remarks of the Bridgetown MoxiTor, An-
napolis Spectator, Windsor 7ribune, and
Kentville New Star in reference to the
necessity of patent medicine mannfacturers
and advertising bureaus paying fair prices
for their notices, has this to say :—

“ The Dighy Courier does. With great
gmure we hail the suggestion contained
the press extracts quoted above. It
would be much to our profit and a very
great relief to us, and we are heartily in
accord with the movement. We have been
terribly bored, humbugged and robbed from
week to week by advertising agents and
“ fakirs” from all over the land. ~ We have
a waste-basket especially for the reception
of all applications of medicine men, through
advertising agents and sharpers, and we
have become so accustomed to the appear-
ance of their letters, that if a three cent
stamp does not appear upon the envelope
it is consigned, unopened, to the aforesaid
basket. In meeting these agents, our terms
are asked for and given them: If we charge
$20, they offer us $10, or even $8. If we
refuse, they trot out a copy of a contract
newly signed by a neighboring contempor-
ary, east or west of us, and ask: “ How is
it that you cannot do the same amount of
work as reasonably as it is done by other
printers of equal standing ?’ In some cases
we fell in our figures to a level with others,
but for the past two years, and in future,
80 long as the present proprietor is in charge,
these parties must pay us the same rates as
does the local advertiser. We have given
up playing second fiddle to advertising
bureaus, and will deal directly with the ad-
vertiser or not at all, thus saving the 25 per
cent. retained by the agents and receiving
our pay in cash.”

Wegm ;..u tahr-ui the trip to
A little over an hour’s drive from Petite
Village (now Tiverton) brought us to Free-
Bort on the eastern shores of the Grand
e, which separates Long from Briar
Island, the latter of which constitutes the
most western land in the Province. The
series of hamlets known as Free port are
ed along the shores of an elliptical
indentation of the waters of the Passage,
and present a fine appearance when viewed
from the hills ' which form a ring about its
northern, eastern and southern sides.
The village district contains about 1200
inhabitants, mostly devoted to fishing pur-
suits, sober, industrious and religious. It
contains a Baptist and Christian place of
worsheig, the former being a very finely
finished building, and in which ‘a large
congregation worships weekly. Besides
these })lwes of public worship the young
men of this place have recently finished the
“construction of a large Temperance Hall,
which is also used for other public par-
poses. Perhaps no other community in
the Province, of equal numbers, is so free
from the drinking vice as is the town of
Freeport. While staying in this place we
were the guest of Mr. and Mrs. Almond
Moore, both of whom are comnected with
well known Annapolis families, to whon
and to whose ﬁuml;bwe desire to eXxpress
our sincere thanks Por the kind attentions
shewn us during our stay. The descend-
ants of several old Annapolitan families
are to be found here, and among them
those of St:.imuelthYoung. Her]:‘: we
were ted with apparent ure b;
Mr. IFE Eaton, a son of Edw’;.rd Euwn’:
Esq., of this town, who may now be reck-
oned among the oldest inhabitants of
Bridgetown. It was while here that we
learned for the first time of a -
NEW TRADE IN FRESH FISH.

We were told that all the haddock

caught near Westport and Freeport were
bought up as soo lpm:rca ht, ng in ice,
and shipped to St. Jobn, N. B., from
which pface they were sent to Montreal
and Toronto, still in ice, where they found
a ready and profitable market. It is an
ascertained fact that the Bay of Fundy
haddock are the finest caught in the
world, and make the most delicious haddies.
The cash is paid on delivery of these fishes
at a schooner constantly kept in port to re-
ceive them, agd fair prices are paid for
them, saving the fishermen the time and
trouble of curing them, and furnishing him
with a supply of more or less ready cash
from day to day. At the ferry which is
kept between this place and Westport, one
mife’s row or sail brings us into Westport,
which we saw for the second time after an
interval of thirty-three years. It would be
sirnply impossible for us to describe in de-
tail the changes wrought in that time, be-
cause the memory of the first visit, in
many respects at least, has become dim,
though the general outline of the picture
remains unblurred. Then, we well re-
member, the village was much smaller in
size, the houses as a rule were without
paint, and of a class with no claim to
architectural beauty, either in design or
finish. Now, we find paint to be the gen-
eral rule and many fine cotiages, not with-
out beauty, are found scattered throughout
the length of the town. The progress made
in these particulars was very marked in-
deed. This is the most western land in the
province, Briar Island being the last point
in vhe vertebre, known locally as the north
mountain. The fisheries are hers prose-
cuted, as they have been for more than a
century, with success and profit, and it is
said, we believe with entire truth, that
no paupers exist on the island with a pop-
ulation of over 600 souls, and although few
of the inhabitants can be called rich, all
are without the pale of want, and most of
them possess a competency in the good
things of this world, and like their neigh-
bors over the strait are as moral, religions,
industrious and sober. The catch of fish
has not been large this year, but prices have
been good and are likely to continue s
The islapd s out i 18-
A0 he first man who domiciled on
it is said to have been a Mr. Welch, who
built a log hut on its shores during the
latter part of the last century. His name
is in nowise to be confounded with that of
the Welch'’s now living there. There fol-
lowed, a little later on, the settlement by
the Rices, Morrells, Coggins, Davises, Pay-
sons, ete. The immigrant ancestor of the
highly respectable families bearing that
name—dJonothan Payson—found a burial
place on the island in 1805, and Ethel
Javis was buried here in 1801, while the
present native population is largely made
up of descendants from the names of those
above given, to which may be added those
of Bancroft, Peters; Ruggles, and a few
others.

While at Westport we found a very
agreeable temporary home at the Central
house, kept by Mrs. J. D. Payson, who
spares no pains to secure the personal com-
fort and happiness of her patrons. No
house deserves a better rccommendation
for cleanliness, good cuisine, and general
attention, and we cordially recommend the
Central to all persons whose pleasure or
business calls them to Westport. During
our stay here we found time to visit the
light-house at the western extremity of the
island, which we found in charge of Mr.
Joseph Bancroft, a native of the island,
(though a grandson of one of the carly -set-
tlers of the township of- Annapolis), with
whom we spent an agreeable hour. Here
we found ourself at the extreme occidental
end of the province for the first time. On
the following morning at six o'clock we
placed ourself on board the new steamship
Weymouth, which we found to be a very
substantially built vessel, and well adapted
to the service for which she was intended
by her enterprising owners. She is said to
have cost about $10,000, and is to connect
Weymouth (her headquarters) with Yar-
mouth, St. John, N. B., Westport, Free-
port, Meteghan, and Sandy Cove. She is
commanded by Captain J. D. Payson, a
gentleman every way capable of filling the
position, while the purser, Tom German,
is certainly ‘‘ the right man in the right
place,” being urbane, honest, attentive to
every duty, and obliging to all, and may
be called the *“Joe Edwards” of S.S. lines,
which is saying much for him, though not
more than he deserves.

Forest Fires.

In our article on the management of our
Poors’ Asylum ‘ast week we mentioned
the fact of a fire having been set on the
South Mountain, a few miles from Bridge-
town, by an inmate of that valuable insti-
cution, and we now have to chronicle the
result of that unpardonable carelessness.
The facts, as we are credibly informed, are
these : It appears that one Charles Gib-
son, an unfortunate, sickly, and weak in-
mate of the above-mentioned establishment,
strayed from there on Saturday, the 19th
inst., and proceeded south over the moun-
tain, probably with the intention of visit-
ing some friends, as he at one time resided
in that district. Darkness coming on, he
lighted a fire and remained by it all night.
In the morning he called at the first house
beyond, occupied by Mr. John Schofield,
and told him where he had been, and ac-
knowledged that he had left a little fire
there, Mr. Schofield, who is in very ill
health, did not immediately repair to the
spot, but soon discovered to his consterna-
tion that the woods had caught, and the
wind, which had sprung up, was wafting
the contlagration toward his residence.
The neighbors soon collected and did what
they could to avert the seeming conse-
quences, and, together with their assistance
and a favorable change in the wind, the
fire took a more easterly course, thereby
preventing a serious loss to a poor man.
Onward rushed the devouring clement,
crossing over the rear of several valley
farms and rendering it nccessary for the
owners to endeavor to saye a good deal of
cordwood cut last winter, and piled there,
as there was not sufficient snow to haul it
all out. A good deal of valuable timber
land has been burnt over beside much good
hard wood, etc. Beside the fire set by
Gibson, another was set still farther to the
southward and eastward, at the bead of
the Paradise Lake, the result of which was
the destruction of a large lot of valuable
timber owned by the Roundhill ‘Wooden-
ware Company. We have not heard by
whose hand the fire was set, but there is
no suspicion of incendiarism. On Saturday
night we had a heavy rain and presume the
fire was extinguished by it.

amount of machinery than is common to
them. Here are found thresher, mower,
reapers, cutter and sower, together with
the huge machine for pumping up the lignid
manure, which is driven by steam. All of
these are in most excellent repair.

Extending from the lower side and
forming a wing of the barn, is another
building 160 %t. in length, which forms
their mill. This also is firmly founded
upon rock sunk deep below the bed of the
silent stream, to insure it against the rav-
ages of time. Here is to be found all the
machinery common to the ordinary grist,
saw, shingle and carding mill. For the
working of this machinery they are doubly
supplied with power. In addition to that
furnished them by the ever-flowing stream,
they have a large engine, from the stack of
which may be seen a ceaseless curl o
smoke ; indeed, during the night upon
which I staid there, occasionally would be
heard the heavy puff of this fiery monster
and the constant roll of whirling wheels.
Soon it is their intention to erect a woollen
factory—an industry which will give em-
ployment to many more hands. Already
there are employed constantly about fifteen
men in addition to the whole train of
monks, in carrying on this mill, their
brick-yard and the large farm which ex-
tends either way along the valley as far as
eye can reach. Here also are engaged the
tailor, the cobbler, and from the forge may
be heard the heavy blow of the hammer,
swung by the brawny arm.
This in brief will give you some idea of
an establishment of which eastern Nova
Scotia may well be proud, but of the exist-
ence of which few of the western part have
ever yet heard. In paying a visit to this
part of our province, one would fail to see
all of the places of interest, did he fail to
see this rare yet valuable institution, the
history of which alone is sufficient to com-
mend it, but the industry of which is even
more commendable. Here one is most cor-
dially received and pleasingly entertained,
and hence cannot fail to carry away many
pleasant recollections as also much that is
highly instructive.

The Minnesota Tornado.

TERRIBLE BCENES ON THE LAKES.

The terrible disaster on Lake Pepin,
Minn., with the loss of nearly 125 lives by
the swamping of the pleasure stmr. Sea
Wing, has already been referred to in “
d:ipntohe& The details show the stean
had an excursion party on board returnin
from Camp Lakeview, the encampment ol
1st Minnesota National Guards. The Sea
Wing is a small craft, a sternwheeler, with
an upper cabin, and carried in tow an open
flat barge. Thelittle boat slowly struggled
to the north, the wind bore her toward the
Wisconsin shore, and as the clouds grew
ominous?blu.ck, suggestions came to return
to port, but the captain thought the storm
could be weathered. Suddenly the tem-
pest descended. It was not a cyclone, but
a fierce headlong tornado, thac piled the
waves mountain high and rent the forest
on shore with a potentous crash that car-
ried dismay to the crowded boat and barge.
At the same time

A PELTING SHOWER OF HAIL

began beating mercilessly npon the unpro-
tected crowd in the barge and driving the
party on the steamer to the seclusion of the
cabin, The storm rose with greater power
and the wind gained force every second,
but the crowd stood pale and silent, until
suddenly a voice broke out: ““ We're lost!”
It came from a pilot and seemed to break
the spell. The scene that followed was
one of frenzy, fear and despair. Cries,
sobs and shrieks broke from every part of
the boat, and by common impulse men and
women sank to their knees and prayed
aloud. The captain was now thoroughly
alarmed, and committed a blunder that
cost many lives. The Wisconsin shore was
close at hand, and he directed the pilot to
run for it and beach the boat. The l{)ilut
protested and the captain was induced to
cut loose the floating barge. The rope was
cut and the barge drifted rapidly away and
grounded. Thirty men and women were
aboard and were saved. Released from the
weight of the barge the Sea Wing tossed
about like a cockle shell, and her head
could not be kept to the wind. *‘ Run for
the shore,” commanded the captain. The
moment the bow was turned toward the
east the wind caught the craft amidships
and whirled it clear around. It righted
and seemed safe, but even the.howling of
the storm was lost in the wild and despair-
ing shrieks that came from the doomed
passengers. Women clung to each other
and to their children, and the shrill treble
of their cries and lameuntations went out
and mingled with the deep diapson=of the
wind that was now blowing a hurricane.
Men on the upper deck could scarcely hang
on, and two women had their hold torn
away and were swept off into the boiling
waters astern. = A Little lull came, and then
a wilder burst of the storm. The Sea Wing
inverted and dashed down into the river.
The upper works were smashed to splinters,
and then’ crushed beneath the weight of
the hull, which raised above the river.
Scores of women and children sent up
last agonizing shriek of terror and despair
as they were hurled into the water, the
greater portion of them being carried
underneath by the suction, from whence
there was

NO POSSIBILITY OF SWIMMING OUT.
The wateg ahout the capsized boat was
soon dotted with the heads of the stronger
swimmers, and in a few maments twenty-
five or more were safely lodged on the np-
turned bottom. These assisted others in
elimbing up the slippery surface, and in ten
minutes alf the human beings in sight were
on the boat and adding their efforts to the
united cry of help from the shore. The
fury of the storm was sogn abated, and just
as the few remaining ones were beginning
to think there was no hope of escape from
death, the boat gave another plunge and
again precipitated them into the waters as
it turned back on its side. There was an-
other struggle between life and death, and
a few more lives were lost before the side
of the boat could be reached. The storm
showed signs of rapid abatement. The
darkness which overhung the lake was dis-
sipated, and in ten minutes a clear sky was
unfurled above. The shrieksand cries had
reached the shore, and from Lake City on
one side and Stockholm en the other came
the rescuing boats. About twenty-five
people were soon conveyed to the shore.
By two o'clock fifty-two bodies were taken
out and laid in a long row on the bank of
the lake.

The wreck of the Sea Wing drifted down
until it strack the stranded barge, and
from that point the recovery of bodiges pro-
gressed. The cabin was pulled off, and
then the stoutest hearts grew faint at the
seane disclosed. Here was a young man's
body ﬂoutmf ¢old and stiff, with the form
of his sweetheart uluape«l close to his heart.
A mother with two childpen gt her bosom
floated next. Girls and boys and gven|
babies, were locked together in the rigid
embrace of death. The river is black with
craft, surrounding the wreck, and cries and
shrieks follow rapidly the recovery of each
body, showing the identification by a
father of a wife or a daughter, a sen of a
mother, or g mother of a child.

AT LAXE GERVAISE.

There was also a terrible dizgster at Lake
Gervaise. The residence of the Sckyrmier
family was twisted to pieces. George Mil-
ler, a cashier of the First National Bauk,
St. Paul, was carried forty feet and thrown
to the earth and killed. His wife was
carried some distance and found buried
under the wreck with serious injuries.
Mrs. J. B. Schurmier, Rev. Pfafle and
Charlie Schurmier were evidently hurled
into the lake ‘and drowned. J. B. Schur-
mier, Hub Schyrmier and wife and the
female servant were carried but a short dis-
tance and landed over some trees.

‘The ground for a radius of an acre or
more is stzewn with debris of all kinds.
Near the cellar of the Schurmier house lies
a driven-well with tweunty feet of cast-iron
pipe, which was literally torn fyon; the
ground, while on the shore of the lake,
fully one hundred feet away, is the piano
which formerly stood in the parlor of the
cottage. Huge trees, some of them three
and one-half feet in digmeter, have been
broken off close to the ground ang are scat-
tered about in all directions, and sapliagg
which bent before the gale stand complete-
ly stripped of their barks. In the lake
fifty feet from shore are two horses which
were carried there from the Schurmier
stable. Chickens without a feather left on
them litter the ground, and articles of
wearing aﬁp&rel are to be seen sticking in
trees and bushes half a mile away. In the
swamp near the lake shore are a number of
splinters and boards sticking bolt -upright
like a field of corn.

Don't Be Afrald of ihg Bogs.

To hive a swarm of bees by the uswal
natyral method, it will be necessary to wait
until the swarn; alights, which will usually
be on some adjacent tree ¢ bush prepara-
tory to the Jonger flight in locating per-
manently, Bees often cling to their
temporary resting plage seyeral hours and
if it be mesr night until the following
morning. Prompt fearlessness should ghap-
acterize the motions of the bee-keeper. If
the bees show signs of departing before the
preparations are -complete, water can be
sprayed upon the buzzing mass or cool
smoke from a pan of burning chips, cobs or
decayed wood can be allowed to float among
them from the windward side. This will
calm them and the twig upon which they
cling can nearly always be cut from the
tege gr bush and laid or shaken at the en-
trance of the bjvg. This should be placed
on a clean table or ciean sheeb on the
grass. Pefect cleanliness in cverytiung"is
requisite.

When the bees are shaken or placed at
the entrange & the hive, they will usually
explore it, and if it pleases thgm enter en
masse. It can be propped up on sticks,
pieces of brick or anything to hold it from
too close contact with the fonndation. If
the hive, previous to the trial, be rubbed
within with salt, or sugar, or vinegar and
water, it will prove more agreeable to the
bees. Sometimes a swarm will enter a
hive, only to leave it later. Some bee-
keepers, to prevent the bees from leaving,
carry the hive into a cellar for 24 to 48
hours. The bees, finding themselves in a
dark, cogl place, deposit their stores of
honey with which tliey (.I\\'a_yl loaqd up be-
fore taking their journey, and thep Bgem-
ingly becoming attached to their new home,
rarely leave it. In changing the hive from
the location sought by the swarm to its
place on the stand, pains should be taken
not to jar it, and it is customary among
apiarists to make the change after the bees
get settled for the night.

€1ox&D C4orrLE.—My method is to draw
the animal’s head, while in a stanchion, up
with a stout rope and fasten to the fop;
then having previously melted one-half
pint of lard placed in a bottle while warm,
I poyr it down the cow’s throat ; she will
struggle, 4nd gil the more violently the
better, as the melted gregss will make the
throat slippery, and then you can
work the obstruction up with the hand.
Sometimes they will gough it up, I have
had good success with this method, and
have never lost a patient.—Cor. Dairy
World.

PERPETUAL BARK.—An inventor has
patented a process by which he claims
there will be hereafter no end of hemlock
bark. The trees are to be peeled standing
means of ladders, beginning at the top
of the trunk. As the peejer descends he
removes the bark, and immediately covers
the trunk with a preparation of rubber
dissolved in sulphuric acid. Thus pro-
tected, the tree not only will not die but
reproduces its bark within one year as thick

Bryn Mawr college, in asuburb of Phila-
delphia, is one of our youngest colleges for
women, having been founded by the late
Dr. Joseph W. Taylor in 1880, This col-
lege is said to have the largest and best
equipped gymnasium of any woman’s col-
lege in the country. No honorary degrees
are offered here, but annual fellowships in
history, biology, Greek and mathematics
are awarded. Evelyn college is an annex
of Princeton, and Barnard college of Col-
umbia, but they are separate in manage-
ment from these older colleges. Rutgers
Female college in New York city offers
several permanent scholarships to the
daughters of missionaries. Most of these
colleges have men occupying their presiden-
tial chairs, but Wellesicy wud Mit. I{olyoke
have women presidents. —Springfield Union.
