The ‘“healthy
brood in the infected comhs may
saved provided there is enough to
make it profitable by piling up
comhs from ceveral irfected hives on
cne of tte weakest of the diseated col-
onies. Aftir a week or so all the
brood that is worth saving will have
hatched out, and then it is necassary
to hnve the combs removed and the
coloay treated. The plan worked
well for me. I might say, though,
that it is advisable to do the shaking
at a time when the other bees in the
apiary will not rob and thus spread
discas3y;
