* SOME 0F OUR ENQUIRERS.
IDOM MAYAR was an otd nian of the mata class

rX w ho had been a good cook in bis day, as many
iP-certificates in bhis littie bamboo case made of

a single rod, fine iniches long, testified. He bad been
in Vizianagram but a few weeks when lie carne in
much apparent anxiety of mind to learn about Christ.
The preacliers talked long and faithfuily witb him and
lie went away. But lie carne again and kept on coming
at regular intervals. At last lie was considered a fit
subject for baptism and a tume was set for liii to
appear before the churcli. His statement of change of
views was satisfactory. He said lie was no longer
afraid of bad spirits and did not do poojale to them,
that lie trusted in Christ for safety and a home forever.
He and another rnan a heathen-brother of our Christian
Agate were baptized onq tbe same day and have lived
consistent lives up to the present tume.

B. UNANDER RAS was a young Brahmin about
eighteen years oid wbio cime to my study one morning
in Juiy witb ail the evidencg of having performed a
liard journey. H is explanation of bumself was clear and
connected. His home, lie said, was.in a village about
twenty miles away. He bad beard about the Christians
Put liad neyer seen theni. He asked lis father to
allow him to visit a rnissionary wbere upon bis father
had failen on liii and bad beaten liii unmercifully,
and so lie teft borne by stealtb and cover running
nearly aIt the way. He said lie wanted to be a Christian
as lie would neyer go back to bis home again. WVe
expiained to liii that to becorne a Christian lie must
throw away bis caste, 'and offered him a glass of
water. He drankc it witbout cbanging a muscle. The

p reachiers went over the Gospel story withb im, and as
far as I could make myself intelligible to bim in Telugu
I tried to rnake plain to bim the fuandamental doctrines
of Cbristianity. At tweive o'clock lie took leave to lie
down andi went to the bouse of one of the preacliers:
ate some rice and mutton curry ; borrowed a jacket
from -anc'ther preacher, and then in an unobserved
moment slipped back int.o rny study, and grasping my
IlTelugu-Engtisb" dictionary worth $ io.oo quietly faded
from the compound. In fifteen minutes ian and book
were missed and the, police-constable notified. In five
days the book carne back, but Mr. B. Unander Ras bas
flot returned to finish bis. inquiries -so' abruptly
terminated.

T. IICHIAH put in an appearance one îorning carry.
* ing bis *tiowel and rod, for lie *as a mason, a -class

arnong. the Sbudrahs. He ýra9 a man in mniddle life and

of rather prépassesing appearance. *He said bis wifÇ
was rnaking life unbe- arable for him and lie had decided
to leavt her and beconie a Christian. He haid a, fair-
knowledge of the princi pies of ChristtbLnity having,
worked for some time with a missionary. , i sat hirn to'
work weeding out the vegetable beds, as lie said lie
woyld rather work than not. ln the evening lie was
missing. So wepe a clock belonging. to one of the
preachers and a big arniful of young cabbage 'plants:
And we have seen T. Ucial no more.

J. APPIAH is the head man of a littie village nçar
Chippurupilly one of our out stations. We visited this
village and had a good. hearing. The preaclier, ,had
been there frequently and the people had been treating,
bum with great respect. When, we left, the vildage
Appiah followed, and upon our reaching a little grove
stopped us, and began to tell how anxious lie was to
become a Christian. The oniy obstacle was bis fâmily.
His wife would flot follow him if lie sbouid renounce
Hinduism, and his children wouid be dragged off- by
relations. We patiently went over Christ's teacbing on
these points and showed hirn by illustrations that
people in bis position having donç riglit, tbe Lord baci
over-ruled matters so that in a very short time farnulies
were reunited in Christianity. He knelt *Atli us and
we prayed with hirn, and lie promiséd that wlien, we
came ag ain lie wouid be baptized. The preaclier lias-
since reported that J. Appiali stili shows a good mmnd.
but neyer expects to see him baptized.

B. BUCHIAH is a pensioned Sepoy, and during bis
actve mititar> life lias visited I3urmah, Bombyad
the Nortb West Pr7ovinces. He made a pilgrimagè to
Benares at oie tirne and brouglit away a sacred arnulet.
which bas since served the purpose of a god. -About
six months ago one of my preachers gave J3ucbiah thie
four gospels in Telugu and lie promised to rçad themn
carefuily. Last month lie came to see me and opetied
the conver-zation by giving -a very lucid account of the
raising of Lazarus from the dead. After a littie' ques-
tioning 1 was surprised to discover that lie liad con-
mitted to memory the accounts tf nearly ail the
miracles of Christ and d good niany of the parabies.
It was in interesting discovery and I -spent some time
enforcing the lessons underlying these scriptures., 1
prayed with him, gave him some pôinted tracts, a Bible
and sent him away. Tke same evening a young man
hbroîîgbt me an note and a littie parcel froni Buchiali.
The parcel contained bisdearly purcliased amulet-god.
The latter literalty translated, read: "Vour honor, I
give you this to show that-i arn going to put off Hin-
duismn and put on Christ. Sir, pray for your poor
servant." The bot weatlier just then camne on and 1
have not yet had an opportunity of going to his village.

A. V. RAMAR.AD.-While'on .a visit to my dear friend
Rev. L. D. Morse, wbo canme to, Bimlipatam last fail,
this enterprising young Bralimin -came into bis office
and -st.îted. to bum that lie was a wrlter in one oftlie
Mabarajab's sub-offices at Vizianagrani. -He bail heard
something of Christianity,. w4s . disatisfied witli
Hinduism, and-as there was no mîssionary at Viziana-.
gram (no good Hindu god whispeed to him, how near
the Vizianagram missionary was) lie had 'corneto Bimlipa-
tam to the New Dora Gora to, learn everything about the
new religion. Mr. Morse offered hlm a Telugu Gospel

*portion ; but lie said lie coutd flot read Telugu, and
prefered Engisi., An English portion was next pre-
sented hirn but bis ,knowledge of the whité , maWis.
tongue bad a sadty limping habit. -About at this stage

*I went tro the office and Mr. Morse asked me to, talk

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hlot the bles.sings of the Gospel. As they have spent so,,
many years among themn, and were soon leo resume their
labor of love ; as we met with, listened to, and con-
versed with them, how -intenseiy real their work be-
came., ":Workers together with I lim."

-Theji addresses were intenseiy interesting and in-
structive. Mr. Archibald impressed the listeners with
the fact, that the will of Christ in regard to the church,'
was, that its -great object in existence should bc, spread-
ing the Gospel. among "«ail nations ;Il while hie ex-
pressed strongly his conviction thiat the church at home
was flot aroused t6 a sense of lier responsibility and of
the a wfui needs oi heathendom.

Mrs. Archibald in hier own simple, but exceedingly
,effective style, gave most vivid descriptions of the de-
plorable condition of the heathen,*and urged with great_
earnestness upon Christians at hiome, the importance of

They both possessed the ear-
nestness wbich could calmly look on the scene of con-
tinujous indifference, andi gather from it strength to
plead with men, and to, plead for God. The earncstness'
which like the river in its course, is fed'by secret
springs ftoni the throne of God and the iamb.

The collections, though perhaps flot as larg-e as they
nîaght have been, far exceeded ouie expectations, and
the missionaries expressed thémnselves eûcouraged with
the interest taken. The- rësults' we cannot tell, they
are too far reAching. We follow thým with expectant
prayer.
