Need 1 prernise, that by Christ & Church, 1
mean, not any visible church, but the collec-
tive body of ail 4tsue believersP Sorne reli-
gionists confound theqe two, and challenge
for their own particular communion the dis-
tinctive privileges of Christ's Clmurcb.
