Church of St. Poters, Indeed, so truc
is this that the foundations of tho left
wall of tho church rest upon the founda-
tions of tho right wall of the avcient
circus. The great probability is that
these * living torches” found their tombs
in that vicimty.

Edmund Burke and Ircland

Mr.J. G. Swift McNaill, Q.C., M.P.,
writes, in The Dublin Freoman, aun
articlo on the centenary of Edmund
Burke in which he says:

It was on tho 9th July, 1797, that
Edwund Burke_ ono of the most illugtri-
oud mon Ireland ever preduced, died at
B 1d. in Buckinghamshire, iu
hig sixty-eighth year. *“An open mut-
iay,” writes Mr. John Morley, his bio-
grapher, ** had just beon quelled in the
flieet. There had been sigus of dis-
affection in the axwy. In Ireland tho
spirit of revolt was smouldering, and in
a fow wonths broke out in the fierce
flames of n_groat spaces in human de-
stiny very luminous.”

The Grand Trunk of its own option
grades the rate in United States torri
tory according to distance, Whay
does it not give that privilege to
Ontario shippers?

Nrw Youn, July 16 ~Ldward O Fla
herty, Fresident of the »~ Contennial
Ascovintion of Ameriea, which has
charge of the piigrimage to Iroland
next yeor, has begun his vacation
from businees thai he might have
more time to devote ta the preliminary
work of the assonation.

The otjeot of the assoclation ia to
celebrate the one huudiedth anni-
versary of the Irish insurrection, and
to perpetuate the memory of Ireland's
dead.  To the oasnal obsorver it
might look an though the association
m thig country were begimming rather
early to make proparations for the
oolebration, whioh will not take place
until pext summer. But after under-
standing the magnitude of the under-
taking 16 will bo seen that the time is
none too wuch.

The original agsoclation in Ireland
for this coming centennial eclebration
was formed jusi fifteen years ago.
There 18 vot a civilizcd place on the
globe which is not now in touch with
the aeociation. Tho ohjeot of the
National Committee, whioh meets in
Dublin, was to cemeont the relation-
ghip of theee native Irishmen and
Inish descendants so that at the pro-
per time they would journey back to
the Emerald Iele and show to the
people of the earth what a powerful
nation Ireland would be if her sons
had stayed at home.

Among other objects of the associa-
tion 18 the raising of funds with whioh
to orect a suitable monument to the
memory of Ireland’s fallen heroes.
The pilgrimages will be to Wexford,
Kildare, Antrim, Down, and to other
parts of Ireland which were the seenes
of havoo, viotory or defeat, in the in.
surreotion ninety-nine years ago, when
the Irish peoplo rose and fought for
iberty .

It had been arranged to have a ten
days’ sojourn in Iveland in the sum.
mer of that year at excursion rates,
with the privilege of remaining a year.
Various side trips will keep the pil-
grims busy sightceeing. Among the
Erinoipal anniversary celebrations will

o that of Vinegar Hill, in commemo
ration of Theobald Wolfe Tone, the
founder of the Society of United Irish
men. This anniversary will be cele.
brated on June 22. In the official
programme which has been issued by
the Association as a preliminary guide,
no mention is made of eating until
the seventeenth day, when the pro.
gramme announcee th-t there will be
breakfast, Those who go should besr
this in mind and take slong a big
lunoh basket.
