tically closed, and the movement of lum- -

ber'is confined to rail shipments, There
is a steady trade doing 1 this way, as
manufacturers and dealers have not yet
cavght up with orders placed in the fall,
but: which could not then be fiiled owiny
to an nsufficient supply of cars. The
apen weather hus also encouraged the
dedand, I any change in the situation
should be reporied, it1s 1n the direction
of higher prices and greater scaraty of
low grade pine. The manufacturers are
unable 0 meet the demand for box
lumber, the supply of which has passed
into the bands of wholesale dealers and
box manufacturers, and by the latter the
better grades are being purchased. There
is & more plentiful stock of the upper
grades, but on the whole 1t1s many years
since the yards have been so nearly
cleaned cut. Theseremarks apply alike
10.pine, hardwoods, shingles and lath.
In tha latter there is almost a famune,
and in the Georgian Bay disinict those
who have any stock are asking $3.25 at
mill for No. 1. Dealers wn Toronto re-
port numierous inquiries for basswood
and ash lumber for shipment to the
Eastern States. -

QUEBRC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Several transactions in spruce are re-
ported to have taken place which show
the strencth of that lumber, It is under-
stoad that Messrs. H. R. Gaodday & Co.,
of Quebec, have contracted for the cut of
several mills, including the well-known
Breakey stock, which represents tbout
15,000,000 feet. Messts. Dobell, Beckett
& Co., Burstall & Co. and W. & ].
Sharples are also believed to have pur-
chased several Quebec cuts, and on the
whole business is progressing favorably,
While the prices have been kept quiet,
those who pretend to know state that they
are considerably bigher than last year’s
prices. This is probably true, as spruce
has improved wonderfully of t1aie in the
British market.  The Mantine province
production has also been contracted for to
some extent, according to reports, and at
prices from three to four dollars higher
than were paid for the past season’s cut.
The mill men are in unusually good
spirits, and look forward to a busy year in
1900. Most of the shungle mills are closed
down, and there are very few shingles to
move. For cedar, the piice for No. 1
quality is $3.15 to $3.25, taking Boston
rate of freight.

UNITED STATES.

Although there has been a visible fall-
tag off in the demand for lumber through-
out the Eastern States, the market does
not seem to have wenkened in the
sightest. degree.  Reiajt dealers and con-
ssmers are acting on the theory that

prices will not advance during the winter
months, snd that in the spring there is
a probability that values will be lower.
The manufacturers and wholesalers, on
the other hand, contend that, while there
is no expectavon of a further general
advance, it 15 quite probable that some
grades will be marked higher before
spring. One pont_in favor of the main-
tenance of present piices is the fact that
contract~ are being placed for next sea-
son’s cut at current quotations, which in-
dicates a good deal of confidence in the
future of the market.

Buffalo and Tonawanda wholesale
yards are fauly well stocked with pine,
though some grades, such as box, No. 2
and Nu. 3 cu's and uppers, are 1n hghter
supply. than usual, as the box mkers
have been buying very heavily. Cutting-
up stack 1s very scarce in the Tona-
wanda market. Throughout the New
England States pine is rather quiet, but
there i1s a steady movement of spruce,
which is unusually firm. In New York
city the demand exceeds the available
supply. Ofgand 1o-inch, 13 foot lengths,
very lntle is 10 be had, and alinost any
price can be obtained. -Spruce clapboards
show lutle life.

In the hardwood market there has
arisen an extraordinaty demaad for bass.
wood, due to some extent to the scaraity
of poplar and cottonwood. There 1s an
easier feeling in ¢elm and less complaint
of scarcity of oak, but no prospect of
lower prices.

FOREIGN.

The tone of the British wood market is
very firm. For stocks on hand high
prices are being asked, and most buyers
are accepting them without a murmur,
as indications point to still higher prices
before next spring. Business for next
year is promising. Some sales of spruce
are recorded, but in pine there seems to
be a disposition to wait in the hope that
importers will weaken in their prices.
But this can scarcely be expected except
in the case of lumber for late summer
or fall delivery, when there is a possi-
bility that lower values will rale.

At London 1st quality spruce is sell-
ing at f1o 105, 2nd quality at f9
§s. to £9 105, and 3%x9 31d at £9. At
Glasgow Quebec white pine deals of
first quality, hrond dimensions, now sell
at 426 2s, 6d. 1o £27 35, which is an
advance of about 10s5. as compared with
one month ago. Nearly every kind of
square and waney timber has also ad-
vanced, as will be scen by the prices
published in another column. Birch
timber is wanted, and brings 1s. 7d. to
15. 9d. per cubic foot for 13 and 15anch
average, and ts. ttd. to 2s. for 16-inch.

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THE OTTAWA VALLRY.

[Correspondence of the CANADA LUMBERMAN,)

After an vnusually busy and prosperous sea.
son, the mills in the immediate vicinity of
Ottawa have closed down, and operations are
now transferred to the limits,  The prospects
for 1900 are bright, as Canadian IumLcr is in

reat demand at advanced prices in both the
Cnglish and American markets.  Lath, for
instance, has advanced fiom 62} cems to
$2.50 per thousand, while will owners and
{oblmrs predict that this article will sell mnch
higher before next season’s cutting  operations
commence. There is a faminein lathin the
American market, and the Canadian  cut
fctches ity own price,  Ottawa dealers for the
first time are shipping lath to remole points in
Pennslyvaniaand the New England States,
The supply of lath in the Ottawa district will,
it is admitted, falt short of the Awmericun de-
mamd.  Shingles are also a ruling factor in the
lumber teade.
* The marked activity in American manufac.
turing centres has created a steady and in.
creased demand for the cheaper grades of
Canadian lumber, but as prices did not ad-
vance till well on in the season, the Ottawa
mill owners are not as far ahead as the in-
crease in business would lead one to expect.
Prices in the English markets hove advanced
during the year from §to 2§ pericent.  The
business done has also shown a marked in-
crease.  Thus, Watson & Todd, the Liverpool
impotters of Canadian lumber, h:n'c'boughl
§6,000,000 feet of Canadian deals this year,
whereas last season only 34,000,000 feet were
secured. This finn putchiscd heavily from
the W. C. Edwards Co., the Hull Lumber Co.,
and Bronson & Weston. The firm o! Robent
Cox & Co. has, huwever, not bought su ex-
tensively,  Thetrade done by the Expont Lum.
ber Co. and other Ottawa companies with South
American ports 1 as also been better than it was
last year.  So heavy have the purchases for the
British and American matkets been, thatscarce-
ly any lumber can be sccured in the Quawa
will yauds for the local trade, and buslders are
pressed hard for the nccessary material,

Wages of lumbermen are higher, but the
present influx of mill hands, consequent ugon
the closing of the mills, will havea tendency
to lower them. More men have been sent
into the Georgian Bay district than last year,
but the number is not increased 10 any eatent
in other distradse The vpen fall bas favated
the lumbermen, and should the winter bea
good one for lumbenng operations, the supply
of logs next season will be large.  Greater
areas of limits are bLeing worked this year
to fil! the increased mill contracts.

W. C. Edwards & Co. have just shipped to
the Paris Exposition the show cases for the
Canadian exhibits. There are in all 2,000
feet of cases, making five carloads.  They are
built of British Columbia cedar, Douglas fir
and larch, and white pine from Eastern
Canada. The woods have been polished and
grained, and in themselves will be an appro-
poate advertisement for Canada,

D’Amour & Chilebois, lamber dealers, of
Hull, intend to cnlarge their planing mill
shortly. The addition will be a twostorey
one, 100 feet by 30 feet.  Init will be placed
ncw ripand band saws, and machinery for
box manufactunng.  Part will also be vsed for
storage purposes. This year the firm have
turncd out 150,000 boaes of different sizes for
the Canadian markct, and estimates have
been furnished on another large cantract.

The present war in South Africa has inter-
fered considerably with the Canadian lumber
trade.  The firn of Davidson & Thackny, of
this city, which rcgularly sent shipments of
doots, sashes, clc., 1o Cape Town, Newaastle,
Johannesburg and Petermaritzburg, has been
compelled 1o desist owing 10 the war and the
absence of ocean canying facilitics, and can
now only ship to Cape Town. All building
operations are, of course, at a standstill in the
Tran:vaal, but it is expected that when the
war is over, and Riitain’s supremacy reven,
a new and profitable market will be establish-
cd in South Afuca for Canadian lumber, both
mill and manufactured.  The close of the pre-
scnt desultony strugglein the Phallipines will
also indirectly benefit the Canadian lumber
trade, through the Awmericans who will de-
velop their new found possessions.

Ald. Jas. Davidcon, a member of the firm
of Davidson & Thackiay, lumber dealers, will
wakea busincss tripto Englaud early in theyear.

The high prices reigning in the lumber market
will, it 15 expected, encuurage the owners
of small stationary and portable wills to 1ake a
hard in the business again.  In the Otawa
valley these opesators are hiting men for their
limits, and many mills which have beenidle
for years will start up again.

Last week alter closing the Hull mills, the
Hull Lumber Co. sent a gang of mill hands
with teams to juin the choppers on the linsits
on the Kippewa river above Matawa. The

Hull mills were closed for six weeks during
the season owing to the non.anival of logs.
J. R. Booth’s and Gilmout & Hughson's mills
ran steadily all season, and shipped more
lumber than ever. Al ke cut now in the
pards is alzeady sold, while some mill owners
fln\'c sold their neat year’s cut at present prices.

During the past year the Ottawa Lumber
Co. has handled over 5,000,000 feet of deals
alone.  Itis expected that between 8,000,000
and 10,000,000 feet will be handled during the
coming season.  This tirm is taking out large
quantities of ash, clm, birch and other hard-
woods, with which its limits on the Rouge
river are well stocked.  Aceess was only
secured to these limits a couple of years ago
by the extension of a colonization railtoad.

The . B Eddy Co., of Hull, has a sulfi-
cient supply of pulpwood on hand to keep its
vaper mills running all winter, but neverthe.
tss a shortage in the general supply  of pulp
woad is looked for, as the logs could not all
be floated down 10 the nulls,

A gentleman interested in Jumber mattets,
who recently visited the  Hawkesbury Lumber
Co.’s limits on the Dumoine river, states that
the timber there is as plentiful and of as good
a quality as it was 38 years ago, duspite the
fact that cutting uperations have been steadily
carticd on since.  This he attributes o the
rapid growth of the pine and the systematic
cutting done.

I Davidson & Thackray's planing mill at
Ottawa over 8,000,000 fect of lumber was
used during the season.  This firm has alsoa
saw will at Quyon, Que., and on its limits on
the Quyon and Coulonge rivers 100 men are
now working. Last summer a latge addition,
66 by 80 feet, was added tothe Ottawa factory
for storage purpuses.  The new building 1s a
three storey  one, solid brick, and built
throughout with hardwood foors.

During the entite winter scason a supply of
logs will be brought to J. R. Booth's
mills at Ottawa, by train over the Canada
Ailantic Rmlway from the Parry Sound and
adjacent districts.  This will insure a supply of
logs for the opening cut at the mill neat spring.
