ANNUAL REPORT OF THE CHURCH SOCIETY OF THE DIOCESE OF
' TORONTO,

Read at the public Meeting, on Wednesday Evening, 10th June last.

“That the Almighty has been pleased to make ‘the propagation of the Gospol
dependent on the exertions of His church is more o matter of fact than of theory.
The responsibilify theroforo incurred by any branch of the Church of Christ when
the necessary work is either declined, or prosecuted in o languid spirit, is undoubtedly
great. A positive and unqualified injunction remains on record both as a warning
and a8 8 guide, * Go ye into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature,”
Nor can there be o more striking mapifestation of the vitality of n church than
gincere and persistent efforts to carry out this high commission to its fulfilment.
Under this conviction your committee submit the 218t Annual Report of the Church
Booiety of the Diocese of Toronto, in the hopo that a statoment of its past operations
and present labours may awaken a warmer interest than has hitherto been mani-
fested in its prosperity.

¢ The Society’s first and principal aim is the support and encoursgement of
Missions. Yet, with an uncertain income at the best, manifestly disproportionaty
to the objects it designs to accomplish, its missionary efforts neoessarily vary in
accordance with the imcrease or diminution of its funds. Even at the present
momeat sll available means are almost exclusively absorbed in the maintenance of
missionaries who have boen labouring for several years under the auspices of the
Sooiety, while those subsequently appointed, from the inability of the Society to
afford them & permanent provision, are obliged mainly to depend on such voluntary
contributions of the peoplo among whom they minister as they are disposed to
make. Your committee are induced to mention these faots in order if possible to
stimulate churchmen to a faller recognition of their dty, and a more active zeal in
performing it. A fresh impulse of missionary enterprise is much needed. The
demand presses with equal earnestness on the clergy and laity of our communion,
for the wants of the church arc many, and painfully urgent; as those can testify
who in advocating the claims®of the Society have been led to visit the new settle-
monts in the northern parts of the diocese. There is enough of spiritual destitution
to employ our largest liberality—enough of moral and religious barrenness to
claim the fallest culture which our offerings can be made the means of supplying,
And although the dspression of the times consequent upon the scaxcity of the harvest
of the last year and the effect of the unhappy civil war still raging in the neighbouring
country have affeoted to some extent the receipts of the Seciety, yet the pecuniary em-
barrassment produced by these causes oan be only temporary. Should our Heavenly
Father this season * give and préserve to our use the kindly fruits of tho earth,”
{8t prosent so promising,) and bestow upon our neighbours and ourselves the bles-
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sings of peaco, may wo not reasonably anticipato such an abundant harvest of good
works and such oneness of purpose and action as will afford & cheering proof that
tho Author of oll our blessings is better romembered and more duly honoured.

Beforo procecding to the financinl statemont of the Socioty's affairs, tho com.
mitteo deem it due to those so recently called to assume the duties of the late
lamented Secretary, to state that owing to his sudden removal thoy have expericoced
some inconvenience in arriving at a knowledge of its affairs, which, had he been
living, would no doubt huve been easily explained.

The spnual subscriptions of incorporated members have been passed to tho oredit
of genoral purposo fund. Tho clergymens’ payment of such baving been required
in ordor to ontitlo their widows and orphans to the benefit of the fund, it would
soom that monoys paid for such intent should bo disposed of accordingly.

On roferonce to tho general purpeso fund, it will bo found that thero i3 a Iarge
amount in the shapo of lands sold and lonsed bolonging to it. Itis of considerablo
moament that means bo taken to realizo all arrears duc on account of rent and sales,
and to make such o disposition of the lands unsold as may servo to produco s profit-
ablo investment. It is quite possiblo that this boing dome, tho parochial branch
oollections might cventually bo exclusively appropriated to the mission fund, which
only recoives three-fourths. This will bo rendered the more prpcticable on account
of the considerablo reduction in tho expenses of management.

Tho books of the Society shew since its formation a considerable ontlay on nccount
of trusts and endowments, much of which has been treated as an expendituro on
acaount of the Bocioty’s funds—tbis calls for investigation and adjustment.

MISSION BOARD.

Convinced that o missionary spirit is the best evidenco of the church’s vitality,
your committee are gratified to perceive that the desire to make the Socicty more
missionary in its character is greatly on the increase. They are convinced that if
suitable missionaries can be procured and ndequately maintained, every other aim
of the Socicty will be speedily accomplished.

To promoto this important object the Mission Board was organized. And your
committee deem it not out of place again to state its objects and commend them to
the zealous support of the members of the church generally.

They are, 1st, to support travelling missionaries altogethcr, giving them a stipend
of $600 per anoum, and $100 for an outfit. 2nd, to aid in making up the income
of resident clergymen to $600 per annum, contingent on the provision of $400 and
a residence being properly guaranteed by the missions. We would here remark,
these aro missions in which it would be impossible to maintain missionaries inde-
pendent of thisaid. 3rd, to receive and pay to the clergymen of settled missions the
annual sum which has been promised for their support.

It is however the first and second of these objects which entitle the mission
board to the name it has assumed and points out its duties, which are none other
than sending tho word of life to the needy and perishing members of our communion
throughout the diocese. It is indeed the only missionary agency of the church,
without which thero would bo no effectual means of supplying the spiritual wants
of the remoter settlements by the labours of travelling missionaries. Nor should
wo have any means of taking part in the civilization and conversicn of that poor
people who have such a strong claim on our bounty—the Indians of this continent.

The board cannot accomplish these objects without means at its command ; and
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it 18 with much concern tho committoo hinve to report that there sro at present
sovornl missionaries Isbouring in tho field whose stipends aro not pormancntly
seoured booauso tho boord has not tho funds.

Your committos would thereforo carncstly recommond that aolivo messuros be
taken by the clorgy and other frionds of tho mission cause to promote this deairable
object. Thoy aro of opinion much more might be dono than aow is by a general
srrangement among the clorgy to pload the causo of tho socioty in enolr other’s par-
ishes. DBy roports and communications in tho Church Chronicle, which is publishod
with a viow to inform our mombors a3 to what has from time to timo beonncoom-
plished by the board, what it is cngaged in, and what cnsos of spiritual destitution
demand their co-oporation. Nothing is so likely to olicit intorest in tho Society’s
operations as tho names of localitics und dotails f their wants, ropresented by por-
gons cognizant of tho facts nand known to the church. While a clear knowledge of
tho trifling amount required to roliove tho wants of a particular loeality might
lead to very important results of christian charity. Nono aro so compotont to give
information on these subjeots as tho clergy, and it is to be regretted that ao littlo
interest in this matter is shown by many of them. Your committes would, however,
hero tako ocoasion to remind thoso missionaries who are connccted with the board
that it is their stipulated duty to furnish these reports. But of all tho moans cal®
culated to promoto tho object in viow, none in the opinion of your committee is so
well adopted s o well organized aystem of missionary and parochinl meotings.
Thoy would urge on tho district committoes the necessity of making judicious
arrsngements for holding theso mectings at such periods of the ycar as may bo
deemed best. In cvery neighbourhood where a sufficient number of our members
end frionds may bo got together, and in order to incite an intorest on tho part of the
poople, aud ensuro the claims of the Soocioty being brought home effectually to the
minds of all, they recommend that the system of doputations be in all cases adopted

Detailed statemonts of the labours of these missionaries will be published in the
reports from the soveral districts, as well as intercsting dotails of the progress of
our Indian missions, satisfactory accounts having been received from them. Itis
hoped that before your committeo is again called on to report, another and most
important Indian mission, at the Sault St. Mario, will have been established.

THEOLOGICAL STUDENTS' FUND.

Au important alteration was made a year or two since relating to this fund,
It has hitherto been the custom to pay over to the Church Society the samoant
raised by the annual sermon for this fund, and this amount has been appropriated
to eight scholarships tenablo for two years, four beiug vacant every year-—one of
$120, two of $100, and one of $80, the maintainance of these scholarships
required an income of $800, and the collections under the sermon did not always
realize that average. It hes been thought by mauny that the intcrest felt in this
department of the Society's Iabours would be greatly inoreased if the nomination of
tho holders of these scholarships were transferred from the college authorities to
the district committees of the Church Society.

The corporation of Trinity College has most readily acquiesced in the change, and
1t is proposed to provide in the different districts exhibitions of $120 per apnum
tenable for three years, the exhibitioner being appointed in such way as the distriog
branch may doem best. It is not expected that these exhibitions should be endowed,
but it is obvious that the benefit resulting from them will be greatly impaired if
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thoy connot bs rogardel £3 permonent,  In tho instance of any individual oxhibi-
tioner, the paymont for the threo yenrs should undoubtedly bo guarranteed to him
upon his nominntion. Your committeo would also suggest, whether a partial endow.
ment of such oxhibitions would not be o most useful cxerciso of christinn charity,
s sum of monoy dovoted to this specinl objeot, and bringing in oven 840, would
almost onsuro the raising of tho otber $80, and in many instances the nucleus thus
formed would swell by ropeatod accumulations into a sum ropresenting tho principsl
of tho whole oxhibltion.

Tho plan thus recommended in 1860 has been enrricd out but very partially. Ouno
oxhibition has beon provided for in tho Ningara District, ono in the Goro and Wel-
lington District, ono in tho Homo District, nnd one by the congrogation of St.
Qeorgo’s Church, Torouto, in rosponso to n causual appoal by the Bishop to the
Indies of that congregation.

Seven students now in tho arts coarse have signified thcxr intention of catering
tho diviuity course in October next, and of these four are unprovided with oxhibi-
tions. The very inadequato romunerstion which our clergy receive renders o small
assistance of this kind durirg the timo of preparation of very great valuo. It may
reliove a student from the nccessity of absolutely cxhausting his own slender
resources; or it may prevent the more serious evil of his ino?rrlng a debt which,
though of vory small amount, he may find it very difficult, if not impossiblo, to
To-pay.

It should nlso bo remarked that tho colleotions for the Students’ Fund made in
thoso districts which have provided no exhibition, are required to make provision for
divinity students who have received no nomination, and that in districts where one
or more exbibitions ara established, any balance which may remain from the receipts
for tho year should bo forwarded to the Secretary of the Church Society for the
8amo purposc.

WIDOWS' AND ORPIIANS’ FUND.

Ropeated endeavours have been made to amend the by-law by which this fuad
bas been administered, so ag to mcot more equitably the circumstances of the
claimants on it, and last year an alteration heving this object in view was adopted,
but, on consideration, it was found that the income of the fund would not admit of
it, tho necessary steps havo been taken to rescind it and to amend the original by-
law go a8 to meet the cxigency.

Your committeo regret to report that during tho year two applications for
pensions have been made. In one case, the requirements of the society not having
boen complied with, a diminished pension was granted, on the special recommenda-
tion of the Bishop: in tho other, the full amount accorded by the amended by-law
has been olaimed aud allowed.

PARENT SOCIETIES.

Under a deep sense of tho benefits conferred on the church in Canada by the vener-
able Societies for tho Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign Parts, and for Promot-
ing Christian Knowledge, your committee have gratefully to record further proofs of
their love 2nd interest in our welfare.

The Society for tho Propagation of the Gospel has responded to the appeal of the
Bishop, in behalf of the proposed Indian mission at Sault St, Marie, hy ag anpual
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grant of £80 atg., whilo the Sooloty for Promoting Christian Knowledge, in addition
to its valunble grants of sorvice buoks, and contributions to churches in course of
ercotion, recently mado us a donation of Biblos and Tostaments to the value of £50
stg., towards o depository for this diocese.

DIOCESAN SOCIETIES.

From tho reports of the Church Socioties and 8ynods of the neighbouring Diocoses
of Nova Scotis, Quebee, Nowfoundland, Montronl, HHuron, and Ontario, w» are
gratified to receivo assurances of their continued prosperity.

Tu common with every portion of tho original Sce of Quebec, this socioty has not
fatled to convey to the sister society of that dioceso, its deep condolenco on tho loss of
its vonorablo foundor, the late truly oxcellent Dr. Mouatain, and havo recorded its
s gonso of tho groat valno of tho scrvices rondored to tho church in Canada by that
distinguished prelate, during his long and laborious caroer, as woll ag tho charaotor
of deep and gentlo ploty by which, through life, ho was distinguished.”

Tho recont olection by the unanimous choico of a presbytor of that dioceso, as
his successor, i3 o matter of sinoere congratulation.

“ It has boon customary in presenting tho annual roport of the socioty, which is
designed for goneral circulation, briefly to review the leading ovents bearing on the
charch's progress during the year. Indoing #o, it is cheering to porceive how rapidly
“the fiold of the church’s operations is becoming the whole world.”

“ Among tho moro important and intercsting cvents in tho history of tho mother
church during the past year may bo mentioned the arrival of the Bishop of Honoluln
in his diocese ; shortly after which the kiag and queen of Hawaii give a striking
proof of their intorest in his mission, and of thoir value of tho priviloges of an
apostolio church, by publicly presenting themselves as candidates for the rite of coun-
firmation, The death of their youthful son which ocourred shortly beforo the Bishop's
arrival, frustrated tho long cherished intention of his parents that ho should receive
baptism at tho hands of the Bishop.

¢ The mournful loss of Bishop MacKenzio has been supplied hy the conseoration of
Bishop Tozer to tho mission on the Zambesi, in central Africa: and thero is overy
prospeot of tho successful prosccution of the work there begun ; while in south Africa
another missionary bishoprio has been established on the Orange River Freo State,
to which the Rov. J. Twells has been appointed.

“In Auckland the metopolitan diocese of Sidney has been divided by tho ereotion
of the see of Goulburn. X

‘“ Whilo our church, however, has been thus extending her limits, or mors fully
occupying ground which sho hnd elready acquired, she has been subjected to the
pain and disgrace of witnessing, in the instance of ono of her colonial bishops, the
promulgation of opinions ultimately subvorsive of all belief in revealed religion. 8o
grievous a departure from the right way is deeply to be deplored, not only on account
of the eminent position occupied by him who has gone astray, but also on account
of the discrodit whioh it reflects on our communion, in the oyes of other bodies of
professed Christians; and, perbaps, most of all for the sako of those recent converts
to the Christian name, who have been taught-by their chief pastor, on the very
threshold of the temple of God, to doubt or disallow the foundation on which the
temple rests.

“We may, however, trust that thig evil will be over-ruled for ultimate good ; we
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may be thankfui that the erude speoulations and rash conolusions of the -Bishdy of
Natal have boen received with so littlo sympatlhy ; with go general disfavour and re-
pugnance; wo may hope that many will bo stimulated thareby, to oxamino well the
grounds of their beliof, and above all, that men may learn from tho instance of ono,
whom thoy must deeply pity, whilo they no less deopiy condemn Ais opinions ju what
spirit it becomes us to investigato any record, which claims, with the cumulative
enrdence borno to tho books of the Old Testnment, to bo a rovolation from God to
mau ; and how surely thoy must orr, who enter on such an investigation in forget-
fulness of tho words and of tho mind of Him whosaid: ¢ I Ehnnk thoo, O Fathor, Lord
of heaven and carth, that Thou hast hid these things from tho wiso and prudent and
hag revealed them unto babes; even so, Father, for a0 it scomod gouvd in Thy sight.’

[t was o beautiful custom of tho oarly church at thoir solemn assomblages tc
rehearso tho names of thoso who having been ewineut for their good deeds in life,
had doparted in tho true faith. On this occasion it dovolves en ycur committeo, in
imitation cf this pious practice, to record the loss of an unusual number of valued
members, botk clerical and lay. Daring tho yoar not less than fivo of thoss
included Inst year in the list of vico-presidents have deen snllod away. Tho Vener-
able G. 0. Stuart, Dean of Ontario, Justus Merwin, of Prescott, D, B. 0. Ford, of
Brockville, and Sir Juhn Beverley Robinson, Bart., a namo honoured and beloved
whenever it was known. In bis lnmented doath tho church has lost ono of hor most
cxemplary and oonsistent mombers. This eociety an able, steadfast, and un-
wavering friend, aud tho province at large ono of its most honoured and distinguished
sons. Of him, it has been well said: o was a sincere and earnest christian, not
meroly in the senso of a devout worehipper, but ns ono who felt through life it a
duty to oxort bis best faoultics for the support and extension of that ¢puro and
reformed faith,’ hield and taught by tho church of which ho was & member.,

Your committee desire to place on vecord tho deep and lasting obligations this
society is under to him for Lis invaluablo services and edifying example. His views
on its establisbmeont are best oxpressed in his own w rds, which wo commend to the
consideration of all tho members of our communion.

“ What I contemplate is the promoting the support of the Church of England in a
spirit and by mensures which shall be wholly unexceptionable, giving no just cause
of offence or jealousy to any, but with n constanoy and fidelity which shall not abate
in tho sightest degrvo, from an apprehenson of what persons who chose to not In an
unchristian or unreasonable spirit may tkink or say or do.’

To him chiefly are wo indebted for the constitution of our gociety, and to the
day of his death he manifested tho livelest interest in its prosperity.

Your committee havo to add to tho record of losses during the bygono year throe
of tho clergy of this diocesc.

The Reov. E. H. Dewar, M.A., Rector of Thornlill, a zealous and talented membos
of the Standing Committee.

The Rev. Thomas Smith Kennedy, for upwards of ten years tho society’s activo
energetic, and indefatigable seeretary, whose earnest advocaoy of tho claims of the
society throughout the original Dioceso of Toronto will long bo remembered, while
his kindness of heart, aud readiness to do goud and oblige, will cause his memory to
be cherished with affection and regret by ail who knew him.

And lastly, we aro called on to mourn the death of one of the oldest olergy of the
dioceso, and a zoaloussupportor of this society from its formation, the Rev. W. Leoming.

This excollent wman camo to Canada in 1810, as omo of. tho missionaries of ‘ho
Sooicty for tho Propagntion of tho Gospel in Foroign Parts, and was stationed nt
Chippaws, but bis ministrations extendoed over a wido sphero, cmbracing the
towns and villages of Chippawa, Fort Erie, S8t. Catharince, Thorold, and Stawmford,
maintaining them till relieved by the appointment of missionaries, when bis lahours
wero confined to his lato chargo.

‘This humble and faithful servant of bis divino master olosed n long and useful lifo
by o holy and happy death. Blessed with n vigourous constitution, ho was enubled
to attend to tho last to tho calls of his charge with diligence and regularity. On
tto Wednosday preceding his death, ho met his class of candidates for confirmation,
having walked that dny to and from the church, a distanco of soveral miles, for that
purpose. One Sunday only wns hu absent from his public ministrations.

A ncighbouring brother, also «. early missionary of tho Socioty for tho Propaga-
tion of tho Gospol, Jong his intimato friond, writes of him: ‘*Implicitly acknowldg-
fng the truth of christinnity in goneral, h~ was devotedly attached to tho Chureh of
which ho was o member, regarding her articles as a form of sound doctrine, hor
ministry as tho appointment of God, and her worship as the purcst and most accept-
able saorifice which could bo rendered uato Iim,

« His faith, however, was not merely of n speculative kind, but a praoctical nnd
efficient principlo, influoncing his heart, zoverning bis conduct, regulating his intor-
course with mankind, and abounding in tho peaceable fruits of rightoousness.” At
the advanced ago of 77 years ho died as he had lived, beloved by all who knew hirg,
at peaco with his follow men, and iu the divino favour. Iis last words, in surron-
dering his soul into the hands of o faithful Creator, and most merciful Saviour, wero
the third petition of tho Lord’s prayer, * Thy will bo done on ecarth, as it is in
heaven.”

‘the first bequest in tho will of our lamented brother was n thousand pounds to tho
Church Society of this Diocese.

In conclusion, your committeo would remark that they believo the constitution of
tho Church Socioty one admirably calculated to subservo the end for which it was
devised by its eminent, able, and lamented author, and only requires faithful and
efficicnt services on the part of the office-bearers, and zealous co-operation on tho
part of the members, to render it what it is indircctly designed to be, tho most
efficient instrument, under God, for sustaining and extonding His church in the
diocese, ,

Let tho work then in which we are engaged bo performed in faith and hope,

CONFIRMATIONS.

The Venerable Bishop of this Diocese has just returned from his confirmation
tour, the fatigues of which; if we may judge from his appearance, he bore remark-
ably well.  We have pleasure in inserting the following notice of his confirmations

in Hamilton ; and hope in our mext to favour our readers with some notes of his
Lordship’s tour.—Ed.

The solemn and interesting ceremony of confirmatiou was administered on Sun-
day, in the several churches of the Anglican communion in this city, by the
Honorable and Right Rev. the Lord Bishop of Toronto. His Lordship we were glad
to sec was Jooking remarkably well, and though at the advauced age of 86,
discharged the duties of his high office with great esrnestness and vigour. His
labours commenced at Christ’s Church, where morning service was held at 10 o’clock.
His Lordship preached from the 2nd chapter of St. Luke the 20th verse, an ener-
getic and impressive discourse, after which he administered the Apostolic rite
of ““ laying on hands " to 116 persons, some of whom were advanced in years.
After the ceremony was coucluded His Lordship addressed the newly confirmed in
an affectionate and paternal mauner, exhorting them to steadfastness and firmness
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in the holy courso upon which they had that day entered. Tho same servicos were
subsequently performed &t the Church of tho Ascension at 2 P. M., and at St
Thomas’ at 5 P. M. At tho formor upwards of fifty wore confirmed, and st tho latter
between thirvty and forty.

The Bishop prenched and addressed the candidates upon each oconsion, thus going
through an amount of physical and mental exortion which would haveseverely taxed
the energics of much younger men.  Tho charches were all crowded with large
congregations, who secmed to view with the deepest interest this most beautiful of
all ceremonies—when a band of youthful disciples publicly enrol themselves as
volunteers in tho service of Christ—and solemnly engage *¢ to fight manfully under
His benner against sin, the world aad the devil, and to continue Chbrist's faithful
goldiers and servants unto to their lives end.” The ago of the venerable Bishop and
the profound respect in which he is held by all classes of the community, added
greatly to the intercst of the occasion, 88 in all human probability it may be the last
ocoasion on which Confirmation will be administered in this parish by his handg.—
Hamilton Spectator. :

THE CONSECRATION OF “ALL SAINTS” CHURCH, DRUMMONDVILLE,

Sunday, the 19tb July, was 2 day of joy and thanksgiving in Drummondville,
their beautiful little church being then set apart for ever to the service of Amighty
God, and “God’s Acre” in which it stands hallowed for the reccption of His faithful
dead.

The consecration wag onc of peculiarinterest, inasmuch as it was tho “ top stone,”
as it were, that is, the real completion of the earnest labours and faithful prayers of
many years; it was begun and has been continued and ended on the true evangelical
principles of faith, love and rightcousness; it is well finished and very neatly fur-
nished, and out of debt, as its wise and righteous builders have all through deter-
mined to go on uo farther than they could pay. The entire history of this holy
and beautiful house is worthy of record and imitation. In March, 18568, the Rev.
C. L. Ingles, curate {o the late esteemed Rector of Chippawa, the Rev.W. Leeming,
being earucstly desircus to see a church erected at Drummondville, in the neighbour-
hood of Niagara Falls, commenced on a subscription list, and at the same time did
what was better still, issued o pastoral to the congregation setting forth 2 form of
prayer to be used in their families until this holy work was accomplished ; the con-
tract for the shell and roof, &c., was given out in 1855, and in the antummn of that
year the late Rector dug the first sod, on the ground given by Mrs. General Murray,
this actusl commencement of the work being hallowed by a religious service ; the
following spring the corner stone was laid, and on ‘All Saints’ Day,” 1857, the
zealous cougregation had the happiness of worshipping within its walls; true, it was
in a very unfinished state, but it had beea made comfortable and was free from debts
In 1859 the chancel was fitted up with oak stalls, &c.; and by the return of All
Saints’ Day in each year, some additional work was done, still keeping free from
debt, until on its consecration, it was completely fitted up from east to west, with
very church-like oak seats, a nicely covered onk altar table, and altar rail of similar
character, rich velvet altar cloth, with the sentence, ¢“I am the bread of life,”
worked in large gold letters on the front; the enst window is a triplet of stained
glass with an emblem in each division, and a chancel well carpeted and matted.
The building itself is of lined rubble stone, with a massive square tower on the
north side, at the jumction of the chancel and nave, the vestry being in it ; the
chief thing wanting is, I believe, the spire by which it is intended the tower shall
be surmounted, and a small peal of bells, whbich would be a comely offering from
some wealthy churchman who appreciates clerical earnestness, and that not only
in church building, but in the still more important duties of ordinary clerical life.
Mr, Togles, now, I am happy to learn, about to be the Rector of Stamford, includ-
ing the church in question, has been ably seconded by his attacked flock, amongst
whieh it is right to particularize Mrs. General Murray and ner zealous family.

As the undertaking was commenced in faith and prayer, so it was crowned with
complete succesge, after fen yoars of arduous labour, at a cost of between 4 and 5000
dollars, and out of debt, the collection being more than sufficient to cover the little
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jabour remaining. It was consecorated on & lovely Lord’s Day by tho Venorablo
Bishop of Toronto attended by eight clergymen, ‘the church being unablo to
hold all tho congregation. His lordship proached and addressed the coufirmed, 15
in number, happily alluding to the vast superiority in tone, sentiment and dignity
of Solomon’s Prayer, and the whole dedication of the tomple, to any other event of
similar antiquity. Tho choir singing, and the psalter beingantiphonal was hearty
and creditable, The clergy present were His Lordship, the Rev. Drs, Sheltor and
VanRanselear of the Diocese of Western New York, the Rev. Dr. Townley of Huvon,
and the Rev. Messrs. Robertson and Robarts of Toronto Diocese. Tho gentlemen
from the other sido who as ncighbours to Mr. Ingles had known his struggles ex-
pressed in my hearing their utter astonishmentas to how he had raised the funds,
the place being very small aud the people by no means wealthy; and your corres-
pondent can testify that it was not done by neglecting his flock and running to got
subscriptions from Quebec to Sarnia, but in ¢ quietness and confidence” for ten long
years ho pursued his earnest way, and he has bis reward; may it only prove the
promise of & brighter one when he sees him for whom and in whom be has began,
continued, and ended this noble and godly work,

The more exact description of the church and its dimensions are as follows :—

Tho style is the early English pointed of course rubble work; chancel 24ft. 9 by
16£t. ; nave 68ft. by 206ft. 8, in tho interior; the tour {4 by 16ft. and 40ft. high ; the
porch on tho north side at the west end 11 by 11 ft. The choir are placed in front
of the congregation just within the chancel, where there is a very good melodion,
until there are funds to procure an organ to be set up in a chamber under the tower
on the north-side of the chancel. The font is at the north-western door.

MR. GAVILLER'S CHALLENGE.

—

At the late annual meeting of the Church Society, held ic this city, Alexander
Gaviller Esq., of Tecumseth, in seconding a resolution, in a short but excellent
speech, which elicited much applaunse, illustrated the benefits of systematic
cooperation, by instauncing the amount of work accomplished at a logging bee. His
familiarity with the toils of & new settlement enabled him to speak fron experience.
It wase customary, he said, in his neighbourhood at these gatherings to assign to
overy teamster and his yoke of cattle, four able hands to aid in building the log
heagf,dand whero all were smart fellows, it was surprising how much log rolling they
could do.

To give poiat te his address, with his usual liberality, he threw out a challenge to
those present to try o turn at logging in the cause of missions., As it required £60
per annum to enable our destitute brethren in new settlements tosecure the services
of a Missionary, he was there with his team, (for on such occasions he always drove
them himself) and if four willing hands would unite with him, with God’s blessing,
they might open a New Mission.

The following morning, John Carter, Esq, and another gentleman of this city,
expressed their readiness to raise £10 each, if the whole amount could be secured.
The proposition is too good and generous to be lost sight of and we hope soon to
hear, that the amountrequired is made up: and that some, now, destitute neighbour-
hood, will do its part towards securing the services of a Miszionary, by forwarding
to the Mission Board, an application for a missionary, accompanied by the usual
guarraateo.

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REPORT OF THE PENETANGUISHENE PAROCHIAL BRANCH OF THE
CHURCH SOCIETY, 26rn OF JANUARY, 1863.

In referring to tho operations of this Brauoch of the Church Society, your com-
mittee have the satisfaction of stating, that since our last meeting this Parish has
been cnabled to raise the sum of $400 towards the salary of an assistant clergyman;
and tbis desirable result has been brought about by the zeal and diligence of the
two churcbwardens in soliciting subscriptions, and by the readiness with which tho
wembers of our Church have responded to tbeir call.  Your committeo would fur-
ther beg leave to mention thot tho ohurchwavdens have (as far as this mission is
concerned) completed the business by becoming suroties to the Church Socioty for
the payment of tho above mentioned sum. .

Your committee bave next to state the amount of the snnual subscriptions of this
Parochial Branch of the Church Society for the last year, and also the proceeds of
the annual sermons for special purposes.

The annual subscriptions amounted to $62 18, whick was transmitted to the
parent society for missionary purpeses,

Having now stated the oplrations of this branch ns connected with the parent
society, your committeo will briefly report on matters more immediately connected
wjth this mission in regard to church objects.

The offertory collections of last year amounted to $70.68. Out of these collections
the expenses connected with the church are defrayed, such as the payment of the
sexton, firewood, &¢., and the overplus has been expended on the parsonage house.

There was expended last year on the parsonage house $79 50.

Your committee have the satisfaction of stating that the amount raised in this mis-
sion for church purpeses is much larger than in any former year; for including
their labilities to the parent society in regard to tho salary of (erpected) assistant
clergyman it amounts to more than $600.

In concluding their report, the committee beg leave to remind the members of the
church that something still remains to be done to make the parsonuge house o fit
and convenient residence for the expected clergyman ; and therefore suggest that it
would be well (as soon as the season will allow) to employ some of the time which
may elapse beforo his arrival in finishing the parsonage house, and also enolosing
part of the land immediately adjoining it, to give an air of comfort and respecta-
bility to the premises.
