J have not had
much time to think about myself. I have clasped
tho hand of the bride; spoken words of comfort
and consolation to bereaved ones ; taken the con-
fession of men and womon who vowed oternal
allogiance to the God of heaven; and all within a
month. My last notes wero written at Montague,
I closed my meeting of threo weeks with fiftean
additions by baptism, had the weather been fine
thero might have been more, but 1 am in hopes in
the noar futuro to again visit thom and soe others
confessing the Saviour. Bro. Emery was present
on two Lord’s days. He has been with tho church
about five years, and has won a place in the hearts
and affections of the people. Mg home was made
with sgistor Isabolla Stowart. a woman noted for her
carncstness and love for the work of her Master,
Her husband was also a dovoted follower of Christ,
but he has laid down his armour and now waites
the summons to rise and put on an immortal body
On tho last Monday in Septembor, T bade them all
good-bye, hoping and praying that tho Lord would
bless and keep the church in Montague faithful to
tho end.

Ré was delizghtod at
the resnlt of my visit tn Montague, his best wishes
go with this church and the ono at East Paint.

DY HIRAM WALLACE.

(Continued from last month).

When the thirteen colonies were subject to Groat
Britain, they were under the laws of that empire ;
but when they declared and secured their indepen-
dence, which of thoso laws woro they under? That
abligation under which they had been held was now
dead to them, But all the morals laws of England
were made binding by the authority of the United
States. Josus says, ‘‘ Tho Sabbath was made for
man, and not man for the Sabbath. Therefore the
Son of man in Tord aleo of the Sabbath.” Mark it:
27. Ho possessed the right to remove it, that its
‘place might bo taken by a day of greater signi.
ficanco

But man needs o rest day, a day of precious
memoties, Has tho church such a day? Howdid
it come? By whom was it given, and for what
purpose 1 These are questions of wuch interest to
us. In Rev. 1: x, we read, ‘I was in the spirit on
the Lord's Day.” There was therofore in John's
time, a second day bearing upon it that sacred
name. As it has been-claimcd that this-veforred to
the Sabbath, lot us examine the subject closely.
Notice the following poiuts :

1. In all of the many r ferences to the mentions
of the Sabbath, the phrase *‘Lord's Day * is never
used,

2. I havo shown that the old covenant with its
Sabbaths had passed away, and therefore there was
no day in legal force to which the phrasa could
properly be applied, while the first day was then
and boforo that time, boing observed.

3. The designation Lord’s Day, points to Christ
and the time when he had all authority in heaven
and on earth. Peter says, ‘‘ He has made- this
same Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and
Christ.” He is Lord of all, Jesus quoted from
David, **The Lord asid to my Lord, sit on my
right hand till I make thy oncmies my footstool.””
Paul says, ‘“Tho Lord himself shall descond:from
heaven with a shout, ete.” The Lord’s Day, then,
is Christ’s day, standing in significant relation to
Him in & sense in which the Sabbath never atood.

4. The early Christians applied the phrase to the
first day of the week, not to the sevonth. Euso-
bius, in his Ancient Ecclesiastical History says,
“From the beginuning, the Christians met on tho
lirat day of the week, called by them the Lord’s
Day.”

Thero is abundant proof that this day has been
kept from apostolic times by tho church. Justin
Murtyr was & disciple of Polycarp, who was a dia-
ciple of the apostle John, Ris wordsare:  On
Sunday, al] Christians in the city or country meet
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together, becausc it is the day of the Lord's vesur-
rection.” This shows on what day Christians meet
to worship Ged, This cannot be said ot a company
of worshipers in Hoaldsburg and other places at
present.

Pliny, who was persecuting the Ohristians in
Asia Minor under authority from Trajan, wroto
about the year 106 A. D, to the omperor, telling
him ho# the peoplo met on a certain day to wor-
ship and attond to a kind of feast, in memory of
Him whom they worshiped. The lottor is very
interosting and agrees with the tostimony of Justin
and others,

Androws, tho historian of the Seventh Day
Adventists, aays, ** It does not appear that Justin
and others at Rome, who held with him in dootrino,
paid the slightest regard to the auciont Sabbath.”
He speake of it as abolished — pp. xxxiii, 36, Tho
American Enoyolupedia says of Justin, ¢ He was

" one of the earhiest and most learned writers of the

Christian chuech,” Noandor says, * Churches con-
sisting of Jewish convorts, although they received
the festival of Sunday, rotained also that of the
Sabbath for three conturies,”

Moshoum says, ¢ The soventh duy of the weok
was also observed, not by Christians in genoral,
but by such churches as were principally composed
of Jewish converts.”

I gquote fiom a recent writer the following :
¢ Whilo there was some difference of opinion about
the duty to keop the Sabbath, thero was none as to
tho observance of Sunday. Not one line of dis-
cussion, objectivn, protest, or even doubt as to the
duty of obssrving Sunday, can be found in all the
writings of the firat three covturies, whether by
orthodox or beretic, Catholic or Greck, Jow or
Lontile, eastern or westorn Christians. All agresd
in honoring Sunduy, whatever olse they disagreed
about. I know this is ao, for I have read every
line they wrote on the subject.” Evon Eider
Androws, while writing in defence of Sabbath
keeping, says: ‘ These fathera who hallowed the
Sabbath do generally associate with it the festival
called by them the Lord's Day.

Th-se Anto-Nicene fathers are very definite in
their teachinyg as to the day to be sacredly observed.
Burnabas writes, ‘° We joyfully celebrate the
oighth day in mewory of the resurrection.” Igna-
tiue says, ¢ He would have us honor this day of
the reaurrcction, as the first and most oxcellent of
the days.” Now lot us ruad Acts xx: 7. *‘ And
on the firat day of tho week when the disciples

‘ came together to break bread, Paul preached unto

them.” So says Paul to the Corinthian church,
¢ On the first day of the weck, let each of you lay
by him in store as the Lord has piospered him.”
These show that it was the day of mneeting, broak-
ing bread, and providing for the poor under apos-
tolic teaching,

But we often hear the question, *‘ If the day is’

of divine appointment, why is there no definite
coamand for its observance?"”
law or command or teaching for ths guidance of the
church in those days? In Heb. 11 4, Paul says,
¢ By falth Abel offered unto God a more excellent
sacrifico than Cain,” yet you can find no law for
sin offerinps for twenty-five hundred years aftor
that time. Did Abel do an act in faith without
any law of sacrifico? Yon may say, *‘ The law
must have been given waich requires the act.”
Very well. So when we find men keeping Sunday
in tho presence and with the sanction of inspired
men, we say they must havo been divinely directed
in this observance, We must always remember
that an apostolic precedent has all the force of a
divine command. I believe, howaver, that we will
bottor kesp, beitor underatand, and better eujoy
the Lord's Day if we view it from a higher emiuenca
than that of command, which may he the roason
why 86 littlo is directly commanded respectirg it.
It is to us the day of faith rather than of law ; the

But was thers no

day of glad associations and precious memaries.
Faith takes us to Joseph’s temb and shows us the
oponed sepulchre and our risen Lord, and while wo
gaze wo are reminded that

Death and the grave unite their force
To hold our Lord in vain ;

The sleoping conqueror arose,
And burst their feeblo chain.

Tame indeed would be any statutes in giving
significanco to a day forever hallowed by the grand
ovent which bas brought life and immortality to
licht. But on tho Lord’s Day he sent down the
promiso of His Father to give life to the church
and inspiration to its ministry. On the Lord's Day,
the groat facts of the death, burial and resurrection
of Christ were fitat preached to astonished men and
women. On that day the churoch beeamo a living
body and thousands with glad Yearts came o the
obedionco of the faith. With all theso precious
momorios clustering aroand this sacred day, were
there no other authority, these ars cnough to make
precious and significant our holy day.

I will nct consider Sunday from a political stand-
point. But while it can never become to the unbe-
liever what it is to the Christian, there are woighty
roasons I think, why it should bo to this nation
ond to all nations a universal day of rest.

But how should it be kept by the church of (3od ?
1t cannot properly be made a day of business, labor
or pleagure, because

1. Its nature, design and significanco forbids
that. While the regulations and restrictions of
of the Sabbath do not apply to it, it is evident that
its advantages ave found in its religious observan-
ces, The associations of the day are purely of a
toligious character. In order that our minds and
hearts may be in unison with these, our thoughts,
words and deeds must bo spiritual., In an impor-
tant sense we must * Bo in tho Spirit on the
Lord’s Day.”

2. It becomes to the Christian his day of reat.
Ho has no other. The Ssbbath bas passed awsy
but of the Lord’s day he can sing :

Sweot is the day of sacred rest,

No mortal cares shall seizo my breast ;
O may my heart in tune be found,
Like David's harp of solemn sound.

3. The Lord's Day has always, since its firat
observance, been tbe day of religions assemblies.
The meeting together of the membership of the
church has always been an important factor in its
life and growth. Should ths church cease to
hallow the day that has been from apostolic times,
the day of public worship, she will soon cease to
continue ‘ Steadfast in the apostles’ teaching, the
followship, the breaking of bread, and the prayers.”

You
doubtless imagine that David was thinking of one of
those balky brutes on his father's farm when he
wrole the text, Iar more likely he was thinking
of Joah—in comparison with whom the most ub-
stinate of theso early acquaintances was pliability
itself.

Thore are mules and mules, All have the same
character; but thereis a diversity of outward forms,
Sumo are horizontal, other are perperdicular,
Some walk on four feet, and some on two. Usu-
ally, however, they do not walk at all, but stand
very still,

Not a fow theso animals are found browsing on the
touder grass within tho onclosure of the Christian
church, They ave casily discovered, In fact thore

is no need to discover them, for they soon make
their presence felt. The mule, whatever inay be
his outward form, is an obstructionist. He is
tenacious of his own apinions. He will have his own
way, or ho will stand still, and make dverything

and eoverybody stand atill with him, if possible,.

Lucky enough if he does not letfly with his heels,
and pulverize all objects within reach.

Obstinate? An obstructionist? O, no! ho does
not intend to be either. He is vory ¢ conscien-
tious,” And unfortunately he has edopted that fam-
lisr definition of “‘conscientious,” namely, ¢ Somes
thing within me which ‘I won’t.'” There is
nothing light or frivolous about him, Ho makes
overything a matter of conscience; and when others
diffor from him, it is always because thef are lens
earnest and conscientious than himsolf.

When bis mind is made up, ho is immovable,
Argument and porsuasion are alike wasted upon
him. He usually plants his feot firmly on one or
two soripture toxts which scem to substantiute his
position, and from theso ho will not budge an inch,
You may quote a dozen in rofutation, but he will
throw them all aside, and stand on those he has
choson. It is indeod fortunste when the rest of
the team can move on, and leave himn standing
thero alono in his glory, like Lot's wifo on the
shore of tho Dead Sea. oo often hy gets between
ths shafls; and then, when he comes to a stand-
atill, the rest must halt with him till ho is ready to
movo on, or is taken to his roward. Many  church
in our land to-day is standing absolutely still, and
has made no progress for years, simply because
thero is & mule somewhere in tho team; perhaps
he is in the pulpit, perbaps in the pows.

We can all of us agsume this character on occa-
sion. It is one of the strongest points in favor of
Professor Darwin’s theory, that there aeems to
bo in almost every member of the human family
some remaining trace -of the ancestral mule,
Nothing ismore easy than to persuade ourselves that
any'point which we desire to carry is a matter of
conscience. ‘‘1 feel impelled to do thus or e,
therefore, I ought,” is a common syllogism. We
ofton mistake obstinancy — in ourselves — for
moral courage, proper firmness, decision of char-
acter, or some other commondable quality — so
nearly are vices rolated to virtues. When unwel-
come advice is offered to us, wo thrust it aside, and
imagine ourselves to be miniature Martin Luthers,
determined to enter Worms though there were as
many devils as tiles upon the housstops, Or wo
fancy that we are but repeating the ** Get thos
behind me, Satan,”” of the Master, Very fro-
quently we should find & more accurate likeness in
Rehoboam, who forsook the counsel of the old men,
the wisest and safest advisers in the realn,

Decision of character snd firmness of purpose
are very desirable qualities in the Christian. ‘The
church of the present day ueeds men with inde-
pendent minds and strong, siraight backbone, men
who dare to say *‘ No " clearly and earnestly. She
needs men like Joshua and Daniel and Faul, who

-can withstand temptation, and even the false per-

suasion of friends. But we must beware, lest with
the backbone we develop a tail and long ears,

“ Be not as the . . . . mule,"” — Rev, ‘Qeorge
H., Hubbard, in Sunday School T'imes.

EDITORIAL.

PRAYING ¥OR PREACHERS.
Brethren pray forus. I Thes. v:95.

This is the earnest ontreaty of the apostle Paul,
On diffarent occasions he urges his brethren to
pray for him, With himself hu now includes
others, saying: ¢ Pray for us,”

He besought his brathren 1n Rome for the Lord
Jesus’ sake, and for the love of the Spirit, to strive
together with him in prayers to God for him (Romw.
v:30.) He asked the Ephesians to pray for him
that atterance be given him to boldly deciare the
gospal tnystery (Ep. vi:0.) Ho desired the Colos-
sians and the Thessalonians to pray for him that a
door might be vpened to him, and that the word of
God might have free course, ote.

All this shows the extrome anxiety of the apostle
to avo the piiyers of the brethren mingle with
his own at the throne of graco. He felt vastly
more the need of their prayers than he dQid of
their means for his temporal support, not because

*| from corrupting the gospel, and make him more,

he was entirely oblivious of the latter, but bocause
he remombered the words of the Lurd Jesus.
“ Svok ye first tho Kingdom of God and hia
righteousness and all there shall be added unto
yon.” He knew by experience ‘ both to abound
and suffer need,” and felt how blessed it was to
have kind friends from a distance sending to his
necessities, becauso he desired fruit that might
abound to their account evon more than the sup-
ply of his own wants. Mo calls such fruits “an
odor of a sweot smell, a sacrifice accoptable, woll
pleasing to God; adding that God would supply all
their wants from the riches of Josus. Yet we sol-
dom hear him allnding to his own support, When
Jesus took him into his partnership he gave him a
charge like this: Give the best enorgies of your
heart and life to me and fo my affairs, and 1 will
direct the brethren to attend o your tomporasl
wants; and althongh brethren sometimes wero
negligent in this matter, Paul still gave his best
energies to his great work. To supply his own
wonts and that of othors ho could snmetimog make
tents, but could on no account give up the gospel
ministry. The havdness he endured only fitted
him the better for His service who, foc the juy set
before him, endured the cross. Having the pro-
mise and presenco of Jesus he learned in whatever
stato ho was therewith to be content,

But we might wonder why one with all the
apostle’s advantages should so urgently meed the
prayers of others. Heo was well acyuainted with
the Jewish scriptures and Jowish questions, and
not ignorant of Greek philosophy. He had miracles
to enforce his mission; could heal with a touch,
aud smite his encmies with blinduess. Besides all
this, he was confident of the divine puwer of the
gospel to save overy believer. Why then did he
feel so much need of the brethren's prayets? The
apostle atill felt himself very inadequate for his
great work and high respnsibilities. At that time
the Now Testament was not published, and the
people had not the gospel in their hands. Jesus
had committed the gospel to the apustles, and they
were to give it to the world. * That troasure was
in earthen vesssls, and they were the stewards of
the mysterios of God. Wu cannot conceive how
numerous and how strong the temptations were
for the apostles to alter, and thereby corrupt, the
gospel 80 as to suit the tastes of men. The Greoks
would plead with them to add some of their
favorite philusophy, and promise them groat
success. O, said the Jows, just put in circum-
ciaion with the gospel, and behuld the multitudes:
you would thereby bring to Christ. Thuse who
now follow you from ecity to city nke hungry,
w ldves would eagerly follow as rejuicing disciples,,
and you would reach and save many Jews, Who.
but God could at all tines preserve the apostle;
than conquorer? Who olse could put.this sung of.
trinmph in his mouth when ¢ ready to bo offered *:
1 have kopt the faith " The extreme difficulty.
of keeping the guspel pure from human corruptions
ever since it has been cloarly written down in the:
Biblo may suggest the hardship of keeping it pure:
before it was thus written. ** Who is sutlicient for’
these things 1 but our sufliciency is of God.” Thoy-
who were so entirely dependant on Gud needed.

2. The apostlo needed divine wisdom to choose.
his field of labor. He was once so anxious to
preach the gospel in Jerusalem that even after the
Lord had told him to leavo as they would not re-
coive it from him, ho hegan to urge and argue tl.o
mattor until he was poremptorily commanded to
depart {Acts xxii:17-21 ) At another time he pur-
posed to go intn Bithynia, but the Spirit suffored
him not (17:7.) When about to leave Coriuth the
Lord told him to remain, for he had much people
in that city (Acts xviii: 9-10.) No doubt Pau!

wished to labor whoroe it would be in vain for him-

to preach, while athora in the same place would be
successful, and othor fields waited for him to roap
tho harvest. He uceded the Lord to guide him in
this vespect, and for such guidance ho and others
prayed. Other proachors slso need the divine
guidanco in these matters, for whilo the Lord ap-
peared to Paul and told him whete to preach and
where not, thoy havo to watch the oponiug of his
providence, and ecarnestly strive and pray to bo
guided according to his will,

3. The apostles, like other men, were linble to
be overcume with trouble, ‘This troublo was so
intonse at ono time that they had tho sentonce of
dosth in themsolves that thoy should only trust in
God, who raigeth the dead, and delivered them
from so great a death, and thoy trusted he would
yet deliver them, while the Corinthians helpod
them by their united prayers ( . Cor. i:8, 11.)
In the second chapter he tells of his great grief in
not meoting Titus at Lroas, He expected to hoar
from Titus the fato of his first lettor to the Cor-
inthian church, But not meeting him ho was
so overcome that he left Lroas, whero a door was
oponed of the Liord for him to preach, and rashed
with streaming eyes toward Macodonia (ii:12, 13,
and vii:6, 7.) Amidst all theso tronbles it is not
surprising that the apostle so earnestly sought the
sympathy and prayers of his beloved brethren. It
comforted htw 1 the mudst of all his grief to know
that others felt and prayed to God for him,

4, Nothing is more natural than for thoso who
have thomselves underatood the plan of salvatioa,
and found forgiveness through the blood of the
cross, to long for an oppostunity to tell others of
the love of God, and to expect others to come to
tho same Saviour, that they may rejoice together,
But whon they are disappointed in this, and find
some entirely indifferent 1n the matier, and othors
through prejudice determinedly opposed to them,
rogarding them as dangerous deceivers, and spurn-
ing them as thoir worst onomies. How sad, in-
deed, is this dwappointment! O, how they wish
they could show them their mistake and convince
of the love of Josus! Who can bear them up
under this trouble but the same kind friend who
saved themselves? Who can givo thom wisdom
but God ?

Paul does not ask hia brethren to pray that he
might be relieved from any of ‘the long list of in-
tonse hardships or cruel persecutions he enume-
rates in the 11th of IJ. Corinthians. No, indeed;
for none of those things moved him. Ho only
mentioned thoms to cut off occasion from falso
apostles, and to show that God honored him by
theso sufferings as highly as ho did any apostle.
He wished them to pray for an open door to preach
tho gospel — that utterance might be given him to
preach, and that wicked men might fail to take his
life until his grand work was done. He wanted to
speak boldly and wisely, 8o that he might with
more power prevail on men to embrace the Saviour,
angd that ho might warn and teach every man in all
wisdom, so that they might be perfect in Chriat.

Brotkron, Paul has finished his course and kept
the faith, and will certainly receive a crown of
rightoousness. Yon caunot pray for him., But
othors are laboring to hold before the dying the
same gospel which was committed to his trust,
Do they need an open door? Are there not as
many adversaries as in Paul's-day? Do they need
utterance? Do they uced wisdomm ? Do they need
overything from God? Are you praying together
with these brothren to God for them? You feql
glad to hear of their success. You are helping to
focd and clotho thom.and their familios while they
aro preaching the gospel to the lost. But are you
earnestly praying for them? Please don't.lay this
cavolessly aside; but while the Judgo is standing
bofore tho door sk yourself the question: Am I
earnestly praying for those who are preaching ‘the
gospel 7 '
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ONCE MORE.

Allow me, Bro. editor, tu say a fow more words
on majorities, and I will promise you nover to mar
the columns of THE CHRISTIAN again with this
question.

Jpoed look at the lato revelation of tho cause of

there were nine churches now there is only one !
It is aald that this ‘‘ majority rule” is not

"to say, but awfully hard to believe. W find that

.in the apostles’ days, when the church needed

deacons, it was left with the church to chose thom,
The apostles, no doubt,
might haye chosen them, but thoy boing Dleased
with good common sense did not consider it beat
to choose thom in that way. It was, therefore,
After the
deacons were chosen the apostles laid their hands
on them. Other places could bo produced where
suck like work was left to tho church and not tq-

the few. 1f a ohurch to-day needs a doacon he is
choen in like manner — after tho apostolic ordor.
Let the preachor or older arrogate the right, or
prerogative, to attend to this kind of work without
the wieh or judgment of the church, and very soon
he would be :invited to step duwn and out. I am
safe in saying, wo have no such churches among us
in these Provinces who would atcop to any such
folly. Our elders are men with good senso in their
heads and tha love of tho cause in their hearts.
Tet an eldor toach or introduce somothing that
others thought unseriptural, and sece how quickly
he would be branded ‘‘unsound " an'd unfit for
his position. This shows very clearly that those
who are claiming the elders should * rule” want
themselves to be the judges of how they should
rulo and of what is right and seriptural, [t is trué
that the elders are to rule, but not as lords over
God’s heritage but as tho servants of the church,
and in porfect harmony with the church.

Anothor donial of a fact as plain as the shining
sun is, that our schools are not governed bya
majority. While it is true that tho childron have
nct a part in the government, it is not true that
the school is uot govorned by a majority. How
did Mr. A. got his school? By a majority of the
trustees, two were for him and one against him.
How did the trustees got their appointment? By
o majurity of the school moeting, ete., etc. Let
tho teacher violato tho laws that are laid down,,
and he will soon find out that the school is ruled
by a majority, It is necdloss to say more 1 reply
to these denials that the achools and governments |.
are controlled by majorities, as the mere child can.
sco that the statoments lack ¢ the essential ele-
ment.” It is an unfortunate woakness, however,
to assume that the majorities in our churches are
boys and girls, in order to bring an odium upon
wajorities. Nothing could ba farther from the
truth, And what is still weaker, not to uwse a
stronger term, is to insinuate that our young men
and women in the churches are * frivolous,”
‘“jgnorant,”  ‘‘vain,” ¢light-top,” ¢ fickle,”
“ worldly,” ‘of unborn graces and ungrown
piety,” ‘*and from the Babylonish camp.” 1
exceedingly regrot that any young pcople are the
subjoects of such implacable disgust. Lot us sing,
brethren, ‘¢ Hark, from the tomb a doleful sound."”
How can any one help being in the dark who sits
in such a shadow? But we will leave this dark
picture with the old trite saying, * that whoever
accuses others of corruption will be sure to con-
vict only one.” Let me scatter a little wheat
among this chaff by giving my experience among
our young people. I have been among all our
ohurches in these Provinces, and. kuow our young
people well, and I can trutbfully say, they are
worthy the respect and confidonce of the churches;
and as we said in the October CaristiaN: *f Our
hearts rejoice over the noble band of young men
and women who aro so graudly filling the places of
those who are drepping out of our ranks,” Our
Bro., W. S. Freeman, who wrota so concisely on
““ majoritics ”’ is one of our young men, who is an
honor to his profession and to the church. Our
troubles, and innovations, and corruptions do not
come from our young brothren, but from those
who have lost the purity and piety of their
youth,

Weo lovk firat at the commission, in whioh
wo find the commandment: ‘‘Go into Awn the
world and proach the gospal to ewcry oreature.”
This commandmont is second to nono in the
‘* direotions given to the churches.,” To. neglect
this is & manifest departure from ** the {aith.” To
give our attention to only a portiou, and a very
sinall portion, of the world is to ignore the plain
teaching of the Bible, as it ia into ArL the world
the gospol is to be sont and not a part of it. Here,
then, ia ono essential truth that should be most
earnestly contended for, lest wo depart from the
faith, 1t becomes us to bo very careful that wo
keop tho commandments before we counderan
another, a8 it was only the man who was not guilty
who was alluwed to throw the stone.

Wo also find in the dircctions which govern our
own OChristian life tho imnportant duties of love,
patienco and kindness. We are commanded to
‘ put away ovil speaking;” ¢ to apeak evil of. no
man;” ‘“to bo of tho sume mind;” ‘““to let the
miod be in us that was in Christ Jesus;” *“ not to
judge ono another;” ‘‘ to bo kindly affectioned oue
to another;” *‘to be honest in the sight of all
men;”’ *“to follow peace with a}] men, snd holiness
without which no man shall seo the Lord.” The
apostlo assures us that hatred and variance, and
strife, and divisions, and such like are works of
the fiesh; and that those who do these things shall
not inherit the Kingdom of Heaven. We cannot
.be too earnest in contending for tlfese essential
principles of the faith of the gospel 1t will never
do for us to destroy the 12th chapter of Romaus in
our contentions for the 2ad chapter of Acts.

While we see the need of defendiug the truth,
wo geo also juat as great a need of comstruction.
We lose sight of the important difference botween
defending the truth aud establishing it. 'Nehe-
miah’s men defended their position and built the
walls of the city. Our defepce of the.truth is
worthless unless we are bunilding up tho cause of
God. We need, therefore, to sprak-tho truth, and
live the truth. Some one has said that *‘ he who
gives good advice huilds with one hand and he
who gives good advice and good exampl\p builds
with both hands; but ho who gives good advice and
poor example builds with ono hand and pulla dawn

Let us build with boih hands. Wo muqti;l;pvo
the gospel in onr hearts, apd in our words, and, jn
our looks as well 3s in our heads, IV is when the
“world can see and feel the beatitndes of Christi:
anity that they will acgept jt. .May we loye. the
truth, and defend it, and live it, with head, heart,
hand, pockot, and not spend our time in steadying
the Lord’s ark.” .

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That faith is a condition of salvation, and cno
that God requires of mon, is too ovident to admit of
diversion, Again, let it be obsorved just here,
that if God requires ua to boliovo it is bocause he
has endowed us with the necessary facultios, and
given us, at the same timo, the must reliable tosti-
mony concerning - the things he would have us
beliove.  The vory fact that God requires us to
have faith, or to beliove, should be suflicient evi-
dence that wo have the nccessacy faculties to
believe, or havo faith, is ovident from tho words
of Josus in answer to those who asked: ** What
ehall wo do that we might work :he works of
God?" He answered: **This is the work of God, that
ye believe on himn whom he hath sent.” Andit1s
aleo evidont that man, haviug the ability to believe,
is held responsiblo for his unbelief; for, in speak-
ing of his rejection by the Jews, Josus says: ¢ If
I had not come and spoken unto them they had
pot had sin;” but now,” ho adds, ** thuy have no
oloak for their sins,” Again, Jesus says: ** Verily,
verily, I say unto you, he that heareth my word,
and believeth on him that sent me, hath eveorlast-

“ing lifo, and shall not como into condemnation,”

This people had heard his words and seon wmany of
hiz mighty works, but they would not beheve;
hence their ““ condemoation.”

What was true of those to whom our Lord spoke

How
important, then, that we should examine ourselves

-to 8eo ** whother we be in the faith.”® What, then,

is this faith, so essential to our eternal interests ?
This question can only be answered in tho light of
God's word. From the teaching of the Bible we
learn that there are three things necessary to faith.
1st. We must have the capacity to believe. 2nd.
We must have the testimony or the words which we
are to hear. 3rd. There must be an object upon
which our faith shall rest. Take away either of these
and there can be no faith. As well may we expect
to see without the eye, tho organ of sight, as to
oxpeot to believe if wo have not the necessary
faculty to believe. And no matter how strong the
sight may be, there can be no vision without the
light. So with our faith. Unless there is the
testimony of God’s word, the only light the world

" ‘has on tho groat question of man’s salvation by

faith, no matter how strong our faculties, there
oan be no faith. How true, as the apostle Pau!
says: ‘‘ How shall they bulisve in him of whom
they have not heard 1’ And again: ¢ So faith
comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of
God;” which is saying ** that faich comes by hear-
ing the word of God.” With this also agree the
words °f the apostle John. In giving his reason
for writing his testimony concerning Christ, he
says: ‘° And many other signs truly did Jesus in
the presence of his diaciples, which are not written
in this baol;; but these are writton that yo might
believe.” With this, tou, agree the practice and
tostimony of the apostles. They did the preach-
ing, and the people did the hesring and believing,
How can they believe unless thoy hear, *and how
qan they hear without a preacher,”

Having the capacity to bolieve and the nacessary
testimony, the word of God, the question is; What
shall we believe 7 In order ta a perfect sight we
must have not only the eye, the organ of sight. and
tho light, but wo must also have an object upon
‘which to look. So, also, in order to faith. We
must not only have the faculty to beliove and the
testimony, but we must have the objoct upon which
our faith is to rest. Upon this question the word
of God is very clear, ** Belicve on the Lord Jesus
Christ and thou shalt bo saved ” is the testimony
of the Spirit. ‘God so0 loved the world that he
gave his only begotten Son, that whosover bo-
lioveth in him should not perish but have everlast-
ing life.” John, also, when he said ho had
€ wriftep thesp things that yo might believe,” told
us in the same verse just what wo aro to believe,,

viz., ¢ that Jesus is the Christ the Son of God,
and that bLelieving yo may have life through his
name.” From these and other scriptures that
might be quoted, it is evident that tho object of
the faith that justifies is Jusus tho Churist the Son
of God. Thus, with the facultics with which God
has provided us, and by the light of the precious
word of God, we are able tu boliove with all our
hearts that Jesus is the Christ; and believing this
we have “ power to becomo tho sons of God,"
Only such as beliove on the name of Christ have
the power to become sons of God. Wo one can
come to God unless they believe; and we must
cume to him in order to b his ohildren. Wo con-
clude, then, from all these scriptures that to hear
the testimony of the word of God concerning
Christ, aud to understand it, and beliove with all
our heart that Jesus is the Christ the Son of God,
18 the faith by which we may be justified and find

puace with God.

SEED SOWING.

—

A paper read before the meeting for Bible reading st Port
Williams, N, S., Qctober 19, 1890, by Miss TiLLIE STEVEYS.
Sowing seed is a very simple ast in itself, yot
thero are three things neceseary in the act: First,
wo must have soil; second, seod; ard, third, a
sower.

In the parable of the sower, related by the three
evangolists, Mathew, Mark and Luke, we have fuur
different results from seed-sowing. ** Wher he
sowed, some seeds fell by the way side, and the
fowls of the air devoured it; some fell on stuny
gronnd where it had not much earth, and imme-
diately it sprang up, becauee it had ao depth of
earth, but when the sun was up it was scorched,
and because it had nc root it withered away; and
some fell among thorns, and the thorns grow up
and choked it, and it yielded no fruit; and others
foll on good ground, and did yiold fruit that sprang
up ond increased, and brought forth, some thirty,
aund some sixty, and some an hundred.”

Obsorve that the good involves no difference in
the original character of the soil. It is the same;
but & part is troddeun, part is of shallow depth, a
third part is infested with weed-seeds, while the
last is deep, soft and free from woeds. Now, soil
is the pulverized rock. Then, how importaut that
the hard soil be lovsened, the rock beneath the
surface soil be broken up, and the weed-seeds up-
rooted before the seed bo sown. Otherwise we
can receive no fruit.

Seeing, then, that we have good soil, we must
next look to the seed. Is it good and of the right
kind ? For instauce, if we want a crop of wheat
1t will not do to sow oats or barley, but we must
sow whoat. If we were to leave the seed lying in
the granary it would not produce any fruit. It
needs a sower, and the best to be found. Of
courso, ons who has spent a Nfe time in sowing
seed might be hottor fitted for the work than one
who has never sown; but one wan counld rever sow
the many fields which surround the earth.

The seed which Jesus refers to in the parable
was the Word of God, which .4 sown in the heart as
the husbandman casts his seed in the ground., In
I. Pot. i: 23, the word is called an incorruptible
seed, which livelh and abideth forever. It begets
in the goul an abiding life which shall continue fer-
over. It is the efficient and suflicient producer of
spiritual lifo and fruit. The word needs no more
energizing than the seed, It only needa receptive
soil, snd havivg it, will surely do its work., If the
word of God be the seod, every acatterer of that
precious seed must bo called a suwer. The sower
was, primarily, Jesus himnself; but, subsequontly,
the apostles; and, as tho ages roll on, all those who
soek to plant in human hearts the word of God.
1In.all cagos described in the -parable the sower is

the same, whilo the rosult ia entirely difforent.
Then the whole diffcronco must depend on the
different statos of the hurean heart.

*¢ When any ono heareth the word of tho kingdom
and understandeth it not, then comoth the wicked
one and catcheth sway that which was sown iu tho
heart.” Tho heart had beon se irodden by evil
passions, indulged in sin, careless indifference, that
it beoomne ns marble to the lwpact of the seed, 1t
cannot penotrate; hence, makes no impromsion
thore, but lies loosely on the surface until satan,
fearing thoy may believe and be saved, finds somo
frivolons subject to draw off the attention, and it
is gono without one step being takon heaven-
ward,

He that recoivoth tho seed into stony places, the
same is ho that hearoth the word, and anon, with
joy receiveth it: yet, hath ho no root in himaelf
but endureth for a while; for, when tribulation or
persecution ariseth baecauso of the word, or the
trials whioh their now profession bring upon them,
quickly dries up their relish for the ‘truth, and
withers all the hasty promises of fruit which thoy
had shown. Their natures are too frivolous, and
have no root worth mentiontng. They believe for
a while, and do a limited amount of service, and
then are gono until the next protracted meeting
comes, when seed again falls into the excitablo soil,
produces s sickly plant which is soon dead, and so0
it-goes on.

He also that recoived sced among the thorus is
he that heareth the word, and the care of this
world, and the deceitfuluess of riches clioké the
word, and bocometh unfruitful. Good impressivhs
'have been made, and of some depth, but the-weary
burden of providing for-the present life is a‘thorn.
They allow themselves to think they can'do notking
for Christ becauso they have -s0 much to ‘do fur
themselves und their families, Others, agaii1, have
the care of accumulating wealth., When-weiith
comes it brings now temptatious. ~ Associations are
likely to be with those who-are-not Christians, and
thoy learn to sacrifice fidelity to the .demands of
society. I donot mean to say that tho Ohristian
should not have plensure, and that it is a 8in to o
happy; but just the reverse. We should niot only
be happy ourssives, but strive to make otheisso;
but refrain from thouse pleasures which -have a
tondency {0 woan us from Chriat.

Finally, he that receiveth seed into the guod
ground is he that heareth the word and wuuder-
standeth it, which also beareth fruit -and brinygeth
forth, some thirty, some sixty, and some oneg-hin-
dred. The murked difference in the capacity’of
men is that indicated by s three-fuld division,
The good and honest hearts which -hear, -heed,
accopt and hold fast, are by no means equal in
ability to bear; and Gud will hold them responsible
only according to that ability. If you can only
boar thirty, do so and receive God's blessing, - If
you can bear a hundred, thank God “fur thy
.glorions capucity and bear thom; but think not to
deceive Giod with the thirty which might have been
a hundred,

My dear brother or sister, to which ¢lass do you
belong ? Has your heart, from wicked and frivilops
thought, grown smooth and hard? Are 'you poor,
and have you no timo for Christ}? Do the labors
of the week make you too fatigued to go to’the
house of God ¢n Sunday? Be caroful, brother,
or sister. Remomber that fruit mpst be brought
to the judgment seat. You who-are rich, what is
your moroy doing for Christ? Are you putting
your goods in his barus, or does it take all.your
timo to take caro of yourself or of what he-has
given youl Only frint, not wealth, can be exhibited
at the judgment seat.

May the Lord help us to bb ip the group which
‘hear, hood, accept, hold fast aud bring fotth ‘fruit
with patience. ** Bo yo doers of the word and not
hoaters only, deluding yourselyes;®
