The purchasersof horse-meat
are exclusively of the poorer classes, but they comprise nine-
tenths of ths consumers of the country. Beef and other first-class
meats cost from 19 to 25¢ per pound in Germany, and are out of
the roach of the average workman, who receives 75 or $1 per
day. The demand for horse meat has grown to such an extent
that it is beginning to be difficult to supply it,and this is where
the opportunity for the American packer comes in,

—Trx feeling in cottonseed oil is much improved and mills
who a week ago would have been glad to accept 1814 cents for
crude are now asking from 19 to 21 in bulk at the mills, accord-
ing to location. There has been some export demand for white

oil with sales at 2934 to 8lc as to brand. Yellow of off-quality
would sell quite readily for export at 25l4e, but holders have
tixed the inside figurc at 26e, with the result that business is
checked. Prime yellow is held at 26% to 27¢ as to seller,” but
buyers views are not above 26¢. Prime crude is scarce on the
spot and holders want 2834 to 24¢ for it,

—'Pue property and limits of the St. Franecis Lumber Co.,
consisting of 214 square miles of government lands and 50,000
acres of private lands and including the Brompton Falls mills,
has been purchased by directors of the Royal Paper Mills Co,,
who contemplate erecting sawmills at East Angus and sawing the
lumber there instead of at Brompton Falls; as they would thus be
ableto uso the slabs and refuse as fuel for the paper mills.

—TuE weekly review of the American crop situation is to the
effect that widespread rains have occurred in tho West lately,
and have afforded much relief, particularly in spring seeding
operations, whtch have been progressing quite favorably. Oats
seeding is well advanced and the indications still favor a full
breadth to be devoted to this crop, as also to corn. The rains
while helpful to wheat, have not removed the condition of un-
certainty which has surronnded thesituation of this crop.

Mr. Johnston’s contention is that
the act precludes the company from applying the carnings of its
roserve luud to the plant or materials and direets them to apply
a portion of these earnings to the annual reduction of the price
of gas. He is secking to show that had it not been for this alleged
misappropriation of funds the consumors would now be paying
about 75 cents por 1,000 feet instead of $1.05, the present price.
The argument will be a prolonged one, as both sides have secured
an array of legal talent,

~=T1 veturus of the revenue for tho month of Mareh show a
falling ofl of $1,011,168 in the income of the Dominjon compared
with March 1894, The total revenue for the nine expired months
of the current fiscal year is $24,553,000, compared with $27,845,
846 in 1894, a fulling off of $3,312,000, Tho total ordinary ex-
penditare for the same period is $28,844,991, compared with $28,-
381,765 in 1804, an increase of $513,000. By adding the decrease
in revenue to the increase in expenditure, there is found a short-
ago of $3,825,000,  When the Provineind subsidies for the hall-
yoar are pald on June 80 the deficit will probably approximate to
$6,000,000.

—Am the mecting of the general sules agents of tho anthracite
coal companies in New York the lollowing prices were agreed

upon, the schedule to take effect immediately :—Grate, $3.85 per
ton; egg, $3.33 per ton; stove, $3.05 per ton; chestout, $3.25 per
ton, These prices show declines as compared with the prices of

CApril, 1804, as follows:—Grate, 15¢; egg, 15¢; stove, 25c; chest-

nut,40c. Western coal prices were fixed at $4.60 for grate and
$4.75 for egg, stove and chestnut per ton net. The prices for
tide-water, while considerably below the last circular, are a good
deitl above prices which have been prevailing. The western
prices are considerably advanced over provious quotations,
amounting in some cases to 50c per ton. The April production
will be 2,600,000 tons, against 2,757,306 in April, 1894.

—Mosr reports are in favor of better prices for wheat. Tt is
now known that although the quality is better than was expected
the wheat crop of Argentina will fall below anticipations, Tho
belief is expressed that the Argentine wheat export surplus will
not reach 4,500,000 quarters, against 7,500,000 quarters last year,
Meanwhile the total shipments from January 1 to Mareh 15 are
1,100,000 quarters, against 1,200,000 quarters last year, so that the
decreased surplus should now begin to make itself felt.

On the 8th of April 1894 the large drygoods
store of L. & W. R, Garnahan was burned. It was insured for
$750,000 in twenty-two companies, The adjusters resisted the
claimon thie ground that the stock was insured fortwice its value
and alleged that the store was set on fire by W. R. Garnahan.
As the trial many witnesses swore to having squeezed coal oil
out of the partly burned goods, it being claimed “that W.R.
Garnahah put the oil over the goods and then fired the store,
The Garnahans contended that the insurance detectives them-
selves poured on the oil, after the fire and then hired people to
discover the traces; and ou this puerile defence the jury decided
in their favor, ’

—TuE Uxbridge Organ and Piano Mfg. Co., Ltd., recorded io
have a paid up capital of $30,000, has Leen in rather siraitened
vircumstances for some time past, When the company was or-
ganized, some few years ago, arrangement was made with the
town for a bonus, which was granted on condition that a certain

number of hands should be kept constantly employed. This con-
dition the company eventually found itsell unable to carry out,
and they have been rumiing atareduction of hands for some time
past. The town at length suedthe company to enforce the con-
tract, the result of which is that the company has arranged
to return $3,000 of the honus. Mr. C. W. Small has secured
the premises, plant and stock, and is about to resume
operations under new and improved counditions, in which his
many friends wish him avery success.

—Last summer a commercial traveller named J. D. Spence
was killed by falling from his buggy. Ile was insured in the
Commerclal Travellers Association for $5,000, who under their
contract with the London Guarantee and Accident company re-
insured him in that company, but did not pay the premium for
nearly a month after they had received it {rom Spence. In the
interim Spence was killed and the company disclainied all re-
sponsiblity as the premium on him had not been paid to them.
The question at issue now is as to how long the association can
hold over the premiums and when the insurance compauy’s lia-
bility begins.

—OwING to the customs regulation which permits American
horses to haul frelght into Canada without duty being charged
on them bLut does not permit them to haul it out again until duty
has heen paid, the odd spectacle of ore waggons crossing the
frontier in British Columbia with four horses haunling and four
others being led behind is of common occurrence. Those led
behind are American citizens. Those working are Canadians,
When the line is crossed they change places.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY REPORT.

We confess to feeling considerable embarrassment in
offering a criticism of the report of the C. P. Railway.
In the first place it is so elaborate there is a danger in
placing it in a condensed, and more readable form, of

passing over, or not giving due weight or prominence
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to some of its minor feabures. There is also a sense of
restraint in dealing with an enterprise of such vast in-
terests, in which all Canadians, to some extent, hold a
share, and the credit of which concerns so deeply the
general financial reputation of this country. It wasa
surprise to many that no delegation of foreign stock or
bond holders was present at the annual meeting on the
3rd inst., as was reporfed there would be.

A careful study of the report leaves an impression of
its being a frank and full exhibit. This is a highly
important point, as the first step to confidence is reli-
ance upon the statements made being complete and
reliable. The directors admit having heen over sangu-
ine, and their calculations having been consequently
not realized. They question their own wisdom in pay-
ing a full half-yearly dividend in August last; and
their reliance upon their resources in the special fand
as helpful for dividend purposes they admit was a mis-
take. An excess of hopefulness which goes no farther
than paying one dividend that might have been with-
held, is not a very heinous offence, though the continu-
ance of such a policy would be. So far then as the
August dividend goes, although yuestionable, the pay-
ment of it will be condoned by the stockholders. In
s0 Tar however as that dividend was made to foreshadow
a succession of equal ones, as some allege was done,
there is fair ground for complaint, which was voiced at
the meeting by Messrs. I'. Wolferstan Thomas and D.
Macmaster. The pith of the report is found in the
following statement of the earnings and working ex-
penses of the road for the last two years.

Taking then the above item of net earnings for 1894
as a starting point, the balance sheet goes on to show
the sum of $333,825 to have been added from interest on
the deposit loans and bonds, making a total of $6,757,-
134, from which is deducted $6,589,370 for fixed charges,
including interest on land bonds, which leaves $167,-
756 as surplus.  But, as further churgesare to be made
for * contingent liabilibies” to extent of $694,487, the
result is a deficiency of $526,731. The balunce sheet
at this point reverts to the previous year as follows :

less, viz., $7.261,213 instead of $7,741,416, and there is
no explanation given for the halance of one year heing
(juoted from one table, and the balance of another from
some other source. A discrepancy of this nature is to
be regretted, as, though we have no doubt an explana-
tion would clear it up, there is an appearance of some
defect in the balance sheet caused by oversight, or lack
of a proper system of account-keeping. We may also
note that although a list is given of the decrease in the
earnings of n number of Awerican roads in 1894 com-
pared with 1893, the length of those roads is not given
by which a more ‘intelligent comparison could have
been made with the Canadian Pacific. Those deereases
were largely in excess of the falling off in C.P.R. earn-
ings; indeed that line would have collapsed financially,
as over 100 U.S. railways did last year, had its receipts
declined proportionately per mile as those of American
lines. Asthe C.P.R.is dependent for a large traffic
upon American connections there is nothing surprising
in the serions falling away in the receipts lust year ag
we believe the deficiency from that sonrce alone
accounts for a considerable portion of the total decline.
It was most unfortunate that in so bad a year as 1894,
so disustrous an event should have ocecurred as the
floods in British Columbia, by which $550,000 was
swept away.

The company is finding its large holdings of lands
somewhat of & white elephant, for, instead of having
been u source of profit, the genernl funds had to he
drawn upon fo meet the interest of land honds to the
extent of $656,618. The harthens of the company
have also been previously increased by its engagements
with subsidiary lines, which, instead of adding to the
profits of the line, have depleted the general funds to
meet the interesls on houds guaranteed, and other
charges for which the income from these lines was in-
sufficient. “Lhe directors express great disappointment
ab the results of several of these subsidiary lines, which
were secured to fap, as was thought, valuable traflic re-
sourees, that were very much over-valued. Hopes are
however high that when business revives the expecta-
tion originally formed in regard to these lines will he
realived. There scems in this policy of extensions a
dangerous temptation to trunk lines, which have in
many instances become embarrassed, or damaged
finaneinlly, by ambitiously grasping trafiic territory
whieh turned out to bew heavy drawbuck to prosperity.
Some of the Americun lines that are now in such low
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water got into trouble hy thus over-reaching them-
selves,

Many will doubtless be glad to noele a reduction in
the rate of infterest payable on bhe sum due to the Cue-
hee government from live four-and-one-bwenticth per
cenb. and the postponement of the payment of the
prineipal, §7,000,000, for ten years.  'The company lias
17293030 aeres of lud still on hand, the prospect of
any extensive siles nob being bright, though North-
west immigraion is suid to be on the increase. The
defay in sebtling up the Northwest is doubtless one
main souree of the C.1R nob flourishing as we all would
like to seeit, for the snke of all directly interested, and
in the generd iuterests of the Dominion, in the develop-
ment of which sinee 16 was built this great railway has
done jnvaluable serviee.  The speech of Sir Donald
Smith ab the meeting, in which he ilatly denied that
the directors had been unloading their shares, and ex-
pressed hix confidence in the fubiree of bhe company.
helped Lo relieve the depressing effecl of the veport.
He was followed by M. Macmaster, Q.C., who sharply
censured Lhe Board for giving stockholders ground for
relying npon the reserve fand heing available to keep
np thedividends.

THIE CONSUMPTION OF WHEAT

Beerbohun, the Kuropean aathority npon crop sbakis-
Lics, has recently published estimates of the world’s
wheat produetion and eonsumption for the past twelve
yoirs, which, although of little assistance in forecast-
ing the fubure of prices, may nevertheless be of some
stubistical value.

Recognizing that in a staple like wheat whose yearly
fluctuations are so greab, annnal comparisons are uscless,
e has divided the period under review into three
groups of four yoars cach and, by taking the average
of production of each of these quadrenniums, he has
succeeded in eliminating the influence of deviations
From the normal to o large extent” Thus for the four

wy

years from 1883-6 the world's average crop was 2,090,-
000,000 hushels, for the next four years it was 2,282,-
000,000 hushels and €or the period ending with the har-
vest of lash year it was 2,436,800,000.  "This shows that
the inerease bebween the fivst and second periods was
136,000,000 hushiels and that while the inerease between
the second and Bhird was nearly fen per cent., that be-
tween the fivst and third was 340,800,000 bushels, or
about 16 per ceut.

It is safe to say that the vumber of wheat eabers in
the world has not inereased in anything like the same
proportion, and here we have one reason for the preva-
lent low prices For that cereal.  Beerbolm allows for
an annoal inerease of 16,000,000 hushels in the world's
consumphion and, ealenlding upon this basis, places
Phe consumplion for the four yoars ending in 1894 ab

132,800,000 bushels below the production. But other
authorities allow for an annual inecrease of only 12,-
000,000 bushels in the world’s consumption, and, if
their estimates be aceepted, the diserepancy is still
greater.  Another factor to be observed is that while
the aggregate world’s production has of late been in-
creasing faster than its consumption, the amount for
sale by the exporting to the importing countries has
increased in & far greater yatio. This is a factor that
would tend to depress prices more than any mere com-
parison of the aggregate figures would warrant us to
expeet.

Anolher point is that the principal inerease in the
produetion of wheat has taken place in Russia, Spain,
Argentina, and other countries where the cost of rais-
ing it is the least, and thus the quantity that can be
profitably sold at a low figure has heen greatly in-
erensed.  Russia produced just double the amount of
wheat in 1894 that she did in 1891, and 95,000,000
bushels more than in 1892, Irance does not export
whead 3 buk when she can supply her own wants she
diminishes the demand for the produce of exporbing
countries.  Her crop lash year was 34,000,000 bushels
larger than either of its predecessors, and it must be
remembered that oflicial fignres show fhat the average
cost of raising wheat is less in France than in this coun-
try. Spain is another cheap producing country, so is
India, and although in the Argentine the cost of pro-
duction is not muel less than it is here, its own wheat-
eating population is small, and hence it has always a
large exportable surplus. _

All these conditions tend to reduce the price the far-
mer receives for his wheat, and so fur they affect him
principally. There is another condition which lowers
the price of wheat in the common markets of the world
to the consumer without dircetly injuring the grower.
"T'his is the steadily increasing reduction in the cost of
transportation, which accounts for a much larger pro-
portion of the fall in prices than the farmer thinks, or
the politician reminds him of. We may add to this the
drop in silver and we have two canses which tend to
give the consumer more hread for his money outside of
any question of increase in production or diminution in
consumption. Under these circnmstances it is idle to
expech any large advance in the price of wheat, and pos-
sibly the dream of dollar wheab—much less of the two
dollar wheat predieted by Sir ‘William Van IHorne—
may never be realized. Bub we must not forget that,
owing to the small cost of transportation, the farmer
receives u far Jarger percentage of the cost to the con-
sumer to-day than he ever did before, and that he may
possibly net just as much profit from existing prices
with «a Freight rate of 6 cents per bushel from Chicago
to New York, as he did in the old days when it cost
from 70¢ to §1 per 100 bs. to haul it the same
distance.

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BLECTRICAL APPLIANCES.

Ihe amalgamation of the Westinghouse and National
Flectric Companies, and the knowledge that the latter
concern was forced to write oft $1.,000,000 for losses
due to the severity of competition, has drawn attention
to the enormous drop in the values of electrieal ap-
pliances during the past ten years.

Take as an exaple the 50 light arc dynawo, which
may De considered the size ordinarily purehased hy
commereial and industrial plants. In 188 it was
worth 34,000, while to-day it sells for $1,600; a drop of
60 per cent. in cost inside of n decade. In fack owing
to the over produckion, and the reckless eubbing engen-
dered by competition, American houses will land them
liere, freight and duty paid, at a less price than they
can be manufactured in this cibty and there are in-
stances where dyuamos of a market value of $2,000
have heen sold for $000 and $700.

inall the other portions of the plant, the fallin
prices iz equally noticeable. In 1885 only two firms
were making carbons fer electric are lumps and the
Brush Company practically controlled the trade.  Car-
bons sold then af $30 per thousand. Now they can he
purchinsed for $8.50, a drop of 89 per eent. in ten years.
Double are lamps cost $385, aud single ares 865 in 1885.
To-day they cost $35 and $25 to $30 respectively.
Clewr glass globes for these lamps have fallen in the
same period from 80 cents to 38 to 40 cents apiece.

[n incandescent lighting the fall in the market values
is almost as marked. Tnecandescent lamps, which then
cost from 0dc to 90¢, now run from 17 to 25 cents.
Koy sockets have fallen from 65 cents to 15 cents, and
rosebles from 03 to 18 eents. [n fact there has been a
decrease of at least G2 per cent. all round in electrical

applianees due simply to the cutting of prices in order

to make sales.

Whether the amalgamation of the Westinghouse and
the National will put a stop to this cutting remains
yet to be seen. Under the agreement each company
can, work under the other's patents and hence can turn
out cheaper work. and thus they may find even the
present low prices profitable. But to the average fac-
tory there is no money just now in making electrical
appliances, and there will not be any until the present
severity of competition is ended by the crushing out of
the wealker houses.

THE FUTORE OF THE PACIKIC

The rising importance of the Pacific Ocean as a com-
mereial highway is one of the encouraging signs in
forecasting the future of Canada. Time was when the
world's marine commerce was hounded by the shores of
the Mediterranean Sea. To-day the principal centre
of marine netivity is vepresented by the Atlantic Ocean
and there are not wanting indications that the time is
coming when the Pacific will share to 2 much Jarger
extent the patronage of the mercantile fleets of the
world than it does ab present. When it does, Canada
will reap a large proportion of the advantage. We
have apon the horders of that ocenn a provinee hinving
a larger area than all the states bordering on the At-
lantic from Maine to Florida, full of mineral wealth,
covered with magnificent timber, and yet inhabited by
a population of only 98,000, spursely disbributed along
its sea-hoard.  Such u provinee will nabwrally grow up
wilh the ripidly advancing traflic of the Pueitie.  Hs

history may be said to have commenced only with the
construetion of the Canadian Pacifie, and yet last year
the exports from its four ports amounted to $5,6-41,6563
and ifs imports fo 34,918,168, When the tide of trade
then sets in over the western ocean the progress of
British Columbia should ndvance with giant strides.
Of the caleulable Asiatic featureslikely to add to the
trade of the Pacific the most impartant ave the ve-
markable advanee in power of Japan, the certainty of
the throwing open of a much larger proportion of
China to foreigh trade at the close of the present war,
and the development of Sibevia. Japan has displayed
an amount of individuality which is certain to add to
her commevcial powers.  Her people have shown thewm-
selves able to partake largely of Western enlighten-
ment withoub {nany way losing the national character-
isties which constitute their real sbrength. Progressive
and yet patient, eapable of acquiving all the advantages
of modern progress and yet tenaciously conservative of
their brilliant past, they form a combination which is
certiin to enable them to play a prominent role amony
the nations of the Bast. Hence their advance in com-
mercee and the arks must lead to greater braflic over their
ocean highway in the future.

Clina 1s » more dubious. factor. The recent victories
of Japan may force her to open more of her ports to
trade ; but it is doubtful whebher her teeming popula-
tion will not work on stubbornly in the same groove
that they have oceupied since modern commerce began,
or whether they will not remain as unmindful of the
outer world us when a few Phawnician galleys formed
their only marine visitors. 'I'rue. China has 265 miles
of vailrogd, 900 miles of telegraph and 128 foreigu-
going stenmships. Bub this is a trifling concession to
Western progress compared to the huge bulle of her
population, with its nndeveloped capacity for produc-
tion and consumption, and the prospect of any further
advance in this direction can only be considered proh-
lematical,

With Siberia it is different. A country of +£,800,000
square miles, or a million miles larger than all Kurope
and 1,300,000 larger than the United States, ean afford
to give up half its area to Arctic desolation and yet
possess natural wealth sufficient to assure its commer-
cial future. [ts resources are now in conrse of develop-
ment by the construction of the I'rans-Siberian railway
which is now proceeding from Vladivostock westwards
and from Omsk eastward. It may require & number of
years yet to complete its 5,000 miles of track; but when
it is once in operation its inflaeuce upon the food sup-
ply of the world will he full of possibilities.

Then again there is Australia—~undoubtedly a factor
of prominence in the commercial future of the Pacific.
At present, owing to a reckless discounting of its
future, it is passing through a period of depression and
liquidation thab has seviously injured its credit. But
the island conbinent has already n foreign trade of
$642,500,000 and when onee its population bears any-
thing like a proportion o its aren. and some confedera-
tion of the present system of separate colonies analo-
gous 1o that of our own Dominion hends their energies
all in the one direction, the foture of Auskralia is bound
to be a bright one.  With Australin the fubare of the
obher Pacilic islands is inseparably bonnd up.  Hawaii,
even under the eroshing weight of the tyrannical Am-
erican oligarchy who now rule it with a rod of
iron, is an important halfway point, and there are
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others who will share in the inevitable advance. In
fact the Pacific is yet only on the threshold of its com-
mercial destiny® and, since Canada will he one of the
principal gainers by its progress, we must naturally be
intercsted in every influence that tends towards that
end.

COMMERCIAL EDUCATION.

The #rench Chamber of Commerce in this city has
heen discussing the guestion of commercial edueation.
The views of this subject expressed have not been re-
ported, aund we regret the absence of a report as the
topic is interesting, und the ideas of practical business
would he a valuable study.

The education required for commercial life divides
itself into two periods, the school time, and the early
years of husinesslife. Younths can no more he adequate-
ly trained for a commereinl carcer atschool, or anywhere
on!side a store or oflice, than they can be tanght to
swim on dry land. Bt as the fubure swimmer can have
his physical system {teained, and developed by exercises
of & gymnastic nature, by which his swimming capacity
will be strengthened, so ab school a pupil ean attain a
cerbain amount of intellectual and moral culture
which will be highly helptul when he goes into the
arcnit of practical business life.

Itis however a profound mistake fo suppose any
braining, anywhere, will make o youth a goed mer-
chanty or bradesman, or elerk, who lacks some degree of
natural aplitude for snch callings.  Business men, like
poets, wre born not made.  But, as boys are faught to
compose very Fair verses as a drill in composition—a
drill which revenls in some the existence of “the vision
amd Faculby divine™ of the true poet—so hoys ean he
dritled so as to acquire a certain facility in doing some
of the work of & business man, and, under this drill
those who have w specinl commercial gift will soon ex-
hibit their superior powers,

One of the largest eatble dealers in the world, who
had had an education in Kngland no better than our
conmon schools alford, * started on his own hook” into
this business before he was 20 years of age.  Another
hoy who was at the same school ran away therefrom,
wenh to Liverpool, gob a place as errand boy in a guano
merchant's oflice, and before his twenby-first year had
acqnived a good business of his own in that line. No
education could possibly have made those boys more
sucecessful than they turned out to be without either of
phem having had more than good knowledge of the
“three s, espeeiafly the 'Rithmetie, for which the
scliool was fumous.

T main acquisitions requisibe for suceess in busi-
ness, which an educational course can impart are pre-
egision and thoroughness. A youth who has been thor-
oughly well trained in these qualities, makes his mark
ab the very sbart of business life.  His work at a retail
counler, or ab a desk with hooks, is done accurately,
neatly: it ean be relied upon: a youth who is “ precise”
is worth double the pay of a sloven who has o be look-
ed afber, his blunders corrected, and the confusion he
mukes by careless ways, reduced to ovder. A youth who
has been drilled into * thoroughness,” will get to know
all that can be known of the business he has gone into.
Bvery detail he will master, and every feature of the
trade he will study so as to become thoroughly ac-
quainted with the *insand outs” of his calling,

To impart these qualities it is infinitely bebter to
confine school educabion, say in arithmetie, to the range
up to * Rule of Three,” or *Proportion,” and make
the pupil thoroughly, and easily master of that section.
Modern schools rush boys through the whole range of
arithmetic so quickly that they are, ** Jacks of all parts
and masters of none.” We have known hoys regular
“dabs” at Algebra who could not be relied upon to cast
a column of half-a.dozen lines correctly. The fewer
* frills” are put on educabion for ecommercial life the
better ; they will be sure to be rubbed off when * the
hattle of life” begins in earnest. _

Merely literary accomplishments we do not regard of
any value in commercial education, indeed they are
often a snare, and hindrance, and a source of disquietude
which keeps many a youth and young man from giving
his whole mental energies to business. 1f a boy has
natural tastes of a literary nature they will impel him
to self-culture long years after school-days ; if he has
no such tastes what education in this line he gebs at
school is a polish that will soon disappear in mercantile
life. Such * frills” as the classies, mathematies, &e.,
indeed cannot he taught thoroughly to one who has no
talent in those directions ; what he learns of such mat-
ters he learns merely parrot-like ; they uever enter into
his mental make up. Troe it is that men eminent in
business have been scholarly men, hut they did not owe
their eminence in husiness to being scholarly but to
having qualities which have made even very illiterate
men highly suceessful in husiness.

We hold that, after a thorough grounding in the
rudiments, the sooner aboy is put to business the better
will e his chance of making headway, if he has got a
business head on his neek—and if he hasn't that he
never will be a success in trade. * The tediousness of
learning,” spoken of by ancient writers applies to the
learning of store and office work as well as that of
a school, and those in the carly years of youth feel
that tediousness less than those more advanced. Be-
sides, the habits of obedience and resvect for superiors
are apb to get weaker as youths advance to manhoods
and these habits are essential toa youth's success, in any
position. Sauce is a pleasant feature at dinner, but it
is very offensive in an office or store, especially of the
juvenile variety. A commercial education which has
failed to destroy all tendency in that direction has heen
very incomplete.

We do not set much value on teaching school boys
book-keeping ; they never understand what it is all
about-; they can be taught to do it, but with them it is
only a mechanieal trick. School book-keeping too is
never - the bhook-keeping a youth has to learn in an
oftice, and it is apt only to confuse him,

As there is an exception to every rule, so one might
perhaps point to one business college in Montreal as
approaching very nearly to a practical commercial
course ; bub this is owing in no slight degree to the -
practical character of the principal himself, one who
might have achieved success in almost any calling to
which he had given lis attention,

As to writing well, that goes without saying; only
ghis should be noted, that if « boy cannot write a hand
which is almost as easy to read as print, his master
ought to be punished; it is an intolerable nunisance to
be bothered with illegihle serawls, and wholly inexcus-
able in the young. Another point, it shouid be a part
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of commercial education to feach “thrift.” Boys oughy
to learn how much their maintenance costs; what they
can live upon when thrown on their own resources ;
what saving money will do for them by helping to pro-
vide eapital ; and what capital will enable them to do,
and how it must be guarded from wasteful ex-
penditures.

If his education has made a youth precise and thor-
ough in his work, respectful to his superiors and thrifty
in his habits, it has sown seed ont of which he can
lardly fail to reap the harvest of a successful business
carcer.

THR MUTUAL RESERVE, ITS DETRACTORS AND
DEFENDERS. "
As a vesult of persistently reiterated demands for a ther-

ough investigation of the condition and practices of this Asso-

ciation, on the part of a certain New Yorkiusurance journil,
an examination was made by the chief clerk of the insurance
department and the result is given in an official veport from
the Superintendent, Mr. James T'. Pierce. Taking certain
portions of this document for itstext,and supplementing them
by copious extracts from the pages of the journal which
prompted the action of the department, the New York Heruld
of the 2nd inst. has a two-coluinn notice of the subject. It
is evidently conceived and written in no friendly spirit to-
waxrds the Agsociation, giving the appearance of an ill-con-
cealed effort to bring out every feature considered capable of
a construction unfavorable to the Association and o eonceul,
as far as possible, those which favor it. Official denial
was given by Attorney-Geneval Hancock to certain
assertions the Ilereld  made, and a formal certificate
by Superintendent Pierce bearing testimony to ihe
“absolute solvemcy” (to wuse his own words) of the
Association, and predicting for it a © prosperons and
successful future.” Copies of these documents will be
found elsewhere in our columns. These words, from ihe
highest insurance aunthority in the State whose utterances in
respect of the standing of companies few will venture to
challenge, are in themselves a powerful answer to the im-
plied charges and ungenerous insinunations which had been
sent abroad. In a circular addressed to the agents, collec-
tors and members of the Association, the management direct
attention to the fact that * a systematic malicious attempt is
heing made to injure the company and its members,” and ac-
companies the statement with a challenge, in terms unmis-
takably earnest, to all sueh persons, or bodies, as the case
may be, to come out into © the open” and substantiate their
charges, and it will be interesting to see who will step forward
to pick up the gauntlet. The toneand tenor of this eiren-
lar impress one with the feeling that its authors are im-
bued with a strong sonse of right and thoroughly and
honestly conscious of their ability to refute any and evory
reflection or insinuation that may be made against them,
come whence it may; and this cannot buf restore confidence
where confidence may have been woakened, and inspire it
where it did not previously exist. In support of the Asso-
ciation’s ¢laims to._the continued confidence, the finding of
the New York Depart ment is certainly a valuable reference.
The testimony it gives in respect of the slatement to the ond
of 1894 goes to show that, instead of overestimating assets
and understating liabilities, the returns made by the com-
pany were, in almost every respect, unjust to itself—total-
ling a difference of $676,051. The remarks of the depart-
mental officer accompanying this veport are exceptionally
favorable and re-assuring and enable one to appreciate the
boast which the management puts forth that to-day the Asso-
ciation is “ stronger, more progressive, move hopeful for ihe
future than ever.”

With the logic of the figures contained in the company’s re-
port to the end of March added to the reputation the Associa-
tion has achieved, the Mutual Reserve und T.ife Association
may claim to be clad in an arinor which the shafts of envy or
malice will find itdifficult 1o penetrate.

THE CONTINENTAL SITUATION.

The conflich hetween Norway and Sweden, and the result-
ing possibility of armed-intervention by (termany and Rus-
sia, have completely sweph the strained relations between
England and t'vance cver the occupancy of the Niger &
Nils Basing into the background. Tt is currently reported
that, the Bmperor William has promised King Oscar to take
up arms vather than permit the threatened interference ot
Russin Jn Norwegian aftaivs, and despatches from Stock-
holn, while not confirming predictions of war, describe the
Scandinavian sitnation as very serious, But although the
deadlock seems to render any peaceable settlement almost
impossible, things are still a long way this side of civil war.
In fach a jingo-istic spasm seems to be over-running Europe
al the moment wlich will probably exhaust ifself in a num-
ber of fiery newspaper articles. Nowadays, notwithstanding
the vaporings of a certain section of the Parisian press, al-
ways prone fo be hysterical on the slightest provocation, mo
ong of the Furopean nations is anxious to plunge into war.
The cost, both in money and in men, is too terrifie. How-
gver ready Mr. Hanoteanx may be to cater to the impulsive
abuse of the Parisian papers, he is too well aware of what the
consequences of a war with England would be to pash mat-
ters beyond the realm of diplomacy. The remainder of
France is not prepared to face the enormous losses a war
with England would involve. The extirpation of their for-
eign colonies and commeres which the Napoleonic wars in-
volved ays still fresh in their recollection, and they are nat
prepared to second the turgid iconoclasts of Paris beyond the
range of safety. 'The only element of danger lies in the fact
that the vousing of British anger in face of a recurrvence of
insults might foree M. Hanoteaux'shand. Both Cabinets are
now thoroughly on the &lert, and although the great bulk of
the people cortainly regard any prospect of waras a remote
possibility there is always the visk that some false step might
preeipitate a conflict that would cevtain to briug ruin to one,
and injury more or less to the conquerors, beyond room for
doubt.

THE FAILURE RECORD.

The tolal aggreguto of commercial failures in the United
Btates and Canada for the present year numbered 3,802 with
liabilities of $47,813,683. To these fall to be added the
Eailures of 55 banlks with lHabilities of $12,682,537. Separ-
aling these failures info their component parts we find that
651 of them were those of manufacturing firms who showed
Habilities of $20,228,991, and 3,107 of merchants and traders
who owed $25,079,804. Thisshows a docrease of 11.7 per
cent. in the number of commereial failures, compared with
the samo quarier of 1894, and of 20 per eent. in the liabilities.
In Canada the total failures for the quarter werve 557 with
liabilities of $1,220,300. They may be divided as follows:—

In Nowfoundland there were during the first three months
of the present year 27 commercial failures with Habilities of
$1,180,885 and assets of $676,408, and 2 manufacturing fail-
ures with liabilities of $56,93Y and assets of $48,700.

REAL ESTATE MOVEMENTS.

The Keal Lstale Record veports 181 real estate transfers
amounting to $579,970 wore made in this city and West-
wounb (Cole St. Antloine) during March. Money continued
plentiful at 5 per cent. During the mouth the real estate
mortgage loans vecorded in Montreal West, amounted to $127,-
108. OF this amount $50,000 was placed at 5 per cent.,
$23,750 at 5% per cent., $32,050 at 6 per cent., $15,308 at
7 por cent., and $6,010 at & nominal vate. In Montreal East
the loans vecorded amount to $187,370; of this amount, $1,200
was placed at 5 por cont., $47,500 at 5% per cent., $31,800 af
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6 per cent., §7,270 at 7 per cent., $1,000 at 8 per cont., $1,500
ab 10 per cent., and $46,300 at a nominal rate. In this con-
neetion it may be pointed ont that while the figures of fhe
Real Bstale Record bear evidence of being correct, they do
mt agree with those published by the fudicetor. In ils
Mavch issue the Tndicator gave the real estate bransactions for
the month of February abt $288,000. 'Lhe Reeord’s fgures
were $531,000. Similarly in the April issue the lwdicator
yave the tranfers for March at $600,000 while the Fecosd

shows §879,970. It is evideut from this, that one of thase’

sets of figures cannot be complete since, as they are compiled
from ofticial fignres, they wonld agrees were the whole
moath's transactions given; and it wounld be better for trade
it this were done. The real estate business is admittedly
dull; but it will not be helped by placing the transactions ab
a lower figure than they really attained.

THE CANAL REGULATTIONS.

The canal regulations for 1895 have been formally pro-
mulgated by the government and it is noticeable that they
make no diserimination whatever between American and
Canadian vessels. The more important clauses in the regu-
lations are as follows :—

‘All vessels and freight shall be permitied to pass through the
Sault Ste. Marie canal free of toll upon such vessels and freight
until otherwise ordered. All goods having paid toll through the
whole line of the St. Lawrence canals or through the ILachine
cangl, St. Anne’s lock or Ottawa und Rideau canals shall be al-
lowed to pass fvee through the Welland canal, and i tolls have
been paid at the Chambly canal such tolls shall be refunded at
Montreal or Kingston Mills, and having paid full tolls through
the Welland canal, they shall be allowed to pass {ree through the
St. Lawrence canals or through the Ottawa acd Rideau canals,
St. Anne’s locks, the Lachine canal and Chambly canal, pro-
vided always that the articles to be entitled to the above exemp-
tions shall go downward through the whole longth of the canal
{o-Montreal or puss upward from {Montreal through the whole
length of the St. Lawrence canals, or the Ottawa and Rideau
canal to Lake Ontario. Goods shipped to any point west of the
St. Lawrence canals, tolls upon which have already been paid
through sueh canals, may be reshipped fromn such ports and be
passed through the Welland canal free of toll in the same way

THE COFFEE MNARKEL

Holders of coffee for a rise are confronfed with a delicate
situation just mow. Prices have been declining and the
specuiation has dwindled. The New York jobbers are he-
lieved to be carrying very large stocks, and asa rule they
are doing very little business. . They bave loaded up on the
iden that ex-President Guzman Blanco of Venezuela, who is
carrying 200,000 bags of coffes, worth about $4,000,000, and
a big line of futures, would put prices up, assisted by ad-
‘vances on his coffes by the Bank of Irance. But Blanco's
big deal in Paris has had the effect of frightening nearly
everybody out of the speculation. The {ransactions at the
Coffce Exchange in New York on Saturday were only 11,750
bags. In active times they have been anywhere from ten to
twenty times that amount in a single day. The coltee gam-
blers fiud their lot by no means a pleasant one at the present
stage of the game. On Satwrday Buropean, and American
bulls were selling regardless of the predictions of higher
prices by the Paris clique, the small estimates on the next
santos cvop latterly civculated, and the story that the dus
Aguas erop of Rio was. damaged by the recent heavy rains.
In fact the coffee market is being shavply watched. If is re-
garded as a bubble which may sooner or later be pricked:
It would not surprise anybody very much if the develop-
ments in the near future should prove of decided interest in
two hemispheres.

AN INTERNATIONAL CLEARING HOUSE.
The suecess of the bond syndicale
roserve and in absolulely avrvesting
judicious sale of their own bills of exchange, hias aroused
fresh intevest in the project of an international clearing
louse or the issue of international gold certificatos which
would not. prevent ths actual transfer of coin or bullion
wlhen there were unusually large or permanent balances to

in protecting the gold
gold shipmentis by the

plied shipments back and forth. Che adoption of such a cer-
tificats, or some sort of cleaving house certificate regarded as
the equivalent of gold, would reduce fhe cost of sotiling
balances in much the same way that it was reduced when
billsof exchange were substitnted for deliveries of coin in
payment of every invoiee of goods. 'This desired result
might be veached by concert of action between the govern-
ments or by an arvangement hefween private firms as is now
heing done by the Rothehilds and the bond syndicate to pro-
tect the gold reserve, ‘The natural tendenecy of such a sys-
tem, it is thought, would be to reduce the price of
and add to the economy of foreign transactions in merchan-
dise and securities. If one of the results of such a system
was the accumulation of & considerable gold reserve in Lon-
don, it would afford the incidental advantago of a veserve
outside the Bank of Bngland, which has been so often de-
manded by eritics of the English banking system. Such a
reserve, or the cortificates themselves, in any country in which
they might he held, might be of great advaniage in stiength-
ening the banking system in financial crises and averling the
possibility of & gold run.

METAL FREIGHT TRATES.

A confempovary announced thab the Canadian Vreight
Awents in sossion advanced rafes on certain lines of iron and
havdware from 30 to 40 per ceanh. The freight agents did
‘nolhing of tho kind. [t was pointed out to them by the dif-
forent associations of mail, wire, and other manufacturers of
won and metals, who held itheir meebing, in this city, that
rail rates were being quoted from Clevsland, Pittsburg, and
othaer Amarican points to western Canadian contres consider-
ably nndsr those from this city and Toronto, and thub this
discriminaled unfairly against Canadun  mukers, The
Ereight agents admitted that the claim was just, and they
advanced the rafes on mannfactured motal goods from
American points Lo this cauntry by 20 to 40 per cent. Cana-
dian freight rates ave not affected af all, and the summer
schedule which went into force on the firsh of April is un-
altered.

(GENERAT  AVERAGE DECISION,

The Supreme Courtof the United States has hunded down
a decision ina case involving the law of general average that
is most important to consignees. It arose oub of the charter-
ing, by Messrs. Rulli Bros., the large jute merchants of Ton-
don, of the ship J.'W. Tarker, owned by Troop & Son, ship
owners of St. Johns, N, I3, to be loaded with jute und salt-
petre at Calcutta, India, and transported to New York. The
day the ship was to have sailed fire broke out in the hold, in
the absence of the master, and the port authorities took pos-
session of the vessel, finally scuttling her to extinguish the
fire. There was a controversy befween the master, who had
in the meantime come aboard, and the port aunthorities as to
the best method of subduing the fire, the opinion of the latter
prevailing. ]

The point ab issue in the ease was whethor the scuttling of
the ship under the circumstances was such a saerifico for the
common benefit of owners and shippors as would make the
shipowners liable under the law of “general average” to
their proportionate contribution towards the loss on the cargo
and the decision of the court was that the act was not a
voluntary sacrifice by the master of tha vessel bub a compul-
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sory sacrilice by the port authorities, and that tho law of
“goneral avernge” did nof oblain., 'The judgment of the
eourt below (the Gireuit Conrt for the Southern District of
New York) that, the claim for “ general average™ should he
sustained, was reversed, and the case remanded with instruc-
tions to dismiss the claim and for further proceedings in ac-
cordance with the opinion. IFrom this decision two of the
learned judges dissented, holding that the action of the port
authorities was in effect the act of the master, they being in
conmmand of Lhe vossel ander the law and the mavitimes rales
applicable to the charter, and that the vessel's owners were
properly chargoabla with their proportion of loss.

TORONTO'S  ASSESSMENT.

[n no Lolter way can the shrinkage in land values in
Toronto be iltustrated than by a comparison of the official
assossmonis of its faxable real estate and buildings for the

“oulside properties that the bulk of the depreciation has fallen

Under Lhose civeumstances il is little wonder that the wip-
ing out of o large an amount of fictitions wealth was at-
tonded with commercial disaster, or that nearly everyone of
Lhe large failaves in the Queen City can be ascribed {o the
locking np of the firm’s funds in unremnneralive and un-
roalizable real ostale. Toronto has paid dearly for its
“honm;” but it is uob ulone in this experience.

THE HENDERSHOTT CASE.

A civil snil that likely is to be followed with inlorest by
insuranco companies is that brought by David Henrershott,
father of the young farm laborer for whose murder John
Hondershott and W. ). Welter are now under rentence of
death al Bt. Thomas, against the Mutual Reserve Fund Life
Association and the Covenant Mulual of Galesbure to recover
{he $11,000 placed as insurance upon his life by his murderers.
Tho velakives of Johu llondershott are also about fo lay claim
to the money, although it was proven ab the trial that the
murder was only the last ach of the conspivacy enlered into
hy the two prisonors to secure fhe woney. The compnnies
hiwve doclined to pay the policies, claiming that when the
premiums were paid the “ removal” of the insaved man had
beon docided upon, and that to pay the policies would be to
placo a premium upon murder.

COUNTERFEIT POSTAGE STAMPS.

‘Ihe slamp collecting erazs, already dealt with at length in
our columns, appoars fo huve aflorded a hint to the counter-
toitors of paper curroncy. The cue may probably have been
taken from the Sandwich islandors who a year or two since,
by moang of now issues of old postage-stamps, ¢ mvertod a
doliciouey in the revenue fo w surplus, some of the eavlier
issues of the islandsselling for oxtraordinary figures in every
quarter of tho ulobe. 1t would be surprising indeed if some
ono had nob thought of reproducing fhe first issues of Cana-
dinn postage stamps, of which the 124 black of 1851, if in
good condition. is said fo bo worih $250. "The recont dis-
closuro in Hamilton is the fivst break out of the evil resulls
of the eraze in this country, bul there are evidences that the
ease is by no moans singular on this confinont. [t is to be
hoped that the woman, arvested as in the employ of the so-
called Canadian Novelty & Supply Co. in that city, may lead

to the discovery of the hiding place of Morrison,evidently the
principal in the scheme, and to the punishment of all con-
cerned. The Chicago dealers to whom the goods woere
shipped must feel somewhat humiliated over the swindle per-
petrated upon them,

THE HALIBUT TFISHERY.

The British Columbia halibut fishing industry does not ap-
pear to have been much of a success durving the past season
owing to the rivalry between the various companies engaged
in it. The American Halibut Fishing Co., most of whose
stoclk-holders are citizens of Vancouver, has been forced to
assign. 'The Vietoria Fish Company have lost money, and
the New England Pish Co. has barely held its own. The
fieht was begun by the New England, which tried to control
the trade, but only succeeded in inflicting severe loss on itself
and its rivals. It is a wealthy corporation having stores
which sell direct to comsumers all through the States, and
thus after supplying its own stores it could manipulate the
market with the balance. Viectoria capitalists now say that
next season they will start vetail stoves in every town and
city of importance thought to be a good market for halibut
and not alveady supplied by the New England concern, and
place themselvesin divect touch with the consumers. Last
vear fish were heing caught in 80,000 and 90,000 pound lots
and sold for a song, the only beneficiaries being the workmen
and the railroads who carried the fish east.

I P. AND EBQ.

A Sherbrooke “ Reader” wants to know whether the initials
“J,P.” (Justice of the Peace) may be used in signing commer-
cial docwinents—notes, cheques, &c., and cites an example. We
cun see no valid reason why a J. P. should not carry his flag as
well ag an M. P, an M.M.P., an M.P.P,, an M.L.C,, an-M.C. or even
an “Bsq.,” except that a man may himself affix the former titles
to his name, while he must leave it to others to write him down
an “Esq.,” a term derived from the ancient Yquerry—French,
Kewyer, or shield-bearer—on horseback. The title, J.P,, would
not, however, add one whit to the value ol & promissory-note,
whether aflixed to the signature or to the endorsement. It is
said that the inventor of the well-known Hervey Sauce once.had
in esspy written to prove the value of the titles # J.P.” and
# Esa.” on cortain labels of that condiment, prepared for him by a
Grub street writer, and his printer narrowly escaped having the
labels thrown upon his hands. There are a great many J.P’s in
the Provinee of Quebee.

THE CITIZENS INS. CO.

The editor is indebted to the courtesy of a director, formerly of
the Citizens Ins. Co. and now of the Guardian, for the following:
“Mr. Ileaton informs me that there is $10,000 yet on deposit with
the Governmeunt, and that this amount cannot be had until all
claimg against the company ave liguidated. The three suits if
lost by the company would cost about $5,000. There are agents’
balances to collect yet, and several small claims to pay also, so
that the dividend cannot yct be paid. As stated to you no time
will be lost in declaring a first and final dividend when all ac-
counts are settled.” The information, though somewhat vague,
carries with it the assurance that the patience of the sharcholders
may some day be rewarded by a goodly share of the 119,000 odd
dollars, “surplus” over all liabilities, as per statement of presi-
dent and manager at the last annual general meeting of the
Citizens Ins. Co.

~—-Tmis Weston Woollen Mills Co., of Weston, Ont., has called a
meeting of their creditors. This is an old established concern
which has had its ups aud downs according to the times, A few
years ago they were pretty close run ; but a Toronto firm took
hold of their output which helped them materinlly. They have
gone gn more smoothly since and were supposed to Le doing
lairly; but no doubt the gencral depression and close margin of
protit in their line aflected their business.

ducted from death claims paid, and certain items included in
disbursements for rents which should, in the opinionof the De-
partment, have been included under the head of taxes and other
expenditures counected with the care of the Association’s
building.

[ Furrnen Cerrory, as a result of this examination, the
Superintendent finds that the system of payment and retention
of vonchers is such as to enable a perfect audit of disbursements,
that the cash receipts ol the Association are carvefully guarded
and the anditing of same is most thorough and complete, and
thitt @l giroper death cladms ave puid in full and that the
small percentage of death claims which have been compromised
were in every instance of such u character as to make such
compromise the duty of the managemeni. This showing is most
satisfactory and should be commended.

The Superintendent has deemed it his duty, as a result of such
examination, to make certain recommendations for changes in
its methods for the consideration of the management of the
Association, and the officers have advised the Departinent tlmt
its sugrgrestions will be favorably acted upon.

The financial condition of the Association as shown by such
cxamination, taken in connection with the caveful selection of
risks as shown by the Medical Examinor, and the large member-
ahip of the Association, is such as to satisfy the Superintendent
that a prosperous aund suceessful future ean be guaranteed with
the enforcement of a thoroughly conservative and more econom-
ical administration of affuirs.
