MIND ON TE UIISH LAND QULSTION AT
A DIROGEDA GAT EItING.

At a banquet given in his honor by the
layar of Drogheda soma days ago, the Ms t

Rev. Dr Nulty, Bihop ,of eath, expressed
himself on the land question in Ireland sub-
atantially as follows:

He had visit d many countries aine ho
haid the pleare of seeing thom lat; ho
had pamsed through the whole of France,
aimost the whole of It.ly; ho bad crossed
the Alps and enterei on Austrisa terri.
tory. He saw the greater portion of that
cuntry, and thon went throagh Prusuia
and Belgium, and returneil agzan through
France and Italy. While pissiug through
these ceautries lie was utruck with one
thiug, und haecould not but contrast that
thing wilsh the condition presented by his
own country at bomle. In every one
uf thene countries tirough which ho had
passd he had nea every perch of land most
nighly culhivated. Theru was o cou barren
apot, not une uncaltivated spot throu,ihnut
