1. The Duke of Cajanello and a number of other
persons were accused of reaction, and only liberated
efter eight months' imprisonment, without any legal
examination or trin), at the request of the Emperor of
the French.

2. M. Trotta and another batch of political pri-
sopers were imprisoned for thirteen months. and then
set free as innocent persons.

3, Sigonor Dominico Magetta, 2 notary of Cervina-
ra, i3 still in prison, having been there more than a
year without examination, or even koowing what he
iz accused of. He has sent numbers of memorials to
the proper authorities, but withoat any result; and
though he was never & soldier in bhis life, this gen-
tleman was arrested in the street as u Bourbonist
officer. )

4, The Capitanc de Blasio, who wag arrested as a
suspected person, and who, in order to make him
confess himself gunilty, was beaten nearly to death.
The Piedmontese police pushed their cruelty so far
as to insgert pieces of wood under his nails, whieh
they drove into the Hlesh of his fingers. After six
months in prison, he was liberated (without trinl)
as innccent.

5. Lieutensnt Testa, arrested also ‘as a Bourbonite
officer, was subjected to the same torture, and far
twenty-four hours had frozen water thrown over him
every five minutes. He also was liberated as inano-
cent after seven months’ detention.

6. M. de Angelis, who was arrested fi{teen months
since, and bas not been able to obtain the commence-
ment of any proceedings in his favor. -

7. Three ex-soldiers, tried at Salerno as reaction-
aries, and acquitted, were sent to Naples to the com-
mandant of the fortress. They were escorted by the
gendarmes to the Viccaria Prison, where they were
forgotten for eight months, and have only been re-
leased through the good offices of the Delegate de
Simora. : .

In this one prison of Santa Maria Apparente there
are oo less than three hundred prisoners, the most
recently committed having been there more than
four months. Amopg the most remarkable is the
Comte Theodule de Christen, who so gallantly dis-
tinguished himself at the siege of Gaets, and at the
subsequent battles ot Arioli and Bance, and who was
arrested in my presence on the Tth of September last,
entirely on suspicion and because he was known as
a Legitimist officer.. No sort ot compromising docu-’
ment was found in his luggage or on his person, and
yet he bus been kept ax secrel—that is, in rigorous
solitary confinement—{for the last five months, with-
out trial or even knowing what he was accused of.
He was only allowed to see his advocate last Friday
for the Argt time, though the proces verbul bas been
prepared for two monthg, and even yet his couosel
bas been unable to precure a copy of it for the neces-
sary purpose of prepariog his defence, a8 it is ‘only
a few days before the actual trial the counsel of po-
litical prisoners are allowed access to their clients,
and there is no trial by jury in;Naples, though: the
Oode Napoleoa is nominally in force in Piedmout.—
These are all facts for which I can’ fully aoswer; and
[ might ‘add nomberless others’; but these I think
suffice to show the working of the revolution where
it has full sway and is unchecked by the public opi-
nion of other nations.. It i3 the interest, too,. of the
Libersl Eoglish press to indulge largely in that spe-
cies of lying which consists in giving nothing’ but
what tells for its own party.’ What will bir. Gladstone
and others who. have written op Neapolitan prison
crueliies under Ferdinand say to these and bundreds
of similar instances, which every .one in Naples
knows to be too true, but which would be highly in-
convenient to the Italian theories F the Zimes cor-
respondent?

ent—meaning placemen or expectant—Catholics to
come forward and defent the Ultramontane candidate.
.The Packet and its kirdred organs appesrs 10 be nn-
conscious of insolence, while extending their shield
to protect Catholic laymen from nlleged clerical vyr-
anpy and foreign domination. The nomination took
place on Friday, although the Court and the town
~were crowded with people, the proceedings passed off
without more than the usual banterings and popular
interpellations common to the bustinga.® During 1he
three days following, the funds of both cacdidates dis-
perged themselves over the country, and unever was
canyass more actively conducted.

holders, the qualifications required for n Grand Juror,
The High Sheriff, Mr. Harding, is blamed for 1his
anomalous state of things. He, bimself, is a Gatholic,
one of the few in Ireland who subscribed to the Peel
Scholarship Fund, shiortly atter which he was selected
for the office of High Sheriff. In Clare, us already
stated, there was but one Catholic Grand Juror; and
in Roscommon, even Cnptl. Balfe, the late High Sher-
iffy was excluded, cootrary to all precedent, from the
panel.

The Assizes of Armsgh suggest mutters fur refleg
tion not quite so agreeable as those 10 which [ have
adverted in the case of Cork There, while the ge-
neral peace of the country, as indicated by the ub-
gence of all ordinary crime, is satisfuctory, the con-
flict of religious strife cruwds the jock with whole
batches of men whose hands bave wielded deadly in-
struments agaiost the lives of cach other.. The Der-
rymacash riots of the 12th of July, 1860., have only
now yielded their last victims. Tobe Orange aggres
sors who inaulted nnd assuailed the unoffending iake-
bitants ot that Catholic locality, some of wlom they
murdered, were tried on two former occasions in Ar-
msgh,bit complaint having been made that the Catbo-
lics, who, in self-defence, bad repelling their assanlts
and injured many of the Orange party, bad not been
prosecuted by the Crowp, a iarge batch of Catholies
wns now brought to trinl by the Atiorney-General
In the charge of Mr. Justice Fiizgerald, his Lordship
deprecnted in the strongest terms the uitensive nud
illegal Orange processions, and that sectarian strife
which have ied to such Iameatable resnlts in Ulster.
Thirteen of the Catholic traversers pleaded guilty w0
the indictment for rivt aud assault, and, as wellus
four or five others who had suffered from dangerous
gun-shot wounds, submitted, upconditionally, to the
Court. The Artorney-Genernl (Mr. 0'Hagan), in the
course of an admirable address, recommmending the
prisoners to the fuvorable considerniion of the Uourt,
said s — :

“ 1 hope most earnestly that what has been done
may tend to 1he maintenance of peace and order, and
may bring the people into wmore barmunious relation-
ghip with ench ofher. T trust and hope, my lord, 00
the one side, that those who have heretofore engaged
in the foolish and wicked party processions, which
have had the effect of insulting many of the Queen’s
subjects in this district, and of cutraging the statuto
of the realm, have been taught the folly and wicked-
ness Of that course, and that they will bereafter be
obedient to the law. Upon the other hand, my lord,
I bope and trust that what has been done in these
cases will teach every one that, even though these
processions should continue, and should sometimes
occur, illegality is not to be answered with illegality,
and that outrage is not to be answered with outrage
—thst the Iaw is equal w0 its own vindicatior; aud
that no man, whatever mey be his feeling—~whatever
may be his view of the ‘conduct of others in wansne-
tions£ this deseription, is justified or will be permit-
ted té'resort to violence —that every inan and every
party must appea! to the tribunals of the countiry
which are ample for their protection. Upon the
whole, my lord, I trust that the result of these pro-
ceedings will be to prevent disorder, and, so tar8s
may be under the cirenmstances of this country, put
an eod to that sectacinn strife which has marred the
prosperity and destroyed the happiness, for so long#
time, of this very noble province.!

evidenca of acute distreas, the depressed atate of trade
1he scarcityof employment, for the artisan as well as
the iRbouring classes, and the general. commercial
condition of the country low and' unsatisfactory, all
tend to poverty, destitution, and crime. The assizes
are the social guage usually adopted with which to
measure the extent and the degree of crime; and as
they hnve slmost 1]l cloged this yveel:, we shall take
a brief view of the pictnre which they present of
public morality In some counties, as Donegal, the
asgizes Jasted only part of twn days, nna were chiefly
confined to the usual routine of fiscal business. The
in some few counnties, while admitting the

judges, .
l:;ri ar:tisfactory state of the calendars, comnlained
tbat the list of crime, as supplied by the police of-

ficers, indicated an amount of undetected criminals,
peither creditable to the vigilance of the constabulary
—an opinion which many will dispute—nor in accord-
ance with the gratifyiog reputation drawa trom the
few prisoners on trial.  With these trifling exceptious
throughout all the circuits thete hus beeu nothing
heard from the judicial bench but congratulations,
on the peaceful condition of the country. In'Lomh,
in Antrim, Derry, and several of the'counties, the
language of the judges wag commendatory and eulo-

istic, in the highest degree, of the good order and
cxcellent conduct of Lbe people, the remnant of the
religious feuds and factions, arising fmrp the 'Orange
system in Armagh, being the chief social stain upon
the reputation of the pezsantry. In Oork county.
with & population of upwards of balf & million of
gouls, and severe distress existing thropghout a
county which s 110 milés long by 70 miles broad,
the Judge stated that ot the 29 cases for trial, more
than half of them were of Jarceoy. Infact, 1l of
them were cases of simple larceny, and five for steal-
ing stirabout from & Workhouse! The charge of the
Judge st the Assizes for the City of Cork was equally
congratulatory, a8 to the ubsence of crime. There
were many cases of deep interest tried in d_:ﬂ‘erent
conntries, bnt our object now is merely to notice the
goneral absence of serious crime, the disappearance,
from theCalendar, of Secret Societies, the paucity of
agrarian outrages, and the vestriction of the convic-
tions for nesaults, ariging from the beat of blood', and
personal altercations, larcenies, aud those offences
which we can never hope to wholly suppress in so
large 8 population. Reviewing the result of the As-
sizes, especially in connection with the iamentable
privations of large magses of the destitute and qu(fer-
ing poor, and even of clasies much above them in the
gocial scale, the security of property, the protection
of life, and the sacredness of the higher relations of
society are equalled jn few and surpassed in no other
country in the world. —Dublin Telegraph.

At the Lifford Assizes, county Donegal, 14 persons
were arraigned for Ribandism. The Crown aske'd
for & poatponement of the trial till next easizes, bail
being accepted for the prisoners.

How the fanatics tried to
avail themselves of the miseries of these places be-
fore, 8 Southern contemporary briefly relm_es = .We
need hardly suggest tbat Cape Clear is & wild,
stormy, and barren loculity, yet it holds about seven
bundred ichabitants ; Sherkin js perhaps not quite
80 poor in natural advantages.

SociAL PesiTioN.—It i3 now more than thirty years
since Ceatholic Emancipation removed the legal stamp
of degradation which had been placed upou the
great mass of the Irish populatios.

House or -Coanons—SARDINIAN ATROCITIES 1IN
TRE Kivepoy oF Narres,—Mr. D'israel—I wish to
ask a question of Her Majesty’s Government respect-
ing certain proclamations which have been iasned by
the officers of the kingdom of Italy in the southera
parts of that country. Very recently public feeling
was much excited [a this country by a proclamation
signed by Colonel Fantoni, which commanded the
shooting of women, and otber enormities so ineredi-
ble, thut I believe a minister of authority, one of the
advisers of the Crown, felt himself justified, in his
place in Parliament, in denying the authenticity of
the documexzt. Unforlunately it proved to be anthen-
tie, but public feeling waa relieved by the highest
autbority in another place informing the country that
he bad received n communication from the Prime
Minister of the King of Italy, declaring that the mo-
ment after the proclamation of Colonel Fantoni was,

in my hacd another proclamalion that appears to
have been issued several days after the proclamation
of Colonel Fantoeai, which we were asaured bad been
immediately cancelled. The House will perhaps
nllow me tu state the principal features in that pro-
clamation, in order tbat they may comprehend more
clearly the object of my question, and also in order
that her Majesty's Goverdment may recognise it, if
they have it in their possession. This proclamation
is sigaed by ane Major ['urnel, who was the chief of
the district of Calabria Ulteroire Secunda, which I
believe is one of very considerable extent. Colonel
Furnel, under date Ciro, Feb. 12, says:—* The un-
dersigued, charged with the destruction of the Dri-
gandage, declares that whoevey gives shelter, or any
kind of sustenance or aid to brigands, or seeing them
and knowing their place of refuge, does not imme-
diately give information to armed force, or to the
civil and military authorities, shall be immediately
ghot. All cabins must be burned. Towers and
farm-houses which are not inbabited or defended by
armed forces, must be dismantled within three days,
or the doors and windows built up. After that time
they wiil be burnt; and likewise all cattle found
without the neceasary protection will be killed. It
is also prohibited to carry bread or food of any kind
out of the inhabited parts of the commune ; and who-
ever acls in contradiction of this order will be con-
sidered as an accomplice of the brigands and ahot."
Now the question I wish to put to her Majesty's Go-
vernment is, whether ber Majesty’s Minister at Turin,
who appears not until late in the inquiry to bave fur-
pished her Majesty's Government with any of theso
documents, has placed the proclamation to which I
have referred within the cognisance of ber Majesty's
Government ; aud whether her Majesty’s Government
have given the subject of the proclamation their at-
tention, and I may even say, their anxious attentiont
(Loud cheers.)~—Viscount Palmerston—The right
hon. gentleman has had the goodness this worning
to give me notice of the question which he meant to
ask of me, and I therefore made inquiry at the Fo-
reign-office to agcertain whether any communication
bad been received there with regard to this procla-
mation of Ciro. The answar which I got wag, that
no information upen the point had obeen received
either fram her Majesty's Minister at Turin, or trom
her Majesty’s Consul at Naples. A telegravh in-
quiry was immediately made for the purpose of ascer-
taining how the fact stood. Itis noedless, I am sure,
to say with regard to proclamations of this kind, that
ber Meajesty's Goverament must partake of the dis-
gust (loud cheers) which every one must feel at such
proceedings. '

aries? labors in the jail, the Witress goes on to
tell of their 1abors in the City Hospitals of Que-
bee. In the follawing terms be speaks of the
amiable, and by lis own showing, traly liberal
Ladies of the Hotel Dieu:—

# The Hotel Dieu, which in this city is open to
clergyumen of all creeds, formed another interesting
department of labor. The ladiea who have the man-
agument of this institution had geuerslly treated him
with great politeness, although his visits were evi-
dently exceedingly distasteful to'them, and they at
timea nsed misrepresentations to binder his visiting
the Protestants in the house, the discovery of which
had troubled the indy directresses. An extraordi-
nary sttempt ot conversion is well worlhy of men-
tion, as showing that even Canada is not yet exempt
from the “ iying wonders " of Popery. The fullow-
ing i3 from the Missionary’s Roport :—

 + This was an invalided soldier from the 100th or
Prince of Waleg’ Canadian Regiment. After hear-
ing mo reading and praying with two colored men,
he informed me of the efforts they were making to
induce him to become a pervert. He was promised a
bottle of holy water that could never diminish, and
a bit of & holy stone the history of which is this : ~
The Virgin Mary visited France last year, made cer-
tain revelations to a shepherd boy, pars of which re-
velation is, that the Prince of Weles is to become a
Romanist and as soon ss be is made king ia to re-
store - the old religion. This stone upon which the
Virgin st has of course beeu cndowed with some
gpecial virtnes, nnd as they bave luckily secured a
pretty good slice S—— was to et 8 plece, provided
he felt in with their views. But this was prevented
by ¢the haled missionary ard his cternal old black
Hible! Soon after, through the kindness of one of
the commissioners, he was ndwitted into the Marine
Hospital, where, minus the bottle and stone, he re-
maived either as a sick patient or an attendsnt, until
his death, which occured a few weeks since o

Any man, not an evangelical missionary, would
«hrink from wantonly and mendaciously 1sulting
and libetling those from whose bands he bad re-
coived only kindness and courtesy ; who bad
freely extended to him and his coreligionists their
charity and hospitality ; end generously received
i nnd them within their walls, Only a churl
slanders, or ridicules his benefactor ; and the re-
turn which the City Missiopary makes to the
charitable Ladies of the Hotel Dieu for their
courtesy towards him, acd their tender care of
the indigent sick, will we think in the opimion o
every impartial person, fully entitle him to the
designation of a * churl.”

«The Hotel Dieu in this City (Quebec) is open to

Now the IHotel Dieu is a private institution, to
which no Profestant can of right claim admission.
1t is not like the Montreal General Hospital in
Dorchester Street, a public institution, to which
every one has a right to claim admittance ; and
sel mark the difference! Tn the latter, Catholic
rlergymen when visiting their sick, and adminis-
tericy the Jast sacraments 10 the dywng, bave been
habitually and wattonly insuited ; whilst the Rom-
ish institution @ is open to clergymen of all creeds ;7
and vven the malice of the City Missionary darve

the disgust with which those visits inspire them.
~ The’ jpsolent tone-io whick these evangelical
visitors speak of the Ladies to whose liberality
and ‘politeness they -are personally so muchb in-
debted, and who by their indiscriminate charity
to the sufferers of all creeds and of all origins,
confer services, so great, so irremurerable, upon
society in general [é.g., “ the lying wonders of
Popery ;”’] and the cool impudence of their slan-
ders upon the Ladies of the Hotel Dieu, do in-
deed raise in our munds strong doubts as to the
propriety of tolerating any longer the presence of
these evangelical churls within our religious insti-
tutions. If they were gentlemen, and 1f they
could behave themselves like gentlemen, their
theological errors might perhaps be overlooked,
and their religious deficiencies would be only a sub-
ject for our deep commiseration. But when, us
is the case with the Quebee City Missionaries
they insult those by whom they are * treated with
great politeness ;” when, availng themselves - of
the hospitality of the Ladies of the Hotel Dieu
towards ministers of all sects, they take advan-
tage of the liberality with which they have been
treated—a liberahty which be it said en passant
the Catholic priest looks for in vain from the
hands of Protestants—to malign and slander
their truly liberal hosts—then indeed it is tune
seriously to consider whether their visits should
not at once, and for ever, be put a stop to. We
are not speaking of Protestant clergymen gene-
rally ; for we well know that amongst these,
amongst our Anglican friends especially, are to
he found numbers of as high-minded gentlemen as
there are in the world ; men who are able to ap-
preciate tbe politeness, the liberality, and the
never failing chanity of the Ladies of our Con-
vents and rehgious {ostitutions. But these City
Missionaries belong to another class of sociely
altogetbier. They are for the most part taken
from the very lowest section; they are ill-bred,
illiterate clowns, as destitute of good munners as

Scuoot ExarinaTion oF THE CuRISTIAN
BroTHERS. -~ We had the pleasure of assisting
on Tuesday the 26th ult., at an examination of
the School o the Quebec Suburbs, urnder the
direction of Brother Arnold, and were both
pleased and surprised with what we there saw
and heard. The proficiency of the pupis was
highly creditable to themselves and to their
devoted teachers, and a strking proot of the
importance of the great work which, silently and
unostentatiously, the good Brothers are carrying
on in our midst.

On the Sechools attached to the St. Bridget’s
Chapel in tbe Quebec Suburbs there atiend
nearly 800 pupils of various ages ; but the ex-
amination to which we wmore immediately refer,
was confined Lo the Class under Brother Arnold,
and appropriated to pupils spealong the English
language.  Geography, MHistory, Arithmetic,
Mathematics and Book-keeping were the chief
subjects upon which the several pupils were call-
ed upon to’ display thew proficiency j and the
exercises were agreeably diversified by music, and
recitattons which elicited marked applause Irom
the very nemerous audtence. Tn their Arithie-
tic examination especially, the pupils manifested
in a most slriking manuer the excellence of the
methods adopted by their teachers, and the pains
taken by the Jaller 1o aceusiom Uhe youshiul
mind to reason, snd 1o develop its highest facul-
ties. Al acquitted themselves well; but we
may be permitted to make espreial and honorable
mention of Masters King, Orsaly, and M‘Cor-
mack, in Arithmetic ; of Master J. B. Renaud
w Mathenatics, and of Master Carrell in De-
clamation.  Amongst the youthfnl iausicians,
Master Kelly occupied the first place; and in
the pieces entrusted to hix execution he acquitted
limself not only ereditably, but in a manoer of
which far older performers might well be proud.

Montreal bas many uoble and useful mstitu-
tions ; every good work hay 1ts allotted place
amnoagst us, and brings forth {ruit abundantly.—
But, for the benefits which it confers upon so~
ciety, we know of none more worthy of our love
and respect that the work dove by the Christian
Brothers. Obedient to Him whose servants they
are, their good deeds are dune in secretand in ob-
scurity ; they seek not the applause of men, and
their reward is not in his-world. - Little indeed
do the great mass know or heed of the sacrifices
-wlich these good and truly beroic Brothers daily

make, or of the incessant toils which they cheer-
fully endure for the sake of Chrmst. Yet well
may they rejoice and be exceeding glad, for
the‘sord of the Lord 1s sure, and shall not fail,
For them there 1s a rich recompense n store,

The gum
which you have forwarded by thisday's post willadd
considersbly to the amoupt of ke charitatle remir-
tunces of your people on the vne hand, ag it will 10 |
the amount of relief and thnokfulies of oure on the
uther.

Ameng peveral letters applying for sowe sbare of
1elief, received this morning, I beg to transcribe n
paegage from that of the clergyman of Clare Island:
—{The destitution of the mslanders geperally is
really serious, baut ihere arc 40 families whu have
veither monuy, meane, nor credit, Neither can they
go 1o the rich for relief, (since there nre no rich
there), If your Grace could do Anytbing more for
them, it would be the meana of prolonging their
miserable existence, for nv predent 1 ean call it noth-
ing else. Nor are there any in your Grace’s diocese
who want it more or deserve it botter.”

Nor is this destitution confined 10 the islands, for
ke parish priest of Louisburg, on the coast just op-
posite Clare Isiand, thus writes Ly the same vost
arvival this morning, ‘* As to tbe condition of the
people it is indeed very melanelioly. Tue vaat bulk
of the people are pow withant s potatoe.  Five out
of every ten =re alrendy tuying mesl, and what iy
worge, the seed potatoes have rulted awny generally
through the purisi.’

But ! wit} nut quote ruy further extracts, confining
myselt to the remark, that the feeliog deseription of
the eloquent Muayor of Quebec, by which your meet-
ing waa g0 wmuch atlected, could be realised in hun-
dreda of irish cottnges along the tract where the
clergyman bearing the retief seni by our distant bre-
thren is the welcome measenger, senrsonnbly come to
soothe the motlier’s agony in coutempiating the suf-
ferings ot ber tumisbing children.

On this very day the country is covered with deey
gnow, reminding ue of your description'of o Cann-
dirn winter, by which the privations of the people
from want of fuel nre eonsidersbhiv agpravated, [t
18 however u fortupnie coipeidsnge, that on the anme
morning that threatens the rexppenrince of winter,

forwarded to ug by those who, thoegh familiar with
winter $nows, experience only w0 much of their seo-
verity us to excite their sympathy fur the lese fortu-
nate people uf lreland.

of Savoy, at Stuppanigi, where the late King Carlo
Alberto bad his suburban palace, The connexion
formed at that time has never been broken off.

When [ie proceeded ta press the re-
commendation he learnt for the firsttime the real
chargcter of the man he had been nsked to recoin-
mend, Deeply wounded and indignaunt, he expressed
to the Kiug, in terms which to e hot and high spirited
monarch must bave been’ singularly anpalatable, his
sense of the wrong done to him, no lessthan the
order, by asking him to recommeund suck a man for
its fasignia. This has been oune of the occasions -
probably numerous—in whieh the rigid and unbend-
ing nature of Ricnsoli has clashed with the easy-
going, pleasure-loving, hot-tempered, but not. un-
geonerous, Victor Emmanuel. He i3 understood to
bave stood sternly aloof from all defence to the fa-
vorite, and to have given the deepest offence to that
feeling which it would be an abuse of the word to
cell pride, but which takes its place in a person of
the character sud position of the Countess di Fiori.
“Ig all this now lies the root of Ricasoli's present
resignation. I do oot mean to insinuate, for a mo-
ment, that Ratazzi has personally soiled his bhands
by working such wires as these; but he has availed
bimself of the wires and those who pulled them.
¢ It i3 feared by all the well-informed persons whom
I bave heard discuss the present state of affairs at
Turin that this palace plot has been complicated by
French intrigues, which have been diligently em-
ployed ever since Ratazzi's visit to Paris, about the
work now recomplished, of substituting the man who
is reported to be the mere docile agent of imperiai
projects in Italy for the unbending Tuscan, who bas
stood go resolutely aloof from both the temptations
aod the menacea of the Tuilleries.”
In Turin, Rattazzi's Goverament already showa its
true nature. It is commencing action against Gari-
baldi's committees, by & werniog that they wust take
care what they are about, or they will be summarily
broken up. What this means admits of no doabt.
But it receives a commentary from a speech of M. Bil-
lant, which vastly excites the wroth of our contem-
porary, the Siar, who saya:—"Ian the debate of
the Paris Qorps Legislatif on Wednesday, M. Bil-
lault, the French Minister, replying to Jules Favre's
meagnificent oration of the previous day, volunteered
soms advice to Italy which has an unpleasant appear-
ance of having been previously communicated to the
Italian Minister.

Faotoni made in London. That proclemation is very
stringent, but alas, latterly, thereare still more cruel
anes. Do you not recollect that of General Cialdini,
dnted Jeramo, 208 November, 1860, to the Governor
of Molise, a proclamation given at full length in the
excellent work on the present condition of the King-
dom of Naples, published by General Pierre Ulloa.
If the English Parliament directed its consuls to
transmit to it & list of the assasginations alone com-
mitted within the last fifteen months in the Neapo-
litan provinces, people would be terrified at th- num-
ber of victims put to death without judgment. An
Englishmaa who was lately at Turiz relared to all
who would listen to him the mroaer in which the
unfortunate prisoners at Nuples are tre:ted. Ezaa-
perated by the psins and sufferings they endured,
they assembled lately in one of the courts and foudly
demanded justice. In order to calm them ignited
grenades were thrown among them, which severely
wounded a large number. The details of this act
have been transmitted to Eogland, We will see
what the Times and other journals say of such an act.
