■ ! Churchill Was Reluctant.
The premier declared that it Yonge Streett« was

only after a great deal of persuasion 
that he had-been able to obtain per­
mission to make public Mr. Churchill's 
letters and memoranda. The tables 
and figures, which he had brought 
down some days ago, he firmly believ­
ed gave the house all the information 
it required. The Liberals had demand­
ed those documents because they be­
lieved that the government was keep­
ing valuable information from them, 
but now that they had the documents 
they disputed the information contain­
ed in them.

The premier then pointed out that 
the only place he could obtain the 
information the opposition had desired 
was from the admiralty, as the naval 
officials -in Canada did not have the 
data necessary to give expert opinion. 
The first lord of the admiralty had 
simply done his duty when he sent the 
documents. A request had been made 
for them by the premier of Canada, 
and, therefore, Mr. Churchill had no 
choice other than to comply with the 
request.

"It was not only his duty, but his 
right to give the information he had 
given," declared Mr. Borden amid en­
thusiastic applause.

Not a Meddler.
Mr. Borden scouted the idea that 

Mr. Churchill desired to meddle in 
Canadian politics. “When the prime 
minister of one of Britain's domin­
ions," he said, "makes a request to 
the admiralty for information, the ad­
miralty and the first lord of the ad­
miralty are in duty bound to give that 
information. Whatever criticism the 
opposition wishes to make should be 
directed towards me. The blame 
should be laid on my head and not 
on the head of the first lord of the 
admiralty." (Applause.)

Mr.Pugsley: "Do you .take the re­
sponsibility for the information .con­
tained in those letters?"

Mr. Borden: “No; I take the re­
sponsibility for asking for that infor­
mation, and I believe that the first 
lord of the admiralty gave the infor­
mation to the best of his ability." 
(Applause.)

Mr. Pugsley then took the floor for 
the opposition. He declared that he 
did not criticize Mr. Churchill Cor 
sending the Information, but he criti­
cised the character of the information 
sent He believed that the informa­
tion contained in the Churchill corre­
spondence was intended to be made 
public, only in case of dire necessity. 
When Mr. Churchill received the pre­
mier's cable he had evidently believed 
that the government was at the "last 
ditch" and had acted accordingly.

‘Childish and Ignorant.”
This assertion was met with jeers 

and laughter from the government 
members, but in no wise dismayed Mr. 
Pugsley, who continued: “The infor­
mation contained in the first lord of 
the admiralty's memoranda is so child­
ish- and intensely ignorant that It is 
enough, to make a horse laugh.” (Lib­
eral applause.)

Some Conservative member asked 
Mr. Pugsley if he considered the saw­
dust wharf incident as laughable.

Mr. Pugsley: “That question mere­
ly shows with what levity the govern­
ment members treat this all-import­
ant subject of naval defence. This is 
not a laughing matter; it is a very 
serious matter."

He then proceeded to point out 
some of the inaccuracies contained in 
the Churchill memoranda. Mr. Church­
ill had stated that it took a 170 ton 
crane to build warships. There were 
many such cranes in the Dominion of 
Canada, Mr. Pugsley maintained. As 
for Canadian soil not being solid 
enough to support such cranes, Mr. 
Pugsley dismissed the idea as being 
"nonsensical.”

“Maybe he thought the soil in Can­
ada was sawdust," suggested a Con­
servative fait.

Pugsley Gets Ovation.
At this juncture of his speech Hon. 

William Pugsley entered the chamber 
amid applause similar to that which 
is usually accorded the leader of the 
opposition.

session every Monday. The

The 
charter amendments also provide for 
non-partisan elections, and the ballots 
will permit a voter to Indicate his 
first, second and third choices, and

range ofKDEFAULTING AMERICAN STATES

In the thirty-ninth annual report of 
the Corporation of Foreign Bondhold­
ers, recently issued ln London, sev­
eral states of the neighboring republic 
make but a sorry showing. During 
1912 Nicaragua made a settlement of 
its debt by reducing the rate of inter­
est from six to five per cent., and 
leaving the principal intact. Even the 
defaulting African State of Liberia 
paid off its outstanding debts in cash 
as a result of protracted negotiations. 
Ecuador resumed remittances for the 
service of the Guayaquil and Qu^to 
Railway bonds and Indeed the only 
two Spanish-American republics re­
maining on the defaulters’ list are 
Guatemala and Honduras, the-former 
especially showing no indication of 
repentance for what the council de­
scribes as an "act of spoliation by 
which the bondholders were arbitrarily 
robbed of the revenues specially 
signed to them.”

No less than nine of the states of 
the North American Union remain on 
the black list, 
arë:
Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, North 
and South Carolina and West Vir­
ginia. Contrary to what is commonly 
supposed,"none of their repudiated ob­
ligations were “war” debts, but, so far 
as the council is aware, the money, 
in most cases, was borrowed for works 
of public utility. Mississippi issued 
loans of $7.000,000 between 1831 and 
1838 to establish the Planters’
Union Bank and paid 
it flourished, but ceased payment when 
it got into difficulties, 
lina, afte# the civil 
500,000, largely expended in railroad 
construction, and repudiated the debt 
after three coupon payments, 
ground that it was contracted under a 
"carpet bag” administration. Tennes­
see made a similar excuse, but repent­
ed and paid.

ELECTRIC LINES
On Streets in Land Area Fif­

teen Miles From the 
Centre.

NEW REGISTRY OFFICE

No Necessity to Combine Busi­
ness of City and 

County.

Sir James Whitney is to be asked 
next week by the boârd of control to 
give Toronto the right to decide what 
electric road franchise will be given 
on streets in the land area 15 miles 
front the centre of the city.

It is expected that the request will 
be granted, as Toronto is now assist­
ing generously in the construction of 
good wagon roads leading into the city 
for the betterment of transportation to 
and from the immediate contributory 
territory.

The board will contend that to car­
ry out an effective policy of economic 
transfer of market produce and cus­
tomers the routes and administration 
of electric lines in the Metropolitan 
area should be under similar super­
vision to that of good wàgon roads.

With this control given Toronto, it 
would then follow that all electric 
lines seeking entrance to the city, as 
one of the populous points of the pro­
vince, would be limited to well-defined 
routes that would be as much leading 
roads to and from the immediate con­
tributory territory as. are the roads 
now selected by the good roads com­
mission. Any operation of electric 
lines off these main trade routes would 
necessarily be by the municipal sys­
tem of street car lines.

Registry Office.
“The registry office is not one-third 

as large as is required, and the men 
and women clerks are indecently 
crowded,” said Registrar Ryan in the 
board of control yesterday. “York Co. 
does not need a new registry officie. 
Not one document in a thousand in 
the office has connection with county 
business. It is absurd to combine the 
city and county business in the new 
registry office.”

Controller Church said he would 
move on Friday to have the new re­
gistry office solely for city business, 
and to have the building proceeded 
with at once.

Toronto Western Hospital com­
plained that the sand in the city wa­
ter pipes is damaging the plumbing 
of the institution. “In less than half 
a minute a pint of sand came from a 
tap,” the complaint stated. It was 
referred to ■ the works department.

WHAT SCIENTISTS ARE DOING

A branch of the British meteorologi­
cal office will hereafter be operated 
from the Royal Aircraft factory at 
South Farnborough for the purpose of 
supplying weather information and 
forecasts to aeronauts and for the con­
duct of investigations of meteorologi­
cal problems. This establishment will 
keep In close touch with the meteoro­
logical office at South -Kensington, and 
advices will be sent out based on the 
observations and Information available 
at both places.

According to The Scientific American 
of recent issue, it is commonly supposed 
that rtbe ancients succeeded in hard­
ening copper. Metallurgists who have 
examined specimens of this so-called 
hardened copper have found that it is 
net pure copper, but usually an allov 
of copper, either natural (that is, the 
two metals existed in one ore, or that 
in the process of reduction an allov 
was formed) or an artificial allo\ made 
by melting two ores together, the 
copper and the other zinc.

The British Association for the Ad­
vancement of Science will meet in Aus­
tralia for the first time in August. 
1914. The association has met three 
times in Canada and once in South 
Africa, but all the other meetings have 
been held in the British Isles. The

The spinach that is just coming into the market is crisp and tended' 
and has a hint of spring in its small, bright green leaves. It should 
on the table frequently, for it is wholesojne, satisfying and 
change from the tuberous vegetables of winter.

Whether grown in field or hot-house spinach must be carefully desM 
for the small denizens of the garden like to feast on it as well 
they are extremely hard to dislodge.

The easiest way to clean it is to cut the leaves from the root stalk with 
the kitchen shears and drop the leaves thus removed- into cold salt wit»'' 
to soak for half an hour. '

This will remove any insect- life, as well as most of the grit. Now wis*“ 
each leaf between the fingers and rinse well in fresh cold water. Whei it 
seems clean, wash and re-wash in running water.

Keep washing until the leaves not only look fresh and clean but fui 
smooth to the touch.

Now put the spinach in a deep kettle with a sprinkling of salt and eon* 
bits of bacon to season. You will not need to add water, there will be 
enough clinging to the leaves and more will be extracted from the plant* by* 
cooking. -v-

Cover the kettle closely and cook, turning several times, about fifteen- 
•minutes; if not tender cook five minutes more.—

If you have never cooked spinach, you will be surprised to see that the ' 
peck you put to cook has shrunken to a small bowlful an* that thereto» 
generous quantity of water in the kettle.

Drain off all the.moisture and chop the vegetable fine. Most families 
think salt, pepper and butter accentuate the natural flavor best, 
prefer it with a cream sauce or molded and used as 
is especially liked with sweetbreads, cutlets or pork.

NEW YORK, March 12.—For a time 
after the opening of the stock market 
today the upward movement of the 
previous seyrton was continued. Lon­
don again sent over a higher range of 
quotations for American stocks, and 
there was considerable buying in this 
market for foreign account, qjtho these 
purchases were on a smaller scale than 
yesterday. Covering of short contracts 
contributed to the strength of the mar­
ket, and many of the standard Issues 
were marked up a point or more. The 
demand was not keen, however, and 
after the first hour the market began 
to Blip backward. As the session pro­
gressed the downward movement be­
came more general. Early advances 
were cancelled, and the list was 
forced below yesterday's close.

Financial conditions here and abroad 
again exerted a large Influence on the 
stock market Call money rose to six 
per cent, the highest rates since the 
first of the year. For time money 
5 1-2 per cent was offered for all ma­
turities, but even these bids failed to 
bring out large offerings. The money 
market was Influenced by exports of 
gold and the expectation of a poor 
bank statement on Saturday.

Foreign Exchange Lower.
Prospects of further extensive gold 

exports were lessened by a pronounced 
slump In foreign exchange rates. De­
mand sterling broke fifty points. 
Bankers attributed the change to 
several Influences, among them the 
exportation of gold, the hardening of 
money rates and speculative opera­
tions.

Some of the inactive stocks moved 
more widely on the decline. American 
Sugar broke three points from its high 
price on publication of an annual 
report showing a large decrease in 
earnings. Goodrich was particularly 
weak, the common falling over eight 
points and the preferred six and one- 
half points.

Outside of certain of the specialties, 
such as McIntyre, Dome Lake 
Foley-O’Brien in the Porcupines 
City of Cobalt and Tlmlskaming in the 
Cobalts, the mining Issues showed a 
disposition to sag again yesterday. It 
was plainly apparent that the market 
lacked initiative, and, with the general 
list allowed to drift along in a rut, it 
was not surprising to find stocks 
turning heavy on every appearance of 
selling. Liquidàtlon was not over- 
burdensome, but was more than suf­
ficient to take care of the demand.

Since the new stamp mill was start­
ed up at the McIntyre, the shares of 
that company have scored considerable 
improvement. Last month they sold 
as low ae $2.60; yesterday they reach­
ed $4.35, an advance of 38 points for 
the day, and a new high record. Mean­
while decidedly favorable reports 
current concerning the outlook for 
the proposition. Dome Lake yesterday 
rallied to $2.60, making up 15 points of 
Its recent decline, and Foley-O’Brlem 
was up another cent to 34, a new 
high In months. The property Is to 
be reopened In the near future, and 
the buying is founded on that fact.
