to be executed within fifteen days, after due

notifieaticHi by the said officer,) on every side

of such space of ground or lot which shall

adjoin any public square, street or lane so

levelled,or to be levelled; and, for the future,

to keep the said wall or fence in good repair

widiin e^ht days notification from the afore-

said ofHoer : under the penalty of five pounds

currency for each offence and neglect. And if

it so happen that theproprietor be absent from

the District of Montreal and has no repre-

sentative resident in the City^; or should the

representative himself be absent from the

District orbe unknown, the notifications ofthe

officer aforesaid shaH be posted at the Door

ofthe Parish Choreh and on the premises

where such work is -to be done ; which
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9hall be considered a sufficient notification

given to the proprietor or his representative.-

And it is fiirther ordered, that it shall be

in the ponver of the Common-Council to

oblige every proprietor of a space of ground

or lot adjoining any public square, street or

lane notyet levelled atpublicexpense,although

under the direction of the Common-Council,

to make and keep in good repair, as afore-

said, a wall or fence on all sides of the said

spaces of ground or lots adjoining such pubUc

square, street or lane, each'and every time it

may be so ordered by the said Common-Coun-

cil; subject to the same notifications and pen-

alties as above mentioned against such pro*

prietors or their representatives. *

Any privy reported to be in an unhealthy

or noisome state, shall be cleansed,or amelio-

rated by the proprietor or odCHpant of the

h«use or lot ofground where such privy shall

exist,—^within eight days after notice (signi-

fied to the said proprietor or occupant) of a

special order from the Mayor of the City to

that effect ; under a penalty of Five Pounds

currency.
