Canal is of Great Interest to
Those in the West.

IT WILL STRIKE NEW YORK HARD

Inland Navigation From the At-
lantic Ocean to New Orleans
! a  Factor,

Chicago, Aug. 2.—By persons interested in
lake shipping much importance is attached
to the opening of the Soulanges Canal,
It is expected that when the big Canadian
waterway is thrown open to commerce the
ficets engaged in the griin traffic will be
greatly augmented, and grain freight rates
will be considerably reduced between Chi-
cago and the seaboard. The opening of the
canal is scheduled for the [atter part of
this month, and a party of Chicagoans will
be on ‘hand. Lyman E. Cooley, American

vice-president of the International Deep
Waterways Assoclation; Capt. J. 8. Dun-
ham, treasurer, and a party of representa-
tive citizens wno are incerested in che ueep
waterway movement, will compose the
purty.

An Event of Interest,

The opening of the Soulanges Canal will
be an event of more than ordinary inter-
est. The seaboard and Chicago will be con-
nected by a waterway suitavle for vessels
of 14-foot draught, and the opening ot the
Chicago drainage canal in becemver will
cemplete a navigable waterway between
the Atlantic and New Orleans, with Chi-
¢ugo, at about the central point.

After 29 Years’ Work,

The Canadian canal system is nearing
. completion, arter 2V years of work. ln 18
' the urst work was begun, and three canals,

with a total of 70 niiles, have been compiet-
ed. These canals run around the falls and
shallow sppts in the St. Lawrence River,
‘When thcy were first started vessels of 14
feet draugnt for interior commerce were un-
.keard of. It was figured that 14 feet would.
meet the requirements of advancement in
shipbuilding, and the largest vessels would
be able to pass through. the canals. To-
day, however, there are many vessels in
ihe lake fleet which draw from 20 to 22
feet of water, so that the use of the Cana-
dian capal will be limited to the smaller
ts.

The Soulanges Canal.

The drailnage canal, conceived years later,
was lald out with a better knowledge of
the required draught of modern shipping
vessels. It has a depth of 24% feet, and
is larger In every proportion than the
Canadian waterway. 'Ihe Soulanges Canal
has a bottom width of 100 feet, with ver-
tical sides, and a surface width of about
160 feet. The drainage canal is 160 fect
wide at the bottom and 220 feet at the
surface.

; A Boon to Chicago.

Lyman E. Cooley said yesterday that the
Chicago party to attend the opening of the
Soulanges Canal would probably go to
Cleveland and cross Lake Erie to Port Col-
borne, the entrance to the Welland Canal.
A steamer in charge of the Canadlans inter-
ested In deep waterways will probably be
on hand to take the party eastward to
Montreal. Mr. Cooley believes that the
opening of the canal will be a great boon
to Chicago interests, and at the same time
will slowly divert the grain shipping busi-
ness from New York city.

‘“‘Steamers can ply between Montreal and
Liverpool and other big ports much cheaper
than between Liverpooi and New York
city,” he sald yesterday. ‘“The all-rail grain
traffic between Chicago and New York for
exportspurposes will be diverted by vessel
transit to Montréal, and rates will certainly
be cheapened. Much of the grain now go-
Ing to New Orleans, Port Arthur and South-
ern points for the export trade will come
to Chicago just as soon as large elevators
are established In Montreal. 'L'ne effect on
the export business of the country will be
a noticeable one. Under the conditions it
seems to me that New York can only hold
its supremacy in the export trade by the
building of the proposed deep waterway
across the state to the Hudson.”

GOLD FROM NEW YORK

Any Amount of Bullion Available
t0 Meet the Demands of
Frightened Depositors,

New York, Aug. 2.—Shipments of gold to
-Canada have been made by the Canada
branch banks in this city for the last few
days. The movement is spoken of as a pre-
cautionary one, the purpose being to allay
all alarm in Montreal. It was stated to-
day that the Bank of Montreal had shipped

about $600,000 and the Bank of Britisn
North America $350,000. The Canadian
Bank of Commerce is also understood to
have shipped-a large amount. -The gold re-
serve Wwill not be materially affected by
these shipments, Boston and other near-by
points having sent a large amount of gold
to this city, with more to come to-morrow,

Indians Beat Their Chief to Death
and Went on a Tour of Massacre
and Plunder.

SOLDIERS AND CITIZENS KILLED

Battle Raged for Two Days and
Both Indians and Whites
‘Were Slaughtered.

Chicago, Aug. 2.—A speclal to The Tri-
bune from the city of Mexico says: News
from the Lower Yaqul River country to-
day is that roving bands of Indians are
killing both Mexicans and Americans, and
that a number of Americans in the outly-
ing districts have already been slaughter-
ed.

On the 22nd of last month signs of the
present trouble became apparent and Chief
Tetabiate, always peaceably inclined,order-
ed the tribe to remain qulet and ordere§
five of the principal disturbers shot. The
Indians fell upon their chief and beat him
to death with clubs and then a large band
massacred 50 soldiers In the barracks at
Bacum, slaughtered Carlos Hale, a prom-
inent merchant of Guaymas, and went
down the river murdering and plundering.
The noted frontier general, Lorenzo Tor-
res, commander of the military zone of
Sonora, with only 200 men, marched from
Potan to Bacum and threw himself on the
assembled Yaqui forces.

¥Fought for Two Days,

A battle was waged for two days, In
which 40 Yaquis and 11 soldiers perished.
The Yaquis were pushed back towards the
mountains and on the third day another
fight took place, in which 43 Yaquis and
4 chiefs were killed. ' The Yaquis were dis-

ersed and driven farther into the hills.

WILL DEMAND ACQUITTAL.

Gen, Toral Insists That Santiago
Was Not a Fortified Town as
Per Regulations.

Madrid, Aug. 2.—The defence of General
Toral is that Santiago was not a fortided
town within the meaning of the regula-

tlons, which fact modifies the circumstances
from a point of view of military justice.
General Toral contends that he.was not
liable for the responsibility laid down in
article 295 of the code, since he was not a
Governor,and had not the «<hief power, but
was subject to the orders of the General-
in-Chief. The defence argued that General
Toral had not exceeded his powers, and
read a minute drawn up by the American
officers who took part in the fighting about
Santlago,recognlzlng the courage of General
Linares, the former commander of Santiago,
who was compelied to retire because of a
wound; of General Toral, and of all the
S}mnlsh officers. participating in the battle
of Santiago, where the Americans were su-
perior in numbers and artillery; also admit-
ling that the town could not have ‘received
reinforcements. The defence wil] insist up-
on a complete acquittal.

THIS NEWS IS FOR YANKEES.

One Newspaper in Kingston, Jama-
iea, is Haranguing Against the
British Government,
Kingston, Jamaleca, Aug. 2.—Popular’ re-
sentment against the conditions of the Im-
perial loan is rapidly Increasing, and finding
significant expression through the news-
papers. ' The Telegraph, commenting on
the subject, says it recognizes the presence
of another political crisis, involving a grih
constitutional struggle, and with a greater
need of enlightened combination, than at
any perlod since 18686.

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UNIVERSITY RESIDENCE.

ere appears to be no good reason for
graduates of University College becoming
excited over the determination of the Col-
lege Council to close the residence. At one
time a fair percentage of the students at-
tending University College lived in the re-
sldence, but to-day less than one In twenty-
five students has quarters in it. The resl-
sidence is practically moribund, Last year
there was an avergge attendance of less
than twenty, while the business footed up &
loss 0f $800. At the same time 500 stn-
dents were attending lectures,” The prin-
cipal cause of the decadence of the resi-
dence Is the lack of suitable accommoda-
tiom, That part of the college known as
the residence is now altogether unsuited
for the purpose for which it was originally
intended. Besldes, it has been allowed
to deteriorate so that ‘it would cost a
large sum of money to make the rooms
habithable. Under the. elrcumstances the
closing up of the residence and the conver-
sion’ of the building into lecture rooms ls
not a very radical step.

While residence life has of late been a
diminishing factor at the University, there
is @o doubt that a general feeling exists
among graduates -and  students in
favor of a residence being attached to the
college. But It must be a different instl-
tution to the one just defunct. Ia point
of size and architecture the present resi-
dence is a fallure. What Is needed is a
large up-to-date building, situated at a con-
venient distance from the colleges. A
charge of exclusiveness has been made
agabost the residence, but this Imputation
arises mostly from the limited capacity of
the building. If a new residence is de
cided om, it ought to be a much larger
structure, accommodating a majority In-
stead of a small milnority of the students.
The objection to residence on the ground of
its exclusiveness would vanish with the
erectfon of a building large enough to meet
existing demands.

While we believe that a residential bulld-
ing is an attractive if not a necessary ad-
junct of a great university, we are of opln-
fon that such an institution ought to be made
self-supporting. It is not the duty of the
country to find board and lodgings for the
hundreds of young men who now attend the
University. Every student ought to pay his
own way, but it is the duty of the Govern-
ment, on the other hand, to see that our
students are provided with suitable accom-
modation at as low a rate as is consis‘ent
with the'yself-supportlng idea. While the
college Is hampered for teaching facilities
we do not think it wise to spend money
for the bullding of a residence. The au-
thorities might go so far as to grant a
site, but the country would hardly stand
the expense of putting up a buiiding from
which it would receive mo returns. An in-
stitution erected on a free site and free
from taxes ought to be self-supporting. At
any rate that is probably as far as the coun-
try is prepared to go in the housiag of Uni-
versity' students. The establishment of a
University residence is eminently a case for
private philanthropy. The Proviace of
Ontario has quite a number of milllonaires
who might give this question thelr serious
consideration.

AND THERE ARE OTHERS.

The Government seems to have exhaust-
ed the ordinary schemes for bribing con-
stituencies. The usual way to fix up a
doubtful riding, prior to an election, is to
make an appropriation for some projected
rajlway or public work within the con-
stituency. In the county of Stanstead,
Que., it seems that it has no projected
work of sufficient importance to fill the
bill, so the Government has had to re-
sort to the subsidizing of works actually
constructed. Among the items Iin the sup-
plementary estimates is a grant to the
Massawippi Valley Rallway Company for
an extension to Stanstead Plains, Que.,
not exceeding 21% miles. This extension
was completed two or three years ago, and
it has been in regular operation since that
time. It will require a-long time to rerret
out all the iniquities of the Government's
G60-million-dollar carnival. The House is
to adjourn in a few days, leaving but one
week to Investigate the merits of bonuses
amounting to over six millions, The time

PROPOSED UNITED STATES SHIP
CANAL.

The Americans are now seriously study-
ing the problem of building a ship ¢anal
entirely within United States territory,
from the great lakes to the seaboard.
The lake traffic is increasing with marve-
lous rapidity. The construction of such &
canal is only a question of time. A de-
spatch from Sault Ste, Mare says that the
month of June | touched the high-water
mark at the United States and Canadian
canals at Sault Ste, Marle, the freight
tonnage of over three and a half million
tons for the month breaking all records.
This tonnage was not only greater than
that of any previous month in the history
of the canals, but it exceeded by 244,300
tons the total traffic of St. Mary’s Canal
during the entire year 1885. Nothing fur-
ther Is needed to demonstrate the marvelous
growth of lake commerce during the past
fifteen years, and the growth during the
present year indicates that it will be but
a few years when the three locks at St.
Mary’s Falls will be taxed to their utmost
capacity in caring for the traffic.

The building of a ship canal to the sea Is
the natural sequence of such an enormous
inland traffic.

The preliminary report of George W.
Rafter ef Rochester, who was retalned a
few years ago by the United States Board
of Engineers as consulting engineer, apnd
who has since been diligently at work in
making investigation as to the practicability
of a ship canal. Mr, Rafter has had a
large force of enginecrs under his charge,
sometimes as many as eighty making sur-
veys, observing the flow of streams, com-
puting, boring test holes, draughting and
conducting a serles of sclentific. experi-
ments at Cornell University upon the tlow
of water over dams.

Mr. Rafter’s plan is to cut a canal 30
feet deep and 340 feet wide—which s
three and one-third times the depth and
five times the width of the Erle Canal—
from Lake Erle to Lake Ontario around
Niagara Falls, leaving Lake Ontarlo at Os-
wego, through the Oswego River to Onelda
Lake; thence through the Mohawk to the
Hudson River. A single lock will be 1000
feet long, with walls over 50 feet high.

One of the greatest problems that con-
fronted Mr. Rafter in devising his route
and meeting the engineering difficulties was
to supply the necessary water to the sum-
mit level, which is at the city of Rome.
A great volume of water would be required
for this purpose, and it must be obtained
with due regard to the interests of exist-
ing Industries. He finally hit upon the plan
of constructing an immense dam at Carth-
age, on the Black River, Jefferson County,
making a lake covering eighty square miles
of land. It will be large enough to control
the whole flow of the river and Becure &
tremendous increase to the water power of
the manufacturing concerns in that part
of the State. It would also supply to the
ship canal the volume of water needed for
any emergency. From this storage reser-
voir Mr. Rafter has located a canal ninety
miles long, as large as the Erle, to the pro-
posed ship canal just west of Rome, and
on the way down has planned a secondary
reservoir in the Salmon River. This feeder
canal will require the excavating of more
than 20,000,000 cubic  yards of earth and
rock, : : o {

THE DEGAPITATED GENERAL.

A Short Sketch of the Man Whom
the French Minister of War
Has Humiliated.

Next to the Marquis de Gallifet there is
no officer in the Krench army who is the
hero of so many stories indicative of per-
sonal courage and gallantry as General d!
Negrier, whose name is usually coupled
with that 6f the Marquis as representing
all that is most brilllant, chivalrous and
best in French military life. It is therefore
gingularly unfortunate that General de Gal-
lifet in his capacity as Minister of War
should have been obliged by the public ut-
terances of Gen. de Negrier to dismiss the
latter from his office’ as member of the
supreme council of war, and likewise of
inspector-general of a number of army
corps,a post which is practically equivalent
to that ot a tield marshal, since, in defey-
ence to republican prejudices, that highest
of all dignities in the army has been abol-
ished. FKor the dismissal will, of course,
lay De Gallifet open to a charge on the
part of his foe that he availed himself ot
nis power as Minister of War to get rid of
«he vnly oincer who is his rival lu miutary
presuge and celebrity.

AS 1u the case ¢t ve Gallifet, there are so
many stories about Negrier that it is dir-
ncult to know wihere to begin and how
much to tei. He comes frowm a family of
solalers, His grandrather secured the cross
Of tue Legiaw 0 xvuor [fvid wue urse Na-
poleon, ou the battlefield of Friedland,
where, at the age ot only 23, he recelved
promotion to the rank ot colonel. He was
woulueu at Wwateriwoo and sinea In we re-
volution at Paris of 1848. His son, the father
0f the oInCer Whyu Las JUsy Leed discipiloeu,
was that Gen. Negrier who earried the
cemetery of solteriuv ut tie poiut of ine
bayonet in 1830,

‘'he. present Gen. Negrier hag been a
soldier since his 17th year. He was a
captain in a line regiment when the war
with Germany broke out, and he was
wounded at the head of his company at
the battle of 8t. Privat. He was still in the
hospital when Metz surrendered, and a few
days later he made his escape from the
fortress.

Gen. De Negrier's excuse has al-
ways been that inasmuch as the French
army in Africa is composed almost exclu-
sively of the corps known as the ‘‘foreign
legation,’” recruited from outlaws and soc.al
outcasts from every country of the world
we are permitted to enlisi, without ques-
tion as to their antecedents, and of the so-
cated *‘corps de discipune,” composed
entirely of soldiers of the French army
who have been transferred from their re-
glments in France to Algeria by way of
punishment for gross misbehavior, measures
of the most stern and radical order are re-
quired in order to keep the troops in haud
and under control. One would be tempted
at-any rate to belleve that he is more con-
siderate to animals than to ‘men. For I re-
member being shown at Paris an order
which he issued while In command of the
“foreign legation’ one evening on arriving
in camp, after a march since daybreak at
a rapid pace and under a burning sun
through the sand of the Algerian desert.
The order was as follows: “The camels
and the mules being too exhausted by the
march, it is the men who will bring the

supplies of wood and of water into camp
to-night.”

MAZET DIGGING COMMITTEE.

AN OUTLAY OF A MILLION DOLLARS

Involved in the Approaching Con-
tests for the America’s Cup

Between Shamrock and
Columbia,

It Is a common reproach of foreizners that
the first question an American asks about
anything is, *“What will it cost? There is
no doubt that the average citizen of this
continent does like to know what a thing
means iu a tary way lally If it
eans pleasure—for people on . this side of
the Atlantic do like to get a fair equivalent
for thelr cash in some way or other.

Therefore it is only natural that just now,
when the great yacht race—a contest of the
sort In which only the greatest of Hations
can Indulge—is in preparation, both Ameri-
cans and Britons are asking:

“*“What will it cost to contest for this
trumpery cup, worth so little in cash, but
80 much In glory?”

The answer to this can be given only ap-
proximately. Directly it will cost in hard
cash fully $1,500,000, Indirectly it will cost

lions in loose change.

in counsidering this matter it must be re-
mewmbered that the primary cost of the
Jacht is one of the least factors. The
Shamrock, with repairs, extra sails, and
alterations will, before the season is over,
cost close to $200,000. The Columbia will

o cost about $20,000 more. ‘L'o run toem Lor

the season will cost each fully $50,000 more.

Then comes the real cost. ln this must
be counted the cost of the tenders, the trial
boats, and many other large incidental ex-
penses on this side of the ocean. It has cost
a small fortune to refit the Defender and
keep her in trim and run her during the
season, and this will make up an enormous
total. The steam tender which accompanies
the two yavhts is even more expensive.

While it can be justly elaimed that Com-
modoré Morgan’s new steam yacht, the Cor-
sair, was built purposely that her owner
and his fellows in the syndicate might at all
times follow the Columbia, the primary cost
of the Corsair was HO0.0ﬁO, and up to the
close of the racing season she will have
necesitated the outiay of $30,000 more for
expenses.

Sir Thomas not a Yachtsman.

Sir Thomas Lipton was never considered
a4 yachtsman until the present season. He
hever has before owned a yacht of any kind.
While his friends declare that he has always
taken a general interest in the sport, his
Dame was never mentioned in connection
with a pleasure craft until his challenge
for the America’s cup was announced by
the Royal Ulster Yacht Club and was ac-
cepted by the New York Yacht Club. Peo-
f(le who know declare that he joined the

oyal Ulsters. for the express purpose of
inducing that organization to issue his chal-
lenge, and it is known that this is the first
yacht club to claim him as a member.
Not long ago Sir Thomas bought the steam
yacht Aegusa, whose name he quickly
changed to Erin, in honor of his native land,
and this vessel, according to present plans,
will convoy the Shamrock adross the At-
lantic, From her bridge her owner and a
party of distingulished guests will’ wateh
the great international yacht race, and Am-
erican yachtsmen will have an opportunity
of comparing the Erin, built on the Clyde,
with the Corsair, constructed on the Hud-
son. In most judgments the American craft
is by far the handsomer of the two. Her
design, however, can hardly be classed as
native, for Beavor Webb, the naval archi-
teet who is responsible for her model, is an
Irishman, who has been in business in the
United States since 1885, when his cutter
Genesta, owned by Sir Richard Sutton, was
defeated by the Puritan.- A similar fate
befel his cutter Galatea, owned by ILieut,
Heon, R.N., in 1886. Since that time Mr,
W l‘bh has designed a number of fine ves-
sels for American millionaires.

His Yacht Cost $375,000.

The price paid by Sir Thomas Lipton for
the Aegusa was $375,000. The craft is
bretty -to look at, as well as fast and sea-
worthy., She was designed, built, and en-
gined by Messrs, Scott & Co. of Greenock,
Lfor Commendatore Floria,an Italian yachts-
man, In 1897. She is 264 feet over all, 252
feet on the loadwater line, with a beam
of 31.65 feet and a depth of 18.5 feet. Hep
gross tonnage is 994. Her hull, which is
of steel, was built up to the highest re-
quirements of Lloyd's. She has a single
screw, which 1s propelled by triple- ex-
pansjon engines of 2500 Indicated horse-
bower, with four cylinders of 24, 40, and
(two) 45 iInches in dlameter respectively.
Steam is generated in two Scotch boilers
with a working pressure of 180 pounds.
The yacht is magnificently fitted up with
the latest luxurious and fashionable eyuip-
ment.. She has bheen overhauled and re-
fitted .at an expense of $25,000 at Cowes.
It is' worth mentioning that the large
saloon has been decorated with pletures of
all the yachts that have contested for the
America cup. The yacht carries a ship's
all told. The pay roll
amounts to $500 a week.

Nobody but the Herreshoffs, Commodore
Morgan and Mr. C. Oliver Iselin know the
exact cost of the Columbia. Those sharps
who estimated her prime cost at more than
$300,000 have evidently gone off at half
cock. It must be remembered that the
yacht is simply a shell, her frames being
of nickel steel, and her plating a thin tilm
of manganese bronze. She has no expensive
interior fittings. In fact, she has no fittings
at all. When one remembers that a su-
perb, down-to-date, steel steam yacht like
Corsair II., 204 feet on the water line,
built up to the highest requirements at
Lloyd’s, with machinery of the finest and
equipment most luxurious, can be built
for $300,000, it seems ridiculous to assert
that a boat ninety feet on the water line,
with absolutely no garnishing below the
decks, will cost as much to construct. In
most judgments, and in that of several
naval architects, $200,000 is a liberal esti-
mate, qnd affords a very large margin of
profit for her builders.

Mr. A.J. McVey, a yacht designer and
writer of Boston, has compiled the follow-
ing table, which he says shows not the
lowest actual cost of the Columbla, but a
very liberal one :

Clauses 4 and 5 of His Railway
Amendment Act Withdrawn
Till Next Session.

FIRST THREE CLAUSES PASSED

The Railway Commitiee Concluded
Business, Thanked the Chair-
man and Adjourned.

Ottawa, Aug. 2.—Hon. A. G. Blair's act
to amend the Rallway Act again came Uup
before the Railway Committee this morn-
ing. 'Hon. A. G. Blair said there had been
a conference between the Premier and him-
self on the one hand and Sir Charles Tup-
per, Mr. I'gster and Mr. Haggart on the
other hand, and in order to facilitate the
close of the session it was decided to let
clause 5, giving the Governor-in-Council
power to make uniform rules and regula-
tions, stand.

Mr. Heyd asked what effect this would

have on the G.T.R. rules.

Hon. A. G. Blair said they had been ap-
proved months ago, and-had been standing
at the request of the Government. They
could not ask them to let them stand any

all the resources of obstruction of the Op-
position were exhausted.
Clauses Which Were Passed.

Clause 1 dealt with regulations for tele-
graph and télephone electric construction;
clause 2, with special acts for the construc-
tion of bridges, and clause 3, witl the de-
struction of fences, etc., and the penalties
therefor. These were all agreed to without
much discussion.

On clause 4, the clause giving the Gover-
nor-in-Council power to order the location
of stations, being reached, Mr. Haggart
sald he would not object to a clause which
had no ex post facto operation.

Mr. Blair moved that it be withdrawn.

Mr. Oliver demanded a full explanation.

Mr. Blair reminded him of yesterday’s
meeting, and said he had a letter from the
Premier telling him that he had had further
conversation with Sir Charles Tupper that
morning and that the bill would not be al-
lowed to go through the House. He bowed
to the inevitable,

The clause stood till next ‘session, as did
clause 5.

A. T. Wood, Hamilton, said the rallway
men throughout Canada had expectéd the
passage of clause 5, and the Government
made rules. Were rules to go into opera-
tion without the Goverbment being con-
sulted?

Mr. Blair reviewed the history of the ap-
proved G.T.R. rules, and repeated his rea-
sons for withdrawing the clause.

Mr. Wood was attempting to speak when
Col. Tisdale rose to a point of order, and
he was ruled out of order.

All the remaining bills on the paper were
dropped,-and the committee adjourned, af-
ter passing a vote of thanks to the chair-
man.

The Wild Horses of Australia,

The wild horses of Australia are often a
plague to stock breeders, and occasionally
make themselves troublesome in the most
unexpected way. A writer in The Sydney
Mail recently described a kangaroo drive
which was to a great extent spolied by thrae
P “prumbles.” An enclosure or 12-foot high
fencing had been erected in a suitable spot,
and from the single narrow entrance long
wire fences had been run out to help guide
the kangaroos into the enclosure, where,
as consumers of the grass that Is wanted
for sheep, they were to be destroyed. Two
hundred men on horseback mustered from
all the country round to ‘‘drive’” the kan-
garoos, and when they had advanced in line
tor some distance, it was estimated that
upwards of 10,000 kangaroos were in front
jumping slowly towards the fatal enclos-
ure, The horsemen wére beginning to close

The men,
being new to the business, tried to stop
the rush by riding at the mob, but led by
the horses they broke through the line, and
instead of yarding the whole 10,000, under
4000 were captured, all owing to three wild
horses which had no business there.

Oats—There was a moderate trade In oats
to-day, and prices advanced 1%4c per bushel
in sympathy with wheat and corn. Country
offerings were rather larger, but cash de-
mand was good. Estimated.cars for to-
morrow, 400. Trade was light all day and
mostly of a local professional character.

Provisions—The market ruléd fairly active
within a narrow range. The trading was
chiefly local. Packers are well divided on
the market; some are free sellers, while
others are buyers. Hogs continue to run
moderately and below last year at princi-
pal western points.

Mr. Chamberlain Says Alrcady the
Imperial Government Has
Been Too Generous,

London, Aug. 2.—During the debate in the
House of Commons to-day on the Colonial

The
early strength had its Inception in the dls-
position of London to~ buy American
stocks, notwithstanding the marking up
of the money rate there, The demand from
London was especlally marked for Atchi- |
son, pf.,, Louisville and Nashville and |
Northert Pacificc. There were also sales

from that source, especially of Anaconda,
and in addition there was a smart upward
movement in some of the specialties, no-
tably Sugar, which was at one time dur-
ing the day up 2%. 'The simultaneous is-
sue by the rival interests of a circular to
the trade, couched in much the same terms,
prompted the belief that a compromise of
the Sugar war had been effected. Reports
of the extraordinary earnings in the Iron
and Steel Industry gave a firm tone to that
group of stocks and Tennessee Coal had the
additional benefit of a report that valuable
property was about to be acquired and
that claims of preferred stockholders were
in process of adjustment. The stock in
conscquence rose 3%. The trunk lines were
favorably affected ﬁy the going into effect
of the higher freight rates on grain to the
seaboard. The Tobacco stecks, the local
traction stocks, General Electric, Cotton
Oil, People’s Gas and u few other stocks
galned from individual causes. The gen-
efal appearance of strength thus imparted
to the market prompted home covering by
the shorts, who sold stocks yesterday, thus
helping on the advance. The advance
brought realizing sales. The grangers hung
back all day on the reports of damage to
grain crops by hail storms, which were the
strengthening influence In the grain mar-
ket. There was in addition a sharp break
in Su?ar and Brooklyn Transit, the latter
dropping 214 from the best. This decided
the reactlonary tendency, which had been
growing all day on Increased anxiety over
the money market outlook. Lackawanna
suddenly fell away 5% polnts in the late
dca]lnf on rumors of a projected strike.
The closing was dnll and heavy at a level
generally below last night’s closing. The
aﬁprehensﬁon over the money outlook was
the outgrowth of the advance in discount
vates in the London market, which rose
above the bank of England’s minimum
rate. The fall in consols was evidence
that the Bank of England was again bor-
rowing from the market to repel the de-
mand for gold made probable by the re-
cent downward course of sterling exchange
in New York. There was not enough doing
in the sterling exchange market here to-
day to reflect the influence of this move,
i but the sterling exchange rate at Berlin,
whence London continues to draw gold,
rose two pfennigs. The bulk of the call
loans In New York were made at 4 per
cent. Outslde banks continued to draw on
their deposits in New York banks for
making loans in this market. There has
béen some outgo from this centre to Mont-
real on account of stringency there. Alto-
gether there was good prospects in the
tinds of best observers of easier money.
The buying of stocks here for London ac-
count under these circumstances is per-
haps accounted for by the presence in Lon-
don on vacation trips of a number of the
heaviest operators on the New York Stock
Exchange.

MecIntyre & Wardwell say: The market
to-day showed considerable irregularity, but
maintained a strong undertone as a general
rule. The desire to take profits manifested
itself by a number of important operators,
and the continued bearish inclination of the
majority of the professional element, induc-
ing renewed operations on the short side by
this class, was the principal cause of the
halt in the upward movement in the mar-
ket.
