it disappeared before this decisive ac
tion, which in effect placed upwards of
700 delegates in the Taft column.
Equally important and even more
remarkable was the final acceptance of
this result by the “allies” without the
formality of a dissenting minority re-
port.

ELEGTRICAL ASSOCIATION

HEAR PAPERS ON PONER':

Europe Provides Encouragement
and Instruction for Develop-
ment in Ontario.

The Canadian Electrical Association
convention began in the Chemistry
Building yesterday morning, the pre-
sident, R. S. Kelsch of Montreal, in
the chair.

The delegates were officially welcom-
ed by Prof. Galbraith on behalf of the

for the city and by President Falconer
on behalf of Toronto University.
The membership has increased to

395, but only 130 delegates have report-
ed.

Papers read were: ‘“Power Rates and
Factors which Influence Them,” by W.
N. Ryerson; ‘“How to Increase the
Station Load,” by George Willlams;
“Lost and Unaccounted for Current,”
by C. R. McKay, and “Various Elec-
trical Power Plants by European De-
signers,” by C. H. Mitchell.

“Canada’s great wealth in water
powers is an asset to be seized upon
and developed according to the expan-
sion of the country,” began Mr. Mit-
chell, “and Canadian engineers en-
trusted with this development natur-
ally seek much inspiration abroad, and
especially in those countries which,
historically at least, have led in theig
branch of work, as the basic principles
of the design, construction and opera-
tion of hydro-electric power are much
the same here as in Europe, and Swit-
zerland is to the hydro-electric en-
gineer what Paris is to the ‘engineers’
of fashion.”

Necessity had compelled Switzer-
land, Northern Italy, Eastern France
and the Austrian Tyrol to develop the
water powers because of the utter lack
of coal and other fuel, and now these
countries are many years ahead of
their competitors.

In Geneva the large numbper of tak-
ers under two-horse power Ik astonish-
ing and 113 of these small “takers at
110 volts are using only 50 ¥-2 horse-
power altogether. The op€ plant in
question serves power @sd light to 27
city and suburban localities, prices
varying from $64 for one horse-power
to $22.40 per horse-power for 100 h.p.
blocks.

The development at Vallorbe, a small
city north of Geneva, was spoken of
as remarkable, as there is a network
of 250 miles of wire, and the farthest
point served is only fifty miles dis-
tant, the total population served being
about 100,000,

“In the study of power rates,” said
W. N. Ryerson, general superintendent
of the Ontario Power Co., Niagara

“all legitimate business concerns are

MUNICIPAL DRY DOCKS.

They May Recelve Federal Ald, Says
Mr. Flelding. :

OTTAWA, June 17.—(Special).—The
pouse made excellent progress with

government bills to-day.

In committee the Chinese immigra-
tion act amendment was discussed. It
provides that the head tax may be
pald at the point of destination, in-
slead of the point of entry. Mr. Ber-
geron thought this would help China-
men to evade the tax.

R. G. MacPherson said the object
was that other provinces might share
in the head tax. He opposed the
change.

Several amendments were assented
to. One imposes a penalty on persons
who aid or abet an infraction of the
exclusion act.

The bill was left over to consider a
suggestion that the word “students”
be more adequately defined.

On a bill to encourage the construc-
tion of dry docks, Mr. Ames raised the
question whether a municipality-own-
ed dry dock would be aided.

Mr. Fielding said not, but, eéven if
he was not so enamored of public
ownership as some people, if there was
any reason to suppose that a munici-
pality would undertake the construc-
tion of a dry dock, there would be no
objection to granting federal ald.
Leighton McCarthy, however, did not
think that municipalities should ‘be
encouraged to enter into competition
with private enterprise.

Mr. Monk urged the construction of
a dry dock at Montreal instead of
epending money on useless public
works, for political purposes. Such a
dock should be owned by the govern-
ment, .

The bill was passed.

The bill respecting government guar-
anteed bonds of Grand Trunk Pacific
was next put thru. Mr. Flelding ex-
plained that the bill dealt with the
method of handling securities of the
company. If the company find it in-
advisable to sell the bonds, it may
pledge them to any bank.

CIVIL SERVICE REFOaM.

The declaration of the Methodist Con~
ference at Winnipeg this week, in fa-
vor of taking the Canadian civil ser-
vice out of politics, was closely follow-
ed by the introduction of Mr, Fisher's
civil service bill in the house 6f com-
mons at Ottawa yesterday. This bill
creates an independent commission

to make all appointments in the civil
_service on merit, as determined in
these examinations. At first the law
is only to apply to what is called the
inside service at Ottawa, but provision
is made in the bill for bringing all the
outside service under this commission
and its system of appointment , on
merit, in the examinations, and of
promotions in the service on the record
made by clvil servants after appoint-
ment.

Honestly administered, this bill is the

beginning of a sweeping réform that

will- be hailed with satisfaction by the

whole country. Mr. Borden was able

to éndorse it and to say that it was
on the line of his Halifax platform,
while Mr. W. F. Maclean declared that

the sooner the new la wwas extended
~t0 the outside service the better, more
especially to the employes on the gov-
ernment system of railways and to

include the appointment of postmas-
sters in cities and towns.

Politicians themselves have come to
see that patronage of this kind is a
burden rather than a blessing, and that
the time has come to abandon it for
ever. England long ago found the wis-
dom of a non-partisan appointed civil
srvices, and rapid strides in the same
direction have lately been made in the
United States. The movement is now
under way in Canada, and The World
believes that the public opinion of the
country will not only appreciate the
change, but insist on its fullest and
amplest application.

Parliament is again doing business
on the bill, and the public will appre-
ciate any and all progressive legisla-
tion it likes to pass these days, even
if the session is now over lpng and the
warm weather at hand.

INTERNATIONAL HOSPITALITY.
Since the inauguration of the Anglo-
French entente cordiale, the exchange
of visits by representative bodies-has
become one of the distinguishing fea-
tures of the new irfternationalism. The
progress of this movement, which on
every ground ought to be encouraged
and promoted, has been rapid, and it
promises to become an important factor
ﬂyruout the civilized worid. Hitherto
in Britain arrangements for the recep-
tion and entertalnment of visiting dele-
gations has been left very much to
private hands, with results that have
been entirely satisfactory. But it has
come to be realized that personal in-
tercourse is so valuable an aid to inter-
rational peace and amity as to deserve
official and governmental recognition,
and steps are now being taken in Lon-
don to establish a permanent organi-
' zation for the dispensation of the na-
tional hospitaiity. i
Replying the other day to a deputa-
tien, Mr. Lloyd-George, the chancellor
of the exchequer, stated that the gov«
ernment had decided to set apart a sum
“for the pumpose of regularizing in
Britain that hospitality between na-
tions which has been’ a marked fea-
ture of recent years. The premier, an-
swering a question put by Sir Edwin
Ccrnwall, M.P., who as chairman of the
London County Council first suggested
4 congress of capitals, referred to the
lack of machinery for carrying out the
nation’'s desire for international friend-
ship, and the indication of governmenit
sympathy thus given is likely to Lear
fruit. Sir Edwin Cornwall has placed
‘before the cabinet a scheme for the
creation of an organization to be main-
tained and controlled by the govern-
ment under the suggested title of ‘“The
British International Hospitality Cen-
tre,” with a central office and an ade-
quate staff.
The objects of thig organization, as |
proposed, are stated to be the enabling
of colonial and foreign visitors to get

A TARIFF COMMISSION.

In commenting on the tariff plank
of the Republican platform, the New
York Times makes a suggestion for a
commission on tariff matters along the
lines of that voiced by Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy at the board of trade
banquet the other night. The Times
says:

“It is obvious that the president

would require the aid and advice of
experts thoroly informed as to ‘the
conditions of trade in order to make
wise and safe decisions. A board of
such experts, entirely free from parti-
san influence, having a fairly stable
tenure, would be an extremely good
agency in the administration of the
tariff in connection with foreign trade
treaties.
, “It would be still more valuable could
it be adopted with preference to the
practical application of the principle of
tariff dnties equivalent to the differ-
ence of cost in production abroad and
at home. If such a board should be
charged with ascertaining cost at Home
and abroad, and if when the dutles
were found to exceed for a reasonable
term the actual difference in cost, the
duties could be proportionately less-
ened, that would be an automatic and
effectual system to adapt the tariff
to the principle professed, and would
gradually, we are convinced, bring
about a substantial emancipation of
our commerce. It would at the same
time accomplish a natural and pow=-
erful stimulation of American manu-
factures by’ diminishing the obstacles
to profitable export and import.”

LA MODERN ROOF i

Up-to-date department. stores cover
such a large square surface that it
would be a great waste of space to roof

Rumors that the
dividend on American Locomotive
would be cut or passed entirely at the
meeting scheduled for next week ex-
plained the weakness In the stock,
which also had a depressing influence
on the rest of the list. Undon Pacific
and Reading continued to monopolize
the bulk of attention, the. fluctuations
in these stocks being followed to. a
greater or less extent by the other ac-
tive issues. Prices were at the lowest
in the early aftermoon; rallying toward
the close, which was irregular and un-
cortain, .

Spader & Perkins wired .J. G. Beaty:

It is by no means sure that the cut
in dividends by western New York
Central lines, made to-day, may not be
followed in other directions before the
summer is over, and It is quite logical
tc expect a wage reduction to take
place at the same time. Raidlroad earn-
irgs have not increased  during the
second quarter of the year, and are not
until crop moving activity
starts in. As before stated in these ad-
vices, we are not - altogether satisfled
that, however bright- the crop outlook
may appear during the next few
months, security wvalues will meet
with speculative support in sufficient
velume to maintain prices at higher
levels.
