After hard
fighting the enemy were driven back
to the ravine containing their rifl

Thruout the day in other parts of
the fleld the Grenadiers, thg Winni-
peg and other corps fought well, and
at 4 o'clock the engagement ceased
for the day to be resumed in the
morning. In the morning the battle
was resumed by the Winnipeg battery,
who scattered the enemy in all direc-
tions: The infantry attack now de-

J veloped under the lead of the 90th

Winnipeg, supported by the Grena-
diers and Midland battalion. The fire
of “A” and Winnipeg batteries was
ircessant, while the infantry fired at
long range. Little by little the enemy
retreated. - After two days fighting

What the Porcupine deposits are, no
one seems yet able to determine. They
may be lodes, dikes, deposits or huge
veins; but one. thing is unquestioned,
they are rich in gold and the gold is
scattered thru the quartz. The same
can not be said of the condition of
things in Munro.
