Now Persin Should Pay Her Debt
to Great Britain, and Russia
Will Have It Easy,

St. Petersburg, Jan. .31.—The newspapers
here. express immense satisfaction at the
Persian lloan of 22,500,000 roubles, to be
floated by the Loan - -Bank of Persia (a Rus-
sian Institution), but think Russia showed
“excessive delicacy,” in not including the
customn houses of the ports of the Persian
Gulf among the guarantees. 'Fhey urge the
prompt building of a railroad as the Dbest
means of shutting out the claims of other
nations.

The Herold sees extraordinary signifi-
cance in the conclusion of the arrangement,
which, it says, shows Russla is resolved
to assert her interests in DPersia in a de-
termined fashion. The paper also says it
thinks Germany will not be envious of Rus-
sian success, ‘‘which can be regarded as
Russia’s compensation for Samoa.”’ -

T'he other papers think the first thing
Persia ought to do is to extinguish her in-
debtedness to Great Britain, and thus re-
gain her freedom of action in the Province
of Fars.

The Russian loan to Persia is guaranteed
by all the Persian custom house receipts
except the revenues of the custom houses
of the Iersian Gulf, and those of the cus-
tom house of Fars.

Gravel Beds and Sandbars Around
Grand Forks Said to Cone
tain Pay Dirt,

Grand Forks, B.C., Jan. 31.—Col. John-
son of San Francisco, who hds been en-
gagéd hydraulic mining on Snake River,
Idaho, is here to investigate the possibili-
ties of work of similar character in the
Main Kettle River, .in the vicinity of
Grand Forks. Col. Johnson authorized the
statement that he would organize a com-
pany for the purpose of extracting gold
from the Kettle River by means of the
putent dredge now in successful use in lda-
ho. He predicted that the gravel beds
and sandbars would yleld at least from 15
to 25 cents to the yard. This, he added,
would realize § handsome profit, after de-
ducting all exranses. The first dredge, Le
intimated, would be in operation within
three months. 7The bed of Kettle River
has long been known to be laden with flaky
gold. In low water, miners of various pe-
riods, using the most primitive methods,
have made fhlrly good wages. This has
aiso been their experience in the gravel
benches situated along the river bank. It
is well known that colors can be obtained
from the gravel taken from the streets of
Grand Forks by the simple process of *‘pan-
ning.” This is the convincing experience
that appeals to so many skeptical new
comers.

¥ A letter from the Treasurer, with regard
to Ald. Foster's motion toLn'nr from ume

There was no int:n-

to time city debentures in ghe City of To-
ronto before offering the sajne id large lots
in other places, said :

“For some years past it has been the
policy of the corporation to effer our de-
bentures on the Canadian, British and Unit-
ed States markets simultaneously. 1t would
not be wise to offer for sale the deben-
tures proposed to be issued under each
separate bylaw. The proper time must be
chosen to dispose of bonds. When the
amount is of considerable magnitude, the
state of the money market both at home
and abroad must be taken into considera-
tion. It is the customm to consolidate the
amounts of several bylaws and make a
large issue of the whole, which commands
the attention of capitalists and large in-
vestors, whereas frequent small public
issues would. not be received with ravor.
Our long dated consolidated loan deben-
tures must, be issued with a view to their
being taken up in Canada, as well as with
the strong probability that eventually they
will be transferred for investment in Great
Britain, the United States, and other coun-
tries. On my suggestion, at the last ges-
sion of the Ontario Legislature, the corpor-
ation sought for and obtalned power to
issne debentures equal to 50 pek cent. of
the arrears of taxes. These debentures
run for eight years from the date of issue,
and no doubt would be a popular invest-
ment for our citizens who . prefer short
loans, rather than lock up their monegy In
long investments.

Not an Opportune Time,

The present is not an opportune time to
make a public issue of a large loan, and 1
am of opinion that our short dated bonds
should be left in the hands of the Board of
Control and Treasurer for negotiation, The
Board could fix the minimum price of
issue, below which no debentures should
be disposed of. They could be sold in lots
to suit purchasers, from $100 upwards.
This would give all our citizens of small
or large means equal opportunities of in-
vesting in thelr own securities, according to
their requirements.

The Board favored the proposition.

TORONTO'S FIRE AND LIGHT.

Both Branches of the Service Came
Under at Yesterday’s Meeting

of the Committee,

The Fire and Light Committee had the
fire chief on the carpet for an hour yester-
day. Mr, Thompson was directed to re-
port on the advisability of appointing an
electriclan as superintendent of the fire
alarms,

Fireman Collard asked for reinstatement,
but the chief would make no recommenda-
tion, as last year's committee had dealt
with the matter,

Mr, Stewart’s Proposition.

W, T. Stewart, electrical engineer, sent
in a report urging that now is the time to
install a clvic electric light plant, as it
will take from seven to' nine months to do
£0 to make a good job of it. " Mr. Stewart
says: *“You pay annually $22,370 for 24,325
candlepower gas, which only equals a little
over 12 arc lamps of 2000 candlepower ca-
paclty at $74,821%, or $807.00. Your total
light bills amotint to $107,482,

“A gilt edge eclectric light plant would
nor cost you one cent over $250,000 for a
capacity of 1400 arc lamps of candlepower
capacity, ~and 4000 incandescent lamps,
with sufficient duplicate plant for safety.
The operating expenses, including 5 per
cent. for depreciation and 5 per cent, for
sinking fund to redeem your bonds fn’ 20
years, and interest on your money at 8%
per cent,, with all necessary bhelp, etc.,
$78,000. This would be a net saving to
the city of $29,462 per annum,.” Mr, Stew-
art says he saved Vancouver $12,000 an-
nually.

1d, McMurrich said it was a mystery to
him why the chief should change foremen
from the districts which they knew best,
It was simply doing away with their use-
fulness, It was also a mistake to place
the deputy chief in any other place than
where the chief himself is. The brigade
should not be without a head in the ab-
sence of the chief from duty,

Ald, Hubbard denounced the entire ar-
rangements of the chief as absurd in the
extreme, ;

Chief Defends Himself,

The chief defended himself, and in con-
nection with his own personal arrange-
ments for attending fres made the remark:
“Rome was not bulit in a day,”

The Mayor: But Rome could be burneda
fn a night.

The following sub-committee was ap-

Democratic Candidate Goebel Lies in
the Shadow of Death From an
Assassin’s Bullet.

FORCIBLY KEPT QUT OF HIS SEAT.

The Law Declares He is Goyvernor,
But Republican Rifles De-
clare the Other Way,

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 81,—Nevep was there
a more complicated political sifuation than
that which to-night confronts the politi-
clans of Kentucky, and never was there
one in which it seemed so difficult to form
an accurate guess at the outcomdd

The Republican party, which two days
ago was vainly striving to hold its mem-
bers in their seats upon the floor of the
House,and which seemed almost powerless,
is to-night in the saddle, strong and vigor-
ous, and carrying things with a high band.
The powerlessness of the Republicans of
two days ago is more than equalled by the
apparent helplessness of the Democrats of
to-day. - All day long the Democracy has
beeu groping around, trying to find some
way in which it could seat in the guberna-

torial chair its leader, Willlam Goebel, who
lles slowly dying of the wound Inflicied Ly
the bullet of an assassin.

A Line of Blue and Steel,

No matter which way the Democrats
turned, they were confronted by the same
prospect, a line of blue, edged with steel,
and it was fully understood by both parties
that the line and steel were there for busi-
ness purposes only, There was no bluff,
no false alarm about It.

All day, thru the streets of Frankfort,
soldiers marched and counter-maarched,
Drills in the streets were frequently held
in order that the men might be warmed
by exercise after they had remained in the
biting wind, A

Guarded at All Points,

Around the' penitentiary was a line of
troops; in the Opera House was a guard;
three com})anleﬂ stood at rest in the open
space In front of the Capitol Hotel; sen-
tries patrolled every side of the huilding
in which ex-Governor Bradley resides, and
a detachment of Infantry held the Court
House against the possible coming of the
members of the Legislature, with the in-
tention of declnﬂnﬁ’ that not the living
\ymlnm 8, Taylor, but the dying Willlam
Goebel, was the lawful head and chief ex-
ecutive of the commonwealth of Kentucky.
It was largely a matter of sentiment with
the Democrats that led them to make such
desperate efforts to crown their king be-
fore he died. g

Republicans Planned Well.

The Republicans laid their plans well
and secretly, They carried them thru vig-
orously and triumphantly. The proclama-
tion declaring that a state of insurrection

Prevented from entering the Court
House, they went to the Capitol Hotel,only
to .be told that any meeting they might
attempt to hold in that bullding would be
suppressed. All found taking part in it
would be arrested, and the hotel itself
seized by the soldlers. It was a hopeless
game. The Demoerats had no chance to
win, and theéy gave it up. Later in the
day officers entered the hotel and told the
Democrats that no conference must be
held, and they attempted to hold none,

Will They Go to London ?

There is much doubt among the members
of the - Legislature as to whether or not
they will go to London at all. Some of the
Republicans left Frankfort during the day,
declaring that they were going to London,
but no Democrat o' declared himself, 'I'he
words ‘‘London, Laurel County,” are rot
worth much to the Demoeratic party, In
fact, many of them declared that thelr
lives would not be safe after they reached
the town, It is a place of about 1000 in-
habitants, situated in what is known us
the ‘‘Feud County.” -The inhabitants are
mostly mountaineers, and largely of a
most enthusiastic type of Republican faith,

A Republican Stronghold.

The county is one of the greatest Ke-
publican strongholds " in the state, 'The
people of Laurel County are intensely for
Taylor, and Intemsely against Goebel and
all His works. It is this latter feeling that
causes the Democratic members of the
Legislature to feel hesitancy about ven-
turing at the  present time within the con-
fines of Laurel County, or into the neigh-
hood of I.ondon, when party feeling runs
#0 high and so bitter from end to end of
the state,

Adjt.-Gen. Colller declared to-day that
if the Democratic members did not attend
the Negislative meeting which is called
to meet on Feb., 6, he wounld arrest theiwn
individually, provided he received the ne-
cessary orders from Gov, Taylor, and con-
vey them to London.

The Democrats have not said they would
not go to London, but their legal advisers
have counselled them that Gov. Taylor
had no right to adjourn the I.egislature
from Frankfort, and it is likely that the
matter will be tested in the courts, before
any circumstance can arise which would
call for the arrest of the members, The
Democrats have not, in fact, decided what
they will do.

In the Shadow of Death,

All day long the shadow of death of Mr,
Goebel hung over the Capltol Hotel, His
strength began to fail him late in the
morning, The bustle and excitement which,
despite all precautions, penetrated into his
quiet room had a most serious effect upon
him. At nogn it was declared that he
could live but a short time, and ar
1 o’clock it was said that death was upon
him.” The halls and stairways were filled
with people, who sat ip silence, expecting
to hear any moment thak the end had come,
The afternoon wore away, however, and
as evening drew on be seemed to gain new
strength, and appeared distinctly better,

Called for Clergymen,

He was never for a moment unconscious,
and never did his courage abate for an
instant. He called for clergymen during
the affernoon, and Rev. P, I. Taliaferro
and Prison Chaplain Wallace were twice
with him, Later a clerical friend residing
a short distance in the country came in
and remained ‘for an hour at his bedside.
The physicians declared that there was no-
thing that could have kept him  so long
but his wonderful nerve and will power,
They gave .absolutely no hope, and sald
that death at the farthest could not be
farther away than a few hours,

Frankfort ig quiet in the extreme to-day.
There was . excitement sufficlent for any-
body, but not the slightest sign of disor-
der.

GOEBEL MADE GOVERNOR.

Judges and Lawyers Got Around
the Rifles and Swore in
the Dying Man.
Frankfort, Ky., Jan, 31,—William Goebel
was shortly before 9 o’glock to-night sworn
in as Governor of Kentucky, and J. C. W.

Beckham, a few minutes later, took the
oath of Lieutenant-Governor. The oath was
administered to both men by Chief Justice
Hazelrigg, of the Court of Appeals.
The plan to make Goebel Governor was
set in motion early In the afternoon. A

Governor and Lieutenant-Governor had de-
cided in favor of Goebel and Beckham, and
that the boards intended to report their
findings to the Legislature, but that they
had been prevented from so doing by the
action of (governor Taylor in declaring the
Legislature adjourned.
Driven by the Militia,

The statement then goes on to say that
the members of the Legislature were
driven from place to place by the militia,
and threatened with arrest whenever they
attempted to hold a meeting. It was de-
clared the belief of all the signers of the
statement that Goebel and Beckham were
the legally elected Governor and Lieuten-
ant-Governor, and each man, as he signed
the paper, announced that he voted for the
adoption of the majority report of the con-
test boards, which declared Goebel and
Beckham to be the men rightfully entitled
to the office.

Mr. Goebel was propped up with pillows
and was able to raise his head only with
the greatést difficulty as he listened to
the words of Judge Hazelrigg. -

When the oath had been, given Mr. Goe-
bel sank back exhausted, the effort hav-
ing been almost too much for his stremgth.

Went to Work at Once,

Mr. Goebel, as soon as he was assured
that he was legally Governor of Kentucky,
took prompt action regarding the military
rm of the service, Two orders were quick-
bpropnreﬂ for bis signature, the first of

hich discharged Adjt.-Gen. Danlel Colller
from office, and appointed Gen. J. B, Cas-
tleman of Loulsville as his successor. The
second was directed to the commanders ot
the militla now stationed in - this city, di-
recting them to return to their homes,

Word was telegraphed te Gen. Castleman
of his appointment and he {3 expected in
the city to-morrow morning.

There Is a pmslbllltg of trouble in this
matter of control of the state troops. The
regiments of the guard have lately been
reorganized and are for the most part made
up of Republicans and the personal fol-
lowers of Governor Taylor,

BOERS CHANGE THEIR TACTICS

They Will Attempt to Dam the Klip
River and Flood Out
Ladysmith,

London, Feb. 1.—The correspondent of
The Times at Lorenmo Marquez, telegraph-
ing yesterday, says: ‘“‘Information has been
recelved here from the Transvaal that the
War Department, convinced that it would
be useless to storm Ladysmith, and that

the bombardment will continue ineffective,
has decided upon a change of tactics. Huge
quantities of timber and sand bags, and
hundreds of Kaffirs have been sent from
Johannesburg and Pretoria for the purpose
of damming Klip River, some miles below
‘Ladysmith, the idea being to flood the tO'wn
and to drive the soldiers and Inhabitants
out of the bomb-proof caves, so as to ex-
pose them to shell fire
