AMERICA’S FIGHTING SHIPS
NOW TOTAL OVER THOUSAND

Personﬁel of U. S. Fleet is 280,000, as Against
64,000 When Uncle Sam Entered War

---424 Naval Craft Building.

Washington, Déc. 19.—A recital by
Secretary Daniels of how the navy
prepared for war by , adding several
hundred ships to the fleet and letting
contracts for hundreds of others, in-
cluding dreadnoughts, battle Cruisars,
destroyers and auxiliaries, and an ex-
planation of the operation of the navy
supply ' department by Rear Admiral
McGowan, paymaster-general, marked
the opening today of the inquiry by
a house sub-committee into the navy's
war activities.

“We have 424 ships in course of con-

struction,” Secretary Daniels told the
committee, ‘That does not include

)

submarine chasers, of which we are
building 350, and does not include the
small craft. The chasers will be in
service by early spring.” :

Included in the 424 ships, he said,
were battle cruisers, battleships, scout -
cruisers, destroyers, fuel ships, gun-
boats, hospital  ships, ammunition
ships, seagoing tugs, minesweepers
and submarines. :

Secretary Daniels said the navy now
had more than one thousand ships in
commission, as against 300 two years
ago, and an enlisted personnel of 2§0,~
000 officers and men, compared with
64,680 men and 4376 officers when
America declared war,

Municipal Expenses Have Gone Up
$23 for Each Family During Year.
{In_a detailed analysis of Toronto's
civic financing the bureau of munici-
pal research points out that in Jjust
ohe year the family cost of rTunning
the City of Toronto has gone up from
$£1950 to $213 a year. This is due largely

"There is alrbady a noble tradition associated with
Upper Canada College. Its founder, ‘Sir John Col-
bome, afterwards Lord Seaton, was a veteran of the
Duke of Wellington’s campaigns; and whatever may
be said about militarism, there is no one knows its
dangers so well, nor so able te discriminate with re-
gard to its virtues, as a good soldier. Canada has
ao desire for militarism, and it is to be hoped no need,
but there is something finer than militarism in the
character of a soldier that must not be omitted trom
the character of a nation.

Major Grant, in his inaugural addrebs dwelt upon
some of those aspects cof Canadian life that depend
for their perfection on the fidelity with which the
young men of the country are trained to love and
venerate great national ideals. The recently issued
roll of U. C. C. old boys, upon which Prof. Young has
spent so much loving care, testifies to the pride and
honor which the old school may always feel in those
who went forth from her halls. In an eloquent pas-
sage Major Grant gaid:

“It is mot of the living I think most; it

is the dead. When you look at the names,

they are like the woll-call of many an old

class in this school. Some stately memorial

to them there must be, to be seen and known

by all men, while Upper Canada College en-

dures. Those old boys live just as long as

they are a memory and an inspiration to

us. What sort of Canada shall we show our

dead, when they ask us how we have kept

the trust?” .

He
quoted Milton’s words on England as a fit inspiration
for Canada: “A nation not slow and dull—a nation
of prophets, sages and warriors.”

Dr. Mott on Russia. T
Dr. Mott’s view of the Russian situation as ex-|
pressed at the Canadian Club yesterday substanuated
the opinions expressed in thege columns ixr-fecent
months, requiring a sympathetic and hopeful view of
the future of the Russian people. He laid etress on
the great ‘convulsions thru which the nation is pass-
ing in the war, politically, socially and religiously.
The . kmdengartefn stage in which the greater part of
tha peopie were at present had to be dealt with in a
sympnl;hetlc spirit if any real alliance was to be made
with them.' Dr. Mott considered  that “in:the  dark
hours which now clouded the Russian people it was
the time when we most needed to stand ,by our ally.

The enormous resources and undeveloped wealth
of Russia, equal to many Canadas, made it the aim
of Germany, now that she faced defeat for her other
.aims, to .turn round and possess the vast empire of
the Russlan realms. There 'were good grounds, how-
ever, for believing that Russia would justify any faith
that might be placed in her, and it would be folly to
leave this richest asset to the Germans. They were
only too delighted to hear the recriminations of Rus-
sia's allies and to point them out to the simple people.

It was the German agents, active everywhere by
tens of thousands, that were pofsoning the Russian
mind. Dr. Mott’s’ account of the bread-lines in the
cities, where the people were glad to stand for hours
for the sake of the comversation, amused hl,s q,udlehoe,
but was highly impressive of the eagerness 'of the
people to know. Meetings were held everywhere and
orators were at work all the time telling the people,
who_ drank in everything and betieved all they heard
because they thought they must.

The Russgians ‘had wonderful physical vigor and
vitality. The students carﬂed on their work with only
one-bowl of soup.a-day to. sustain them, They were
the gre’.test hearted people in all ‘the 46 countries
which Dr, Mott had visited. After the war ‘Was over
he thought the Russians would be the first to forgive.
They were great idealists. At present they were float-
Even' the agnostics in
Russia were interested in religion. They had great
patience and capacity for suffering. :

He had confidence in them also, he said, on account
of the principles of the revolutlon They were the
safe principles that led ‘us cg ﬂghi and kept. us in
the war. The great groundswell of democracy, surg-
ing, leaping everywhere, was bearing thé nation to a
solutien of the present difficulties. - Demoralization had
set in in some sections, but the ariny was very far
from being honeycombed and shot to pieces in all its
parts.

‘ Dr. Mott did not ignore the dark phases eof the
situation—the war weariness, the three millions of
soldiers killed, and most dangerous of all, the ‘“master-~
ly German intrigue.” We had done nothing to coun-
teract this. The Russnans required our moral Sup-
port. - Dr. Mott’s plea for help to give Russia Such
aid as may bé& thru agencies of enlightenment, of as-
sistance, and of sympathy should obtain  material sup-
port. As he\said, we may gamble on the future of
Russia, althouhe did not believe it was a gamble. Im

the future of the war we should not let ale out of
our hands our greatest ‘asset.

New York, Dec. 19,—Golf and country
clubs thruout the United States have
been requested by H, A. Garfleld. fuel
administrator, to close their clubhouses
during the winter months in order to

conserve coal. Howard W, Perrin, presi-
dent of the United States Golf Associa-
tion, today made public a letter received
from Mr. Garfield with the suggestion
that copies of it had been forwarded to
the 400 member clubs of the association.

‘“The coal situation is, uas you know,
very serious fronr the. point of view of
the domesti¢c. consumer, as well as for
industries working on munitions .and
other war necessities,” Mr. QGarfield’s
letter read, in part. .

“It has been brought to my attention
that a large number of golf and country
clubs keep their clubhouses open thru
the winter, and an estimate, made, to be
sure, from partial data, indicates that
the amount of coal which will be burned
by these clubs during the months of
December, January, February and March,

It was disclosed today by the
Desember crop report of the idepart-
ment of agriculture that while winter
| wheat was planted om<he largest acre-
3 | age ever sown to that cereal its con-
3 | dition .on Dec. 1 was the lowest on
record for that date. :
.~ A winter crop of §40,000,000 bushels
was forecasted by the bureau of crop
estimates, The actual production will
be cgreater or less than that quan-
tity according as conditions hereafter
are better or worse than average.
Thru a great spring crop it still is
hoped to bring the year's total to
somewhere near the billion mark.

An area of more than 47,000,000
.acres was the mark set by the govern-
ment for farmers to plant fo winter
wheat this fall, but the December can-
vass shows that 42,170,000 acres were
sown. - The farmers did their best, de-
partment of agriculture officials raid, |
but conditions were against them, The
very dry weather in most of the winter
wheat belt was a large drawback,
while late harvest of other ergps and
shortage of farm help were contribut-
ing causes for the failure. :

" Should the winter wheat crop mature
to 540,000,000 bushels, as forecast to-
day, it would be the third largest on
record, being exceéded only by’ the
crops of 1914 and 1915. Government |
officiale had figured on having winter
‘wheat = production reach 672,000,000
bushels, but today's forecast indicates
that it ‘will fall 132,000,000 hushels
short of that figure. Indications are
that rye production will ve 25,000,000
bushels larger than last year’s record
erop. - ;

Already steps are being taken for a
large ‘increase in the acreage of the
gpring wheat crop to be planted next
spring. - Council of national dsfence
and department of agriculture officials
have conférred and will adopt mea-
sures to insure an adequate jabor sup-
ply for 'planting operations, ample
supplies of Seed wheat and help for
the” harvests.  The largest spring
wheat ‘¢rop heretofore was in 1915,
when ¢ 861,854,000 bushels were har-
vested from 19,161,000 acres.
