BIG FINDS LOOKED FOR

Ottawa, March 4.—(Can. Press) —
Settlers in western Canada will be
entitled to a royalty of 63, per cent.
of the value of oil produced  from
their land by speculators, i a resol-
ution .carries which was introduced
in the house of commons today by
Brig.-Gen. W. A. Griesbach, Union-
ist member for Edmonton (Alberta).
At present the Dominion government
réserves full ownership of minerals
discovered in western Canada and
rtay lease for oil drill'ng land which
is already owned privately, so far as
surface rights are concerned. ‘

General Griesbach asks that here-
after one-sixteenth of the value of all|
oil taken out of privately-owned land
be paid to the owner, in additfen to
the levy made upon the speculator by
'1ha Canadian government. This levy
ruas from 2 1-2 per cent. to 10 per
cent., according to the length of the
lease, General Griesbach stated that
speculators in the United States were
compelled to pay eight per cent. roy-
alty to the land owner, because prac-
tically all the land is owned by com-
mon law right both as to surface and
sub-surface production.

Expect Big Discoveries,

Big discoveries of oil are expected
in the west, said. General ‘Griesbach.
Provision ought to be made before any
greal rush of speculators started so
that land owners might not find them-
selves deprived of any share in “he
value of oil discovered, while such
profits were taken by outsidars who
had borne no share of the lab:* of
ploaeering~und (pening up 1n country
to the world.

The Germang strongily objett
to the verdict of the allies thit they
were entirely responsible 'for tha war
and the prime minister’'s arz ment
that #f they taxed themselves as
France and Englana-have dona they
would be able to pay what is demand-
ed of them. They claim interaal taxes,
such as those an sugar, tobaceo and
spirits, ‘have not been taken ‘into ac-
count, and they are prepared te ,7p-
duce figured showing- the 'allies  12ve
underrated their impositions.

With regard to the question of re-
sponsibility for the war, the Germaas
maintain the European powerg were
equally - at fault, and cite a. recent
a&peech by Mr. Lloyd Georg®=in which
he is quoted as saying that the world
drifted into the war.

Nevertheless, speaking in behalf
of the people of the Uaited States,
‘he expressed willingness to associate
with the other nations of the world in
seeking an agreement for the reduction
of armament, in suggesting plans for
.mediation, coaciliation, and arbitration,
“in clarifying the laws of international
relationship, and

ticiable questions,

" The recorded progress of the United
States, Mr. Harding said, proved the
wisdom of the policy of on-involve-
ment in old world affairs. “Confident
of our ability to work out ‘our own
destiny and jealously guarding our
right to do so,” he continued, “we
eeek no part in directing the destinies
of the old world. We will accept 10
responsibility except as our own con-
science and judgment in each instance
may determine. L

“We are readv to associate ourseives
with the nations of the world, great
and small, for confereace, for coun-
sel to seek the expressed views of
world opinion, to recommend a way to
approximate disarmament and relieve
*he crushing burdens of military and
naval establishments. We elect ~to
participate i1 suggesting plans. for
Fmediation, conciliation‘and arbitration
and would gladly join in that expressed
conscience of progress, which seeks to
clarify and write the laws of inter-
aational ‘relationship, and establish ‘a
world court for the disposition of such
justiciable questions as,  nations are
‘agreed to submit thereto, in express-
ing aspirations, in seeking practical
plans, in translating humanity's new
concept of righteousness, justice and
{ts hatred of war into recommended
action we are readv most heartily to
unite, but every commitment must be
made in the exercise of our national
sovereignty.” £ s

NEAR EAST PROBLEM
AGAIN DISCUSSED

Greeks Opposed to Commis-
sion, But Turks Are

in Favor.

London, March 4.—A series of coa-
ferences was held today to discuss the
near east problems, at which the allied
representatives heard -the opiniong of
the Greeks aad ' Turkks. Opposition

again was voiced by the Greeks *o
the plan whereby a commission
would decide the future of Smyrna and
Thrace, but M, Kalogeropoulos of the
Greek delegation declared his willing-
ness to transmit to Athens any “equit-
able proposals which the conference
might formulate for the purpose ot
realizing peace.” :

Reiterating their assent to the ap-
pointment of an investigating commis-
sjon, the Turks suggested the inquiry
be carried out under the control of
the allles. They also declared them-
selves ready to accept the provisions
of- the Sevres treaty, provided they
were adapted to conditions which the
Ottoman delegates described as indis-
pensable to a “free and independent
Turkey.” ;

The allied representatives anaounce
they would consider the statements
made by both sides, and expressed
the hope that private conferences be-
tween the Greeks and Turks would aid
in reaching an agreement.

PREDICTS DOOM OF
NORRIS GOVERNMENT

Winnipeg, Man.,; ‘March 4.—Vehe-
mently protesting that he was .inno-
cent of the seditious conspiracy
charges on which he and other strike
leaders had been <convicted, Rev.
William Ivens, whose year term in
jail expired last Monday, * took part
in the debate on the address at this
afterrvoon’s session of the ‘legislature.

‘With grim lhiumor he commented up-
on-the irony of fate which had sent
him to jail “ostensibly for the purpose
of helping to make laws,” declaring he
intended to be loyal to his convictions,
whatever the result of that loyalty
be, he stated that he had gone to
prison because he was standing for
certain principles and that he stood
for them today “only a . little
stronger.”

Mr. Ivens predicted the doom of the
Norris government, claiming that
sooner or later it would have to give
way to those who were better able
to deal with the changing circum-
stances of . society.

TALES OF BLOOD
APPEAL STRONGLY
G. oK Cﬁesterton Frankly.

Avows Own Preference in
Discussing Literature.

The multiplicity of literary attrac-
tions in the city last night was pro-
bably responsible for the rather slim
audiefice that greeted Gilbert K.
Chesterton at the Masonic Temple on
his return visit to the city. Rev, Dr.
Hincks presided. \

The speaker feared a little that
the subject of his talk, (it was not to
be called a lecture), “Literature as
Luggage,” might not be fully under-
stood by all. He had dellvered it in
the United States‘and had found that
they did not use the word ‘luggage”
over there, but “instead, spoke of
‘“baggage.” The different forms were
probably due to the fact that the
Engl'shman lugs things and the
American was more accomplished at
bagging things. ¢

The Real Books.

His subject might be better ex-
plained by the question: ““What
books would you like to take with
you to a desert island?’ He could
find much to engross him in a desert
island, because, after all, most of the
sufferings and depressions of life
arose from many tangles and multi-
plicity of interests.

The substance of living could be sum-
med up in “intensification,” whi
meant “make the most of what ' you
have.’” There lay the clue to all of
heaven obtainable here, and that ap-
plied to literature as well as to other
things. He was reminded of a rhyme
which ran:

“I learned before-that day that a little
British army goes a damn long way.”
He had discovereéd likewise that a lit-

tle literature went a damn long way,

Prefers Murder Stories,

Mr. Chesterton expressed preference
for murder setories, the kind that ap-
peared in the newspapers. The police
news was about the most honest thing
in .the newspapers. “Take the story,
for . instance, about the old woman who
was brained with a chopper. The
/nterest,” he said, '* did not arise from
a fear that someone might be trying
to corner the market in choppers, There
were many, he presumed,  who, like
himself, had no sham¢ in wallowing in
blood. In his reading he had found
many stories of this type lightly defec-
tive. He believed that, if an author was
going to murder a gentleman ‘and re-
veal Him in a dead state, it would he
an improvément to show that the sub-
ject had once lived.:

Next to the mystery story there was
the psychological novel, - with all {ts]
heart problems to be worked out, yet
he. felt that a few dead men would even
liven these up. .

The *“High-brow Chap.”

Mr. Chesterton took a rise out of the
high-brow chap, who when asked wha'
reading matter he would take to a
desert island, wusually replied: ‘‘The
Bible and Shakspere.’”” Many fellows of
this type, he believed, might in such a
situation begin to read the Bible and
Shakspere for the first time. It was
common for people to get an {llusion
that they had “read certain -authors,
whereas they were merely familiar
with quotations; much as Georfe IV,
got to believe, after repeatedly telling it,
that he had led the charge at Waterloo.

Speaking of the Bible, there was. a
lot of writing in it that would easily
pass for comic literature, especially in
Proverbs and Job, As for Shakspere
there was & vast amount of modern
opinfons and ideas in this work, and
most of it came out of the mouths of
villains end lunatics, but, confessed the
speaker, ‘“There is, after all, something
to be ‘said for the Bible and Shakspere.
Let us be magnanimous. :

Mr, Chesterton commended to his’ au-
dience the pleasure of ‘piecing together
incidents in lilerary mysteries that had
never been cleared up. He, for instance,
had nearly convinced himself that Nero
was & Christian and that Shakspere
wrote Bacon.

Books for Desert lIsland.

‘Becoming serious, Mr. Chesterton indi-
cated that a supply of Dickens and
Thackeray might be the most valuable
luggage to take to a desert island. Stev-
‘enson was a great novelist and great
critic and <-wrote with wonderful sim-
plicity, but the infinite variety of small
touches in the works of the two Eng-
lish- novelists, especially Dickens, who
had no minor characters, were a glory
to the English name.

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NEW BANK SYSTEM
'BOON TO INDIANS

Largely Frees People From |
Financial Burdens, Speaker
Tells the Rotary Club.

The. problem of economie - poverty
that  exists in India today and the
banking system inaugurated in the
rural communities there by the Y.
M.C.A.. when the exact conditions
prevailing became, understood, were
de: with by O. O. Stanchfield, an
Indigh Y.M.C.A. worker and banker,
at the -Rotary Club yesterday.

'The speaker vividly portrayed the
Mack of sanitation in India as well as
the crude methods -used in farming,
stating that his organization had in-
troduced the western plow into the
districts, which, with a better class
of grain, had trebled the crops. Fam-
ine. was thus averted in the storing
of the surplus. Moneylenders had
charged 756 per cent. and more inter-
est on loans, which kept the poor

being able to repay the principal. By
the system of banking introduced, the
people were loaned money at 7% per
cent.,, and in a few years they were
free from financial burdens. Even
now it was hardly believable to think
that the head of every family was-in
debt, that 260,000,000 people were
being bled. by exorbitant rates: of in-
terest.

One bank had been established in
southern India and later one in Luck-
now, said Mr. Stanchfield, and some
42 -men, imbued with the spirit of
Rotary, a desira for service, weére
carrying on a great work of educa-
tion in teaching the people how .to
solve their own economic problems,
mot in solving th for them. There
were 760,000 tiny villages in ‘India,
full of filth and poverty, in which
some 60,000,000 people lived as “out-
casts,” a very low type, according to
Indian caste. In their mudhouses,
without windows, the domestic ani-
mals occupied half the house, the
door of which was shut at night to
prevent the diseases, supposed ‘%o
travel on the night air.

PROFESSOR PIKE
DIES IN ENCLAND

Was Prominent Figure at To-
ronto University for Nearly
Twenty Years.

Professor William H. Pike, M.A.,
Ph.D., ‘'professor of chemistrv in the
University of Toronto from 1879 to
1898, died on March 1 at his home
in England. Before coming to Can-
ada he was a lecturer in Merton Col-
lege, Oxford, and took his doctor's
degree at the University o Berlin.
He was a member of pPractically all
the learned societies in England and
Germany.

At the University of Toronto, Pro-
| tessor Pike ig remembered as the one
| lo whose energy and initiative is due
| the present chemistfy building,
which was opened in K 1895. He it
was, too, who first made research a
requigite in an honor course when
he introduced this requirement into
the honor . course in chemistry—the
oldest’ science course in ‘the univer-
sity. .

In 1893, while at work in his labor-
atory, the professor -had the misfor-
tune to. lose an eye as the result of
an accidental explosion, and five
yeats later he retired from the staff
to a home which he purchased for|
himself on the south coast: 0f Eng-|
land. |

Professor Pike was a man of strong’|
character. One of his colleagues on
the staff says of him: “He .was
never afraid to say what he thought.
He never told a lie, bhecause he was
not afraid to tell the truth. A pro-
mise made by him in ‘his private
room could be relied upon just as
absolutely as if his name were ap-
pended to. that promise in a legal
document.”

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Falling Cattle Prices.
Qattle dealers on the Toronto mar-
- ket are complaining of losses which
are being sustained iby themselves
and by farmers who have fed stock
during the winter. Prices for cattle
. last fall were much higher than they
. are now, and animals bought then,
and now brought to market for sale
.are showing losses to those who
- handle them. It Is to be regretted
that the farmer has not recelved a
Pproper remuneration for his under*
takings, but the position is one inci-
dent to the change which has taken
place in all ~ound prices during re-
cent months. The farmer, of course,
is not the only one who has had to
take losses. - Manufacturers, mer-
chants and others have 'all sharéd in
the general reduction in prices. Even
the abattoins are complaining of the
losses which they have sustained. It
is difticult to operate on a declin-
losses,
and ‘the farmer should accept the
past year as one not likely to be re-
peated. No buseiness is given to mak-
ing high prices at al] periods, and as
long as there is a general average
of reasotnable returns there can be
no condemnation of the undertaking.
Probably next year the farmer who
feeds cattlp may have a totally aif-
fergnt result to réport than he has
&t the -present time,

- U. 8, Tariff Measures.

' President Wilson, we one of the.
last acts of his administration, ve-
toed the Fordney bill. It.was not
surprising that the president did this,
a8 his intentions were well known
while the act was under discussion
in the United Statéo-eonm. In
that the act failed to get sufficient
votes to override the president’s veto
the measure is dead. The Republican
party, which i now in control of
American politios, is expected to in<’
troduce measures which will inco=-
porate - similar tariff conditions to
those of the Fordney bill, but fhis
will isrecipitate a keen fight. At-
tempts to place a tariff on the food
essentials of the people of the United
States will not be received kindly
in the large industrial centres which
are now facing wage cuts in all ai-
rections,

Savings Deposits.

The statement issued this week at

Ottawa showing a big decrease in the

- Bovernment savings deposits is elo-
quent evidence of the condition of af-
faire inigeneral in Canadasince a yeaf
2g0. The Dominfon deposits show a
decrease of nearly $11,000,000 from
March 1, 1820, until ‘March 1, of the
present year, or a decrease of up-
wards of 20 per cent. These statis-
tos are not pleasant reading, and it
shows clearly that the average Can-
adlan  has been compelled to spend
tore than he has been earning, that
there has been some extravagance,
or that he may rnot have been as
frugal as he might otherwise have
been,

It 1s impossible to expect commer-
elal activity to continue and increase
unless we have savings with which
© encourage and carry on business,
and it is much to be desired that
Buch an unfortunate statement as
this shoul not have to be repeated.

The savings deposits of the Can-
®dian banks have not told quite the
same story, as large increases have
been reported in the eavings accounts
Of ‘these institutions. What is being
advocated and desired by all those
who are anxious for g business re-
vival is that people should see that
extravagance must be curtailed so
that capital for commercial purposes
may be built up.

He went first to the president’'s room,
and was escorted by a committee of
secpators to the rostrum of the chamber
to make his first communication to con-
gress,

Submiseion of the cabinet selections
was prefaced by a brief explanation, in
which the new chief executive suggested
that good prelations between executive
and legislative branches might be ce-
mented by the element of personal con-
tact. He read from a memorandum the
names of the men he bhad selected for
his official circle of counsellors. Within
twenty minutes after his departure all
the nominations had been conftfmed.

Personally appearing before the upper
branch of congress in . executive sés-
sion, President Harding harked back to
a precedent established in the e¢arliest
administrations, but disregarded ever
sirnce,

Mr. Wilson observed the custom of
personally addressing the senate and
house when they were in gession with
open doors, but no president in a cen-
tury bad gone before either at a secret
sitting. Mr. Harding has not announced
a general policy in regard to his mess-
ages, but the general expectation among
these close to him is that all of his im-
portant communications to congress will
be made in person.

Reaching the White House shdrtly be-
fcre 3 o'clock, the president and ‘Mrs.
Hardirg had luncheon with the imme-
diate members of their families. After.
ward the Hardings held open house to the
folks of Marion, who had come on several
special trains to see their neighbors set-
tled in the executive mansion.

White House Grounds Opened.

It was late in the afternoon before
Mr. Harding made his first visit to his
offices and issued the order opening the
White House grounds to the public. In
aecing g0, he fulfiled a prophesy of Mrs.
Harding, who declared on election night
last November, that one of the first acts
of the next administration would be to
“take the policemen away from the White
House Gates.”

Most of Mr, Harding's first evening in |

the executive offices was spent with his
secretary, George B. Christian, jr., mak-
ing a preliminary eurvey of the unfin-
ished business left by the retiring ad-
ministration,

TRANSPORTATION COSTS.

The monthly letier of' the Canadiaa
Bank of Commerce says in part: .

The steadiness and orderliness of
Hquidation in Canada has created a
measure of confidence which will
greatly ald further progress towards
normal conditions, for, altho deflation
is taking place, it cannot be said that
the readjustment has been too rapid
or that business casualties have been
as numerous ag was at first anticipat-
ed. The most outstanding sign of de-
flation is the reduction of the bank
note circufation in January by $22,-
582,766, and a decline during the same
month of $37,313,879 in -commercial
loans< Prices continue to fall at a
moderate rate. and buyiag by the pub-
lic is still relatively cautious. Unem-
ployment i8 on a scale above the nor-
mal, and would be acute if the policy
of distributing availlable work among
all hands were not generally followed.
Instead of laying off workmea and
operating thelr factories by a smaller
number at full time, manufacturers
are employing as many as possible at
par: tigne. Meanwhile the réadjust-
ment of wage scales is proceeding
without giving rise fo an ‘abnormal
aumber of disputes. :

The cost of carrying on business,
however, is still onerous, particularly
as a result of taxation and transpor-
tation charges. From the former there
is for the present but little chance of
relief; on the other haad it should
be possible to effect such changes as
will reduce the cost of moviag mer-
chandise from one part of the Domin-
fon to another. In 1920 thig service
cost $100,000,000 more tham in 1919,
of which a very large proportion is
attributable to operation costs. The
lack of adjustment in transportation
costs to correspond with that . taking
place in many spheres of commercial
activity, constitutes a gerious obstruc-
tion to trade. <

Mr. Fitz-
patrick stated that this year re-ailers
were selling all aloag the line a* prices
considerably reduced from tho§e pre-
vailing last year at this perwa,
Losses Written OFf.

Both® Wm. H. Burns, secretary-
treasurer of A. M. Hobberling Ltd.,
and the publicity manager for the
company, Mr. Ward, agreed tha.t..mst
retailers had written off their losses
just as the manufacturers had done.
They were in the dual position of
beiag both retailens and mantfactur«
ers, and they had written oft large
losses during the past six monias, It
was notable; however, that‘
ately the lossés had been written ctf,
and prices had been reduced, the pub-
lic demand for their commoditigs Ac}d
inereased to such an extent that in
ma:iy instances their factory depart-
ment had worked overtime.

Boots selling at $156 a
pair last July were now selling at $11.50
a pair. Reductiops.all along the line in
shoe-wear had averaged 35 - per cent.
Labor cost was a strong factor in the
situation, and overhead charges largely
figured :in the prevailing high prices
wherever found. Labor was now easily
from 60 to 66 per cent. higher in cost
than in 1914. There was no doubt that
present prices‘ were far below those of
the same period last year.

Considerable Reductions,

William Dineen of the W. D. Dineen
Co., Ltd., thought that in some respects
the ‘address of Mr, Cameron as d{uoted
was incorrect, at least insofar ag the
retail trade was concerned.

Ind., president of the Indiana S8er-
vice Corporation, who, altho brought
here as a witness by the anti-radial
interests, was so umbfased in his evi-
dence that ‘he proved to be one of
the.best witnesses yet heard for the
Hydro projects.

“Our average is 38 1-2 . killowat
hours per car mile with 65-foot cars
seating from 65 to 70 passengers,” was
the reply. ¥

“The Hydro ecar being 70 feet ‘would
ehbw approximately the same power
consumption?”’

“Yes, that would be about it.”

“Does it take mo*e or less power,
to run 4 car. in the country than' in
the city?”

“It takes three times more power
per car miles in. the city than in the
country. because in the city so much
power Js . lost in nosing along
behind other traffic, and stopping and
starting up again so often.” Witness
agreed that with a priva.te‘ right of
way to the centre of the “city the
Hydro Radials would thus be given
a tremendous saving ' 'in power con-
sumption.

Ontario Power Cheapest.

Asked regarding cost of power on
bhis own lines, the Indiana Service

Corp., witness stated that it would

total 18 to 24 per cent. of the operat-

ing ‘expenses, exclusive of taxes.

‘When told that the Hydro would get

power at $26 per h.p., he considered

it would mean a saving of five per
cent. over what it cost his line. This
was bdsed on the 1920 prices of coal.
