CERMAN DEAD SOMANYTHAT
RUSSIANS MAKE SHELTER OF
BODIES N FIGHTING ENEMY

Heaped so as to Form Embrasures For
Machine Guns--Thirteen Attacksin
One Night -- Fighting in Poland is
Terrific -- Russian Success Against
Austrians

London, Jan, 32—The Times’ correspondent telegraphs from Petrograd:—

“During the last week the German offensive action in Poland has been con-
centrated within a narrow zone, approximately ten miles wide, some thicty
miles west of Warsaw. Very fierce fighting has been in progress in the victnity
of Bolimow. This position frequently has changed hands but, despite the en-
ormous sacrifices of men and the almost unceasing bombardment, the Germans
bave entirely failed to make serious headway.

“A wounded officer with whom I conversed, related how his regiment, hold-
ing the trenches in.one of the Bolimow districts, repulsed thirteen attacks in
one night. The enemy came on in close columans, but were mowed down to a
man., After the tenth attack, the bodies were piled so high that the Rossfan
riffemen were unable to shoot, Men were sent out to heap the bodies in such
a way as to form embrasures for machine guns, and the theee next attacks were
repulsed from behind the shelter of the enemy’s own bodies. My ioformant
expressed admiration for their courage and pertinacity, :
WHOLE BATTERY PUT OUT OF ACTION.

“Another striking illustration of t!:e fierceness of the combat on the Raw-
ka is afforded by statements of the commander of a Russian heavy battery
on the very day when the renewed German attacks began, The enemy moved
out a six gun field battery into the open to shell the Russian trenches. The
Russian observer was able so to direct the fire that the third salvo destroyed
three of the enemy’s pieces, killing every one of the men serving them.

“The remainder of the battery sought shefter, but soon afterward brought
the other three guns again into action, Then another safvo from the Rus-
sian battery smashed two more guns, destroying the crew. The survivors, af-
ter a short interval, returned to serve the sole remaining gun, until  another
salvo from the Russian artiflery faid them fow.”

INGREASE OF $200,000

When Commissioner Potts read his

item for $50,000 for pavement such as is
done in Canterbury street he did not
find the commissioners in a complaisant
mood.

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ANOTHER EXPOSURE

An attempt to injure the reputation
of Mr. L. A. Dugal, who brought the
charges that drove Hon. J. K. Flemming
from the premiership, has been completely
exposed. A sheet published in Mada-
waska had made the charge that -Mr.
Dugal received in an irregular way &
provincial check for $21 for which no
service had been rendered by him. The
facts are as set forth in affidavits from
Mr. Dugal and Mrs. L. A. Gagnon, that
in 1910, two years before he became a
political candidate, Mr, Dugal received
from one Joseph Guy a check for $21
from the provincial department of pub-
lic works, which Guy had caused to be
made out in Mr. Dugal’s name, in pay- |
ment of a bill he owed the latter for
supplies purchased in his store. Mr.
Dugal cashed the check, but later heard
there was some irregularity, and when
in Fredericton visited the public works
department, explained the matter fully,
and also explained it later to Hon. Mr.
Morrissy. Mr. Dugal adds that Hon.
Mr. Morrissy declared to him and Mr.
Cyr, who was then a member for Mada-
waska county, that Guy could no longer
be an employe of his department. Mr.
Dugal was thus absolutely cleared from
any intent to defraud, or from recelving
“graft,” as has four years later been in-
sinuated in an obscure Madawaska
weekly, and the insinuation eagerly giv-
en wider publicity by, the St John
Standard. Coples of the affidavits of
Mr. Dugal and Mr. Gagnon were sent
to the Standard, but that high-minded
journal dismisses the matter in two
short paragraphs skilfully concealed on
an inside page and containing the fol-
lowing illuminating sentence:

«The affidavit said the check was said
to goods to Joseph Guy and that Guy
for the province and that he had had it
made out in favor of Mr. Dugal.”

It is quite useless for any oppornent of
Mr. Flemming to expect any sort of fair
play from the Standard.

A VAIN EFFORT
Germans in the United States are
using every possible means of bringing
before the American public prejudiced
statements of the causes of the war. A
favorite plan is to represent Germany
as fighting the battles of civilization
against Russian barbarism. It is asserted
that if Germany should be overcome
Russia would eventually conguer Europe
and over-run the world. One writer at-
tempts to excuse the violation of the
neutrality of Belgium by declaring that
. there was no obligation on the part of
any mation to observe that neutrality,
and that Belgium herself had not been
neutral because she discussed with Brit-
ain the possibilities of an invasion of
Belgium by Germany and revealed Bel-
gian military secrets to the British au-
thorities. Since a large portion of the
press of the United States is openly
sympathetic with the Allies, the German
advocates not only utilize as much space
as they can get in the daily and period-
ical press, but are issuing special publi-
cations, not only in the form of books
and pamphlets but of weekly publica-
tions, in which Germany is represented
as a country that has been grossly
slandered and ill-treated and has been
forced into war and is fighting for her
life. German-American citizens are even
demanding the resignation of Secretary
Bryan, on the ground that he is person-
ally giving encouragement to the Allies
and is therefore departing from the at-
titude of neutrality.

NEEDED INSTITUTIONS

In a recent address in Winnipeg on
KUnemployment, Causes and Remedies,”
Mr. J. S. Woodsworth discussed the
whole question in a very comprehensive
way, showing how complicated is the
problem of unemployment, and how ex-
tremely difficult it is to bring the
causes down to clear and definite state-
ment, and discover remedies which will
prove effective the country over at all
seasons of the year. He quotes Profes-
sor Todd of the University of Illinois,
who says that speaking generally tae
causes of unemployment may be analys-
ed into personal and industrial, but that
this division is convenient rather than
logical, for the various causes are o in-
terwoven that they form a web not to
be ravelled so simply. Accepting this
general division, however, Mr. Woods-
worth divides those who are unemploy-
ed on account of personal causes into
three classes as follows:—

1. Those who cannot work.

2. Taose who cannot keep work.

8. Those who will not work.

Dealing with the remedies in these
cases Mr. Woodsworth contends that
those who cannot work, through illness,
injury, malnutrition, old age, mental de-
ficiencies, etc., need assistance and not
work, and therefore should come under
the care of the relief agency and the hos-
pital.

Those whao cannot keep work, wheth-
ed they are inefficient, intemperate or in-
subordinate, should not in Mr. Woods-
worth’s opinion be jmposed upon em-
ployers or given the places of good
workmen. He says:—

“They need restorative or educational
treatment and should be placed tempor-
arily in industrial training echools or
tarm colonies, where they can at least
n part earn their living, while being

better prepared to take their places in
the open labor market.”

As to the third olass, those who will
not work, and who form a very small
class, he would have them placed in a
penal, industrial or farm colony, where
they could support themselves and pos-
sibly contribute to the support of those
who should be dependent upon them.

It will be seen that in all these cases,
where persons are unemployed on ac-
count of personal causes, Mr. Woods-
worth would have the community pro-
vide the solution of tae problem. That
solution would involve legislation, and
the provision of institutions, including
those of an industrial character and
farm colonies under proper supervision,
and under such intelligent direction as
would make them as far as possible self-
sustaining. i

This is a matter which should receive
the earnest attention of the provincial
and municipal authorities and the peo-
ple generally of the province of New,
Brunswick as soon a8 the strain of thei
war has been somewhat lessened. In
all the Canadian provinces we have been
rather too much concerned in matters
relating to material development, and
not enough attention has been paid to
community welfare, and to such legisla-
tion as would increase the productive
capacity of a considerable portion of the
community, and at the same time lessen
the general burden not only upon the
generation of today, but those which are
to follow. More and more attention has
been directed during the last two or
three yesrs to this phase of natipnal
duty and responsibility, and the number
of trained community workers is in-
creasing, while the municipal and pro-
vincia] authorities are beginning to re-
cognize to some extent the importance
of just such measures and institutions as
taose to which Mr. Woodsworth has
been so successfully directing the atten-
Hon of the people not qnly of Manitoba
but of the whole country.

LOOK SOON FOR
~ RECRUITING ORDERS

‘Ottawa, Jan. 11—Orders sent out
from the militia department for the re-
cruiting of the third Canadian expedi-
tionary force, which will be actively un-

dér way at all recruiting centres within
a few days, will make each of the bat-
talion centres throughout the dominion
a recruiting headquarters.

Instead of following the plan adopted
with the first and second expeditionary
forces, mobilizing the regiments at once
at military division headquarters,
plan for the third and all subsequent
contingents will be to recruit the men
by companies from each battalion at
local headquarters and drill them there

Lyddite For a Village — It Was
" Presumed the Germans Were
Bringing Reinforcements

A lieutenant, wso _is serving at the
front as interpreter with the Royal
Horse Artillery, described a British at-
tack on the German lines as follows:

“I am writing on Friday evening late.
There has been a heavy action early
in the evening, and I don’t know how
it will develop in the night. Soon after
four o’clock, when it was beginning to
get thoroughly dark, we started with
all our different batteries at a given

time the most awful bombardment of
the Germans. Dozens of guns hidden
for miles on each side of us started to-
gether. The effect was tremendous.
Shrapnel bursting all over tae distant
ground and in the sky, and, at certain
intervals, the ‘heavy howitzers sending
the most terrible volleys of huge mis-
siles. In the German lines it must have
been an absolute inferno.. How anyone
evould withstand such a bombardment I
do not understand.

Infantry Busy Also,

“In the meantime our infantry) were
making a rush on one of the enemy’s
important trenches, covered by our
never ceasing artillery. Every part of
the ground where the enemy might
bring up reinforcements from behind
was riddled with our shrapnel bullets.
Then came the worst terror-striking ef-
fect of all—our howitzers at a certain
time, when it was presumed the Ger-
mans were bringing up reinforcements
through the village they occupy, turned
on tae village a number of high explos-
ive lyddite -shells. The explosions in
the distance lit up the whole sky, and
soon flames were raging from burning
buildings—evidence of the great destruc-
tion caused by the heavy guns and high
explosives. The city of the whole thing|
is upon one in watching this unnatural
devastation, and yet I wished I could
have been down lending a hand in at-

college graduate thinks  he knows it
all and is careless.

Comintg from' a practical man with
wide experience this application of tae
old adage that.“pride goeth before a
fall” is full of interest and serves as an
illumination ofi;the habit of mind our

young men areygcquiring in college halls. | &

It -also .brings heme .what we are some-
times prone to-forget, that education is
not synonymous . with intelligence . and
common sense.

The lesson Mr. Alexander deduces
from his findings is that the present sys-

tem of education for accidént prevension |,

is all -wrong, and -in' partieularizing he
charitably ignores the element of over-
weening self-conceit as a contribuating
cause of the disasters which overtake
college men. He says the trouble is due
to a failure to instill habits of caution
from the ground up. “Accidgat preven-
tion should be a habit of caution,” is
his beginning point. “Caution should be
taught to the children in the homes and
in the schools.” And after outlining a
course along more or less familiar lines,
he adds, “make this course a part of
their scaool training, and do not wait
until they grow up and inundate them
with safety first theories. Let them ac-

Only one country in Africa is now
really independent—the mountain king-
dom ~f Abyssinia, which guards the
fountains of the Nile, writes Herbert
Puck.

But if
there had been a single aeroplane or
wireless telegraph in the possession of
the richest and most inventive people in
existence 2121 years ago, the world
would haye been conquered by Africa.

Carthage was the name if a city in
Africa, but it meant an empire.

But, aside from the shores controlled

I by the Greeks and Romans, the Medi-

terranean was a Carthaginian. lake, and
their ships sailed the Atlantic ocean as
boldly as did those of Spain when Col-
umbus came to America.

Situation in Rome.

Carthage had her teeth set in the
throat of Rome. Her great general,
Hannibal, had been in Italy with an
army for eleven years, and the Romans
could not drive him out. Think of the
condition of France, let us say, if a
German army had been ravaging her
cities and fields for eleven years. And
think of the despair should it be learn-
ed that another great army had come in
from Germany, -under another great
general,

Such was the situation in Rome that
year. Hannibal and Hasdrubal - were
sons of a great Carthaginian general.
Hamilcar the Thunderbolt. These sons
of the Thunderbollil were greater than
their sire. Hannibal’s army wasted by
eleven years of war, was still too much
for the Roman legions, but he could not,
unaided, bring Rome to earth. He was
in the very south of Italy when Has-
drubal crossed the Alps with another
mighty army. All was over with Rome
if these two hosts could once unite.

Had No Airship,

But they ‘had no airship, no wireless,
and Hannibal did not know where Has-
drubal ‘was nor when he reached the
valley of the Po. asdrubal sent mes-
sengers to carry the news and give ad-
vices as to a point of junction. A consul
named Nero was watching Hannibai’s
army in command of the Roman forces,
and took prisoner the messenger of Has-
drubal. He learned the plans of Has-
drubal, but Hannibal did not.

He raised his
head, and, looking long at nothing as a
man in a trance, he sighed: “Rome,”
said rn;, “will now be mistress of the
world.

He knew that Hasdrubal’s death meant
the defeat of his army, the defeat event-
ually of Hannibal’s army and the final
defeat of Carthage. This removed the
last of Rome’s rivals—and the lapse of
centuries was required before the Ger-
man tribes of the north could do to
Rome what Carthage could not do.

Ex-British Champion Saysit is Fine
Training, But Not Strenuous

Harold H. Hilton, former Britisa

|champion, in an editorial in a golfing

magazine of which he is the editor, ex-
presses the opinion that golf is a game
that possesses few attractions for the
average boy. Mr. Hilton believes that
the boy who plays golf receives much
benefit therefrom, but he thinks th?.t
most boys prefer more active sports in
waich their youthful enthusiasm can
find a natural outlet. T

He confesses that he spent most of his
spare time on the links when he was a
boy, but attributes this to the fact that
he lived in a part of England where golf
was the almost universal game and
where other sports made little headway.
In fact he says that waenever opportun-
ity offered he took part in more vigor-
ous eports in preference to a round on
the links, and only the lack of facilities
to play other games kept him _loyal to
golf, in which he was destined to
achieve a world-wide reputation.

In view of the boom which the junior
tournament idea is passing through on
tais side of the Atlantic just now the
great British golfer’s idea is particularly
interesting. He says, in part:—

“Youth demands a vigoraus outlet for
the natural fund of animal spirits which
is present in nearly every boy of tender
years, and it can hardly be said that the
game of golf supplies a sufficient outlet
for the vigorous enthusiasm of youth, It
has few of the characteristics which ap-
peal to the true, natural boy, and not
witastanding the outery against the ad-
visability of allowing schoolboys to play
the game, we cannot believe that it will

| ever become supremely popular unless

some subtle change is taking place in the
characteristics of the boyhood of Great
Britain.

“But notwithstanding the absence of
diseipline, that it i8 an excellent train-
ing foundation for the young unmatured
mind we are thoroughly convinced, as
it teaches the boy to act for aimself, and
it teaches him control and self-discip~
line, and the latter is the very soul and
core of all forms of discipline.”
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Johnson Will Meet Willard on

Johnson has been guaranteed $30,000
win, lose or draw, while Willard has
been assured a minimum of $15,000 and
may receive a much larger sum by
sharing interests in the affair with Jack
Curley the chief promoter and his as-
sociates.

Other offers to stage the bout came
from Billy Gibson of tais city, repre-
senting a syndicate that was desirous of
bringing the bout to Havana, Cuba, and
Jim Coffroth, the California promoter,
who wished to have it held near Tia-
puana, Mexico. Curley and the other
men interested, believed, however, that
the assurances of financial backing and
concessions made by the Mexican offici-
als and several business men of El Paso,
Texas, for the Juarez proposition prom-
ised better results. The bout will take
place in the Juarez race track, and the
management of tne race track promised
suspension of racing for a few days if
necessary to facilitate the erection of
stands there for the accommodation of
spectators.

When Johnson signed the articles a
a few weks ago in Europe, Curley hand-
ed him $1.000 for expenses, and today
$1,000 more was cabled to him at Bue.-
nos Ayres, from which port he will sail
tomorrow morning on his way to Juarez.

Jess Willard, who has been in this city
for a few days past will le’ve tomorrow
with ‘nis manager, Tom °
brief stay at Excelsior Springs, Mo., and
then proceed to El Paso quarters where
he will finish training for the con-
test.

IN RING HISTORY

Many of the Divisions in Hepeless
Muddle — The “Outlook For
L,

The year of 1914 was not considered
a remarkable one in a pugilistic way.
Most of the divisions of the great game
are still in a hopeless muddle, and, with
the sport legally barred in California
and ended by war in Great Britain and
France, it isn’t likely that 1915 will ac-
complish much towards clearing up the
situation.

The most promising aspect of the new
year is the possibility that the hegﬁ—
weight title may change ownership.
Even if Johnson loses to a white man,
however, the Caucasian will have a
mighty dark road to travel to hold on to
his honors, unless he follows the ex-
ample of John L. Sullivan in the case of
Peter Jackson and draws the color line.
Johnson may have ruined his strength
and stamina by riétous dissipation, but
there are apparently credible reports thai
the stories of Jack’s wild ways have
been greatly exaggerated. Possibly they
have been circulated with a view to en-
abling Jack to pick up some easy coin
by luring an ambitious white man into
the ring with him.

Then, even if Jack is all in, there re-
main certain dark-hued gents named
Sam Langford, Sam McVey, and Joe
Jeanette.

The middleweight situation is all up

in the air. We have Al McCoy

Jones, for a claiming the championship of that di-

vision, because he landed a lucky punch
on George Chip, who had whipped
Frank Claus. Mike Gibbons, Jimmy
Clabby, Eddie McGoorty and Chip are
men of real championship calibre, how-
ever, and the ring should have a real
middleweight champ before the coming
year is over. Whoever he is, he will
not be another Fitz, because there was
only one Robert and the pattern was
lost. At that, the man who comes out
on top should be as good as most of
the middleweight title-holders of the
past.

In the welterweight class—well, one
could almost describe the welter class
by paraphrasing the essay on Snakes
in Ireland, which read: “There are no
snakes in Ireland.” Aside from Packey
McFarland, who still embraces the no-
tion that he is a lightweight, there arc
no welters of championship calibre to-
day.

The lightweight title has changed
hands since 1914 was ushered in, but
some think that Freddie Welsh, in his
recent battles has not demonstrated thai
he is a bona fide champion, and that
there are several lightweights now bat-
tling in America who would stand &
good chance against the Britisher.

The first
grant for the tuberculosis hospital wil
be only one-third the annual charge as
it is not expected the institution will be
in full running order until September.
This will mean a vote of $10,000 instead
of $30,000. .

It is declared probable, too, that the
councillors will be able to make some use
of the unused school fund which, through
a slight error in calculation, has been
growing each year and has now reached
the comfortable sum of $20,000. It is
pointed out that this would provide for
the Belgian and patriotic relief votes
amounting to $12,000 and practically for
the new hospital, thus wiping out the
additional charges and making county
assessment practically the same. This
js 2 consummation devoutly to be
wished by‘city ratepayers as their share
of the county tax is something like
eighty-eight per cent.
