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CAM HOCK'S EL For A Quarter of a CenturyLOCAL NEWS Estate Gozs Largely to the Four Child-
re*— No Statement as to the Amount

The following statement 
made by the executors of the late Caw- 
thra Mulock of Toronto:

“The last will and testament of the 
late Cawthra Mulock, shortly to be filed 
for probate, was made on May 7, 1917, 
with a short confirmatory codicil dated 
October 30, 1918.

“The executors are the Hon. F. H. 
Phippen, E. H. Laschinger and Malcolm 
Stobie.

“Subject to some dispositions or tok­
ens of remembrance to E. H.. Laschinger 
and Malcolm Stobie, former partners of 
the testator, and to Kenneth Ross, a 
friend, now overseas, and subject to p 
legacy of $10,000 to Sfrs. Kirkpatrick, 
sister of the #stator, the entire estate 
is divided into five shares, one share to 
go to each of the three daughters of the 
testator, and two sh 
son of the testator, 
over. Provision is made for allowances 
in the discretion of the executors for the 
education and maintenance of the chil­
dren during minority. The shares vest 
on majority or marriage, the income 
only being payable to the daughters 
during life, but the son receiving half 
of his principal at the age of twenty- 
five and the other half at the age of 
thirty.”

No mention of any provision for Mrs. 
Mulock is contained in the above state­
ment, but it is known that there 
marriage settlement of $250,000 in her 
favor, producing $3,000 a month ali­
mony in the separation agreement of 
some two years ago. The alimony pro­
vision now ceases and the marriage set­
tlement remains. Nor is there any men­
tion in the statement as to the amount 
of the assets of the estate or what Be­
comes of the family residence.

war-ridden France where the Hun had 
come and left his mark.

The contrasts between the beauty and 
peacefulness of (he quaint French vil­
lage before, the war and the same village 
desolated by the invader, and the same 
contrast between the happy lives of the 
inhabitants in pre-war days and their 
experiences during the period of occupa­
tion are brought before the spectator in 
striking fashion. It is war, stark and 
real, with littir glathonr and with vast 
depths of sorrow and suffering. While 
the war was in progress one can realize 
jvhat a powerful argument this picture 
must have presented for the utmost ef­
fort to end it, and now that the war is 
over it presents the same appeal for 
steps to make another war impossible. As 
an historical record of the war it Is of 
great value.

That the lesson of the war may be 
more easily grasped, its eflects are cry­
stallized in the experiences of two Eng­
lish families living in the eastern part of 
France when hositilities 
The eldest son of one family dons the 
French uniform to fight for those at 
home; the girl in the neighboring house, 
her mother and grandfather killed In the 
firaj ftoh of invasion, remains in the vil­
lage, which is captured by the Germans. 
Their experiences during the war, cul­
minating in a happy reunion under 
dramatic circumstances, form the theme 
ctf the story and lends a personal and 
human interest to the greater drama 
which is in progress around them.

The acting of the leading characters 
was what might be expected of a Grif­
fiths production and the photography 
was worthy of the subject. The picture 
is one that no one will want to miss.

Christmas Gifts

The ctemobilization of the Jewish Le­
gion in ''their Nova Scotian camp near 
Windsor, is now going on and yesterday 
afternoon about1 280 men passed through 
the city homeward bound. Local mili­
tary men were at the depot to examine 
papers and go through other transpor­
tation formalities.

Since the inception of the Jewish Le- 
$on idea—a force of Hebrews to share 
in the restoration of the Holy Land un­
der General Allenby—more than 6,000 

have arrived in this city, en route 
to the pbint of training. These came in 
small parties, trut sometimes as many 

200 at k time. They came from 
various sectiod8‘'of the United States; 
and during’ the last year and a half à 
large number of drafts were sent over­
seas and thence on to the eastern theatre 
of war.

Already there is a long roll of hohor 
of those who have given their lives for 
the two-fold cause of freedom—the free­
dom of.the world from militarism and 
the freedom of the Jewish heritage in 
Palestine. St. John Hebrews who made 
the acquaintance of many of the boys 
passing through this city have been ad­
vised of their deaths and their burial 
in the sacred soil of the land of the 
prophets.

Every section of the United States and 
Canada seems to be represented in the 
6,000 Jewish boys who filtered through 
this city during the mobilization period. 
The western States were especially well 
represented. Some of the recruits—all 
of whom wore “British Army” bands on 
their arms, were professional men such 

medical doctors, lawyers and civil en­
gineers, while others held excellent posi­
tions iii their home towns and cities. 
Some really wealthy families were re^re- 
sented in the legion.

Each one of the Hebrew soldiers 
seemed imbued with a special enthus­
iasm in the task they were undertaking 
—the liberation of the holy places of the 
east from the unspeakable Turk and his 
Hun ally. Some entered the ranks with 
a religious Zeal most marked. A1 large 
proportion used to tell their friends here 
that they intended remaining in the 
Holy Land to take up business. In fact 
some now in England are requesting to 
be sent forward to the east in spite of 
the prospects of definite peace, and will 
be greatly disappointed if it is denied 
them. . . .

Too much cannot be said of patriotic 
1 labors of the St John Jewish people in 
meeting the recruits at the depot every 
day and, besides extending a cordial 
welcome, furnishing refreshments to 
them. When the boys were delayed be­
tween trains and Digby boat the local 
Hebrew population gave them every 
kindly attention, which was warmly ap­
preciated. Among the ladies and gentle­
men who were especially active in greet­
ing the boys were: Mr. and Mrs. S. K.

BRITISH TROOPS END
TROUBLE IN COLOGNE?

meat, four kinds of vegetables, wines, 
cheese, bread, compotes and fruit. It 
goes without saying, however, that the 
possession of food by this palatial hotel 
is no proof that the poor are not hungry. 
The actual situation could be determ­
ined only by a careful investigation, ?or 
which the correspondent bad no facilit-
ies.

Cologne is accepting the occupation 
a real hardship, although the British are 
being treated courteously. .

When the burgomaster’s attention was 
directed to the harsh treatment of the 
people in the areas the German forces 
had been occupying, he declared that Co­
logne had consistently opposed the Ger- 

doings in Belgium and France. “We 
expect the English will be better,” he 
added.

When informed that many of the new­
ly evacuated districts were virtually 
starving and that aid was being rushed 
to the impoverished people he expressed 
much surprise. Concerning the food situ­
ation in Cologne he said:—

“So far as I have been able to gather 
from the newspapers, England did not 
believe that Germany was starving, but 
the outside world cannot imagine what 
the German people in the big cities suf­
fered during the last four years. The 
soldiers were better fed, but the civil­
ians, especially the poorer classes, were 

der-nourished. The mortality from 
tuberculosis increased 800 per cent in 
Cologne, and the infection from tuber­
culosis, even among the better classes, 

much greater than this, due to un­
der-nourishment and other causes. The

NEW GAS DISCOVERED

High Proef Gasoline Also is Ob­
tained

Furs ! Aren’t They Gorgeous ! ! 1
Washington, Dec. 16—Discovery of an 

inert, non,inflammable gas designed for 
use in balloons, dirigibles and other 
lighter than air craft, is revealed by the 
navy department. It is called argon.
It will eliminate the hazard of fire and 
explosion that always has accompanied 
ballooon operations where hydrogen has 
been used to inflate the gas 'bags.

The gas from which “argon is obtain­
ed comes from wells at Petrolia, Texas, 
owned by the Lone Star Gas Company. 
A ten inch pipe line, to cost $1,050,000, 
is being laid for a distance of ninety-four 
miles from the wells to a plant at North 
Fort Worth, where the gas will be com­
pressed into cylinders for transfer to the 
balloon fields. .

High proof gasoline is obtained in a 
ratio of about five gallons to 1,000 cubic 
feet of gas, it was said, and after the 

per cent of “argon” is removed, by 
agreement with the Lone Star Company, 
the remainder of the gas is turned into 
the city mains at Forth Worth and Dal­
las.
