Hamilton, Aug. 17—The Grand Encamp­

THE SAFETY OF ’
LIFE AT §EA

The report of the Merchant Shipping 
advisory committee on safety of 'life/at 

sea ie meeting with expert criticism here. 

It is declared to be hasty and incomplete, 

and to open up issues which it does not 
settle. The committee have burked mak­

ing specific recommendations concerning 

mechanical methods of lowering boats at 
sea, because such recommendations would 
necessitate exhaustive investigations which 
would' delay their report. This is here, 

however, regarded as a vital point, ordin­

ary davits and boat falls .being both use­

less and dangerous under many circum­

stances. It is now demanded that such 

investigations be promptly officially con­
ducted. Another point* slurred 

manning boats at sea. 
gives no opinion as to what is an efficient 

deck-hand. It does not say how the train­

ing and organization of crews, which it 

recommends, is to be done. Experts here 

maintain that the heavy bîi|W inflicted on 

the prestige of British seamanship by the 

Titanic disaster can only be met by deep­

er and more caustic treatment. We must 
start with radical reform of the board of 

trade, and approach the entire question of 

training efficient seamen on broad, ade­

quate lines. It may be significantly noted 

that a serious movement has arisen among 
merchant shipping officers for a strike 

against the poor pay many of them now 

receive.

Rosenthal followed this np on another

Becker told Rosenthal he wanted Rosen­
thal to take care of me and he declared 
me in for 25 out of which I sgrterl to 
split with Becker.

Matters went along but Becker kept 
telling me almost every day after that 
that Wallace was after him to raid Rosen­
thal, he said he was doing the best he 
could but things were getting very warm 
at Police Headquarters, and finally Becker 
told me one day at Union Square Hotel 
that his mind was made np he would raid 
the place. I begged and pleaded with him 
to abandon the idea. I pointed out all the 
danger particularly as he told me he in­
tended to just raid it without evidence 
secured in the regular way.

The Raid

Hie reply to that was that he had to 
make the raid and he was going to make 
Rosenthal a present of the $1600 with 
which to cover whatever expense Rosen­
thal would incur. Well, he raided the 
place, ordered the mortgage cancelled and 
thought that ended it. After that Seeker 
and Rosenthal had several meetings but 
could not fix the matter up and the police­
man continued stationed In the house. 
Rosenthal was growing desperate, tie be­
gan threatening to tell what he knew. 
Becker said to me when I told him what 
I heard that he wasn’t worried, that he 
had all the ends covered.

This is Rose’s confession—"His squeal” 
—exactly as he wrote it out for the district 
attorney, and in full, just aa he made it— 
his spelling and punctuation being follow­
ed exactly:

In August 1911 I was part owner of a 
gambling house at 166 Second av. It was 
raided by Lieut Becker and his strong 
arm squad. The next morning at Essex 
Market Court at 1st st and 2d av I met 
Lieut Becker and went up to him and ask­
ed him if it was a fact that he still had 
two unserved warrants against the place. 
He admitted that he had. I then prom­
ised to produce the missing men that were 
named in the warrants, which I did, and 
the warrents were served on the street in 
front of the court. My reason for this 
was that J was anxious to get back and 
start operations at the same place, and 
could not do this with warrants out 
against the place, as we all knew it was 
a trick of men in charge of raiding squads 
to always hold out one or more warrants 
of a raided place to be used as a means of 
again raiding a place if they resumed op­
erations, without going through the same 

of securing evidence

men, and as a kind of set-off to the la­
bor party’s abolition of postal voting.

Describes Mis First JobTODAY’S POUCE COURT PRINCE LOUIS OF BATTENBURG I agreed to the proposition, and the 
terms agreed upon was that I was ta get 
25 percent of all my collections. At that 
conversation he' told me that he had in 
his possession evidence against a poolroom 
on 3rd av and 79th st conducted by two 
men, Hoch (an ex-policeman) and Armbus- 
ter.

Graft at Fixed Rates

I had Dollar John at 300, Sam Paul at 
300, Jimmie Beattie at 400, Curley on 10th 
st and 4th av. at $200.

I used to meet him at different places 
to turn over what money 1 had to him.
I used to meet him at my home mornings, 
or «at the corner of 110th st and Broad­
way, in the Lion Palace Cafe, or in the 
subway station. A place we met oftener 
than at any other was the Union Square 
Hotel, 15th at and 4th av, where we always 
sat in the rear dining room and I passed 
what money 1 collected or talked over 
matters with him.

Everything was going along smoothly 
until Becker met Herman Rosenthal ; like 
in my case Rosenthal and Becker soom one each.

Wallace M. Stillwell, a city constable, 
was arraigned in* the police court this 
morning charged with creating a disturb­
ance in the Lyriç theatre in Charlotte 
street, and also with resisting the police, 
assaulting Policeman Gardiner and using 
•bad language. He pleaded not guilty. 
Stephen Hurley, manager aof the Lyric, 
told of Stilwell going into the theatre at 
eight o’clock and creating a disturbance. 
Witness stated that the prisoner was using 
bad language and making considerable 
noise. He refused to leave when request­
ed, although the price of admission was 
tendered him. The police were sent for 
and he was given in charge.

Clifford King, an operator in the Lyric 
told of seeing the prisoner in the theatre 
and hearing him making a disturbance. 
Witness also requested prisoner to leave 
the house, but he refused.

Policeman Gardiner told of making an 
arrest. He stated that Stilwell resisted on 
the way to jail and* knocked him down 
and kicked him on the hand. Prisoner 
was not drunk, but apparently had been 
drinking.

The prisoner gave evidence and denied 
that he created any disturbance in the 
Lyric. He had been laughing when an 
attendant told him to stop. He denied 
Using bad language in the Lyric. He ad­
mitted throwing Gardiner down, but said 
that the policeman would not tell him 
what he was arrested for.

Hie Honor told the prisoner that he 
was liable to a fine of $96 or about twelve 
months in jail. He was remanded to jail.

One prisoner charged with drunkenness 
was remanded.

Percy Wanstell aged 30 charged with be­
ing a vagrant and also with acting strange­
ly in the streets was told that he would 
have to get back to Toronto >vhere he 
came from.

venture. Speaking to a Times reporter 
this morning #Mv. Stewart said that the 
rain had hindered progress on the work 
at Courtenay Bay but now that more 
favorable weather conditions prevailed the 
work would be carried on more satisfac­
torily. Nothing has yet been done in the 
way of awarding any of the dredging sub 
contracts but he hoped to be able to make 
a definite announcement concerning the 
dredging within the next few days.

There is a vast amount of dredging to 
be done in Courtenay Bay. The contract 
calls for a channel 500 feet wide running 
from the main harbor channel 7,200 feet 
into the Courtenay Bay basin which will 
be 5,200 feet long by 5,000 wide. Both the 
channel and basin will be dredged to a 
depth of 35 feet and the material excavated 
will be used for filling purposes on the 
reclamation work.

It is understood that the dredging opera­
tions will be carried on during the winter.

With the building of the C. P. R. ele­
vator, the new government wharves and 
the work in Courtenay Bay there is no 
doubt that the coming winter will be the 
busiest in the history of St. John.

Those who want the votes are not con? 
cerned with the English manhood suffrage 
bill. They are content to wait until Ire­
land’s own parliament is sitting at Col­
lege Green to appeal to it for a voice in 
the management of the affairs of their 
country. Militant members do not appeal 
to them and the little group which is mak­
ing so much noise in Dublin is controlled 
by, the woman’s organizations in London, 
and is in no way representative of the 
womanhood of Ireland.

One of the immediate results of this pol­
icy of violence is that the women have 
lost all chance of getting “votes for wo­
men” incorporated in the big manhood 
suffrage bill, now before parliament. Mr. 
Asquith had promised to include it in the 
government measure if. a majority of the 
House of Commons voted in favor of the 
amendment,. and the Irish members, to 
please their friends of the English labor 
party who are all advocates of the women, 
were going to vote for it. Now, however, 
they have determined that nothing will in­
duce them to do so and without the Irish 
vote the amendment cannot pass.

In Ireland itself suffragists have suf­
fered even more seriously. Thousands of 
Irish who were mildly in favor of the suf­
frage have severed all connection with the 
movement and many former advocates are 
now working actively against it. It isn’t 
even safe for the suffragist advocates to

days ago a perfectly innocent young wo­
man, who isn’t a suffragette, but who hap­
pened to be wearing a purple and green 
ribbon, the suffragist colors, was mobbed 
by Irish women in O’Connel street. Her 
hat was wrenched off and trampled in the 
mud, her blouse was torn to ribbons and 
with her hair streaming in disorder she 
ran down the street with a mob at her 
heels, taking refuge finally in the post 
office from which she was rescued by the 
police.

The Irish Women’s Franchise League, a 
small body of enthusiasts, had been in the 
habit of holding meetings in Phoenix Park. 
Their meetings had never been interrupt­
ed, except by good-humored banter until 
after the Asquith visit, but now the pol­
ice have been forced to prohibit them on 
account of the disorder they caused. Last 
Sunday the crowd stormed the platform, 
broke it up and chased the orators, among 
whom were a couple of men. The fugi­
tives fled to the Zoo, and the delighted 
crowd kept them there for over two hours, 
resisting all efforts of the police to rescue 
them. The resistance was perfectly good- 
natured, the crowd realizing the humor of 
the situation, and the police didn’t try 
very hard to disperse the people, but con­
tented themselves with seeing that no at­
tempt was made to storm the monkey 
house. Finally the crowd got tired and 
went home, and the imprisoned suffragists 
were smuggled out by the back door.

CENTRAL POINTS.
AGRICULTURAL PROGRESS

The Ontario department of agriculture is 
continually issuing valuable bulletins in 
small book form, giving information to the 
farmers. The Times has just received four 
of these in one lot. One deals with peach 
growing and peach diseases; another with 
cabbage and cauliflower cultivation ; a third 
with grape growing, and the fourth, from 
the Women’s Institute Branch, deals with 
Decay of the Teeth, Its Cause and Preven­
tion. This last bulletin is well illustrated, 
even showing the best kind of tooth-brush 
and the method in which it should be used. 
Such a book, in the home or in the 
hands of a good teacher, must be of very 
great value. It may be added that the 
Ontario Dental Society co-operates with 
the Women’s Institutes, and loans charts 
and slides for pictures without charge, as 
a part of the general educational cam' 
paign. The Women’s Institutes have 
proved of great value to the farming popu­
lation of Ontario, and it is a good move 
to have such organizations in New Briins- 
wick. Not only can much valuable inform­
ation be secured at the meetings, but they 
tend to overcome the sense of isolation, 
and add a new interest to the life of a 
farming community. There is quite as 
jpneh need of Women’s Institutes. as of 
Farmers’ Associations.

London, Aug. 16—The Dundee Adver­

tiser, an influential Liberal organ, prints 
the startling hint that the government is

Everybody wished to surpass his rival, and 
the strong beat down the weak, but not 
without having to paf dearly in the pro­
cess. To the question if enormous adver­
tising pays, the obvious, superficial answer 
is that the permanence and development 
of the practice is the beet proof of its ef­
ficacy. Professor Gerin, however, long 
ago, laid down an axiom, upon which he 
bases his teaching, that “an advertisement 
acts upon the public in proportion to the 
state of mind in which it finds the read­
er,” and this doctrine of “receptivity” has 
the corollary that “every article shares in 
the estimation of the buyer the favorable 
or unfavorable circumstances accompany­
ing its advertisement.” Good impressions . -

In the explanation offered by J. G. 
Merrick, manager of the Canadian Olym­
pic team, on his return from Stockholm 
may be found some of the reasons for the 
indifferent résulté achieved by Canadian 
athletes at the Olympic games; and this 
applies particularly to the rowing events.

“The conditions under which the athlet­
ic events were held,” he saÿe, “were for 
the mcyt part satisfactory, and, generally 
speaking the officials bandied the games 
to the satisfaction of athletes and team 
managers. In a few eases there were ob­
jections to track regulations by the com­
petitors, which were apparently overlook­
ed by the officials and this interfered 
with the possibility of others than' the 
winners being qualified. For instance in 
the 10,000 metre walk competitors were 
not warned but were disqualified at the 
discretion of the officials in charge. This 
was at variance with the practice in Walk­
ing competitions under ordinary regula­
tions, and some of those disqualified might 
have made a better showing than those 
who ultimately finished.

“The rowing arrangements gave general 
dissatisfaction to competitors and officials. 
The course had been selected with a view 
to making it attractive to the public and 
the question of fairness to the competit-’ 
ors was apparently not considered. On 
one side it had two turns, on the other 
only one. The result was that all races 
rowed were won on side of the course. It 
was a gamble who was placed in this 
side, but it was a distinct advantage. The 
Australian and Canadian crews were un­
fortunate to draw the difficult side. It is 
to be noted that they were beaten by 
very narrow margins, and in both cates 
led at commanding positions. Either one 
or the other of the Crews ought to have 
been first or second as both were superior 
to New College, who won second place. 
This is accounted for by the “drawing,” 
compelling two eights to row together in 
heats instead of starting all competitors 
together at one time. Obviously this could 
not work out well.

“For instance Leander met the Argo­
nauts in the first round, and Australia, 
Gottenburg. The winners. leander and 
Australia, rowed next day, which left 
Leander in the finals. New College met 
a Continental team of ordinary ability, 
won, and of course were bound to go into 
the finale, without meeting crews of the 
same strength as the Argonauts. Having 
got to the finals they were bound to be 
first or second. Both our team and the 
Australians would have beaten New Col­
lege without question and might have 
beaten Leander on a straight course.

“There is no doubt that in the single 
sculling Butler was the second beet man, 
but owing to the same system of drawing 
places he was defeated by the subsequent 
winner, Kinnear, without having the op­
portunity of showing hie ability against 
the second man.
