Commodity Council Plan Formed to

In an effort to solve certain of the
big agricultural problems on its hands,
the United States Department of Agri~
culture announces the formation of the
Commodity Council Plan, which has re-
cently been put into operation and
which brings all the various persons
interested in the problem together in-
to a council where each may present
his views and where a definite inclus-
ive policy may be decided upon. In the
past different phases of a crop situa-
tion, for instance, have been handled
separately by the various bureays and
offices,

Already councils have been called to
discuss the cotton and potato sitia-
tions and recommendations have been
made for action that will be beneficial
in view of present conditions. -

| culture of crops, in soil, diseases, pests,
grading and marketing, each con-
tributed to the final recommendations.

per’ capita consumption of potatoes in
the United States is usually about 8.2
bushels, but this year enough potatoes
have been produced to supply each per-
son with about four bushels. Because
of this situation, which was discourag-
ing to potato raisers, the department,
through this council, made certain rec-
ommendations, which were sent out to
the principal potato-producing states.

The council recommends that farm-
ers be advised to carefully grade their
crop and ‘ship only the best, suggesting
that if all of the crop, including culls,
were shipped food would rot or spoil in
the central markets or in transit, mar-
kets would be glitted and the price
forced down to a ruinous level. Such
marketing would result in much waste
all along the line from the field to the
market, The council also made recom-
mendattions on the utilization of the
poorer potatoes and culls kept on the
farm, such as storing for future mar-
keting, feeding to live stock and, in
certain localities, selling to starch and
flour factories. It was also the advice
of the Potato Council that fields be
picked clean of culls and diseased tub-
ers so as to protect succeeding crops
from disease,

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A REMINDER MAINE'S AMBITION.

“The appointment of an independent
Civic Hydro Electric Commission to
construct a Civic Distribution System
and operate same. ‘

“In the event of the offer (32,877~
@55.56) not being accepted by the Pow-
er Company, in the time specified,. the
city to proceed immediately with the
construction of its own distribution sys-
tem.”

The attention of the City Council is
respectfully directed to the above quo-
tations, They are from the Fisher plat-
form. They were endorsed by the peo-
ple by an overwhelming vote. They
must be put into effect. There was to
bs an “Independent Hydro-Electric
Commission.” Where is it? There were

a public health programme with the
ambition of becoming the healthiest
state in the union, An outline of its
plans is given in today’s Times, and
as Maine is one of our nearest neigh-
bors the people of New Brunswick
will be interested in what i3 transpir-
ing over the border. Dr, E. D, Merrill,
President of the Maine Public Health
Association, last week told a comven-
tion of farmers how the plan is work-
ing out. His report will encourage
health workers in this province to put
florth greater efforts to achieve that
which the Provincial Health Depart-
ment seeks to do here. We quote:
“The first \year of the plan provided
for two clinics for Maine physicians,
Both have been held. Doctors from
every county in Maine have attended.
Thé development of local health so-
cieties and committees proceeded until
now we have societies organised or in
process of organization in every Maine
county gxcept one and this county will
be developed as soon as practicable.
Fresh air schools have been established
in Portland and Bangor and steps have
been taken leading to the establishment
of such schools in other centers of pop-
ulation. The " campaign against tuber-
culosis is being continued and the death

distribution system, and the city
(through its commission) was “to pro-
ceed immediately with the construction
of its own distribution system.” No sti-
pulation here that the City Council wusl
to do the business—or hold it up. The
City OCouncil has appointed the Com-
mission, but thus far refuses to, trust
its own creation. Why? The citizens
are beginning to ask questions. When

Three are now engaged in the work
88,000 Maine boys and girls are now
enrolled in the Modern Health Crusade.
For two years in succession Maine has
been the only New England state to
win honors in the great National
Health Tournament, in which more
than 6,000,000 school child take part.
In 1930 one Maine school ified for
a national pennant. In 1921 six Maine
schools qualified. This work has ap-
pealed so strongly to the Maine State
Depattment of Education that the cru-
sade is now included in the course of
swudy on physical education. The cam-
paign against cancer is being pushed
with unceasing vigor, During the past
years upwards of 2,000 Maine aud-
iences have been given fifst hand and
authentic information on how to bring

HYDRO FIGHT IN"ST. JOHN.

(Moncton Transcript).

After a long and acrimonious con-
flict with the New Brunswick Power
Company, the City of St. John decid-
ed to proceed with the construction
of an electrical distribution system
to supply its citizens with power and
lighting from tHe public plant at Mus-
quash. The city will obta.i{\ power
from the N. B. Power Commission at
the rate of 12 cents per kilowatt
howy; the rates'to be charged the eon-
sumer will depend on the cost of dis-
tribution.  Unless all’ calculations of
the city authorities miscarry these
rates wil be lower than a steam plant
can meet, and the N. B. Power Com-
pany will be left with a distributive
system more or less idle, and a steam
plant capable of producing a great dehl
more power than will be needed to
operate the St. John street railway, a
subsidiary of the power ¢ompany.

The prolonged battle in St John
has been a matter of considerable in-
terest to the rest of the province—
and not without its moral to other
communities, The Provincial Govern-
ment’s hydro-electric  policy would
doubtless receive. a black-eye, if the
arrangements for the distribution ‘of
electric current in St. John turned out
to be unsatisfactory to the citizens.
As it is the citizens will control the
arrangements.

The cost of constricting a new dis-
tribution system will be considerable,
and it seems rather unfortunate, that
arangements could not have been
made for the use of the existing dis-
tribution system of the Power Com-
pany. . The city offered to take over
the whole plant of the company at
a valuation set by the Supreme Court
of the Province, but the company
declined to close with this offer. The
city has all along contended that
when a few years ago the St. John
Street Railway Company was convert-
ed into the N. B. Power Company, the
capitalization was vastly increased
without any material improvements
being made in the property, Succes-
sive investigations have shown consid-
erable grounds for that complant.

The older company was conserva-

rather high rates for power and light-
ing, but it enjoyed a certain con-
fidence among the citizens, The new
company seems. to have fallen into
popular disfavor, the citizens claiming
that it has been trying to make them
pay dividends on watered steck. The
result is that the city will compete
with it in the sale of power and light-
ing, and thus place it in an unfortun-
ate position, The moral is plain—a
public sérvice corporation cannot af-
ford to lose the confidence of the
people it serves.

(1) Whereas, the electors of the city

of St. John in three successive elections,
expressed at the polls their determina-
tion that the Mayor and Common
Council of the city of St. John shouid
set up an independent commission for
the ‘purpose of erecting, constructing
and operating works for the transmis-
sion and distribution of electrical power
nd energy in the city of St. John, and
of controlling and managing sameé.

(2) And whereas, by section 28 of
The New Brunswick Electric ‘Power
Act 1920, it is provided that a muni-
cipality having a contract under that
Act ‘'may entrust the construction of
the works and the control and manage-
ment of the same to a commisgion. .

(5) And whereas, this commission
has found that it cannoy incur expen-
ditures for materials necessary to the
construction of the said works without
the express approval of the Mayor and
Common Council, which may well re-
sult in inconvenience, delay and loss of
money:

(6) And whereas, it has accordingly
been found impossible promptly to pro-
ceed with the construction of the said
works.

(7) And whereas, in order that the
prompt construction of the said works,
which is most desirable in the inter-
ests of the city of St. John, may be ac-
complished, which can only be with
proper co-operation between the Mayor
and Common Council and this commis-
ysion, and with authority to this,com-
mission to incur expenditures necessary
for the construction of the said works
and for the control and management of
the same as necessity may arise, sub-
Ject, however, to the audit of the city
comptroller,

It is resolved, that the Mayor and
Common Council be requested to auth-
orize this commission to proceed with
the construction and equipment of a
sub-station at an estimated 'cost of
$79,200 and that further requirement
for the completion of a system at an
estimated cost of $600,000, shall be sim-
tlarly met, as need arises; and that in
the event that the Common Council
cannot agree to so empower this com-
mission, they shall be requested to ar-
range for taking a plebiscite, with a
view to ascertaining the decision of the
electorate on the question whether the
distribution system shall be adminis-
tered by an independent commission or
by a department of the city govern-
ment. .

Before proceeding with the discussion
of the resolution, Mr. Rowan expressed
the opinion that the resolution would
put the commission out of action. He
believed that the best way to get at the
matter would be to draft a resolution
setting forth just what the commission
desired from the Common Council in
the way of powers.

The chairman replied that the situa-
tion was critical and that something
drastic should be done. However, if
the members of the commission were
agreeable, he would follow Mr. Rowan’s
suggestion. ‘

No opinions being expressed, the first
section was read and adopted, on mo-
tion of Messrs. Phillips and McMullin.
The second section also was adopted,
Mr. Flood moving: and Mr. McMullin

seconding.

The third section was given a tem-
porary hoist and was not considered
until the last section had been adopted.
As it was merely a recital of facts, it
carried, Mr. Flood moving and Mr. Mc-
Mullin seconding.

Fisher was on the Power Commis-
sion to safeguard the City Hall inter-
ests, yet it appeared that the Com-
mon Council wished to retain com-

plete control. He thought there was
room for compromise on this point.

The chairman asked “Why?” If
the Council had no confidence in the
commission, it should disband and al-
low City Hall to run matters entirely.
“A stand must be taken, one way or
the other,” he declared,

Mr. Flood: “If we do take that
stand and are forced to recede from
it, what then?”

‘The chairman: “Then it goes to the
people.”

Mayor Fisher, speaking in.support
of his amendment, said that he felt]
strongly that the Common . Council |
looked on Section 10 as a good busi-
ness method. The Council would
want’ this retained, "he thought. He
declared that the commission should
concede this point.

The chairman said that the Coun-
cil wanted to open the tenders, pass
them to the commission for report,
hand them back with a recommenda-
tion, and then suit themselves,

Mr. Rowan declared that not one
of the Council members would vote
a bond issue on that $79,200 estimate.
He charged that the commission had
not taken the Council into its confi-
dence.

The chairman declared he was get-
ting tired playing office boy for the
Common Council,  Valuable time was
being wasted, he maintained.

Mr. Phillips pointed out in connec-
tion with the bond issue for the civic
distribution system that three of the
commissioners had pledged themselves
to an expenditure of '$900,000 last
spring. An amount of but $600,000
was being put forward now.

Mayor Fisher, explaining his stand
in the matter, said he was in full sym*
pathy with the object aimed at by the
resolution. He questioned the wisdom
of going about it in the way proposed.

Mr. Lewis suggested taking things
ecsy at. first.

Mr. Rowan thought matters would
straighten out themselves.

The section was put and carried,
Messrs, Fisher, Flood and Rowan vot-
ing “Nay.” .

Section 6 carrled, Mr. McMullin mov-
ing and Mr. Phillips seconding. Mayor
Fisher and Mr. Rowan voted “Nay.”

Section 7 carrfed without discussion,
Ma{o_r McAvity moving and Mr. Me-
Millin seconding. ‘

This finished the preamble of the
resolution. - Coming to the request,
Mayor Fisher moved that the words
down to and including, “at an esti-
mated cost of $79,200” be adopted. Mr,
MeMullin seconded and this carried.

Mr. Rowan remarked that the com-
mission had never presented plans and
specifications regarding a distribution
system, as requested, to the Common
Council.

Mr. Lewis, explaining his stand, de-
clared he was in fdll sympathy with
the points of the resolution but he
thought the commission could secure
what it wanted by going easy. He was
opposed to placing the resolution be-
fore the council immediately.

Mayor Fisher then moved that the
chairman be instructed to request per-
mission from the Common Council to
present this resolution. This carried.
Major McAyity said he would do this
at this morning’s council meeting.
Mayor Fisher iadded that the whole
matter could be discussed at a meet-
ing this afternoon, at 8 o’clock, be-

Bears Consecration Mark
—W as Monastery Fqund-
edin 1082 A.D,

London, Nov. 20.—(By mail.)—Dur-
ing the recent excavations in the bor-
ough of Bermondsey, a stone, bearing
the consecration mark of the ancient
Abbey of St. Saviour (a cross within a
circie), was found on the site of the
Anglo-American Company’s new petrol
station In Tower Bridge road. The
stone will be built into the wall of the

ae~Sompany’s office for public inspection.

On the spme site have also been
found sev door or window jamb-
moudings. Some years ago, when a
sewer was being laid in Long Walk on
the north side of the Anglo-American
Company’s site, a stone coffiu was dis-
covered, which now rests in the parish
church of St. Mary Magdalen near by.
Numerous foundations of walls have
been come across, some being of stone,
others of brick. It would appear that
the former belonged to the Abbey,
while the Iatter relate to Sir Thomas
Pope’s residence, better known as Ber-

, mondsey House, Some of these walls
are only separated one from the other
by a foot or two,

are of late fourteenth or early fifteenth
century design. The Abbey was situ-
ated in & Royal demesne, and was in
possession of considerable lands and
edifices. It .was frequently inhabited
by Royalty, and was the place of refuge

lof many notabl¢ people, several of

whom, were’ buried within its walls.
Henry the Second held his first Par-
liament in the Bermondsey Monastery.

The Abbey of St. Saviour was a
structure of econsiderable size. The
Norman church was situated about
shirty-five feet from the present south
alling of the Bermondsey Church
vard, and the end of the chancel was
practically level with the eastern rail-
ing in Tower Bridge road, thus occupy-
‘ng half of the width of Abbey street,
the soufh wall being in the centre of
the existing warehouses. The main
sourt was on, the present site of Ber-
mondsey square. being surrounded with
the cloister byildings.

The west gateway was at the junc-
tion of Abbey street and Bermondsey
street, facing Long lane, and the north
gateway existed on the site of the pres-
ent narrow street which connects th?

The east
gate spanned the present Grange-walk,
and the house on the south side is the
original building. The gate hinges are

BRITAIN'S ACCIDENT DROP.

Marked Decrease Attributed to Indus-
trial Inactivity.

The marked drop in industrial acci-
dents in 1921 in Great Britain is the
subject of a letter from the London
correspondent of The Journal of the
American Medical Assogciations. The
physician writes that thé annual report
of the chief inspector of factories and
workshops shows that during 1921 there
were 05,565 accidents (951 fatal), as

the previous year.
This remarkable drop is almost en-
tirely due to the phenomenal inactivity
in industry throughout the year and the
prolonged coal strike, which resulted in
many iron mills and blast furnaces be-
ing closed down, he says. These indus-
tries are heavy producers of accidents.
The number of accidents due to elec-
tricity was 822 (thirty-two fatal), a
reduction of 20 per cent. ;
The welfare movement in factories
and workshops has held its own in face
of adverse circumstances, he says. Be-
fore 1914, welfare schemes were in
operation in comparptively few factor-
ies. The war produced an unprecedent-
ed interest in the welfare of the work-
ers, when it was realized that on them,
as much as on the soldiers, existence de-
pended. Now reports ' from inspectors
all over the country show that in ad-
dition to canteens, cloak rooms, sur-
geries and rest rooms — matters dealt
with -in welfare orders—a large num-
ber of social activities—saving clubs,
benevolent clubs, concerts and dance
meetings. Summer camps in charge of
athletic trainers, bowling greens, ucniul
clinics, libraries, schools and lectures—
1ave been organized. ;
During the year there were 230 cases
of lead poisoning, of which twenty-three
were fatal. There were no cases of
phosphorus or mercury poisoning, but
n case of arsenic poisoning. The low-
er figures for anthrax poisoning (twen-
ty-five, of which six were fatal), are
nartly due to the inawgwation of the
lovernment station at Liverpool for
disinfecting wool,

Washington, Dec. 18—Fifteen Gov-
ernors agreed with President Harding,
meeting with him at luncheon today,
that prohibition enforcement conditions
were deplorable, They adjourned after
four hours, however, without making
definite recommendations for improve-
ment. |

With the exception of Governor
Ritchie of Maryland and Governor Cox
of Massachusetts, they were unanimous
in declaring for a general tightening
up and against seeking solution of the
liquor problem in relaxation of the re-
strictions,  Ritchit and Cox told the
Chief Executive that the law was un-
popular in their states, and  therefor
difficult to enforce. © The Marylander
denounced the Volstead act as “de-
structive of the rights of the states,”
and urged a return /to state option.

The essence of the opinions voiced
by the others was that the present
enforcement conditions which the
President has described as “savoring
of nation-wide scandal,” are merely.
part of “a necessary phase” through
which the country must pass on its
way to complete aridity. They agreed
that the Eighteenth Amendment ‘has,
come to stay,” and, it was declared,
not even the slighest discussion of a
possible future for light wines or beer
crept in.

For Stricter- Enforcement,

Although the discussion produced no
definite programme for relieving the
situation, the Governors declared the
country must take a stronger grip om -
the problem by providing more strin-
gent Federal and state enforcement
laws and more drastic punishment’for
wiolators, Federal judges were too
lenient in many cases, they said, more
honest dry agents must be employ
larger approportions for enforcef#ert
provided; apd metropolitan newspapers
and the larger cities “educated away
from the attitude of levity with whi
they regard the whole business.”

A MENACING MOTHER-IN-LAW

Rural Typhold Carrier Has Infected
Four Sons-in-Law and Others,

(New York Times.)

,The State and local heaith authori-
ties have recently succeeded in bl'!nglng!
under a certain degree of control one of |
the most remarkable “typhoid carriers”
that ever spread a trail of this disease
through up-State New York villages.
The fourth case of typhoid fever among
this woman’s six sons-in-law accurred

a few weeks ago and led to strenuous
and finally successful efforts on the
pert of the local health officer and a
representative of the State Department
of Health to obtain specimens, the ex-
amination of which at the State Labor-

serious a menace this particular
mother-in-law has been to her relatives
for many years. N

The first case believed to have been
infected by this carrier was that of a
boarder in her family who econtracted
typhoid in 1900, Since that time she
hag infected four sons-in-law, two sis-
ters and the father and mother of one
of the sons-in-law, two grandsons, a
visitor, and indirectly a nurse émployed
in one of the cases. The cases of the
sons-in-law have all developed shortly
before or after their marri Two
other sons-in-law have so far escaped,
but' it appears that the record may yet
swing to the full circle since they have
both received recent visits from their
amiable but deadly mother-in-law,

Indeed, the old lady is reported to be
a great traveler, visiting the families of
her various daughters for weeks at a
time, and usually helping out in the
kitchen, where she, of course, occupies
a strategic position for the distribution
of germs by means of food and dishes.
For some unknown reason her own
children, seven daughters and three
sons, have all escaped typhold, the in-
fection falling by eurious chance upon
the sons-in-law and other relatives,

It was six years ago that this woman
first came under observation as a sus-
pected chronic spreader of typhold
At that time a blood examina-
tion proved positive, but she persist-
ently refused to submit more specimens
until a few weeks ago. Three of the
specimens recently taken are positive
beyond doubt to all tests for the pres-
ence of the typhoid bacillus, according
to the State Department of Health. In
spite of the convincing evidence of so
many cases among relatives that she
had visited, the health authorities
would probably not have been able to
place her under the usual restrictions
for typhoid carriers or to convince her
that she was a menace to otherg had it

DEATH ROLL OF THE AUTO.

(Thrift Magazine.)

In the final summing up of all that
could be said regarding thrift and in-
dustrial progress there is nothing so
important as the saving of human life.
It would be of no avail for America
to go on piling vip her record of nation-
al wealth if she is going to continue to
annually snuff out the lives of seventy-
'five or a hundred thousand men, wo-
men and children through carelessness
.nd a disregard of the fundamental
laws of precaution.

Reliable statistics, which are very
conservative, tell us that in the United
States we are needlessly sacrificing a
human life every six minutes. Up to
1919 the annual toll of death from
accident was not so appalling as it has
since become. .

Last year automobiles alone it is es-
timated, caused the death of about 18,-
000. people, an increase of 1,000 over
1920 and bringing the daily average of
death from this cause up to thirty-six,
or about one-sixth of all the deaths
cadsed by all kinds of recorded accid-
ents. In a selected list of fifty large
cities, distributed well over the coun-
try and embracing an aggregate popu-
lation of about 25,000,000, the number
of people killed by automobiles last
year was 155 to each million.
