The Union Baptist seminary has for
some time past been before the minds of
the Baptist denomination, and since the
assignment of the Union Baptist Edu-
cational society, some months ago,
great -efferts have been made to raise
the $15,000 needed by the society to
wipe out the three principal liabilities of
the institution, which were about $4,000
to Mont McDonald, the president, $6.000
to Messrs. Causey & Maxwell, the con-
tractors, and $5,000 to Dodd, Smead & Co.,
of Toronto, who supplied the heating
apparatus. There are $5,000 more due
in smaller amounts, which have been
arranged- satisfactorily for the present.

Just now a brief sketch of this educa-
tional institution from its beginning will
be of general interest. It was about fif-
ty years ago that the Baptists of New
Brunswick first began to consider seri-
ously the question of establishing a Bap.
tist seminary. A Baptist education so-
ciety was then formed for the purpose of
establishing an institution of that kind.
This society reported every year to the
Baptist association of this province the
progress made in soliciting subscriptions
and in carrying on the school, which they
started at Fredericton. The school

Horses and Kills Them.
Sbortly before ten o'clock this fore-
noon an‘accident occurred at the railway
crossing at Bentley street where the St.
John Bridge and Railway extension com-
pany’s track runs through, by which
Albert Northrup and Harry Sellon
narrowly escaped losing their lives.
M:. Sellon says that he was driving a
team of horses for Mr. Northrup, who
was on the wagon with him. They
were going up Bentley street and when
within a few yards of the crossing, with-
out a note of warning from whistle or
bell a rapidly approaching locomotive
burst upon their view coming
from - the direction of Fairville.
Northrup jumped from the wagon and
escaped injury, but ‘Sellon made an
effort to getthe horses stopped. They

appearance of the. locomotive, however,
and sprang across the track where they
were struck by the tender of the loco-
motive. A moment before the horses
were struck,jSellon had jumped from the
wagon but as it was slued around by the
engine dragging it he was struck by
some part of it and quite badly hurt in
the back and on his left arm.

WR. CHAPLEAU AT PROVIDENCE, R. 1.

It was well that Mr Chapleau or some
other representative of French Canada,
should go to Providence, R. I, to speak
before the Commercial Club of that place
last Saturday evening, iffor no other
reason to counteract the effect of what Mr.
Laurier said in Boston a few days before.
From Mr. Laurier’s speech in Boston it
might be supposed that all the French in
the province of Quebec were opposed
to British connection, and desired like
him to see the British flag hauled down
on this continent. Mr. Chapleau’s speech
will convey an entirely different view of
the matter to the people of New England.
Mr. Chapleau pointed out excellent rea-
sons why anrestricted reciprocity which
is advocated by the Liberal party could
not be acceptable to the people of Can-
ada. He showed that to enter into un-
restricted reciprocity with the United
States would virtually give that country
the control of our commerce, and the
regulation of our tariff, two priv-
ileges which had been won by Canada
from the mother country after long
agitation. He showed that to permit
Congress to close our ports against Great
Britain by means of the McKinley
tariff or similar legislation was a declar-
ation of dependence on the United

tates, of which the smallest central
American state would hardly be guilty.
He showed that the McKinley tariff had
notinjured Canada by any means, as
much as it was intended, and that while
we were anxious to have liberal trade
relations with the United States, we
were not by any means disposed to
humble ourselves before them, or give
them the control of our affairs. Mr.
Chapleau’s speech had a manly ring
about it, and will serve a8 an excellent
antidote to the abject speech of Mr.
Laurier.

MR. LAURIER IS_I_HIIHEXIHOIISL

The Continental Club, an annexation-
ist organization which has been formed
at Windsor, Ont, has elected the
Hon. Wilfred Laurier leader of the
Liberal party, and Prof. Gold-
win Smth as honorary mem-
bers of the club. In the resolution by
which these gentlemen were elected hon-
orary members, itis stated that Prof.
Goldwin Smith has been constantly in
favor of political union between Uanada
and the United States, and that Mr.
Laurier recently stated in Boston, that
he believed in the Monroe doctrine in
its application to Canada. For
these reasons the Continental Club
thought that both Mr. Smith and Mr.
Laurier were proper persons to become
members of aclub that favors annex-
ation. There can be no doubt that in
electing these two gentlemen honorary
members the Continental Club exercises
a wise discretion. All who heard Mr.
Laurier's Boston speech, or who have
read itin the newspapers, must be con-
vinced that the leader of the Liberal
party is an enemy of British connection,
and that he desires the severance of the
ties which now bind Canada to Great
Britain. Perhapsit is only natural that
a Frenchman who has no interest in
British institutions, and no Ilove
for the British flag should express such
sentiments as Mr. Laurier gave utter-
ance to in Boston. He says that he sees
independence to be an ultimate destiny
of Canada, and everyone knows that
independence simply means annexation,
because Canada is not large enough nor
vopulous cnough to stand alone on this
continent separate from the United
States. In Europe small nationali-
ties exist, | of the jeal
of the great powers, but on
this continent there is at present
but one great power, which has its head-
quarters in North America, and there-
fore the reasons which favor the exist-
ence of small nations in Europe are not
to be found here. Mr. Laurier in advo-
cating independence, is advocating
annexation, and the Liberal party
ought to understand this fully. In a
matter of this kind there ought to be no
room for self-deception. If the Liberals
desire to follow Mr. Laurier ag an an-
nexationist good and well, but if not,
then they ought to revolt against his
leadership and find some more suitable
person.

Freights.

Messrs. Scammell Bros. in their week-
ly freight circular dated New York,
Nov. 28th. have the following :—

Sail Tonnage.—The volume of business
this week has been to some extent
abridged by the intervention of the
Thanksgiving holiday. The market, how-
ever, retains its firmness in connection
with tonnage suitable for distant foreign
voyages, the supply of which is still very
moderate, notwithstanding somewhat
freer arrivals. In some directions rather
fuller rates have again been paid this
week, though the fact that 3s 103d per
bbl. was obtained- for a cargo of about
7200 bbls. of Naphtha to Bremen cannot
properly be regarded as afair expression
of the market for Petroleum freights, in-
asmuch as the shipper was constrained
to pay an exceptionally high rate to
secure a ready vessel to cover a Novem-
ber contract. Long voyage general cargo
freights remain firm, with, however,
rather less enquiry following the liberal
business reported last week for Australia,
ete. Case oil freights for the remote East
remain quiet, but as suitable tonnage is
not plentiful, rates have firm support,
whilst for the Spanish Mediterranean bet~
ter rates have been obtained. Deal and
Timber freights for Europe are well sup-
ported, with a fair enquiry for a handy
tonnage. South American freights con-
tinue to be held in check by the unsettled
condition of political and financial affairs
in the leading countries, but the market,
nevertheless, is firm.

West India and other short foreign
freights remain quiet and without ap-
preciable change, if we except a little
more enquiry for coal vessels for Cuba,
etc., at slightly better rates.

Sugar and Hemp freights from the
Phillippine Islesin this direction are firm
at and about $7 and $5.75 @ $6 respect-
ively, whilst Nitrate freights from the
west coast are at the moment neglected.
From Brazil to ports north of Hatteras,
Sugar freights are about 22s 6d @ 25s.

Coastwise Lunber, Coal, Fertilizer and
other long shore frieghts are substanti-
ally unchanged and business is not brisk,

Steam Tonnage.—The decline in Grain
freights, noted last week, has been fol-
lowed by a very dull and weak market.
The most recent fixtures have been upon
the basis to Cork for orders of 4s7id,
December—January, 48 6d February —
March, and 48 May loading. For the
moment there is almost an entire ab-
sence of orders, the official announce-
ment of the prohibition of wheat exports
from Russia having been anticipated, as
indicated by the recent enormous ex-
portation of cereals from this Continent.
The present inactivity, however, it is
quite generally believed, will be followed
by a renewal of Grain exportation upon
a large scale. Berth freights for Europe
are likewise inactive and weaker, and
rates for general cargo steamers to the
United Kingdom and Continent have
settled to about 20s. Cotton freights
from the supply ports, on the other hand
are holding their own, though business
isnot brisk. All other trades are very
dull.
