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A RARE SPECTACLE.

Peoplée havg
no right to neglect their bodies, and when
the Y. M. C. Alencourages young men to
develope their bodies_it does a work that
is pleasing to God. + He hoped the gym-
nasinm in connection with the institution
would be revi%ed and spoke strongly in
favor of outdeor sports- under the Y.M.
C. A, influence. -~ It is a. good thing to*
see young men enter into manly sports
heartily. - The 'young men who are prom-
-inent in athletics are~mot the men who
prop up buildings on “the public ‘strecis
and -attend ‘devil’s Sunday school at the
street corners. -They know.that loafing
and slouching about the streets with their
hands stuck in their pockets ig the ruina-
tion of their bodies, and that they wouli
he useless for athletic exercises if 'thuy

no other word—(laughter) who loafed
about -corners needed attention from the

A CURIOUS STORY.

1A Plan to Steal a Lot of Deeds to U S,
i : ' Land.
] Washington, March 1.—James Wlder,
i an ‘ecentric old man of ‘Whatcom, Wasi,,
prior to March, 1891, made a gift by
deed to the United Btates government of
five - lgrge " tracts -of land, the present
value ‘of ‘which is npow estimated at $900,-
~000." Elder had three relatives, for whom
he cared nothing.. He deeded the land
; to the government with the request that
' it bé given to desetving imimigrants from
the overcrowded east. No sooner had
Hlder deeded the land fthan three distunt
relatives called on him and-told him
they ‘'would take measures to have hm
declared imsane unless he would recover
his property. Elder made a request for
his‘deeds; but did not receive them.

Then the relatives, it is amlleged, on-
codteéd a seheme to steal the papers from
the land office at 'Washington and sub-
étitute forged documents in their stepd.
When-this was done Elder could put in
a'‘plea’ that the deeds by which his land
was ‘conveyed ‘to the government nvére
forgeries; andiof couse when the papers
in” the “lamd office were -put in -evideace
it -'would ‘beclear they were forgeries.
Wilham Jameson; ‘of “Port: Townsend,
‘WWash., ‘was ‘the man ‘gssigned to mgke
the substitution of the forged for the
real deeds: Jameson came to Washing-
ton nwith strong detters of introduction
and 'was given the run of the land office.
Ashe was leaving at might he siid to
Clerk 'Weld:

“By the way, was any one here in-
quiring about old man Elders case. I
heard a good deal of it out west.”

“No,” replied Weld, and went to the
shelf to take down a tin box containing
the records.

Y“{As soon as Jameson saw where the
tin box was kept, he pleasantly sid:

‘“Oh, don’t pull them dowa; it is late,
and T am too tired to look at them to-
night. -In fact, T don’t think they will
help me in 'my case.”

Mhe next day Jameson visited the land
office, and, it is said, abstracted the five
-Elder ideeds from the box. He went
immediately to New York, amd goin to
a lithographing shop, had the five orig-
nals .copied, even to ‘the endorsements.
With the plate he went to a printer and
caused 'deeds exactly like the originale
to be made. By a queer coincidence,
Clerk Weld, in the land office, had oeca-
sion ” the "very next day to look in the
ti box which had held the original deeds.
The deeds were gone,

Jameson “was afterwards arrested iy
secrét Service men. The trial will take
place In the United States district court
in.a few days. Jameson was addmited
to tail ~in $7.500 and permitted to re-
turn ‘to’ Port Townsend. The object of
‘this was ‘to allow the secret service de
partment to ‘secure evidence against the
other -conspirators. In—this, how-ver,
they failed, except in the case of Blder,
who, ‘Chief Drummond says, will turn
state’s evidence. Elder was arrested in
Whateom a short time ago and taken to
Washington with Jameson. ~They are
now out on badl, .
