London, Jan. 22.—The Standard’s Lis-Black Is White.
The word black (Anglo-Saxon blac, 

btek, bleak) is fundamentally the same 
as the old German blach now only to be 
found in two or three compounds, as 
felachfeld, a level or plain; blachmahl, 
the scum which floats on top when silver 
is melted, and blachfrost; and it meant 
originally “level,” “bare” and was used 
to denote blackness, because blackness is 
(apparently) bare of color. But the nasal­
ized form of black is blank, which also 
meant originally bare, and was used to 
denote whiteness, because whiteness is 
(apparently) bare of color. The same 
word was used to denote the two oppo­
site things. From which it would 
that black is white.

To any one who shall point out a flaw 
in this etymological argument I shall 
endeavor to be grateful, provided he does 
not disturb the very satisfactory conclu­
sion. This I should naturally resent. It 
may help him'to a conclusion and serve 
as a further support to my contention to 
point out that black in Anglo-Saxon actu­
ally means “white” as well as “black,” 
so that it is not in its nasalized form only 
that the same word is employed 
press opposite things. Why is this, un­
less that to the primitive mind both 
white and black appeared to agree in 
being bare or void of color, and for that 
reason to deserve the same name? And 
here I cannot help harboring a suspicion, 
suggested by the old German blachfrost 
(which appears to be nearly obsolete, or 
only used in some localities), that our 
“black frost” meant originally a frost 
bare of accomplishments, as hoar, rime, 
and it is a coincidence only that it should 
be black in color and blacken the vegeta­
tion. But we have long lost hold of th» 
original meaning, and believe it to refei 
to the color.—Notes and Queries.

Washington, Jan. 21.—The two senate 
committees which were appointed during 
last congress to examine into tbe ques­
tion of commercial union with Canada 
and the relations generally between the 
United States and the provinces, it is not 
likely, will lead to any very importent 
results. Senator Hoar is chairman of 
one which devoted considerable time 
b«t summer to an investigation of sev­
eral matters relating to trade relations 
with Canada. The committee travelled 
many thousand miles and took a large 
amount of testimony. But the proba­
bilities are that no report will 
he submitted at this session of con­
gress. The testimony taken shows that 
the only persons anxious for increased 
.intercourse with Canada are some of the 
manufacturers of New England and per­
sons interested in Canadian railroads. 
The «shippers of the Northwest, as a rule, 
advocated that no restrictions be placed 
on shipments to the east by way of Cana­
dian railroads, but their interests in com­
mercial union ended there. The farmers, 
particularly, along the border, are opposed 
to it Those in northern New York and 
northern Nev England are asking for in­
creased duties on Canadian farm^ro 
ducts.

He developed an appetite for 
pebble stones, which he turned to ac­
count by swallowing about three every 
half hour during the day, to the wonder 
and admiration of those who assembled 
in his little tent. This was not a trick.
The act was done too slowly to admit of 
deception. He placed the pebble on his 
tongue, permitted it to remain in view 
for a moment and then closed his mouth.
The pebble reached some destination 
within his internal economy, and must 
have found a resting place in his stom­
ach. He did not pretend that the stones 
were digested, but he said they never 
gave him any trouble.

GLASS AS FOOD.
Glass eaters have become so numerous 

that they find their profession crowded.
I have personally known two of this 
class of "attractions.” One of them was 
a fellow about 20 years old, who was 
ludicrously shy and effeminate (off the 
stage) in appearance and manners. His 
only robust feature was a magnificent 
set of teeth, with which he bit chunks 
out of lamp chimneys and crunched 
them almost into powder with apparent 
ease. The other was a youngster of not 
more than 14, known as ‘‘Little Glass 
Sam.” He was a bright boy, and had 
amassed quite a stock of knowledge 
about people and places, on which he 
could talk intelligently and entertain­
ingly. His teeth, too, were white and 
sound, and he masticated chunks of 
glass and swallowed the fragments with 
neatness and dispatch. He performed 
the feat in private before a committee 
of physicians, who were forced to admit 
the fact, but who were able to advance 
no explanation of how it could be done 
without disastrous effects. But no in- 
judicioùè^osults follow'd. I never knew 
a glass eater to cut b Sg-ms, tongue, or 
any portion of his moWa. They all say 
the swallowed glass has a stimulating 
effect on those organs by which the sys­
tem rejects the substances that refuse to 
contribute to its nourishment.

The stories of princely salaries which 
these queer throated and tough stom­
ached people receive are for the most 
part fictitious. “Little Glass Sam,” be­
ing only a boy and small for his age, 
ought certainly to have been a drawing 
"card” in his line of work. But he was 
frequently thrown on the world, and 
ready to do odd jobs of any sort to keep 
soul and body together. I have known 
him within a week to discard the tights 
and spangles of the variety stage for the 
soiled garb of a stable boy and consider 
himself lucky at that.

A peculiar case was that of William 
Dempster, an English juggler, who in 
1823 accidentally swallowed a table 
knife, handle and all, which he was 
thrusting down his throat. The mishap 
was occasioned by the spectators crowd­
ing around him and causing the knife to 
slip from his fingers.

Dempster died in great agony after 
many ineffectual attempts to relieve 
him. It is related that a similar case 
occurred in Prussia in 1635. This pa­
tient was cured by the extraction of the 
knife through an incision made in his

It cannot be regarded as a great mis­
fortune that the swallowing business is 
waning in popularity. However, there 
lurks in mankind a taste for the horri­
ble, and there will probably always be 
found the means to gratify it in some 
form cf grotesque and shocking viola­
tion of nature’s’commands.—St. Louis 
Globe-Democrat.

Now that the intense interest in Nellie 

Ely’s attempt- to - outdo the record of 
Verne’s mythical hero is reaching a cli­
max a brief review,of her extraordinary 
trip may not be out of place.

With a diminutive hand satchel for 
baggage and without maid pr escort The 
World’s globe-circling commissioner 
started the morning of Nov. 
14, 1889, to accomplish what no 
woman had ever attempted before— 
the circumnavigatihp of the globe.

It was a bold and In eoupe respects a 
hazardous undertaking for a girl. Bold 
because it was without a parallel, ftyd 
hazardous because a journey of ovef 
twenty-five thousand miles by a variety 
of conveyances through strange lands 
and in company with strange people nec­
essarily contained many elements of 
danger. When Jules Verne brought 
forth those delightful creations, Phineas 
Fogg and Jean Passepartout, with atten­
tion to detail that rivalled Dean Swift’s 
most ingenious efforts, readers were 
amused and delighted with the author’s 
skill in formulating a schedule that per­
mitted his heroes to xdrcle the earth in: 
exactly eighty days, but no one of them 
for an instant believed that the charm­
ingly told tale had a single stone of fact 
in its foundation.

OUTDOING VERNE’S IMAGINATION.

Now comes a woman—a very young 
woman—who not only demonstrates the 
possibility of such atrip being complet­
ed in such a time, but who will in all 
probability beat it by five days or more ! 
Unless some unforseen accident occurs, 
Nellie Bly will make tho journey around 
the world, from East to West, inside of 
seventv-five days.

The long journey was begun on the 
steamer Augusta Victoria, with South­
ampton as the first destination, and it 
was reached early the morning of Nov. 
22. The voyage across the Atlantic was 
tempestuous. Off the banks of New­
foundland the fog was almost dense 
enough to cut, and up to the time anchor 
was cast there had been scarcely a day of 
smooth sailing. Although the vessel made 
excellent time under such circumstances 
she was too late to catch the last 
regular passenger train that should have 
been caught to make connection with 
the early morning London train. Ac­
customed, however, to overcoming diffi­
culties, Miss Bly did not let this disap­
pointment ruffle her in the least. There 
was a heavy mail on board, and this the 
authorities were anxious to get to Lon­
don expeditiously. A Post-Office train 
was in waiting at Southampton, and on 
it the traveller succeeded in securing a 
passage, going ashore on a tug, which 
came out to meet her. The mail train 
was whirled through to the metropolis, 
arriving there at 5 o’clock in the morn­
ing. It was a tiresome trip, and although 
feeling pretty well shaken up, Miss Bly 
was driven at once to the office of Second 
Secretary of the United States Legation 
McCormick to get her passport Then 
she went to the London offices of the 
World to meet several London journal­
ists, who wanted to wish lier god-speed.

After breakfast at the Charimr -Cross 
Hotel she took the tidal train via Folk- 
stone and Boulogne for Ameins to meet 
Jules Verne. The great novelist and his 
wife bad been apprised at her coming 
and were anxiously awaiting her. Miss 
Bly stepped off the train at 4 o’clock in 
the afternoon and received the warmest 
sort of a greeting. Mme. Verne was 
surprised at the visitor’s youth and 
could scarcely believe that she really in­
tended to make the tour of the globe with­
out even as much as a maid. Fearful lest 
she might miss her connection. Miss Bly 
made careful inquiries as to the starting 
of the train for Calais and the time 
of its arrival. After satisfying herself on 
this point with almost masculine positive- 
uess and much to the amusement of M. 
Verne and his amiable spouse, the young 
American was driven to the novelist’s 
chateau. Then it became her turn to be 
amused. Her host and hostess treated 
her precisely as they would have treated 
a remarkably bright or interesting child. 
They could not believe that this rather 
fragile-looking girl was actually in 
earnest, and when they were convinced 
that she was their'astonishmentknew no 
bounds. It came time to say good-bye at 
last, and although Mme.Verne spoke very 
little English and Miss Nellie very little 
French, the parting was affectionate. Jules 
Verne himself shook hands with his vis­
itor half a dozen times, and after she had 
entered her cab waved his hand while 
his wife fluttered a handkerchief until 
the visitor was out of sight

When Miss Nellie arrived at Calais, 
she found she had two hours to spare 
before the famous Brindisi mail train 
made its start. She had sent a cable 
message from London before leaving 
there, to the home office of The World, 
and from Calais she sent another to show 
that her flying trip to the home of the 
French novelist had not delayed her.

ON THE INDIAN MAIL.

It had been necessary to secure a berth 
on the Indian Mail, as the Brindisi train 
is commonly called, thirty-six hours in 
advance.

Miss Bly bad travelled to some extent 
in her own country and on rapid trains, 
too. But she never had been on such a 
‘ flyer” as the Indian Mail. In the 1,500 
miles between Calais and the terminal 
point it stopped only eleven times and 
only three minutes at each station. The 
train was on time, and Miss Bly boarded 
the steamer Victoria, of the Peninsular 
and Oriental line, at 2 o’clock on the 
morning of Nov. 25. Her route was across 
the Mediterranean to the Suez Canal, 
which did not impress the traveller 
greatly, for she wrote home that it 
“looked like all other canals— only a 
little wider.” Ismalia was reached Nov. 
28. Then the route lay through the Red 
^ea, and on to Aden, that bare rock at 
the southern extremity of Arabia. The 
weather was balmy, almost enervating in 
its delicious softness, bu; Miss Nellie did 
not neglect her diary for a single hour. 
From Aden to Colombo, on the Island 
of Ceylon, the passage occupied six days 
—Dec. 2 to Dec. 8.

SAILING A LA MODE CEYLON.

Charmed as she had been by the rapid­
ly moving panorama stretched before 
her since leaving London, the traveller 
was in raptures over the beauties of 
Ceylon. The tea-gardens, the new and 
strange forms of vegetation, the giant 
bamboos, the quaint ox-teams and 
queer-looking craft in the harbor open 
a new world to her. She had two days 
to spare before starting for Singapore, 
and she made the best of her time. No­
body would ever think of going to Ceylon 
without visiting the Kandy temple and in­
specting Buddha’s tooth. Miss Nellie pos­
sesses about the average curiosity of her 
sex, and naturally she made a pilgrimage 
the temple. It is about three hours’ ride to 
from Colombo. There she saw a strange- 
looking structure, and inside of it, repos­

THE POSITION OF THE GOVERNMENT-
first-class atyjyqflfor caah.

It appears that our estimate of yester­
day was more favorable to the govern­
ment than the circumstances warranted, 
and that their majority in the House will 
be very small. Mr. Phinney has been 
elected in Kent and it looks as if Mr. 
Emmereon had been defeated in Albert, 
which would reduce the number of gov­
ernment supporters to 22 as follows :— 
Madawaska 1, Victoria 1, Carleton 1, 
York 4, Sunbury 1, Queens 2, Kings 3, 
Charlotte 4, Kent 1, Gloucester 2, Resti- 
gouche 2. If Mr. Emmerson is elected 
in Albert, as is claimed by some of his 
friends, the government will have 23 bud- 
porters in the House; if not they will, as 
before stated, be 22 in number. This 
estimate makes no account of Westmor­
land the position of two of whose mem­
bers is not readily ascertainable. Mr. 
Hanington was the leader of the opposi­
tion in the last Ho se but, as Messrs. 
Stevens and Powell did their 
best to defeat him, there is not 
much probability of his, working in 
harmony with them in the new house. 
What the views of Mr. Melanson are it 
is not easy to ascertain. He is an Aca­
dian and seems to have run as an Inde­
pendent, getting the votes of both tickets 
and coming out, as a consequence at the 
head of the poll. It is, we trust, no re­
flection on Mr. Melanson to affirm that 
he will take the strongest side, whenever 
he ascertains which side is the strongest 
Without Mr. Melanson and Mr. Haning­
ton, and assuming Mr. Emmerson to be 
defeated,the numbers will stand, govern­
ment 22, opposition 19.

It is hoped th-it the steamer will to­
night or early to-morrow enter the San 
Francisco harbor. If so, Miss Bly will, 
in all probability, accomplish her task 
in less then seventy-four days. Every­
thing will depend, however, oj the 
obstacle< encountered in the overland 
journey to fulfil the itinerary as origin­
ally laid down.

HOW FISHES CLIMB HILLS.

A Curious and Interesting Story of Some 
of Their Habits.

In that fascinating book on natural 
history, “A Frozen Dragon,” is an ex­
planation of the phenomenon that trout 
are often found in mountain streams, 
far up toward their source, in deep pools 
and eddies:

In one pool, out of which led a direct 
fall of three feet, there were numbers 
of tile richly tinted little creatures, that 
to have attained their position must 
either have swum up the fall or gone 
around by land. After catching a num­
ber I began to frighten the others to see 
what they would do.

Some dashed at the little fall and dis­
appeared, while others darted over and 
swam down stream. Still farther up I 
found the speckled game, until finally 
the passage became so difficult that I was 
obliged to turn back. In the village I 
chanced to mention the subject to a 
friend who owned the mill on the same 
stream, and he told me that the fishes’ 
ascent was a puzzle to him, until one 
day his boy called him out to the dam, 
where the riddle was solved. The dam 
was nearly four feet high, and to relieve 
the stream several auger holes had been 
bored in it, allowing a small stream of 
water to jet forcibly out and to go splash­
ing down into the clear pool below. As 
my friend approached the spot and look­
ed through the bushes several large sized 
trout were seen moving under the mimic 
fall, evidently in great excitement, and 
darting into it as if enjoying the splash 
and roar of the water.

Suddenly one of the fish made a quick 
rush that sent it up the falling stream, 
so that it almost gained the top; but by 
an unlucky turn it was caught and 
thrown back into the pool, where it dart­
ed away, evidently much startled.

Soon another made the attempt, dart­
ing at it like the first, and then rapidly 
swimming up the fall, but only to meet 
the fate of its predecessor. This #hs 
tried a number of times, until finally a 
trout larger than the others made a dash, 
mounted tho stream, and entered the 
round hole.

The observers were almost ready to 
clap their hands, but it was not success­
ful yet. As the water stopped flowing 
for a moment, they saw that, though the 
athletic trout had surmounted the fall, 
the hole was too small for it to pass 
through, and there the poor fish was 
lodged. The lookers on hastened to re­
lieve it, aud found that its side or pec­
toral fins were caught in the wood, but, 
by pushing the fish ahead, which you 
may be sure they did, they liberated it, 
and it darted away into the upper pond.

Here, then, was the explanation. The 
trout climbed the mountain by swim­
ming up the falls, darting up the foam­
ing masses, and adopting every expe­
dient to accomplish their journey. For 
these fish deposit their eggs high up 
stream, so that the young fry, when 
hatched, may not be disturbed by preda­
tory fish and other foes living in the 
lower waters.

The total cost of this affair was $247 of 
which $200 represented the cost of exca­
vation in recovering the man’s body. 
This bill has been ordered to be paid, 
and although large perhaps it is net more 
than the circumstances warranted.

The expenditures connected with the 
death of Mrs. Macrae and the trial of 
McDonald for her murder have also been 
very heavy. They include an extra claim 
of $92 for the Coroner ; $100 to Mr. W. F. 
Best, for his services as an analytical che­
mist; $886.60 for the fee and expenses of 
George A. Sawyer, an expert who attend­
ed as a witness in respect to handwrit­
ing, and $611 for the official stenographer, 
Mr. Fry. The first three of these items 
seem excessive and we think ought to be 
reduced. The charge of Mr. Fry, con­
sidering the enormous amount of work 
he did in connection with the McDonald 
case at the inquest, examination and 
trial is probably not too large. It seems 
to us that the other items ought to be re­
duced by about one-half and $500 or so 
of public money thus saved.

We are glad to see that the council 
have blocked a scheme to take$1100 a year 
out of the county treasury, for the pay­
ment of the councillors from Musquash, 
Lancaster, Simonds and St. Martins.

Instance# of Will Power.
Three stories were told over after din­

The man thought he had given his pur­
suer the slip, but just as he entered one 
door of a railroad car the officer appeared 
in the other. The thief instantly fired, 
the bullet penetrating his pursuer’s brain. 
The officer, however, returned the shot, 
bringing his man to the ground. He then 
dragged himself along the aisle of the 
car, firing as he crawled, until his revol­
ver was empty. He was dead when he 
was picked up a second after he ceased 
to shoot.—Boston Gazette.

On motion of Dr. Silas Alward and 
Wm. B. Carvill, Sheriff Harding was ten­
dered a heat ty vote of thanks for the 
able and impartial manner in which he 
discharged his duties, and superintended 
the election.

In replying the Sheriff thought that 
the thanks of the people were not due 
him alone, but to the hundred and more 
officers who sat at the polls during that 
day, and faithfully performed thèir vari­
ous tasks.

DB. A. A. STOCKTON

mounted the rostrum and was vociferous­
ly cheered.

New Warehouse.—Mr. J. E. Cowan is 
making preparations for the erection of 
a fine large building opposite the Street 
Railway stables on Main street. The 

K building will be of wood, three stories 
high, and will have a large cellar. It 
will front about 30 feet on Main street 
and extend back about 90 feet. Mr.

For the New Orange Hall.—A com­
mittee named at the last session of St. 
John District Lodge, L. O. A., to again 
consider the advisability of erecting a 
new Orange Hall, met last evening, 
Grand Master Armstrong, the chairman, 
presiding.

Grey buck­
wheat sold for $1.85 per cwt, and the 
rough or yellow buckwheat for $1.40.
