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Boise, Idaho, May 16.—Out of respect 
for the memory of Howard Nugent, the 
first judge of the Ada County District 
court after Idaho ‘ became a state, the 
court over which he presided as one of 
the predecessors of Judge Fremont 
Wood, will not proceed with the pre­
liminary stages of the trial of Wm. D. 
Haywood, charged with murder of 
former Governor Frank Steunenberg, 
until 2 o’clock this afternoon. Judge 
Nugent was the father of John F. Nu­
gent, one of the counsel for Haywood.

There is still every reason to hope 
that a jury will have been selected be­
fore the court adjourns Saturday af­
ternoon. Haywood has changed great­
ly in his demeanor within the last two „ 
days. At first he left his counsel se­
verely alone and appeared to be taking 
little or no interest in the selection of 
the jury. Now, however, he scans 
each talesman closely, and is almost 
continuously in conference with his 
counsel. He watches the proceedings 
intently and whenever anything hap­
pens that brings out a laugh in the 
court room, joins in the merriment.

It would appear from interviews 
with the best informed persons here 
that any fear of trouble caused by the 
more radical element has now disap­
peared. The belief is expressed that 
the representative men of labor union 
circles throughout the country fully 
realize that the state of Idaho proposes 
to give the men a fair trial. That this 
is the fact, those who have watched 
the conduct of the case do not attempt 
to deny. The writers for Socialist 
newspapers and for the organs of labor 
-unions, who are here in large num­
bers, themselves in conversation most 
positively state that their views have 
changed, and they express the convic­
tion that Haywood will be given every 
opportunity to clear himself of the 
charge against him. A year ago viol­
ence was openly preached as a remedy 
for what are believed to be wrongs 
done to the labor leaders. To-day the 
situation is different. Among all the 
people here, representing, as some of 
them do, the most radical element In 
the United States, moderation is coun­
selled, and full confidence is expressed 
in the attitude of the people of Idaho 
towards the accused.

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NEW WHARF EOR 
ALASKA COMPANY

CONSTRUCTION WORK
NEARING COMPLETION

Every Convenience Will Be Offered 
the Travelling Public at the 

Landing Place.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
By the end of this week the con­

struction of the new wharf for the 
Alaska S. B. Company on James Bay 
will be out of the hands of the B. C. 
Contract Company. Nothing will re­
main to be done except the painting 
and the Installation of the electric 
lighting and the office fitting.

The freight shed has been run up, 
and Is now practically complete. It is 
a structure which provides plenty of 
space for goods. At the back of the 
shed, on a level with the pontoon pass­
enger landing, the offices are being 
constructed, and upon this work the 
builders are now engaged. The pass­
enger bridge from the pontoop to the 
roadway has been placed to position, 
and the winding road by which the 
freight will be conveyed to the thor­
oughfare has been laid down.

The vessels will berth to land their 
passengers at the side of the wharf 
facing the harbor, while freight can 
be landed either at that point or on 
the wharf side which faces the cause­
way. On both these sides slips have 
been constructed for running up the 
freight, and to every pert tenter the 
wharf is of an up-to-date character.

The freight shed has been coated 
with zinc, which will he painted next 

• Interior of the shed will be 
fitted With electric light globes, while 
the passenger bridge: will be similarly 
lighted. ‘

For sonie weeks 
has been engaged 
waters surrounding the wharf,. and 
now even at low water the vessels of 
the Alaska company can berth at 
either side of the wharf without dan­
ger of grounding. When finished and 
adorned with a coat of paint the new 
wharf will add greatly to the attrac­
tive appearance of the James Bay 
waterfront. It will, however, provide 
the company with a wharf for Its ex­
clusive use, whereas before the ves­
sels had to berth at the C. P. R. 
wharf.

As before pointed out to the Times, 
the piles which support the structure 
are of an entirely new kind. They 
have been subjected to a process 
which renders them teredo proof. This 
is the first time that these piles have 
been used to the construction of a 
wharf, although they have been sub­
jected to a trial extending over years, 
and have come /through the ordeal un­
impaired. Besides being subjected to 
a specially prepared solution, the piles 
are bound round with wire, which 
renders them practically unapproach­
able by the insiduous Insects.

Before the end of May the wharf 
will be ready for the accommodation 
of the vessels of the Alaska S.S. Com­
pany. It is not yet known when the 
company purposes placing the steamer 
Chippewa on the Victoria-Seattle route, 
and pending such time it has not yet 
been decided whether the Indianapolis 
will use the new wharf.

He urged that the assent of 
the crewn should be given to the bait 
act of 1906, that the colony should not 
be fettered by any modus vivendi in 
carrying out laws approved by It, 
and the home government should pro­
ceed to defend the rights of Ameri­
can citizens under the treaty of 1818 
which he declared Newfoundland did 
not want to limit in any way. 

y Sir Robert pleaded earnestly with 
the Earl of Elgin, secretary of state 
for the colonies, that "if we lose the 
fishing Industry, we lose everything. 
Unless you do something for us, 
something to enable us to retain the 
means of subsistence, we shall starve.”

Upon the Earl of Elgin replying to 
the effect that the government was 
unable to do wrong, the premier of 
Newfoundland jumped to his feet and 
exclaimed: "This is a gross humilia­
tion and neglect which you would not 
dare to offer to a colony powerful 
enough to give effect to its resent­
ment. it is most unjust, and I re­
peat again that you are deliberately 
neglecting us for the sake of American 
interests.”

The flsh were spring salmon, 
were brought to the harbor and land­
ed at the wharf behind Findley, Dur­
ham & Brodie’s warehouse. Here they 
were brought into the shed and were 
put through the process known as mild 
curing. After being thoroughly wash­
ed and cut open salt is sprinkled 
through them, and they were then 
packed in barrels to be kept in cold 
storage. The major portion of the 
catch will be shipped to Germany, 
where the demand for the commodity 
is great.

The other companies which operate 
in the neighborhood of Sooke are also 
becoming very active. This morning 
the Capital City Canning Company 
commenced to drive the piles for its 
traps. These will stretch from Sooke 
to Otter Point and onwards as far as 
Sherringham Point, and along this line 
of coast many traps will be placed. 
Owing to the fine weather the driving 
of the traps will be a comparatively 
easy task at present, and they will be 
ready for the big runs of the flsh 
which are expected next month.

J. H. Todd & Son are putting in four 
traps along the coast this season.

The B. C. Packers’ Association is es­
tablishing four traps along the same 
coast lirçe, and these will also be in 
operation soon.. This year, taken all 
round, there will not be so manjr traps

tabllshed as in previous seasons. 
The A. B. C. Cannera’ Company will 
operate, and it is understood that this 
company will establish a trap on this 
side of Race Rocks.

The B. C. Canning Company, which 
holds the distinction of being the first 
to lift a trap this year, is operating 
over a district which extends from Al­
bert Head to Boulder Point. Mr. Mess, 
who is interested in this company, 
stated that he did not think the 
catiçhés would be very great this year.

The following is an extract from the 
order in council passed at Ottawa early 
this mdhth dealing with the fishery 
regulations of the province:

<1) That section 42 of clause l of the 
fishery regulations of the province of 
British Columbia, established by order 
in council 1st May, 1900, be amended by 
the addition of the following words:

Provided that each bona fide fisherman, 
who held a salmon fishery license prior to 
January 1st, 1907, and being a British 
subject resident along the Fraser river, 
east of, or above. New Westminster 
bridge ,or a resident in the city of New 
Westminster, shall be entitled to receive 
a special non-transferable license to fish 
in the waters of the Fraser river between 
Mission bridge an- New Westminster 
bridge. Such license shall bear conspicu­
ously across its face the words, “This 
license valid between Mission bridge and 
New Wes’.minster bridge,” and such li­
cense shall also be valid and. may be 
used below New Westminster bridge.

It shall be a condition of any such li­
cense that the licensee shall strictly ob­
serve the weekly close time and other 
close time enforced within the limits, 
named, vis., between Mission bridge and 
New Westminster bridge. The penalty for 
a contravention of this section will be 
the cancellation of the license, and the 
name of the holder thereof shall be re­
moved from the list of fishermen eligible 
to receive such special license.

(2) That section 9 of the fishery regula­
tions for the province of British Colum­
bia, established by order-in-council 1st 
May, 1900, as amended by order-in-council 
11th July, 1905, be amended by the addi­
tion of the following words:

Provided also that in the years 1907, 
1908, 1910, 1911 and 1912, known as “off” or 
poor years, no one shall fish for sockeye 
salmon east of, or above, New Westmins­
ter bridge, Fraser river, with nets of 
which the meshes are less than 5% inches 
in extension measurement (and common­
ly called sockeye nets) from 6 a. m. on 
Saturday to 6 a. m. on the Monday follow­
ing, during the following periods, viz., 
from 1st July to 25th August, both days 
inclusive.

(3) That section 19 of the fishery regula­
tions for the province of British Colum­
bia, established by order*in-council 3rd 
March 1894, be amended to read as fol­
lows :

Nc license shall be granted to any com­
pany, firm or fisherman, or person, unless 
each member of such company, fir 
each fisherman or person is a British sub­
ject, and such company, firm or fisher­
man or person must be the actual owner 
or owners of the business, nets, boats and 
fishing gear for which the licenses are 
granted, and all salmon caught shall be 
frozen, canned, salted, cured or smoked 
in the province of British Columbia 
fore being exported. Provided that tal- 
mon fresh or on ice ‘ may be shipped for 
Immediate consumption in Canada.

No person shall can salmon imported in­
to the province of British Columbia from 
any place outside that province, and t.ny 
raw or fresh salmon so Imported for the 
purpose of being canned in the province 
of British Columbia shall be liable to 
seizure and confiscation.

Closing of traps during weekly or other 
legal close time.

(O All salmon traps or pound nets shall 
be closed by a small meshed apron placed 
across the entrance^ to the heart or first 
enclosure of the trap net or pound, such 
apron shall extend from the surface of 
the water to the sea bottom, where the 
trap is located, and shall be connected 
securely to the webbing or piles on either 
side of the entrance to the heart of such 
trap or pound nets, so as to effectually 
exclude all salmon and prevent their 
trance during the legal close1 times or 
periods.

FEW PEOPLE PRESENT
AT HAYWOOD TRIALYOUNG MAN ENDS PLOTTERS HAD MADE

CAREFUL PREPARATIONSHIS LITE IN RIVER
So Far Citizens of Boise Have Taken 

Little Interest in the 
, Case.

Companions Believe He Was Hyp­
notized By the Rushing Waters 

Beneath Him.

Plot Accidentally Discovered and 
Many Arrests Have Been 

Made in Capital.

Tele-
Boise, Idaho, May 16,—With ten men 

in the box who have been passed for 
cause by both the prosecution and de­
fence, the trial of Wm. D. Haywood, 
secretary and treasurer of the West­
ern Federation of Miners, charged with 
the murder of former Governor Frank 
Steunenberg, of Idaho, to-day enters 
upon its fourth day. The morning ses­
sion will be taken up with the qualifi­
cation of two men necessary before the 
work of examination preliminary to 
pre-emptory challenging begins. It is 
though probable that the box will be 
filled during the morning session, but it 
is not likely that more than two or 
three of the present occupants will be 
retained.

Counsel for the defence and prose­
cution admitted to the Associated 
Press to-day that the chances for re­
taining more than three or four of the 
talesmen so far examined were small, 
in fact one of the counsel said that he. 
expects not more than three of the 
present occupants of the box will be 
accèpted. Under the rules of practice 
fh the Idaho courts when a seat is va­
cated Tor cause or under pre-emptory 
challenge the seat is filled by a tales­
man who has not been examined for 
.cause, or he must fully' qualify before 
,the next is reached.

The* attendance in the court room 
yesterday was even smaller than that 
of the preceding day. There was' no 
crowd outside to see jurors or prison­
ers as they passed from or to the court 
house. On no day has there been seen 
in the court room any really prominent 
merchant or citizen other than the 
jurymen or witnesses. This condition 
is explained only by a strong desire 
to avoid anything that would tend to 
arouse the public to a discussion of the 
case before the jury has been selected.

Haywood takes a keen interest in the 
work of selecting the jury. He sits 
within six feet of the chair occupied by 
juror No. 6 and immediately beside Mr. 
Richardson, his leading counsel. His 
youngest daughter sits in the chair to 
the right and between him and his 
wife, who every morning and afteri^oon 
is wheeled into the court room in an 
invalid chair. The girl is constant in 
her attention to her father. If he con­
sults too long with his attorneys she 
pinches his big fingers or lays her 
hands on his shoulders. Mrs. Hay- 
woods pays close attention to the trial.

No. 1 reservoir is formed of the pres- 
fent Lost lake, on the east side of the 
road, and is the point of diversion. Its 
elevation at present is 337 feet, but will 
be raised to 362. This will flood the 
road, necessitating the expense of rais­
ing it.

No. 2 reservoir is Lavendar’s swamp, 
and though only three feet higher than 
No. 1, will have to be connected with 
it by means oï"a tunnel, as they are 
separated by a high ridge. The esti­
mated cost of this is $5,000.

No. 3 reservoir is on the main stream, 
above Lavender’s swamp. Nos. 4, 5 and 
6 are formed of the three lakes already 
mentioned at the head waters of the 
east fork, and have a united capacity 
of 637,453,000 gallons.

No. 7 is on the west branch, near Mr. 
Pike’s farm, and has the largest ca­
pacity of any (704,729,500 gallons). As 
this is more than flowed down the 
creek (660,068,256 gallons) the size of 
this reservoir will have to be reduced, 
and No. 8, higher up the stream, cut 
out altogether, unless a portion of the 
waters of a stream supplying No. 5 
reservoir (No. 2 lake) are diverted. 
This can be done without much diffi­
culty. The flow in the west creek is 
only some 40,000,000 gallons less than 
the capacity of No. 7 reservoir, and as 
the rainfall was under the average, 
and our records of the flow did not 
Commence until the 21st October, it is 
probable that in normal seasons the 
reservoir would fill up, and the 99,000,- 
000 gallons required to fill No. 8 could 
be diverted as already mentioned. It 
would not, however, make much dif­
ference if No. 8 reservoir were elimin­
ated, as it will cut no figure in the 
winter supply, and only make a dif­
ference of 500,000 gallons per day in 
the summer time.

After filling all the reservoirs there 
would be a surplus of approximately 
900,000,000 gallons, jvhich would more 
than amply provide for the six winter 
months from the 1st October to the 31st 
March. Allowing an evaporation the 
same as estimated at Goldstream, 23 
Inches, there would be over 8 million 
gallons per day available for the six 
summer months from the 1st April to 
the 30th September. If required, fur­

ther storage can be obtained, but the 
work would be rather expensive.

Test holes have been dug in various 
parts of the valley, and no difficulty Is 
anticipated in procuring sufficient ma­
terial for the different dams.

The following estimate of the cost 
of the various works, prepared by Mr. 
Devereaux, show that the water de­
livered at the outlet at Lost Lake 
would cost approximately $500,000. This 
estimate does not include the cost of 
diverting the water required for No 8 
reservoir, but contemplates the expro­
priation of the entire watershed. Suffi­
cient money would probably be saved 
out of this estimate to pay for the di­
version.

The estimated cost of head works 
would be as follows: Purchasing water 
shed, $100,000; clearing and cleaning 
reservoir sites, $50,000; excavating and 
draining dam sites, $50,000; building 
embankments, 250,000 cubic yards, $160,- 
000; riprap on face of dams, $25,000; 
pipes and valves through dams, $40,- 
000; waste weirs, $5,000; cleaning bed 
of stream, $5,000; tunnel Lavender’s 
Swamp to Lost Lake, $5,000; building 
new roads, $5,000; incidentals, etc., $65,- 
000. Total estimate, $500,000.

There are two routes available for 
the pipe line, depending on whether 
it is decided to come via Victoria West, 
or by the head of the arm. The latter 
is the shorter and cheaper, and will 
come out at the corner of th> Boleskine 
and Saanich roads. Only the portion of 
the line common to the Victoria West 
route has been surveyed. This was done 
for Mr. Adams two years ago. The 
distance from Lost Lake to the corner 
of Boleskine and Saanich roads is ap­
proximately 40,000 feet.

TRAGEDY AT TRAIL. WIRELESS SYSTEM

Man Found Dead After a Drunken 
Quarrel.

Rossland, May 13.—A special to the 
Miner from Trail says:

About 10:30 last night David Hosker, 
a machinist employed at the smelter, 
was found dead with his neck broken 
and bleeding profusely from wounds 
about the face and head, at the foot of 
the stairs in the St. Elmo hotel. Gus­
tave Bouchard Is In jail charged with 
having caused his death.

From the evidence taken at the cor­
oner's inquest this afternoon It was 
brought out that Bouchard and Hos­
ker, who were both under the Influence 
of liquor, had an altercation In one of 
the rooms upstairs, where It is alleged 
Bouchard beat Hosker and then 
dragged his body down to the foot of 
the stairs, where It was found by one 
of the boarders In the house. Bouch­
ard after the fracas went on shift at 
the smelter and was arrested a couple 
of hours later by Chief of Police Devltt 
and Constable Chapman. Coroner Mac- 
Lean of Rossland, was notified and 
swore In a jury. The jury after view­
ing the remains and taking the evi­
dence of several witnesses, adjourned 
until 9:30 to-morrow to await the 
suit of the post mortem.

Thus the entire Pacific coast 
from Northern Alaska to Mexico will 
be equipped with the Marconi system, 
and it is impossible to overrate the 
advantages which the system must 
confer.

It will 
mean that aid can be sent to ship­
wrecked vessels in a shorter space of 
time. It also means that the time. of 
vessels arriving at the various ports 
can be gauged to within a few min- 
ures. It will mean a quickening up of 
commercial methods along t#e 
board. Personal messages can also be 
transmitted from the shore to the 
various vessels fitted with the appar­
atus.

On * Tuesday Captain Troup stated 
that the Princess May and the Prin­
cess Royal would be fitted with the 
apparatus at once. The instruments 
will come through to the coast from 
the East of the Dominion and will be 
fitted here. The Princess Royal will 
be fully equipped before she leaves 
Esquimalt. Work on this vessel is 
now proceeding rapidly and it is ex­
pected that she will be placed in com­
mission before the end of June. The 
Princess May is now on the northern 
run and will be joined by the Princess 
Royal during the summer. The latter 
vessel, it is understood, will ply "be­
tween Vancou^r and Skagway.

Captain Troup stated that the instal­
lation of the system on this coast is 
in large measure due to the represen­
tations made the Hon. William Tem- 
plehian, the member for Victoria, to the 
government at Ottawa.

A Cold Spell.
Halifax, May 14.—A cold wave which 

has been widespread in the Domihion, 
struck Nova Scotia on Saturday. A 
heavy rainfall was followed by\snow 
and a decided drop in temperature. In 
some portions of the province the snow 
was heavy, ten inches being recorded 
at Amherst and all incoming trains 
from the northern part of the prov­
ince were covered with snow. At mid­
night the thermometer went down to 
freezing point, having dropped 30 de­
grees in 24 .hours.

A bed of native oysters were discov­
ered in Klaskeno inlet recently by 
Messrs. Peterson and Jackson. A sack 
of them were brought to, Quatsino.

BE DISCHARGED (From Thursday’s Daily.)
Mr. Justice Irving this morning sen­

tenced George Williams, a half-breed, 
who pleaded guilty to the charge of 
manslaughter of Alfred Douglas, an­
other half-breed, at Salt Spring Isl­
and, to 17 years in the penitentiary.

Williams was sent up for trial on 
a charge of murder, but last evening, 
wWten the case was called, W Moresby, 
counsel for the prisoner, stated that 
Williams would plead guilty to man­
slaughter. Mr. Ttfylor, for the crown, 
raised no objection, and His Lordship 
allowed the charge to be changed. This 
morning Mr. Moresby asked for* leni­
ency on behalf of the accused. The 
latter, he said, was a man who had al­
ways borne a good character, had 
proved an exceptionally willing worker 
in prison and had a wife and nine 
children dependent upon him. More­
over the evidence went to show that 
Williams was in reasonable apprehen­
sion of an assault from the man he 
shot.

His Lordship, before pgtssing sen­
tence, told the prisoner that thé facts 
mentioned by his counsel made it very 
painful to him that a heavy sentence 
must be given. The serious nature of 
the crime, however, made it imperative 
that a long term of imprisonment be 
Imposed.

' In. the case of Donald McKay, charg­
ed with the murder of Wm. Tyrrell at 
Spring Ridge last month, the petit jury 
empanneled for the trial failed to 
reach a verdict after four hours’ de­
liberation last night, and were dis­
charged. The foreman assured His 
Lordship that it was impossible to ex­
pect the jurors to arrive at an unani­
mous decision. To-day the crown 
prosecutor, Mr. Taylor, K. C., asked 
that the retrial be adjourned until next 
Tuesday, and that a new panel of 48 
jurors be palled. Mr. Aikman, for the 
defence, asked for a longer delay if 
possible, as he was on the track of a 
witness who might help materially In 
strengthening the case for the de­
fence. This witness would probably 
be able to substantiate the alibi ad­
vanced by the accused.

His Lordship ordered an adjourn­
ment until 10.30 a.m. next Tuesday.

He struck her in face, and while she 
was washing the blood off he attacked 
Tyrell, who was in bed. She told him 
to leave the old man alone or he would 
kill him, but McKay struck her again, 
and she ran out of the house afraid. 
She came back in a short time and 
saw the lamp used in the house lying 
in the front yard alight. It was too 
dark in the house to see what was 
going on, but she heard the sound of 
a Struggle and someone moaning. She 
went away again and returned later 
for her shoes, which she had left in the 
house, but met McKay coming out of 
£he house. He offered to bring her 
shoes out, and while he was getting 
them she went to the front door and 
saw Tyrrell lying in the hall. When 
McKay and her left the house she said, 
“My goodness, if you have killed that 
man what will you do?” but she could 
not remember the answer which the 
accused made. She left him at the 
corner of Chamber street and North 
Park street, and went back to Tyrrell’s 
house, where she discovered the old 
man w#s “proper dead.” She saw Mc­
Kay in the Klondike saloon about 11 
o’clock in the morning, and told him 
that he killed Tyrrell. He replied, “I 
don’t care a dam.”

Dr. Hermann Robertson testified to 
making a post-mortem examination of 
the deceased. He found that the mem­
branes on the top of the brain were 
congested, and that the neck was frac­
tured. There were also many bruises 
on the face and shoulders of the de­
ceased. Cross-examined he said that 
a fall could have catised the broken 
neck, and also that it was possible for 
a man to inflict the injuries mentioned 
with his fists. Death was due to the 
hemorrage caused by the fracture.

At the request of the prosecuting 
counsel His Honor permitted the jury 
to inspect the house where the murder 
was committed during the afternoon.

The hearing is being continuéd this 
afternoon.

Ing the circumstances of the election 
to power of the present government lot 
Great Britain, expected a revolution In 
the fiscal system of that country as a 
result of the deliberations of the Colon­
ial Conference. We. did not entertain 
any hope that a reciprocal fiscal pref­
erence In the markets of Great Britain 
would be givin the products of Canada 
or of any of the Colonies. In point of 
fact, very few of us anticipated that 
any great benefits to any portion of 
the British Empire would result from 
the debates In the assembly of pre­
miers, except In so far as such ex­
changes of opinion would promote a 
better understanding and remove some 
of the causes of friction that have been 
but too apparent of late. But the an­
nouncement that the conference had 
unanimously accepted the proposal of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier for the inaugura­
tion of a tost transportation service 
extending across the Atlantic jo Canada 
and from Canada to Asia and Aus­
tralasia demonstrated that a way had 
been found of promoting preferential 
trade within the Empire without doing 
violence to the fiscal predilections of 
any portion thereof. The Campbell- 
Bannerman government appears to be 
Just as heartily in favor of the estab­
lishment of fast lines of steamships on 
the Atlantic, and the Pacific Oceans as 
the representatives of Canada an 1 Aus­
tralia. The Imperial government may 
encounter some opposition to its course, 
but that is not likely to prove serious. 
There are doubtless members of the 
present Imperial parliament who be­
lieve in letting 'trade dig out Its own 
channels, holding that the country at 
large Is not concerned at all about the 
origin of business provided it can be 
transacted at a profit. But the men 
who are likely, to give expression to 
such views are certain to prove an In­
significant minority. The vast majority 
of the people of the British Isles will 
be found to be Imperialists at heart, 
anxious to do anything within reason 
that will maintain and promote good 
relations with the sections of the Em­
pire upqn which the future of that Em­
pire to a great extent depends: The 
establishment of an Imperial route 
aerosè the oceans and one continent 
oufht to prove a form of preference to 
which little exception can be taken by 
the most captious of critics or the 
most uncompromising opponents of fis­
cal protection. Passengers between 
Great Britain and the Orient and be- 
tween^Great Britain and Australia will 
inevitably take the quickest route and 
the route upon which the moat agree­
able conditions are to be found. Trade 
will follow passenger traffic as certainly 
as It follows the flag, providing there 
be no insurmountable barriers in the 
way. The most serious opposition to 
the scheme will come from existing 
transportation companies, not neces­
sarily from companies doing business

DEMANDS GRANTED(Frqm Wednesday’s Daily')
The trial of Donald McKay, charged 

with the murder of William Tyrrell at* 
Spring Ridge on the 19th was continu­
ed at the assizes to-day. The case for 
the prosecution was concluded during 
the forenoon, and, as the défonce is 
well advanced, it is not likely that the 
case will last many days.

The first witness called tills morn­
ing for the prosecution was a sailor 
named Martell, who gave evidence to 
the effect that he had, heard^tbe ac­
cused, while in the provincial ja.il, say 
that “he ought to have done for Tyrrell 
long before.” This evidence was abo- 
lutely denied by McKay when later in 
the day he was ptit Jnto the witness 
box to give evidence in his own be­
half. Detective Palmer, of the city 
police force, identified the blood-stain­
ed clothes taken from the prisoner 
when he was arrested, and also detail­
ed the arrest. Under cross-examination 
he stated that he examined the house 
where the tragedy took place and 
found blood stains in every room but 
one.

It 
is known that he found the testing 
very different from what he had beon 
led to expect, and that he went back 
to Washington gravely disturbed at 
the temper of Canadian sentiment. 
There is a curious feeling that Great 
Britain ih the last extremity will sup­
port the United States against Canada 
or Newfoundland, and that it is vital 
to our self-respect that questions out­
standing between Ottawa and Wash • 
ington should remain outstanding or 
should be settled tty Canadian wgotia- 
tors. There is general suspicion louch- 
Ing the negotiations now In progress, 
and clear, dissatisfaction with the faci 
that such negotiations should proceed 
behind the backs of the Canadian peo­
ple and without even any int.mation 
to the Canadian government that ne­
gotiations are in progress. This may 
be illogical and unjust, but it undoubt­
edly is the situation which prevails, 
and which would become positively 
dangerous by any arbitrary dealing 
with Canadian Interests at this Junc­
ture.

■. , THE LINGERING WINTER.

In this highly fgtfored portion of the 
globe the temper of the thermometer 
in midsummer as also in ' mid­
winter is a matter of indiffer­
ence to the public. The mercury never 
rises high enough or drop suf­
ficiently low in the glass to give 
us serious concern. In the large cities 
of the East the climatic conditions are 
altqgether diffèrent. There artificial 
means- of reducing temperatures are 
often essential not only to comfort but 
to the preservation of human life. This 
statement may seem incredible to per­
sons, who have never basked or baked 

' in the sun when he sheds his mid-sum­
mer rays upon the streets of" New York 
or Chicago. But that it Is a fact is 
proved by experience. When thè lcè 
trusts of the Eastern cities have raised 
the prices of their commodity beyond 
the purchasing ability of the poorer 
classes the authorities have been 
forced to furnish relief. So while it 
may bè true that the harvest of the 
soil is of great importance to the peo­
ple of the East, because on its abund­
ance the prosperity of the community 
in general depends, the lee* harvest of 
the rivers and lakes is also not by any 
means to be despised. It ought to 
Vove abundant this year, inasmuch as 
Fa winter has been one of the longest 
^id most severe upon record. So that 
it may be said there, is a silver lining 
to every cloud. If the farmers of the 
Northwest can but» get their seed 
planted in time against the harvest we 
shall have no légitimité reason tor 
complaint, unless perchance the pessi­
mists who are always on the alert to 
discover some cause for human appre­
hension should proceed from the data 
they have gathered to demonstrate 
that it is true the sun is rapidly dis­
sipating his heat—that the winters 
from this time forward Will increase in 
severity and length, and that eventu­
ally the population of the greater part 
of the globe shall be reduced to the 
condition of the Esquimaux. If such 
theorists could establish their conten­
tion it would simply mean a tremend­
ous increase in the population of Van­
couver Island in the immediate future, 
inasmuch as the past winter created 
no great demand for furs here, and 
where there is no necessity for donning 
the winter garments of the furry tribe 
there will the maximum number of 
people be gathered together for their 
own comfort. But we are satisfied 
that the winter of 1907-8 will demon­
strate that the season just past was 
altogether abnormal. The late severe 
winter was simply a repetition’ of an 
incident in the world’s meteorological 
history.

The union waiters of the city this 

morning at ten o’clock served notice on 
their employers that if their demands as 
to wages, shorter hours, etc,, were not 
complied with they would walk out. Con­
sternation reigned in hotel and restaurant 
circles for a short time, 
prietors under the stress of circumstances 
complied with the demands; others re­
fused. The King Edward hotel was left 
without waiters, and the- proprietor apd 
clerks are serving the guests.

The waiters demand a week of six days 
only, and ten dollars and a half per week 
in restaurants. Girls are to be paid at 
least $8 per week. Overtime is to be paid 
for at fifty cents p,er hour. For night 
work waiters are to receive at least $12 
per week of six nights, eleven hours each. 
The wages demanded in hotels are to be 
not less than $35 monthly, with six days a 
week. For outside work there is a special 
schedule ranging from $1 per day extra 
up to $5.

The waiters complain, as one of them, 
explained this morning, that they get no 
rest. They have been working early and 
late for meagre wages. They have no 
holidays. In fact, holidays are their 
hardest days. Then it is that the city is 
crowded with merry-makers who are in 
haste to be served and are impatient if 
they are not. Moreover, they work seven 
days per week for the sum of from eight 
to twelve dollars.

“We want,” said a waiter at the Poodle 
Dog, “a chance to cool our feei in the 
briny ocean occasionally.” All complain 
of long hours with resulting physical ills. 
— The president of the union was very 
angry at anything having leaked. He 
wished to know what business it was cf 
the public any way.

Mr. Robinson, head waiter at the Dri- 
ard, said that the proprietor of the Drlard 
had acceded to their demands and the 
waiters would not leave.

The proprietors of the following hotels 
have signed agreeing to the new schedule: 
The Dallas, New England, Driard, Vic­
toria and the Royal Cafe.

Thrilling Story of Despairing Crew 
Rescued in a Gale—Two Rescuers 

Drowned.

One of the most thrilling stories of 
the sea, which, with its strong stratum 
of fact, provides more human interest 
than the finest chapter of fiction, has 
just been brought - to Liverpool with 
the arrival iti1 the Mersey of the steam­
er Asuncion de Larrinaga* Not only 
were the captain and crew of the 
steamer instrumental in rescuing the 
crew of the Norwegian barque, Enher- 
dale, despite great dAnger that had to 
be confronted, but in that work of res­
cue the Asuncion de Larrinaga lost its 
chief officer.

The Rnnerdale was voyaging from 
Ship Island to Buenos Ayres with a 
cargo of lumber, and during a hurri­
cane she became dismasted and water­
logged. The crew were faced with the 
exhausting prospect of continual ser­
vice at the pumps in order to have a 
chance of saving their lives, and it was 
in this extremity that the wood cargo 
proved invaluable. After suffering ter­
rible privations, the crew of the Enner- 
dale had their hopes raised when the 
Asuncion de Larrinaga hove in sight.

Captain Kramer, of the tatter NOel, 
saw the signals of distress flying from 
the Ennerdale, and determined to try 
and effect a rescue. A heavy gale pre­
vailing at the time rendered it too per­
ilous to carry out his purpose immedi­
ately, and to buoy up the spirits of the 
shipwrecked crew he signalled that he 
would stand by -until the weather mod­
erated. Another night of fearful sus­
pense was spent on board the Enner­
dale, but early next morning the Asun­
cion de Larrinaga launched the star­
board lifeboat In charge of Chief Offi­
cer John Duncan, and manned by four 
sailorp. Safely steering through the 
seething waters the lifeboat reached 
the Ennerdale. The work of rescue, 
however, was attended by the greatest 
difficulty, but as the last man was be­
ing taken off a huge wave crashed in­
to the Ennerdale, throwing her over on 
to the lifeboat, the whole of the occu­
pants of which, rescuers and rescued, 
were thrown into the water.

Witnessing the accident from the 
bridge of his vessel, Captain Kramer 
at once brought the Asuncion de Lar­
rinaga closer up to the derelict, and 
managed to pick up five of the men. 

'Most of the others succeeded in 
scrambling back again to the deck of 
the Ennerdale, and when a second life­
boat, in charge of Second Officer Terns, 
of Liverpool, was launched, the men 
were safely transferred to the Asuncion 
de Larrinaga. It was soon discovered, 
however, that the chief officer, Duncan, 
who had had charge of the first life­
boat, and one of the rescuers, were 
missing, and though close search was 
made no trace of them could be found. 
It is thought that they must have been 
struck and stunned when the Enner­
dale heeled over on to the lifeboat.

The shipwreck crew, who were in a 
pitiable condition, wearing the scant­
iest of clothing, were well cared for on 
the Asuncion de Larrinaga, and 
brought on to Liverpool, where they 
were comfortably housed pending be­
ing sent to their homes.

Ottawa. May 15.—Prof. E. Rutherford, 

of McGill, an authority on radium, gave 
an account at the Royal Society this 
forenoon of some experiments in which 
he undertook to show the origin and 
life of radium. These experiments 
supported the view that radium was a 
changing substance produced from an­
other element. The original ancestor 
ol radium was uranium, but there still 
are some Intermediate bodies between 
radium and uranium to be isolated. 
Professor Rutherfold pointed out that 
it had recently been shown that radium 
grows in a solution- of actinium. The 
immediate* parent of radium is sep­
arated with actinium. Professor Ruth­
erford’s experiments show that it is 
possible to obtain a solution of actinium 
which show no growth of radium. There 
was a. slowly changing substance be­
tween uranium and radium but it is 
still uncertain whether actinium is the 
real parent of radium. This is another 
advance in the history of radium.

Detroit, Mich., May 13.—The magnifi­
cent new passenger steamer City of 
Cleveland, under construction at the 
plant of the Detroit Shipbuilding Co., 
for the Detroit & Cleveland Navigation 
Co., designed to run betweeti Detroit 
and Cleveland, was swept by fire to-day 
and is a total loss except her hull and 
machinery. How much they have been 
damaged cannot "be determined \ until 
the hull is pumped out and a careful 
examination made. The loss, which 
falls upon the Detroit Shipbuilding Co., 
a branch of the American Shipbuilding 
Co., is about $700,000, and is fairly well 
covered by insurance.

The fire broke out mysteriously just 
before 'daylight. Incendiarism is sus­
pected. There were two watchmen on 
the steamer and another at the gate to 
the shipyard.

The City of Cleveland was launched 
at Wyandotte, January 5th, and was to 
have been turned over to th^ naviga­
tion company about June 30th. 
was 444 feet long, and designed to carry 
4,500 passengers with sleeping accom­
modation for 1,500. The interior wood­
work and fittings were partially com­
pleted and the machinery and boilers 
were installed. The flames had secur­
ed a good start before.they were dls- 
covered*p.nd despite the efforts of two 
fireboats and shore apparatus, every­
thing inflammable on the craft was 
swept. Tons of water were poured into 
the hull which now lies at the Orange 
street dock partially submerged. The 
two watchmen on the steamer got safe­
ly ashore. No one was. injured.

The shipbuilding company will rebuild 
the boat, it is announced, but it will 
be impossible to get her ready for ser­
vice before next season.

“Yet, gentlemen,” said 
the speaker, "It you are Britons the 
race Is already won." (Loud and con­
tinued applause.)

He asked Canadians the question: 
"Will you be gamblers or parasites?” 
If they were prepared to leave two 
hundred million dollars In sea-going 
vessels at the mercy of dishonest 
neighbors they were gambling and they 
would not be anything more than para­
sites If they left the matter of protec­
tion either to the Mother Country or 
the Monroe doctrine.

Capt. Wolley then quoted a number 
of arguments which had been ad­
vanced against Canada making a con­
tribution to the Imperial navy. He 
dealt with these one by one. In the 
first one Canada objected to “taxation 
without representation,” but how cAtld 
they reconcile such sentiments with the 
present condition of affairs, namely, 
"representation without taxation ?" 
Another of the arguments was that 
Canada needed all her surpluses for In­
ternal development. In spite of all the 
heavy expenditures which had been 
made for this development there was 
always a large surplus. This proved 
that Canada could set aside money to 
build, equip and man Warships.

Among the other reasons given was 
one to the effect that the labor party 
In Australia was opposed to contribut­
ing to the Imperial navy. Nothing 
could be further from the truth and 
if proof were needed It could be found 
in the faqt that, of all the colonies, 
Australia had done most in the way of 
furnishing warships. The attitude of 
the French-Canadlans -was another of 
the arguments quoted. In the opinion 
of the speaker, if the French-Cana- 
dian sentiment constituted an obstacle 
in the way of Imperial unity, it was 
the duty of every Britisher to assist 
in removing it. (Applause.)

After meeting and rebutting the ar­
guments generally advanced in oppo­
sition to the policy he advocated, the 
speaker wound up his forcible address 
by advising his hearers to support the 
Navy League. It was the duty of 
every loyal citizen to do so.. Moreover, 
he could ask them to support the 
policy of naval supremacy from the 
viewpoint of Christians for. the “terrible 
weapon of destruction, though it is the 
message of the mighty British navy, 
after >11 is ‘Peace be still.’ ” (Ap­
plause.)

Mr. Philips was called upon for a 
contribution and sang “Rule Britannia" 
in a manner that stirred the meeting 
to the highest pitch of enthusiasm. 
“Drink To Me Only With Thine Byes" 
was the encore and the audience seemed 
loth to let the singer resume his seat.

An appropriate and entertaining item 
was "The Gallant Salamander,” which 
was sung by W, T. Williams.

A hearty vote of thanks was then 
tendered to Capt. Wolley by James 
Thompson, president of the local 
branch of the league, and seconded by

IN THE MATTER OF THE ESTATE OF 
JOSEPH JAMES MALCOLM, DE­
CEASED.(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

.The public meeting which took place 
in the city hall last evening, under the 
auspices of the local branch of the 
Navy League, was attended by a small 
but ultra-enthusiastic audience, 
lack of interest shown by the great 
majority was no doubt §ttributable to 
the general carelessness of the public 
upon occasions of this kind but the 
spirit of the gathering was due, with­
out dotibt. to the arousing of its loyalty 
by an excellent, patriotic, programme. 
Just what the sentiment of those in at­
tendance was, may be gathered from 
the following resolution which was 
put by Capt. Clive Phillipps-Wolley, 
seconded by Capt Langley and carried 
with enthusiasm.

“That it is the duty of the Navy 
League, and of every patriotic Cana­
dian, independent .of party, to press in 
every way for a substantial contribu­
tion to that imperial navy upon which 
the very existence of Canada as a por­
tion of the imperial fabric of empire de­
pends, and that this meeting believes 
that a plebiscite of the people of Can­
ada, independent of party,' would sup­
port this resolution.”

After the regular annual business 
meeting was 
Mayor Money, took the chair in the 
public room where a number had gath­
ered and opened the programme with 
a short address thanking the officials 
of the league for the invitation they 
had extended to him to preside. He 
referred to the work which was being 
done ail. over the Empire by the Navy 
League. It was keeping warm the 
loyalty which had made the Empire 
great, He thought that all born under 
the flag should be proud of, and were 
proud of, England’s naval supremacy. 
When he had watched the boys In blue 
from Esquimau he had thrilled with 
pride and It was a matter for regret 
to him that they were withdrawn. In 
the achievements of the • British navy 
there was everything to be proud of 
and nothing to be ashamed of. In con­
clusion he thought that one of the best 
ways in which a patriot could support 
and honor the naval might of Britain 
was by advancing in every way pos­
sible the interests of the Navy League.

J. G. Brown, who was then called 
upon for a song, selected a most ap­
propriate one in “Sons of England,” 
which drew loud and continued ap­
plaud.

Joseph Peirson, secretary of the Vic­
toria and Esquimau branch of the 
league, then read his annual report. 
He reviewed the work done and dealt 
with many matters affecting the or­
ganization in a most interesting man­
ner.

The question of a site for the new 

school for Victoria West provoked con­
siderable discussion at a meeting of 
the Municipal Voters' Association held 
In the Victoria West Athletic hall last 
night. There was a representative 
gathering present, Mr. Gold occupying 
the chair.

In opening the meeting the chaiiman 
stated that they had come together to 
discuss the question of a site for a new 
school às it was the burning question 
jn that part of the city.

The discussion was opened by Phil 
Smith, who stated there was a feeling 
in certain quarters that the school 
should be located on the old site. That 
was not his opinion, nor did hè think it 
was the opinion of the majority *>f the 
inhabitants in the neighborhood. As 
far as he knew the great majority of 
the voters in the district were willing 
to wait until such, time age-a suitable 
site could be secured.

Trustee Jay then took a part in the 
discussion. He apologized for his co- 
trustees whom he said were unable to 
be present. Continuing, he stated that 
he was not in a position to speak in 
bahalf of the board. His presence 
there, was due to his desire to hear the 
opinion of the residents. He consider­
ed that the action of the board would 
be largely influenced by the opinion 
of Victoria West. There were sc me 
members of the board who think that 
the present site is a good one. He was 
not of that opinion, nor did he think 
that the site on the corner of Esqui­
mau and Craigflower roads was a good 
one. Those who have arrived" -it the 
opinion that the lattei site is a suitable 
one have not properly investigated the 
conditions which prevail. PersovAlly, 
he thoughÿ that the ground, at the ex­
tension oy Jessie 
was suitable. He would, -however, 
rather hear the opinion of the meeting. 
Th question evidently resolved itself 
into whether they would commence at 
once on the old site or wait until such 
time as a suitable site could bv secured.

Taking up the discussion, the Rev. 
Mr. McRae stated that the selection of 
the old site was not worthy of con­
sideration. For years, he said the 
residents had waited for the settlement 
of the school question and it would be 
unfortunate after all that time to set­
tle on the old site again. It nsani- 
tary and has bad sewage, he said, and 
apart from that there was not â decent 
street in the neighborhood. -The street 
leading to the present school was sim­
ply a lane of the most conspicuous 
character. In his opinion tiuf envii on- 
men t in which they were situated had 
a considerable influence on the miads 
of children. High school and South 
Park had good situations. Until they 
in* Victoria West get au really good site 
he was in favor of waiting. In conclu­
sion he said that if the school were 
again situated in the same hole It 
would have a pernicious effect on the 
life and character of the children edu­
cated there. Besides he said Ahere was 
the question of providing for the child­
ren while the school would be erected 
oh the old site.

In reply to this Trustee Jay said that 
it could be built behind the old'school 
and that the oldlbuilding could be pull­
ed down subsequently.

Phil Smith then said that he had 
canvassed a large number of the in-* 
habitants and that the prevailing feel­
ing was in favor of waiting until some 
suitable site should be forthcoming. If 
possible, he said, the inhabitants did 
not want to spend money on a site as 
that would only. reduce the school in 
size He thought that if the school 
wore situated on the site of the pro­
posed park it would in some measure 
help to ware's the development of that 
portion of the neighborhood. At pres­
ent most of the boys in the neighbor­
hood went to Macauley’s Point for 
their athletic exercise. If the school 
were ejected where the park would be, 
they would be able ..to follow their ath­
letic exercises beside the school itself. 
There was no question as to the wis­
dom of waiting.

Chairman Gold said that his experi­
ence in speaking tb the people of Vic­
toria West had been the same. They 
were all willing to wait.

Dr. Lewis Hall .said that the question 
was a vexed one. As far as.the sanita­
tion of etlie neighborhood went, he 
could say that the council intended to 
spend $5,000 in the near future on a 
septic tank for the district. In his 
opinion the school ought to be situated 
In some place where it would draw 
from Rock Bay district.

Phil Smith then made a motion to 
the effect that it would be advisable to 
wait until such time as a suitable site 
could be procured. This was seconded 
by the Rev. Mr. McRae and carried un­
animously.

I A few days ago a telegraphic dis­
patch announced that an Investigation 
was to be made by the Dominion gov­
ernment into the peat industry, with 
the Idea of ascertaining something of 
the possibilities as far as this country 
Is concerned. Hon, Mr. Templeman, 
Minister Of Mines, recognizing that 
there was need for such a step, has 
taken the necessary action and will 
have the subject investigated fully.

The high prices of imported coal In 
the middle provinces of Canada, the de­
pletion of our forests, together with the 
increasing value of the forests for 
other purposes and the suffering In­
duced on account of scarcity of fuel 111 
recent years, consequent upon labor 
conditions, are causes which have again 
prominently brought , forward the 
question of utilizing the peat bogs of 
Ontarlo-and Quebec for the production 
of marketable fuel and other purposes.

The estimated area so far reported 
distributed over the different provinces 
of the Dominion is 37,000 square miles, 
with an average depth of from 8 to 10 
feet. Further Investigation will un­
doubtedly prove that this estimate re­
presents but a fraction of the total 
area of available peat.

The comparative fuel value of coal, 
peat and wood Is: 1 ton of coal Is equal 
to L8 tons of peat or 2.5 tons of wood.

The recent Improvements in gas pro­
ducers and gas engines have opened up 
a new field for the utilisation of peat 
and lignite. A power plant located at 

tthe peat bog, using producer gas 
derived from peat, may furnish 
electric energy and be transmit­
ted to the market in the same 
was as in the case of hydro-elec­
tric energy. Other industries In Eu­
rope using peat as a raw material are 
at present eithqr developed or In pro­
gress of development, such as the man­
ufacture of peat coke, wood alcohol, 
moss litter, etc. ■

Several attempts have been made to 
manufacture peat for fuel in Canada, 
but with few exceptions these attempts 
have resulted In financial failures. 
These failures are In many cases large­
ly due to want of information regarding 
the processes employed in_ Europe, 
where the peat industry has been In 
successful operation tor many years.

To furnish this needed Information 
the Hon. Mr. Templeman has appoint­
ed Mr. Erik Nystrom, an engineer on 
the staff of the mines branch, te Inves­
tigate the peat industry in Europe. Mr. 
Nystrom has been Instructed tp pro­
ceed to Holland, Norway, Sweden, Den­
mark, Finland and Germany to study 
the different peat plants In operation 
and collect all available information In 
regard to the methods of working peat 
bogs, machinery used, cost of produc­
tion and the subsequent treatment of 
the peat Into briquettes for fuel. It 
will be his duy to familiarize himself 
with the different processes Invented 
and In use In the different countries 
named and report on the commercial 
possibilities of these processes. H 
will thus be qualified to act on his re­
turn as the government expert on the 
subject of peat and lignite, to give ad­
vice to prospective manufacturers of 
peat fuel and to assist them In the 
making out of plans for their plants 
and for the drainage of their bogs. Mr. 
Nystrom will leave for Europe at once 
and begin the Investigation. His re­
port, It Is expeced, will be ready early 
next fall.

RACE MEET WILL
BE HELD IN JUNE

A clever and sympathetic piano ren­
dition of “Home, Sweet, Home,” was 
given by Mrs. Andrus, and was greeted 
with so much applause that she was 
forced to' play an encore.

Capt. Clive Phillipps-Wolley fol­
lowed with his address on “The special 
importance of the British navy to the 
future of British' Columbia.” In his 
opening remarks the speaker referred 
to the small attendance and expressed 
the opinion that the occasion war­
ranted a better condition of affairs. 
Coming to the matter in hand he would, 
in order to make his prom 
ask hie hearers a question. Thkt ques­
tion was, “What are you?”

Some would say “English,” while 
others would say “Canadian.” Both 
would be wrong to an equal extent. 
Those who said “Canadian” limited 
themselves to a nation of six million 
people, a nation which possessed but 
a short history, although he granted 
that it was a magnificent one, a na­
tion that was 1 dependent upon others 
for its protection, 
those who said “English,” 
themselves to a nation of 33 millions, 
a nation possessing the most glorious 
page in the world’s history, yet a na­
tion which could not feed itself, which 
had no room within itself for expan­
sion. “No, gentlemen,” said the 
speaker, “you are not Canadian, not 
English, but British.” (Applause.)

Continuing, he referred to Britain’s 
present naval iupremaoy. “Not only 
do you hold most of what is worth 
holding on this earth, but you hold the 
keys to the rest of the world. It is by 
your leave that other nations travel the 
high seas.” Taking as an example the 
passage of a French vessel to the 
Orient, the speaker explained, by a 
reference to a inap, the'way in which 
Britain holds the keys of all high sea 
routes. The vessel would pass, by our 
leave,, Gibraltar, the Suez Canal, the 
Red Sea, Colombo,
•Hongkong. .The limit of a warship, or 
any other vessel’s effectiveness, 
time it could sail without refilling its 
bunkers. Three^ thousand miles 
about the limit at the present day so 
that, go in which direction they would, 
they would find that the commerce of 
the -world was almost solely dependent 
upon Britain for its motive power. He 
asked if Canada was ready to jeopar­
dize this control of the seas by refus­
ing a few paltry dollars. These 
great wealth in Canada and more to 
come, but, while the wealth was plied 
up, no weapon was being forged to 
protect it.

The wealth of Britain had been the 
direct result of supremacy in the carry­
ing trade of the Atlantic. The future 
of British Columbia depends upon the 
acquisition of the carrying trade of the 
Pacific, a mightier ocean than the At­
lantic and one that led the way to rich 
markets and many millions of people. 
Victoria and Vancouver were now, as 
It might be put, bent at the starting 
post, stripped for the race and backed 
by the internal resources and the 
great railroads of Canada. Seattle was 
also at the post but backed by a 
mighty population of eighty million 
people as well as railroads.

Nevertheless, when the camp had 
been struck and the canoes loaded, the 
order of the march was reversed. Now 
the men took the lead by a good mar­
gin, and the women and children fol­
lowed. For in the wooded country 
game drinks early.

Before setting out, however, old Hau­
kemah blazed a fair clean place on a 
fir tree, and with hard charcoal from 
the fire marked on It these characters:

One of the favorite styles for the wed­
ding gown of soft satin shpxrçs the bodice 
in surplice style, the V-shaped opening be­
ing filled in by a transparent guimpe of 
lace.

To return to a discussion of the bride’s 
robe, the Princess mode is still preferred, 
although many of the newest1 înôdels show 
a suggestion of Empire lines, especially in 
the back. These Empire princess frocks 
are, however, rather difficult of achieve­
ment, so Unless one’s dressmaker is an ex­
pert, it is wiser to select a, design where 
the bodice and skirt are made -separately, 
the line of union being so arranged that 
a princess effect is gained.

One point to be remembered is that no 
matter how intricate the detail and trim­
ming of the bridal gown its outline or sil­
houette, as one may say, should be of sev­
ere simplicity.

traditional white Batin is probably always 
in first favor, for a spring or summer wed­
ding various othef materials, such as chif­
fon, sheer silks, crepe de chine, mousse­
line and other thin stuffs, may be select­
ed with charming results.

Of course, m deciding the material and 
style of the wedding gown much depends 
on the kind of wedding to be arranged for.

As to the bridal veil, there are no es­
pecial novelties to chronicle, and the ar 
rangement on the hdad is much the same 
as in the past season, the draping of the 
tulle or lace being arranged as most be­
coming to the individual wearer. Th< 
coronet style is usually affected, the loop* 
of tulle or lace being caught with orange 
blossoms. In selecting gowns for the 
bridesmaids more latitude is permissible 
in material and design, and much origin­
ality can be gained by selecting pictur 
esque looking frocks in artistic colorings. 
At some of the large weddings recently 
the costumes of the maid of honor ancj 
the maids were modeled after those of a 
certain period, and were in Directoire, 
Louis or Empire style. When the brides­
maids vary in height and figure very 
markedly such picture costumes are, 
however, not always successful, and as all 
such unusual frocks need very expert 
makers, the less pretentious modes are 
usually safer. After all the ensemble ol 
the wedding party depends not so much 
on the gowns considered individually aa 
on their becomingness in coloring and 
style to their wearers, and if one chooses 
soft, graceful materials and delicate col­
orings the effect is sure to be successful.

It must be remembered, too, that the 
maid’s bouquets can be depended on ts 
give the color accent, and for this reason 
an all white wedding is probably more 
attractive than the usual varied cold 
scheme. When white frocks are selected 
for the entire bridal party the maid» 
should carry large sheafs of American 
Beauty or pink roses, and if hats are worn 
ar touch of the same color in 'plumes oi 
ribbon can be introduced.

The beauty of lace is ruined if it is 
overstiffened with starch, yet some ra re­
quired to give it a proper consistency. 
Lace may be made an ecru color by dip­
ping it after washing and drying in a 
cupful of strong coffee previôtisly strain­
ed through a piece of muslin.

Fringed doilies should not be hot starch­
ed, as it mats the fringe. While still wet 
the fringe should be beaten against the 
edge of a table; then the fringe may be 
wet and gathered in the hand while 
the centre is starched,

it is well to mend any little holes in them,

If they are of ecru col-cess
Jpr, a pound of coffee -will be sufficient 
jbr three or four pairs. The best way to 
jnake it is to first make the coffee, then 
strain it, bring it to the boil again, and 
then make the hot starch with coffee in­
stead of water.

Fine thread lace may be washed in the 
following mannèr with satisfactory re­
sults: Cover a quart bottle with an old 
stocking, fastening it securely above and 
below. Wind the lace carefully around the 
bottle, sewing the edge securely with a 
|fcne needle and thread, making every turn 
last to the stocking. Ilmberse first in cold
water, then shake the bottle up and down 
in warm soapsuds * made from white toi- 
et soap, patting the lace gently with the 
palm of the hand. Rinse carefully through 
two or three waters, and when quite clean 
apply a solution of gum arabic and dry 
thoroughly. Press thé lace between the 
leaves of a heavy book instead of ironing
it.

The council settled down to the con­

sideration of regular business at a little 
after ^ o’clock having been occupied 
before that with the delegation from 
the trustee board. Business consisted 
largely of routine and was accordingly 
quickly dispatched. Some slight inter­
est was manifested, however, when the 
Mayor declared th&t there would be a 
shortage of water this summer.

The first subject to engag;e the atten­
tion of the council was the tenders for 
an engine to run the new concrete 
mixer which is at present on its way 
here, as explained by Aid. Henderson. 
This was referred to the streets, 
bridges and sewers committee.

A. J. Woodward wrote calling atten­
tion' to the detriment suffered by his 
property in having the sewer pipe cross 
it. This he contended. was inadequate 
to the amqunt of water required to be 
carried by it at certain seasons of the 
year. He therefore asked that his as­
sessment be decreased correspondingly.

The request of Phillips and Heister- 
man, on behalf of Mr. Oliphant, for the 
.withdrawal of a plan of a subdivision 
preparatory to the filing of another 
was granted.

The clerk of North Saanich wrote, 
asking by what authority the city was 
taking sand from Bazan Bay. His let­
ter was referred to the city engineer 
and the city solicitor for report

S. McPherson’s complaint regarding 
the unfinished drain on Johnson street 
In front of the Old Grand theatre was 
referred to the streets committee.

Mr. Sully’s request for the installa­
tion of the city water was referred to 
the water commissioner for report.

R. D. Finlayson wrote stating that 
he had recently erected a house on Mc­
Bride avenue at large expense and 
asked that the street be graded and 
macadamized. This was referred 
also to the streets Committee.

J. E. Smart’s request for an addition 
of $500 to the grant made the celebra­
tion committee was supported by the 
mayor and Aid. Verrinder. The latter 
pointed out that unless it were granted 
last night, it would-be impossible for 
the committee to properly prepare for 
the great fete day.

Aid. Hall. asked if there were to, be 
mo private collections this year. » It 
was a well known fact that Some 
places of business benefited more than 
others by the celebration.

The Mayor retorted that these would 
have contributed if Aid. Hall had sup­
ported the revenue license by-law the 
other night.

Aid. Hall intimated that he was pre­
pared to meet His Worship or any one 
else on that question from az temper­
ance standpoint.

Aid. Vincent remarked that if e^ry- 
one was to get all he asked for it 
would speedily be up to the finance 
committee to get hold of the assessment 
roll and find out where the taxes could 
be raised.

The vote was then taken and the re­
quest on the following vote: Yeas—Ful­
lerton, Hanna, Ross, Meston, Gleason, 
Verrinder, Henderson and Mayor Mor- 
ley. Nays—Fell, Vincent and Hall.

A letter from the city solicitors ex­
plaining the nature of the frontage tax 
and the proper method of levying the 
same was received. From this it ap­
peared that the tax should, according 
to law, be levied on the number of feet 
of actual pipe laid on an owner’s prop­
erty. For purposes of lèvying the tax 
the side of a lot might become the 
front.

Aid. Henderson explained that that 
did not seem to him to be the proper 
method. The word frontage should 
nave but one meaning, viz. : The front 
of the lot, and the tax should be so 
levied whether there was one foot of 
pipe or sixty on the lot The matter 
was referred to the streets committee.

At this juncture Aid. Verrinder arose 
to a point of order. He said: “I cannot 
hear anything that the clerk is saying. 
The letters are read with the street 
cars going by and amid every other 
noise. It was impossible to hear. If 
things were to go on in this way there 
must needs be devised some other 
method of dealing with communica­
tions. They might better refer them to 
the committees direct/’

Moreover it was cpnstruct- 
ed without their consent and in defiance 
of the agreement made at the time this 
portion of the city was included within 
the city limits.

TRUSTEES URGE IT

Council on Both Sides Are Allowed 
Wide Range in Examining 

Talesmen.

Proposition Made That Medical Of­
ficer Be Given Increased Duties 

_ -Attitude of Aldermen.

ut 120 Ca-Boise, Idaho, May 14.-With, twelve jury­
man in the box, four of whom have been 
passed for cause by both the prosecution 
and the defence, and 74 talesmen to be 
called, the trial of Wm* ^ Haywood, 
charged with the murder of former Gov­
ernor Steunenberg, opens to-day at 10 a. 
m., with every prospect of a complete 
jury before the end of the week. It Is 
admitted, however, it is difficult to fore­
tell what may be the outcome of the ex­
amination of talesmen summoned by the 
sheriff under the order for a special 
venire. The fact that 35 of this number 
presented excuses yesterday and that of 
these 24 were excused, shows reluctance 
to serve on the jury. Another feature that 
may prolong the work of securing a jury 
is The wide range given to both sides In 
the examination of the talesmen.

It Is evident that the defence proposed 
to lay much stress throughout the case on 
what they allege to have been an inter­
ference on the part of President Roosevelt 
and Secretary Taft. The line of question­
ing invariably goes into President Roose­
velt’s “undesirable citizens” letter and in­
to the speech delivered by Secretary Taft 
at Pocatello and Boise during last guber­
natorial election, in which Mr. Taft sup­
ported Governor Gooding and commended 
his attitude on what was then known as 
the “Moyer-Haywood-Pettibone case.”

Up to the present no talesman has ad­
mitted that the expressions of the Presi­
dent pr the secretary would have any ef­
fect on his decision. It is made plain that 
the range of reading of the talesmen is 
not wide.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)
The greater part of the council meet­

ing Monday night was occupied with 
report of the medical health officer, 
the sanitary inspector and the recep­
tion by the aldermanic board of the 
school trustees. For this purpose the 
council resolved itself into a board of 
health.

The medical health officer, Dr. Her­
man Roberston, reported that the city 
was clear, save for the epidemic of 
measles. Owing to this three schools 
as reported in the Times were closed. 
The lower forms of the Boys’ Central 
were also closed.

In his opinion nothing more could 
have been carried out unless all public 
gatherings were prohibited, 
visited the North Ward school yester­
day and found seventeen cases of 
measles and eighty pupils absent In 
the Hillside school he found one case 
and fifty absent.

In answer to a question from the 
mayor he stated that nothing more 
could have been done to stay the epi­
demic save by closing all public places.

Sanitary Inspector Wilson reported 
in his department a clealn city.

Aid. Fullerton called attention to the 
unsanitary condition in the vicinity 
North Pembroke street, to which Mr. 
Wilson replied* that he had dozens of 
such complaints. . He called attention 
to these matters. That was all he 
could uo.

Aid. Gleason, on behalf of the finance , 
committee inquired into the accounts 
submitted by the medical health offi­
cer. These were explained to the sat­
isfaction of the committee.

As a result of the epidemic in the city 
and to emphasize the necessity of 
more complete medical inspection 
of the schools than was at present pos­
sible, the school board waited on the 
council.

Geo. Jay, chairman of the trustee 
board, called the attention of the coun­
cil to the fact that some years ago 
systematic inspection of the schools 
had been urged. Dr. Ernest Hall in 
particular at that time urged this for 
the good of the schools, the safety 
of the citizens at large and the preser­
vation of the public health. This had 
not been carried .into effect. But the 
time had now come when it was ne­
cessary that the medical health offi- 
cei;’,s salary should be so Increased as 
to allow of his giving his whole atten­
tion to the inspection of the schools 
Xfr else he should be provided with an 
assistant. In saying this he wished it 
to be understood that no reflection was 
being cast on Dr. Robertson. The lat­
ter had always performed his duties 
willingly and efficiently; but it was 
impossible for one man to attend to the 
duties of Dr. Robertson’s office and a 
private practice as well. It wras, more­
over, the opinion of the board that had 
there been an officer devoting his whole 
time to the work of medical inspection, 
there would have been no epidemic. As 
it was the teachers were idle and the 
schools were crippled just when they 

•should be doing their best work.
Continuing, Mr. Jay sought' to fore­

stall the possible action of the 'council 
in blaming the school board for not 
appointing a health officer of its own. 
He gave four reasons why this should 
not be done. (1) Because, it was .unde­
sirable to have two officers whose duties 
overlapped. (2) The board had no 
statutory authority for such action and 
its officer would have no power to act. 
(3) Such an officer would trespass on 
the jurisdiction of the city health offi­
cer, and lastly it was the statutory 
duty of the council to prpvide for the 
efficient inspection of the schools and 
city. The board wished especially to 
call the pouncil’s attention to this fact.

In response to the mayor’s question 
as to what statute he referred to, Mr. 
Jay read from thq provisions of the 
Public Health Act, which called for 
proper inspection of the schools. This 
in his opinion, meant regular system­
atic inspection.

Dr. F. H. Eaton, Superintendent of 
Schools, in following, emphasized the 
need of systematic inspection of the 
schools. In other places such inspec­
tion had almost completely nullified the 
cities* liability to epidemics. In his 
opinion there should be a rigid daily 
inspection, and exclusion of all child­
ren affected with disease. The person­
al peculiarities of the children should 
also be looked into, and so far as pos­
sible, rectified.

The medical health officer should be 
expected to make a thorough examina­
tion of every pupil once a year and a 
weekly visit to every school room; at 
the time of an epidemic he Should be 
constantly on hand, to detect the pre­
monitory symptoms of the disease and 
finally such officer should expect to be 
called on by the teachers from tirhe to 
time In cases of emergency. Dr. Eaton 
also disclaimed any idea of casting re­
flection on Dr. Robertson’s ability or 
manner of carrying out his duties, but 
the duties of the present officer should 
be enlarged and he should be paid an 
adequate salary.

The remainder of the board followed 
in support of the contention of the pro­
ceeding speakers. Trustee McKeon 
favored the examination of every 
scholar as to ability, personal peculiar­
ities and freedom from disease, before 
entering school at all and a separate 
medical officer.

Trustee Riddell supported those who 
preceded him.

Trustee Lewis pointed to the example 
of Vancouver. Victoria should “go 
and do likewise." He did not think it 
was wise to close the schools.

Dr. Eaton: (sotto voice) No. They 
should have been inspected before the 
epidemic attained its present dimen­
sions.

A firm demand for realty of all de­

scriptions is reported by local real es­
tate men. No decrease in sales has yet 
been recorded, while the enquiries frqm 
the Mainland and the Middle West are 
daily increasing in number. The chief 
transfers now being made are five-acre 
lots outside the city limits, and for 
these a brisk call is being made by 
both local and outside investors.

There is a very small demand for in­
side acreage "from residents of the city, 
except for speculative purposes, but 
intending settlers from Manitoba arid 
the neighboring provinces are now* be­
ginning to come out to the coast, and 
cottages and other residences are be­
ing asked for. There is not a very sat­
isfactory supply of the latter, however*, 
and this will ysult in many of the 
visitors buying sites within the city 
limits and erecting residences to suit 
their requirements.

Already many enquiries are being 
made for property situate upon the 
various arms of the harbor, where 
ideal summer residences can be built. 
There is not very much property of 
this description available, the major­
ity being in the hands of people who 
value the location of their homes too 
much to place them on the market, 
even when tempting figures are offer­
ed. One large lot, five acres in extent 
and admirably situated on the upper 
part of the Gorge district, recently 
changed hands at a good figure.

A feature of the market during the 
last few weeks has been the Increasing 
number of enquiries for residential sites 
from the Mainland. In conversation 
with the Times this morning a well- 
known real estate man said that he 
had every reason to believe that this 
summer would see an influx of people 
from Vancouver much In excess of re­
cent years. “The rise in realty prices 
on the Mainland,” he said, “has in­
duced many people to sell out, and, in 
looking for new locations, many have 
decided to investigate what Victoria 
has to offer with a view to settling here. 
My firm is receiving every day a num­
ber of letters from wealthy people on 
the Mainland asking for information 
regarding realty in this city, while 
there are V several Vancouverites at 
present in Victoria looking ifp the situ­
ation.”

Real estate activity on the Island is 
not confined to Victoria. Two or-" three 
of the larger firms in this city have 
agents in Alberni, and from them re­
ports are being regularly received tell­
ing of many changes in property in the 
west coast town. Realty is in brisk 
demand, and from the prices quoted, 
as being paid in some recent deals,- it 
would appear that a boom in its in­
cipient stages is now on in Alberni and 
the aurrgun^pg districts, __

Winnipeg, May 13.—After an absence 
of three years, J. S. Ewart, the dis­
tinguished Canadian lawyer, returned 
to *he city to-day and will spend a 
week here. On his present visit to the 
city, Mr. Ewart is specially interested 
in the question of the freight rates of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway, es­
pecially the comparative rates granted 
from Winnipeg west and from the city 
of Vancouver east. For several years 
complaints have been made at Van­
couver that the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way Company was favoring Winnipeg 
at the expense of Vancouver. The ob­
ject of the company, Mr. Ewart stated, 
was not to favor any particular city, 
but to hold the balance level among 
all. If Winnipeg had any advantage 
as compared with cities of the west, 
it was a natural advantage, not one 
conferred by the company, 
country through which the Canadian 
Pacific was built west of the city was 
level, and long trains of cars could be 
operated. The country east from Van­
couver was exceedingly difficult. So 
much was this the case that It was 
timated that a locomotive would 
ten times as much freight on the 
prairie section as on certain sections in 
the mountains. The advantage which 
this gave Winnipeg was great. In ad­
dition there was return freight from 
Calgary to Winnipeg, but from Calgary 
to Vancouver there was little return 
freight. For these reasons the 
pany had granted a lower rate 
parativeiy between 
points west than between Vancouver 
and points east. "This question would 
be fully considered by Mr. Ewart, who 
during the week spent here will be in 
conference with local officials of the 
company.
