Captain Mogg and Crew Have
Thrilling Time in Far
North.

Seattle, Wash., Feb. 15.-_.—.A;specigl to
the ~ Post-Intelligencer = from Port
Townsend says:

Private advices received here to-day
give news from the Arctic ocean that
Capt. William -Mogg and his crew of
four men in the ~whaling schooner
Olga, long thought to have been lost
in a gale at sea fifteen months ago,
are alive-and spending the Arctic win-
ter at Point Barrow. The news comes
in a letter from Capt. Mogg, written
on November 1st, 1908, and dispatched
by Eskimo to Teller City, | 800 ‘miles
over an almost impassable trail, thence
by dog team routes through Nome and
st. Michael to Valdez and by, steamer
to Puget Sound.

The Mogg expedition left this port in
June, 1907, equipped as a whaling ven-
ture in waters of the Arctic almost
unknown and eq.ally unexplored, It
had the backing of the Geographical
Society of L.ondon, and planned to visit
the Banks Land district, a region that
has not been visited by white people
since the visit of Explorer Captain Mc-
Clure in 1832, The actunal destination
of the expedition was Point Cape Prince
Albert, nearly 2,000 miles northeast
Irom Point Barrow,

No news had been received of Capt.
Mogg since September, 1907, when the
utter Thetis went north to investigate

"UNKNOWN ASSAILANTS

Fifteen Victims of Assaults
Sine Outrages Com-
menced in City.

Berlin, Feb, 15.—The mysterious at-
tacks upon women on the streets of
Berlin, Trecalling "the notorious “Rip-
per” cases of other cities, - continue.
Five women of the working class were
wounded in the city and the suburbs
yesterday, while this morning the wife
of a merchant was wounded by an un-
known assailant.. Nomne of the women
were ‘seriously hurt.

The 'first attack occurred in = the
Moabite quarter at 9 o'clock yesterday
morning on the open- street. The as-
sailant stabbed his victim in the upper
part of the arm. Another woman was
wounded in the thigh yesterday fore-
noon in the morthern section of the city.
At 3 o’clock in the afternoon a girl was
attacked in the eastern section. She
warded off the blow with her hand,
which was wounded. In the evening
the “Ripper” attacked a butchers’ wife
in the suburbs of Hohenschoenhausen,
but the blade of his knife broke against
the woman's stays. The assailant then
beat his victim into unconsciousness,
and she was found half an hour later
and taken to a hospital. Later in the
evening of the wife of another butcher
was wounded in the thigh in the east-
ern section. The attack,on the mer-
chant’s wife occurred this morning in
the southern part of the tity. The
woman was wounded in the thigh and
hand. f

In every instance the criminaj escap-
ed. His method is to approach his vie-
tim quietly without arousing suspicion,
deliver his attack suddenly, and then
flee, 'The population of the laboring
quarters% of the city is much excited
over the frequent attempts, and special
orders have been issued to the police
to protect women walking alone,

The want of a confidence vote was
the result of Kiamil Pasha’s refusal to
appear before the chamber on Satur-
day and explain the recent ministerial
changes. In a communication to the
chamber announcing -his resignation,
the Grand Vizier stated-that higaction
was bectause of the persistent hostility
shown by the chamber, despite his ex-
planations. His absence, he said, and
the responsibility for the consequences
must rest with those who created the
present situation.

The attitude of the chamber and its
condemination of the Grand Vizier be-
fore hearing his explanations which he
promised to give on Wednesday are cri-
ticized by the public, whose impression
of Saturday’s proceedings is generally
unfavorable. The entire action is con-
sidered a demonstration of the control
which the Young Turks’ committee has
assumed over .the parliamentary pro-
cedure and the new government,

Following the victory of the Young
Turks, which resulted in ‘the estab-
lishment of the government on a con-
stitutional basis last August, XKiamil
Pasha - became Grand Vizier for the
third time.

LINCOLN'S - BIRTH

MEMORY OF PATRIOT
HONORED IN U. S. A.

President Roosevelt  Lays
Foundation Stone of Memor-
ial of. Hodgenville.

Hodgenville, Ky., Feb. 12.—Reverent
and curious Americans, to the number
of several thousand, to-{iay dedicated
the mean little cabin in which liberty
wreught her last great miracle. The
present head of the nation, the gover-
nor of Abraham Lincoln’s native state;
two eminent leaders 'in the struggle
through which Lincoln- brought forth
the nation reunited and free; another,
later the governor of a state riven like
Kentucky, was between the fires of
sectional devotion 'and’ duty—all .these
dnd a host of others in"the forefront of
American life joined in the act of con-
searation,

Something of the uncouthness so in-
separable from Lincoln during his life
was distinet in the heart of the cere-
mony of to-day, which celebrated his
ene hundredth Dbirthday. The tent
which served as auditorium was roped
off from tha crowd, In its centre beside
the platform is the cabin itself, its logs
worn smooth where the bark was peel:
ed off or rottéd. The Lincoln cabin, set
to-day in a casket of flowers, the gift
of the school children of Kentucky,
stands a half mile inside of the gate of
the farm, and nobody was allowed to
bring vehicles within this gate.

Several special trains arrived from
Louisville during the morning, the
fourth bringing Governor Willson and
staff, and the fifth, which arrived near

MINISTERS OF YOUNG
TURK PARTY RESIGN

Serious: Crisis in Struggle -Be-
tween Rival Reform
‘Parties.

Constantinopie, Feb. 12~The new
government seems to be on the verge
of a serious crisis, a result of the min-
isterial changes by which the two min-
isters of war and marine were replaced
last Wednesday without the slightest
reason volunteered. It ig stated in semi-
official circles that the changes were
necessary to improve the efficiency of
the respective departments,

The affair is the climax to a struggle
between the two rival reform, parties,
the committee of the union and pro-
gress and the liberal union. The com-
mittee is strongly opposed to Kiamil
Pasha, and is composed largely of

young officers, including all the officers !

of the Macedonian army, which was
largely instrumental in the success of
the Young Turks’ revolution.

The crisis further developed to-night
in the resignation of the president of
the council, Hassan Fehmy, and " the
threatened resignations of the ministers
of justice and the interior and finance.

Plot Against Sultan,

Berlin, Feb, 12.—The recent changes
in the Turkish ministry are due to the
discovery of a plot against the Sultan
that had for its object his deposition,
according to the Constantinople cor-
respondent of the Frankfurter Zeitung.
The plan was to dethrone the Sultan to-
day while he was riding to the Solam-
like celebration, and proclaim as Sul-
tan Prince Yussof Izzedin, the eldest
son of the late’Sultan,

“The publication of the corresporidence
with Prince Yussof is expected in a few
days, and this undoubtedly will clear
up the, incident. The Grand Vizier,
Kiamjl Pasha, was fully informed of
this conspiracy last week, and he con-
sequently wanted the Sultan to act at
once and appoint Nazim Pasha to the
post of minister of war. The Sultan,
however, was opposed to thig because
years ago he had degraded Nazim
Pasha and made him serve ten years
as a common soldier. Owing to the
threatened danger the Sultan finally
yielded and made the appointment. It
is reported that tne ministers of for-
eign affairs and justice, the corres~
pondent concludes, resigned last night.

ASTATIC CHOLERA.

Another Serious. Outbreak is Reported
From St. Petersburg,

St. Petersburg, Pa., Feb, 12.—There
has been a serious outbreak of the
Asiatic cholera among the staff of St.

The Company before
developing . river power pro-
position is seeking an agreement with
the city similar to that asked last year.
In brief the proposal is that the city
80 on with its application to get the
right to deal in power and light, at
the same time inserting a provision by
which the city, should it choose to
exercise this power, shall first offer to
buy out the company,

Proyided this is agreed to and the
provision made for it, the company will
undertake to erect a power plant with
a capacity of not less than 10,000 horse
power, ‘and will make extensions of the
electric railway and light and power
systems in and about the city, the sum
of a quarter of a million at least being
spent within three years, The rates for
electric light and power, it is agreed,
shall not be higher than in Vancomver at
the present time, and for the city light-
ing the company will supply to the
municipality at its power house all the
power required at half the rate it costs
the city to generate it now. The com-
pany further agrees to take any sur-
plus water from the city for power
purposes, The company’s expenditure
on the Jordan river plant is estimated
at $1,500,000. This is probably less than
it will cost, and this will be expended
in addition to the quarter million in ex-
tensions in and about the city.

Conference With Council,

This is the proposition made to the
city council sitting informally last night
in conference with A. T. Goward, the
local manager of the B. C. Electric
Company. The council, only Ald, Hum-
ber being absent, after. discussing the
whole proposition at length and after
various aldermen had pressed for cer-
tain additional advantages, were
unanimous in agreeing that a settle-
ment along these lines was in the best
interest of the city, and should be act-
ed upon, The legislative committee of
the city council was empowered to take
advice from the city barrister and re-
port to the council on Monday night.

In the meantime the municipal com-
mittee of the legislature will be .in-
formed of the situation, and steps will
be taken to ensure the granting of the
necessary powers at the present ses-
sion if a satisfactory agreement is
reached.

According to the discussion last night
the .city’s.. position .in the..matter ¢!
developing power was not a very goocl
one, Mr. Goward, speaking for the elec *
_tric company, put the limit at which the
‘city, could undertake to develop power
at 15 years anyway. One of the alder-
man put it at 25 years. The money wa=*
needed in other channels, Then Sook
lake as a power proposition was ad
mitted to be a poor one, There was no
need to hide thi% fact because the elec-
tric company has gone fully into the
whole question of power on the south-
ern part of Vancouver Island. For
years itc engineers have been seeking
the available sources of power, and the
company has the fullest information on
the subject. Sooke lake was regarded
by the company as not being within
the realm of a commercial proposition.
This many of the aldermen admitted.
It was stated that eyen if 20,000,000
gallons of water were available at
Sooke lake it would not give anything
like the power derived from 15,000,000
gallons at Goldstream, which was 670
feet about the sea. Sooke lake is only
about 450 feet above the sea level, and
in order to get the necessary fall to
generate power the water would have
to be carried many miles. The initial
cost of equipping, with so many other
claims in the line of street improve-
ments, was also put forward as a
handicap for the city.

City as Competitor.

On the part of the Electric Company
the presence of a clause in the statutes
giving the city the right to enter the
fleld as a power and light vender was
attended with grave dangers, according
to Mr. Goward. While resident direct-
ors might realize that there was no
danger from the city being able to enter
the field for a long time, yet the in-
vestors in London did not realize this.
They were faced with this right of the
city to enter into competition and the
result was the withholding of the neces-
sary money for developing the power
available.

The Electric Company asks no protec-
tion from any other compbany coOming
Jn and entering into competition. It
asks for a clause similar to that in the
Vancouver charter as pressed for last
vear when the city asked for power
privileges before the legislature.

Ald. Henderson wanted some reduc-
ticns in the powers of the Electric
Company under its charter instaneing
the case of Vancouver where a consid-
erable sum was derived for the use of
the streets. for electric railway pur-
poses, but Mr. Goward said his com-
rany would not agree to open their
charter t5 any amendments. The
amendments’ must be through the
Municipal Act. g

At the meeting last night Manager
Goward presented the company’s side
of the proposition as a basig for dis-
cussion. He referred to the fact that
it was but renewing what was asked
last year. In a letter which he read the
undertaking of the company was set
forth. The municipality was not to
exercise its right to go into the power
and light business outside of that re-
quired for municipal purposes without
first offering to purchase the plant of
tha company Bailing an agreement as
to *ha mitdn offered by tNe city it
should M= Wrt te arbitration. If the
semtpatyy THA not reply to the offer of
purenase ‘then the city was to be given
the right to go ahead with its proposi-
tion,

Company’s Proposal,

The undertaking in return for this on
the part of the company was set forth
ags follows:

(a) At the earliest nosalble aonor-

tunity, in any event within three vears,
to erect and maintain a power plant as
near as possible to Victoria and trib-
utary to the city, which shall have a
capacity of not less than 10,000 horse
power, such horse power to be used in
extensions of the electric railway,
lighting and power systems in and
around Victoria, and a sum of at least
$250,00 0to be spent during the next
three years on such extensions,

(b) When the plant is in operation
the company will agree that the rates
for electric light and power in Vietoria
and surrounding districts shall be sim-
ilar to those now'charged in Vancou-
ver and surrounding districts, the Van-
couver rates at this time being the
lowest of any city in Canada,

(¢) When the power plant is in oper-
ation the company to agree to supply
at the city electric Tighting station an
amount of electricity to be used for
street lighting purposes equal to the
bresent amount as generated by the
city for one-half of the present cost of
generation; all further requirements
of the city in this respect to be sup-
plied by the company at the same rate,
i.e., one-half the cost of present gener-
ation,

(d) It the city acquires additional
water supply and has a surplus water
for power purposes to dispose of the
company shall then purchase such
surplus water from the city pipe lines
under a suitable head at a rate to be
agreed upon, provided that the com-
pany shall not be obliged to take less
than 1,000 continuous horse power at
one time,

Engineers Cover Field.

Mr, Goward said his company real-
ized that this was a business proposi-
tion. It was for the city to decide. The
finances of the city were wanted for
a variety of things, and even if the
power was obtained the city could not
exercise it for about 15 years, the
money being needed in other lines,
The company’s engineers had been in
the field for eighteen months, and they
knew there was no water supply for
power purposes within a commercial
distance of Victoria with the exception
of Jordan river. Even if the city could
get the money it was an impossibility
for it to go into this power business.
All that a clause glving the city the
right to go into the power and light
business could do would be to block
the company’ Which wa$ now prépared
to make large extensions in the-city.

The case of Vancouver was alludéd
to by him, There the city had asked
the same powers as Victoria, When the
company got the same safeguards as
it now asked from Victoria it began a
policy of extension in and around
Vancouver and New Westminster, and
made great reductions-in the rates. In
spite of ®™he fact that wages were high
on the Pacific Coast, Vancouver was
getting cheaper electricity than any
other place in Canadd. The extension
of the line to Chilliwack, a distance of
85 miles, was referred to by Mr. Gow-
ard. The company was expending $10,-
500,000 on the mainland. This was of the
greatest importance to Vancouver and
New Westminster.

He could not see why the same could
not be done in Victoria. His company
proposed to do it just as soon as the
power wasg available. The engineers
had”® examined Jordan river and it
promised well, The company was now
in shape with lines located so that
work could be commenced within
about two months’ time,

Mr. Goward pointed to the advan-
tages which would follow if quick
communication was obtained with the
Saanich peninsula, Gordon Head and
other points. These districts would be-
come exceedingly popular to fruit
growers. At the present time, with the
Chilliwack line running through a
rich country, giving quick transporta-
tion to a good market such as Vancou-
ver, and with electric light and power
available to the settlers, the districts
surrounding Victoria were at a disad-
vantage. With the extensions proposed
there would be great induecements to
settlers to come to Victroia district.

Cost: of City Lights,

Ald. Bishop asked ‘what the city
lights were costing in Vancouver .now.

Mr. Goward said $38 each, The com-
pany supplied them and attended them.

In reply to further questions, Mr.
Goward said his company could sup-
ply 100 more lights in the city at once
and when the new steam plant was in
shape it could add 200 more.

Asked by the Mayor what the differ-
ence was in'the domestic rates between
Vancouver and Victoria, Mr. Goward
read from the Winnipeg Telegram a
schedule of rates, On a 50 kilowatt basls
which would apply to residences it was
shown that in Quebec the rates were $5
for businesg and .$6 for residences;
_London was $4.50, Toronto $6, St. Johns.
N. B., $6.75, Victoria $5.80, Vancouver
"$4,40, Other quotations were given on
higher supplies showing . somewhat
similar rates. Mr. Goward said that
the difference between Vancouver and
Victoria was about 25 per cent. or 3
per cent.

Ald. Hendersont wanted to know what
could be done about the city lighting
its own streets.

Mr. Goward said his company was
not anxious to do this. They were
ready, however, to undertake it or to
supply the electricity in bulk at the eity
power house at half the cost it
now cost the city to generate,

In reply to Ald. Henderson, he said
that the 10,000 horse power proposed to
be generated would be additional to the
supply from the present plants, This
would be over ten times what it wag at
Goldstream, being a continuous supply.

In reply to further questions he said
Vancouver could get 40,000 horse power
and had now 25,000 horse power avail-
able. As an instance of the benefits to
be derived from cheap power such as
that, Mr. Goward instanceéd the fact

Premier McBride Agrees With
Views Set Forth
Locally.

The selection of a site for the uni-
versity of British Columbia is to be
Jeft to-a commission of eastern educa-
tionists, as is suggested by the citi-
zens of Victoria. This announcement
was made by Premier McBride to an
influential deputation of residents of
the capital which waited upon him and
the minister of education on Saturday.
It was one of the most representative
deputations which ever met the gov-
ernment, and it was unique in that its
object was not & selfish seeking of ad-
vantage for the community
sented but the greatest good of all, and

_the lasting benefit of higher education
in this province.

In the gathering were members of all
the professions, merchants and citizens
generally, All were quite content to
rest the claims of the capital to the
university .on their merits, when these
are seen by a body of men who are
best qualified to judge ang are entirely
disinterested, but at the same time
prepared to accept the decision arrived
at. The government was assured that
Victoria will do its full duty in sup-
port of the proposed university,
whether it is decided to place it here
or not.

Promptly at half-past ten the depu-
tation assembled-in the executive coun-
cil chamber, and was received by Pre-
mier McBride and Hon. Dr. Young,
minister of education. H. D. Helmcken,
K. C., introduced the ladies and gentle-
men composing it to the ministers.

George Jay, chairman of the public
school board, and also chairman of
the committee, pointed out that in the
deputation were members of the city
council, board of trade, school board,
the chief justice, the county court
judge, the Bishop of Columbia, the
city members of the legislative, the
staff of the university college and the
city schopls and prominent businéss
men. He concluded by reading the fol-
lowing report adopted at the citizens’
meeting a week ago:

“Your special committee on the case
for the university to be established at
or near to Victoria, beg to report that
it i1s of the opinion that the site for
the proposed university should be left
to the decision of an independent board
composed of eastern university ex-
perts, and that a deputation wait upon
the provincial government to . .place
such view accordingly.”

Chief Justice Hunter.

“After careful consideration of this
matter,” said Chief Justice Hunter, the
first speaker, ‘“we have come to the
conclusion: that the best solution would
be to leave the choice of a site for the
provincial university to eastern. edu-
cationists to deal with. All British Co-
lumbians must feel proud whén they
corisider the present condition of our
educational system., One thing in re-
lation to’it which is-exceedingly pleas-
ant to think on is that for many years
now-we have been in the happy posi-
tion of being entirely exempt from
religious and political trouble in mat-
ters affecting education in this pro-
vince. -(Hear, hear.) In some of the
eastern provinces there have been such
difficulties. before a permanent basis
was reached, but Happily a selution
has always been eventually found. In
this province -the people have been
spared this, It goes without saying that
this is a condition which ought to be
continued at all hazards. (Hear, hear.)

“In the establishment of a university
in British Columbia it is very desirable
that there should nothing . arise, in
any shape, which savors of the politi-
cal or religious. It is not material what
government has to do with the matter
—whether a Conservative or Liberal or
mixed government, whether island or
mainland, No matter how any govern-
mant might settle the question of a
site it is certain that the charge will
be openly made or secretly felt that in
the gettlement it was affected more
or less by political considerations. That
is a state of affairs we would all seek
to avoid.

“It is, therefore, suggested that the
government shoull leave the selection
of a site in the hands of a commission
of - trained university men from the
east. T would be pleased to see such
men as the president of Toronto uni-
versity, the rector of Laval university
and the head of the leading university
in Nova Scotia constituted a board to
decide this question. These gentlemen,
as we-are all aware, would deal with
the matter from an educational stand-
point—not from any political consider-
ations nor, to a smaller extent, com-
mercial considerations—and their de-
cision would not be open to any charge
of sectional feeling.

“It is of the highest importance that
this university, when established, shall
start out under the bedt possible aus-
pices, If the decision.is left to a board
of that kind nothing can be charged
againgt them; no one will say that they
acted except with a single eye to the
interests of highsr education and of
the students who will attend. If, on the
other hand, the decisien is undertaken
by the government itself I think there
Is no question that it will be charged
hy unsuccessful aspirants for the site
with having been actuated by political
or particular sectional considerations.
There would, tos, be a danger that
these places would be always turning
4 cold shoulder to the institution, and
lerhaps finally ‘array themselves in
pen antagonism, That is a condition
the government, I am sure, will desire
at all hazards to avold, angd therefore
Wwe ask that your government. adopt
this suggestion we make to you.”

Endorse Proposal,

Mayor Hall endorsed all the chief
istice had said. If it sheuld finally be
ded that thls cily should have the
Site. he could assure the government
that Victoria, would do its part finan-
Clally. The main thing just now was
to have’ the matter referred to men

Bishop Perrin regretted that Vancou-
ver had not taken a similar course,

'but ‘he had no doubt that if the gOV-

€rnment made a statement favoring
the proposition Vancouver would en-
dorse it and the rest of the province
also, He deprecated any feeling of
sectionalism in so important a matter,
and so momentous a choice as that of
a universfty,site.

Rev.. W. Leslie Clay emphasized that
there was nothing local or sectional in
the proposition made., We might feel
here. that Victoria had certain claims,
but these were laid aside and the city
stood for the best interests of the pro-
vince, The choice of a site was a deli-
cate and difficult question, which
should be taken out of the realm of
politics and sectional feeling, and it
could only be treated fairly to all in-
tarests by an independent commission
such as the chief justice had suggested.

Rev, Dr. Campbell declared that no
one in Victoria would desire to see the
university placed here unless this was
the best and most advantageous place
for it. With a choice made by men who
would not be affectgd by any other
considerations than those of the best
interests of higher education, the uni-
versity would be safely launched and
have the ' support of Vancouver and
Victoria, *

Mrs, A. T. Watt considered' the situ-
ation of"a university had as large a
part in its success as the equipment
had. The choice made would influence
for all time the education given in the
university,

H. F. W. Behnsen, M. P. P, John
Jardine, M. P. P., Senator Macdonald
and C. H, Lugrin were also heard.

Mrs. Jenkins, a member of the school
board, considered the course proposed
was the~wisest one,

Rev. T. E. Holling supported the pro-
position as in the best interests of the
students of the future,

Rev. Principal Bolton gave his
adhesion to it as an educational, and
promised the loyal support of the
teaching profession to the institution
wherever it was placed.

Minister of Education,

Hon, Dr. Young, In replying to the
deputation, said he could truthfully
say he had never had more honest sat-
isfaction in meeting any deputation.
When he took office the premier asked
him to consider matters of higher edu-
cation, and he had done so, During the
time the university bill was going
through the premier and himself had
many lanz and anxious conferences in
regard to the question the deputation
was there to discuss. They had both
entered into the consideration of the
matter purely from the university
standpoint, and had never thought of
any real estate or sectional interests.
In all the deputations which had wait-
ed on the government in connection
with the matter, in"the reams of edi-
torials and in letters, he had never yet
seen one argument advanced from the
university standpoint, until that morn-
ing. It was pleasing to find the depu-
tation ready to sink everything but the
upbuilding of a great university, There
was 2 oppoftunity here t6 make a uni-
versity second to none in the Domin-
ion, and the  ediuication department
had been working along lines tending
to provide feeders for the institution.
To-day there were between 250 and 300
students in the province taking uni-
versity work, and in good time, when
the question of endowment assumed
better shape and the university was
established, there would be none that
had started under as good auspices.
He hoped the public interest shown
would continue,

Premier’s Assurance,

Premier McBride joined his colleague
in expressing gratification at the man-
ner in which the deputation approach-
ed the matter. It was most interest-
ing and encouraging. Continuing, the
Premier said:

“I must confess at once that the
scheme outlined this morning is a most
attractive one. I think it would be dif-
ficult, indeed, to find an argument suf-
ficiently strong that would displace the
strength of that proposal. I think Dr.
Young will pardon me if I say that for
some months past, in ‘discussing this
question, we had come to the conclus-
ion that the next step must be the in-
troduction of a bill which would give
your proposal the force of law.

“I do not hesitate to say this morn-
ing that it is the intention of the min-
ister of education to introduce present-
ly an act of parliament providing for
the appointment of such a commission.
(Applause.) [

“I would like to say witd reference
to -this question of higher education
that the efforts of the government up
to date have been to make us more
than anxious that we shall leave noth-
ing undone to make it a success, When
established it must have an endow-
ment, and it may be that on account of
our being a young province and with-
out many citizens who can contribute
to that the government will have to
provide a large amount of the endow-
ment. We have already commenced to
set aside sections of crown lands toj
this ‘end, "and about 40,000 acres have
been so dedicated. I would join with
my colleague in placing a high stand-
ard. We propose that when the doors
of the University of British Columbia
are opened it shall be equal in every
respect to any other university in Can-
ade. That is a high standard, but I
believe nothing is too good for British
Columbia.” * (Applause,)

H. D. Helmcken thanked the min-
isters for their answer, which would
give Victorians fresh energy to do all
in their power for the ' university
whatever the decision. Rev. W. Les-
lie Clay added a word of thanks and
the. premier acknowledged these.

In explanation, Ald. Henderson said
that in Vancouver the tram company
could only go on certain streets with-
out the consent of the council.

OPPOSITION TO
INSURANCE BILL

BOARD OF TRADE IS
TO-MEET-MONDAY

Special Committee Makes Vig-
orous Protest Against
Measure.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

There will be a general meeting of
the Board of Trade on Monday after-
noon at 3 o'clock, when the subject to
be discussed will be ‘the. question of
‘the proposed 'bill entitled’the *“B. C.
Fire Insurance Companies’ Act.” The
meeting arises out of a report present-
ed by a special committee, consisting
of D. R. Ker, J. J. Shallcross, J. A.
Mara and Geo. Qarter, whe went into
the "bill. :

The ‘result - of the investigations
the comnilttee  presented” in a report
before-a special meeting of the coun-
cil of the Board of Trade called yes-
terday afternoon. The committee
found that the main' purpose of the
bill' was ‘to" force all*insurance com-<
panies into line with the B. C. asso-
ciations of fire underwriters. In view
of the high rates charged now the
committee reports against the bill and
to decide upon' definite .action the
board is called together.

The report of the committee pre-
sented yesterday was as follows:

To the council of the Victoria Board
of Trade: Your committee instructed
to examine into a proposed bill deal-
ing with fire insurance companies en-
titled “The British Columbia Fire In-
surance Companies’ Act,” beg to re-
port as follows:

It is understood that this bill was
prepared by the Associated Fire In-
surance Companies of British Colum-
bia and that the government is being
urged to introduce it as a government
measure on the ground that it is g
bill for the public benefit.

The bill provides inter alia: That
unless a license has. first been obtain-
ed from the provincial government no
contract or indemnity against fire loss
shall be undertaken by any corpora-
tion or any- society or association in-
corporated or unincorperated or any
partnership or any underwriter Qr
group - of undeérwriters. \

That a fee of $250 shall be paid to
the government for the license to
transact fire insurance business.

That the license shall not be grant-
ed unless there has first'been depdsit-
ed with the government cash or se-
curities to the value of $30,000 to-
gother with such further sum as shall,
added to the deposit of $30,000 equal
the re-insurance value of the rigks
téken Dby the licensee)iin. British 'Co-
lumbia, %4 .

That existing éémpanies’ licensed
under the “Companies Act, 1897,
amendment Act, 1905,” shall be en-
titled to a license without payment of
any further fee.

That companies licensed by the Do-
minion of Canada shall not be requir-
ed to make any deposit.

That an inspector 'of companies
licensed by this act shall be appoint-
ed by the government and® that to-
wards the expenses of this officer. the
licensed companies shall contribute
annually a sum not exceeding $3,000.

That it shall be the duty of this of-
ficer to report upon all matters con-
nected with insurance as carried on
by the companies licensed or required
to be licensed by this act and spec-
ially to report if it appears t»n him
that the assets of any company are
not sufficient to justify its continu-
ance of business or that the company
is unsafe for the public to effect in-
surance ‘with.

That it shall be an offence against
the act for any person to cause to be
insured or to insure any
within the province with any company
not specially authorized by this bill
unless it can be proved that no suf-
ficient insurance can  be obtained
from licensed insurance companies,
when the government may grant per-
mission to any person to insure else-
where for a term not exceeding twelve
months.

Local Agents.

That it shall be unlawful for any
licensed company to insure any prop-
erty situated within the province ex-
cepting through or by the authorized
local agent, unless it .be the property
of rajlroad corporations or steamship
companies.

It is to be noted that the penalties
incurred if any person does business
otherwise than with a licensed com-
pany or if a company does business
otherwise than through its local agent
amount to $500 in each case whereas
none of the -other penaltiés in the
act exceed the sum of $200.

Your committee would submit that
the main purpose of the bill is to pre-
vent insurance being obtained except-
ing at the terms and at the rates and
on the terms imposed by the British
Columbia associations of fire ‘under-
writers and to ensure that all fire in-
surance business shall pass through
the hands of the local agents except-
ing in the case of railroad companies
and steamship companies who are to
receive different treatment from the
rest of the community.

Cost Now Very Great.

It is of vital importance to the com-
munity that persons owning personal
property should insure it against loss
by fire, as the omission to do this of-
ten leads to serious financial embar-
rassment of wide reaching effect.

The present cost of fire insurance
is, however,*so great that on this ac-
count very much less insurance is
frequently carried than would be pru-
dent, and it is desirable, therefore,
that no obstacle should be imposed in
the way of persons desiring insurance
obtaining it on .the best terms possible.

The promoters of the present bill,
are what are known as ‘“old line” com-
p»uies, whereas it is often Yound that
insurance can be -obtained on more
favorable terms than those offered by

such companies from associations car-/

rying on insurance by different meth-
ods or giving special attention to par-
ticular classes of risks. The methods

property.

adopted by the old line companies
have led to great advance in’the rates
in Victoria during recent years al-
though it can be shown that the in-
surance business’ in Victoria has not
been unprofitable in-the past and it
would not seem desirable to ir any
way limit the competition in the fu-
ture.

The information before your com-
mittee is to the effect -that insurance
obtained on  the. mutual principle at
Lloyd’s and elsewhere has been of the
greatest possible benefit to those re-
quiring insurance and that cases have
occurred where. protection absolutely
necessary could not be obtained in
any other way either because the com-
bined companies would not give the
kind of protection required or refused
to insure the risk on any terms, or
asked prohibitive rates beyond what
the business concerned could stand.
That it has been found that the cost
of insurance has been greatly reduced
by mutual insurance which does not
involve the formation of a reserve
and ‘therefore: provides no fund: out
of which a-deposit could be made.

In many cases mutual insurance of
this- character is only possible when
a large area is covered and in $uch
cases it would be prevented if it had
to be confined to British Columbia
or even Canada.

o Spécial Risks.

In other cases special risks have
had to be insured with - companies
making a specialty of such risks, of
which, perhaps, there may only be
one or two:in B. C. If a deposit were
required in such , cases, it would be
a special tax on the B. C. insurer and
not on the company as a whole.

Lloyds.

The system of insurance at Lloyds
admits of a different grouping of
names on every policy and therefore
it might be necessary under the bill
to make a special deposlt"and obtain
a special license for each such policy,
while to exclude Lloyds would deprive
persons in B. C. of the help of the
greatest insurance organization in the
world.

Under the provisions of this bill it
would no longer be possible to cover
property in B. C. under ‘“blanket poli-
cies,” also insuring property _else-
where and issued outside B. C. Such
“blanket policies” in many cases en-
able insurance to be obtained at low
rates and in the case of some busi-
nesses are essential.

Your committee would point out
that if the inspector to be appointed
under the bill forms his opinion of
companies from the decumentary evi-
dence supplied by the companies, this
will not occupy more than a few days
every year, while if there is to be an
actual examination of the assets of
companies, no one man could accom-
plish the work in twelve months.

The expenses of the inspector are
tobe paid in the first instance by the
licensed companies, but there is no
doubt that in the final result it will
be paid by those requiring insurance.
It has been stated over and over again
that all special taxes paid by insur-
ance companies are considered by
them in drawing up rates of premiums
so that they form. a contribution by
those insuring rather than by the
companies, and as an illustration of
foregoing assurances have been shown
that . in Victoria premiums could be
reduced about ten per cent if the city
did not impose a special tax of $300
for each company. The amount pro-
posed to be deposited by licenses will
be a very small percentage of the risks
accepted by the. companies, sdy not
over 1 or 2 per cent. It will not,
therefore, give much additional pro-
tection, but it will have the effect of
limiting competition in favor of the
“old line” companies.

Your committee is of opinion that
in the interest of the commuaityfhose
desiring insurance should be per:
mitted to obtain it on the most favor-
able terms possible and that .they
should not be placed in the hands of
what would become a virtual mono-
poly of licensed companies, which if
they declined to take a risk or quot-
ed prohibitive rates, could practically
compel a person desiring insurance
lo withdraw from business in British
Columbia, inasmuch as the clause au-
thorizing the Minister to give special
permission to insure outside licensed
companies does not provide for an
investigation into whether rates quot-
ed are reasonable or not, and limits
the permits to a period of twelve
months.

Your committee would recommend
that this Board of Trade should pro-
test against the legislation contem-
plated in the bill under review. If
however the government hgve deter-
mined to deal with the subject, then
your committee would urge that in
all fairness the government should
take powers-to control the rates charg-
ed by the licensed companies and the
terms and conditions on which poli-
cies are issued.

CENTENARY HONORS
TO HERO OF CORUNNA

Spain Joins England in Perpet-
uating Fame of Sir John
Moore.

The memory of Sir John Moore, who
achieved one of the greatest feats of
arms in British history, was fittingly
observed in London last month, on the
centenary of his death at Corunna,
says the London Chronicle.

All day long crowds were passing
before the group of statuary raised in
honor of the great general in the
north transept of St. Paul's cathedral.
A TUnion Jack .and thé Spanish, flag
were grouped to form a canopy over
the _whole, and below werec placed a
number of floral tributes. These in-
cluded wreaths from the Spanish am-
bassador, the officers of the 52nd
Light Infantry and the Black Watch.
The League of Young Britons sent,
through Mrs. Henry Samuel, the
founder, a striking Union Jack com-
posed of red, white and blue flowers.

BEvery schoolboy—and there were
many in the cathedral on Saturday—
has- read Wolfe’s stirring lines, “On
the Burial of Sir John Moore,” and it
was good to see young faces become
grave and perhaps = little stern, as
they looked at the statue. If an ‘“old
boy’s” feelings are any guide the
voungsters will fight the fight of life
more bravely for the thought of the
great British soldier who fell ‘at Co-
runna.

Far from the grey gloom of the old
cathedral, in the bright sunlight of
Spain, there were similar scenes, for
the Spanish ambassador states ' that
celebrations were taking place in his
own land, especially at Corunna, where
the Sir John Moore monument is pre-
served with great reverence and pride
and is, visited annually by crowds of
Spaniards. and Britons.

Wreaths were also placed on the Sir
John ‘Moore statue at Glasgow by the
Gordon Highlanders. At Aldershot the
1st Yorkshire Light Infantry, with
whom Sir John started his  career,
trooped the colors. A general holiday
was‘then proclaimed. g

“The boldest, the most successful,
the most brilliant stroke of war of
all time,” is the verdict of General
Maurice, . the leading critic," on the
short campaign led by Sir'John Moore
from October 7, 1808, when he took
‘“‘command of the armies in Portugal
for action in' Spain,” till his death on
January- 16, 1809. On October 26,
Moore had left Lisbon with about 12,-
000 men, struck northeast for: Valla-
dolid, and reached Salamanca on No-
vember 13.. At the same time Sir Da-
vid Baird had left Corunna with 59,-
000 men to join him. :

Soult Attacks.

With his tiny force Moore threaten-
ed the French lines of communication,
pressed through country swarming
with the ememy, and joined Baird at
Majorga. On December 19 Napoleon
was staggered by the news that the
tiny army he believed to be retreating
to the coast had actually, to quote
General Maurice, “struck a blow at his
very vitals.” At once he set off post=
haste in pursuit, through the deep
snow of the Seirra passes. ‘“The
British are lost,” he cried.

The forces of Moore and Baird, just
22,689  men in all, began the retreat
on Corunna, fighting rear-guard ac-
tions all the way, with Napoleon and
the flower of his army at their heels;
but the British escaped annihilation.
Napoleon himself retired in disgust on
January 1, 1809, after a theatrical
scene on parade, designed to suggest
that Austrian affairs claimed his at-
tention.

Moore reached the sea on January
11, with Soult close on to his heels;
but the ships which he expeeted. to
mect there, to take his worn troops to
Vigo, were not to be seen. He was
trapped at last, and must give battle,
with his small, enfeebled army, against
the French host. Days passed before
Soult attacked and was driven back
from the solid British squkres. The
village of Elvina saw the . sternest
fighting and here, in the hour of vie-
tory, Sir John was thrown:from his
horse by a cannon shot, and taken
from the field mortally wounded, his
face brightening when he saw his
troops advance. As the men carried
him, his sword hilt became entangled
in his terrible wound, which had shat-
tered his shoulder, broken the ribs over
his heart; and left his arm hanging by
a. piece of skin. A staff officer at-
tempted to remove the sword, but the
dying general stopped him with the
words, ‘It is as well as it is. T had
rather it should go out of the field with
me.” .

The battle was scarcely won when
his body, wrapped in a miltary cloak,
was buried in the.citadel of Corunna,
and so passed a man who may surely
have been a ‘‘happy warrior.”

In short the proposal is-that
upon condition of
abandoning the right, for a specified
period, of .generating and distributing
power ameng. the citizens the company
will accept and carry .out certain./un-
dertakings, It will as speedily as pos-

able horse power. -It will give a guar-

‘charged consumers in the city of Van-
‘couver. - After its proposed new plant
ig in operdtion the company will de«
liver po-wer for lighting the streets of
‘the city at half the cost-of operating
the present civic plant. In the event
of the city securing a new source of
water supply capable of generating
water power, the company will’ take
siich power at a- rate to be agreed
upot,  thus.: obviating any possi-
ple waste of a commeodity which
might prove a source of Tevenue to
the ratepayers. No ' definite wunder-
taking can be given in regard to ex-
tensiong and jmprovements  of the
tramway system; but it is understood,
and it is not unreasonable to antici~
pate, that with @ power supply of
such . splendid proportions to draw
upon in a few years all the thickly
populated districts in: the neighbor-
hooa of Victoria would be supplied
with electric transportation facilities.
In the évent of such a consummation,
no very vivid imagination is necessary
to anticipate the great bemnefits which
will accrue to the: city and the sur-
rounding country. We have but to
-cansider . the tremendous strides the
neighboring cities of © Vancouver and
New  Westminster, .with the districts
conﬁgu&us ‘thereto, have made within
recent years to understand the bene-
fits of cheap and rapid communication.
Our neighbors have no hesitation .in
giving the eénterprise. of the British
Columbia Eleetric Railway Company
full credit for the part it has played
in the wonderful development noted.
The Times is now, and always has
been, a consistent advocate of munie-

-ipal. ownership and operation of “pub-

lie utilities.”” But in connection "with
this matter there are certain consid-
erations whiéh must be taken into
serious account. The first considera-
tion is that in order to geénérate elec-
trieal power with the highest economic
results a source of water supply is
absolutely necessary.

There are still some high=
ly optimistic people in our midst who
believe that ultiméately the city and
the Esquimalt Water Works Company
may be brought together and a bar-
gain consummmated. In that event the
company agrees to take at a price to
be fixed all the power that e¢an
be generated, so that all the advan-
tages accruing from that property
could bé wutilized. «

Every one of us realizes the impossi-
bility of the municipality entering into
the busginess of supplying light for
domestic purposes and power for com-
mercial purposes to citizens. But in-
vestors in Great Britain do not so un-
derstand the situation. They reguire
a guarantee of at least a prospect of
dividends and security for their in-
vestmé_nts before placing their money
in enterprises of any kind. It is quite
apparent that one principal reason
why _ Victoria and its environs
have not expanded as rapidly as  the
cities on the coast of the mainland is
that we have not had the advantages
they have had.- The tramway people
maintain that we cannot be placed-in
a ‘corresponding position "as ‘Jong as
the present comparatively expensive
system of generating power is main-
tained. They will undertake to place
us upon an equality as regards these
l.things providing we agree to the con=
ditions  which . the people of Vancou-
ver have accepted.

We are pleased to see that the city
council is disposed to accept the con-
gitions prescribed, and we believe that,
after the facts are thoroughly, under-
stood, the great majority of the peo-
ple of Victoria will uphold the coun-
¢il in its determination.

SYNODICAL VIEWS,

Rev. Charles E. Cooper, chairman of
the Commlt.tee of the Anglican Synod
on Mora] and Social Reform, has for-
warded to the Times a serieg of reso-
lutions adopted by that committee,
which we publish in anothéer column,
The resolutions are all important, as
they recommend action for the ameli~
oration or eradication of evils which
are 'having a ve:Ly injurious social effect
in British Columbia and throughout the
whole of Canada. It is important that
children of tender years should be pro-
tected against certain insidious prac-
tices to which allusionr is made in re-
solution one and that everything pos-

‘reasonably be expected to do to miti-
gate’the vice of drunkenness, which we
triist is not & growing evil in the pro-
vitice., But Resolution 8ix is probably
the item which will' create chief in-
terest, as it deals with a mattér that
has caused-a great stir not only in Bri-
‘tish’ Qolumbia, but far beyond . the
Its termis are

as follows: 3iidly ;

“Phis commiities presses for & judicial
enquiry into the alleged disgraceful
forgery in cofinection Wwith the late
Dominion election in this city which
has cast an unmerited slur upon one of.
the great parties of the state and ‘has
subjected many inno¢ent persons to
suspicion; and for the public punish-
ment of the criminal. - The committee
feels that if & public ¢rime of this mag-
nitude i allowed to g0 unpunished it is
not reasoriable to’condemn the crimes

of private citizens.”

We do not understand why tlie cotn-
mittee should deseribe the telegram as
an “alleged disgraceful forgery.”

fossion of an individual wheo sdssumes
f£u1] responsibility for the crime and ex-
onerates the managerient of the Col-
onist from all responsibility or blame.
If that is the case there should be,lit-
tle difficulty in bringing the guilty
party to book, éven should Bishop Per-
rin feel that his position as an eceles-
jastical repository or an honorable man
will not permit of the divulgence of
the name of the ‘‘confessee.’”” If the
Attornéy-General of the province feels,
as the committee of the Synod does,
that as a result of the  publication of
the forgery an unmerited slur has been
cast upon one of the great parties of
the state, that in-itself, apart from
many other comsiderations of more im-
portance, ought to impe]l him, as the
person responsible for the administra-
tion of justice in the province, to 'set
the machinery of the law in motion.
With such data dg we understand the
Colonist has in its possession, and
which we can hardly believe it has
given a solemn undertaking not to use,
a smart detective would soon place his
hand upon the shoulder of the guilty
party.

Freight Cargoes Leaving Seat-
tle for Northern Mining
Camps.

Seattle, Wash., ‘Feb. 15~The. hig
spring rush of passengers and freight
to Alaska is now on. Steamships de-

partlr{g from Seattle during the past |

week have taken capacity cargoes, and
the passenger lists have been exceed-
ingly heavy. At this time of tbe year
there is' a heavy movement of freight
and materia] for the mining camps of
the north, and prominent operators
usually leave Seattle at this time to
prepare for the summer’s operations.

Steamship Pennsylvania sailing for
the north this week, took big consign-
ments of lumber for the wharves and
warehouses that will be erected at the
new town of Port Graham, which will
be the headquarters of the Cook Inlet
and Susitna river districts. The Pénn-
sylvania and the Portland, which also
departed for the north this week, took
several hundred tons of material and
supplies for the Susitna district. Big
consignments of eggs and other sup-
blies will ‘-bg sent up on the following
steamships. The freight will be deliv-
ered at Valdez and freighted from that
point over the trall to Fairbanks and
other interior cities,

The little stéamship Corwin again
will 'head the Nomeé-boiind fleet this
year, leaving Beattle with mail and
supplies for May 10th. For the last five
years the staunch little vessel hag béen
the first vessel to greet the eyes of the
northeérners off the roadstead at Nome,
Her arrival there is always made the
occasion for a big demonstration as she
brings mail and passengers, and form-
ally annournces the opening of the sea-
sofi. Capt. West, of thg Corwin, is one
of the best navigators in the north, and
the great dangers experienced in steam-
ing between the towering icebergs do
not bother him, The last year was an
unusually severe ome for the Nome
steamships, and for more than three
weeks thé vVessels were frozen in
Behring Sea.

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TIMBER SOLD X
COWICHAN LAKE

C. P. R. DISPOSES OF
REMAINING TRACTS

American Capital Invests and
Will Use Proposed
Branch Line.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

A timber deal involving wel] on to a
million dollars has been completed by
which a syndicate of TUnited States
capitalists has ‘acquired the timber
jands about Cowichan lake, which were
formerly held by the C. P. R. as a part
of the E. & N, land grant. ‘The sale of
the timber it ig said is conditional upon
the early construction of the Cowichan
lake branch of the railway.

The C. P. R. has long desired to build
to the timber lands of Cowichan lake
for a double purpose. One ig to secure
the trade which the conveying of the
timber to salt water would entail,.and
the other is for the purpose of saving
the Cowichan river as a fishing river.
The floating of logs down the stream
has had a disastrous effect upon the
river as a fishing place. The logs tear
up the bed of the river in places, and
do inestimable damage in that way.
The C. P. R. is interested in preserving
the good qualities of the Cowichan as
a fishing river, and when it was pro-
posed to construct this line of railway
a proposition was made to the owners
of timber lands in the district to be
reached to use the railway instead of
floating logs down the river. Satis-
factory arrangements it is sald have
been made, and by the selling of the
remaining timber held there the use of
the proposed railway as a means of
transportation is assured,

The company has abeut completed
the location of the line, which  will
reach the E. & N. main line a few miles
out of the centre of Duncan. The tim-
ber will be brought over this line to
salt water probably where it will be
manuactured into lumber for shipment.

In all its negotiationg for extensions
of the E. & N. the C. P. R. Company
has recognized that for some time to
come the great source of freight will
be the timber of the island. This was
recognized in connection with the
Alberni extension, and there Iumber
companies were negotiated with. .before
the extension was decided upon so that
the railway might have an assurance
of traffic.

| Erection of Additional Wing is Urged

at Annua] Meeting,

Vancouver, Feb. 11.—In the absence
of Campbell Sweeny, W. F. Salsbury
Officiated in the position of chairman
at the annual meeting of the governors
of the Genera] hospital, held last night.

Mr. Sweeny’s annual report stated
that the increase of the hospital days
from 47,798 in 1907, to 54,940 in 1908, ap-
proximates an average of 20 additional
beds - occupied  daily during the year.
This also shows that the institution is
taxed to.its capacity, and that the erec-
tion of the southeast wing will not be
undertaken a day too soon.. The gen-
eral balance sheet shows that in addi-
tion to the deficit of $2,359.40 on the
operating account,- there has been ex-
pended during the year the sum of $6,-
308.88 for what is termed emergency ex-
pense on capital account, and this
makse a total of $8,668.28 carried to the
profit and loss column,

Mr. Salsbury and Mr. ' Robertson,
whose terms of office as governors had
expired, were both re-elected by adcla-
mation. The two new governors in
place of Mr. Sweeny and Dr, Tunstall
are Dr. A. S. Munro and Dr. William
Murray. 4

During the year 2,395 patients have
been treated ‘at the hospital, and of
these 2,008 have been residents of the
city, while 387 have come from various
parts of British Columbia.

PLAN TO REORGANIZE
DOMINION COPPER CO.

Committee Formed at Boston
Will Submit Proposal to
Those Interested.

Phoenix, Feb., 11.—Information comes
from Boston that a committee appoint-
ed some months ago to formulate some
plan for the reorganization of the Do-
minion Copper Company, ig about to
submit a plan to those interested. The
company, now in the hands of the
court, has outstanding-$800,000 of bonds,
with $28,000 of unpaid interest thereon,
$100,000 - .of floating debt, and 500,000
shares of stock, par $10.

The plan to be submitted by the com-
mittee is as follows: The committee to
purchase the property at foreclosure
sale and transfer it to the New Do-
minion Copper Company, which shall
tssue the following securities $500,000 of
six per cent. ten-year income bonds,
convertible - into- stock at par, $5 per
share, 250,000 shares of common stock
of a par value of $5 per share.

Present bondholders will take new
stock for their bonds on the basis of
210 shares of new stock for each $1,000
bond. This will absorb 168,000 shares of
new stock. Creditors will receive 20,000
shares of new ,stock in the proportion
of twenty shares for each $100. Present
stockholders upon turning in their
stock and “subscribing at par for the
new bonds on the basis of $100 of bonds
for each 100 of present shares wil] re-
ceive, "in addition to the bonds sub-
scribed for, ten shares of new stock for
each 100 shareg of present stock, this
calling for 50,000 shares. Underwriters
will -receive 12,000 shares of the new
stock, which will account for the en-
tire 250,000 shares, -

The new bonds are to be paid for in
four installments, beginning February
26th and ending May 25th, 25 per cent.
monthly. The cash requirements of the
plan have been underwritten,

ARBOR NEEDS
AT VANCOUVER

TIME EXTENSION IN
FALSE CREEK SCHEME

Opposition Aroused to Further
Delay in Expropriation of
Property.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Practicaly shut off from the open
sea on Buarrard-Inlet the city of Van-
couver has for years had a scheme on
hand for the making of a harbor in
False Creek. . The creek is the property
of the city and it has since 1904 had
the power to expropriate the foreshore
right of the proprietors —along the
shores of the creek.

There is a bill before the legislature
this session to extend the time within
which the city may procéed to carry
out - expropmiation proceedings, to
which opposition is being offered by
scme of the owners and, in a quist
way it is understood, by the C. P. R
The matter came up this morning in
the private bills committee, when
there was a large array of Vancou-
verites for and against the extension.

During the morning A. H. B. Mac-
gowan, the city member in charge of
the bill, was deluged with telegrams
asking his support for one side or
other. He must have received Half a
hundred messages.

City Solicitor Maedonald pointed out
the importance of giving the city the
extension of time asked for by it for
the carrying out of its extensive False
Creek development scheme.

Mayor Douglas explained that the
city owns the bed of the creek by
quit claim deed' from the Dominion
and provincial governments. The de-
veloping of this property was of the
greatest importance to the city as
would give control over harbor rates
and would enable the entry of addi-
tiona] railways. Owners of property
along the shore would not suffer, as
any .property required from them
would be expropriated at its value
when expropriation took place.

Ald, John Macmillan went into the
Listory of the scheme.. He said the
city only desired to acquire the rip-
arian rights * of owners along the
waterfront and not any land at all, It
had so many large outlays to make
in the near future ' that it was not
able immediately to go on with its
harbor plansy

A, H. B. Macgowan considered. that
the municipal representatives had
made a strong case for an extension
of time. In early days ' the whole
waterfront 'of Vancouver had been
legislated away, but under the False
Creek scheme there was a great op-
portunity- ko build up a: harbor and
the city’ should have 'timeito carry out
its plans.

A. H, Macneill, K. 'C., on behalf of
the V., V. & E. railway, stated that
the company owned nine-tenths of the
property which would be affected and
was quite agreeable to the extension
being granted.

E. A. Brown, of the Great Northern
railway, also expressed consent,

Joseph Martin, K. C., for the own-
ers on the north shore of the creek,
denied that they opposed or blocked
the scheme but thcy protested against
having to wait six years longer with
the likelihood of expropriation hang-
ing over them. The city should be
able to carry out its expropriation
rroceedings within ninety days, and
at most it should not get more than a
year. If it had not the money the
railway would advance it.

E. V. Bodwell, K. C., followed along
similar. lines. He argued that owing
to the indefinite nature of the action
of-the city the owners were unable to
extend their businesses. The city
should say now if it intended to go on
with  the expropriation necessary. He
declared that the whole thing was an
effort to beat down prices for the bene-
fit of a foreign railway company.

C. J. Peters endorsed al] the two
previous counsel had stated.

Mr. Macneill contradicted the state-
ment that the railway would furnish
the city with funds. All the money re-
quired would have to be raised by the
city 'in the regular way,

Mr. Howard and Mr, Macdonald both
repudiated the idea that there was any
collusion between the city and the rail-
way. Mr. Macdonald said the time
might be made four years.

The committee will consider the mat-
ter.

Vancouver also asked for the power
to conduct a telephone business if, at
any time, it so desired.

W. T. Farrell, president of the B, C.
Telephone Co., asked the committee,
if it gave the right, to put in a clause
empowering the city to take over the
property of ‘the B. C. Telephone Co. at
a price to be fixed by. arbitratich.

City Solicitor Macdonald said the city
did not want the power asked if it was

“to have such a clause attached to it.

The matter will be further consider-
ed.

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PLEADS GUILTY TO
A SERIOUS CHARGE

Timber Dealer Gets Three
Months for Passing
Bad Cheque.

W. J. Thickens, a timber dealer, own-
ing $100,000-worth of timber the sur-
vey of which is in dispute, and with
$975 on deposit at his solicitors office,
pleaded guilty in the police court this
morning to passing a worthless cheque
for $5 on Copas & Young, grocers, and
receiving in exchange fifty cents worth
of groceries and $450 in change. The
magistrate sentenced him to three
months’ imprisonment.

Mr. Tait, of -McPhillips & Heister-
man, who appeared for \the accused,
said Thickengs came here to conduct
large timber deals -and was a well
known man of good family. He, how-
ever, was at present without funds, al-
though he owned $100,000 worth of tim-
ber and had $976 deposited at his at-
torneys’ offices. The survey of the
timber was in dispute and the money
could not be handled till the dispute
was settled. Thickens was at - one
time a rich man, and a few months
ago had put through a large timber
deal for which he received a large sum
in commission. This, however, had
gone, Thickens® fault was that-he went
on occasional ‘“sprees” and was then
in such a condition that he was not
responsible for his actions. He was on
a ‘“‘spree” at the time he passed the
cheque to Copay & Young.

The accused repeated the statements
of his solicitor, adding that he had
never been in jail and asked for len-
ient treatment.

Magistrate Jay, in passing sentence,
said cases of the kind were so fre-
quent in Victoria that severe treat-
ment was necessary. He did not think
accused: was so fuddled as to be abso-
lutely unaware of his %ctions as the
cheque was properly drawn, Taking
all matters into consideration, how-
ever, he would impose a sentence of
three months.

VANCOUVER HARBOR

Harbor Master Will Not Allow
Vessels to Anchor in
Mid-stream.

Captain D. A, MclInnis, Vancouver’'s
new harbor master, stated at the weekly
meeting of the Shipmasters’ Association
in- that'city that he intended in future
to forbid vessels anchoring in the middle
of.the harbor, as they were in.the habit
of doing at present. No harbor of the
importance -of Vancouver tolerated such
action, which was without doubt a consid-
erable menace to the rest of the shipping
frequenting the precincts of the port
Stich accidents as the recent collision with
the Fukui Maru were bound to occur,
and, if a similar state of affairs were to
exist in the future, a disaster was bound
to take place. Vancouver frequently ex-
perienced fogs in the Inlét, and, if a ves-
sel was swinging on her anchors in mid-
stream, accident could only be prevented
by the direct intervention of fortune and
chance. In future he, as harbor master,
proposed to enforce regulations which
would; enact that all’ vessels desiring to
moor at Vancouver and not at a wharf
for over 24 hours should be moved to the
Moodyville anchorage, where they could
be in safety for themselves and no danger
to others. It would be, no doubt, a hard-
ship on persons desiring to visit the ves-
sels, but the present state of affairs was
intolerable and the lives of seafaring
men who plied the waters of the Inlet
were in jeopardy every time that fog pre-
vailed over the harbor.

This action of Captain McInnis was en-
dorsed by the Shipmasters’ Association,
who decided to address a letter to him to
that effect in order thereby to strengthen
his hands in the matter.

DEVELOPMENT OF
MEXICAN CONCESSIONS

Local
Steps to Colonize Large
District.

The pick of Mexican government
lands in the province of Guerrero, to
the extent of 1,500,000 acres, has been
granted as a concession-to a company

of it has been taken up. The other
half is open for settlement and the
track has been granted to the loca] in-
térests free of taxation and of import
and export duties for the next ten
years. ' In return for this the company
is under contract to colonize.the land,

adians. If they do not colonize it they
have to pay an ‘extra price of 27 cents
an acre,

Negotiations have already been enter-
ed into with several large colonization
companies, one of which ig located at
Winnipeg, to put people on these lands.
and’ it is expected that in the near fu-
ture development: work will be -com-
menced in earnest.

At present a small holding company
has been formed here capitalized at
$250,000 and nearly all of the mecessary
stock has been sold. It is the intention
of the company to put their holdings
on the market at from $2 an acre up-
wards, and as this is well known to be
the garden of the Mexican republic, it
is confidently expected that the lands
will be quickly.taken up. The country
is well siuted for growing sugar, cot-
ton, tobacco, coffee, corn, and better
than all, alfalfa. There are already
many sugar mills, and cottony is being
grown. The company has a contract
with the Mexican government, ivhich
will pyrchase all the alfalfa they can
raise at a price not lower than $30
(Mexican) .per ton. As it is possible to
grow five or six crops of alfalfa in a
jseason it is easy to see how profitable
this’ must be. Last year tnere was u
scarcity of -alfalfa in the couniry and
the price went up to $50 a ton.

Another industry which it is expected
wil] prove very profitable is that of
raising sheep. At present the price of
mutton is low there, owing to lack of
transportation. A good sheep can be
bought for $5, and that at a profit to
the raiser. . These sheep could be
brought here aliye and would,, it is re-
presented, be far preferable to the
frozen mutton at present imported from
New Zealand.

An idea of the amount of develop-
ment work proposed by the new com-
pany and the prospects of the district
opening up may 'be gathered from the
fact that the company intends to build
a railway one hundred miles in length
to connect with a line now being built.
Thig railway will connect direct with
Mexica city and will bring that city 350
miles nearer the coast than any other
line.

On ‘the 100*mile extension that it is
pgoposed_to build, the Mexican govern-
ment wil] grant a subsidy: of $25,600 a
mile, which will pay half the cost of
construction. Then the mine owners
along. the route have guaranteed 'to
take $200,000 worth of bonds, so that all
the money to build the railway is prac-
tically guaranteed.

There are already over 100 miles in
the state of Guerrero, a number of
which are at present operating, the
coal being nacked to Mexico City on
the backs of mules and selling at that
place at $37 a ton. Mexico is at pres-
ent importing coal to the amount of
$3,000,000 -a. year from Wales and New
York. Much of this might come from
British Columbia, it is felt. Ships come
all the way round the Horn with this
coal, which is sold at Acapulco at $16
a ton,

From the above it will be seen that
not only is there a great fleld for Can-
adian investment in Mexico, but also
that-much of the trade of that country
should come to British Columbia, Al-
ready there are two direct lines of
steamers plying between the two coun-
tries and it is not improbable that these
may be still further increased.

DARING OUTRAGE
NEAR DENVER

TWO MASKED MEN HOLD
UP PASSENGER TRAIN

—

Bandits Secure Registered Mail
Under Cover of
Fusilade.

Denver, Col, Feb. 13.—Two masked
bandits held up a Denver & Rio Grande
train, No. 4, at Military Junction, be-
tween Fort Logan and Denver, at 3.46
o’¢lock this morning, looting the malil
car and registered mail.

The train was dué in Denver at 10.45
last might, but was running late, There
is a steep grade just after leaving the
junction, and as the train reached the
crest two men sprang into the glare of
the headlight. -One ran rapidly to-
wards the engine and climbed into the
cab. He had a gun in each hand, and
quickly had the fireman and engineer
under subjection. As soon as the train
was stopped the other bandit ran to the
mail car and hammered on the door.
During this time the men were shoot-
ing rapidly along the side of the train
to intimidate the passengers and train
crew. It is estimated they fired at least
Gfty shots.

The bandit in the engine cab forced
the engineer and fireman to accompany
him, and while one of the bandits stood
guard over the engineer the other one
compelled the fireman to enter the mall
car and point out the registered mail
sacks. Then, marching the engine crew
back to the engine, they ordered them
to proceed at full speed to Denver,
threatening to shoot if not immediate-
ly obeyed.

The bandits made good their escape
In the direction of Fort Logan, but it
Is believed they really made their way
to Denver. The train proceeded to Santa
Fe Junction, where the news of the
hold up was telegraphed to Denver, A
half dozen secret service men at once
proceeded to the scene of the hold up,
and Chief Armstrong sent an auto load
of policemen to assist in the search.

APPEAL DISMISSED IN
SLOCAN MINING CASE

Judgment of B. C. Court in
White Co. vs. Star Mining
Co. Is Sustained

(Special to the Times.)
Ottawa, Feb, 12.—In 'the Supreme
court this morning judgment was de-
livered dismissing the appeal of Byron
N. White & Co. vs. the Star Mining &
Milling Co. from the judgment of the
Bupreme court of British Columbia, The

dispute affects Slocan mining locations.
The original action was brought by the
‘White company in 1901 for trespass by
taking ore, The defendants claimed that
under the old apex mining laws of Bri-
tish Columbia the mineral in question
was contained in the Slocan Star vein
which claim may follow extralaterally

to extend outside vertical side lines of
surface location,

The Supreme court now confirms the
decision of the British Columbia Appeal
court, that the mining rights do not
extend beneath the surface beyond the
vertical side lines of the surface loca-
tion.

JEALOUS MADMAN KILLS
RIVAL, WOUNDS WOMAN

Escaped Lunatic’s Sensational

Midnight Crimes in New
Jersey.

Port Norris, N. J., Feb., 13.—In-
flamed, it is said, by jealousy, Rich-
ard Donegan to-day killed Joseph
Somerfield and seriously wounded Mrs,
Madge Kinkle, of whom he was en-
amored. The 18-year-old son of the
woman was also shot, but not serious-
ly injured.

Donegan said to the police that he had
iwice escaped from the state insane
asylum at Norristown, Pa., and ' his
first question was whether the police
were going to send him back there.

Brigadier General Rawlinson
Says it Is Menace to
Peace of World.

INCREASED COST
OE PANAMA CANAL

W. H. TAFT DEPLORES
ADVERSE CRITICISM

Object of Waterway to Double
Efficiency of United
States Navy.

New Orleans, La., Feb, 13.—In his
speech at the banquet a la Creole,
given in his honor here last night,
President-elect Taft regretted what he
termed as the unfounded criticism of
the cana] work. There was, he said,
nothing so discouraging as a fire in the
the rear, and this was particularly
disastrous when directed upon so iso-
lated a zone. The cost was to be
greater than originally estimated, he
said, but the amount of excavation had
been increased 50 per cent., The locks

U. S. FIGHT TO STAMP
OUT CATTLE DISEASE

Congress Is Asked for a Fui-
ther Appropriation of .
. $250,000.

Washington, D; C., Feb. 13.—Secre-
tary Wilson, of the United States de-
partment of agriculture, has communi-
cated to congress the fact that unless
another appropriation of $250,000 is
made to cover the éxpenses of stamp-
ing out the foot and mouth disease,
the work of the bureau of animal in-
dustry, which has charge of the meat
inspection branch of the government,
will be seriously hampered before the
end of the fiscal year. *

Early in the present session the sef§f-
reary asked congress to give him $500,-
000 for this work, but only $150,000 was
appropirated. He says that $181,776 al-
ready has been expended, and there
are further liabilities estimated at
$63,285, making a total of $247,061 up to
this date. All of this money was taken
from the appropriation for general ex-
penses of the bureau.

The epidemic of foot and mouth dis-
ease responsible for these large ex-
penditures was in the states of Penn-
slyvania, New York, Michigan. and
Maryland. The disease was brought
under control some time ago, but Mr.

Wilson has declared that men must |

be kept in the field to observe symp-
toms with a view to preventing an-
other outbreak.

MARINE DISASTER

Steamship Company’s steamer Pen-
guin was wrecked yesterday off Cape
Terawhiti. Some of the passengers
and a number of the members of the
crew were saved, but the remainder of
the ship’s company, numbering sixty-
seven, are missing, and are supposed
to have perished.

FORT CHURCHILL
A COMING PORT

Northland Visitor Says Railway
Will Open Up Undreamed
of Resources.

“When the road is built, you will just
have to shut up shop down here and
in Montreal. That's how ‘much of a
commercial proposition the Hudson's
Bay railway will be for the north coun-
try,” said Wm. Beech, of Fort Church-
ill, when leaving Toronto on his trip
pack to the Far North. “In twenty-five
years, Churchill is destined to be the
third largest city of the Dominion. It's
the coming seaport of this country and
you people will goon find out how much
of a rival it will be.”

Mr, Beech left Fort Churchill on the
25rd of November last and reached
Winnipeg on January 14th, travelling
by dog train with only a smal]] Indian
boy for compay. He found the weather
very cold, especially in tHe neighbor-
hood of Norway House, where the ther-
mometer registered 53 degrees below.
He was the first toe make the trip with
dogs, the Hudson Bay men saying that
it could not be made with Eskimo dogs,
but Mr. Beech was determfned to prove
that the contrary was the case. He
met the Hudson Bay surveyors about
fifty miles west of Spirit lake, getting
on well and in good health, but not
able to make great progress on account
of a shortage of dogs. They calculated
however, on being able to reach Fort
Churchill by the first of April. ' Mr.
Beech will leave Winnipeg about March
1st for his veturn trip across the 850
miles to the Hudson Bay port.

He has been in the country five years,
and is enthusiastic over its prospects.
Last year he had his wife ’in
Churchill with him, she being the
only white woman that ever went In-
to the country or made the trip across
the frozen regions. She returned last
winter and the return trip took 90 days,
being detained 20 days through inability
to cross a river, and then requiring 20
days more to get their dogs in shape.
Mr. Beech is engaged in mining and
lumbering, and has made some good
finds of copper. He i8 t0o far north for
agriculture, but finds it posgible to raise
garden truck. He ig the only white
man that has been seen on the east
ank of the Churchill river, outside of
officials, but has pleaty of grit and de-

PREPARING TO PROSPECT
BLACK SAND DEPOSITS

Two Camps Established at
Rose Spit, Queen Char-
lotte Island.

(Special Correspondence.)

Skidegate, Feb. 6.—Le Spence, who
has just returned from a trip to Rose
Spit, says that the preparations for
prospecting and ‘working the black
sand in that vicinity for gold are being
pushed ahead rapidly.

He was forced
to spend the night on the trall, and
reached Mexican Tom’s ranch the next
day in an exhausted condition,

LARGE ROOMING
HOUSES UNDER CONTRACT

Permits Issued for Buildings
Which Will Be Constructed
at Once.

Building ' ‘permints issued Friday to
George C. Mesher cover buildings to cost
$37,500, comprising a four story basement
block for-¥ates street, a twenty-roomed
rooming house on McClure and Collinson
streets, and a nine roomed dwelling house
to be built on land on the Gorge road.

Two of the buildings, the Yates street
block and the twenty-roomed rooming
house, are beilng built for the Victoria
Building Company, and the dwelling
house at the Gorge road is for R. Beard.
All the plans and work are in the hands
of Architect .George C. Mesher, Fort
street.

All the buildings will be commenced at
once. The Yates. street block is to be of
steel, eancrete and brick, containing two
double-fronted large stores and forty-four
rooms, the steel for which will arrive
from Pittsburg in two weeks, and will be
ready for occupation ‘inside of . four
months. :

The Yates street building, to be erected
on the concrete foundations on the lot ad-
joining the offices of Dr. Hall, between
Blanchard and Douglas  streets, will oc-
cupy land sixty by seventy feet. It will
consist of a basement, two stores on the
ground floor, and a large central en-
trance with storway to the floors above.
The plans provide for a rooming house
with a restaurant provided below in one
of the stores. This will accommodate one
hundred persons. A mezzanine floor in
the first story will have further dining
room accommodation for eighty persons,
and will be accessible either from the
rooms or from the dining room below.

The three floors, containing forty-four
rooms, are all to be fitted with hot ana
cold running water, and the premises
will be equipped with an up-to-date hot
water heating plant.

Steel and brick on concrete foundations
will be used for the construction, and
twenty-seven tons of steel are ordered
and will arrive from Pittsburg in two
weeks’ time. Work will then be com-
menced and the building completed in
four months. The cost is estimated at
$25,000. The interior will be finished In
fir, with panelled walls, and four baths
are provided on each floor.

On McClure and Collinson streets,
twenty rooms will be erected under a
Colonial style of architecture, two stories
in height, to cost $8,000. Wood will be
used almost entirely in the construction,
and each pair of rooms will be provided
with a bath _and tellet. Hot and cold
water in this as in the other building is
included in the plans, and the building
will be equipped with hot air. Work will
be commenced at once, and also on the
dwelling for Mr. Beard at Gorge road,
which is to-cost $4,500.

Esther Buhhe Makes Port
Townsend After Battle With
Elements.

Port Townsend, Feb, 1L,~With salle
torn to: ribbons and held to masts by,
frayed cordage and with gear gnarled
and twisted, the American three-meast-
ed schooner Esther Buhne, Capt, An«
drew Olson, blew into the Strait of
Fuca from the ocean during last night
and is at anchor here, the mest severe-
1y used vessel of the Pacifie sailing fleet
that has come to Puget Sound &uring
the year. Bound from San Pedro for
Coos bay, Oregon, after forty-three
days’ battling with gales, an entrance
to the strait was accomplished only
after an improvised jury rig had béen
set. The crew of seven was exhausted.
by privations in battling against the
elements,

Capt. Olson describes the experiences
through which his command passed as
more remarkable than any he has had
or heard of in many years’ sailing, and
how all escaped being lost is more than
a mystery. The schooner was bound on
a voyage usually rated as a twelve-day-
passage. Provisions for only shortly.
longer were taken on at San Pedro,
and for nearly a month the crew have
been existing on short rations, Added
to the discomforts of contending with
storms and struggling on lee shores
the shortage of food presented a most
serious condition,

The appearance of the vessel upholds/
the story of hardship and distress
brought by Capt. Olson and his crew.
The mainsail was carried away eom-
pletely, and, rent and torn; the other
gear is useless by reason of 'many
rovings having been parted. Orders’
have not been received, but it is prob-
able that extensive repairs will be
made and a Iumber charter from ‘the:
Sound secured.

“We had heavy southerly weather
almost from the hour of leaving San
Pedro,” stated Capt. Olson. “Our run
up the coast was made uneventful
until a position was reached a short
distance to the southward of Coos bay.
Almost” without warning there arose
storms that required every attention
to keep from going over, The weather
was the most remarkable that I have
ever encountered. Gales of great force
were frequent, subsiding quickly into
dead calms,

“Under such conditions it was im-
possible to enter Coos bay, and to pre-
vent standing against the storm we
steered north after our mainsail “had
been damaged, and the rest of the
gear weakened. Almost identical were
the experiences that followed attempts:
to enter at the mouth of the Columbia
and later into Grays harbor. We were
buffeted 600 miles along the coast, the
greater part of the distance with sails
so damaged that there was no’ hope
had we been blown upon a lea shore.”

BARGE SPRANG LEAK
IN SEYMOUR NARROWS

Cargo of Lumber Will Be

Transferred to the
Georgia.

(From Saturday’'s Daily.)

While passing through Seymour Nar-
rows yesterday the C. P. R. transfer
barge No. 2, bound to Prince Rupert;
in tow of the Czar, sprang a leak with
'the result that it became necessary to
beach her on the sand in Plumper’'s
bay. The tug left her there, and re-
turned to Union Bay, from which point
word was sent to this city. In the
meantime the steamer Rupert City
passed and sent in the first news of the
accident by wireless to the local gov-
ernment station.

The barge wag on the way from
Chemainus with lumber for the street
work, which is being done in the new
city. The captain of the Czar in his
communication to Captain Troup stated
that he did not touch a rock, and could
not account for the leak.

Last evening the steamer William
Jolliffe left for Vancouver, where the
barge Georgia was secured from the
Mackenzie Company, and some of the
lumber will be transferred to it. Tha
Jolliffe left Vancouver this morning
about 8 o’clock for the north. When
the barge has been lightened she will
be repaired at low water and pumped
out by the Jolliffe and raised. It is not
expected that there will be any great
delay.

JOHN ‘OLIVER-POINT
OUT WEAK FEATURES

Aoceéé to AWaterfront—Prov-
ince Gets a Useless Piece
of Land.

e

Legislative Press Gallery, Feb. 11.

The government has evidently been
taken by surprise at the action of the
opposition in criticizing and opposing
the agreement made with the Grand
mrunk Pacific and the townsite company
touching the selection of the provincial
portions of the site of Prince Rupert.

As it is looked into more closely it
becomes more apparent that the agree-
ment is a faulty one, and that the gov-
ernment is preparing for the new trans-
continental terminus a state of af-
fairs worse than that which exists a’
‘Vaneouver in relation to public access
In a very clear and
convinecing speech John Oliver, of Delta,
showed the House this afternoon that
in the plans approved of by the chief
commissioner, as required by last year’s
act, there are only two street ends
which reach the water, and even this
‘will not be of value for the reason that
the railway lieg outside them, between
the street ends and the open harbor.

Any further streets leading to the
water will have to be constructed
through the provincial blocks and must
be carried over the railway tracks on
kridges which will have to be paid for
out of the public funds—either those
of the province or of the future munici-
pality. In exchange or ninety-three
acres additional for railway purposes
which the company is allowed under
the agreement of September last, the
province gets four school sites and a
dlock of fifteen acres in another part
of the townsite. The large block, as
Mr. Oliver pointed out to the House, is
& rocky strip which was not considered
worth surveying into townsite lots.

The attorney-general’s reply to the
member. or Delta did not carry convic-
tion, and after the leader of the oppo-
sition dealt with it and with the con-
duct of the government all through
these negotiations, as he will this af-
ternoon, its weakness will be made all
the plainer.

Approved of Plans.

Mr. Oliver, in resuming the debate,
sald it 'was necessary to go back to the
att of ‘last year to understand the pre-
sent bill. In that it was laid down that
the plang of the townsite were to be ap-
proved by the chief commissioner and
that the ends of all streets were to
have free and unimpeded access to the
sea.  Those very wise provisions were
put:in because of the conditionsin Van-
couver, where the C. P. R. had @ mon-
oply of the water-front. It was the ob-
wious duty of the chief commissioner to
see that a similar condition should not
Ye permitted in what would be the very
important city of Prince Rupert,

The plans had been approved by the
chief commissioner and showed that
only one, or at most two, ends of streets
would touch the water at all, and even
these inside the railway line. If the
members of the House would keep the
advantage of this coming great city in
sight and leave those of party out thev
would agree that the chief commission-
er had approved plans which would
make conditions in Prince Rupert worse
than they ever were in Vancouver. In
the future any streets which might be
opened through to the water would
have to be through the blocks retained
by the province, and even then would
have to be conducted across the tracks
by overhead bridges, built at the pub-
lic expense. Anyone who knew any-
thing of the happenings in other places
could foresee what an enormous out-
lay would be involved there. - The plans
before the House provided for seven
overhead bridges through the province's
‘blocks.

These crossings should be built at
the expense of the railway, the princi-
ple "which prevailed in the Dominion
Railway Act and in the British Colum-
bia one as well. Unfortunately, there
was not the slightest doubt that party
lines were so tightly drawn that, not-
withstanding the sacrifice of public in-
terests and of the future of Prince Ru-
pert which was being made, the govern-
ment’s mechanical majority would force
through the House a bill which com-
pletely ignored Prince Rupert’s rights
and over-rode last session’s legisla-
tion.

Province Got Worst of It.

In the partition of the water-front
lots the government had got the worst
of it. In the largest of the five blocks
hfld by the province on the water-front
there was three-eighths of the total
water-frontage of the townsite, and this
was retained by |the province on the
channel dividing| the island from 'the
mainland, remote from the valuable
part of the townsite as it would be for
twenty years to come, and fronting on
water which, up to the present, had
never been charted nor reported upon
as to its navigability. The government
fnstead of getting one-fourth of the
townsite, was actually receiving about
one-eighth or one-tenth in value.

There had evidently been a dispute
between the government and the com-
pany as to the amount of land required
for railway purposes. After taking
what the company had thought enough
it had come to| the government and
wanted more. The result was that the
government had given it practically
everything it as for. A block of 7%
acres on Morse creek had been surren-
dered, being a tract of level land most
valuable for commercial and wholesale
warehouse purpdses. On Hayes creek
they got 14 acreg of land admirably
adapted for mercantile purposes. The
company was getting these additional
lands although it had already got 24
acres for railway purposes besides its
right-of-way. :

A Poo( Exchange,

What had the province got in em-
change for this? A long and narrow
stedp of land on an escarpment of
Todk, & part of the townsite which the
su¥veyors oot not divide into Ilots,
had pesn d by the goyernment
in Néu of ot most vsiuable

L fo the aat
to

land ‘in the place. The four small
school lots the government could have
got in taking its first pick of the
townsite lots. This was on a par with
its actién when, having first pick along
the water-front, it deliberately chose
three-ejghths of its share in a position
where the shore was the least valuable
of the whole.

No reasoniable  judgment had - been
shown by the government in its cholce
of either the water-front blocks or city
lots énd for that reason he proposed
to vote against the second reading of
the bill

Mr. Bowser's Reply.

The attorney-general said a decision
in a matter of this kind was not so easy
as the member for Delta seemed to
think; there must be a certain amount
of give and take. The government had
+o remember that one-fourth of the
townsite was the property of the pro-
vince, which had an interest in the
value of the property and all that af-
fected it. Anything that would hamper
the company or prevent the townsite
becoming a great terminal would affect
the value of the province's property.
This was the business-like attitude
taken by fhe government, and the chief
commissioner in particular, in dealing
with the question. The government
had taken care that all the streéts
shown on the plan approved should run
to the sea, so as to give access thereto.

“How many of them?” asked Mr.
Oliver. X

The attorney-general replied that that

did not matter. Besides the company
was to allow a street in block E across
the tracks and if this did not give suf-
ficient access to the sea to the public,
any number of streets could be run
through the government blocks. Experi-
ence elsewhere showed that railways
should have extensive terminal facili-
ties and for this reason the government
had given the G. T. P. a large area for
that purpose.

“The G, T. P. officials say that we are
the hardest givernment in Canada to
drive a bargain with,” observed Mr.
Bowser with much complacence.

A Pertinent Question,

“In what particular did the company
give way?’ inquired the leader of the
opposition, :

“] cannot take my hon. friend into
the confidence of the government as to
the secret negotiations between the
company and the government,” replied
Mr. Bowser, whereat the opposition
laughed. “Nor do 1 remember all the
particular claimg the G. T. P. made to
the government when they first came
here.”

Reminded by Hon. Mr, Fulton, the at-
torney-genera]-stated that the first ap-
plication the company made was for
seventeen thousand feet frontage in the
middle of the townsite, facing Prince
Rupert. The largest amount they were
allowed by the government was 6,440
feet. 2 et

Mr. Macdonald said that by the first
agreement the water-front was to be
divided into blocks of not less than
1,000 feet; what specific claim had the
compahny to seventeen thousand feet in
one block?

Hon, Mr. Bowser replied that the
government could have allowed the
company to have nine thousand feet tn
one block :if it wished, but -did not.
He went on to say that the govern-
ment would have in the block spoken
of by Mr. Oliver terminal facilities for
any future railway which came to
Prince Rupert, that the company would
have to operate its line permanently
along the whole water-front, .and that
spurs and sidings would be put in to
wholesale warehouses. In conclusion
he declared that the government had
made the best possible bargain and had
done so after getting the advice of an
independent railway expert like E. ‘A.
Jamigs late general manager of the
Canadian Northern railway.

Mr. Macdonald moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate, which will continue
to-morrow afternoon. The premier will
probably be the next speaker and sev-
era] other gentlemen are expected to
take part in the debate™

Industrial Schools.

The attorney-general introduced a bill
to amend the Reformatory Act, which
will hereafter be known as the Indus-
trial School Act. The object is to do
away with the use of the word “re-
formatory” in connection with these in-
stitutions, and to adopt “industrial
school” instead. At the same time the
title of the officer in_ charge  is to be
changed from “warden” to “superin-
tendent.” )

The government bills amending the
Fire Insurance Policy Act, the Public
Inquiries Act and the Succession Duties
Act were read a third time. So was a
private bill incorporating the Meadow
Creek Railway Company.

Under Consideration.

H. C. Brewster (Alberni), asked: 1.
Has the government received any com-
munication from the Local Option
League, or any other person or persons,
requesting that the Municipa] Clauses
Act be amended so as to provide right
of appeal to either the county or su-
preme courts from the decision of the
license commissioners; also, so as to
provide for the election of license com-
missioners at the same time and place,
and in the same manner, as councillors
or aldermen 2. If so, what action has
the government taken, or what action
does it propose to take, thereon?”

Premier McBride replied in the af-
firmative tp the first part of the ques-
tien, and to the latter part replied:
“The matter is stil] under considera-
tion.”

A second reading was given to Hon.
Mr, Tatlow’s bill “to regulate the sale
of certain poisonous substances to be
ul.ed exclusively in horticulture.” The
minister of agriculture explatned that
the object is to give others than drug-
gists permission to handle poisons to be
used In spraying fruit, ete.

A bill to authorize the Pacific Coast
Coal Mines, Limited, to construct rail-
ways, was read a second time on mo-
tion of H. B.4sThomson. He stated that
the company has spent $200,000 on bunk-
ers and desires to build a line from
its mines down to these,

The time for receivnig petitiong for
private bills has been extended to Feb-
ruary 24th.

H. B. Thomson introduced a bill to
incorporate the Pacific Northern &
Omineca: Railway Company.

HOUSE DID NOT
BURDEN ITSELF

SHORT SITTING HELD
YESTERDAY AFTERNOON

Sale of Poisons for Spraying
Purposes—Width of Tires
—G. T. P. Bill,

Further debate on the agreement be-
tween the government and the G. T.
P. in regard ta the Prince Rupert town-
site went over this afternoon at the re~
quest of the premier. It is likely that
on Monday, or Tuesday at latest, the
leaders of the two sides will be Heard
on this subject.

The proceedings to-day were rather
formal. A foundation was laid for the
delivery of the budget speech by the
placing upon the order paper ©of an
order for the granting of supply. Hon.
Mr, Tatlow has not yet fixed a date for
the speech but it is expected to come
on shortly,

Rev. H. A. Carson read prayers at the
opening of the sitting:

pA bilgl was introduced by N. F. Mac-
kay (Kaslo), to incorporate the Hardy
Bay & Quatsino Sound Railway Com-
pany. The incorporators are Colonel
Henry Appleton and Frederick Apple-
ton, of Victoria, and F. J. Marshall, of
London, Eng., and the headquarters of
the company will be in this city. Power
is sought to build a railway from a
point near Hardy Bay westerly to Coal
Harbor, Quatsino Sound, with branches
from any points on the line to points
not more than twenty miles in a dh:ect
line from the main track. The capxltal
stock is placed at $250,000, and bondu:m
powers to the extent of $85,000 a mile
are asked.

A Dbill to incorporate the Kootenay &
Alberta Railway Company was intro-
duced by W. R. Ross (Fernie.)

The House went into committee on
Hon., Thomas Taylor's bill to amend
the Highway Traffic Regulation Act, to
the extent of forhidding the carriage of
any load of over two thousand pounds
on wagons with tires of less than four
inches in width. Price Ellison was in
the chair.

Stuart Henderson pointed out that
there was a wide range in weights over
a ton, which was placed as the point of
change, and as there was a large atock
of wagons and parts in stock through-
out the province, some amendment was
desired which would protect merchants.
He asked that the bill be allowed to
stand over unti] these were prepared.

The minister of public works had no
objection to this and the committee
rose.

Sale of Poisons,

Hon. R. G. Tatlow’s bill to permit the
sale of poisons for use in horticulture
and agriculture by ordinary store-keep-
ers, was taken up in committee, John
M. Yorston (Cariboo), in the chair.

The bill provides for the licensing by
the minister of agriculture of the sale
of arsenates of lead, Parig green, Lon-
don purple, hellebore, tobacco extract
and sulphate of copper and iron for use
in farm and. fruit-growing  operations
exclusively. This will not exempt per-
sons so licensed from the requirements
of the provisions of the Pharmaoy Act
relating to the sale of poisons. The
lieut.-governorsin-council may make
regulations as to granting or revoking
licenses, }~eping -and . inspection ot
registers, keeping and selling of the
poisons named, and so forth. .

There was another clause in the bill
as introduced which gave the minister
of agriculture the right to  take into
consideration, before granting a license,
whether in the neighborhood where the
applicant wotld carry on business the
reasonable requirements of the public
were being satisfled,

John Oliver objected to this. He held
that a license should be granted to
every store-keeper that asked -for .it,
and that one or two shoild not be al-
lowed to monopolize the trade because
they happened to have got in first for
a license.

The Minister of agriculture admitted
the force of the objection and cut out
the clause,

The bill was reported.

Private Bills,

The act to enable the' Coldstream
Estate Co., Ltd., and the White Valley
Irrigation & Power Co., Ltd., to amal-
gamate their water rights, was read a
second time.

Committee stage was taken on a mea-
sure extending the time for the com-
mencement of operations by the South-
east Kootenay Railway Company, G. R.
Naden in the chair, and the bill was
reported.

The attorney-general has given no-
tice of another amendment to the two-
year-old Appeal Court Act, which has
not yet been :proclaimed. Thig is to
the effect that from time to time with-
in twelve months after the -coming
into force of ‘the act the chief justice
of the court of appeal, in order to ob-
tain a quorum, may request any judge
of the supreme court to sit in the ap-
pellate court,

John Oliver has the following ques-
tion to ask. the attorney-general on
Monday:* “l. Was the store of C. D.
Morris, at Eagle Pass, searched for
liquor in June, 1908, by the provincial
police? 2: If se, did the police act upon
information charging said C. D. Morris
with being in possession of liquor con-
trary to law? ‘3. If so, who laid the in-
£3x;mation upon wh)ch the police act-
ed?” ;

Ogportunities Presented for Business
With the South,

D. A. Ansell, consul-general of Mex-
ico in Canada, says that during the
rast season trade between the Domin-
ion and the republic has increased ovex

TO PERPETUATE MEMORY
OF LATE DR. EATON

Committee Submits Report on
Proposal to Establish
Scholarships.

At a meeting held last week between
the school trustees and the High school
staff the matter of perpetuating the
memory of the late Dr. Frank H. Eaton
by the establishment of scholarships was
taken up, and a committee consisting of
Superintendent Paul, 8. J. Willis and E.
H. Russell was appointed to outline the
conditions to attach to the proposed
scholarships. The work of the commit-
tee in this respect is. now complete and
the report reads as follows:

Your committee appointed to draw up
a scheme for the establishment of a
scholarship or scholarships to perpetuate
the memory of the late Dr. Frank H.
Eaton makes the following recommenda-
tions:

(1) That a memorial fund be raised suf-
ficient to produce at interest the sum of
$200 annually.

(2) That that annual income be devoted
to the establishment of two scholarships
to be called the “Frank H. Eaton Memo-
rial Scholarships,”” tenable for two years.

(3) That the said scholarships be given
to bona fide students of any High school
or private school of the province of Brit-
ish Columbia, who obtain the highest
number of marks at the midsummer
matriculation examination of McGill Uni-
versity, and who, after matriculation,
and in the year of their matriculation,
shall register as students in Arts of the
McGill University College of British Col-
umbia, at Victoria, for one or two years
immediately following matriculation.

(4) The memorial fund shall be vested
in three trustees who shall be appointed
by the subscribers at a meeting called
for that purpose, and who shall have dis-
cretionary powers to invest the fund in
any investments -authorized for the in-
vestment of trust funds in British Colum-
bia,

(5) When the University of, British
Columbia is. eStablished the above condi-
tion shall be revised by a meeting of sub-
scribers called for that purpose.

FOREIGN- VESSELS IN
CANADA’S COASTING TRADE

Annual Meeting of Dominion
Marine Association—Pro-
tection of Life at Sea.

Ottawa, Feb. = 12.—At . the annual
meeting of the Dominion Marine Asso-
ciation held here yesterday the inter-
national waterways commission was
condemned in reference to the taking
of power from navigable streams at the
expense of navigation interests, and the
committee was given strict instructions
to look into the matter very thoroughly.

The association also registered =«
protest against the admission of for-
eign vessels to the coasting trade in
Canadian inland waters. The Domin-
ion government will be asked to amend
the act of last session regarding duties
on vessels for repairs done outside of
Canada.

The association: adopted a new bill

of lading, which incorporates.a clause:

providing that “vesselg carrying grain
shall not be responsible for shortage
exceeding one-half bushel for one
thousand bushels carried, the vesse] to
deliver all grain on beard and collect
freight upon actual out-turn, and
make no claim for any over-run.”

WANTS INQUIRY
INTO TELEGRAM

COMMITTEE OF SYNOD
PASSES RESOLUTION

Punishment Urged for Author
of Colonist’s Famous Cam=
paign Message.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The committee of the Anglican Synol
of the Diocese of British Columbia has
adopted a series of resolutions dealing
with the question of moral and social
reform. Among them is one calling for
a judicial inquiry into the now famous
telegram which appeared in the Col-
onist just prior to the federal election.
The synod’'s resolution calls for the
punishment of the person concerned.

The chairman of the committee, Rev.
C. E. Cooper, in submitting the reso-
lutions, which are given below, says:
“The first three resolutions have re-
ceived the general dapproval of the
Presbytery of Victoria, and of the
committees upon moral and social re-
form of the Methodist conference anil
of the Christian Endeavor Society. I
much regret that there has been no
time to submit the last three resolu-
tions also for their consideration. No,
1 has also been adoptéd by the Citi-
zens’. League. In regard to this reso-
lution there appears to be a general
feeling that the age limit should be
raised to at least the age of 16.”

The resolutions are as follows:

‘1. This committee views with grave
concern the practice of sending mes-
senger boys to saloons and houses of
ill-fame; whereby it is obvious that
great injury may be done—and by
common report is actually done—both
to their physical constitution and to
their moral character; and it hereby
authorizes its officers to Jjoin with
other like committees in urging upon
the city councils that it be made a
crimina] offence to send any boy un-
der the age of 14 to a saloon or house
of ill-fame.

“2, This committee is of opinion that
the principal cause of intemperance
lies in the treating system at bars;
and that public opinion should be en-
couraged from the pulpit, by public
meetings and through the press against
this evil, and in favor of ‘the abolition
of bars.

“3. In the opinion of this committee
social reform should begin at the top;
and that the stories of ‘graft’ retailed
by the papers either. should be proved
or the promulgators of them should be
punished, that if true the people ac-
cused, however strong their position,
should be driven from public life, or,
if untrue, the paper retailing thess
stories should be publicly and Severely
punished.

‘“4, In view of the shock caused to
public feeling by the recent exposure
of juvenile crime in our midst, this
committee strongly recommends the es-
tablishment of a children’s court and
a farm reformatory on the lines of
the system-established at Denver,

‘6. In the opinion of this committee,
until a._system of religious education
is added to the curriculum of the pub-
lic schools, no headway will be made
against the increase of juvenile crime.

“6. This committee presses for a
*judicial inquiry into the alleged dis~
graceful forgery in connection wita
the late Dominion election in this
city, which has cast an unmerited
slur upon one of the great parties of
the state and has subjected many in-
nocent persons to suspicion; and for
the public punishment of the criminal.
The committee feels that if a public
«rime of this magnitude is allowed to
go unpunished it is not reasonable to
condemn the crimes of private citi-
zens.”

MACHINERY OF VENTURE
IS BEING SALVED

Workmen Expect to Be Able to
Recover Steamer’s
Engines.

<« The machinery on the steamer Venture
is being salved by Lloyd's agent, who
went North a short time ago. According
to the officers of the Princess Batrice, the
boilers are intact and the other machin-
ery is not much damaged, except that
some of the smaller parts are warped by
the intense heat.

Promise Further Advant
BY surstul study of the details of do-

plifled extraction the profity shown on
the Rand have been greatly inereased,
to an extent that would have seemed
incredible a few years ago. Conse-
quently, the older mines are now yield-
ing greater profits, and new mines are
being continually opened up.

The progress of the development of
copper deposits in South and Central
Africa has been .slow throughout the
year. The deposits at Kansanshi be-
longing te the Tanganyika company
have been proved to be of enormous-ex-
tent, and are only awaiting a solution
of the smelting difficulty. The amount
of pyrites and copper glance so far dis-
covered iz limited, and the bulk of the
ore ig carbonate. With an absence of
sulphur, the presence of siliceous gan-
gue and a scarcity of local fue] the re-
ductign problem requires further in-
vestigation. Progress is also hindered
by the absence of railway communica-
tion, but negotiations are now practi-
cally completed for the building of a
railway.

Mining in Hgypt has not progressed
satisfactorily, and, indeed, the govern-
ment provision' for dealing with min-
ing interests has been greatly reduced
during the year.

In India, there is little new to record.
The Kolar production hag fallen off
slightly, owing to poor ground at
‘Champion Reef. Efforts are being
made to open up copper deposits in the
Himalayas,

The self-styled English Rand, an al-
leged auriferous conglomerate in the
coal measures of the Forest of Dean,
Gloucestershire, has come to an igno-
minious end.

A record for deep mining of gold ores
has been made during the year by the
Victoria Reef Quartz Company of Ben-
digo, Victoria. Ore carrying visible
gold, together with auriferous pyrites,
hLas been found at a depth of 4,504 feet
while sinking a winze from the 4,254
feet level. The failure of the English
enterprises at the Loddon Valley Deep
Leads, Victoria, is to be regretted.

The West Coast of Africa has, as we
suggested a year ago would probably
be the case,

Come Once More Into Prominence.
One reason is that the Consolidated
Gold Fields of South Africa hag decid-
ed to put some more monéy into some
of the gold mines. Another ig the in-
creased interest taken in the oif] and
bitumen resources of the country, and
there is every indication that these pro-
ducts will do well for the colony.

The history of Cornish mining during

the year, in view of the low prices of
tin and wolfram, has been a very disap-
pointing one.

The development of the Peruvian cop-
per and  silver ores by United States
capital is an interesting feature . of
South American progress,
The mining of precious stones has
been urider a sérious cloud during the
year, which is to be attributed to the
inability of anybody either fn Europe
or the United States to indulge in
costly luxuries. Both De Beers and the
Premier had to pass or postpone divi-
dends, and they are still restricting
their eutput. The Burma Ruby mines
have been hit egually hard. In con-
nection with precious stones reference
must be made to the exposure of the
Lemoine artificial diamond . swindle;
and to the production of two ‘‘record”
cut ston@s and several other important
ones from the Cullinan diamond which
‘was presented to H, M. the King a year
ago,

In the metallurgy of gold and silver
specia] attention continues to be given
to the improvement in the plant used
in fine grinding and cyaniding. The re-
duction of auriferous silver sulphides
by

Wet Milling and Cyaniding
has received the attention of metalfur-
gists in Mexieo and in the Tonopah dis-
trict of Nevada. The latest example of
this practice is to be found at the Mon-
tana+#Tonopah mill designed by F. L.
Bosqui. The ore is crushed in stamp
mills in a ¢yanide solution, and after-
wards in tube mills; Butters filters are
used, and Merrill’s method of zinc pre-
eipitation. There has been a great re-
vival in the old Comstock miining dis-
trict of Neyvada, where the old silver
bonanzas have long ago been exhaust-
ed. The low grade oreg arg now being
profitably treated, in some cases by
concentration, and in others by cyan-
iding and filter pressing. .

In the metallurgy of copper, perhaps
the most interesting novelty  of the
year is the new plant invented by
Messrs, Dwight & Lloyd for sintering
fine sulphides, and so making them
treatable in blast furnaces. Plants on
this system have been erected at Can-
¢rea, Perth Ambey and Baltimore.
Several great copper smelting establish-
ments have been erected and haveée
started operations during thg'year, not-
ably at Great Cobar, New South Wales,
and at Steptoe valley, Ely, Nevada.

The use of rare refractory metals for
making fllaments for electric lamps is
extending, and the tantalum and tung-
sten lamps arée now commercidl com-
modities. A great deéal of experimental
research has been required in purifying
these metals and in devising processes
for making homogeneous and tough
wires from the powdered metals pro-
duced by precipitation from their
chemical solutions. The Mond nickel
process at Swansea has become

A Great Commercial Success,

while the nickel-producing interests
have been unified. In the metallurgy
of zine it should be recorded that dur-
ing the year a convention as regards
rrices was arranged by the Continernital
smelters. Zinc smelting was started
at the Broken Hill Proprietary in May,
where a furnace consisting of 144 re-
torts, arranged back to back in rows
of twenty-four each, commenced oper-
ations. Nine similar furnaces are now
under construction. It is expected that
the output of the ten furnaces will be
8,000 tons a year. The zinc reduction
plant of the Central Zinc Company at
Hartlepool has not yet been completed.
The methods for the electric smelting
of zinc irivented some time ago are still
being worked experitnentally, but no
results of a commercidl nature have yet
been published.

The commercia] position of aluminimn
hes undergone an important change
during the year, by the Continental
preducers reducing the price ko as to

S¥cRsed costs and|ef increased or| simi-

bring the metal to the same class 28

copper and tin. For some years the
price of aluminium has béen. too high
for wide commercial application. The
reduction to £65 a ton, the price now
ruling, is held . by finglish and
American producers t¢ be merly
& temporary slump. The industry,
however, would probably berne-
fit ultimately if the present price shomd
prove to be the normal one for the
future. The British Aluminium Com-
pany’s new works at Kinlochleven,
Scotland, have been in eourse of con-
struction all the year, and should be
completed in 1909. The company has
also started the construction of works
at Orsjeres, Switzerland and Stang-
fjord, Norway. Additional capital has
been subsecribed during the year, The
Aluminium Corporation, floated a year
ago, has during the past year erected
smelting- plant at Newcastle-on-Tyne
and in Carnarvonshire, which should
be in operation shortly; and the com=-
pany has also erected a bauxite refin-
ery at Newcastle, and has acquired a
proprietary interest in mines in the
south of France. Unfortunately, the
finances of the company require some
rearrangement, and the business is in
the hands of a receiver; but, undoubt-
edly, the necessary support will be
forthcoming,

from gas asphyxiation at her boarding
pldce on Fourth avenue to-day.

CITY REFUSES REQUEST
OF OAK BAY COUNCIL

Streets, Bridges and Sewers
Committee Dispose of Con-
siderable Business.

After some discussion at the meet-
ing of the streets, sewers and bridges
committee on Friday it was discovered
that there was no one who had charge
of the streets in ordér to see that
everything was in proper working or-
der, This discovery was made when a
communication from C, C, Pemberton
was read complaining that some wire
had been obstructing traffi¢c on Douglas
street for nearly a morith, Ald. Hender-
son also reported the presence of wire
and the ends of poles which it was
thought belonged to the telephone com-
pany. It was suggested that Mr, War-
wick gshould attend to these, but it was
discovered that he was not yet streets
superintendent, that Engineer Topp
was too busy, and that there was o
one else whose special duty it was to
see to such things., Someone thought
the police should do 'it. They looked
after the piling of refuse and such
things, and might well fake up this
inspection work. Thig brought out the
information that the duties of the po-
lice were not very clearly defined.
Eventually it was decided t¢ leave this
particular matter to the engineer to
notify the telephone company to re-
move their pole ends and wires, and to
see that the other obstruction was re-
moved, while in the near future pro-
vision will be made for such a division
of duties among the civic officials that
these things will be attended to.

Proposed Gravel Depot.

An application wag read from the
Lineham Gravel Company asking to
be allowed to use a vacant lot at Spring
Ridge, between J. C. Brown's house
and the Parfitt property for purposes
of & sand and gravel depot, The mat-
ter had been referfred to the emgineer,
who passed it back with the opinion
that it was solely a mattéer for the
council.

CELEBRATED CENTENARY

OF BIRTH OF LINCOLN

Interesting Addresses by Rev.
S. J. Thompson and
. Consul_Smith.

nt

At the First Congregationa] chutrch
on Friday the centenary of the birth
of Abragham Lincoln was celebrated.
The speech of the evening upon the life
and work of" the great American_ pub-

lic man was delivered by Rev. S, J.

Thompson. In' addition to this, how-
ever, a most interesting. speech was
made by ‘Abraham E, Smith, the United
States consul, who gave personal re-
collectioris 'of the martyred president.

Mr.” Smith-in his address referred to
the firgt time he saw Lincoln. This was
in Chicagé in 1856.. Mr. Smith said he
was then working as a printer. He at-
tended a meeting held-in the interests
of "Long John” Wentworth, the .Re-
publican candidate for mayor: Lincoln
spoke at that gathering; and while Mr.
Smith eannct recall much of what he
said he rémembers distinctly hig style
and the broad dialect. About six weeks
later he saw Mr., Lincoln again as he
entered his hotel. . Mr. Smith described
him then as follows: ‘He stoopeéd
slightly as he walked slowly, solemnly
along with his hands clasped behind
him, I neticed he wore a tal] hat from
which the silk was gone, that he had
shoes on which needed blacking, and
his coat made after the Prince Albert
style was not new., As he entered the
large doors of the hotél. he half-way
stopped, took off hig hat with his left
hand and with the right took out a
letter, then he carefully replaced his
hat, and read it as he disappeared in
the hotel. It flished on me then that
it wag Abraham Lincoln, and subse~
quent inquiries showed my intuition
wag corréct.”

Deéscribing his further views of
‘“Honeést Abe” Mr, Smith said:

‘“About this time, in the same year,
I cannot recall the date, I had learned
that Judge MecLean, of the ¥, S,
Supreme court, famous as being stead-
fastly opposed to the extension of slav-
ery, wag in Chicago, holding court in
the dingy room on Clark street, then
used as United States court room. I
was very anxious to see Judge McLean,
because he was a ‘black Republican,
to use current slang, and on the U, S.
Supreme court bench. I went up the
narrow flight of stairs; as I reached the
top, I found the door of the first room
open, There right in front of me was
a large man with a black gown on,
that I knew at once was Judge Mec-
Lean, sitting in a large arm chair, with
desk in_front. The judge looked very
solemn as I shyly wandered in, sacred
almost to death, and sat down promptly
in the first chair. As soon as I got my
bearings, I saw there were ‘not more
than thirty or forty men present, and
that the tall man who wag talking so
gsolemnly was Mr, Lincoln. I know he
referred to & book in one hand, and
with right fore-finger, endeavored to
impress the judge. As I gazed with
ears and probably mouth open, looking
steadily at the judge, while Mr. Lin-
col was sideways to me, T seemed to
cateh the eye of the judge for a mo-
ment. 1 feared it was reproof for my
temerity, and so confused was I that
really I heard nothing I can remember,
but soon left as quietly as possible,
having satisfied my curiosity to see the
‘black Republican justice’ not dreaming
that the greater man was the lone
lawyer addressing the judge.

‘““The next time I saw Abraham Lin-
coln he had Been nominated as Repub-
lican candidsate for United States sen-
tator against Stephen A, Douglas. - I
had then become his devout worship-
per, having read his Bloomington
speech, and heard of him in various
ways. It wasg on the occasion of a

| with :a beard, his

speech which Mr. Lincoln made from.
the Lake street balcony of the Old Tre-
mont hoyse. There wag & large ocrowd,
but I maintained my position and heard
the speech through. I thought he acted
so kind of humble, spoke at first as
one unused to speaking, with hesita-
tion, deliberately, and alluding to his
opponent as ‘Judge’ Douglas, as though
he felt Bis own inferiority in culture
and In rank. At first I feit sorry for
him, sorry he was not & more fluent
speaker. I had heard Judge -Douglas
the previous evening, from the same
place, and he was a most graceful and
fluent orator, and feared that Mr, Lin-
coln was no match for the Democratic
champion. But as Mr. Lincoln went on
I grew more interested, and thought
though not so eloquent,.-not so fluent,
he knew what he was talking about, he
lost his diffidence, made strong assaults
on Douglas and his Nebraska bill, and
that he was a grand able man. I
know I forgot all about the length of
the speecH, though I stood all the time,
and it lasted over two hours.

“Perhaps a week after the Tremont
House speech, I happened in the busi-
ness office of the Journal, to see about
an gdvertisément, and to my astonish-
ment and awe, there sat Mr. Lineoln,
with his long legs crossed, telling =a
story to Mr. Henry L. Wilson, the
manager, and three or four other men.
As T came in, Mr. Lincoln saw me, and
I suppose my face expressed a lad’s
awe at meeting so near at hand a
great man. He kept on with his story
(which I was too netrvous to remem-
ber) and actually winkéd at me in a
pleasant humorous way. To say I was
at once delighted, embarrassed and
happy, is stating it mildly. I stayed
ag long as 1 could, came away réluc-
tantly, and with tumultuous feelings.
Afterwards, I met Mr. Linecoln per-
haps two or three timeés in the edi-
torial room of the Journal and came
to fairly worship the greéat man who
‘talked so famillarly, and so pleasantly,
though of coursé I never addressed
him directly.

“It was years after fhis befdre I
again saw Mr. Lincoln. During that
time, tremendous events had occurred,
he had been defeated for U, S. sénator,
but had been elected president of the-
United States, and the bloody civil
war wae in progress. By the way, I
had then removed to Woodstock, Mc-
Henry county, Illionis, and during the
first month of his incumbency of that-
great post, by his direction, although
I had just attained my majority, I was
appointed, on the recommendsation of
Hon, E, B. Washburne, afterwards
secretary of state, and minister to
France, to the office of postmaster at
Woedstock, McHenry county, Illinois,
which poésition I held till aftéer Booth
had so | cowardly assassinated this
great loving president.

“Tn 1862 1 made my first visit to the
capital of the United States. I hap-
pened to be there just afteér the bloody
catastrophe of Friar Oaks, when the
wounded were being brought -there
every hour, by the hundreds, in .all
kinds of conveyances, and  general
gloom pervaded congress and the city.
The president held no reception dur-
ing the few days that T was there. But'
ag I stood in front of the old National
hotel, an  open carriage drove ' uDp
Pentisylvania avenue, and  seated
therein was President Lincol. ¥ knew
him in an instant, for although the
lower part of his face was covered
strong prominent
features, and eyes, and grizzled face
made him easily' recognizable. - No
cheers greeted him a8 hé rode  with
two or three other men down the ave-
e, It was a tihe of gloom for
union men, while the numerous rebel
sympathiters dare not opénly express
their feelings, they looked on the sad
and patriotic president as an enémy.

“T did not again see the fdce of Ab-
raham Lincoln until thousands of oth-
ers looked in his open funeral bier in
Chicago, where it passed en route for
Springfield. The martyred president
had then joined the immortals, His
name atid fame Dbelonged fo his coun-
try and to the world, and will shine
brighter and clearer as the agés roll
by. I count it & joy and privilege that
I ever saw and heard theé great eman-
cipator.”

In his address, Rev. S. J. Thompson
went very fully into the life and work
of Lincoln, a subject to which he had
given a great deal of attention. He,
showed a marked appreciation for the
work a&ccompiished by him and the
ideals he always kept before him, ~

Upon motion of David Spragge, sec-
onded by John Porter, a standing vote
of thanks was voted to Rev. Mr,
Thompson. Rev, Mr. Carson explained
that the Young People’s  socliety had
really taken the initiative in arrang-
ing for this ecelebration.

During the evéning Mrs, L. A, Camp-
bell. sang ‘“The Star Spangled Ban-
ner,” Miss Crooker rendered “Coluth-
bla the Gem of the Ocean,” Miss
Scowecroft sang - “My = Old Kentucky
Home,”” while the choir rendered ‘“The
Battle Hymn of the Republic.”

The proceedings closed with the sing-
ing by the audience of the first verses
ot “My Country "Tis of Thee!” and
“God Save Our King.”

He expressed his deep gratifi-
cation at the fact that he was now the
representative of the electora] district
of Comox-Atlin. It was a district
which, he firmly believed ‘was unsur-
passed in the possession of natura] re-
sources and the possibilities of a great
future. He alluded to the splendid de-
velopment which followed the construc-
tion of the C. P. R. through southern
British Columbia, and he predicted for
Vancouver island and the central and
northern sections of the mainlang a
development which will be even great-
er. Mr. Manson's genérous action in
withdrawing from the contest had made
it possible for him to do what he could
to contribute to thé prosperity of the
district. In this connection the min-
ister alluded to the construction of the
Grand Trunk Pacific, and announced
his satisfaction that as a member of the
cabinet he had something to do with
the completion of the plan by which
the road was to be extended to the
Pacific ocean, which, in the original
instance, was not contemplated by the
promoters. He mentioned this as
showing the advantages ‘derived from
representation in the cabinet.

Cabinet representation for British Co-
lumbia had been obtained only after 2
hard struggle, which
many years, and it was because the
prime minister was very anxious to
continue the portfoliog of mines and in-
land revenue where they were that Mr.
Sloan had public spiritedly retired in
his (the minister’s) behalf.

He had no doubt that a suspicion was
present in some minds that because he
was a resident of Victoria he would
discriminate in favor of that place
against Comox-Atlin. This was  a
natural suspicion, but it was a ground-
less one. He had been the minister for
the whole province, and he thought his
record showed that in the councils of
the cabinet he had always been ready
to .advocate the meeds of the province
regardless of its electoral divisiens.
Moreover he was now the member for
Comox-Atlin, and he would be recre-
ant to the confidence reposed in him If
he did not consider first the interests
of the people who had done him the
honor to make him their representative.
Besides it was quite common for min-
isters to 'represent ‘districts in which
they did not reside. More than half of
the present cabinet represented dis-
tricts remote from their places of resi-
dence,

Needs of the Distriet.
“SWith Tegsrd to the’ suggestions of
Mr. Manson he was .able to say that,
gepierally speaking, he 'could endorse

them as being distinctly in the inter-

ests of Comox-Atlin and the province.
Some of them had been engaging his
attention; others  would require careful
consideration in order that they e¢ould
be adequately carried out. It would be
his great pleasure to do his best to -have
the recommendations of Mr, Manson
and others, irrespective of party affili-
ations, carried to a satisfactory con-
clusion.

Mr. Templeman then went into the
government’s attitude towards this
province with respect to a number of
the recommendations which had been
placed before him. He dealt at length
with the wireless telegraph stations on
the British Columhbia coast, and an-
nounced that provision- had already
been made for more stations  which
would be established on the northern
coast line. These were primarily for
the improvement of navigation, and
were in line with ‘the very generous
policy adopted by the government to-
wards this province in recent years, He
referred to the attempt of the Marconi
Company to secure a monopoly of wire-
less telegraphy and how, as acting
minister of marine, ‘he had been able
to frustrate that attempt.

Mr, Templeman also discussed the
question of the mail service, postal
facilities, publi¢ bidildings and wharves.
He showed what had been accomplish-
ed, particularly with respect to pub-
lic buildings, every city of any size in

the province having been provided with |

them since the Liberal party was re-
turned to power in 1896.

Railway Construction.

As one who had always been a strong
adherent of railways as developing
agencies he was pleased to say that he
had been able to advocate and strong-
ly support the action of the govern-
ment last session in making liberal
appropriations for the encouragement
of railread construction in British Co-
lumbia. .Comox-Atlin w yone of the
districts most generously provlded for
—and in this connection the: minister
alluded to the proposed extenson of the
E. & N. to Alberni and to the northern
part of Vancouver island.*

Mr. Templeman then took up the
fisheries question and the necessity for
the protection and conservation for
Canada of the halibut fisheries. An
appropriation had been made by par-
liament, and he hoped to see as soon
as possible two or three. fast fishery
cruisers patrolling Canadian waters.
Certainly he would do all he could in
this direction,

The Mines Department,

The minister then passed on to the
work of the mines-department,. which
was organized by him two years ago,
and of which he was the head, He
defined the work of the two branches
of the department, and showed how
the geologica] survey parties sent out
to thig province annually from Ottawa
had been increased unti] last year there
had been more than double the num-
ber that ever operated in British Co-
lumbia before. In fact last vear this
province had as many parties in the
field as all the rest of Canada., And
excellent results had been achieved. On
Texada island mining operations had
received a very marked stimulus in
consequence of tha repert of Geologist
McConnell’s investigations. It was his
intention, as minister of mines, to leave
no stone unturned to encourage the de-
velopment of the mineral resources of

the province. Comnx-Atlin was rich in

extended over |

minera] resources,‘and R‘Would be wtth
especia] pteasure that he would address
himself to the task of contributing to
their development, ’

Asiatic Question.

The minister explained that through-
out his visit he had purposely abstain-
ed from controversial political sub-
jects, and had avoidell dealing with
matters of importance to the district
from a partizan standpoint. The Ori-
enta] question had been brought to his
attention on several occasions, and he
desired to briefly explain the Dominion
government policy in that regard. He
then took up the Lemieux agreement
with respect to Japanese, the regula-
tions and arrangement  with the Im-
peria] authorities regarding the Hin-
doos and the head tax on Chinese. The
Lemieux agreement had proved satis-
factory so far, not more than one
hundred and fifty Japanese having
arrived in British Columbia during tha
last six months, There were no Hin-
doos at all entering Canada. Remov-
ing from the consideration all' dema-
gogic political buncombe there was no
doubt that both great political parties
had the same object in view with re-
spect to the Oriental guestion. It was
with regard to methods that they dif-
fered. Sir Wilfrid Laurier had stated
on the floor of parliament jast year that
if the Lemieyx agreement was not kept
the commercial treaty with Japan
would be denounced and adequate im-
migration regulations adopted. During
the last campaign Mr. Borden had
stated the Conservative policy in very
similar terms.

In concluding his remarks the min-
ister expressed his appreciation of the
honor done him by the '‘people of
Comox-Atlin, and said that he would
do all he could to further the interests
of the district,

A few remarks were made by Mr.
Daly, of Prince Rupert, with respect to
labor matters, concluding with a reso-
hition urging the provincial govern-
ment to see that the fair wage condi-
tion of the arrangement entered into
with the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway
Company was consistently enforced.

Following the meeting an informal
dinner was tendered the minister at the
Premier hotel, interspersed with toasts,
music and speeches.

Other Meetings.

Messrs. Templeman, Sloan and
Kergin also addressed large meetings
at Port Essington and Port Simpson.
These gatherings had been arranged
for previous to nomination day, but
the minister was anxious to ‘meet the
people-of these points so they were held
as advertised last Tuesday and Wed-
nesday. They were both' largely at-
tended, and there was manifested on
all sides—irrespective of party leanings
—a feeling of ‘satisfaction -at the out-
come of the situation. The meeting at
Fort Simpson was especially interest-
ing. It was held in the school house,
which wag crowded, and partook of thé
nature . of an ' entertainment, the
speeches being interspersed with songs
and recitations:  Speeches were deliv-
ered by -the minister, Dr. Kergin and
Mr. Sloan, and also by Rev. Mr. Hogan
and Rev. J.” McCulldugh. After the
meeting , a reception, was held_at_the
home of Mr. Sharp..cDuring the aﬁer-
noon the minister tnder the guidance
of Dr. Kergin visited the hospital, the
Girls’ home and the school, and ex-
pressed himself greatly pleased at the
progress of these institutions.

Mr, Templeman speaks in glowing
terms of the great district of whi¢h he
is now the representative, and he is
especially gratified "at the manner in
which the friends of Mr, Sloan loyally
rallied to his support.

RECORD BLAST
AT PRINCE RUPERT

Eighty Thousand Cubic Yards
of Rock Moved by
Explosion

(Special Correspondence.)

Prince Rupert, Feb. 13.—What is de-
clared by Chief Engineer(Van Arsdol,
of the Grand Trunk Pacific, to be the
largest and most successful blast in
the railway_ construction work on that
line west of Montreal and which proved
to” be the grandest sight ever seen on
this northern coast was witnessed by
a thousand people from the hill-tops on
Tuesday morning. On that day Foley,
Welch & Stewart’'s contractors fired
the several ‘‘coyote” holes or tunneis
that had been bored under the big rock
bluff south of the wharf, and moved
86,000 cubic yards of rock, most of
which was hurled or rolled into the
harbor, and the balance broken up so
fine by the force of the explosion that
the steam-shovels will be able to han-
dle it without any difficulty.

Owing to its proximity to the city
great anxiety was felt by the contrac-
tors over the outcome, for in 'this vol-
canic formation flssures are not un-
common; and not many weeks ago a
“coyote” on the Skeena river work that
had been .heavily charged found a
weak spot and a fissure at the rear,
when it was fired, and the whole charge
blew out half a mile up the mountain
side. This, however, proved to be the
most successful piece of work so far
accomplished in this district, and al-
though nearly forty tons of dynamits
and black powder were burned up by
the explosion, there was not a dollars
worth of damage done to property in
the vicinity.

To guard against possible accident in
case the tremendous charge should find
a weak spot in the mountain of rock,
the police visited ewery house and
cabin, ordering the occupants to the
hill-tops untilk it was over,

For two months the contractors have
been busy boring tunnels beneath this
bluff on grade level and facing ths
harbor.  These ‘“‘coyote” holes' had all
been cross-cut, forming huge pockets
into which was loaded 75,000 pounds of
explosives. The magazines were then
connected by wires with a powerful
galvanic Dbattery several hundred
yvards distant, so that all could be ex-
ploded at once. The tunnels were then
filled up with rock carefully packed ip
to make it as solid as possible to avoid
biowing out, and the whole hermeti-
cally sealed.

When the button was pressed which
fired the shot, there was a violent

VERNON WATER SUPPLY
AGAIN  BEFORE COUNCIL

Draft of Proposed Agreement
fo Be Submitted to
Company

Vernon, Feb, 13.—At a special melet-
ing of the city council a committee was
appointed to draft proposals to be sub-
mitted to Mr, Ellison’s -company re-
garding a supply of water and electric
power for:the city,

The committee reported at the usual
weekly meeting. The gist of their re-
commendation was that the city should
abrogate -no - rights for reacquiring
without charge full control of the water
works and electric light systems and
for the purchase ef any water or power
systems that may be constructed by
the company. That plans and specifi-
cations be submitted by the company
showing size of mains; reservoir, ete.
That a competent engineer be appoint-
ed by the city-and paid by the company
to supervise the work. That Mr., El-
lison’s bond of $10,000 be only void when
the works are completed. That all ma-
terial not actually in use at time of
transfer be paid for by the company.
That poles, etc., be erected only by con-
sent and under supervision of the city.
That the company put in all extensions
as requested. by the city, when a 10 per
cent revenue is in sight. That the city
receive free light and water for streets
and city hall. ' That the company pay
$7,600, annually to the city, and. also
5 per cent. on the gross revenue derived
from the sale of water and light. That
the books of the company be open for
inspectien by the city. -That when -the
business of the company shows a profit
of 10 per cent, the city shall be entitled
to a proportional reduction in water
and light rates,

It was decided to write to Mr. Ellison
asKing if he would be willing to nego-
tiate along the lines of the report pre-
sented by the committee.

At the same meeting a communica-
tion wag received from the Mainland
Fire 'and Underwriters Association re-
garding a reduction in insurance rates.
They pointed out that under the pres-
ent water system the city was practi-
cally without fire protection during the
extreme dry season, and if the condition
continued a raise in the rates would
undoubtedly be necessary. If, however,
a good system was .installed it would
mean a very material reduction in
rates.

BRIDESVILLE BANDITS
WILL BE EXTRADITED

One of Accused Men Is Now
Held in Jail at Green-
~ wood.

-

Greenwood, Feb. 12.—Ben Hart, one
of the men arrested near Chesaw,
‘Wash., charged with robbery at Brides-
ville, is now in jail-here having con-
sented to return to Canada. Hart was
taken into custody together with Cleve
Newman and his brother Wil-
llam Newman. The Newmans re-
fuse te leave Oroville, and extradition
could not be taken because TUnited

tates Deputy Sheriff Fred J. Fyne had
no authority to act. The Newmans
were therefore held on a warrant is-
sued by a justice of the peace in Che-
saw on a charge of taking stolen pro-
perty into the United States.

The deputy sheriff at Oroville allowed
Cleve Newman to go after arresting
him, and the bandit escaped to the
southern ' part of Okanagan valley.
Wm. Newman was, however, held in
custody.

In the meantime the United States
marshal’s office at Spokane was noti-
fied and Deputy United States Marshal
Pray immediately left for Oroville,
taking with him authority from the
district court at Spokane for TUnited
States . Deputy: Sheriff Fyne to act un-
der the Extradition Act.

In the meantime Ben Hart had made
a full confession that he and the two
Newman brothers ‘had committed the
robbery. This evidence was taken by
Chief Constable Bunbury at Oroville
and used in the extradition proceedings
agalnst William Newman, An adjourn-
ment was granted to enable the pris-
oner:to secure witnesses for his de-
fence. When the case was continued
the prisoner was committed for extra-
dition and taken to Spokane, and is to
be held in the county jail awaiting the
granting of the order for surrender by
the United States department of state
at Washington, on whom a requisition
will be made for surrender by the Can-
adian authorities,

Ben Hart was charged here with the
robbery. After evidence had been taken
implicating him with the offence, he
was remanded for eight days by L H.
Hallett.,

It is confidently expected that Cleve
Newman will be arrested again within
the course of a few days.

VANCOUVER POLICE FORCE,

Proposal to Add Twenty Men—Juvenile
Court,

Vancouver, Feb. 12, — The proposed
expenditures for the police department
as reported by the commission, were
submitted to the fire and police com-
mittee at its regular meeting yesterday
afternoon, and that part of the requisi-
tion providing for twenty additional
men and the purchase of an auto.and
other equipment was laid over for con-
sideration when the civic estimates are
taken up.

Vancouver, Feb. 12.—Frank Watson,
frontiersman, and one of the first
placer miners of the new Ingenika
district in Nerthern British Columbia,
has failed in an attempt by himself
and partner to capturée Simon Gun-a-
Noot, the mnorthern Indian outlaw.

He was personally
acquainted with Peter, brother of
Simon, the murderer, on whose head 3
price is also set. There were seven
men and four women in the Indian
party, all armed to the teeth. ‘Some-
one of the seven was Simon. Watson
was called upon to explain his pres-
ence. He tried to do so, but the In-
dian leader, Peter, ordered him - out
of the district and told him never to
return. Watson saw that it was use=
lesg to fight, and he and his partner
started over the snow for home,

would fight to the last man rather
