Salisbury’s Attitude —A Protest From
the Egyptians Against’
France. '

London, Oct. 24.—The French ambas-
sador tqQ Great Britain, Baron de Cour-
cel, will arrive here from Paris to-night,
and there iz good authority for the state-
mert that he is the bearer of a proposi-
tion to the Marquis of Salisbury -which
way satisfy both governments.. - |

T'he British government will issue  an-
other bluebook to-night, the mest im-
portant feature of which will be a de-
spatch, dated October 12, from the Mar-
quis of Salisbury to the British ambas-
sador at Paris, Sir Edmond Monson,
reporting the previously described inter-
view with Baroa de Courcel, in which
the latter wished to ascertain what solu-
tion of the guestion was possible, and in
which the Marquis of Salisbury says he
~generally insisted thit the Nile valley
had belonged to, and still belonged to,
Egypt, and whatever ‘diminution had
been suffered by the Mahdi’s conquest
had been removed by the victory at Om-
durman.”

The Marquis of Salisbury then dwelt
on the unpleasantness of Major Mar-
chard’s position, which Baron de Cour-
el denied, and finally' the British pre-
mier, in response to Baron de Courcel’s
suggestion, offered to supply Magor Mar-
chand with food and ammunition, in or-
der that he might be able to reach
French territory.

Baron de Courcel then - said: France
wanted an outlet on the Nile, and the
Marquis of Salisbury requested that the
whole proposition be made in writing.
This was the last interview between the
ambassador and premier on this subject.
Baron de Ceurcel then went to Paris,
and it is thought that the proposition
which he brings to-night embodies the
points indicated. in' this conversation.

Lord Salisbury’s despatch, in conclu-
sion, said:—“The- extreme _indefinite-
ness of..Baron . de Courcel’s proposal
made it impossible for me to eéxpress or
form an opinion relative to the territory
claimed by France in the Bahr-el-Chagal
region. Under the circumstances - the
discussion has been fruitful of misap-
prehension. ‘I informed him it was in
no way my duty to discuss the French
claims now, but that in abstaining there-
from I must not be understood as in
any degree admitting their validity.”

The bluebook also contains interesting
letters from Moustapha Fohy, the re-
gent of Egypt, to General Kitchener and
Lord Crcmer, “the British - diplomatic
agent, showing Egylgt’s attitude; He
wrote - to.

Paris, Oct. 25.—The vote of conti- |
dence in M, Brisson was rejected by
286 10'254 in the . chamber of deputies |
to-day and the Brisson ministry has re-
signed.

During the suspension of business of

leagues. The moderate republicans
maintained that in view- of General
Chanoine’s act all political -differences
disappear and republicans of all shades
must unite and face the situation.

the supremacy of the civil power, After
aftémpts upon the part of various depu-
ties to dismiss the alleged military sloth, |
insults to the army. etc., M. Hibot, in
behalf of hig friends, including M. Me- l
line, ‘approved M. Brisson’s statement
and added: “We have every confidence
in.the army and we do not. wish to see
it attacked. All republicans are united
on this subject.” )
~ M. Demahy proposed a resolution call-
ing upon the government *“to end the
campaign. of insult against the army,”
but M. Brisson refused to accept it.

M. Cavaignac, the former minister of
war, rushed to the tribune and demand-
ed an immediate discussion of the reso-
lution.

An English Syndicate Purchase the
Omineca Placer Stream
For $20,000.

They Will Take Expensive Machinery
In and Work It for All
It Is Worth.

News was brought by the steamer
Queen, which reached port last evening
from Steveston, where she called on her
way down from the North to discharge
her salmon cargo, that Tom creek, the
famous ' placer stream of the Omineca
country, has been sold to an English
syndicate for the sum of $20,000.

The news possibly means much for a
country which, while known to be very
rich in the precious metal, requires con-
siderable capital to develop.

Tom creek has an interesting history.
It is very well known here. Years ago
it was a famous stream for the men of
the pan and the rocker that adventur-
ously penetrated an almost unknown
land in search of gold.

Some very large nuggets were found,
and a stampede to the creek and the
surrounding” country took place. Small
fortunes were taken out, and it was
thought for a time that Cariboo had
been eclipsed. i

The diggings, however, appear to be
worked out, and were almost abandon-
ed. A few years ago, however, Jas. D.
Wells, of Omineca, mining recorder;
Captan Black, of Victoria, and several
other gentlemen, believing that the creek
could be worked well with machinery,
secured rearly all the claims on it. For
several months past negotiations have
been going on with the representative of
an English syndicate in regard to the
properties, and the fact that a deal has
at last actvally been put through was
made known by A. Champagne, a pas-
senger on the Queen City.

.Mr. Champagne says jt is the inten-
tion of the company to take expensive
mining machinery into the creek and to
work it for all it is worth. He believes
that it will prove a profitable invest-
ment,

Should Tom creek turn out rich, much
attention will be attracted to ‘Omineca,
whiich, while known te be a rich coun-
try, has been passed over by capitalists.
James D. Wells, who acts as mining re-
corder for the. district, obtained his in-
terests on . the creek several years ago.
He did a little development work, but
had not the necessary capital to make
his properties pay. '

Last Decembe?, while Mr. Wells was
sub-recorder of the district, he visited
Victoria, bringing down several large
nuggets picked out of Tom creek. He
then attempted to dispose of -his interests
in th¢ mines, “but was * unsuccessful.
Early this year he again went north to
Omineca, and travelled through a part

of the country known only to the In-

dians on a prospecting tour. J. D.
Wells is a half-breed of remarkable in-
telligence. He is well educated and a
very good talker,

-~ Although Wells has spent many years
of his life in the uncivilized north he
knows how to enjoy bimself when in the
eoast cities on his periodical visits. He
beeame very well known in Victoria last
year by his liberality with his money,
and it was not to be wondered at before
he left that he should try to dispose of
some of his northern interests. At that
time he weuld undoubtedly have sold out
his mines on Tom creek for a: few hun-
dred dellars. - It ‘'was fmpgassible to find
an investor, however, and: “Jimmy” is
row several thousand dollars richer in
conseguence.

Wells was always frank in = stating
that the Omineca is not a poor man’s
country. He believes that it is an ideal
district for a company with/lots of capi-
tal, and now that such a8 company has
obtained possession of Tomi “creek the

disclosures of 1891 and the shameful
events of 1896. (Laughter.) But the
Conservative party was not strong
enough to carry on the affairs of Canada
unless it had men at its head who were
more competent to lead than those now
here. They would have to -eradicate
that spirit of distrust’and disloyalty to-
wards each other which had been the
bane of the Conservative party in the
past, and which has led as much as any-
thing else to its downfall. From what
he had seen in Parliament, and from
what he knew, he felt safe in’ sdying
that the party was disorganized, and
that its divided sections seemed unable
to work in harmony. There were men
at the head who had been in the late
government, who would probably be in
any new government formed by the Con-
servatives, and who would be 7just as
ready to cut the throats of their col-
leagues as they were in 1896. (Applause.)
No party -could hope to achieve success
under such conditions.  No party could
hope to carry on an administration, nor
to win elections, unless its leaders had
confidence in each ~other. - There must
be loyalty among them. The interests
of the country demanded it, as well-a$§
the interests of the party. Therefore
he felt assured that those who cherished
the notion that the Conservative party
was likely to soon gain accession to
power were simply deceiving themselves.

The Liberal Government.

Under these circumstances it would
not, perhaps, be out of place, on the
other hand, - te glance at the constitution
of the Liberal government and see how
it compared with the men who were
in the late Conservative government, or
who would be in any one .that could
be formed now. At the head was a
gentleman who had enjoyed the loyal
support of his friends for a long’ term
of years in opposition. Did he not get
together a strong bedy of men—of busi-
ness men, of men not depending upon
polities for a living, of meh who had
achieved success in different avenues of
business,

HENDERSUN ROBBED

How tbe Discoverer of Henderson
Creek Lost His Goid on the Voy-
age From Alaska.

Was Robbed by Two Men and a
Woman—The Men Left the
Steamer Here. ]

Bob Henderson, of Dawson, "Dog
Salmon Bob,” he calls himself, the or-
iginal discoverer of the Klondike, on his
arrival at Seattle by the City of Seattic,
claimed that during the trip he had been
robbed of $820. He says he knows who
robbed him, but refuses to have the
thieves arrested, chiefly because he. does
not want to ‘‘squeal,” but partly be-
cause he doesn’t believe that it will
bring back his money. In fact, he 1s
very much opposed to having anytmng
about the case published and only con-
sented to explain it, he said, ‘%o see
thlu’t it was published correctly, if at
all.”

“I was robbed of about $S20,” said
he, “but I don’t want anything saia
#bout it. 1 came out from Dawson
with sixteen others and reached Dyea
on October 17th. We put up at a hotel,
where we remained all night, taking the
City of Seattle down the next morning.
Of course we were all drinking. They
were  all good ‘boys, and fine fellows,
and we had a good time. When 1 left
Dawson I had about $1,100 with me,

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INSIDE HISTORY OfF IT.

A Correspondent Tells All About the
French Fort on the’ Nile.

The London Times publishes despatch-
es ‘from Cario about the discovery of
Major Marchand at. Fashoda. The
lg]ifst of these reliable despatches is given

ere:—

The Sidar dia not force the pace.

left Omdurman on the morning of Sep-
tember 10 fi.r Fashod:n, -he vessels
steamed only during daylight.

Soudanese troops
were landed to drive the enemy off.

going to attack Major Marchand.

Arrived at Fashoda.

On the tenth day out the flotilla .ar-
rived at a point opposite Fashoda. The
Nile there is moderately wide. The
French were holding a small peninsuia
or island—for there is a marsh be-
hind this peninsula, whose area was
about five acres.

The Sidar landed alone, Major Mar-

and greet him. Major Marchand said
that at first he thought the Khalita’s
steamers and the dervishes had re-
turned to attack him. The Sidar said
he had come to re-occupy the country
aud to establish garrisous on  bhehalf
ot his' government. Major Marchand
said he would not attempt to oppose
him with force, nor would he withdraw
unless compelled or instructed by the
French authorities so to do. The Sir-
dar thereupon landed his men, hoist-
ed the flags and formed a post behind
Major Marchand’s islet, practieal'y
barring him from access to the main-
land. Major “Marchand made no ob-
jection to this; he toasted the British
in a bottle of sweetish champagne that
he had with him.

It appears that four out of Major
Matchand’s nine  French colleagues
died; none of his officers were killed
in fighting.

‘What He Looks Like.
Major Marchand is described as be-

ing the tri-color. Steaming closer; with-
out being hailed, wel saw that the place
was well fortified, in a style much ve-
semnbling that employed by the der-
vishes at Shabuka. The forts comprised
a stout mud redoubt of horseshoe-shaped
formation, with long lines of conmnecting
trenches between, the works and ve-
doubts wpom either flank. Abcve the
trenches could be seen peering at us a
| line of dark faces of armed men, prob-
. ably several hundred stroag. They
were evidently ready for action, but no
shot wag fired. Presently a boat rowed
out towards us from the shore. It con-
tained a European, dressed in white.
This gentieman was Major Marchand,
and his crew of oarsmen consisted of
Senegalese, T'he French flag was flying
from the boat’s stern.

Lord Roberts Explains Why Britain
Needs a Larger Army.

Lord Roberts of Kandahar opened a
drill hall at Chesterfield recetnly, says
the London  Daily Mail, inspected the
2rd Volunteer Battalion of the Sher-
wood Foresters, and was presented with
the freedom of the borough. But more
important than any of these things is
the fact that he delivered tw~ addresses,
in which he dealt with the numbpers and
state of efficiency of our sea and land
forces.

At a dinner
which was given at the Mansion house
in -July to:sthe. secretary -of-: state for
war and a number of military of
ficers, the Lord Mayor expressed lis

large, and added that if more money
were required to bring it into a thor
oughly 'efficient condition he felt certain
that the British people would quickly
supply it. - (Cheers.)

From that patriotic assurance he
(Lord Roberts) saw no reason to dif-
fer.. It was true that Great Britain
was an insular power in Europe, but
she was a continental power in many
parts of our dominions abroad. The
navy could not defend British rights
in China and Africa.

Momentous questions now confronted
us in various parts of the world: it
rested with the Government to deter-
mwine the policy to be pursued: and
when it was announced he believed that
any funds which might be required to
carry it out. would be rapidly forthcom-
ing. (Cheers.)

A resolute, sustained, and far-ee
ing policy ‘would be alone worthy of
us, and by it alone could this great
Empire made' be secure. (Cheers.)

noon and all. save Capt. Durie, the car-
penter, a cook and a watchman, who

i of the insurance companies, were brought
down. The Brixham is lying bent over
' a jagged reef, resting on her hull amid-
| ships, and will, according to the opinion
""of the peturning seamen, probably never
be saved.

The story of the wreck as told by
those: of the officers and crew who re-
turned on the Utopia ig as follows:

of QOctiober 13. The night was stormier
{,than usual, even in those stormy waters,
!'with a heavy gale from southeast.
‘Thef gale brought with it a thick rain
that made the night so dark it was im-
possible to sed anything ahead, even
the whitecaps forward being scarcely
discernible from the bridge. At ex-
actly 3:12 o’clock there was a sudden
crash, and the ship slid up on a veef
and rested with her keel amidships ¢n
thve hump of submerged rocks. The force
of the collision was so great that it was
found later that the bottom amidships
had been torn out of the craft, leaving
the engines and boiler directly on the
reef, with a large rock protruding’ be-
tween them. TFrom the time of the col-
lision until the Brixhama came to a full
gtop the engineer had time to run from
the saloon into the engine room.

The passengers rushed out on deck,
terror-stricken, thinking they were go-
irg to the bottom, and none had the
slightest idea where they were until day-
light. As soom next morning as the sea
had subsided the lifeboats were lowered,
and the passengers takem off. This was
about 9 or 10 ¢’clock.

All were landed on the lee shore of
Blashke island, where tents, improvised
from sails, were erected, which, with a
12x18_tent donated by a Seattle photo-
graphér named Piscr, made the passemn-
gers comparatively comfortable, so far
as shelter was concerned. -

In all, four tents were provided; one
for the women, one for the firemen and
conl passers, one for the male passen-
| gers and one for the stewards and

cocks. The first assistant engineer and
| two men were ostablished on the side
| opposite the main channel to watch for
| passing vessels. A creek was discovered
on the island, and plenty of provisions
| were landed from the ship, so that there
was no danger of suffering from humger.

NATIONAL EOUNCIL OF WOMEN OF
CANADA.

The Hon. Sydney Fisher, minister of
agriculture, received an important depu-
tation from the National Council of Wo-
meén of Canada on Saturday morning last,
regarding a Canadian women’s section in
the Paris exhibition of- 1900.

The deputation was introduced by Her
Excellency the Countess of Aberdeen, and
was composed of Lady Laurier, Lady
Thompson, Lady Tilley, vice-president for
New' Brunswick; Lady Davies. vice-presi-
dent for Prince Edward Island; Mrs.
Charles Archibald, vice-president for Nova
Scotia; Mrs. Broomﬁr, vice-president for
Ontario; Mrs. English, of London, Madame
Routhier, Ottawa; Mrs Digman, of the
Dominion  Women’s Art Association; Mrs
Willoughby Cummings and Miss Edgar,
of Toronto.

It was explained to the minister by the
president; t Countess of Aberdeen, ‘that
the “National. Council of Women, which
is ‘fully .organized in every province of the
Dominion, and which is composed of as-
sociations. relating to every interest in
the' livés of the women of Canada, is
theréfore in a position to arrange for a
fully Tepresentative exhibit, including sta-
tistics "and -papers bearing on women’s
education, -position and work of the ser-
vice of the .community, under. the direc-
tion ‘and. with the assistance of the Do~
minion government.

.Mr. Fisher, after asking for the opin-
fons of the ladies of the deputation con-
cerning ‘the: scope and extent of sueh an
exhitit and the conditions under which
the council would undertake.its organiza-
tion, said that he fully understood and
realized that such a national organiza-
tion as the Council of Women would be
in an excellent position to assist the gov-
ernment in a work of the kind.

He said in conclusion that if a women’s
exhibit were determined on that he wou'd
fully consider the matter in all its bear-
ings, and after consulting his colleagues
would ask the committee to confer with
him again at an early date.

The Founder of the Dawson ‘“Miner”
Gives His Views on Things in
the Yukon Capital.

Commissioner Ogiivie Highly Spoken
‘Of—The Latest From Daw- -
son City.

Reperts from the Klondike capital
during the season which is now closing
have varied so much in their particulars
that the publhic have become very chary
about accepting the statements of any
man from the gold fields except those
who are known to be strictly reliable,
who have kade.good opportunities and
abilities for observing, and who have no
private ends to serve. Irom the nature
of his profession, a journalist has ex-
ceptional opportunities in this regard,
and it is this fact, together with his
long journalistic career in the mining
district of Australia, and his undoubled
probity, that makes the 'testimony of J.
Livingstone, the editor of the Dawson
Miner, of peculiar value. Mr, Living-

stone went in last spring, and with his '

partners succeeded in launching the
Miner, four issues of it having been pub-
lished before severe attacks of dysentery
and other disorders warned him that he
must quit the country. He sold out his
interest to Somerville and Rees. C, A.
Wade was installed as editor, and Mr.
Livingstone, with the deeds of six
bench claims on Bonanza, quitted the
golden capital for England, there to
float his claims on- the market. He
arrived in the city this morning, and
was seen at the Wilson by a representa-
tive of the Times. ;

One of the most important pieces of
information which he brings is that the
fleet of the Boston Alaska Co., which
had the contract for carrying a portion
of the supplies for the Yukon
has at last reached Dawson.  Late on
Sunday evening, the 25th of September,
the three vessels, Governor ' Pingree,
Philip P. Lord and New York, steamed
into Dawson. Besides the belated sup-
plies they brought the much needed
books, for the want of which the of-
ficials at Dawson have hitherto been
sadly hampered in their work. TUntil
their arrival the records of the gold

commissioner’s office had to.be kept on'

sheets of foolscap, ~nd this led to a1
most inextricable confusion, and the
irregularities of . which
been made in some quarters, Now,

of the Canadian parliament in fixing the
stipends of their officials and clerks in
that distriet at such a low rate. 'T'he
clerks only receive $1.50 per day, and
it costs them a day’s wage to bu< a
meal if they are forced to do so. Mr,
Fawcett's salary, formerly $2,000, has
advanced $500, but is still beggarly con-
sidering the cost of living, while even
Mr.. Ogilvie receives only the modest
sum of $4,000, a salary which every
gold commissioner in Australia receives,
and which places them aboye the need
of traflicking in mining claims.

THE WHITE PASS RAILWAY.

The following official statement of the
progress on the ‘White Pass and Yukon
railway has been published in London:
i “The-section of the road over the White
Pass from Skagway, Alaska, to the
Canadian side; 1s owned by the Pacific
and Arctic Railway & Navigation Com-
pany. The distance from NSkagway to
the summit is about 20 miles and from
the summit to Lake Bennett about 25
miles. The company has about 1,500 men
employed, and will be glad to. have
double that number. “Trains are running
about half way to the summit of the
pass, and it is expected that they will
reach the summit before long, and the
lakes later.

WATCH BAHR-FL-GHAZEL.

The clack about the French in Fashoda
is, we must say, growing somewhat tire-
some, principally because English readers
will not keep clearly in view the real ques-
tion.. There has never from the first n
any doubt in the minds of those possessed
of a fair knowledge of the (uestion that
the French post at Fashoda would be ywith-
drawn. The withdrawal of the French has
been a foregone conclusion from the very
beginning. The only question is upon
what terms they will withdraw. The
French government does not immediately
and unconditionally withdraw Marchand,
first, because it would weaken it to do so
without giving a reason which would ,seem
acceptable to French people generally.,It
secretly hopes that such reasons may be
furnished by Marchand himself—such as
that the expedition by way of Jebutil and
Abyssinia having failed to meet him, he
was ‘not in a position he could hold owing
to the want of military support or of
rovisions and ~supplies. Probably the

rench government may have hoped that
‘delay might result somehow in the British
government consenting to negotiate as to
the terms on which Marchand might be
withdrawn. This is the real aim of the
French colony party. It wants to secure
compensation for the withdrawal of Mar-
