Liverpool Wood Trade.

Bat to
‘that we rejoin, now is the time to advise
shippers and lamberers to curtail their
operations, and to coase from getting out
such vast quantities: of stuff as they have
been in the habit of doing for somée years
past. ‘To defsr putting the position
‘vefore them 'now as. it really exists would
be simply to make it of no value.

‘‘Bagirning with Cinada the-shippers of
pine timbér and‘othier ‘wéods in-the log
form™ are” too well “dequaintéd with the
timber teade to want..any direction from
us.

Hon, St Jobn

Thomp:on, Premier of the Dominion,

which was bri_fly annonnced in last week’s

Apvaxce has been the great topic of the

press and people ever since it ocourred.

From the large mass of despatches and

comments on the sad event we take the
following :— :

Loxpon, Dec. 13th.

The news of Sir Johu’s death spread
rapidly in official and political circles in
L London, Many .Canadiaas and Eoglish
politicians cal'el at Sir Charles Tupper’s
office tu express sorrow. Severdl mem-
bers of the American culyay left carlis.
Telegrams from Glasgow, Manchester,
Liverpool. Birmingbam, Elinbroagh, ardd
innamerable mess: gas of condolesca and
enqniry from London were received
in'the early evening. L.tar came a great
rawber of cablegrams from America ask-
ing for eonfirmation of the news ora
more detailed statement of the cause of
death. At the political clubs Sir Joha
Thompson’s career was the chief topic of
conversation.  Expression of opinion
was invariablly to the effect that he was
one of the ablest Canadian statesmen of
the last thirty years.

HOW HE.DIED. .

The Marqnis of Breadalbare made this
statement last might: “Isaw Sir John
on the platform at Paddirgton t> day aud
travelled to Windsor in the same saloon
with him. He appeared ell right then
and afterwards at the mee inz. After hb
was sworn he retired to the luncheon room
and whils we were sitting there he sudden-
ly fainted. Oae of the servantsand A
each took ah arm, got him into the next
reom aud placed him beside a window.. I
got some water and sent a servant ‘for
trandy. In a short time he recovered
somewhatan1 scemed much distressed
at having made what he regirded as a
scene, remarking: “Itseems too weak
and foolish to faint like this.” I replied,
**One does not faint on pucpose ; pray do
not distress yourself atout the matter.”
He begge 1 me to return t> my luncheon';
but of ceurse I weunld not hear of this. I
remained with him till he seemed coni-
pletely cecovered, and he rosete &¢-
company mo back to the luncheon room.
I offered him my arm but he walked o™
aided. Hs cheerfully remarked, *I am all
right, thank you.” Meantime Dv:. Reid,
the Queen’s physician, whom [ had sent
for, arrived. Witkin t#o or threse mig-
utes after Sir Jshn's return to the lunch-
eon room, and, I believe, before he tisted
the cutlet or whatever was placed before
him,"” [ saw him sud lenly lurch over atd
fa 1 almo:t into Dr. Reid’s arms. At the
request of the doctor the lidies at the table
went ouk; the doector, I and the servants
remained. We Jid all that wa3possible.
I felt his pulse and was confidert no aid
would avall him. The doctor  held  the
same view, which, u.happly, proved
too correct. As faras Icoull see, Sir
John had been in good health up to the
ficst se'zare. 1 believe he t)ld De. Raid
he had had pains in the chest. Tie
cause of death was undoubtedly suddeh
failare of the heart’s action.” !

Sir Joha Thompioa had for soms tine
past suffered from fatty degeneration of tlée
heart, and was also afflicted with an abiomi-
nal malady. He was fully aware of his
condition, and cousulted a Loadoen apecialisft
as to his ailmen's. Tha physician gave
him to understand that he was in ngo
immediate danger, and being thus reassured
he afterward made short visits to Franee
and Italy. He returnel to London ten dz?s
ago.

THE Q7EEN INFORMED OF THE DEATH.

The n ws of the desth of Sir John was
broken to the Qaeen by Sir John MecNi'l,
Her Majesty’s equerry. The Qaeen was
greatly shocked at the announcement and
expressed her extremo sorrow.

All reports agree that the Queen is deep'y
moved by Sir John Thompson's death. She
expressed profound regret and sympathy
with hie widow when the news was an-
nounced to her. Sir Caarles Tapper,
Canadian High Commissioner in London,
was summoned to Windsor Dby a special
courier afterward. He arrived atseven
o'clock this evening, rode directly to the
castle and was received by Her Majesty at
once, He had a long audience, daring
which the Quecn is understood to have
communicated to bim several messages of
grief and sympathy.

Her Majesty telegraphed as fullows to
Lady Thompson :—

AT TOE BEHRING SEA ARBITRATION.

SieRichard Webster, ex-Attorney General
of Eng’'aud, whose close acquaintance with
the late Premier was both person.l and
political, said in an interview this even-
ing : — :

“I have long regarded him asa remark-
able man.
in Paris last year he discharged his functions
in a dignified and judical manner, giving a
striking example of firmoess and impartially
thronghout the proceedings. Everyboly
who had » pa-t in the arb.tration was con-
vinced of his high ability and sound jadg-
ment. Ile bad a most upright and exemp-
lary charactcr. Bo.h Canada anl G eat
Britain have lost a mos! capable admip stra-
tor, on whom they might have relied for
many years to meet every emergency with
coolness and sagacity. It wasonly on Dcc-
ember 2 that he was teiling me of the great
satisfaction he felt in fiading the result of
the arbitiation to be the practical solution
of the Behring Sca difficulty. He was most
sanguine that.the Paris award would prove
to be a permanent eetilement of all the dis-
puted guestions. 2 mentioned to me that
he was suffering from ill-health, but ke said
there was nothing to indicate more than

“I am sure that the recognition of his ser-
vices expressed by his appointment to the
Privy Councl was hailed with as mach
pleasure in Canada as in Eigland.

THE COURT CIRCULAR,

The court circular on Sir John Thompsoa's
death says :— *“To the Queen’s very great
regret the Houn. Sir John Thompson, K. C.
M. G, G. C.,, Premier and Minister of
Justice in Canada. who had just been sworn
as a member of Her Majesty’s Privy Council,
died suddenly of syncope a few minutes
after leaving the council room. Sir John
had mentioned thathe was suffering from
heart affection, for which he had been under-
going medical tréatmeut, and he was feel-
iog unwell upon his arrival &t the castle.
Dr. Reid was present at'the moment of his
seizare, and rendered every possible assis-
tance.”

Sir Chail:s
Tapper this morniong, previouas to the faner-
al ceremonies, hal as audieace with the
Queen, who expressed to him that she felt
the deepest regret at Canada's loss and
expressed in touching wo:ds her sympathy
with the Canadiun people. Her Majesty
then ordered Sir Charles to cable the ex-
pressions of her sorrow to the Earl of
Aberdeen, Governor General of Canada.
The following is the™ext of the Queen's
message to Lord Aberdeen : *‘The Queen
has personally comisanded me t) express to

Thompson to indicate her wishes, and
accordingly Hon, Mr. B)rwell and Hon. Mr.

As aresalt of this conversation Laly
Thompson has accepted the hoorr, ard
intelligenca has been sent to the
Admiralty. The body will, therefore, be
conveyed direct to Halifex and a state
faneral will take place in that city.

AN 0,‘UTSPOKE.\' CLERGYMAN.

MoNTREAL, Dec. 16.—Preachers in most
all the city churches to-day made references
of a eulogistic nature to the late Sir John
Thompion., The remarks of Rev. J. Eigar
Hill in 8t.

Ispeak pliinly asI
am wont to do; and the inference from the
calamity which ' has shocked usis that S.r
John Thompson was the victim of an utterly
unchristian and unjustifiable worry which,
acting on a fine natare like his, was very
likely to aggravate, if oot originate, the
tronble from which he suffered, and which
is likely enmough to have precipitated his
sudden death, It is a shame t> wrong our
public servauts, ‘Lecause of concerns that
lie outside the range of their public duty.
It is a crime agsinst our country to
embarrass a minister of the crown in the
discharge of his duty by attacks ou his
ecclesiastical convictions and by insinuatione
against his sincerity and conscientiousaess.
Peop'e are far too ready to take up such
matters and maguify them by the exaggerat-
ing glass of their own shallow miade. 'Time
and again I bhave felt my iondignation rise
to white heat at the unfair and uncharitable
assults made upon Sir Johu Thompson
beciuse in the matter of his ecclesia:tical
opinion he happened to diffor from his
assailants,”

Turpentine is a
common adulteract. A remarkable fact
is that the odur and keeping gality are
improved in some cases by admix:ure
with turpentine or some oil cheaper than
that adulterated. Peppermint oil is
chiefly supplied by thy Uuital Scates.
The aonual product of New York ani
Michigan is 15,000 tons of raw material,
producing 100,000 pounds of oil, about 11
pounds of oil being distilled from the
flowers yielded by an acre of land.

The prodaction of honey by the hive
bee is probably a3 marvel»us  an industry
as exists in the animal worll, and the
social organizition of the hive is no lass
Eich bee, said D:. C.V.
Rilay in a recent address to the Bivlogical
Society of Washington, labors for the
good of the comm~nwealth of which it is
a membar, the welfare of the colony
directing the actions of all, and not the
will of the qu1een. Ind:ed it would seem
that the lattar peiforms her importaut
fanction (that of supolying the hive with
egas) ouly when the workers will it, their
own condition of prosperity as regards
stores, or their anticipations of the future |
needs of the colony, as regards population,
causing them to supply the queen liberally
with food rich in nitrogen—a partially
digested substance, or a gland product,
which she alone cannot prodace, yet
without which wny considerable pro-
duction of eggs is an impossibility. The
industrious and provident workers, then,
must have chief credit for the policy of
the hive, and they attain efficiency and
order by a marked division of labor. The
young workers normally care for the
beood, beginning within two or three
diys after issuing from the cell. The
glands secreting part of the food required
for tha developing larvae are astive during
the eaily life of the workers, but later
become atrophied, when thesec nurses can
no longer do their work, well. When a
fov days old they take ghort flizhts, but
ssldoin gather stores before fifteen days
oll. Most of the foragera secrete wax
szilss, but wax production and the
fashioning of the comb are more essential-
ly a function of the workers in middle
life. Among the outside workers and
hive defenders, some bring honay only on
cartain trips or for a time, others honey
and pollen, others ~watar, and yet others
propolis or bae glue to stop up crevices
and glue things fast. Meanwhile, some
are buzziig their wings at the entrance to
vent late the hive, and others are
removing dead bees, dust, etc., or are
gnarding the entrance, or perhaps driving
out-the droaes when these are no lunger
needed.

Among some ‘‘wouder working plants”
mentioned the other day by Mr. D.
Morris, in a London Iustitation lecture,
was the coco-nut palm, the most beautiful
plant of the tropics, which always laans
toward the wind aud whos3s fruit some-
times produces pearls. Thess peatls
differ from those of tha oyster only in
being slightly duller. A tassa-spoiling
plant has l)aves tha*, when chewed,
cause sugar to becoma taste'eisjand sour
things to lose their sourness; and a re-
markable—but undoubted and unexplain-
ed—effest of the wild tamarind is that of
causing horses that eat its leaves to lose
the hair of their manes and tails.

Stationed in many parts of the world,
like invisible sentries, are curious ech oes,
each with its peculiar characteristics, but
all representing the same acoustical
phenomenon. Oae of the wost remark-
able echoss, says La Nature, is that—at
once natural and artificial—-produced by
the suspension bridge over the Menai
Straits, If one of the piers be struck
with a hammer, for examplz, the sound
isnit only reechoed from the opposite
pier, 5J0 feet dis7ant, but also from-each
of the metallic supports of the roadway,
and fcom the water itself, so that every
stroke is multiplied iato a succaission of
strokes, following at the rate of about
ive a satond. The effect is a kind of
m:t:liic tri.l, senorous and skrident, The
chatzan of Simonetta, near Milan, has a
cirious echo, which repeats the report of
aticenrm about 15 times. Ia Sussex,
not far from Saipley ecaurch, is an echo
that repeats phrases of 18 or 20 syllables.
In the Panthson at Pua'isis an esho that
reproduces the noise of a falling cane as
the report of a gun. »

When milk is sterilizsd by prolonged
boiling or steaming, the sugar 1s convert-
ed into caramel, changing the taste cor-
respondingly, and on cvoling the fat tends
to form lumps. The digestibility of the
sterilized milk is a guestion on which
opinions have differed. Dr. Bendix has
just reported to the Beilin Physiological
Society some expiriments in which a num-
ber of children between creand two years
old were fed with fresh milk and while
bread, and others with sterilized milk and
bread. The nutritious proportion seemed
to be extricted by the digestive organs
from the .sterilizad m'lk quite as com-
pletely as from tho uasterilized.

Aerated bread, or braad raised by using
water charged with carbon dioxide 1nstead
of by yeast, was devised by a Scotch
physician in 1859, and is said to have
been popularin Eiglind for a score of
years, although attempts to introduce it
into America have utterly failad. In
London alons, 83 stores, wi h over 1000
operatives, supply it.

The Woodstook Bridge.

The much discusssd new Woodstock
bridge has been completed, and was
formally opened on Thursday last. The
day assumed the aspects of a public holi-
day in Woodstock. Quite a cavalcade
turned out in procession and crossed the
bridge, headed by the mayor and town
councillors and officers, members of the
government and composed of citizens of
the town and county. - The contractors
handed over the work after the govern-
ment engineer had formally pronounced
it completed to his satisfaction, and the
Chief Commissioner of Public Works,
Hon. H. R. Emmerson, said he had great
pleasnre in . congratulating thy citizens
of Woodstock and of the County of
Carleton upon the completion and open-
ing for use of this important and impos-
ing structure. He was prepared to say,
and challenged criticism, that in this
bridge the people had secured a structure
which was unsurpassed by any of its class
in Canada and, from his observation and
the best information he could obtain,
there was not a bridgo of its kind in any
of the Eastern or middle states of the
neighboring Republic, if its equal upon
the continent. Further he would say, i
face of the criticism and condemnati

which, through portions of the press

from the public platform, had bedn hurl-
ed at the government, in this regard, that,
whether as to substructure or super-
structure and taking the bridge as a
whole, it was not only one of the finest
but the cheapest ever built in North
America. This, too, no withstanding
some costly mistakes that had been made;
and facts would bear him outin the
declaration.

As to mistakes made and errors dis-
covered, he could appeal to those who
heard hin as well asto his own ex-
perience, in connection with minor works,
whether such errors and mistakes could
be wondered at ; such would occur in
construction by contract or otherwise of
the smallest as well as the largest
erections.

Fire.

On Saturday afternoon a fire broke out in
the building on Cunard Street, near Water,
owned by Mr. James Searle and occupied on
the street floor as a grocery by Mr. Wm, J.
Groat and on the upper floor by the pilots,
as their Chatham headquarters. It origina-
ted in a lean-to at the rear where parafice
oil, molasses, codfish and other articles of
heavy stock were kept. Mrs. Groat, who
was in attendance on the store had been fill-
ing a measure with syrup or molasses and as
it was raoning slowly she weat iato the
fron% shop to wait upon a customer. Hav-
ing done so she opened the rear door to
retarn to the lean-to whe1  she discovered
that the place was filled with fire and smoke.
An alarm was sent out and the removal of
goods from the shop began at once. Duwn
at the Steam Fire Eagine house the usual
trouble was experienced in getting the en-
gioe out, a wh:ffle-tree being broken against
the side of the doérway. It was fully
twenty minutes after. the alarm “sounded
before the engine was in its place for work-
g, on the Snowball wharf, and it was ten
minutes more before there was enough
steam to work it.

The firemen had however, acted with
great promptness and laid their lines of hose
a few minutes after the alarm was given,
and the dilatoriness in getting on water was,
therefore, all the more noticeable.

Meantime, the fire had made coasiderable
head way in spite of the faet that peopls
fought it with snow and water. The lean-to
was practically destroyed and the Goggin
buildibg adjoining was biaziag fiercely at
the southwest corner and from - the roof.
Me. F. O. Petterson’s house 0a Water
street was in great danger, but principally
through the exertions of Mr. Arch. Frecker
and others with buckets from a vantage
ground on the roof,it was kept from iguiting.
When the water was got on from the
engine a feeling of safety was experienced,
but the tight was a hard one, owing to the
combustible character of the buildiogs and
their situation. Oar fireman are excellent
workers and io about an hour they had
extinguished the flimes, but not before the
Searle building was very hadly damaged and
tae Goggln building partly bursed snd
thoroughly soaked with water. Mr. Goggin
would not allow the removal of any of his
stock which, as it turned out, was perhaps
as wise as the other course would have been,
a8 the fire did not reach much of it, altho’
the damage by water was great. He carried
thiz policy too far, however, ia also pro-
hibiting the removal of a lot of farniture
which belonged to Mrs. Lyman Flstt and was
stored in the upper pact of the buiiding, on
which there was no insurance, and which
might have been saved from the water-
damage it received.

The stock in the store on the western
side of the Goggin building, occupied by Mr.
S. U. McCulley, watch-maker and jeweller,
was removod, chiefly to the Bank of Nova
Scotia, nearly opposite ‘and the safe was also
‘drawn to a position near the front daor to be
farther removed, should emergendy require,
The rooms immediately above the McCalley
store were occapied by Mr. Justice Fother—
ingham who removed nearly all his papers.
Meesrs McCalley and Fotheringham were
uninsured.

Theloss in the Groat store was consider-
able, for nothing was removed from the
lean-to, and everything there was so badly
damaged as to be worthless.

The Goggia building was insured  for
$1,000.in Mr. Winslow's officet, he Central
having the risk, and the Searle baildiag for
$600 in Mr. Cautter's office, the Alliance
haviog the risk. There was, on the Goggin
stuck, $1,000 with Mr. Winslow, at risk of
the Uuited Fire Ins, Co. and $600 in Miss
Fanny Gillespie’s agency, at the 1isk of the
Zha. The Groat stock was insured in Mr.
Geo. Watt’s agency, at the risk of the Quebec
Fire Ins. Co. for $500.

The lo:s on the -(oggin building was
apprised by Messrs Wm. Lawlor and Patk.
Connors, who- fixed it at 385 12, but Mr.
Goggin was dissatisfied at so manifestly
small an award. It was afterwards
reconsidered, and 850 more added, which
Mr. Goggin accepted Mr. C. E. L. Jarvis
and Mr. Butcher were looked for on Tuesday
to adjust the loss on she Goggin and
Groat stocks but did not arive. Yes-
‘terday an appraisement was made by
Messrs. Batcher and Calkin.

Narrow Escape of the Bishop of Chate
ham fron Drowaingz.

HE LOSES A HORSE AND SLEIGH IN THE
MIRAMICHI AND IS HALF AN HOUR IN THE
ICY WATZR BEFORE BEING RESCUED.

His Lordship, the R*. Rev. Dr. Rogers,
D. D., Bishop of Chatham, had a narrow
escape from drowning in the Miramichi river
last Sunday afternoon. Rev. P. W. Dixon,
R. C. Pastor of Newcastle, who was ill,
fearing he would not be able to celebrate
Mass on Sunday, caused His Lordship to be
informed of the fact. Not wishing to call
upon either Father Kaightor Father Babineau
of the P.o-Cathe lral staff —whe are not in
good health—to go to Newcastle, the Bishop
determined to take the Sanday duties
there himself, and did so, leaving
Chatham for the purpose on Satardsy
afternoon. On Suaday  afternoon, the
sanctuary duties of the day at St. Mary’s
being performed, His Lordship started for
Nelson, intending, as he was so near that
village, to visit Rev. Father Power. He
had his own horse and double sleigh,and was
driven by Mr. Patrick Quino. Quite a large
namber of p:rsons wers gkating about near
Newcastle, and two boys, Fraok Duna and
Walter Mariner, of Chatham, skated
alongside of the Bishop's sleigh fora
time. The route taken was not that
marked out by small spruce trees to. the
Sargeant landiog,but almost directly for the
Nelson church. The two boys had left the
sleigh just before reaching a poiat off the
residence of John O'Brien, Esq., M, P. P.,
and gone ahead to look for a suitable landiog
place for the sleigh, whea the horce suddenty
broke through the ice and went under.
Quinn, being comparatively unincumbered,
jomped to the sound icz as the sleigh was
breaking through, but the Bishop, being
heavily clothed and, withal, a very stout
man, with the disadvansage of being in the
back seat of the sleigh, barely reached the
edge of the ice as the sleigh sank under him.
Both arms were above the ice, however,
and as Quinn bad seizad him by the hand
and the ice did mot further give way, he
was sustainad in that position.

Phe situation was'now a critical one.
Both horse and sleigh had disappeared, and
the Bishop had not the least support save
the edge of theics and the hold Quinn
had of him. The latter was soon obliged
to change his position, but, before doing so,
he asked the Bishop if he counld sustiin him-
self unaided for a moment until he could
lie down and get a different hold. This
His Lordship acceded to, and Quino lay
down at full length in &  position
that  enab'ed him to hold the
Bishop's hands in his, while both called for
help, forthey had got far above all the
parties who were skating, emaptmg Duaon
and Mariner, who were soon attracted by
their shouts and came back. Quinn dirested
one of them to lis down snd take hold of his
feet to keep him from being pulled towards
the Bishop, while the Bishop directed the
other to go as quickly as possible to the

shore for aid. The lad soen gave the alarm,
and several persons ran out to the sceae of
the accident, but went empty-handed. The
Bishop then directed some of them to return
and procure a rope, and also a ladder, if
possible. After quite a long time persons,
came with ropes, a ladder and a fence-pole.
The ladder was shoved in a position which
enabled the Bishop to grasp its outer rung,
which he was able to do with great firmness,
for although he had now been a good while
in the water, he did not appear to have
become the least benumbed. He displayed
the greatest self command and directed the
friendly and anxious efforts that were being
made to rescae him as calmly asif he were
not in the least danger. A rope was got
ahout his body and made fast to the middle
of the fence pole, and a man, lifting at each
end, on either side of the the hole, and men
pulling the ladder, aided by the Bishop's
own efforts, enabled him to get safely on
the firm ice. Although he had been in the
water for half an hour, he was quite able to
walk and started to do so, but was prevailed
upon to get upon a handsled which two
boys had brought out.® As he was being
pulled along at a brisk rate up the ice
towards Father Power's residence, Mr.
O'Brien and members of his household came
out and insisted on his going with them,

which he did. He at once prescribed a
warm foot bath for himself and, while taking
1t, Mr. O'Brien procured from his store
uoderclothing which, while it was rather
too neat a fit for the good prelate, served
the purpose, and as soon as his outer gar-

ments had been sufficiently dried he donned
them, receiving meabtime the congratula-
tions of Rev. Father Power and others who

had hastened to see him. i

H's Lordship appeared to be. not in the
least the worse for the severe experieace he
had passed throngh and was driven to
Chatham by Mr. O'Brien some two hours
after the accident. Dr. McDonald, who, with
Rev. Mr. Joyner, had drniven to Nelson
on hearing of the accident, aod returned at
same timo the Bishop did, accompanied him
to his residence and suggested an almost
immediate retirement to bed and treatment
%o produce artificial warmth, but His
Lordship laughingly said he would do noth-
ing of the kind, for he was huogry and
intended to have a good supper—and he had
@t,and did not go to bed natil his usnal hour.

Tt is needless to say that news of the
mishap caused no little excitement when it
reached Chatham late on Sunday afternoon,
just as people were going to the different
churches and there was a universal feeling
of thankfulness that the good Bishop had
been so providentially preserved.

Ohatham Post Offics.

The fact that the ADVANCE is not opposed
to the Dominion government appears to
have been a source of disquietude to the
class of alleged liberal —conservatives
who are lead by the postmaster of Chatham
agaiost the party, in those periods of person-
al conceit and eXtraneous exaltation produc-
ed by the peculiar habits which have
made him an official failure. We assume
that it is his lunacy on the subject of politics
that led him to apply the lash of his threats
and alleged influenca to the Ottawa repre-
sen*ative of the County when the latter,
ineffectually, endeavored to induce him to
make an attempt to restore the post office
service of Chatham to something near the
state of effisiency in  which
was when the late postmas ter
Vondy died. In oontending, however, for
a proper postal service in the town we have
kept in view only that one object. We
have refused to consider politics “‘she party”
or alleged defiance of our representative’s
authority over his brother, and we,
therefore, can afford to simply sympathise
with those in high places who have attemp
ted to punish the Apvance for venturing
to prevent ths Chatham post office from
being closed as it used to be so many times
a day in June and July last.

Having
dispensed with ao assistant, theoffice was
locked every day at his dinner and tea hour,
and aleo at other irregular periods daring
the day.

He teld those who complained of these
se veral curtailments of the accustomed
service that they were due to the parsimony
of the department, which, while it had
largely increased the work of the office,
had reduced the income thereof considerably
below what the late Postmaster Vondy
reccived. He przpared a petition for.in-
creased pay and induced citizens genarally
to sign it on hisassurance that he was

[Itis
these references to him which he now
meations as certificates of his character and
efficiency.

The service having become so bad as
to require an earnest effort for its reform,
I pablished a short editorial in the ADvANCE
referring to the inconvenience of 3he
freqaent closings of the office during business
hours, and blaming the depnrtmenb for so
reducing the postmaster’s insome that he
could not afford to employ an assistant.
This was simply on the line of the petition
which Mr. Adams himself had circulated,
and I was surprised on the morning of ite
publication, on geing to the office for my
mails, as usual, to find him in a bad temper
over' it. His language towards me was
abusive and profane, aad it then occurred to
me to look” up the matter of his official
income to ascertain whether the fault of
the bad service lay at his dvor or that of
the department. The result sarprised me.
His statement, when he was remonstrated
with for curtailing the servica, was that his
income from the office was only $119 a
month, whereas the late postmaster had
réceived $133 a month. I fourd, however,
that his income was over $168 a month,
made up as followa : —

It was the exposure of the postmaster’s
duplicity in making the natruthful state-
ment respecting his income and by which
he induced our people to sign his petition,
ghat cansed him to pour out the vials of
his wrath upon me through the press. Bat
reform was absolutely nccessary in the
interests of the commanity. I realized that
there were many respectable men of zood
habits and the.
otherwise, who wounld be glad to give as
efficient aservice as the late Mr. Voundy
rendered for even less money than Mr.
Adams was redeiving, and having unader-
taken the task of bringing the matter
before the public for the purpose of
. having the service reformed I addressed the
M. P. for the county on the sabjest,
without avail, and then had recourse to
the postmaster general. As aresult, there
is now an assistant in the office and, 1
understand, the mails are handled more
regularly thaa formerly.

A few weeks ago the postmaster resorted
to the eurtailing policy again, and I notified
the postmaster gensral of the irregularity.
An abusive article in the World and the
characteristic letter. of the postmaster, to
which The Telegraph referred editorially,
was the only satisfaction I received. I
anticipated that the postmaster general

Feeding Value of Various Hays.

To determine the comparative feeding
value of timothy, lucerne and wild hay,
the Utah (U.S.) experiment station se-
lected three lots of steers. One lot was
fed 45 pounds of timothy per day, an-
other 45 pounds of lucerne and a third
the same awmount of native hay. Tie
animals were confined in box stalls, one
in each lot being tied/ At the end of
the five weeks it was shown that the lot
on timothy did the poorest, and those
on lucerne. the best. However, the
timothy-fod steers wasted 116 pounds
more of their food than did the others.
This experiment, while not at all con-
clusive, indicates that lucerne hay in
all probability® will compare fairiy in
feeding value with other forage crops

In order to test still further the vaiue
of these three hays, & similar experi-
ment was tried at the same station with
sheep. Three loisof sheep were usel
and they were confined in swmall pens.
Practically the same results were reach-
ed as with the cattle, cxcept that the
amount of the different hays eaten were
approximately the same. The shecp did
poorest on timothy and best on lucerne.
Both experiments concur in showing
that lacerne in the barn as hay isa
more valuable food than either timothy
or wild grass, This, however,is coa-
trary to the results obtained in pasture
experiments in Utah. Invariably the
green lucerne has been found less vala-
able than other grasses for grazing pur-
poses.

From these two experiments it may
be concluded: 1. That cattle appear to
do better on lucérne hay pound for
pound than either tinothy or wild hay.
2. That wild hay pound for pound is
more valuable than timothy. 8. Lucerne
hay is more valuable for sheep than tim-
othy hay. In both esperiments it up-
Pears that the appetites of the animals
Wwere not good, and that in former ex
periments the best results were only
obtained where exercise was given regn-
larly and systematically, and that trust-
worthy experiments cannot be made

where theappetite is not good and the

food not appetizing. These two experi-
ments then further confirm the opinion
that exercise is dispensable in obtaining
proper growth.
