OTTAWA, ‘April 6.—At 3.30 Hon. Mr.
Stfton regumed the debate on the Grand
Trunk Pacific concessions, speaking for
two hours. As he took the floor Hays
and Wainwright of the Grand Trunk,
appeared in the gallery. His argu-
ment, perhaps unconsciously, had a
prairie flavor, and was on the main
that of a trained advocate, though at
times descending from the level of a
cabinet minister to the lower level of
a special pleader. He failed to grap-
ple squarely with any of Borden's
contentiong, and like his leader, avoid -
ed the main issues, appealing rather to
the party prejudices of the men be-
hind him, who applauded his reckless-
ness with vigor. Sifton was in good
vojce rather than in good form as a
parlilamentary debater. He asserted
that the government’s object was to
nationalize the Grand Trunk Railway
corporation, to induce it to give up its
American ports and become a Canadian
line. They had confidence that the
road would be a paying one, hence the
provisions with regard to default on
part of the G. T. P. might not be call-
ed into effect. He contended that the
contract provided for contral of tolls
by parliament to a most absolute de-
gree, and that the Grand Trunk was a
congenting party to this jurisdiction.
Mr. Sifton found every possible fault
with Rorden’'s amendment, in melo-
dramatie style, to the delight of his
supporters.

p. m. in a practical business-like
speech, hauling the government over

NOTHING BUT GAS.

No Attemp. was Made on the Life of
King Alphonso.

LONDON, April 7.—Julius G. Lay, U.
S. consul general at Barcelona, tele-
graphs as follows to the Associated
Press:

““An explosion of gas occurred here
last night, giving rise to a report that
a ‘petard’ exploded as King Alfonso
was leaving the exhibition. The explo-
gion, however, teok place half a mile
from where the king was.”

A despatch to Reuter's Telegram
Company from Barcelona says it has
been definitely ascertained that the ex-
plosion which took place last night
when King Alfonso was leaving the ex-
hibition was due to an escape of gas
and that mo importance is attached to
the incident.

MADRID, April 7.—Private accounts
received from Barcelona regarding the
explosion- which took place as King
Alfonso was leaving the exhibition
there yesterday vary in detail. The
following official report of the affair
has been issued here:

“At 9.30 o’clock last evening a petard

i exploded in the portico of the house
{ No. 19 Rambla Delcentro. There was
{ & loud explesion, which caused ma-
! terial damage. In the ensuing panic

two persens were slightly injured.
“King Alfonso passed the spot with-
in a few minutes after the occurrence
and was warmly cheered by the crowd,
which had then become tranquil.
‘“The originator of the outrage has
not been discovered. One man was
arrested but has since been released.”

They Think New Brunswick Now Has
the Better Side of the
Bargain.

FREDERICTON, April 6.—With the
testimony of Mr. Murray, Mr. Warner
and Mr. Cushing, the evidence in Mr.
Flemming’s resolution regarding the
placing of duty on American logs was
concluded this afternoon.

Mr. Murray said that he was
against the resolutfon. He did not
think there were enough logs on the
crown lands to warrarmt the action. The
lands above Grand Falls were mostly
owned by private individuals and the
New Brunswick Railway Co. As re-
gards the alien labor law he never
knew of our laborers being denied em-
ployment in Maine, in fact ocur men
were sought for, so he regarded the
preamble to the resolution erroneous.
There are about sixty millions of Am-
erican logs cut in St. John and almost
the full work on these were done by
our own people. If the Americans re-
taliated and interfered with this cut
it weuyld be most injurious. He could
see nothing b~neficlal to be gained by
the resolution, while if it passed it
might be most disastrous. He had read
Frank Todd's evidence and regarded
it as a very clear and fair statement
of the gase.

Mr. Warner corroborated Mr. Mur-
ray, but as he was an American oiti-
zen, he did not wish to express him-
self very freely. The sixty millions of
American legs were mostly eut by Car-
leton and Vietorla Co. men and the
money went to our- own peeple. It
would be better not to interfere with
this business, but let well enough alone.

Mr. Cushing sald he employed be-
tween 450 and 580 men. Like the two
previous gentlemen he opposed the re-
sgolution. It was to this province’s best
nterests to have the American logs
come down the St. John. The werk in
the business of cutting, rafting, etc.,
amounted t6 abeut $10 per thousand,
and =0 meant the dietribution‘ of
gomething like $700,000 per year. He
thought that New Brun#wick had now
the best of the bergain and should not
say much. Ha 4id not agres with Mr.
Murray in saying that the preamble in
the resolution was erroneous. He un-
derstood that there was an alien labor
law in the States, but it was not en-
forced.

The committee took time to consiM-
er the resolutien in private.

FREDERICTON, April 6.—Though
no announcement has been made, it is
undeystood that the majority of the
committee which had under consider-
ation Mr. Flemming’s bill are of the
opinion that it is to the best interests
of all concermed that the bill be
dropped for this session.

Rice think it was
safe to attempt the completion of the
voyage up here. She will dock at the
I. C. R. pier to discharge, after which
she will preceed to Rear River to re-
pair. The Ethel Clarke is a flne lpok-
ing vessel, and her cemmander, Capt.
Rice, seems to be a clever mariner and
a veey affable gentleman.

BIG LOT OF PASSENGERS.

Three_Thousand Immigrants to Arrive
Within Next Ten Days.

Reports recelved here of late indicate
that there will be landed in St. John
within the next ten days nearly 8,000
people from Liverpool, Lendon and
Antwerp. The steamers are all C. P.
R. boats and the contribution which
they will make to the population of
Canada and the TUnited States, bar-
ring accidents, will be as follows: Str.

Mixed Up in the Page
Murder Case.

->

Provincialists Married in Boston—
Novg Scotia Man in Trouble

on Bigamy Charge.

BOSTON, April 6.—New England is
Jjust emerging from the midst of a

widespread murder carnival which
seems to have more or less affected all
statcs, but ‘more especially that part
of Masazachusetts in the vielnity of thik
centre ef culture. Last menth there
were eighteen murders in New IEmg-
land, some of them of a mysterious na-
ture and therefore above the ordinary
cases. As has been recorded in the
press of the United States and Canada,
an affair which baffies the police is the
murder of Miss Mabel Page, the
daughter of a leading family, who was
stabbed to death while alone in her
home at Weston, six miles from here,
on March 31. The Pages were once
wealthy and formerly lived on Com-
monwealth avenue, Boston, the leading
aristooratic thoroughfere. Miss Page
was 42 years of age and a handseme
woman, who, ence disappointed in a
love affair, had never again contem-
plated matrimony. From the first there
have been a series of blunders in trac-
ing the case. In the first place the
medical examiner carelessty examined
.the body and pronounted the case one
of suicide, a gross error, for which his
removal from office is threatened By
his mistake the police were deldyed 13
hours in their work of investigation.
When they did become active, a num-
ber of innocent persons were held up
and their careers spread broadcast by
the sensational newspapers.

Just now some of the newspapers
and apparently one or two officers ex-
press the opinion that one William
Jones of Annapolis, N, S. formerly
caretal er of the Page farm, should be
found and intérrogated. Jones and his
wife lived in a cottage on the Page es-
tate three years ago. Jones had some
dispute with Page regarding rent, for
which the Nova Scotlan was sued.
Mrs., Jones was ill mentally for some
time here and is new in Dartmouth, N.

S., she and her husband having return--

ed to Nova Scotia last year. The pol-
ice employed by the state attach no im-
portance to the fact that Jenes had a
dispute with Page. They say that the
Jones’s should not hawve been brought
into the case at all, even through rum-
ors, and that Jones could know noth-
ing of any persen who had a motive
to commit the murder.

A New Brunswick man, Joseph Gal-
lant, a French teamster, of Newton,
informed the police today that on the
afternoon of the murder he saw two
men near the Page residence in conver-
sation with the father of the dead
woman. Gallant made a deposition in
writing,

He promptly disappeared,
and before he was recaptured officers
of the C. P. R. secret service chased
him over four thousand miles, finally

capturing him in Brooklyn.
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PARLIAMENT.

¢ OTTAWA, April 5.—~The house resum-
ed its sittings this ‘afternoon to full
galleries, the first time this session, and
to fairly full benches.

The return of Sinclair of Guysboro,
iwas announced by the speaker, after
svhich Laurier, amid government ap-
wlause, moved his Grand Trunk Paci-
fic resolution. He said the transconti-
Jnental transportation question was one
that engaged the attention of the Can-
adian parliament and people. This se-
cond line from Pacific to Atlantic tidal
waters was made necessary by the
growth of the country, especially with
regard to the development of the coun-
try around the great lakes. The gov-
ernment had not, he thought, made a
‘mistake last year in deciding on a se-
cond line across the continent. Canada
today has a populaiion of some six mil-
lions. The west is increasing with far
greater rapidity.than the east. It was
%0 bridge over the gap between the
east and west that the new line was
fieeded. One single line cannot do all
the work, hence it became the part of
statesmanship to provide railway facil-
ities between all parts of the dominion
fully equal to those of the country to
the south of us.

But commercially as well as polmca.l-
1y this road was necessary.

St Wilfrid criticised the presept con-
dition of things, contending that as
goon as lake navigation is cloed, the
trade of the west was paralyzed. It
was béyond doubt.that the line around
Lake Superior is not able to carry'the
volume of wheat demanding transpor-
tation. All sections of the road were
needed. He denied that the land east-
ward from Winnipeg to the St. Law-
rence was a barren region. It was a
1and needing development and afford-
ing a line of rallway as level as the line
over the prairies. Latitude and lon-
gitude have nothing to do with clim-
atic conditions, and lands are as fer-
tile to the north of the Laurentian
ranges as in other parts of Quebec.

Taking up the contract he said the
@. T. P. Railway Co. said the condi-
tions of the original arrangements
were too onerous. Concessions had
since been made, but they were very
moderate. The time would come to
discuss these items. It was not now.
The first concession was to extend the
date of the completion of the western
gection by three years, or till Dec., 1911.
fThe second concession was that the G.
7T, P. R. should, after it had completed
and equipped the western section of
the read, and the eastern section was
 met ready, be entitld to return of
their deposit. The third amendment
was that the conditions of rent of the
eastern section shall not be more
onerous than the original agreement.

The next concession was more im-
portant. The limitation as to the

. guarantee of the mountain section is
gemoved, and the government now
guarantees three-quarters of the cost
and to implement the sale of bonds by
conditions later to be agreed upon, this
being owing to the present stringent
conditien of the British money market.
Be contended that the concessions
with regard to default in payment of
interest were in the interest of Can-
‘ada and at the same time equitable to
the company.

The last important section was in
the  direcfien of making the Grand
Trunk Raitway Co. proper a party to
the agreement with the government.

Mr. Borden started in reply at 4.20 p.
m., being greeted with prolonged op-
position cheers.

Borden’s speech was most effective.
‘Why this departure in the contract, he
asked. Blailr said last year it was .a
bargain to <which we willl hold the
Grand Trunk absolutety..  (Cheers).
Why was parliament calléd together?
Solely, as it was known, to pass the
changes in the; contract. Why, he
asked, was the liability of Canada in-
creased by the concessions already ad-
mitted—to quote government “figures——
from one hundred and thirty-nine“to
one hundred and seventy-one millions?
Laurier's excuse that the stringent
condition of the British money market
was torn to tatters, and statemeént$ of
Finange Minister Fielding this session
were quoted in this regard to support
his criticism.

Borden quoted at.some length from
the utterarnces of Manager Hays of the
G. T. R. that the company would have
no difficulty in carrying out the con-
tract, and that the securities were bet-
ter than cash as the bonds would earn
a premium. This was last year. Why
then the change this year?

The premier had not quoted Hays or
Sir Rivers Wilson. Also he took pains
to say that the Grand Trunk was now
a party to the financial conditions of
the amended agreement. Turning back
Mr. Borden showed that the Grand
-Trunk had in the past obtained vast
sums of money from Old Canada, and
from that standpeint criticised Sir
Rivers Wilson for hi§ attack on the op-
position in parliament, charging them
with “unfair opposition in parlament,”
which opposition had consisted in sug-
gesting amendments. that were accept-
ed by the government, It d}d not there-
fore lie in the mouth of Sir Rivers Wil-
#on to make such a charge. Person-
ally, said the leader of the opposition,
he had treated the Grand Trunk with
courtesy, but at the same time with
strict regard to public duty (cheers).
The partnership existing between the
G. T. R. and the Canadian government
was an absolute one. Why, he asked,
was it necessary or desirable, that
Canada’s government should go into
partnership with a company, which the
late minister of railways had said was
turning business from our ports to the
port of Portland, Me.? People inter-
ested in the welfare of Portland boast
that the new transcontinentai line
would bufld up its trade at the expense
of St. John and Halifax. Last year
the minister of justice was brutally
frank in his ignorance of the fact that
there were open ports all winter in the
maritime provinces. How, he asked,
could Canada export in winter un-
less via Portland and New York? That
was the opinion of a member of the
cabinet. He (Borden) was surprised
that the minister. of finance had not
then corrected his colleague. The pre-
sent bill was & blow at the patriotism
©f Canadians. Corporations work for
money. The Grand Trunk Pacific
woull make more money by carrying
freight to Portland than to St. John or
Halifax, and would use the proposed
enommous cash advances and conces-
sions to build wp its present great bust
ness there. But it had been shown by
& minister of the crown, and not very
leng ago, that grain could be carried
from Georglan Bay ports to Halifax
and St. John, provided the Intercolon-
ial was extended through Ontario, giv-
Ing to that great prevince the benefits
enl°yed by Quebec. Nsw Bruns-

(cheers).

already enjoyed by Quebec, New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia. Borden
briefly criticised the concessions one by
one, but reserved fuller comments un-
til such time as the items came up in
committee. All these paragraphs are
concessions to the corporation, but
where did the country come in?

Mr. Henderson—“It does not come in
at all.”

If Canada is to pay 75 per cent. of
the cost of the road and by the amend-
ed agreement somewhat more, why
should not Canada own it? (applause).
There was a third line loomipg up, the
Canadian Northern, which profiting by
the G. T. Pacific, may soon be knock-
ing at doors of parliament for a sub-
sidy (loud cheers).

After dinner Borden resumed : his
speech, criticising in some details the
concessions to the Grand Trunk and
establishing that in essential regards
they put Canada at the mercy of the
party of the other part. Especially
with regard to holding it for default in
carrying out the contract wuntil the
company is five years in default, the
government can take no action. Even
then it cannot foreclose, but will have
to appoint a receiver and opefate the
road, thus placiug it not as a preferred
creditor but as a co-creditor with the
G. T. R. Why this change from the
original contract? Practically it meant
that the government will have to keep
up the road through a period of de-
pression, but when good times come it
will have to hand it'over to the G. T.
P. Borden scored the government on
its sudden change of front with re-
gard to the $25,000,000 stock, which last
year they said must be held in per-
petuity, and now admit that by the
latest concessions can be put on the
market and used for speculative pur-
poses. He read copious extracts from
Fielding’s last session’s speeches in
support of this contention amid loud
cheers from the opposition benches.
When and why the government stop
insisting on this section of the contract
to which the Grand Trunk had assent-
ed? On this point the house was en-
titled to that explanation which Sir
Wilfrid had falled to give this after-
noon.

Following up his argument, Borden
quoted last year’s utterances of Hon.
Blair and minister of justice as dla-
metrieally opposed to the very conces-
sions the government had now grant-
ed the G. T. He read from London
Finaneé¢ial News that for supporting
this enterprise full control of the com-
mon stock, and quoted a director that
the putting up of the five million dol-
lars’ guarantee would not cost the
Grand Trunk one cent. The obligation
of the Grand Trunk was less than one-
tenth of the obligation assumed by
Canada. Where does the country
come in this detail? Why did not the
government insist this stock should be
held by the country instead of by the
Grand Trunk? If so, the government
eould control frelght rates and prevent
diversion of our trafflc to United States
ports. (Loud cheers).

In revising the contract the govern-
ment has taken a. position inimical to
the best interests of Canada.

Passing on, Borden said he still held
to the opposition’s proposal to extend
the Intercolonial to Georgian Bay—
(applause)—a proposition that had
been endorsed by Hon. Blair, a man
who Laurler recently sald was more
capable than any other man in Can-
ada to take the chairmanship of the
railway commission. (Cheers). The
government had rejected this proposi-
tion as too vast, but it was now en-
gaging in a vaster undertaking that
would inure to the benefit of a foreign
corporation. There was yet time for
even this government to repent and
make the Intercolonial a great na-
tional highway under Canada’s sole
control. Every reason advanced by
the Grand Trunk magnates as to the
necessity of getting into the North-
west applied with appealing force to
the Intercolonial Bofden revised his
suggestion of last session that the line
north of Lake Superior was capable of
doing the business of the three trunk
lines without a dollar’s extra cost to
Canada. He would extend the Inter-
colonial to Winnipeg and thus give the
people of the west economical and aeffl-
cient transportation for their grain.
If the government was to incur an ob-
ligation of ~$170,000,000 for building a
line for the Grand Trunk which only
contributes $14,500,000, why not as-
sume the whole sum and own the road
ourselves? (Prolonged applause). Was
there any sound business or states-
manship in the government amending
the contract?

Mr. Henderson—'‘There is no sense
in it.”

Borden concluded at 10 o'clock by
moving the following amendment:

That all the werds after the word
“that” in the proposed motion be left
out and the following substituted
therefor:

This house regrets that the govern-
ment has committed itself to the
granting of further concessions to the
promoters of the Grand Trunk Pacific
railway, and that such concessions re-
move many of the supposed safe-
guards upon which the government
placed reliance in submitting to par-
liament the measure as originally pro-
posed.

This house regrets that in attempt-
ing to determine the all important
problems of transportation, the gov-
ernment did not first seek the aid and
advice of competent and independent
experts, whose opinion might have
been procured and laid before parlia~
ment at the present session, if the
government had acted with reasonable
vigor, with due regard to the magni-
tude of the interests involved, and to
the urgency alleged by the prime min-
ister,

This house is of the opinion that in
considering these problems and in ini-
tiating and developing any great na-
tional system of trasportation, it
should be our aim to provide the best
and cheapest carriage for our pro-
ducts and importations, to secure
their transportation through Canadian
channels and Canadian seaports, and
for that purpose to make the Cana-
dian routes the most economical and
serviceable, to open up valuable terri-
tory for colonization and development,
to stimulate inter-provincial trade, and
to bind more closely together the scat-
tered communities of our country.

That in order te accomplish these
results, the following objects and con-
siderations should be kept constantly
in view:

“A”—To develop and extend the gov-
ernment system of railways, and to
free the management thereof from
party political control or interference.

“B”—To secure absolute and thor--

ough control of rates and traffic facili-
tles, in return for reasomable public
aid to railway comnstruction and im-

provement,

“C”—To improve and extend our
canal system, to develop our lake and
river routes, to equip thoroughly our
national ports ongthe great lakes, the
St. Lawrence and the seaboard.

“D”—To perfect a system of eleva-
tor warehousing and terminal facili-
ties.

“E"—To secure under govemment
control and direction, or wherever ex-
pedient under government ownership,
common haulage or running facilities
where one railway can usefully accom-
modate several systems, and thus to
ensure to the public more economical
carriage and efficient service.

That the proposed Contract does not
subserve these Oobjects, but, on the
tontrary, seriously endangers their
realization. That under the proposed
contract the government has, in effect,
committed the country to a partner-
ship with two railway corporations
upon terms by which the people virtu-
ally supply the capital and assume the
risk, while the two corporations receive
enormous benefits -and concessions
without compensating advantages to
the country~

The proposed contract does not en-
sure transportation over
routes and through Canadian seaports,
but entrusts control thereof to a cor-
poration whose policy and interests
must favor diversion to United States
ports.

It involves the country in a liability
practically sufficient to construct the
whole of the proposed railway, while
the more profitable portion of that
railway is to become the property of
the corporations.

It enables one of the corporations to
acquire from the other without pay-
ment twenty-five million dollars of
stock entitled to dividends which must
be paid by the public, while permit-
ting dividends to be declared on the
stock thus acquired.

It has not safeguarded the public

against the higher rates which such
dividends shall involve.
, It not only fails to provide for the
extension of the Intercolonial railway,
but it commits the country to a pro-
ject which is calculated to postpone for
fifty years, and probably for a cen-
tury, any attempt to establish and de-
velop in Canada a natienal system of
rajilways owned and controlled by the
people.

It overlooks the economic advantage
of transportation by water and ignores
Canada’s possession of the most mag-
nificent inland navigation in the
world, the splendid possibilities of
which if neglected by us will be fully
utilized by our neighbors to divert our
products to their ports and our trade
to their commercial centres.

It absolutely commits the eountry to
the construction of many hundreds of
miles of railway through a practically
unexplored territory, although the re-
sults of exploration and survey may
demonstrate the improvidence of the
undertaking.

It imposes on the country a rashly
undertaken project, involving obliga-
tions so enormous as to serlously im-
peril the possibility of improving and
developing other lines of transporta-
tion more suited to the requirements of
the whole domnion.

It hands over to the promoters of the
undertaking without check or safe-
guard of any kind whatsoever, power
to manipulate, dispose of and deal in
enormous issues of bonds and stocks,

although the extent of the country’s-

obljgations will depend upon such deal-
ings, and the public interest in regard
to traffic changes will be prejudiced by
any resulting increase of capital.

The house is of the opinion that in-
stead of ratifying the proposed amend-
ed contract, it would be more in the
‘public interest to initiate forthwith and
develop with all speed a system of na-
tional transportation, which should in-
clude:

(1) The immediate construction and
control by the dominion of such lines
of railway in the west to the Pacific as
the enormous importance ahd increas-
ing devel. ment of the great wistern
country require.

(2) The extension of the Intercolon-
ial railway to the Georgian Bay and
thence to Winnipeg, and the extension
and improvement in -the province of
Quebec and in the maritime provinces
of the government system of railways.

(3) The development and improve-
ment of our canals and inland water-
ways and the thorough and efficient
equipment of our national ports and
terminals on the Atlantic and Pacific
as well as on the St. Lawrence and on
the great lakes.

(4) The thorough examination, ex-
ploration and survey of the country
between Quebec and Winnipeg, with a
view to the future construction of such
lines of railway as may be found in
the public interest.

That for the purpese of accomplish-
ing these results the government in
accordance with the policy laid down
in the order in council on 19th May,
1903, should immediately avalil itself of
the best expert advice and assistance.

His speech was the most powerful
and logical he has ever delivered in the
house. It was forceful in delivery,
and the opposition leader had to pause
time and again owing to the spontan-
eous applause from the benches behind
him. At the close he was greeted with
a torrent of cheers and was personally
congratulated by many members.

Sifton moved adjournment of debate
and the house rose.

MONTREAL, April 5—The Star’s
T.ondon cable says: The Newfound-
land correspondent of the Times, whose
information is generally regarded as
authoritative, sends a long despatch
indicating that grave dangers are aris-
ing from a TUnited States movement,
engineerad by Senator Lodge of Massa-
chusetts, for the purchase of St. Pierre
and Miquelon, as a fishery base for
New England trawlers and a naval
base for the American fleet. The cor-
respondant says ‘“American fortifica-
tion of St. Pierre would be a menace
to all British and Canadian shipping.
Canada’s Atlantic waterway is entire-
ly dominated by St. Pierre. The Am-
erican fleet stationed there would be
able to sweep the ocean for a hundred
miles. If, as this Newfoundland des-
patech seems to indicate, any serious
Washington movement of this kind is
afoot, it is urged here that Canada
should cause the British government to
give immediate and emphatic intima-
tion that Great Britain would be com-
pelled at any cost to impose a veto on
any such transfer. Such intimation in
the friendly state of Anglo-French re-
lations would, it is believed, suffice to
stop whatever negotiations might be
pending.

Mrs. L. W. Bailey, the first wimess,
testified that the deceased first coin-
plained of being ill on Sunday, March
28th, having a main in her hi ps and
b’LCk She wentrand laid down in her
room. Got up Monday morning, cook-
ed some porridge 'and weat back to
bed.  She did not complain of any fur-
ther pain. On Tuesday she was much
better and expected to be around in a
few days. In the afternoon she seem-
ed weak and was hardly able to get up
stairs. On Wednesday morning she
complained of a pain in the stomach.
She looked very sallow and her limbs
had a bluish color. She could talk as
usual but could not move. Dr. Crocket
called about elsven o’clock and exam-
ined the patient and pronounced her
condition serious. At one o’cleck the
deceased becoming worse, the doctor
was called in again. She complained
of feeling hot and cold. She continued
to grow worse and died about 3.30 p.
m. Witness afterwards found some
clothes saturated with blood in the
room, and also some drugs, including
oil of peppermint, quinine pills, iodine,
and a package of supposed penny-
royal. Everything fouhd was collect-
ed and given to the coroner.

The deceased told witness that she had
taken nothing to bring on sickness, She
had some visitors on Tuesday, includ-
ing Sergt.

Dr. W. C. Crocket told about call-
ing at Mrs. Bailey’s residence on Wed-
nesday last and making an examina-
tion of the patient. It was evident to
him that she was suffering from a
misearringe.

the indications seemed to him to point
that way. It was his opinion that
her death was due to abortion, but he
could not say that it had been brought
on by the use of drugs or instruments.
It was possible for an accident to
bring on an abortion.
about visiting the patient at one
o’clock on the same day, when he had
Dr. McGrath in consultation. The only
drug he kn2w of that would bring on
the symptoms manifested in the pa-
tient was ergot.

Dr. McGrath, who made a post mor-
#tem examination of deceased’s body,

He told of the post mortem examina-
tien and of finding his ante-mortem
diagnosis verified.

The house towards which I was mak-
ing my way was situated in the Span-
ish quarter of the town, and its owner
was one of the most prominent mer-
chants of that nationality trading in
the city. At last, after many detours,
for I was anxious to make sure that I
was not being followed, I reached the
building in question. As I was about
to enter the patio I was accosted by an
old man.

[me to a room on the farther side of
the patio, and bade me ehter. When
the interview that followed was at an
end I took leave of the old man—and
a cunning old rascal he was—and pre-
pared to make my way home.

I don't know
why I shouM have thought so; it was
a fact nevertheless. Mors® tham once
in my chequered career I had had the
same sort of feeling, and on each oc-
casion I had found my déismal prognos-
tications realized. As I left the mos-
que, a crippled beggar approached me
and implored me alms in the name of
Allah. I threw him something, and
then passed on up the street towards
the Sok, and, having crassed this, en-
tered the narrow street that led to my
abode. Having no desire to let him
see that I was aware that he was
spying on me, I continued my walk
without increasing my ‘pace. But
when I had turned the first corner I
put on speed, and having passed the
first and second dark entrances, dart-
ed into the third, which was smaller
and darker than the others, and pre-
pared to await the course of events. A
space of half a minute elapsed before
I heard the sh.rp rap rap on his staff
upon the cobbles of the street.

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WITHDRAWAL OF THE FACTORY
ACT.

‘After having positively stated that
be would not withdraw the factory
act, the attorney general has with-
drawn it. The history of the late
measure has been rather dramatic. It
was submitted, explained, and advo-
cated by the attorney general. Dr.
Pugsley got a general idea of what
was wanted from the Trades and
Labor Council and the Fabian League.
But the act was framed by himself
from the Ontario and New Zealand
statutes.

Several “delegations ‘waited upon the
government after the bill was printed.
The Trades and Labor <Council and
Fabian League asked for amendments,
A delegation of ladies agked for
changes. The manufacturers *repre-
sented in the, St. John Board of Trade
asked, for postponement. g4 - GdT

All were told that postponement was
impossible, that the government was
determined to go on with .the measure,
but would consider any amendments
which would be suggested, The Board
of Trade delegates were made to feel
that they were inconsistent in suggest-
ing that the act was hadstily drawn,
inasmuch as they themselves admitted
that they were not well acquainted
with its provisions.

But apparently the attorney general
reached the same conclusion within a
few days to which the St. John manu-
facturers had arrived.: On Tuesday he
submitted amendments changing near-
ly every feature of ithe bill. It was
still apparently the intention to force
the measure through in some form,
and those interested were invited to
offer suggestions.

By Wednesday the attorney general
had reached the other conclusion of
the St. John Board of Trade that the
measure should be postponed for a
year. Yesterday Dr. Pugsley gave
notice to all delegations that were to
be sent to Fredericton, telling them to
stay at home. The act would be held
over for consideration,

A commission is to be appointed,
representing employers, working men,
and other interests. One commissioner
is to be a lady. The burden of pre-
paring. a measure is to be placed on
this rather large commission. One
hardly  sees the necessity of creating
a commission fcor this purpose, espe-
cially a commission of five

The paper
is sold at this slaughter rate in order
to get a record circulation and a big
advertising patronage,. It is pointed
out by the Chronicle that the traders
who buy these “outside” papers be-
cause they are cheap should not com-
plain if the'r neighbors deal with “out-
side” deparimental stores because they
give bargains, In this rather free and
easy way the Chronicle closes the dis-
cussion :

Upon the propriety of ‘‘local dealers’’ buy-
ing ‘“‘cheap,’”’ alleged news abroad, while pro-
testing against others purchasing what they
consider’ they can get as ‘“bargains’ else-
where than at home, it is unnecessary to
comment. Concerning the ‘‘local dealer’’ who

xpects his local paper to issue semi-an-
unal ‘“don’ts” to his possible customers with
reference to purchasing from ‘‘outsiders’’
while he does his best to support the ‘‘out-
side’”” competitor of that local paper, the less
said the better. There are brands of busi-
ness ‘“‘freshness’” so loud that they demand
absolute silence in their presence. Such is
the character of the brand monopolized by
‘“local dealers” who subscribe to Montreal
and Toronto advertising sheets thus paying
one-third of the cost of the very paper in
which the merits of their rivals’ goods are
proclaimed to their own customers while de-
manding that those customers shall purchase
exclusively at home; and that the soltdly
valuable local paper which they are helping
to ““crowd out” shall insist upon their do-
ing so.

THE BANK TAXES,

The Bank Taxation Bill sent up by
the city of St. John appears to-have
got into a bad muddle, from which pro-
bably the best escape is to leave mat-
ters as they have been, pending the pre-
paration of a general assessment sys-
tem for the city. It is not easy to ad-
Just- taxation as between the different
banks, so that it shall bear equally up-
on them. But in regard to the Bank
of New Brunswick it is well known
that those who are so fortunate as to
own shares in that corporation pay
much less taxes on that part of their
property than most others do on their
possessions. The reduction of the capi-
tal stock of this bank some years ago
had the effect of reducing the taxes of
the bank, It seems now to be sug-
gested that the stock ought to be in-
creased without increasing the taxes.
The purpose of the bill. before the legis-
lature was to increase the revenue of
the city., If in the amended form the
measure does not serve that purpose it
might as well be dropped. The con-
troversy is another argument in favor
of a complete reorganization of the
city assessment system. The present
law belongs to ancient times and con-
ditions that no longer exist.

PORTLAND TO THE PACIFIC.

The amended Grand Trunk Pacific
resolutions give the company the privi-
lege of operating a portion of the line
to be built by the government during
the time the remainder is under con-
struction. It is not difficult with the
help of Mr. Hays’ speech to the Grand
Trunk ;shareholders to understand
what this means.

We have already pointed out that in
bhis plea to the shareholders to sanc-
tion ths arrangement Mr. Hays dis-
cussed the proposed line as a western
extension of the present Grand Trunk
system. He told the owners of the
Grand Trunk that they had long need-
ed access to the west and that the
measure before them would give that
connection. There was mnot in his
speech a single word to show that he
regarded the line as an independent
system extending far east of the pre-
sent Grand Trunk terminus. As pre-
sented by Mr. Hays the present Grand
Trunk began at Portland and ended at
the lakes, while the proposed line be-
gan where the old one left off, and con-
tinued to the prairies and the Pacific.

Now to make this connecfion Mr.
Hays and the other promoters require

the line which they themselves will
build (with government guaranteed

bonds) and need also a part of the line
which the government agrees to build
from Winnipeg to Moncton, From
Winnipeg to the point nearest North
Bay or to some other westerly point on
the present Grand Trunk line Mr. Hays
and the Grand Trunk people are in-
terested in the eastern section. East
of that point they are taking no in-
terest in it.

A branch from the proposed main
line to Thunder Bay will bring grain
in summer to the lake route. Another
branch to North Bay or another Grand
Trunk point will transfer the western
frelght in winter to the old system and
so on to Portland, Maine. Mr. Hays
evidently intends to cause the govern-
ment to build first to these junction
points. The remainder of the road
may be delayed indefinitely. But that
part must be completed soon, Time
and Mr. Hays cannot wait, '

We have other evidence of the in-
tentions of the promoters of the Gift
Enterprise. 'While the measure was
before the house last summer the
Grand Trunk Company had surveyors
exploring the route from Winnipeg to
Lake Temiscaming. That was as far
as was Grand Trunk
purposes. No one has heard of a
Grand Trunk: engineer surveying
routes from Riviere du Loup to Monc-
ton or from Quebec to the point of the
proposed junction. The government is
paying these explorers, but the Grand
Trunk has charge of the operations.
Thus it happens that the part of the
road from the longitude of Torcnto
eastward is no better known that it
was when Sir Wilfrid prayed Heaven
that it might not be too late.

There is more than this. The pro-
moters have already taken steps to-

ward procuring the branch lines to
connect 'the main road with the old
system and with the Maine port. Not
long ago the Ontario government was
asked to vote a cash subsidy and a
land grant towdrd this connection.
‘We have not heard that Mr., Hays has
taken any steps to secure the con-
struction of branches to Montreal and
St. John. These eastern ports are be-
yond the sphere of influence which is
now exerted.

It is plain enough that Mr. Hays
will proceed on the line of his address
to the shareholders. He will show the
Edinburgh objectors that the old
Grand Trunk system is all right and
that Portland is all right. The Grand
Trunk Pacific will be what Mr. Hays
and his friends have sought from the
first to make it, a road from Portland
to the Pacific.

A North Shore Woman Loses
Way in a Snow Storm.

CHATHAM, April 2.—Mrs. James

JAPANESE FORGES HAVE
CROSSED THE YALU.

Russian Outposts Are
~The Alieged

Retiring Before Them
Russian Naval

Programme.

CHICACO, April 7.—A special {o the
Daily News from Tokio says» “Reli-
able repoits were received here today
frem Seoul to the effect that part of
the Jepencse fighting line has crossed
the Yalu and established itself .in
strong positions there at several im-
portant” points.”

SHANGHAI April 7.—It has 'been
learned nere that the Russlans have
planted submarine lines off the coast
of Takushan (about 50 miles west of
the mouth of the Yalu river), as well
as in the estuary of the Yalu.

The Japanese army now in Korea is
reaching the south bank of the Yalu
river at different points. Refugees
who have arrived here from Korea as-
sert that the fear that the Japanese
may land at Possiet Bay is causing a
general exodus inland. Even the Rus-
sian garrisons in that locality are re-
treating, leaving only small outposts
behind them.

SEOUL, April 7, noon.—Telegrams
have been received here saying that
the Russians are occupying six of the
largest border towns on the Tumen
river, in northeastern Korea.

A Korean prefect has sent in a re-
port that the Russians and Chinese
who were at Yongampo, Korea, have
withdrawn to Antung, across the Yalu
river. Only a few merchants remain
at the former place. The Japanese au-
thorities have no confirmation of a re-
ported engagement between Russians
and Japanese at Kwi Sung.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 7.—While
the first line of defense against the
Japanese advance from Korea is a
strong position, selected by General
Kuropatkin, near Feng Huang Cheng,
it is believed the Russians intend to
hold out as long as possible at Antung,
which commands the Pekin roads. The
place has'many-natural advantages for
defense.

General Kuroki’s army, according to
Russian advices, is strung out along
the road between Anju and Wiju, its
advance being severely 'impeded by
bad roads, which make it difficult to
push forward the supplies, which are
dragged by coolies, requiring eight
days’ marech from Chyon-Ju to the
Yalu. For 70 miles the river is 500
fathoms wide and at Yongampo it is
jce-laden and Dbarred by islands,
whence the Russian sharpshooters can
harrass the Japanese advance.

The Russians have entrenched them-
selves heavily near Hai-Cheng, to
block the progress of the Japanese in
case they succeed in landing at the
head of the Liao-Tung gulf.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 7.—Gen-

eral Kuropatkin arrived at }Newchwang
Wednesday and inspected 4,000 troops
there. After greeting them in the
name of the emperer, ht looked over
the defensive works eof the town and
held a conference with the gemmand-
ers. It is repcrted here that he found
the troops in good heslth and spirits.

PARIS, Avpril 7.~The Russian naval
plan for retrieving the reverses at
Port Arthur and Chemulpo has heen
communicated to one of the embas-
siés through official channels having
access to the highest naval authorities
at St. Petersburg. The plan is ex-
plained as follows: ’

Russija recognizes that Japan
Jhas preponderating naval strength in
the Far East. Therefors it is essential
to reverse the present Japanese pre-
ponderance. This will be attempted
by two distinet moves. First, urgent
efforts will be made to have a naval
concentration at Port Arthur, the
Baltic, Red Sea and Vladivostok fleets
Jeining Vice-Admiral Makaroff’'s com-
mand if possible, and thus giving the
coinrbined fleets preponderance over
Vice-Admiral Togo’s. Second, it is
foreseen that it will be difficult and
probably impossible to effect this con-
contration, as Admiral Togo may in-
tercept the Baltic fleet before its ar-
rival at Port Arthur. In that event
the Baltic fleet, wHich is comparatively
small, will attempt the perilous task
of engaging the large Japanese fleet,
in the hope of disahling some of the
Japanese ships and thus reducing the
Japanese effectiveness. According to
the Russian calculation, the Baltic
fleet may suffer annihilation in such
an unequal combat, but it will have
served a valuable end if it is able to
cripple a sufficient number of Japan-
ese ships to reduce Admiral Togo's
naval strength below that of Admiral
Makaroff.

The foregoing information is not
part of current speculative report, but
comes from credible, official sources as
being the determined Russian plan.
The authorities at Washington will re-
ceive similar information shortly.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 7, 6 p. m.—
The admiralty has received informa-
tion that a Japanese squadron has
been cruising off Port Arthur since
yesterday. .

ST. PETERSBURG, April 7.— The
Dowager Empress, who never before
has failed to be present at the festiv-
ities attending the birthday of HRer
father, King Christian of Denmark,
will not be at Copenhagen tomorrow,
it being the unwritten law of Russia
that no member of the imperial family
shall leave the empire in time of war.

Baker Brook Co.’s Incorporation Bill

sauses a Heated Argument:

FREDERICTON, April 7.—The com-
mittee on public accounts held an in-
teresting session this morning. The

general statements of the debt, special
expendifures on great roads and
bridges and expenditures of the admin-
istration of justice and agriculture, as
well as contingencies, were taken up,
examined and discussed at some
length.

The debt as set out in the accounts
varies little from that of last year. The
bonded indebtedness shows an increase
of some ten thousand dollars, and the !
over-expenditure in the lunatic asylum
last year amounted to $1,800 more than
that of the previous year, the total for
1903 being $14,896.43. The agricultural
department liabilities are set down at
$4,707.52, while among the assets this
same department is credited with the
sum of $3,451.17, made up as follows :
Notes and accounts uncollected from
purchasers of seed, $1,540.97; notes from
purchasers of horses, $1,910.50. Both
Mr. Morrison and Mr. Smith strongly
criticized the placing of this $3,451.17
among the assets, as they regarded the
account as useless. Deputy minister
of agriculture was called and examin-
ed on these notes, and he said that he
would consider the asset of a very
doubtful character, and Mr. Morrison
added that they should be struck out
altogether.

Special expenditures on great roads
and bridges showed about the samae
state of affairs, as the examination of
this class of expenditure exhibited on
previous days. Some accounts were
satis®retory, others not. The principle

Mr. LaForest appeared for the Frasers
while C. N. Skinner and J. H. Barry
opposed the bill on behalf of the Van
Buren company. The latter own land
on one side of Baker’s Brook, and the
Messrs. Fraser wish to build a dam
there for mill purposes. They ask in
their bill the power of expropriation,
and Mr. Clair, M. P. P., presented a
petition signed by 176 residents of the
locality supporting the bill. The Van
Buren Co. strongly opposed the ex-
propriation clause, and Messrs. Fra-
ser’s counsel replied that if this were
rejected they would withdraw the bill
entirely. After a heated discussion
Mr. Hill moved that this clause be
struck out, but:the motion was de-
feated by a vote of 8 to 7, and the bill
will be reported to the house, when it
is expected a rather interesting debate
will take place. The bill gives the
power of expropriation to a private

. company, and this many members ex-

press themselves should not be given.

The evidence produced before the
special committee appointed on the
Flemming log resolution shows an in-
teresting feature that so far has not
been taken note of. Those who sup-
ported the resolution by their evidence
were gentlemen who are Canadian
citizens and are New Brunswick mill
owners. Those who opposed ihe reso-
lution, with one exception, were either
American citizens or, if Canadian,
owned mills on the American side of
the line. The resolution, though re-
ported against by the committee, has
the opposition of the foreigner, while
the supporters of the home industries
supported the meotion. The latter in-
cluded J. F. Gregory, Fraser & Sons,
Hilyard and others. Those opposing
the motion includedq Mr. Warner and
Mr. Cushing, AmePean citizens, and
the Messrs. Todd, the last named be-
ing the owners of mills on the Ameri
can side of the border.

Last year there was on overdrawn account
at the Bank of New Brunswick of -$92.83,
while this year there is a small balance of
$83.11 cash on hand.

An application is before the department of
marine and fisheries for an additional grant
towards maintaining the marine lot as it is
found it requires much more tham is now
received for the work the company is bound
to do, and it is_ hdped the department will
give it a favorable ¢onsideration.

The supetintendent in making his report
of the work performed, refers to the follow-
ing:

Drains—The completion of the drain run-
ning from the marine lot which receives the
surface water from the side-hill which form-
erly ran over the fivénue and kept it muddy
nearly all summer; while now a good dry
roadway is .presented.

A 9 by 12 stone box drain 195 feet long in
Croton path, B féet 6 Inches in depth, was
put in. This runs from Cyprus Avenue, to
main sewen

From Central avenue leading to Dell
avenue a large rtone box drain 75 feet in
length was put in; this was necessary on ac-
count of the drain originally laid caving in.

A deal box drain 14 by 14, .220 feet in
length leading from Central t0 Dell avenue
is nearly completed; this takes the drainage
from Hill and Central avenues as well as
from the side hill adjacent the Wiggin's
Monument. Five additional ocatch basins
have been put in.

Fences—3,250 feet of woven wire fencing,
48 inches in height, has been erected dur-
ing last year, of this 2,370 feet was erected
along the old Westmorland roed, and 880
feet along the southwesterly side line be—‘
tween the caippany’s land and that owned
by Messrs. Frazer and McDonald.

The picket fence along the Marsh road is
in bad conditier and cannot last much long-
er than the present year; it would be well
during the coming season to ocansider what
should be done with regard to its renewal.

Avenues and Paths—These have been look-
ed after as well as pessible, a layer of sea
gravel has been put on some of the paths,
improving them very much.

during the ensuing year.

During the season, say from September to
May inclusive, new lots are taken, and the
owners desire to have them sodded, which
cannot be satisfactorily done until the
month of June following, and when the dry
season occurs, as it did last year, delays take
‘place and lot owmers complain.. Last year
the sods had to be renewed in many instances
on account of the dry weather. It is diffi-
cult some seasons to procure sods without
going some three to nine miles for them.

The care of lots, annual and perpetual, was
performed in a systematic way and every ef-
fort made to keep them in good order, a
record being made daily of the work per-
formed, and upon reference, day and date
can be given when lots are cared for. Many
owners never go to the expense of renew-
ing the surface of their lots with new soil or
fertilizer, simply arranging for the cutting
of the grass; in a few years the lot be-
comes impoverished and cannot be made to
look well, and complaints are then made
that the lot is not looked after.

In regard to the lots under perpetual care
the owmers are required to put’ them in
good condition at the first when making the
contract, and thereafter when the lot re-
quires it, the company is bound to apply
new fertilizer and keep it in good order, so
that lots under perpetual care may in some
instances look better than those only under
annual care. It is admitted that lots may
be overlooked sometimes, but the company
desires the matter to be reported at once
at the company’s office, Prince William
street, so that the matter can be remedied.

RUN OVER IN I. C. R. YARD.

Well Known Stevedore Knocked Down
and Run Over by Shunting En-
gine Tuesday Morning.

Barnard Callaghan, a stevedore, who

resides at 74 Moore street, was knock-.

ed down in the I. C. R. yard Tuesday
morning by engine No. 55, which at the
time was on its way to the round
house after bringing in the Sussex
train.

He must then pass be-
fore the board of examiners a theo-
logical examination in Wesley’'s ser-
mons, etc. If the conference should
consider the report of the board of
examiners satisfactory, the c¢andidatu
is received and placed on probation
for five years. During three of these
vears he is stationed on a circuit, and
at the close of each year he has to
appear befcre the board of examiners
to pass an examination in a course of
study laid down in the discipline of
the church and covering further and
more advanced study in such subjects
as those specified above. At the end
of three years he is sent to college,
where, for two or three years longer,

OTTAWA LETTER.

OTTAWA, April 2.—~This has been
the most disagreeable Easter recess
that parliament has experienced for
many years. Cold rains, cold winds
and dirty streets, lots of them covered
with over two feet of snow, prevailed
on Good Friday, and today the condi-
tions are far less favorable for out-
door exercise. There are piles of snow
12 to 14 feet high in Parliament square,
and a gang of men are pegging away
with spade and shovel, running a rift
through the pilés, so that the rain may
soak down through the centre and
wash away the snow as speedily as
possible. At present the snow piles
have a glazed surface and the rain
runs off instead of entering into their
eternal economy. Besides doing good
work in this direction, the job gives
employment to a host of the Ottawa
supporters of the government, whose
votes are only to be obtained, or re-
tained, on the dollar and cent sche-
dule,

constitute the entiré population of Par-
liament Hill just new. They are for
the most part good sturdy workers.
Some men whose names rarely figure
on the pages of Hansard have much
more to do with the progress of legig-
lation than have lots of frequent talk-
ers. Take for example, Mr, Wilmeot
of Queens and Sunbury, who does not
talk often, is one of the best posted
men from the maritime provinces, is a
faithful attendant on committees and
is almost alwxlays to be found in his seat
in the house. Mr. Wilmot is held in
high esteem by the conservative mem-
bers from Ontario for his level-headed
advice on matters politic, and is very
frequently consulted by them with re-
gard to maritime séntiment.

Bell has not taken any active part in
the debates, but he has followed them
with unvarying attention, and will be
heard from with effect when the more
important legislation comes up, as it
will, aecording to Sir Wiifrid's an-
nouncement as soon as the house gets
together after the Easter holidays, Mr.
Bell is a forceful speaker and is al-
ways sure of hig ground before he rises
to talk. His strong personal resemb-
lance to Hon. Edward Blake when that
now prominent Irish statesman occu-
pied a front seat, is commented on by
all visitors who were familiar with the
house years ago. But Bell is g much
fresher looking man today than the
member for Sligo, Ireland, in the Brit-
tsh commons,

The matter of the union of Canada
and Newfoundland is again receiving
much informal consideration, yet there
is an undercurrent of feeling that it
is a long cry from the present status
until the hour when it may become a
practical issue. The people of New-
foundland are pretty well aware of the
extravagant manne» in which the pre-
sent administration has conducted the
affairs of the dominion, and it is hard-
ly probable that they will cast their
lot in with Canada until such time as
purer and better government prevails.
As things are now running from the
Pacific to the Atlantic,, whenever an
election is held, it is not improbable
that a bétter government will soon be
in power. The general opinion here is
that the general eleetions will take
place next Oc¢tober, But Laurier may
find it expedient t6 postpone the date
until the following year, this being
only the fourth session of the ninth
parliament, which has power of life
until the 23rd Oétober, 1905.

The department of public works is
taking advantage of the recess to
make some improvements in room 186,
the liheral headguarters, in the way
of painting the heating radiator with
aluminum paint, thereby following the
lead of the new management of the
Russell House, which is washing down
the accumulated dirt of years from the
ceiling of the big office, preparatory
to still further improvements. The
Russell is good property in good hands,
and the New York management may
make good money out of its invest-
ment. It is a hard job to build up an
institution that has run down. We
are told that hotel keepers are born,
not made, and it is on the cards that
the new heads are up in their busi-
ness. The public who are compelled
to frequent the Russel during the ses-
sion of parliament will have cause to
rejoice if under the new order of
things Ottawa will possess a comfort-
able hotel. Some time in the near fu-
ture the Céanadian Pacific Railway
Company may include Ottawa in its
itinerary from the Pacific to its Atlan-
tic coast terminus. R. A, P,

OTTAWA, April 4—The auditor gen-
eral’s report is a voluminous but use-
ful publication, in that it throws side-
lights on transactions that would not
otherwise reach the public eye. Years
ago the liberal press quoted freely
from J. Lorn McDougall’s writings,
but since he has applied the same mea-~
sure of criticism to the liberal minis-
ters ‘that he had meted out to the con-
servative portfolio holders, they have
little use for him. Some day he may
be superannuated at his own request,
but it now looks as if he will die in
harness.
