The report in respect to the har-

vest in Manitoba and the North

west continues to be highly
favorable. Dr. Willlam Saunders, Director of Ex-
perimensal Parms for the Dominlon, returned to
Ottawa & few days ago from his annual tour of in

vestigation in the west, From what he has seen
and heard, Dr. Saunders is of opinion that the yield
of wheat in Manitoba will average twenty-seven
bushels to the acre and a very large portion of it
will be No, 1t hard. The heads are better filled and
the general average, it is expected, will be a little
hetter than last year. Oats and barley are also
good and will probably average sbout the same as
last year. At the Indian Head Rxperimental Farm,
wheat will average fully 4o bushels to the scre, bar

ley from 50 to 6o bu’nhelu, and oats from Ho to 100
bushels or more. Throughout the Territories wheat
on-fallow land is expected to average 35 bushels per
acre, and on stubble land from 30 to 25 bushels per
acre. The crops in British Colugbia are also good

Some damage to crops is reported in Masitoba from
a severe storm toward the last of August, but the
storm appears not to have been of a very general
character, A Winnipeg despatch dated Septem

ber 4 states that 8o per cent. of the entire acreage in
that Province had been cut, and that the reports
from every point were favorable

think of his country displaying enterprise and tak-
ing hold of large thThgs in a large way. Canada
has the advantage over any other part of the Amer-
ivan Continent in point of nearness to the British
Isles and the European Continent, and with a line
of steamers equal in speed to the best afloat, a Cana-
dian Company would be able to give a speedier
Atlantic ferry service than any other. But it ought
to be taken into account that fast ocean travel is a
luxury—albeit a somewhat dangerous one—and
that, like other lnxuries, it costs. After an average
speed of 17 knots has been reached, the additional
expense to increase tl?:( speed by five or six knots

is very great, Even the lower rate of speed the
consumption of fuel i great and constitutes a very
large item in the expense account. But we are
told that to drive a vessel at the rate of 23 knots on
the Atlantic would demand the consumption of from
four to five times the amount of coal which would
be burnt in a similar ship golng at the average pace
of seventeen to eighteen knots. It is evident, too,
that a ship which has to make an average of 23
knots must keep up a high rate of speed through-
out the passage, and that on routes where at certain
seasons of the year icebergs are likely to be en-
countered it would be impossible to keep up the
higher rate of s continuously without risks
which in themselves would greatly add to the ex-
pense and which few passengers would care to in-
cur,

The very narrow escape of
President Roosevelt from vio-
lent death, or at least very ser-

ious injury, while driving on Wednesday last, and
the actual death of a member of his party,
caused a thrill of excitement throughout the United
States and awakened sympathetic feelings in other
countries. The accident which threatened the life
of the President occurred at Pittsfiell, Mass. A
carriage in which were seated the President, Gover-
nor Crane of Massachusetts, Secretary Cortelyou,
and Secret Service Agent Willlam Craig, in cross-
ing a trolley track, came in violent collision with a
moving car. One of the four horses attached to the
President’s coach was instantly killed. Mr. Craig
was thrown from his seat in the carriage under the
car and was crushed to death, the coachman was
“fatally injured and has since died, the President him-
self was badly shaken up and recejved a slight face
wound, besides ' some bruises, Secretary Cortelyou
was somewhat more badly hurt, and Governor
Crane who fared best of the party escaped practically
without injury. The conductor and motérman of
the car have been arrested on charge of man-
slaughter. From the published accounts of the
accident it would appear that there was inexcusable
carelessness in the ‘handling of the car,

President Roosevelt’s
Narrow Escape.
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Sir Edmund Barton, Premier of
Sir BEdward Barton i :
Australla, and Sir John Forrest,
on the

Colonial

Minister of Defence in his Gov-

nce
Confere ernment, were guests of honor

at a dinoer given by the Toronto Board of Trade on
Wednesday last. Sir Edward delivered a speech of
an hour’s length, in which he spoke particularly of
the recent Counference of Colonial Premiers in Lon-
don and of the subjects which had there been uander
consideration, Although he was not at liberty to
divulge the proceedings ol the Conference, the
speaker intimated that he felt that there was noth-
ing that needed to be concealed and that he believed
that in one way or another the public would be put
in possession of pretty full information in respect
to the conclusions reached, Referring to the matter
of reciprocity of trade within the Empire, Sir
Edmund Barton said that it was one (raught with
great difficulties. The various colonies had self-

verning rights, including that of making tariffs,

his was a right they were not likely to part with,
and any arrangements made must recognize those
rights. It followed that each section of the Empire
must regulate for itself the nature and extent of the
preference it would give until the day, which was

\
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yet a long way off, when all could meet in one com-
mon Parliament. The Conference could not, there-
fore. give any definite assurance as to what the
Colonial Parliaments would do in the matter of pre-
ferential trade, and the same was true in reference to
the Imperial Parliament. In the meantime, how-
ever, they could look about and see what each could
do individually. The prefe e could be

plished in some cases by raising the duties on
foreign goods, in othér Colonies, blessed with
ample revenues, by lowering the duties on British
goods. They were not likely, he thought, to do
anything for the United Kingdom for which they
would not receive a generous return. The names
‘‘ dependency "' and * co'ony ', Sir Edmund said,
had ceased to be applicable to Canada and Australia,
If they had not now an equal voice in the Empire,
they had a voice which was entitled to be heasd

He professed faith in the unity and consolidation of
the Empite. One thing which struck a man travel-
ing through various sections of the British domin-
ions was the oneness of the Empire in the personality
of its people. The methods oprnnldhns were like
the methods of Australians ; they wereanimated by
the same spirit, and neither, for instance, would
like to be cut off from the literature of their com-
mon motherland. He had no apprehensions as to
the progress and continuity of the British empire.
He did not believe that as the colonies progressed in
self-goverument they would progress toward separ-
ation. The more they looked upon the ocean as a
highway rather than a barrier, the closer the British
Empire was bound together, and if the highway was
policed by the United Kingdom we should pay our
share of the cost of that police duty. To regard the
ocean as a barrier was pessimistic. As a highway
it brought us into closer touch with the United
Kingdom,

The St. John exhibition for 1902,
which closed Saturday night,
was in general respects a very successful undertak-
ing, and the results as a whole are no doubt gratify-
ing to the mnuagement.’ The weather conditions
were for the most part quite favorable. There was
one day of fog and one of rain, but fair or otherwise,
the attendance kept up all through the week at
figures which for the most part were far in advance
of those of other years.. The total attendance for
the six days was 78,965, as compared with an at.
tendance of 62,166 for nine days in 1900, 59,514 in
1899, 47,430 in 1898, and 40,182 in 1897. Evidently
the earlier date at which the exhibition was held
this year did not interfere with the attendauce., If
any conclusion on that point is justifiable from this
year's experience, it is that the earlier date is the
more favorable for securing a crowd. Nor did the
earlier date interfere as much as might have been
expected with the character of the show. It was of
course too early for first-class exhibits in apples,
cereals and the later vegetables, and in this respect
the show was much interior to those of some other
years. Potatoes, however, made a good showing.
In respect to horses and cattle the exhibits com-
pared well with those of other years, and the pres-
ence of a number of exhibits of high class sheep
seems to indicate that increasing attention is being
paid to that branch of stock-raising. The poultry
show was excellent. The character of the exhibits
in the main building was much the same as that of
other years, There was much that was interesting
and more or less Instructive in reference to the
manufacturing, industrial and commercial interests
of the country. There is a good deal lacking that
one would like to rtee. The exhibition cannot in-
deed be regarded as an ideal exposition of the coun-
try's products and industries. No doubt the ques-
tion of ways and means has to be considered and the
question of financial returns to the exhibitors per-
haps inevitably determines the general character of
the exhibits. Doubtless it is not possible under
existing conditions for the management of our ex-
hibitions to make them as representative as is
desirable of the country’s resources, products and
industries. But it should be possible for the manage-
ment to exclude from the grounds accompaniments
of a morally objectionable character, and there cer-
tainly can be no excuse for permitting a part of the
exhibition grounds to be occupied with gaming tables
in charge of persons urgently persuading passers-hy
to risk their money in.games of chance. It would
be interesting to know how many boys and 'young
men were thus led to take their. first lessons in
gambling at the exhibition just closed.

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Contrary Winds.

Mark 6 : 48. He saw them distressed in sowing, for

the wind was contrary nuto them, (R. V)

Let us notice the picture : (1). Mark the lake : A
little sheet of water, egg shaped, thirteen miles long and
shont six miles across. Lying there, just without the
clasp of the Lebanon Mountains. Sunk ina deep de-
pression, six hundred feet below the level of the neigh-
boring Mediterranean Sea.  Subject to the onset of very
sudden and furlous storms.

(2). Mark the rowers. The apostles of our blessed
Lord. They were precisely in the way of duty.  But we
find that they were set upon ‘by one of these sudden and
furious storms. They were toiling in rowing. and that
word toiling, as the anthoriz>d version has it, means
buffeted and hard bestead or'as the revised version puts
it distressed even to exhaustion. And all their distress-
ful toll amounting to very little. Panting, breathless al-
most, with the tremendous labor of attemptivg to make
head agalus! so terrible a tempest.

(3). Mark the absent master : Alone. Praying. Re-
garding them. Both the storm and toll. He eaw and
noted. This man of Galilee is he who says, I am the
Regarding One. In certain moode, to me, the most shin-
ing words in all the Scripture are just these :  *‘ And he
saw them tollivg or distressed in rowing.”" This is what
the Person Christ is steadily saying to us, amid the
storms, distresses, problems, disciplines of life, as really
as he said it to those buffeted rowers in the pitiless clutch
of that howling tempest. Ves, he still is sayiog, © Itls
I,/be not afraid ”’ Although he may seeni to us to be the
dehy\ng one. Iven bear in mind, then, that the regard-
ing ork the blessed master, though sometimes it seems
that het s the delaying one most surely becomes”the
rescning ove in his own time and way

Keep on rowing, brother, sister. He will not fail yon
Sumehow, does not this picture app=al to yon and seem
in & most real way to set forth and symholize parts and
passages of your own experience ? These contrary winds
are certalnly fall of  lessons to ue. Let us attempt to
gather a few : 2

(1) They teach us that sometimes the way of duty is
precisely where thege wind« gather and blow, Abrabam
wags certainly {n the way of duty when he got out of his
country- and from his kindred and Irom his father's
house into the land that God should show him, as God
ordered. And yet how he met the storms of trial !

Moses was certainly in the way of duty wpén, eceord-
iug to the command of Goad, he went to Iciﬂ forth the
Tsraelites from 1 gypt How he met the storms of ad-
versity from Pharaoh, from stiff-necked Israel; ete.

Daunlel was certainly iu the way of duty when he
op med bis window towa d Jeérnsalem threes times a day
and knpeeled upon his knecs and prayed and gave thanks
before his God. 'And ye¢t how he met the storm of the
lion’s den !

Stephen was certainly in the path of duty and yet how
he met the whelming storm of his martyrd »m.

Paul was in the line of duty and yet think of the storms
he met ! How they raged against him ! Listen to what
is written in his second letter to the Corinibians,
eleventh chapter and beginnlog at the twenty-third verse.
I labors more abuddant, in stripes above measure, in
prisons more frogaent, in deaths oft.  Of the Jews five
times receivedd 1 forty slripes save one, thrice was I
beaten with rods, pnee 1 was stoned, thrice I suffered
shipwreck, ele., Ves, even the Master met the storm of
the cross in the way of the Father's will. . Storms often
strike iu the w;u of duty, Lt us be prepared to meet
them, i

{2) Note some of the contrary winds: (a) Home:
lessness.  Young man ln the great city: (4) Harassing
winds which spring out. of our environment. Tempta-
tiona ln associntions. (<) Winds of obstacle. There
may be a thorn of some kind. (/) Then there is the
contrary wind of bereavemeént  Oh, how this tries us,
and sometimes what prolonged eff«cts it produces in
many fnstances. But how consoling to hear the regard-
fug one say, ‘It is I, be not afrald.” T am with thee, I
will go with thee through it all.  T.st us grip his hand as
never before, He rescues Ly inward stilling, in the
speclal impartatim of his own peace, My peace 1 give
and leave with thee, What an invaluable boon at such a
time ! ’

(3) Observe here some advantages of these contrary
win‘'s. (a) They keep from temptation. These disciples
fightivg this storm, could not be caugbt by the popular
clamor on shore to crown Jesnsa merely temporal king.
It might at tim=s seem salutary to be removed jast a lit-
tle from certain popular movements whether they were
worthful or ever ainounted to anything of importance or
not, and if'we were busy plying the oar of duty, we need
have but little fear asto the issue. (&) They fit for
higher service. These disciples, tolling in rowing thus,
with theic Master absent, were learning fitness for their
great duty after his resurrection and ascension. May we
learn well this lesson iu each indivilual Christian life,
Lustly : -

(4). Seek heartening amid such hindering storms,
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(11). Everybody must feel them. *‘ There hath mno
temptation taken you but such as is common to msn ;
but God is faithful who will not suffer you to be.tempted
above that ye are able, but will, with the temptation,
nlso make & way to escape, that ye may be able to bear
it.” (&). Por many of such hindering winds you are not
responsible. They simply cometo youin the way of
duty. Do not then nnduly blame yourself. How many

look differently at this ma'ter, for iustance: Something
hard to endure has come into their life and home and we

hear them saying, I wonder why God has brought this
upon me ! It is possible that much blame and worry is

carried by them all because a wrong view and interpre-
tations has been taken and given to the buffeting wind

and trouble, (c). Keep rowing, anyhow, keep at the

daily duty. Lay not down the oar in weakness and des-

palr but make it a life and death struggle by clinching it

with a determination to surmonnt every difficulty. God

will be with you init. (<) Jesus knows: Forget not

this above all else. He saw them distressed in their

rowing and he sees you dear fellow toiler, buffeted and

harassed and weary at the oar of daily duty. (). Jesus

will come to your help at the right time and in the right 5
way. He came thus to these disciples. Let ns continue
to seek heartening amidat the raging tempest,
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Pulpit Fervor.

A member of the Stock Exchange told me, recently,
that he had gone into one of the noonday services in
Trinity church, and had listened with deep interest to an
eloquent Ienten discourse by a young minister, which
was delivered with such fervor that the sweat started on
the speaker's face. After describing the effect on him-
s21f and other business men around him by this impae-
s'oned discourse, he ingairad, '* Why don't all ministers’
put more fire into their sermons?’ This question of my
friend, the stock-broker, is a very pertinent one for every
man who addresses his fellow-men ss the message bearer
from the living God. >

The preaching of the gospel is #piritual gunnery ; and
many s well-loaded cartridge has falled to reach its mark
from the lack of powder t» propel it. Preaching ls, or
ought to be, a message bringing from the Almighty.
The prime duty of God's ambdssador is to arreat the
attention of the souls before his pulpit—to arouse those
who are indifferent, t> warn those who are careless, to
convict of sin those who are impenitent, to cheer those
who are sorrow-stricken, to strengthen the weak, and to
edify believers. An advodate in a criminal trial puts hi®
grip on every juryman's ear. So must every herald of
gospel truth demand and commaud a hearing, cost what
it may ; but that hearing he never will secure while he
addrers s his audience in a cold, formal, perfanctory
manner. Cerla'nly the great apostle at Ephesus aimed
at the emotions and the conscience, as well as the reason,
of his hearers, when he ceased not to warn them night
and day, with tears,

It cannot be impressed too strongly on every young
minister that the delivering of his sermon is half the
battle. Why loal your gun at all, unless you can send
your charges to the mark? Many a discourse containing
much valuable thought has fallen dead ou drowsy ears,
when it might have produced great effect, if the preacher
hed had what the Trinity church preacher had—inspir-
ation and perspiration. Many and many times a sermon
that was guite ordinary as an intellectual production has
produced an extrao'dinary effect by a direct aud intense-
1y fervid delivery. The minister who never warms him-
self will never warm up his congregation. I once asked
Albert Barnee, ' Who is the greatest preacher you have
ever heard " Mr. Barnes, who was a very clear-headed
thinker, replied: ‘‘I canuot answer yowr question
exactly ; but the .greatest specimen of preaching I ever
heard was by the Rev. Edward N. Kirk, before my
congregation during arevival, It produced a tremendous
effect.”” Those of us who knew Mr. Kirk knew that he
was not a man of genius or profonnd scholarship, but he
was & true orator, with a superb voice and a plesding
persuasiveness, and his whole soul was on fire with &
love of Jesus and a love of souls.

It is not easy to define just what that subtle something
is which we call magnetism, As nearas] can come toa
definition, I wonld say that it is the quality or faculty im
a speaker that arrests the attention and kindness and the
sympathy of auditors, and, when alded by the Holy
Spirit, produces convictiou in their minds by the * truth
asitisinJesus." The heart that is put into the speaker's
voice sends that volce into the hearts of his bearers., As
an illustration of this, I may cite the celebrated Dr,
Stephen H. Tyng, the rector of St. George's church, of
New York, who was one of the most maguetic speakers
I have ever heard, in the pulpit or on a platform. Every
sentence he uttered went like a projectile discharged
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rolling oratory. I whispered to Beecher, ‘' That is fine
platformiug.” ** Ves, indeed,” replied Beecher; ' he is
the one man in this conutry that ¥ am afraid of. I mever
want to apeak after him, and when I have o speak before
him, when he gets sgoing, I wish T had Bot spoken at
el Aundyet Dr. Tyug's sermons or addresses, when
put into cold type, lost mast of their power | Everybody
wanted to hear him ; very few ever cared to read his
books. His soul conveying power was in the pulpit.
it {a an undoubted fact that puipit fervor has been the
characteristic of nearly all the most effective preache:s
of a soul-wlaning gospel. The fire was ed i the
pulpit that kindled the pews. The d of Frederic
W. Robertson, of Brighton, were masterpieces of fresh
thought and pelluaid style ; but the crowds were drawn
to bis church because they were delivered with a fiery
glow. The king of living sermon-makers is Dr. Maclaren
of Manchester. His vig thought is put into vigor
ous language and vigorounsly spoken. He commits his
grand sermon to memory, and then looks his audience iu
the eye and sends hisstrong voice to the farthest gallery
Last year, after I hal thanked him for his powerful
mddress on ** Preaching " to the thonsand ministers in
London, he wrote to me : ** It was an effort ; for I conld
not trust myself to do withont a manuscript, and I am so
unaccustomed to reading what I have to say that it was
like dancing a hotnpipe in fetter:.’' Vet manuscripts
mre not always ‘‘fetters;” for Dr. Chalmers read every
line of his sermou with thrilling and tremendous effect.
So did Dr. Charles Wadaworth, in Philadelphia, and so
did Phillips Brooks, in Boston, In my own experience,
I have as often found spiritusl results Sowing from dis-
courses partly or mainly written omt as from those

. spoken extemporaneously.

Finally, while much may depend upon conditions in
‘the congregation, and much aid may be drawan from the
Autercessory prayers of our people, yet the msin thing
do have the baptism of fire in our own hearts, Some-
times a sermon may produce but little impression ; yet
that same sermon at another time and in another plage
'may deeply move an undience and- yleld rich spirituai
resdits. Spiritual- conditions may have some influence
on .a mivister's delivery ; but the chief element in the
«tlognence that awakens and converls sinuers and
strengthens the Christian in the unction of the Holy
Spirit.

Sir Humphry i
him to stick to his bookhinding, but lster smployed him
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us assl t in'the laboratory, at six dollars a week, with
two rooms at the top of the house,

Not long thereafter, Davy, rich and famous as a scien-
tist, travelled on the Continent for a year and a half, and
took Faraday along ss his amanuensis and valet. To the
youth, who had zever before been above twelve miles
from London, such travel was most helpful. despite the
fact that the banghty Lady Davy chose to regard him
only as a servant. He met the leading scientists of the
day—-Ampere, Humboldt, Volta, etc. At Florence, he
saw ‘* Gallleo's own telescope—a simple tube of paper
and wood, with lenses at each end—with which he dis-
covered Jupiter's satellites.”” At Parls he got a glimpse
of Napoleon, just back from the disastrous Russian cam-

algn.,

: Upon his return to London, Faraday was, again engag-
ed as assistant in the laboratory of the Royal Institution,
his salary being raised to seven dollarss week. The
fascination of the guest of the unknown wus now fully
upon him, aud his fame as an investigator steadily ad-
vanced. So great was his ' fanaticlsm for veracity”
that hie respect for a fact amounted almost to reverence.
1 could truet a fact, and always cross-examined an as-
sertion.”” * Criticise one’s'own view in every way by
expperiment-—if possible, leave no objection to be put by
sthérs."” By such a method his genius soon yielded
startling results—the liguefaction of chlorine, dlamagnet-
ism, and the magneto-electric currents, the principle up-
on which ur mcdern dynamos - are based. These
trinmphs ar mose wonderful when you consider bis
ignorance of mathematics. FHis success excited the
jenlonsy of Sir Humphry Davy, who even petulantly
voted against making Faraday a Fellow of the Royal
Soclety. The rising scientist, nevertheless, remaiuved

"loyal to the master who had once befriended him.

Loyal, also, he r ined to pure scl d the
social attentions pressed upon him by the most dl-tln-
guished people, and turning his back upon all profession-
al work for money, in spite of the fact that he and his
wife were then living In poverly. ' We were living on
the pariugs of our own skin,” he afterwards said.

This, from the diary of Crabb Robinson, is of iutereet :
‘' May 8, 1840,—Attended Carlyle’s second lecture. It
yave satisfaction, for it had uncommon thoughts and was
lelivered with lanimation. In the g heard
a lecture by Faraday. What a contrast to Carlyle! A
perfect experimentaliat,  with an intellect so clear.” In
his religious life he wasas simple as he was great in
sclence. As his father before him, he belonged to the
obscure sect known as Sandemanians, a small body which
s -parated from the Presbyterian church about 1750, poor
and primitive in mauny of thelr views. While they es-
teem the lot ulzcrnd thing, retain feet-washing, object
to second marriages, deem it wrong to save up money,
and do not pay their preachers, yet they hold, also, that
Christianity carmot be the established religion of any
nation without subverting its essential principles, that re-
liglon is an affair of the soul, and that the Bible alone is
the sufficlent guide for the soul. Faraday was a zealous
member of this little band, ..v? serving as preacher,
His eldership was, however, interrupted. ‘' It wae ex-
pected of an elder that he should attend every Sunday.
One Sunday he was absent. When it was discovered
that his absence was due to his having been * command-
ed’ to dine with the Q 1een at Windsor, and that, so far
from expressing penitence, he was prepared to defend his
action, his office became vacant.” He was, of course,
later restored as elder.

Faraday himeelf isa signal instance of the truth of
Fmerson's characteristic comment upon his lecture on

* Diamagnetism’ (or cross-magnetism) : ** He showed
ua various experiments on certain gases, to prove that,
whilst ordinarily magnetiom of steel is from north to
south, in other substances, gases, it acts from east to
west, And further experimentsled him to the theory
that every chemical substance would be found to have
Its own, and a different, polarity: One fact is clear to
me, that diamagnetism is a law of the mind, to the full
extent of Faraday's idea—namely, that every mind has a
new compass, a new north, a pew direction of its own,
differencing its genius and alm from every other mind.”

Some Birds that are Helpful,

Among the birds that may be looked upon as helps to
the farmer, we do not include the birds of prey, as the
eagels, hawks or owls, though it may be that some ape-
clen of the two latter do help the farmer to & certain ex-
tent by keeping down the number of squirrels, gophers
and field mice, that might become a nulsance if too
sbuudant, and the h owl does destroy some of the
night-flyiag beetles and moths, and perhaps some varie-
ties of caterpillars, but the others, like the crow, are too
fond of the eggs and young of other iusect-eating birds
1o please us, to say nothing of the liklng of the crow for
the aproating corn, The black-billed cuckoo has also a
fancy for robbing the nests of smaller birde, and some-
times for small fruits, but it Is so cowardly as to be
driven away by almost any one of the other birde, if de-
tected. Bat its food e seid to be principally insects and
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larva, which are almost the exclusive diet of the yellow-
billed varieties.

All the woodpecker family are insect-eaters, preferring
the egge and larvee to the perfect insect. The red-head-
ed woodpecker seema more fond of cherries, and some-
times of picking into large frait or ears of green corn
than the others; yet, as its food is mostly of insects, it,
Ilike the others of that family, may be said to be a help
to the farmer. That any of them injures the tree by
sucking sap or by the holes they make in hunting insects,
or in which to build their nests, we very much doubt.

All of the swifts and swallows subsist upon such in-
sects as they can catch while flying. though we have
known them to fly so low as to cstch grasshoppers,
especlally if they can get some animal to start them up.
It used to be a pleasure to us to see them fly in front of
adog we owned and tempt him to chase them, while
they swung bsickward and forward in front of him,
catching the insects he started from the grass. When
they had canght enough, they went back to the barn un-
injured.

The whippoorwill and the night hawk or ball bat, and
the churtkwills widow of the Southern States are great
destroyers of insects, working more in twilight or cloudy
days than in bright sunshine orafter dark. The king
bird feeds mostly uponm insects caught upon the wing,
and so do those known as the fly catchers, whose habits
well explain the name, and the pewee or phebe birds, of
which there are two species in New England during the
summer, going South in winter, as, indeed, do most of
those which feed principally upon insects

The several varieties of thrush and the robin are great
devourers of insects, and jt is on record that Mr, Trouve-
lot of Medford, when he was engaged in trying to make
silk from the cocoous of the gypsy moth, siid that the
robin troubled himsmore thau any other bird, or all
others put together. He said that when he placed 2,000
of them on a scrub oak, they were all eaten by cat-birds
and robinsin a few days. We wish that had been his
whole supply of them. The robin and the several
thrushes are principal among those that seek out their
food among the grube, cut worms and other larv in the
soil, and either one of them will eat about one-half its
own weight ina day. We ought not to be unwilling to
contribui« a few cherries or peas to such birds.

The br wn or red thrasher, the cat bird, both of which
have b ¢o called New England mocking birds, and th.
true mo. kivg bird, are 511 insect eaters, and «hile the
confine themselves more to'the thick wood then to the
orchard and garden, they prevent those places fro 1
b-irg 0 ov. r stocked as to swarm from there into tl.e
cu''ivated fizlds. The bliebird is als> a well-known
inscct eater, seldom troubliog even the weed seeds, as it
migrates when the insect supply grow scarce.

The several specles of native sparrow and finches, the
bunting, the grosbeaks and the bobolinks, are principally
seed eaters, though some of them do catch insects aleo,
but none of them have been accused of damaging culti-
vated crope to any extent.

In this list we have included nearly lll the birde that
feed upon insects more than on other food, though the
quail, whose call of ‘‘more wet'" or ‘‘Bob White" used
to be familiar, is suid to destroy many insects, and some
of the smaller water birde resort to the shore to pick np
grasshoppers, crickets and probably other insects

But the farmer should not destroy or let any one else
destroy any of those we have classed as insect eaters.
Protect them from gunners, crows, corn blackbirds and
the English sparrow as far as possible, and by kind treat-
ment encourage their visits to the cultivated fields, gar-
dens and orchards, and we may hear less of the cry that
insects increase every year. The lst of the farmer's
bird friends is scarcely complete without reference to
that *‘quare burrd,’’ a newly-imported help we once had
on the farm called her mistress to see. It was a fine,
fat toad, one whose cl pp wounld d d
about half his weight in insects each day to satisfy.—
Massachusetts Plonghman,

Answer to Prayer.

One of the most remarkable of modern answers to
prayer has been published by the Rev. D. R, Breed, him-
self a witness of the fact, with regard to the visitation of
locusts in the State of Minnesota in the years 1873 to
1877, The area seeded with their eggs was more than
two-thirds of the state embracing about 50 000 square
miles ; and the farmers were threatened with starvation.
Govervor Pillsbury officially appointed April 26th as an
occasion of fasting and prayer, The proclamation pro-
voked much adverse criticiem. Iofidels, and even many
of the nominal Christiaus, ridiculed an appeal to God,
saying the locusts were there to stay, and represented
that resort to prayer in such circometances was an evi-
dence of gredulity and superstitution.

But the day of prayer was kept, notwithstanding the
protests of the Liberal League. Nevertheless, after the
day of prayer, the locusts resppesred, and the skeptics
triumphantly sneered. Buta very remarkable change
occurred within twelve hours, A large number of the
locusts wers destroyed by a terrific froet ; and the insects
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which were hatched and survived the storm disappeared
mysterionsly. They left the state without depositing
their eggs in a single square foot of territory. The ques-
tion whither they went has never been satisfactorily an-
swered, butthe factis that they disappeared entirely,
and the state at large garnered the largest harvest in ite
hlntory, or about 40,000 000 bushels, The loclun that

1 1 to be di 1; a parasite fastened upon
them. which destroyed their power to propagate the
species. It fi lels have been slow to refer to the ' Day of
Prayer,” of which they made at the time such nnbound-
ed ridicule. :

The annual Convention of our Baptist people in
these Maritime Provinces is always an occasion of
interest’ and importance. It is so because of the
opportunity which it affords to the ministers of the
denomination and the delegates of the churches to
unite in the expression and enjoyment of Christian
fellowship and the encouragement and stimulation
of their spiritual life ; it is so also because of the
consideration given to the demominational work as
it is brought before the Convéntion through the
reports of the various Boards to which the manage-
ment of * our Christian enterprises have been com-
mitted, and because of - the larger outlook and the
fuller inspiration which are frequently gained as a
result of the discussions held and of the burning
words of those whose hearts and minds are conse-
crated to Christ and to His cause.

There was a general feeling, we think, among
those who attended the meetings lately held in
Yarmouth; that in respect to its Christian fellowship
and its inspiration to Christian service, the Conven-
tion was more than ordinarily helpful and stimulat
ing. Some features which marked those meetings
it may be worth while to allude to more particularly
There were present quite a large number of visitors
from onutside the limits of the Convention, whose
presence in different ways added to the interest of
the meetings, There “were Dr. Welton and Dr.
Goodspeed of Toronto, and Rev. J. A. Gordon of
Montreal, whost faces and voices are so well remem-
bered and who are held in so high esteem from past
days of service in their native provinces that they
seem still to belong to us. There was Rev. W. F.
Armstrong of Burma, who after a score of years
absence from our denominational gatherings was
most cordially welcomed, and whose presence was
felt to be a benediction. There was President
Vedder of Crozer, well known to many of our read-
ers as the author of a short History of the Baptists.
There was Rev.. W. T, Stackhouse—so well known
to us all—whom somebody spoke of as ‘‘ the lion of
the Convention,”” Rev. Walter Calley, the genial
and energetic Secretary of the B. Y. P. U. A, Rev.
George B. Titus of Brockfon, Mass., Rev. George
Richardson of Hamilton, Ont,, Rev. Irad Hardy of
Boston, —all these, with others perhaps whose names
we do not now recall—by their presence and their
words added to the interest and the inspiration of
the meetings.

Another feature of the Convention was the absence
of everything unkindly or discourteous in feeling or
expression. There was free discussion, and of
course some difference of opinion found expres-
sion, but there was no harsh crilicism and
nothing of an acrimonious spirit. No one’s temper
was rufiled- and no unbrotherly word was uttered.
This of course is only as it should always be in an
aggembly where Christian men and women meet for
the purpose of taking counsel together for the pro-
motion of their Redeemer’s Kingdom. But unhappily
itis not always so, We are not yet so thoroughly
christianized that we need have no fear that nothing
uncharitable in spirit or discordant in motive and
purpose will ever find place in our religious assem-
blies. But of this we may be sure that'as union is
strength, so discorl and dissension tend to weak-

- ness and sterifity. All intrusion of the unfraternal

spirit not only mars the sweetness of Christian
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The way in which the Convention dealt with the
Educational work of the denomination must be en-
cvnraging to those who,have that work more imme-
diately in hand. The Convention not only strongly
reaffirmed its faith in the principles upon the basis
of which our institutions at Wolfville were founded
and have been carried on from the beginning, but it
gave a very practical pledge of its faith in the prin-
ciples affirmed by.the magnificent subscription to-
ward the completion of the Forward Movement
Fund. Something yet remains to be done, itistrue,
in order to bring that matter to a finality, but the
end 18 so nearly reached and success is so well assur-
ed that the completion will be easily accomplished by
one special contribution on the part of our churches.
This is a matter for special congratulation, and we
are sure that our churches may be counted upon to re-
spond promptly and even eagerly tothe appeal which,
as will be seen from what President Trotter says in
another column, is about to be made for the few
hundred dollars now. necessary to complete the
work undertaken five years ago.

The way in which the Convention put its shoulder
to the wheel in the matter of our mission work, both
Foreign and Canadian, was also highly gratifying,
indicating as it did a larger appreciation of the im-
portance of the work of giving the gospel to the
spiritually destitute and a hearty willingness to
promote the caure of world evangelization. The
promptness and liberality of the response made in
answer to the appeal for means to send Mr. Glen-
denning to India this fall * was such we believe as
has seldom if ever been witnessed in the history of
the Convention. Sympathy for the Northwest
work was evidently strong in the Convention and
we confidently expect that the response to Mr.
Stackhouse's appeals, as he visits the churches in
connection with the canvass for the 20th Century
Fund, will be so generous that the Northwest work
will profit largely thereby. The results in connec-
tiofh with this fund during the past year have been,
to say the least, encouraging. Mr. Adams has
labored most faithfully, and the fruit of his labors
has not been small. Altogether, more than half of
the $50,000 aimed at has now been subscribed and
about $7,000 of that paid, and in connection with
this there has been—not a diminution of the ordin-
ary receipts from the churches, as was not unreason-
ably apprehended-—but a substantial increase. Now
that Mr. Adams has so powerful an ally in the cam-
paign as Mr. Stackhouse, we shall hope to see toe
20th Century Fund go marching on to victory with
still greater momentum. If all the churches will do
as well in proportion as some have done for the
Fund, there will be no difficulty in raising the
$50,000. Indeed it would be quite safe to say that
on that principle it could easily be doubled. If only
the spirit of unanimity and liberality which obtained
in the Convéntion shall pervade all our churches
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has been ptionally wet. H on the whole, s
far at least as Canada is concerned, and we believe the
same is true of the United States, the sesson has not
been unfavorable for crops. On the contrary the ha
vest of Canada, taken as a whole, will probably be mo:e
than a fair average. A week or two of fine warm weather
now would emable our farmers in these Provinces to
secure the balance of the hay and grain barvest in good
condition,

religion itself, avd he quotes Premier Combe's declarn
tion the other day in Parliament that rellglon is the
greatest moral force in humanity.

—Professor Rudolph Virchow, the distinguished
pathologist and scientist died at Berlin on Fiiday last
having nearly completed his S8ist year. Professor Vir
chow was born Schivelbein in Pomerania and studied
medicine In Berlin, In 184y he was appointed professor
of pathological anatomy at Warzburg, and soon became
one of the foremost exponents of the so-called Warzburg
school. In 1856 he returned to Berlin as professor.
Here he did excellent work in the newly-founded Patho
loglcd Inditnu which at once became the centre of
the younger men of
nchne- He has always taken & great interest in politics,
and has contributed important speeches to the parlia-
mentary debates. At the Naturalists' Conference at
Innsbruck, in 1869, he was one of the founders of the
German Anthropological Soclety. In 1873 he became o

ber of the Academy of Sci He bas also taken
a great interest in the spreading of sclentific knowledge
amongst the people, and has been since 1866 part editcr
of. a series of popular lectures, to which he has contri-
buted essays on various historical and scientific subjects.
Professor was the author of numerous .worke on path-
ology and other subjects.

BLACKBERRY JAM.

In families where there are many child-
ren, there is mo preparation of fruit so
wholesome, 8o cheap and so much admired
as this honiely preserve, The fruit should
be picked in dry weather, and to every
ponnd of berries allow half a pound of
brown sugar ; boil the whole together for
three-quarters of an hour, or one hour,
stirring it well and often to keep from
burping, Pot the same as any preserve,
and you will be thankful next winter each
time you spread it on a slice of bread to
zfvn to the little one who calls for ** some-
thing to eat.” It issaid to be medicinal
for chlldren.—Ex. :

RASPBERRY JAM.

Though simple, this is also a very good
recipe. Take equal weights of fruit and
brown sugar ; put them into a preserving
kettle over the fire; keep stirring and
breaking the fruit until the sugar melts,
then boil till it jellies on a plate; then
put into jars.—Ex.

GOOSEBERRY JAM.

Thoroughly clean the gooseberties,
weigh then and put them into a preserving
kettle, and as they gradually warm, stir
and bruise them to bring out the juice.
Boil for two hours, stirring almost con-
stantly, that it may not burn; add two-
thirds as much sugar (in weight) as there
were berries, and boil again. When it
thickens and will jelly upon a plate it is
done enough. Put it into pots and allow
it to remain a day or two before it is cover-
¢d.—~Ex

PINEAPPLE JAM.

Pare and weigh the piveapple, grate it
or _chop very taxely. To each pound of
fruit allow three-quarters of a pound of
sugar ; pat the pineapple on to boil in its
own juice only, and put the sugar in the
oven to heat, Boll the pineapple 30 min-
utes, add the sugar, and boll until clear
and tender. Put into jars and cover care-
fully,—Ex.

WHITE OR RED CURRANT JAM.

Pick over the fruit and wash, Allow
an equal weight of granulated sugar; put
a layer of each alternately into a presery-
ing kettle and boil for ten minutes; take
up and pot.—Ex,

BLACK CORRANT JAM.

Allow equal welght of clean picked cur-
rants‘and of granulated sugar; brulse and
mash the fruit in a preserving kettle over
the fire; add the sugarand stir it frequent-
ly; wheun it boils, skim thoroughly and let
it boil for ten mnutes, then it is ready to
take up.—EBx.

GRAPE JAM.

The grapes onght not to be very ripe,
They should be carefully picked over and
all rejected that are a bit injured. To one
pound of grape add one-half pound of
sugar ; no water but what remainson them
after being washed. Put a layer of the
grapes into & preserving kettle, then a
layer of sugar, and another layer of
grapes. Boil over a moderate fire until it
is sufficiently thick, stirring all the time
to prevent borning, It will take abont 1§

reliable abundantly inform us, Despite
the assertions of the Russian Prince un-
questionably the convict system of his
country is severe beyond any requirements
of justice. It is something that would
not be tolerated in & land where the mean-
ing of freedom was known. The light

archy of the North is wont to resort to, so
that there may be an increasing possibility
