tary. Of these four, the greatest of
all is drainage. Drainage in a broad
sense, is getting rid of all sorts of
surplus liquids. But in its sanitary
sense, means getting rid of the
products of the human body, or in a
word, getting rid of sewage. Even
the emanations from the breath
and from the skin are vile poisons.
These emanations are not well under-
stood. There is an axiom in sanitation
to the effect that we should not let
sewage get loose. The great pity in
this city is that in many places, sew-
age is never confined in the first place,
Instead of the products being carried
away directly to the sea, they are al-
lowed to be absorbed by the soil
around the human habitation. When
the ground becomes sewage soaked,
it becomes the breeding ground of
varieties of organisms,
These are deposited in the ground
by loose sewerage, result intestinal
diseases, originate. These peculiarly
and particularly affect ¢hildren under
O years of age.

During past June, July end August
the percentage of intestinal diseases
under 5 years of age was 18 per cent.
of the total number of deaths.

The point td note is, these diseases
under good sanitation are unnecessary
and preventable,

1t will be found that in the major-
ity of deaths were: in the homes of
the poorer gections where sanitation
was of an inferior character.

What can be done about it? The
health authorities are doing much to
remedy existing unsanitary condi-
tions in the city.
