“THE GLOOMS.”

More dismal than a rainy day in
June is a collection of Liberal oppo-
sition spell-binders when they start
to point out that under Conservative
rule the country is going to perdition.
With lengthened faces and funereal
tones they solemnly predict disaster
80 dire that even the most case
hardened listener must be impressed
with two things. The first is that
the Grits who are using the public
time to discuss the question of im-
pending doom might be more useful-
ly employed, if they expect to give
value to the people who placed them
in Parliament, or to the country that
pays them; the second is a feeling of
admiration mixed with apprehension.
Admiration for the quality of con-
science that will permit them to Jis-
tort the facts in a stream of conver
sational effort that like Tennyson’s
brook bids fair to 1o on for ever.
And apprehension lest their hardihood
in flying in the face of the facts
might call down upon them a fate like
unto that of Ananias “the first Grit
politician.”

The Ottawa despatches tell us that
in the House of Commons, yesterday

afternoon Rodolphe Lemieux who,
during the Laurier administration,
held down the lucrative portfolio of

Postmaster-General eclipsed all form-
er efforts as a prophet of gloom. First
he referred to the great number of
men out of work in Canada, a number
that Sir Wilfrid Laurier placed at
100,000, and went on to claim that
their idleness was due largely to the
inefficient administration of the gov-

ernment led by Rt. Hon, R. L.. Borden
Assumin® the population of Canada
to be 8,000,000, and taking one in five
as the proportion of adults of work-
ing age, gives us 1,600,000, If Sir
Wilfrid Laurier's statement is correct

it means that one in every sixteen is
unable to obtain employment.

Let us assume again that the city
of St. John has a population of 55,000
people, and that one in every five of
these is a worker; on that basis of
calculation we have 11,000 workers

Takin2 £ir Wilfrid Laurier's figures
as a base there should be tn St. John
almost 700 men who are idle because

they cannot find work. Is there any
one prepared to believe that in the
city of St. John today can be found
700 men, anxious to work, but unable
to secure employment? It requires
more than the usual amount of
credulity to swallow any such thing.
And yet that is the sort of gospel the

apostles of gloom in the Liberal ou]\n»;
spread at|

sition are attempting to
Ottawa.

In direct contradiction of their pre-
dictions comes the opinion from all
well informed quarters that the de-
pression from which this country, in
common the entire world, has
been suffering for the past few months
has largely passed over and that in a
very time the great industries
and factories in Canada will again be

with

short

ruaning overtime turning out their
products to the world. From England
comes the news that the investors

there recognize that Canada is again
coming into its own. Even the Times,
unfair and partizan as usual, has the
following

“News comes from London that

Canada continues to be a favor-
ite field for the investment of
British capital. Very large sums
will be needed for development

work this year in all parts of the
country, and favorable considera-
tion of sound propositions by Eng-
lish capitalists is very much to
be desired. St. John hopes to
see considerable money from the
old country invested here during
the present year.”

The investment of money 1s not
made in a country consigned to the
depths of financial and business per-
dition as the Grit spellbinders claim
for Canada.

Of course it is true that there have
been times when business in Canada
was better than during the past few
‘menths, Buu it is also true that the
men who are now howling of hard

“times are the men who feel it most—
the seatless Grit ministers who were
hurled from power by the indignant
people of Canada on September 21st,
1911, Their depression is not the re-
sult of general business inactivity.
Rather has it been caused by sud-
denly divorcing them from the fruits
and advantages of office which since
1896 they had administered so con:

SOME SENSIBLE GRITS.

Evidence that the Liberal party in
Canada is not entirely in accord with
the actions or the policies of the Lib-
eral opposition in Ottawa, and par-
ticularly with the majority in the
Senate contiues to accumulate. One
of the most disgraceful exhibitions of
partyism afforded during the last ses-
sion was the defeat by the Grit ma-
jority in the Senate of the Govern-
ment bill designed to grant assistance
to roads throughout the Dominion.
It will be remembered that this bill
carried through the House of
Commons only in the face of the most
determined opposition, but when it
reached the Red Chamber the numer-
ical strength of the Grits prevailed to
the extent where it was thrown out.

tricts by improving the high-
ways.”

HISTORIC DAYS |IN CANADA

Honore Mercier became Prime Mint
lster of Quebec twenty-seven years
ago today, January 27, 1887. He had
flashed like a comet across the polit
cal horizon of a country which was in
a turmoil of sectarian and sectional
passion. Born in 1840, Mercier be-
came a lawyer and editor of Le Cour-
fer. In 1878 he was solicitor general
of Quebec, and in 1883 won the
leadership of the Liberal party in
Quebec. He was one of the leaders
in the condemration of the govern-
ment for the execution of Riel. When
Chapleau was offered the leadership
of “Le Parti Nationale,” and refused,
Mercier accepted. By his eloquence
Mercier won the adherence of many
Catholics, who had previously been
in antagonism to the principles of
Liberalism. The provincial elections
were held in 1886, and, as a result,
Taillon was defeated by the assembly,
and Mercier became prime minister

on January 27th following. The Jesu-
its estates’ question, which led to
another keen sectarian controversy,

soon came up, and Premier Mercier
played a prominent part in arranging
the terms of settlement. In 1891 his
ministry was dismissed, and Mercier
was indicted for conspiracy to defraud
the province, but was acquitted.

John Kelly sald he was not opposed
to paying a portion of the cost of pav-
ing when a majority of property own-
ers were willing.

Montreal, Jan, 26.—The market con-
tinues strong and active today and
the reviving interest in stocks was
manifested by the increased number
of people congregated in the custom-
ers’ rooms of the larger brokerage
houses.

Brazilian Traction provided one of
the features of the day, opening steady
at 861 and selling in the afternoon
trading up to 883 later declining to
88. Both Brazil and companies operat-
ing there have been receiving a good
deal of free advertising in recent
weeks, all the leading financial and
commercial papers publishing articles
dealing with the affairs of the public.
A great many conflicting views are
expressed but the concensus of opin-
fon seems to be that affairs in the re-
public are not nearly so bad as they
were painted a short time back. The
country has abundant natural resour-
ces and apparently what it needs most
at the present time is a more prudent
administration.

Certain Localities.

It is strange, but it is true, that
pugilists seem to develop best in cer-
t localities and cities, and one could
althost count on the fingers the places
that have been prolific producers of
mighty men of the ring. Going back
to the early days fo the game, take the
case of Bristol. It isn't and wasn't
much of a city, compared with many
others in England, but it turned out a
dozen or more great fighters. No less
than four of the early champions of
the ring—George Meggs, Jem Belcher,
Henry Pearce and Gully—were Bris-
tol ‘men. Latet Ireland -becamé a
pugilistic producing centre, and turn-
ed out many dashing fighters, but of
late the Emerald Isle has gone back in
that regard.

In the early days of American pugil-
ism, Troy, N. Y., although a compara-
tively small city, produced a crop of
boxers that has never been excelled
John Morrissey, the great heavyweight
champion, worked on the docks and
in the foundries of that town, and as
a deckhand on a Troy steamboat. John
C. Heenan, the first American to win
the heavyweight championship of the
world, was a Troy blacksmith, Paddy
Ryan, the predecessor of John L, Sul
livan, was another Trojan, and so was
Mike Lucie. Troy was also one of the
ploneer cities to take up baseball, and

in the old Haymakers had the crack
club of America.

Leach has made more money
in the ring duriri the past twelve
months than Willle Ritchie, who is
known far and wide as the classiest
little 133-pound boxer in captivity.
Cros made close to $50,000 perform-
ing within the hemp ropes during the
paet twelve Zmonths, while Ritchie
did not earn more than $21,000. Rit-

During 1913 Cross fought fifteen
times, while Ritchie only donned the
padded gloves on - two occasions.
Leach received from $1,000 to $5,000
for each whirl in which he engaged.
Ritchie fought Joe Rivers on the
Coast last July and received $15,000
for his services, while he got §6,000
for exchanzing blows with Leach
Cross in New York.

The champion is only twenty-one
years of age, and so should be clagsed
among the world’s best lightweights
for many more years. Cross is twenty-
seven years old, and cannot hope to
keep fighting much flonger. Ledch,
however, is also a dentist, and a good
one, too. Therefore he should worry.
He has saved his ring earnings during
the past few years, and will have a
snug little fortune when he retires,
He will then be able to use his mighty
right extracting teeth.
Leach will be able to pull teeth
without pain, just as he kpocks out
his opponents in the ring without
pain. Cross usually hits his antag-
onist so hard that he does not know
what happened until he opens his
eyes in the dressing room. Perhaps
Leach will apply the same method
to those who desire to have teeth ex-
tracted.

our growing transportation, and to
maintain, so far as Canada is concern-
ed, the integrity of the British Empire
and secure for Canada in the councils
of the empire that voice to which her
importance now entitles this Domin-

And right well has the Prime Minist-
er entered upon these great and im-
portant duties. But though he has
entered upon them ably and pros-
ecuted them with energy, they cannot
in the very mature of things be brought
to fruition in two years or in four.And
the people of Canada who have en-
trusted the Prime Minister with the
carrying out of these splendid policies
have confidence in his integrity, his
judgment and his ability. They will
not be turned aside by the carping
criticism of hon. gentlemen opposite
—which they know to be inspired by
burning jealousy and remorse at loss
of office. But on the contrary they
will accord to the Prime Minister, by
legitimate and constitutional means,
whatever time may be reasonably nec-
essary for the accomplishment of his
great and important purposes.

of the Assessors, unless they shall be
satisfled that there was good cause
why the statement was not filed in
due time as herein provided.”

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH.
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

THE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar-
ter section of avallable Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The
applicant must appear in person at the
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the District. Entry by proxy may be
muade at the office of any Local Agent of
Dominion Lands (not sub-agent) on cer-
tain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upom ang
cultivation of the land in each of thres
ycars. A homesteader may live with,
nine miles of his hamestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions,
A habitable house is required In eve:
