“The French Second Division ad­
vanced with great gallantry and elan. 
They re-took, for the fourth time, 
that deadtiy redoubt they call Lehari- 
cot, but unfortunately the Turks de­
veloped heavy counter-attacks through 
prepared communication trenches, and 
under cover of an accurate shell fire 
were able to recapture it.

"On the French extreme right the 
French captured a strong line of 
trenches which, though heavily count­
er-attacked twice during the night, they 
still occupy.

"We captured fdur hundred prison­
ers, including ten officers. Amongst 
the prisoners were" five Germans, :he 
remains of a volunteer machine jun 
detachment from the Goeben. Their 
officer was killed and the machine gun 
was destroyed.

"The result of these operations is 
that we have made an advance of five 
hundred yards, which includes two 
lines of Turkish trenches along a front 
of nearly three miles. We are now 
consolidating our new positions and 
strengthening the lines."

Fleet Aided In Attack on Turkish 
Positions»

Paris, June to—An attack' over the 
whole Turkish front at the Dardan­
elles, as a result of which the French 
and British troops gained considerable 
ground was announced today at the 
war office. The statement follows:

“On June 4th, the Allied troops 
made an attack on the whole of the 
front, with the object of seizing cer 
tain points of support of the enemy.

London, June 6.—Official announce­
ment was made tonight that the Brit­
ish troops at the Dardanelles, as a re­
sult of their new offensive movement 
last week, captured two lines of Turk­
ish trenches along a three mile front.
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7 TVLondon, June 6—The Allies, in their 

offensive on the Gallipoli Peninsula on 
June 4, captured and hold two lines of 
Turkish trenched along a front of 
nearly three miles. In Mesopotamia 
jthe British forces have received from 
the Turks the surrender of Amara and 
taken more than 2,000 prisoners, thir­
teen gums, a gunboat, barges and stea­
mers. The pursuit of the Turks, who 
were dispersed into the marshes, con­
tinues.

A* in all trench warfare, which 
characterize the fighting on the Galli­
poli Peninsula has assumed; the Allies 
found their general advance hindered 
through the inability of part of their 
force to penetrate the wire entangle­
ments, which the artillery fire had not 
sufficiently destroyed. This left other 
sections of the force open to an enfi­
lading fire and therefore part of the 
ground gained had to be given up. 
Some also was lost when the Turks 
counter-attacked.

A gain of 500 yards on a front of 
three miles in this sort of fighting, 
however, is considered satisfactory 
by the British, particularly as it in­
duced the Turks to counterattack, in 
which they suffered very heavy loaeee.

Two battles are in progress in Ga­
licia The Russian» have made & con­
siderable advance on the lower rea­
ches of the San and have driven the 
Austro-Germans back to the Leng 
river; while to the southwest of Lem­
berg the Austro-Germans are advanc­
ing, although the Russians are con­
testing every inch of the roads to the 
Galician* capital, which is the objec­
tive of the Germanic allies.

(Italy’s Pint Battle VThe region north of! Arras remains 
the Interesting point on the western 
front. Here the French claim to have 
gained more ground, and, according 
to their report, have repulsed very 
violent German counter-attacks. The 
Germans, on the other hand, assert 
that they have repulsed! French at­
tacks.

The first important battle of the 
Italian campaign is raging" ft» posses­
sion- of Tolmino, where the Italians 
have met with the first serious oppo­
sition in their advance across «the 
Austrian frontier.

Italian warships have been busy 
destroying cables and lighthouses in 
the Adriatic and have again bombard­
ed Monfalcone.

"On the morning of the 4th et June, 
Sir Ian Hamilton ordered a general 
attack on the Turkish trenches in the 
southern area of the Gallipoli Penin­
sula, preceded by a heavy bombard­
ment by all guns, assisted by battle­
ships, cruisers and destroyers.

“At a given signal the troops rushed 
forward with the bayonet. They were 
Immediately successful all along ‘.he 
line, except in one spot, where the 
heavy wire entanglement was not de­
stroyed by the bombardment.

“Indian troops on our extreye left 
made a magnificent advance. They 
captured two lines o{ trenches, hut 
owing to the fâct that the troops on 
their right were hung up by this wire 
entanglement they were obliged to 
retire to their original line. The reg­
ular division made good progress on 
the left centre, capturing a strong re­
doubt and two lines of trenches be­
yond it, about five hundred yards in 
advance of their original line.

London, June 7—In a despatch 
from Copenhagen the Daily Tele- 
correspondent says:

“It is reported from Stockholm 
that a naval battle occurred Sat­
urday near Gothland.

Rome, via London, June 6—The fol­
lowing ofilcial statement was issued 
by the War Office tonight :

"Naval detachments yesterday cut 
the cables uniting the continent to 
the islands of the Dalmatia archipe­
lago.

Dundee, Scotland, June 5.—Winston 
Spencer Churchill, formerly First Lord 
of the Admiralty, who is Chancellor 
of the Duchy of Lancaster, in the coali­
tion government, arrived today at 
Dundee, which- he represents in the 
House of Commons. He was received 
enthusiastically at a meeting of his 
constituents. Hq told them he did not 
come to make explanations or Indulge 
in reproacnes or recriminations, tor 
the only thing he cared about was the 
waging of a succeap 
mies of Great Britain.

"For four years I have (borne heavy 
responsibility, being, according to the 
time-honored language of my patent, 
responsible to the Crown and parlia­
ment for all business of the Admiral­
ty,’• Mr. Churchill said. “When I say 
responsible, I was responsible in the 
sense that I would have to bear the 
blame for everything that occurred. 
Three years have comprised the most 
important period of our naval history; 
a period of preparation for war, a 
period of vigilance and mobilization.

“I have done my best. The archives 
at the Admiralty will show the part I 
played in all the great transactions 
that have taken place. To them I look 
for my defence.

“I look also to the general naval 
situation. The terrible dangers at the 
beginning of the war are over. The 
seas have been swept clear. Everything 
is in perfect order. Nearly everything 
has been foreseen. We have taken 
the measure of our foe and have only 
to go forward with confidence.”

Declaring that if it is not possible 
to* win the war without taking men bp 
compulsion he would support such • 
measure, Mr. Churchill said:

“I do not believe it will be found ne. 
cessary, and I am sure it is not necea 
sary now. On the contrary, the only 
places which will never lack soldiers 
are the bloody trenches in France and 
Flanders. No nation has ever, at any 
time in history, found such a spirit 
of sacrifice ; it is widespread almost 
universal, in the masses of the peo 
pie.”

The question of service for home de 
fense, to keep-the fighting men abroad 
properly maintained, seemed to him 
to stand on a different footing.

“We are confronted with a foe who 
would, without the slightest scruple, 
extirpate every man, woman and ohild 
by any method open* to him, with as 
little scruple as a gardner would have 
in smoking out a wasp’s nest,” said 
Mr. Churchill. The whole nation » 
must be organized and mobilized to 
secure a victory which will bring last 
ing peace.”

If Germany Were to Win.
(London -Chronicle.)

Suppose that with all her infamies 
still exulted in, unrepented, unatoned, 
Germany was to win this war. Sup­
pose even that she were to secure a 
peace which exempted their authors 
from punishment Not merely the ex­
istence, but the very possibility of 
morality or honor (between nations 
would have perished; It would have 
expired in laughter, Its bare memory 
would be a theme for hissing. And 
does anybody fancy that this extinc­
tion of the moral sense could be con­
fined to the Intercourse of nattons T 
Would not its reaction be felt pro­
foundly, inevitably, immediately over 
the whole range of human life?

tary estimates have been the subject 
of animated discussion in the British 
•Commons when the larger naval 
estimates were willingly adopted. 
That Britain should retain the mas­
tery of the seas was regarded as the 
prime factor In all schemes of de­
fence. There Is no disposition to un­
derrate the Importance or quality of 
the (British navy; the present" war fur­
nishes no ground for such argument. 
On the contrary the fact that Britain, 
today, Is able to receive supplies from 
any quarter of the globe save those 
countries with which she is actually at 
war is the (best sort of defence for the 
navy under whose protection this con­
dition is possible.

On the other hani^ there should no 
longer exist the belief that Great Brit­
ain does not require an army. The 
lessons of the war have shown that the 
successes of Germany in the first few 
months of fighting, successes it may 
require many months to counteract, 
were achieved by having the largest 
and best equipped army in the world, 
a huge force, every unit working in 
perfect harmony, trained to strike 
swiftly and with terrible might. While 
the brutality of Germany has aliénai 
ed her from the sympathy of the world 
the power of the German war machine 
has elicited world wide wonder. That 
machine was bullded upon compulsory 
military service and the result has 
been that when Germany needed men 
trained to the hour they were ready 
and at her hand.

Regarding the possible adoption of 
compulsory military service in Great 
Britain, the Montreal Gazette, one of 
the best informed newspapers in Can­
ada, draws attention to the fact that 
"formerly voluntary enlistment was 
practically the universal method of 
raising armies. Today Great Britain 
alone of all the Old World powers is 
free of conscription ; and even she is 
threatened with it. 
country was forced to adopt compul­
sory methods to obtain the men neces­
sary to fight in the wars of Europe, 
which for centuries have continually 
either been raging or threatening. At 
present the greatest war of them all Is 
being fought on ground that has been 
shaken again and again by the march­
ing armies. This time all the world 
feels the strain, and nations far away 
from the fighting are finding it diffi­
cult to keep from -being drawn into the 
fray. The enemy Great Britain is 
battling against is a powerful one, and 
she will have to exert herself tre­
mendously before her task is done. 
For this more men and munitions will 
be required, and It is yet possible that 
some form of conscription will have to 
be adopted. If that need arises, the 
new government will not hesitate long 
before acting.”

at Ottawa.

Mr. Hazen will remain in politics 
and his friends can look forward to a 
long period of activity for him during 
which his prestige will continue to 
increase.

An old town is Ypres, whose name is 

figuring largely in the news. Its origin 
dates from away back in the ninth 
century, and in its day it has been 
subjected to many sieges, all of which 
It has survived. For Ypres is in the 
cockpit of Europe and all the world 
knows what that means to a town. 
Possibly never In lta -history has this 
ancient place been subjected to such 
bombardment as it has suffered of late. 
Landmarks that have survived the 
centuries have been badly -broken up 
or destroyed by the cannonading. The 
famous cloth hall, known as Les Halles 
Is In ruins if reports are to be be­
lieved. This structure was begun in 
1230 and building continued until 1842. 
In 1730 another big section was added 
to the eastern end. When war broke 
out last August one of the wings was 
being used as the City Hall, other 
parts being occupied by various public 
establishments and used as concert 
rooms. Another fine building was the 
Cathedral of St. Martin, and almost as 
noteworthy were the churches of St, 
Peters, fit. James and fit Nicholas. 
These have all suffered like the great 
cloth hall, which was at the -height of 
its glory in the fourteenth century 
when Ypres had 200,000 inhabitants 
and was one of the chief manufactur­
ing cities of Flanders. The popular 
Hon of Ypres gradually dwindled until 
it got down below the 20,000 mark. 
Now It is probably smaller than ever. 
But If the ancient town to almost in 
ruins, the spirit of Its people is still 
strong—stronger even than the forti­
fications—and that means that H will 
in time rise from the ashes of Its pres.

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FORTRESS OF PRZEMYSL RECAPTURED FROM THE RUSSIANS
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The above picture, which has been drawn especially for the New York Herald and the London Sphere, ebows the great Galician fortress of Penny el. which baa been recaptured 
by the Austrians and Germans after what la regarded to be the greatest drive of the war. In one month the Teuton allies, under the command of General von Mackensen, fought their 
way from Cracow through more than 125 miles of territory strongly held by the Russians, and not only cleared all of Wee torn Galicia of the Tsar’s troops, but have opened all of the Car­
pathian passes and removed tor an indefinite time the danger of an invasion of Hungary. In this advance they have carried by frontal attack three Russian defence lines; the Donajec, the 
Wlslolta and the San, and have reduced the second Strongest fortress In Galicia. Military authorities do not disparage the Germanic success, but they attribute it as much to an ammunition 
and artillery famine in Russia as they do to the vigor of the Austro-Germen offensSe.
