MAKER KILLED

Francis E. Sh.nley, of St,.nley
Ste amer Fame, Loses Life
~—Was Inventor and Record
Holder.

Boston, Aug. 1.—Francis K. Stanley,
a well known pioneer automobile man.
ufacturer and inventor, and for years
president of the Stanley Motor Car-
riage Co., of Newton, was killed yes-
terday afternoom when the automo-
bile he was driving on the Newbury-
port turnpike overturned about twe
miles and a halt from the Ipswitch-
Topshield town line. He was pinned
under the car and his chest crushed so
badly that he died while being taken
to the Beverly hospital. He did not
ess.

alone when the accident occurred, He

. Stanley was born in Kingfiel

Maine, 69 years ago. He was a soh
teacher in Maine for a time and later

From this an immense dry
plate business developed, and he
manufactured the plates in Newtoa,
He afterwards sold out to the camera
combine for an immense sum of
money,

In 1897 the Stenley brothers pro:
duced the first Stanley steamer ear,
now famous the country over.

Francis B. Stanley was one of the

first men to imaugurate motor racing
in the Mast. In 1904 he gained wide
fame by belng the first man to drive
& car up Mount Washington. He with

.| riage to travel two miles in less than
a minute.

Washington, Aug. 1.~The subma-
rine is no longer a determining factor
in the war, and statements by Bmper-
or Willlam in a n to the
German army and navy that subma-
rines ‘are tenaclously attacking and
fighting the vita] forces which are
streaming across the seas” are with-
out foundation, Secretary Danlels sald
today.

“The reduction in sinkings has been
steady” Mr. Daniels said.

“The submarine as a leading im-
portant factor in the war is ended.
It is always a menace as long as there
is one in the seas and we are losing
ships, and will continue to lose ships
now and them, but as for its being a
determining factor in the war, that
fear is ended.”

Are Sunk Faster.

London, Aug. 1.~—Andrew Bonar
Law, government spokesman, in the
House of Commons stated in the lower
house today that German submarines
were being sunk at a far greater rate
than heretofore.

MERE BOYS HOLD
BRITISH TITLES

Long List of Deaths in Old
Country Peerage Results in
Many Changes.

The four years of war have placed
many little boys in direct succession
to important titles and estates in
Great Britain through the death up-
on the battlefleld of the father or
elder brother. A boy, four years
old, has succeeded to a peerage, the
grandson of the Earl of St. Aldwyn,
better remembered as Michael Hicks-
Beach, Chancellor of the Exchequer.

A boy of nine has been the sixth
Earl of Brne since December, 1914.
The validity of his title, however,
was not established until last June.
His father, Viscount Crichton, one of
the most popular men in Bnglish soc-
fety, disappeared during the fighting
in Belgium, in November, 1914, and he
was reported officially as missing. His
father, the Earl of Erne, died the
following December, and at that time
Viscount Crichton wes reported to be
a prisoner in Germany. His small son
became known as Viscount Crichton
and the fdather as tlYe new Rarl of

¥ |Broe, It was finally discovered where

Viscount Orichton’s body had been
burfed in Belgium. It was exhumed
and identified and the nine year old
son was legally pronounced to be the
Barl of Erne.

A great grandson of the fourth Earl
of Hrne is the 14 year old baronet
who has succeeded his father, Sir
John Milbanke, who was the tenth
baronet of an ancient Scotch house
dating from Mary, Queen of Scots.
8ir John was killed in the Dardan-
elles.

Boosted Out of All Propor-
tion To Actual Increase in
Cost of Production.

Montreal, Aug, 1 — The Canadian
Railway War'Board announces that a
detailed study has been undertaken
which will show not merely the in-
crease in the cost of railway haul in
the oture of it
ies of life, but will go into the actual
cost of the labor and raw materials
in these articles with a view to prov-
ing that while railway rates have in-
creased possibly thirty per cent. since
the war began, while railway costs
of operation have incerased by a large”
percenetage, manufacturers have act-
nally increased their rate of profit out
of all proportion to the actual incerase
in their cost of production.

The war board gives the following

Premier Lloyd George Ad-
dresses Manufacturers —
“No Man Should Boast Un-
til Battle Is Over” But We
Are All Pleased At Way It
ls Going! ‘

London, Aug. 1.—“No man should
boast until the battle s over. Bat all
men who know are pleased at the way
it 18 going,” Premier Lloyd George
thus commented, in addressing a depu-
tation of twp hundred members of the
National ‘Union of Manufacturers,
whom he me} vesterday for a discus-
sion of after-the-war commercial prob.
lems,

“We must necessarily, in whatever
policy we proclaim,” sald thé premier,
“keep in touch and be in complete ac-
cord first with our dominions, and,
second, with our allles. There s a
good deal of discussion about a league
of nations. I am certainly one of those
who believe in it,

“But there are two leagues of na-
tions already in existence—the British
Empire and great alllance against the
central powers.”

Referring to the Paris resolutions,
he sald: “Up to the present time Am-
erich has expressed mo opinfon upon
them, and it is vitally important that
the poMcy of America and that of this
country should be in complete agree-
ment on economic, as well as otheg
problems. An agreement among the
Allies means that the economic fate
of the world will be in the hands of
the great Allied powers federated to-
gether at present.”

wheat fields today that Gen.

I saw the loot still there. In one smiling little valley north of
the. Ourcq which still smiles despite the terrible unburied
things still on the ground, I stood in the main street of Qul-
chy-la-ville this afternoon. Qulchy is a kind of battered
wreck as are most of the villages and towns fought over in
the past fortnight. Unexploded shells, torn and bloody
equipment, soldiers’ bodies, both friend and foe, but mostly
foe, still huddled on the bundles where they fell, and occa-
sionally a group of dead horses and shattered wagons, all
testify that the enemy made no voluntary retreat from Qul-

chy. The scene was terrible.
Neat Wheat Fields.

Tt was tempered somewhat by those
neatly shocked wheat fields on two
sides of the village. These fields ex-
tend to the ridge of heavily wooded
hills to the west where the enemy
peers back on the fields of his labor
at the badly needed “swag” that he
couldn't carry along.

FREDERICK, GREATEST
OF ROBBER KING3

Founder of Prussianism Great
Only in Perfidy, Cruelty
and Rapacity.

(Frem the Kansas City Times.)

They have taken down the statue of
Frederick the Great in Washington,
and now that it has disappeared we
can ask ourselves why he was called
great. He tried to do many things,
and from the position he occupied he
was able to essay them under the most
favorable auspices. In which of them,
then, did he excel to such degree as
to earn the title by which he s
known?

He tried to write poetry, but even
Voltaire's hired praise (which he re-
versed as soon as his pay was stop-
ped) has not convinced the world that
he was great in that department. He
tried the flute and thte fiddle, but we
should inquire in vain for any evi-
dence that he ravished any ear on
those instruments. He tried to be a
lawgiver, but outside of kicking the
shins of his judges when they object-
ed to his interference he acquired
no greatness in that attempt. In
what, then, was Frederick great? The
answer is too plain that he was great
only in those qualities of perfidy, cun-
ning, faithlessness, cruelty and rap-
acity that made him the greatest rob-
ber king who ever sat upon a throne.
In that greatness he has had a few
emulators, and in our times, at least,

1 am not opposed to peace—
but I expect to have four duchies given
me.” In the same negotiation he said:
“Guarantees? Who minds or keeps
guarantees in this age? . g I am
at the head-of an army which has van-
quished the enemy. The country which
I desire is conquered. This is all T
want. I now have it. I will and must
keep it. Have I need of peace? Let
those who need it give me what I want,
or let them fight me again and be beat-
en again.”

If treachery to an ally is a title to
greatness Frederick was great in that,
too. He made an alliance with France
and then came to secret terms with
Austria by which he was still to pre-
tend to make war against her, but to
allow her to withdraw her army from
in front of him to surprise his ally in
another quarter. The record of this
treachery was made in Frederick's own
hand. “In exchange, (for Silesia) we
will go no farther. We will besiege
Neisse for form. The commandant
shall surrender and depart. We will
quietly go into winter quarters; and
they (the Austrians) can take their
army where they will. Let all be fin-
ished in twelve days.”

This is the Frederick whose statue
stood in Washington to proclaim him
great. He was the founder of Prus-
sianism, the full fruits of which the
world now sees. The passing of his
statue fittingly marks the determina-
tion of Americans that all it typifie@
shall pass too.

THOSE COLONIAL TROOPS.

Whether they come from the British
dominions on the other side of the
globe, from Canada or the United
States, the so-called crude colonial
troops have on all ocoasions when the
opportunity offered shown themselves
more than a match for the carefully
trained professional soldiers of Europe.

should know that they are groundless.

anadians resident in this country can
go home and come back freely, Am-
icans can visit Canada whether on
business or for holiday trips almost
as readily as before the war. A Canad-
ian woman, on the authority of the
Canadian superintendent of immigrat-
ion, does not need a passport, permif,
or any other paper to enter or leave
Canada. A male Canadian of military
age does need a permit, but the reason
of that regulation is obvious and does
not fall under the ordinary definition
of an annoyance or an obstacle.

As for Americans travelling in Can-
ada, they are not obliged to register in
that country or even to present pass-
ports. All that they need is papers to
prove American citizenship, on show-
ing which they receive from the Can-
adian immigration officlals a card of
identification. So simple are these re-
gulations that the mere publication
of ihem ovght to do away with the an-
noyance-obstacle fiction. Really the
uncomfortable detail in the relations of
the peoples of the two neighboring
North American allies is the matter
of money. At least for the duration of
the war bankers and merchants of a
city like New York should find the
means of rendering Canadian silver
current here on an equal basis with
American silver.

German People Tired of War.

London, Aug. |~—Tuesday was a day of sheer, hard in-
and-out fighting on the American front, telegraphs Reuter's
correspondent on the front north of the Marne. He says the
final capture of Seringes by the Americans was an especially

creditable achievement.

Since the Americans took the village on° Monday the
Germans made no infantry attack on the place, butkept upa

+ constant artillery and machine gun fire to drive them out.
' This continued all day, on Tuesday and ' toward evening the
enemy seemed to think that the spirit of the defenders might

| possibly be broken and then they began to emerge from the
Nesles Forest in a way that seemed to forecast a fresh attempt
to-take the village. Of the fighting which ensued the corres-

pondent writes:

“The Americans after three days of to-and-fro fighting

through villages, had learned

subtlety and were determined

to have a real fight to a finish. They consequently withdrew
as if retiring from Seringes and the Germans crept down
from the high ground convinced they had their opponents
beaten. Additional German troops came pouring in until the
town was occupied as it never had been before.

Encircle Germans

“But as the new occupants began to
organize their defences they found that
bullets appeared to be coming in from
three sides of the village, and it was
not long before they discovered that
the Americans, while withdrawing
from the front of the town, had com-
menced an encircling movement on
both sides, thus forming a ring almost
completely around it.

“Then came  tragic fighting. The
Prussian Guard had voted not to sur-
render, and their opponents were just
as anxious to see the thing through.
It was an affair of small arms, but the
Americans proved to be better shots
and slowly picked off men here and

{ there.

o Advance Began

“Then the Americans began to ad-
'vance and at the same time sllenced
the fire from theé village while slowly
thieir encircling ring closed about it.
As' the ring drew closer and the de-
‘tenjflers saw their doom approaching,
they redoubled their fire, but still the
Amrericans came on unfalteringly like
a storm or the unavoidable stroke of
fate.”

“When the Americans reached the
precincts of the village their fire ceas-
ed, and with one wild yell they closed
with the foe. The fierce uproar sud-
denly gave place to a strange silence
as men grappled with men. Only the
clash of steel on steel and the groans
of the stricken could be heard.

‘““The issue never was in doubt for
an instant. At this kind of fighting
the American is more than equal to
any Prussian guardsman, and in a lit-
tle more than ten minutes all was over:
Except for a few German prisoners
every German in.the village had
breathed his last. Such was the final
capture of Seringes. °

Straighten Line

With the American Army on the
@isne-Marne Front, Aug., 1-——(By The

Associated Press)—The Franco-Amer-
ican forces on the main battle front
continued in a proctess of straighten-
ing out the line. They scored advanc-
es in this effort, the Americans push-
ing beyond Sergy to within two kilo-
metres of Chamery. The Allied forces
effected their progress against stub-
born German resistance.

American and French troops launch-
ed an attack Wednesday afternoon
from Seringes to Cierges, on the centre
of the Marne front for the purpose of
straightening the line and demolish-
ing barbed wire entanglements which
the Germans have placed through the
hills, forests and open places.

General Degoutte, commanding the
army on this front, expressed to the
correspondent today his satisfaction
at the progress already made and the
hope that the advance would continue
until the Germans were forced beyond
thelr new positions.

The Allied forces now occupy the
hills beyond Seringes and Sergy. One
of the fiercest encounters in the pre-
sent offensive was brought about by
the Americans, who occupied Seringes.
During the night some prisoners were
taken.

Some prisoners taken declared that
the orders were that the Germans must
hold on at all costs.

Among the prisoners were men at-
tached to the fifth foot guards from
Lorraine, and others who had been on
leave in Germany, who said that the
German people were thoroughly tired
of the war and did not care who gov-
erned, so long as the war came to an
end.

The Germans on Wednesday used
a new gas having a white flame and
smoke.

. Experience For Any Money
—Dr. Malcolm With Field
Aimbulance.

A letter was received yesterday
from Lieut. A, W. Thorne, former# of
The Standard staff but who crossed
overseas with the 140th Battalion, and
was dra from England to another
unit and has seen & great deal of fight:
ing in France for many months, He
was wounded once and gassed twice
and after he had recovered on each
ocoasion he returned to France and
at the time of writing was gol
sttong and doing his bit to assist in
defeating the Hun. ILdeut. Thorne
writes an interesting letter on condi-
tions at the front, and says that he
would not take any amount of money
and miss the experience that he has
had while fighting in the British uni-
form, .

The letter is dated "“Somewhere in
France,” July 10th, 1918, and in pant
is as follows:

I would like for fellows home to un-
derstand that our work over here is
necéssary and that there are many
hindrances but I've never met any real
Canadian yet who has not been trying.
I have had many happy experiences
and a few others that were not so nice
but taking my visit over here all to-
gether I would not exchange it for all
the money I ever heard of, and believe
me the lieutenants in the Canadian
army need money. Just at present we
are the worst paid of the English-
speaking allies: None of us came over
here to make money anyway, so we
are mot kicking very hard.

Major Laughlin of St. Stephen, who
was with the 104th Battalion, has gone
to England to take charge of a hos-
pital. He has been working as a M. O.
out here for some time.

Dr. Don Malcolm has gone to a field
ambulance. He did good work with
the 2nd C. M. R, 'and was lked by
everyone.

I've seen no scarcity of food although
the governments of all countries are
trying to conserve the supplies, They
have the right dope, for no one wants
to be short. In our mess today e had
eggs, bacon, bread, butter, tea, and
plenty of sugar, and jam for breakfast.
At lunch we had roast beef, potatoes
and the usual bread etc. Then there
is tea at 4 and dinner at 6.30 or so. The
men had just the same ex®pting for
the eggs, Of course tea is our extra
meal and helps to use up our mess
fees. We certainly are not likely to
starve on such a diet.

1 do not know when the war will
be over but it is sure to end some
time. Our airmen are on top now and
Fritz hasn’'t much chance excepting
when he steals over at night on bomb-
ing ralds.
