The leading article in the current 
Issue of the G&nadu Lumberman deals 
with the question of the export of pulp- 
wood, which it condemns, and strongly 

, advocates its iqanafacture to this 
country and only the export of paper 
permitted. There are many of us who 
have advocated this course for years, 
but so far the oa^ly authorities who 
can Interfere with the current practice, 
decline to do so.

As the Lumberman points out, it is 
of course well known that pulpwood 
cut on the Crown Lands of Quebec, 
Ontario and New Brunswick cannot be 
exported without bein^ first converted 
into p»ip or paper. This enactment is 
of a provincial character and was wise­
ly -placed on the statute Ixioks several 
years ago. There are, however, great 
areas of privately owned acres from 
which thp wood is being token and sent 
across the border. It would seem an 
opportune time tor the Federal authori­
ties to -take this matter in bund ere 
Canadians waken up to the fact that 
their great natural heritage has sud­
denly vanished and. like Lean of old, 
they have sold their birthright for a 
mess of pottage. Pulpwood is being 
exported today in its raw state across 
the border to the extent of millions of 
cords annually, whereas it should all 
he converted into the finished produt* 
at home, affording employment to a 
large industrial army and the invest­
ment of many millions of dollars of
